It is estimated that 500 Mormons have

It is announced that Great Britain will 
not hold her usual annual naval manœuvres 
this year.

The Spanish government refuses to ex­
change Lieut.

The Behring Sea award, amounting to 
nearly $500,000, was paid last Thursday to 
the Canadian government.

Captain-General Blanco has notified the 
American blockading fleet that hereafter he 
will recognize no flag of truce.

The deposits in the Canadian post-office 
savings banks for May amounted to$668,000 
and the withdrawals to £837,000.

The bank of Spain has agreed to place 
‘28,000,000 pesetas at the disposal of the 
Spanish treasury for war purposes.

General Maximo Gomez, the insurgent 
leader, has gone personally to assist the 
Americans against Santiago de Cuba.

It is announced that the international 
commission to regulate Canadian-American 
difficulties will meet at Montreal June 25.

A general oràer has been issued to thé 
effect that no native of the Philippines shall 
be enlisted in the army of the United States.

The claim of the Canadian sealers aggre­
gating £149,000 for seizure of six vessels by 
the Russians will be referred to arbitration.

The revolution which has prevailed in 
Venezuela for the past six months ended on 
Sunday by the defeat and capture of Her­
nandez, its leader.

The Baptists of Manitoba and the North- 
West have decided to establish an institution 
for denominational education in affiliation 
with McMaster University.

The Boston Woven Hose and Rubber Com­
pany, one of the largest concerns of its kind 
in America, has assigned. The liabilities 
are stated to be about £1,200,000.

The Dominion Government has given » 
site, five acres of land, for a new building 
which is to be erected in Winnipeg to accom­
modate the University of Manitoba.

The stagnation of business in the United 
Srates is without precedent. The with­
drawal of some 200,000 men from the ordin­
ary business of life is also having a serious 
effect.

The Anglican synod, at Toronto last week, 
passed a resolution condemning the marriage 
of divorced persons, and requesting the pro­
vincial synods to make a declaration on the 
subject.

Three cases of small pox broke out in 
Rochester, N. Y., Thursday. The afflicted 
are three boys who avoided quarantine ht 
Danville ten days ago, and went to Ro­
chester.

Fierce and sanguinary conflicts are re­
ported between the Albanians and Christians 
in the Uskub district of European Turkey, 
and there is great unrest along the Montene­
grin frontier.

The public debt of Canada is now £332,- 
532,131.33, or over £66 per capita in the 
Dominion. The national debt of Great Brit- , 
ain is £35 per capita, and that of the United 
States is only £15.

A Berlin despatch says that Germany will 
soon have 3000 marines at Manila, and if the 
United States bombards that city and at­
tempts to destroy it, the Germans will at 
once interfere.

Lieut. Peary’s arctic expedition will leave 
New York about July 1st in the steamer 
“ Windward,” for the west of Greenland,

I two hundred miles further north than 
Peary’s previous anchorages.

The British government is considering the 
question of an addition to its shipbuilding 
programme and is securing the most authen­
tic and fullest information before submit­
ting the new proposals to the House.

It is reported that the Rocky Mountain 
locusts have made their appearance in small 
sections of south-western Manitoba. The 
insects are doing great damage, in the Dako­
tas and it is feared the plague will be general 
next year.

A thousand persons were killed in the re­
cent uprising in the Sierra Leone district. 
One hundred and twenty inhabitants of- 
Freetown, most of them traders, are known 
to have been massacred. Three hundred 
friendly natives were killed.

In Cuba the captain general receives £50,- 
000 a year, the director of the treasury £18,* 
500, the archbishop and bishop £18,000 each, 
i he naval commander £16,392, the general 
£15,000. All these are Spanish official* 
which the Cubans have to pay.

Three Klondike exploration parties were 
sent from Ottawa last Monday by the Public 
Works Department. Two parties will start 
from Edmonton to explore routes through 
to the headwaters of the Pelly River. The 
third party will enter from the coast by the 
Stickeen River.

After July 21 next Great Britain and her 
colonies, with the exception of Canada, will 
receive from Germany the benefit of the 
most favored nation treatment. The exclu­
sion of Canada from these benefits is re­
garded as a reprisal of Canada’s action which 
brought about the denouncement by Great 
Britain of the commercial treaties with Ger­
many and Belgium.

