The Michigan City (Indigna) News,
of July 24th, contains a thrilling ac-
count of the narrow escape from
drowning of Mr. P. F. Lawson, a
former newspaper man of this province
personally known to many of our
readers.

Mr. Lawson and a comrade named
Tryon had left Chicago about four
‘clock on the afternoon ofi Saturday,
July 22nd, in a yacht, intending to
sail to Michigan City. Shortly after
snnset the wind failed and they did
not reach their destination till day-
break.

In the afternoon they started on the
return to Chicago. Several squalls
were weathered. Suddenly one of great
force struck the sloop: the mast broke
and the vessel shot up into the air
and turned turtle.

Mr. Lawson says:—

“Tryon climbed on the bottom, but
my feet became entangled in the main
sneet and 1 went under. After extri-
cating myself -1 came to the surface
and Tryon pulled me upon the keel.
During the continuance of the squall
we had difficulty in keeping on the
bottom of the overturned boat.

“When the wind died out our condi-
tion was by all means unpleasant, but
we had good hopes of being seen from
shore. About 5 o’clock the boat right-
ed herseli, but with the exception of
the top of the cabin was entirely un-
der water.

“The big squall, the second big one
at about midnight, gave us a severe
fight for our lives. Hail fell during
the squall and cloudburst, and Tryon
became chilled and cramped. His talk
was delirious. He spoke of letting go

Rev. R J. Campbell Becomes

LONDCN, August 2.—The Rev. R. 1.
Campbell, whose curious change in
his theological views recently caused
a sensation and offended a large sec-
tion of his congregation, seems ROW
inclined to enter the field of politics
in the 'socialist-labor interests. He
was formally invited to-day by the
labor party to contest the mnext
vacancy in the parliamentary repre-
sentation of Cardiff, but he replied
that he could not at present say whe-
ther he would accept the proposal or
not.

Addressing a political meeting just
prior to *his, Mr. Campbell declared
his conviction that socialism is the
practical expression of Christianity as
he understood it. The land question,
he said, was at the bottom of most
social evils. The first need of the
people, he continued, was to get hold
of land and to decrease the cost of
transportation.

He also strongly advocated secular
education and turning the parson,
whether church or chapel, out of ‘he
schools, “for,” said he, “the physical
well being of the children is far more
important than their religious instruc-
tion."”

The spring of 1907  was one of the
coldest and most protracted that has
ever been experienced  in Nova Scot a,
As a result the crops are from one to
two weeks later  than those of last
year, which, it will be remembered,
were about ten  days later  than the
average. This season, unlike that of
last year, was free from excessive rain
fall and afforded the farmers every
opportunity to plant and sow: all thair
fields. As a result the area of land in
cultivated crops is generally estimated
at from 19 per cent 1o J per cent
greater than last year. There were few
injurious frosts during the spring, but
the jack of rain fall  and the cold
weather  greatly retarded vegetation.
Even in the most forward sections lit-
tle work was done on the land until

the first week of May and throughout
