She said that after the usual preliminary cere-
monies of rice-eating had been cumpleted, the door was
upenod into an inner reom, wherv in the farthest corner
crouched the little frightened bride of soven years.
Around the door just opened, crowded the men, hold.
ing lights above their heads to ensble them to seo the
face of the tiny bride, and pouring out as they looked
upon her, words too vile and low even to be thought of.
It was of the bridal ceremony that the poor child
should be thus insulted, and as the missio sat a silent,
ngonized witneas of the scene, with her hands clenched
in anger and with teara streaming down her cheoks, one
of the household, looking st her curiously said, ** Why
do }ymx cry, teacher 7 Do they not do so in your coun-
try I

What does not that simple question, ‘' Do they not do
s0 in your country?” tell of the condition of heathen
women I What corruption and degradation are shown in
the fact that at a ceremuny which ought to be ene of
purity and love, women not only endure but expect in
sult, not only expect it, but find in the absence of it, only
cause for wonderment.

Waoman holds io every country the position which is
granted her by the religion of her people. If then, we
would know the causes of the de tion of heathen
women, we must seek to know the principles of religion
which govern them. A nation's creed is in o measure

_the outgrowth of the character of its people, but on the
other hand, religion is & great agent in moulding and
forming the opinions and customs of any enation. If a
country's gods are puro and lofty, there will be found in
its men aad women puro minds and lﬁgh ideals of charac-
ter, and if we find a corrupt, degraded people, we need
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not look far to discover that their religion is ho\dnﬁin
virtuous principles. For if the dgodu to whom they look
for help, to whom they pray, and who, they beliove, look
down upon them in wrath na well as pleasure, are partial
and unjnst in their decisions, regardless of the welfare of
mon ; if these are the beings whom a nation reverences.
what wonder if immorality 1s stamped upon that poople.
wnd purity is a word of which thoy have never heard.
Hinduism, one of the great religions of the world, and
ono which holds sway over the spiritual destiny of nearl
the whole of Indi, numbers its followers by many mil
lions. You will ask me, *“What ia Binduism 7 Whai

.are its guiding principles and what ita influsnce?” In

the first place, Hinduism as it exista to-day is vory far
removed grom the Hinduism of three thousand years ago
There was much in the older forms of Hinduism, as
believed in by the first of the n race who settled in
India, there was much in that earlier religion, the effect
of which was not altogether lowering. But Hinduism
infinitely capable as it was of receiving and assimilating
ideas from sll sources, graduslly became changed ; cor
ruptions crept in, until modern Hinduism is far frou.
being an uphiting belief.

It
was no constitution, or by-laws, or officers.  Wo don't
xnow where it begun, or when or where it will end. It

saw the motto yesterday in the corner of the lotter

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to laugh about his devotion to his favorite scheme, and
call him the *fossil man,” you knuw, but I don't think
she underateod him voi wa{l Didn't you notice it too,
u\: in Biddy Molloy's shanty beside the railroad track,
when you carried her that * illegant gernnium,” when
Tom waa sick ! You will find it here in all sorts of un-
oxpected places, and in unexpeoted ways, now that your
attention 18 called to it, and possibly it may do sumething
to increase your faith in humanity a lictle.

If you had asked me suddenly who started the whole
movement, I should have eaid grandmother Hallet. On
great occusions she wore s chain about three-quarters of
sn inch wide, netted of strong silk, and on every stitoh
was slipped a crystal bead for the foundation,

The knitter must have had both ekill dnd patience, for
knit in with blaock beads a very trifle larger than the
white ones, so they stwod vut from the %mk ground
clearly, was her name, ‘‘ Roxana Robinson Hallet, born
at Weymouth, Mass., June 7, 1787." This was followed
hy the quaint old motto, "' Doo the next thynge.”
Grandmother Hallot always carried her key on this chain,
and when worn suspended’ from her belt, it was no mean
ornament. The e koy of tho linen chest rattlod
cheerily agninst the key of the ‘‘chest of draws" that
renched to the ceiling of the kesping-room, while the
smaller key was fastonod above. That was why I should
have said grandmother Hallet started the movement, be-
cause the first time I ever saw the motto was on her
chatu.

