A Valuable and Interesting Find.

Mr. E. B. Stirling is the fortunate
discoverer of one of the rarest stamps
in existence, and the way in which it
came into bis possession showsthat
Dame Fortune is indeed good to him.

.The stamp in question is one of the
New Haven postmaster and is printed
in red, on light blue paper, and on
the orziginal letter. The stanp as
shown to us is a perfect specimen,
while the postmarks, letter and other
proofs in Mr. Sterling's possession,
leave· not a shadow of doubt as tu the
genuineness of this rarity.

The letter, which was encloed lu the
envelope, was written by Professor
Benjamin Silleman, of New Haven Col-

addressed to "Francis Marlsote, jr.," of
t he St:ie DJepartiment at Washington,

1he let tr itsîf is folded and1(i ad-
dre,.sed on thte back, as was uîsual at
tliai timie, the professor nto doubt, iii-
tending to mail it in that way, but on
going to the post office, the postmlas-
ter evidently told bin to use one of
his stamped envelopes, which lie did,
and the letter when it reaclied Wash-
ington received the stamp "Due 5,"
the rpdular rate being ten cents, while
the postmaster's stlamp only paid five
of this sum.

We believe that up to the precent
there has only been one genuine or-
iginal specimen of this stamp founîd,
and that one was mutilated, thus leav-
ing this one to be the only perfect
specimen of this stamp known to ex-
ist.

Those ordinarily seen in collections
are simply signed reprints, but even
these are worth about $30.

This specimen on the original letter
is worth froma five hundred to one
thousand dollars, and cost Mr. Ster-
ling ten cents.

Now as to how it was found.
A short time ago a sale of auto-

graphs wvas held in Philadelphia, at
which Mr. Sterling was present. One
of the lots catalogued was "Nine let-
ters of Professor Selleman." On the
day of the sale it was put up and
bought in by Mr. Sterling for ten
cents, or about one cent a letter. he
at that time having no idea that it was
anything bt4 a few letters of an un-
known personage.

These letters, among many others,
bought at the same sale, were taken
home and thrown on the floor, and
there they remained until a day or so
ago (June 15th, 1)892 when Sterling
started to sort them ower.

When he struck the one with the
New Haven stamp on, he jumped by
actual measirements taken afterward
three feet and nine inches, and drove
his young daughter screaming from
the room, to tell nia that papa had
gone insane.

He soon got over it and at once in-
formed the Postoffice of his great dis-
covery, in order that the world might
know of it at once and rejoice with
him in bis good fortune, and we think
we will voice the sentiments of his
many friands in saying, "May many
suchl discoveries fall in your way."