History of a Well-Known Song.

The recent death of Dr. Samuel Fillmore 
Bennett, of Richmond, 111., who wrote the 
words of “ The Sweet Bye and Bye,” has 
reawakened interest in a song that for years 
was one of the most popular—if that word 
may be used in this connection—of religious 
musical compositions. It has been sung at 
the meetings of every sect of Christian be­
lievers, and at assemblages of people who 
scoffed at religious faith, in stately churches 
and in humble homes, in solemn death 
chambers and in merry social gatherings, at 
funerals and at picnics, on crowded rail we y 
trains and steamers, and in the wilds and 
deserts of uncivilized countries. It has 
been played on church organs and hand- 
organs, by bands and on banjos—in brief, 
on every instrument capable of musical ex­
pression. It has been heard in every part 
of the world, its words bringing hope 
and consolation to thousands upon thous­
ands, and its melody touching the hearts of 
all who listened.

Like many other meritorious things, the 
song was slow in attaining the recognition 
that was its due, and nearly a decade 
passed aftçr its publication before it became 
the vogue. The simplicity of the melody, 
which was undoubtedly a great element in 
recommending it to popular favor, preju 
diced against it the musicians, who, at the 
outset, might have made it better known to 
the public. Many absurd statements about 
the circumstances of its composition and 
publication have been made in and out of- 
print, but the true story has been related 
at considerable length by Mr. Silas G. 
Pratt, the composer and director, who 
learned it while in charge of the retail de­
partment of the music store in Chicago then 
just opened by two young Bostoniens, 
Messrs. Lyon & Healey.

The music of the song was written by A. 
P. Webster, of Elkhorn, Wis. He was a 
lovable young fellow, it is said, but could 
not get on in the world, for he had absolute­
ly no business ability, and his health was 
far from good—in fact, be was a victim of 
consumption. Music was everything to 
him, and he composed many songs, some of 
which, like the now almost forgotten 
“Lorena,” “ Paul Vane ” and “ Little Maud” 
had become quite popular. Two or three 
times a year he was accustomed to go to 
Chicagd with a roll of manuscript songs 
which he offered to the music publishers at 
£25 each. His most intimate friend along 
in the sixties was Dr. Bennett, then lately 
graduated from Ann Arbor, and trying to 
build up a practice.

“ What’s the matter now?" asked the 
physician.

“It’s no matter," replied Webster ; it 
will be all right bye and bye.”

The phrase struck Bennett, who had a 
fancy for wiiting verses, and he said : “ Why 
not make a song of the sweet bye and bye?”

“ You write the words and I’ll make the 
music,” was Webster’s answer. The doc­
tor turned to his desk and began to scribble, 
and in less than a half-hour had accom­
plished his task. Webster had bis violin, 
and after reading the lines, drew his bow, 
and without the least hesitation played the 
tune which has since been sung the world 
over. Two friends happened in, and when . 
the composer had jotted down the air and 
supplied the other three parts, the four men 
sung for the first time “The Sweet Bye and 
Bye.”

Not long afterward Webster took a num­
ber of songs to Chicago. Root & Cady 
bought all of them but one, and that was 
“ The Sweet Bye and Bye,” which they said 
they didn’t think worth publishing. Then 
he went to Lyon & Healy’s. where Pratt, 
who had known him for years, introduced 
him to the junior member of the firm. Mr. 
Healy, after hearing the new song played 
on the piano, offered £20 for it, which Web­
ster immediately accepted. “ Poor fellow,” 
said Healy, after he had gone, “I didn’t 
have the heart to send him away without 
taking it.” This was in 1867. A small 
edition of the song was printed in the cheap­
est form and placed on the retail counters ; 
but nobody wanted it, and, after a time, 
not a dozen copies having been sold, the 
whole lot was consigned to an obscure cor­
ner in the wholesale department, where it 
remained uncalled for a year and more.

Then Mr. Wbittemore, a teacher in one of 
the public schools, who somehow got hold 
of a copy, obtained permission to use it in a 
Sunday school song book he was compiling. 
Something more than a year later Lyon & 
Healy began to have calls for it, mostly 
from school children. Then the demand 
slowly began to increase, until at last the 
whole edition was exhausted. Orders com­
menced to come from music dealers in other 
cities, a new edition was published in a 
more attractive form ; that went, and then 
edition after edition was turned out, the 
presses being hardly able to supply the 
demand. “The Sweet By and Bye ” had 
made its own way into the affections of the 
people.