But I romember she told me the chain was kit for a
wodding present by her own mother, and her mother had
one like it, with the exception of the name, that her
husband's mother kait for her when she married Ephraim
Robinson. How much farther back it went I don't know,
but the Robinsons were desconded from Parson Robingson
of blessed memory among the Pigﬁma. and although
history does not mention it explicitly, actions look as'if
1t was woll know long before 1620.

My curiosity was aroused to kuow’just what tho quaint
saying menant, and to my childish imagination it was one
of those tantalizing mysteries only to be fully understood
when grown up.  But one warm worning, out in the
milk-room, when grandmother had borne with greater
patience than usual my many raids upon the delicious

When ho wants me to go to 'Sish Perkinsg’ there
wout be anything to hinder.”
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Then she gave the snowy oloth loving little pats that
amoothed it Into place as the hoop was deftly placed in
the presa.

“ Why. of course,” she answered, ** every one can do
it, and if they only would, how different things would
he."”

That very day mother left me to rock the oradle while
she attonded to Bome matters up stairs, and as soon as
the baby dropped asleep, off T rushed to dig some sweet-
flag roots to make candy for us children. was running
with the apade in my hand, and with hair streaming in
the wind, when the thought came, this is not the ‘* next
thing,” by any dieans. After considering n moment, 1
went back to the baby.

1 thought for a long time the Olub was formed then,
but T have noticed since that u great many think the
whole business was begun when they started out with a
lighted candle.

Robbie had broken his leg trying to save Polly Clark's
little boy from falling out of the big maple tree up at the
school-house, and h::ﬁ no idea that he had done anythi
worthy of apecial praise, and could searcely cnmpreho:g
the sympathy of hir neighbors. But, as Mrs. Seymour
aaid, if she wanted the honor of starting the Club,
Robbie was just about a year ahead of her.

You remember Winnie Percy and her dainty ways, do

ou not? 8he is one of us, and her fine culture and train-

ing, her tact, her talent, and her energy, are being used
down in Georgin among the Freedmen. That waa the
*“next thynge "' for her, and she says it is wonderful to see
the enthusiasm in her school-room when she rpceived a
handsome motto sent out by Mrs. J.'s Sunday-sshool class
inst winter, It was on cream-colored satin, ‘‘ Due the
next thynge,” in the lovoliest shades of brown, entwined
with blue farget-me-nota.  All of the girls helped about
1t but Molly Seymour. Shesaid herfingers couldn’t hold
a needle to embroider with, or some such nonsense, and
and rushed off home whoeu the work was planne. We all
wondered at her queer behaviour, for when Miss Peroy
used to teach that class, Mollie used to think more of her
than anyone.

THE WORK ABROAD.

In Tent.

My dear Ling.~—When | wroto a lottor for your pages
. February, 1888, I told you something of our Christmas,
tR47, our happy Ohristmas as I now know, the last one in
which our darling boy had a share.

Aud when Christ
una should come, I felt that I could not have my school
lildren como up to the Mission Houso that day. 8o
ind decided I would make them as happy na [ could down
i the achaol house in town.

Far this gurpaae the house was whitewnahed outside
wul in, snd afterwards prottily and tastefully trimued
with palm leaves, plantain trees and flowers. The chil-
iren, 48 in number, wore told to come at twu in the
fternoon, The sub-magistrate, manager, head master of
‘he Rajah's school, dresser and othors, with parents of
‘he ohildren, were invited to be present.  Wespent some”™
“ime in singing, prayer ond o brief review of tho birth,
v, death, resurrection and asconsion of our Lord, with
e children, conducted by Mr. Churchill.  After more
~.uging, the visiting gentlomen mado some complimen-
‘ary remarks on tho oxercises to which they had listened,
n the influonce of the school, on tho kindness and disin-
‘erostednoss of the missionaries in providing such &
whool, and gave the children some pragtical advice about
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punctus] and regular attendancs, etc. A few prize books
were then given to the children for highest standing in
gmui.ug oxaminations. Afterwards clothes were given ; a
ull suit to those who- had passed into higher classes at
tho late examinations, and a skirt only to those who were
still in their a b ¢’'s. Theee with fruits and sweatmonts,
were joyfully received, and the school dismissed for two
weoks' go].idn.ys, )

Since -the Now Year came in, we have made a short
tour on our way to Bimli to our Conference. Many of
the villages along the road were visited and the gospel

reached. Ourngonfﬁronce was indeed very oujoyal:ﬁ:.