Ottawa, June 19.—In view of the unsettled 
condition of the money market in conse­
quence of the Spanish war, Hon. Mr. Field­
ing, minister of finance, has decided to post­
pone the proposed reduction of savings’bank 
interest until the first of October. If the 
state of the money market is then f&vora'ble 
the reduction will take effect on that date, 
and in that event arrangements will be made 
to provide a three per cent, investment for 
such of the small depositors as desire to avail 
themselves of the privilege. For this pur­
pose there will be issued a Dominion three 
per cent, stock, in sums of £25 and multiple* 
thereof. Such stock will run for a period of 
five years, but will be redeemable to the de­
positor at any time on one month’s notice. 
This privilege will be confined to such de­
positors as have £100 or less in the saving* 
hanks. These arrangements are intended to 
fulfill the assurance given in parliament by 
the minister that the interests of the small 
depositors would receive special considéra-

Many school directors and teachers are 
authorizing or giving instruction to the 
pupils under their charge concerning the 
injurious effects of the use of tobacco. In 
Centre county, Pa., the directors have noti­
fied the county superintendents of schools 
that the teachers should be non-users of 
tobacco, requiring him to enter on every 
male teacher’s certificate granted, whether 
or not the holder is a user of tobacco in any 
form. The late Emperor of France, Napo­
leon the Third, though himself a tobacco 
user, finding that paralysis and insanity had 
increased in the same ratio as the revenue 
from tobacco, and having learned that the 
users of the product in the schools and col 
leges were inferior both in scholarship and 
character to the non users, prohibited it, by 
edict, in the national institutions of learn­
ing, the minister of instruction likewise 
issuing a similar circular to the teachers in 
all the schools of every grade. Efforts in 
the same direction have been made in Ger­
many. In 1880 the class of Yale University 
was divided according to grade of scholar­
ship into four divisions, with the result that 
in the highest division 25 per cent, were 
found to be users of tobacco ; in the second, 
48 ; in the third, 70, while in the fourth, the 
division in which were the poorest scholars, 
tobacco was used by 85 per cent.—Josiah 
W. Leeds in Christian Statesman.

CORRESPONDENCE SOLICITED.
Russian Activity in China.

London, June 18.—The Pekin correspon­
dent of the Times, commenting on the in­
creasing activity of Russia in China, says t 
“ When the projected new railways are 
completed Russia will have control of all the 
railways along which it will be possible to 
move troops for the defence of Pekin. China 
was deluded into giving the contract for the 
Han Kau railway to Belgium, as a small 
and unaggressive power ; but the Belgian 
minister. Baron de Vinck, was merely act­
ing on behalf of Russia and France. Eng­
land ought to insist upon the right of first 
refusal to allow railways in the Yangtae

Business called me to the county Alms 

House, recently, and thinking the public 
would be interested in the way the inmates 
of that institution arc treated, I ask for a 
corner of your paper for that purpose, 
have visited the house three times since the 
present manager, Mr. Lowe, has had charge 
and he has shown me through it on two dif 
fc-rent occasions. I have noticed at every 
visit the sympathetic regard of both Mr. and 
Mrs. Lowe for the comfort and welfare of 
the inmates. The inmates regard them if 
we may judge by their words and actions as 
their best friends. I doubt if there is a 
cleaner or neater kept house in Annapolis 
county. My last visit was on a dull, rainy 
day, but the kitchen floor was so clean that 
I feared to step on it, and the air was fresh 
and sweet all through the house, from base­
ment to attiç; no unpleasant odors from clos­
ets or elsewhere. I was in the pantry and 
saw the loaves of bread. It was fresh, sweet 
and new, good enough for anybody; made 
from Ogilive's •’Crown.” Several improve­
ments have been introduced by the present 
manager, most of the floors have been 
painted, a hardwood Moor laid in the main 
hall, the dining room divided by a partition 
to separate the men from the women and 
children, and some partitions put up in some 
of the sleeping apartments. Ho does the 
carpenter work, the only expense to the 
county is the material.