e carnestly and frequently sought the presence and
power of the Holy Bpirit, and were not disappointed.
After this was over our Native Aasociation at ﬁaacole
was hold, aud since that time, after o pleasant week with
our frienda at Chicacole, Mr. Churchill and L, with our
two native helpers, Nursinh and Basavanns, have besn
touring among the villages on our way back to Bobbili.
1 may esy this is our eutire staff of workers on this
Bobbili field, with its hundreds of thousands of souls

ving out into eternal night, except one, Sraimara, who
ﬁoldn the fort in Bobbili, keeps the school going, and
takes care of the boarders, etc., during our absence.

Weo usually movo our tent about six miles every four
or five days,  Our plan of campaign is usually this : Mr.
Churchill takes Nursish, sfter chotahazre and morning
worship, and goos to the more distant villages, visiting
aud preaching in two or three, selling books if he can,
aud giving away tracts or handbills on gospel subjects,
returning to tent near noon. [ in the meantime, with
Busavanna, go into the nearest village or town. We
ning, toll the gospel story, show the people how to pray,
sell books n.nchive away handbiils in two, three or four
different places, if wo can collect people who will stay to
liear us.  The sun geta too hot for me to remain out all
the forenoon, and when L think it unsafe to remain
longer, wo return to tont; 1 usually with a headache,
moro ur less sovero. 1 cannot stand the sun as Mr. C.
can. In the afternoon we usually remain in tent resdin,
or writing till about five o'clook ; then after special
prayer for the Lord's presouce, help and power, we all
go together, sometimes to the nearest town, and some-
times to u village at the distance of a mile or more,
preaching, singing, eto., in two or thres different streeta,
ond do not return to toat to our dinner till half-past
vight or nine p.ii.  We have now been on this trip over
over two weeks, and the poople gonerally have come out
tn crowds to listen to us. This 1a especially the caso in
thuse lovely moonlight evenings, and for the most
the pooplo have listened well  When the moonlight’
fails we take our lanterns with us and the people flock to
where they see the light. The people generally pay a
good denl of respoct if they see a white man or woman
s the party, but that was not the case the other morn-
ing. As we camno along to this place we passed two large
vil e, about o mile apart. g)(r. C. and N. went into
the first, and B. and Y came on to the second. As our
table buy was with us, and can sing well, 1 told him to
comoe into the village too. At the ontrance to the village
was 8 nice pial to 8 Brahmin's house. The sun wae very
hot, as it was near ton o'clock then, and the shade under
the pinl looked very inviting ; so I asked if we might sit
there. Pormission was given and an assurance also that
tho people would all come there to see and hear us. We
commenced a hymn, but when singing the second versc,
a haughty-looking man, from within &e enclosure, came
out and very Xemmpwril bade us begone. We finished
the verss and went. Found another place under the
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shade of a tree, and a pile of stones for a seat. It was a
better place for the people to gather, but not so good for
me, nugu a conseguence, 1 got a touch of the sup, had
fever that night, and have been laid up in the tent for
two days. ’

Two years ago we had our tent pitched just here, and
one evening Kotinh and I went into the 'llelugu villago,
a quarter of a mile distant. Of that visit and our treat-
ment, | wrote at the time for tho LiNnk. Have been
anxious ever aince I came here to go to that yillage again,
%o last evening B. and I went. I did not tell him of our
formor reception, lest ho might not be brave. We went
into the first street and a fow gathored ; thoy did not
seem much interested, stii: thivy istened, and we sang to
thewmn and told them the way of life. Then a woman came
and gaid there waa a botter place to talk. I asked where,
and she showed me some large stoues under a tree at the
far end of that street, near the Kamabhayana  On these
we sat down and began singing the Telugu hymn,

* O dear frionds, come, o Jesas come.”