Mr. Lowe tells me he is ambitious to put 
the house in such a condition that his suc­
cessor will no* be able to improve on if.

When we remember that the institution is 
maintained at a cost of less than 50 cts. per 
week for each in mate, the municipality is 
certainly to be congratulated. Mr. Lowe is 
a stranger lo me. and I have no interest in 
him whatever, 1 simply write thus because 1 
believe he is a servant who is striving to do 
his duty.

NEWS OF THE WORLD.

There are one thousand four hundred isl­
ands in the Philippines.

The New York arsenal is shipping 2,000,- 
000 cartridges a day to the front.

The Khalifa has abandoned Omdurman, 
the dervishes’ stro ghold near Khartoum.

It is officially estimated that the unex 
plored area of Canada is over 1,000,000 
square miles.

There are said to be 27,000 prospectors 
between Lindeman and Tagieh lakes en route 
for Dawson City.

The Town Council of Louisville, Quebec, 
has decided to establish a municipal wine 
and cider factory.

The price of flour was reduced forty cents 
per barrel last Friday by the Lake of the 
Woods Milling Company.

During launching of first-class battleship 
Albion at Black wall, Eng., on the 21st inst., 
fifty persons were drowned.

40,000 workiig women in New York are 
receiving wages so small that they arc com­
pelled to accept charity or starve.

A general deficiency bill, carrying an 
aggregate of $224,032,323, was reported to 
Uoited States Senate on Wednesday.

The prolonged conferences between Cap­
tain-General Augusti and the German Con­
sul, at Manila, bave excited attention.

The Toronto Methodist conference decided 
that women could not sit as delegates and 
the one 1 My-delegate present was excluded.

An Euglish company with a million dol­
lars capital bus been formed to work the 
iron deposits of Bay de Verdes, Newfound­
land.

Mrs. Mary Wiggiu Fullerton, who was 
the oldest original daughter of the revolu­
tion, is deadiu Boston. She was 102 years 
of age.

A London cable says Lord Brassey and 
several other members of British aristocracy 
are making preparations for a tour of Canada 
shortly.

It is reported that A. H. Harrius the re­
cently appointed traffic manager of the Can­
adian government railways has been dis­
missed.

James F. Lister, Q. C., M. P., has been 
appointed a judge of the Court of Appeals of 
Ontario. This creates a fourth vacancy in the 
House of Commons.

President Paul Kruger, of the South Afri­
can Republic, is dangerously ill, and hie 
medical attendants have forbidden even his 
friends to visit him.

The Arctic exploring ship, Fram, having 
on board Captain Otto Sverdrups expedi­
tion to the Arctic regions, sailed from Chris­
tiania, Norway, on the 24th.

Admiral Camara’s rquadron, consisting of 
seven warships, including three torpedo boats 
and convoying five transports, has entered 
the Suez, canal en route for the Philippines.

The British Secretary of State for the 
Colonies, Mr. Joseph Chamberlain, emphati­
cally denies the rumors circulated in regard 
to his contemplated retirement from the 
Cabinet.

Gaudaur, the Canadian, champion sculler 
of the world, and Johnson are to meet in a 
race at Vancouver, B. C., on July 1st, for 
the world’s championship.

The newspapers announce the probable 
engagement of Princess Victoria of Wales to 
John Raring, Baron Revelstoke. The formal 
betrothal is awaiting the approval of Queen 
Victoria.

The British ships Glooscap, Captain Spi­
cer, and East Lothian, Captain MacFarlane, 
sailed from Philadelphia last Saturday for 
Manila with nearly 6,U00 tons of coal for 
Admiral Dewey’s fleet.

Three of the seven heroes, who composed 
Hobson's crew when the Merrimac was sunk 
in Santiago harbor, were Canadians—George 
Phillips, of St. John, George Cbarette and 
Oscar Daignan, of Quebec.

One of the boats of the Russian ship Ray 
of Naples, from Port Natal, April 23, for 
Tchio, capsized on the 22od inst., off Nou­
mea, capital of New Caledonia, and fourteen 
sailors were devoured by sharks.