At firat & fow women came, and as I begau to talk to
them a great crowd gathered, meun, women and ohildren,
and between us we kept them interested for an hour or
mare ; never had a better hearing, or more sonsible
questions asked. . But just as we were about to leave, in
walked a well-drossed man, coming from asnother village,
swinging a cane and showing many airs, and in a sten-
torian tone asked the women what they were doing there.
Did they not know it was a shameful thing for them to
be seon standing around listening where men were also
standing 7 To ba gone! And they went like a hord of
frightened deer, and many men went away also, 1 nsked
bim who he was, and why he spoke such words? He
politely informed me that this was against their religion.
‘* Well,” I said, ** in the last two wooks we have visited
& grest many towns and villages alongside of and off from
this road, where great and small, rich and poor, learned
snd unlearned, women snd men, have all come together
and listened to the good, true words we were spenking,
and you are the first man who has ever said it was im-
proper.” B. told him some things we had been saying
to the people, and apﬁt‘s‘alad to some old men who were
still sitting there, if what he said was not true, and asked
if these were uut good words, and they bad to confess
they were. Then I said to him, **Two years ago I visited
thia village, and had just commeuced to talk to a crowd
of interested women, when an old sepoy came out of that
_ house (pointing to it), and with abusive language bade
the women to go to their work ; and they left the two of
us standing alone, with nobody to talk to, and what did
wo do ! \g’e just knoeled down there by that tree, and
prayed to the Lord to pity these ppople, and send them
the news of His salvation some wa{\. And npw we
coms agaia, and for more than an hour the people have
stood hero and listened to the words of eternal life, and
[ am eo giad for this. But I am vory sorry you have
come at the last nnd spuken those bad words snd broken
up our work."” Then I asked where this sepoy waa now.
‘*Dead,” he said. ‘*Dend!” I repoated ; ** Munchedi,
And no¥w you have come and interrupted us.” “ And |
will die, too 7" he asked. ‘' Yes, you will die too,” 1
aaid ; ** but if ‘you are very sorry for this, and all of your
sins, and ask the Lord to forgive you, He will. I shall
die too, but He has forgiven me ulfof my sins, and when
I die He will take mo to His own happy home. There is
a place there for you too, if you will only seek it earnest-
ly.” He walked away looking troubled, and we roturned
to tent.

\ftor o while T asked him to tell me, how he cawe to

“hen put it by telling his father to look at it, as it was u
strango book altogether. It was s copy of the Paalms.
"iuransh bogan to read it and his ustonishment inercassd
womentarily. At lnst he ssid, * What kind of prayors
+re these? They are not the kind wo make.” He con-
rinued the study of the book, but was puzzled about many
things, nnd for a long time, no one came along, whao
-uld give light.  Finally Kamiah, tho colporteur on the
Hobbili field, came that way, and without knowing very
well who or what he was, Guranah kindly allowed him )
slesp on his veranda. During the evening, Guransh told
tum sbout the book, and asked if he knew to what being
thise prayers wero addressed, and who offered them 1

Kamiah told him that as woll as the story of salvation
+nd gave him one of the Gospels.

The Lord blessed the reading of these booka to his con
version.  In due time he started for Rijenagram ou busi-
nvws and near the town met some of the London Mission
prenchers ; thoy fell into conversation and he told them
the atate of his mind. They took his name and sent him
more bnoks, aud sometiwno, afterward with their missionary,
Mr. Goffin, visited Palcondah, Mr, Churchill also visited
there, and mére then s year ago, Bassavanah, the ton,

“the evenin
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went to Bobbili on a visit of inquiry. The OChicacole
bookseller had many talks with both father and son, and
things wero in rathor sn unsettled condition, when Mr.
Goffin issued a little book. which was not very complimen.-
mr}y; to the Baptists. To Bassavanah the argumenta were
rather conclusive, and he took the book and went over
to Bagavan some twenty miles distant or more. He told
Bagavan, if he could refute the book, and show him that
immersion was Biblo baptiam, he would at once submit
to it. Mr. Archibald and I were then away at Ootaca-
inund, Bagavan took his Bible and the talk resulted in
the immersion of Bassavansh. He also wrote to his
father, that this way was more oxcellent than the other.
Thus far Guransh told us, but much of it,* we slready
knew. He aaid he had the new heart, that he had been
baptized by the Boly Spirit, and it was no matter sbout
the water {uptiam.

Mr. Archibald tried to reason with him about obedince,
his duty, ete., but he sdhered to his first thought, that
baptism was not necessary. Then 1 spoke to him o trifle
sharply, telling him, that perhaps he was not converted
at all, that if he had the new heart he would seek to
know his Master's will and not rest till he had performed
it ; that the proof of the Spirit's work wss obedience,
that he probably was not worthy to follow Christ in this
holy evidence, eto., etc. He did not know what to say,
and after prayer ho went away. The next day he came
back to Bagavan, asking him if he thought he was not
worthy to be baptized, and apparently not ready to
give up secking for light.