Solicitor General Fi'zpa r ck has sailed for 
England io look after the claims of the 
Canadian sealers, aggregating $149,000. for 
seizure of six Canadian vessels by the Rus­
sian cruisers in the North Pacific in 1892

The relations between the Americans at d 
the rebels at Manila are strained, says a de­
spatch. The Americans express regret that 
the Washington government armed the 
rebels, contrary to Admiral Dewey's advice.

While U. S. battleship Texas was making 
a feint attack upon the fortifications at 
Matamoras on the 23rd inst., a Spanish 
shell struck the ship, killing one man and 
w< unding eight others, one of them seriously.

Professor Rievcr, of the University of 
Brussels, has been appointed arbitrator to 
fix the amouut of indemnity 
Russia to Great Britain for 
Canadian vessels in Russian sealing grounds.

A band of forty brigands, according to a 
special despatch from Constantinople, has 
abducted a sister of the Sultan. The Princess 
was seized while she was out walking a few 
miles from Constantinople, where she resided.

The Presbyterian General Assembly voted 
down Rev. Dr. Grant’s amendment to a pro­
hibition resolution, and the great Presbyter­
ian bodyjieclared in favor of rolling up the 
biggest possible vote for prohibition at the 
plebiscite.

The ex Chief Justice of the Transvaal 
Supreme Court, recently driven from office 
by President Kruger, is now in England for 
the purpose of appealing to the Rritish gov­
ernment as the supreme power in the Trans­
vaal, for redreea.

The premier, Sir James Winter, and 
Receiver-General Morine, tf Newfoundland, 
are in England as delegates to negotiate 
with the imperial government for the de­
spatch of a royal commission to inquire into 
the affairs of the colony.

It is reported that the Spanish govern­
ment has authorized its agents throughout 
the country to ascertain the opinion of the 
people as to the desirability of terminati 
the war. Senor Sagasta will announce t 
result after the Cortes is prorogued.

The triangular boat race between the 
crews of Harvard, Cornell and Y’ale univer­
sities took place on the Thames river at 
New London, Ct., on the 23rd, Cornell win­
ning by a length and an eighth over Yale. 
Harvard was last. The race was over a 
four mile course.

Prof. Ha

committee ou the Nicaragua canal last week. 
He expressed the opinion that the canal as 
proposed was entirely feasible and placed the 
cost of construction of between §90,000,000 
and §95,000,000.

The continued strike in the Welsh coal 
mines has reduced the supply of English coal 
to such an extent that the mail and passenger 
steamers of some of the best English lines 
running from England to Capetown, Africa, 
and Australia and South America have been 
forced to rely on American steamer coal.

It is announced that the International 
Commission to discuss the Canadian-Ameri- 
can difficulties, will commence to sit in Que­
bec on July 15th, and that the Canadian 
Commissioners will likely be Sir Wilfred 
Laurier, Sir Richard Cartwright and Sir 
Louis Davies. They will have an agent, 
probably Hon. Judge Langelier.

horses grow poor and show rough, staring 
coats while they have timothy hay always 
in their racks or mangers, though they have 
nothing to do. These same horses will flesh 
up and even fatten when set to work in the 
spring, when some of the hay is cut and fed, 
moistened with a mixture of corn and oat­
meal. This, we think, is a better feed for 
horses that have timothy than is cut hay 
and oatmeal. Timothy is very deficient in 
fattening properties as well as in the nutri­
tion for giving strength. When some clover 
is mixed with the timothy, oats are a belter 
grain to grind to be mixed as cut feed than 
are corn and oats. If the hay ia all clover, 
horses for farm work will do well on it with­
out any grain, though they will even then 
be somewhat more efficient if given a small 
amount of oats with the hay.

It is only the careless feeding of clover 
hay which makes it unpopular with horse­
men. It is never disliked by horses and 
cows. Indeed, the trouble is that horses 
like it too well, and if given all they can eat 
will gorge themselves so that in hard work 
or fast driving the gorged stomach will press 
against the lungs. There is almost always 
some dust with clover hay because, being 
highly nitrogenous, the clover heats too 
much and some of it is burned, which makes 
it very dusty. This, with horses whose 
wind has already been injured by fast driv­
ing on an overloaded stomach, produces 
cough and the disease called “ heaves."

His companion-mower, 
interested in his bright talk, said:

“ Well, what are you going to make—a 
prcachei?