The following day, much to our surprise, Mr. Goftin
camo. He had some pleasant conversstion, and in due
time, invited him to dine with us. Then he began to talk
to Mr  Archibald abont asking him to our table, but we
would not sit down to the table of the Lord with him.
They had s long talk and sfter it Mr. Goffin dined with
us,

I could give a graphic description of the events and con-
versations of the next few days; but this is one of
the thingw that can be kept for some Canadian fireside
and a winter avening. We did not see Guranah for some
time, but saw Mr. Goffiin daily and generally oftener.
Finally when Mr. Goffin could not clear away Guransh's
doubta; Guranah asked thst the missionaries meet snd
discuss the matter before him. Mr. Goffin informed Mr.
Archibald of his wish and asked, that if he consented he
would come to his lodgings.

As that wns Sunday andg:e had our day’s work planaed,
Mr. Archibald declined, but eaid he would give all day
Mouday if necesssry. At the last minute on Monday
Mr. Goffin wrota over, saying that Guranah had decided,
that the discussion wus not needed, that ha would not be
baptized st all now. Aa we had not seen Guranah since
of our arrival, and as Mr. Goffin had talked
with him for hours, reapeatedly, we felt. that we might
with propriety converse with him if opportunity offered,
so Mr. Archibald told one of our men, that if he saw
Guranah, he might tell hiin to come, as Mr. Archibald
wished to explam some things he find said in a meeting
on the provious evening. However the man did not see
him ; we went to Bagavan's for work, and after a while
Guranah came there uncalled. Mr. Archibald said what
he wished ; there was not much talk about the method of
the ordanance, but a good deal about his not oeasing his
offorts to know the truth, as revealed in the Bible. Light
sgemed to break iu upon him and quite unexpectedly to
us, he asked for baptism.

Aftor a little Mr. Archibald told him if he was of the
same mind to-morrow to come. But the next morning

Mr. Goftin had another long talk with him, then Guranal
repeated his request for a discusaion of the questipn, and
naked that it be at Bagavan'sa. Mr. Goffin informed Mr
Archibald, that he agroed, and we all met there about two
p.m und tho matter was examined till nearly dark. Aftor
prayer Guranah waa asked what he thought the result
was ! He said ‘‘as far aa he could ace, nindu snanamnu
was right.” That meant immersion. As it was late, he
was told to go to his house, and in the morning to come
to Mr. Archibald if he wanted immersion; but if he
chauged his mind aud wanted to bo poured to come to
Mr.%oﬂiu. None of us heard from him till the latter
part of the day ; then we wore told that he had made
three attempts to get to Mr. Archibald, but each time
had been taken back by his friends. This proved to be
true. Mr. Goffin left the next day and (Guranah was
kopt in prison.  Hagavan said, ** he was always watchin
for him to come, und was praying that he might: and
that when he went to bed at night, ho kopt listening, and
sometimes got up, think'mg he heard his knock at the
door. We should be expecting him, should we not?" he
said.

We felt pretty sure that Guranah would not get out
while we were there; but the evening before wo loft,
aftor Bagavan had rotired, sure onough cawe the looked
for knock at his dour. Guranah had escaped while his
juard was eating. He inguired for Mr. Archibald and
sent word, '’ that there was so much trouble novwy that
he would wait till the wrath of his friends had cooled
somowhat, that his faith was strong, that he was preach-
ing to his own household, that he did not wish to lease
his own town to be baptized, that he would let Mr
Archibald know wheu to come, and that he wished to
witness fur Christ among those who had known him for
years.” We have not heard from him since, but hope
the Lord will catablish bim in the truth, and keep him
frawn every false way.