“ That,” answered Jamés in a playful way, 
“ is an unsolved problem. I have under­
taken to make a man of myself. If I sue 
ceed, I may make something else afterwards; 
if I don’t succeed I shall not be fit for much 
anyway.”

Wvh clear vision he sees that life is only 
worth living if he can make himself a man— 
a real man, having correct principles and a 
sturdy purpose* fulfilling the one great ob­
ject of his creation.

The true form, then, of life’s great ques­
tion is, not “ What place do you mean to 
get, or what “stuff do you mean ” to work, 
but what sort of a man do you mean to be?”

Get that question securely answered in 
life. It saves time, prevents waste of power, 
utilizes all the forces and drawbacks of life, 
subdues impatience, inspires steadfast cour­
age and clothes monotonous duty with the 
transfiguring beauty of a glorious motive.

Dairy Notes.

Watch the cow which gradually declines 
in her yield while her mate?, under the 
same management, do not. Pedigree counts 
for nothing when a çow will not respond to 
good feed with a fair yield of milk.

In butter making everything is being 
sifted down to a business proposition. Dairy­
men make more money now than when 
butter was higher, because of more scientific 
methods, more creameries, more summer 
crops raised and better cows kept.

Failure will be certain to the dairyman 
who has not the gift of punctuality, and he 
had better quit. No employment requires 
more method. Every part of the work 
must be performed every day, and almost 
every hour in the day. And variation is 
actual loss.

If all the buttermilk has not been washed 
out of the butter, it is certain that the at­
tempt to work it out will result in breaking 
the grain of the butter ; and if one does not 
understand the granular system of churning 
it will pay him to look into the matter at

He runs a dajry with most profit who 
gives most attention to making the farm 
produce large crops of grain and grass to be 
fed to the cows ; there is not so much profit 
when the feed is bought outside. The busi­
ness of the dairyman does not begin and end 
with the care of the cows, but reaches into 
every detail of farm management.

It has been again and again demonstrated 
that the less the butter is worked the better. 
If the granular system of churning is prac­
tised, and ample time given for the water to 
drain out, no working will be needed, or 
only.enough to bring the butter to a solid 
condition. If the buttermilk has all been 
washed out there will be none left to work 
out.—Rural Canadian.

A Plea for Less Study.

M. Berthelot, the famous French scientist, 
says that children in school should have 
twice as much play as they now have, with 
a radical change in the character of their 
studies,

In an address before a scientific body in 
Paris M. Berthelot said millions of francs 
are wasted every year in pouring learning 
into sieves.

“ According to the educational method in 
vogue,” said Berthelot, “ most of the educa­
tion goes in at one ear and out of the other 
without leaving any other impression than 
mental disgust for further education. What 
educators need to do is to cast aside at once 
that iniquitous institution called. ‘ weekly 
examination,’ which compels the pupil to 
cram, cram, cram.

“ In its place should be established a sys­
tem of interesting each pupil’s mind in par­
ticular studies by pointing out to him how 
he individually has a permanent interest in 
pursuing them, and then give the pupil 
plenty of leisure to think over what has been 
told him.

“ There are entirely too many subjects be­
ing taught,” said Berthelot, in conclusion. 
“ Reduce the number of subjects of study, 
shorten the hours, and if we are to have ex 
aminations let them be as brief and as far 
apart as possible.”

Sweet Corn as a Money Crop.

Sweet corn as a money crop is a pretty 
sure thing, according to the Orange Judd 
Farmer, if it is situated where ears can be 
marketed when in the roasting stage. What 
grain is not sold in this way makes good 
feed. The fodder is worth all it costs to 
raise the crop, leaving the receipts for corn 
as net profit. The stalks are cut up at the 
bottom as soon as the ears become too old 
for market, and are carefully cured in the 
shock or are put in the silo, whole or cut, 
ears and all. Either feed is preferred for 
milk or but er production to the best hay. 
Tne best variety of sweet corn is still a 
moot question.

—There is one Water ville, Maine, orchard- 
ist who gets some amusement and a good 
deal of satisfaction out of his method of rid­
ding his trees of caterpillar pests. He used 
to use kerosene, soap-suds and all that sort 
thing, but has now a plan superior to any­
thing yet tried. He has been using of late 
a double-barrelled shotgun loaded with a 
powder charge only, over which is placed a 
thin shot wad. Finding a sizable caterpillar 
web the shooter with the muzzle of his gun 
anywhere from a foot to three feet of the 
mark pulls the trigger and in place of the 
web there is a smooth, nicely cleaned branch, 
with not a vestige of a caterpillar or his home 
left. ' The gentleman says he can remove 35 
or 40 nests in a before breakfast hunt and 
has a lot of fun out of it.