As far ns wo know Mr. Goffin he is a very pleasant,
varnest Christian gentleman and missionary. Talka
Tolugu like a native and tells beautifully the story of thy
Cruas, to the heathen. But many points of his belief arv
wore wonderful to us, than we think ours can be to him

He thinks that the baptiam of John, and that com-
wanded by Jesus are not the same. That the latter was
administored by pouring as the Holy Bpirit was poured
wut.  He ndmits, that as far as he knows, there is no in-
stance of infant baptism in the New Testament ; but un
the principle that little children are already the disciplen
of Jesus, he s)ours water upon them, and pronounces them
baptized. He says, that baptism ie not a pre-requisite to
church metmbership ; that he wasa member some yearg be-
fore he was baptized ; and that he is happy to gay, that
he has administered the Lord’s Supper to unbaptized peo-
Ao,

He feels that it is very hard that the Baptists are not
wiiling to do this way also. We tried faithfully to make
him see, that we would be sinni Jainst our couscience
and what we bolieved to be God's truth, if we did. He
feels that we are in the dark, as much as we fearthe is,
but I think there is a sort of mutual conviction, as to the
sincerity of motive. He told us, that the very fact, that
the Baptists had got vut an independent version of the
New Testament, rather than use ene, that they did not
believe had expressed the mind of the Spirit great
weight with Garanah.

e!;ir. Archibald has read this thus far, and says, I have
omitted the most interesting things.

It was necessary to pass through Tuni, {n order ti o
the road leading to the sea-side. This village was desct
by the Governmant Inspector as a very filthy and unhes
piace, and #0 he ordered the Government offices to be er i
outaido the village, We are glad when we pass through -
odorous quarter and reach the country beyoud.

Some of the fields look frezh and green; we notice sugs
cane and tobaceo growing, the mango trees give promise o:
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wood arop of frait. For a fow minutes we stop and watoh
«me mon at work ot a sugne-cans mill ; two unwisldy buf-
-wins form the motive power of the mill ; one mun puts In the
ane, anothor drives the animals, while n third attendn tou
iye caldron of the boiling juice.

Tho road on whioch we travel ia very guod for five miles.
~me yoars ago Pentacotta was o place wheie the tlovern

~ut manufactured anlt ; in also was storod there, and
~aps called.  Now all this has passed away, still the goad

Here and there in the flolds are the stands on which the
vat-hers protoot tho cropa from the will boars which come
town from the mountains and tho deer from the jungle.

Mzr. Davis and I have commenced touring in real ear-
nest. During eloven days of last month both of us toured
by boat with Mr. Crnig, in South Cocanada. He, -with
Mrs. Craig and their household, left for Akidu on the
26th February. On Thursday the 6th inst., Mr. Davis,
with Jonathan Burder, and Appana, the colporteur, left
on o three woek's tour over North Cocanada by ox-cart
and tent. At the same moment 1 buarded the old boat
‘' Cansdian,” and aet out with venerable Aaron, one of
the first associates of Thomas (iabriel, and little Charlie
Burder, our singi evangelist, to take up the lines
dropped at Coringa by the sudden sickness there of Mr.
Timpany. [ felt the very spirit of his undying enthu-
sissm come over me as 1 rode the boat and tramped over
the same mads, and preached tn the same streots, and to
the very same people from amongst whom he had been
suddenly and mysterioualy called. ::.¥Whnat,” said one
uld Mobammedan when we told him of Timpany's death
five years agn, ‘*Whsat' haa he made his time! How
good men do die'"” We preached in nine different
villages in the four days’ tour, to perhaps a total of 1,000
hearers. One was baptized. The native preacher told
me he was the first in those parts that he knew nf. Many
others are waiting. Yesterday [ preached in the Telugu
chapsl to a good congregation n the morning, and at
mght in English to our English and Eurasian people.
From amongst these we have lost one of our trusted
workers, old Mr. Williams, who died on the 6th 1nst. at
Vizinnagram, in the north, while on a visit. We shall
miss him very wmuoh in the English church. Every
worker is 88 precious aa gold.  (iold cannot replace him.
Wo pray in tears for auother and many others to fill the
great wide gaping vacancy that calls never so loudly for
men. Fifty-two men from the home land needed this
year, now, to resch this floeting generation with the
(tospel messago before death overtakes them. I have
asked many old residents, many of long experience in
nission work, if fifty-two men are an excess to this work.
** An excess,”’ they anawer, *‘ by no means, unless ape-
cnlly endued even they cannot accomplish the work in
the alloted time,” and with these a native stafi’ of 3.000
every Christian a soul-winner. Let us pray for that :
1,000 native converts this year that wilr mako up the
church membership to 3,000, then every Christian a
Christian worker, that is the immodiate need.