—An American tourist writes as follows 
of Victoria, B. C., in the Country Gentle­
man: The town is English as are most of 
its inhabitants in characteristics, if not by 
birth, although it is cosmopolitan enough to 
harbor many a bonnie Scotchman and wily 
Greek, with occasional representatives from 
every shore. Living is cheap. I should call 
it the poor man’s paradise, were I not as­
sured that it has no poor, every one being 
comfortably well off. A house of six rooms 
and bath can be rented for §11 a month, 
with garden attached and unparalelled views 
thrown in. Table supplies, butter excepted, 
are much lower than in the East. A 10 lb. 
salmon sells for 25 cents—if, indeed, there 
be a market for it at all, since every one can 
troll for bis own salmon. Vegetables can be 
planted in succession and will grow and 
ripen for nine mouths in the year, while 
flowers bloom in the open air until Christ­
mas. I saw luxuriant crops of peas ripening 
in the middle of September. Plums and 
peaches excel those grown in California.

—Potato scab has been successfully pre­
vented by treating the tubers to be planted 
thus: Dissolve two and a quarter ounces of 
corrosive sublimate in about two gallons of 
ho:, water, and then in ten or twelve hours 
afterward dilute the solution with thirteen 
gallons of water. Wash the potatoes if they 
are very dirty, and immerse them before 
they are cut in the diluted solution 
for an hour and a half, then spread out to 
dry. Cut and plant in the usual manner. 
By this treatment very smooth potatoes 
have been grown from very scabby tubers. 
The corrosive sublimate is very poisonous, 
and must be used with great care. All 
treated tubers not planted must be deeply 
buried or placed beyond reach of children or 
animals.

—Toronto is the scene of a novel form of 
philanthropy. It is the care of the teeth of 
children whose parents are too poor to em­
ploy a dentist. A local physician conceived 
the idea and sought the aid of the churches. 
He was ready to bear the financial burden 
alone, but he desired the church people to 
assist him in in finding objects for his charity. 
His notion was ridiculed, but he persisted in 
it without assistance, expended much money 
in fitting up his dispensary and in employing 
assistants, and last year cared for the teeth 
of nearly two thousand children. He seeks 
no aid from any quarter, but finds it neces­
sary occasionally to appeal to the citizens to 
furnish him with the names of people who 
cannot afford to spend money on their child 
ren’s teeth. The capacity of his free dentis­
try is apparently in excess of the local needs.

—The butter king of the world is said to 
be Obadiah Sands, of Chicago, III. Mr. 
Sands owns eighty creameries and controls 
the output of as many more. These cream­
eries are scattered over the State of Illinois, 
and their annual product amounts to 14,000,- 
000 pounds of butter, valued at §2,500,000. 
The milk of 120,000 cows is used in the 
manufacture of this butter. In the season 
of the year when the milk' is most plentiful 
20,000,000 pounds of milk are daily churned 
into butter. The milk is gathered by 4,000 
teams from 6,000 farm.—The victory rests with America’s Great

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Children and Poisonous Flowers.

Buttercups and daisies are generally asso­
ciated in one’s mind with Wordsworth, chil­
dren and Arcadian simplicity. It is difficult 
to conceive of anything hurtful or danger- 

in connection with the pretty little yel­
low flower, but unfortunately it is not al- 

the most modest and retiring plants or
flowers that are the least harmful; for ex­
ample, the deadly nightshade (Atropa bella­
donna). Not that the buttercup can vie 
with the deadly nightshade in poisonous 
quantities, and still when consumed in suffi­
cient quantities it will cause death. A 
proof of this has lately been afforded in Eng­
land in the case of a boy who after eating 

buttercups died within a few hours
with all the symptoms of irritant poisoning. 
The buttercup belongs to the ranunculaccu, 
and nearly all the members of this group 
possess poisonous qualities, chiefly of an ir- 
rant nature, thoügh in a few narcotic princi­
ples are to be found. Every year some 
children lose their lives by eating poisonous 
seeds or flowers, aud care should be taken to 
exclude from gardens or parks where chil­
dren play, plants or shrubs of a poisonous 
nature, as deadly nightshade, laburnum and 

Fortunately, buttercups though nice
to look at, do not as a rule tempt children to 
eat them wholesale, otherwise the mortality
from this cause would be much greater than
it is at present.