1 set out to-night again, and will tour continuously
throughout the month, making Cocanada the centre.

The boysand girls who read this department of the Lank
um( uot have scen the Baplist latoly. Wheo I wasa little
wrl, and my dear father was a minister, he read a great
mnny hooks and papers that would have been Gresk to
me.

But the papors that had a corner for ohildren, were my
n(mcinl favorites, and that corner was always read eagerly.
We older people have felt our own hearts wonderfully
stirred up {nw y, on the subject of our mission in India
The lotters from our dear missionaries there, have been
a0 full of cries for help, that no who loves Jesus could
read them without longing to do a little more than ever
bofore, t share in their work. But I am =fraid our
boys and girls have not read these letters, so perhaps
your old friend Bister Belle may tell you a little about
them.

All of you who attended Mission Bands will be ready
with anawers to my question, whare are our missionaries !
In India ; in the Telugu land ; among the heathen, where
nobndy knows about God ; where poop]o pray to goda of
woud aud stone, yes, theso anawers show you know
something about their work. You have often felt sorry
for these dear missionaries who have left pleasant homes
in Cunada with all that makes home what it is to us, and
who have said goodbye to the fathers, mothers and
friends whom they love as dearly as you and I love ours.
Let us think about their eacrifice. “We have our homes
in & Christinn land where churchesare-built in every city,
town and village, yes, often in little country places,:
whare there are not houses encugh to mpke a village.
All these churches have been built for the people of
Canada to worship God in. Earnest true men who have
given their lives to tho noble work of preaching ‘* Christ
and Him crucified,” stand in these churches, week after
week, to toll us about God's Jove in sending His only Son
to die for the sina of the world. Sunday Schools are
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held so that our boys and girls may be able to learn more
about God's word, snd how they mmy remember to
do it. Prayer-meotings, too, for young and old are held
overy weok, and wo al thank Gud for these helps in our
Christian life. Ever since 1 began to love Jesus, when
a little twelve-year-old girl, T havo loved the prayer-
meetings whore we meet to sing and speak of His love,
nnd pray for His grace to holp us. These we count our

‘ means of grace,’ or our *‘ religious privilegos.” Thouih
cur native land is full of other blessings, thess are t
things our missionaries miss most. Think of them now !
A little band of men and women among eightoen millions
of Telugus ! The number is 80 great we cannot imagine
. Think of Cucanadal (Co-Canada, Mr. Timpany
used to call it, when trying to make the people of Can-
ada feel the burden of ita souls.) A great beathen city
where Sunday is just like every other day. Shops open,
work being done, swonring, fighting, lying. swa.{iug,
cheating, every kind of wickedness guing on. How our
missionaries must misy the (uict Bundays in vur Canadas /
Yet when their letters come buck to us, are they full of
things they miss in Indin? These precious privileges
they have willingly guon up to preach Jesus to tho
heathen ! No, indeed ! They rejoico in suffering snd
loes, if aouls are only saved. %ub they toll us the work
18 Bu great, and their number 8o few. They beg ather
l[»;aople to come out to India and help them preach Jesus.

1d> Mamma tell you of a great pruyer-mesting that was
t be held in India on April 3rd, 1889, and that our
missionaries had asked us to hold prayer-meetings in our
own churches at home on the same day? I wish you
could all have been at the First Baptist Church, Ottawa,
that night. It did seem as if we stopped t.hmklug of
our own lives and homes entirely during that hour, to
let (fod show us & real picture of our missionaries praying
in Indis. Praying that we Baptista Christiane st home
might feel that hundreds and thousands of heathen souls
nre dying every year, who have never heard about Jesus.
Praying that we might give more maney to asend raore
missionnriea to help save thess souls, Mr. Stiliwel]
wrote me a letter lately saying that while they rejoiced
nver every soul God saved through their preaching, he
could not help feeling that it was just like seecing fifty
men drowning just before his eyes llf] at onco. He might
save ane life and be thankful for it, but his heart yearned
nver the forty-nine lives that he could not save.

But these missionaries mean to help God anewer
thowr prayers.  Our talk is too long now, but next time
[ will tell you how we may help snswer our prayers
for theas precious. dying heathen.