Jt 
is a soft paste of calcined magnesia and 
water, with which the parts burned are cov­
ered to the thickness of an inch. It allevi­
ates the pain almost immediately, and when 
the paste Is removed no scar remains.

Home Renovation.

PLAIN DIRECTIONS FOR PAINTING A BATHTUB, 
HOW TO CLEAN OILCLOTH, ETC.

Among the crosses many housewives have 
to annoy them is a bathtub of uninviting ap­
pearance in a room that otherwise looks 
fresh and clean after renovating. The tar­
nished surface may refuse to become bright, 
no matter what cleaning materials are em­
ployed. The Standard Designer tells how 
you may remedy this and, by being your 
own workman, may, at a trifling expense, 
make the bathtub quite desirable.

Procure a small can of common paint of 
any light color desired, a can of enamel 
p-iint of the same color and a good sized 
brush. Cut eight or ten inch pieces of yel­
low soap into bits and put it over the fire to 
dissolve in a couple of quarts of water. Fill 
the bathtub with very hot water, and throw 
in a generous handful of powdered borax and 
the dissolved ;soap. When the water be­
comes cool enough to put the hands in it, 
scrub the surface with a brush, letting the 
water run off as the work is done. Again 
partly fill the tub with hot water and scrub 
it with the brush and sand soap to make sure 
that all greasy particles have been removed. 
Then rinse it in clear hot water and thor­
oughly dry. Cover it with two coatings of 
the common paint, letting one thoroughly 
dry before putting on the second coat. Then 
give it several coats of the enamel paint. 
This paint will dry more quickly than the 
other, and the bath will no longer be an un- 
sigthly object. Care must be used not to 
run very hot water into the bath until the 
paint has hardened.

Oilcloth, it is told by the same authortity 
should be carefully swept to free it from 
dust, then rubbed with a cloth dipped in 
hot milk and afterwards rubbed with a dry 
cloth. Occasionally a little size dissolved in 
hot water, and the oilcloth rubbed with 
some of it will give it a nice, bright polish. 
Beeswax and turpentine will prolong its 
wear. This is used in the way you would 
polish an oak floor—that is rubbed on with 
a piece of flannel and rubbed off and polished 
with a dry duster* Washing oilcloth with 
soap and soda and leaving the surface wet is 
ruinous to it.

In washing furniture only small portions 
should be done at a time, and each part 
should be done .thoroughly and quickly dried. 
Work downward, beginning at the top, bo 
that splashes below can be effaced as you 
work downward. The following would be a 
good furniture polish: One-half pint linseed 
oil, one-half pint turpentine, one half pint 
vinegar, one-half pint spirits of wine. Mix 
well together. When used, shake well and 
rub on the furniture with a piece of linen 
rag and polish with a duster.

To Straighten Whalebones.

Whalebones that have become misshapen 
or bent may easily be straightened and 
made as supple as new by immersing them 
in cold water and then drying in a cool 
place out of the reach of the immediate 
action of sun or fire. They should stand in 
the cold water, fully covered, for about 12 
hours, then be shaken well to dislodge the 
clinging drops of water ; then dried.

In these days, when whalebones are so 
expensive, it is a good thing to know this, 
for, by taking this care with them, bones 
may be transferred from dress to dress so 
long as they remain unbroken. Very often, 
in throwing aside a pair of corsets, some of 
the bones are found to be sufficiently 
good after you have straightened them, cut 
into proper lengths and laid aside for future 
use in home dressmaking. This is one of 
the little economies that it is well to culti 
vate, for it wi 1 prove an important saving 
in the course of two or three seasons.

So, don’t throw away bent or twisted 
whalebones as useless ; as long as they are 
nit split or broken they are of service. Re­
member about drying them in a cool and 
sheltered place, as they will warp if ex­
posed to strong sunlight or direct heat from
