PUBLIC SOHOOL COURSE OF STUDY.

CoMM EF-TS.

1. Tite public scirool course of stndy niay b(, considorcdi nifder its sub.-divisions of
tire coninon and irigir scirool courses They furnisir a basis for tire classification of
pupils ry tlic teachers and fur tire exaininatiori of schools hy thre inspectors, wvhile they also
secure a definitf, co-ordination of ail tire work attempted in tire public sehools of ail grades,
tirrs fosterirrg flic harînonions interaction of ail tire educationai forces of the Province

2. Tirese courses are to be foiiowed in ail scirools, particuianly wvitlr reference to (1)
the order of succession of tire subjects. and (2) tIre sirnultaneity of tireir study. Tite fulness
of detail %vitir whici tirey eau be carried out in cacir scîrool mnust depend upon local
conditionrs, sucir as tire size of tire scîrool, the nuinber of grades assigned to tire teachier,
etc. As suggestive tu teacirers iviti little experience, corrtracted forais of thre actailcd
corni scirool course for iniscelianeous and partiaiiy graded scirools are appended.

3. Tire public scirool course of study is the resait of tire observation aird experience of
representat.ive ieading teacirers of tire province, under tire suggestion of tire experirnients of
other cotnutries, aurd tire criticismn of our teachers in provincial conventions assembied
for nry years in succession. A systcmn deveioped in suci a mnner mnust uccessariiy in
some points be a comnpromrise, and pre-sumnabiy tirereforo at Ieast a little beirind Nyhat wa
might expeet fron tihe fev rnost advanced teacirers «Burt it is also very likely to bo a
better guide titan tIre practice of a :najorit.y witiout ariy inutual consultation for iniprove-
ment. Tire successive progression of sticis is i«nterrdcd to be adaptecl to tire order of
deveiopinent of tire powers of tire ciiIds mind, wvilie tireir simultancous progression is
designed to prevent morrotony atnd onesi(ldencs, and to, produce a irarmonious and ireaitiry
development, of tire pirysicai, mrenîtal andl moral powers of tire pupil. Tire apparent
muitipiicity of tIhe subjeets is (lue to tiroir sub.division for tire purpose of emplrasizirrg
leading features of tire mraini subjeets wric r nrigirt otierwvise bo overlookoci by inexporienced
-teacirers. Tire courses have beun deniorrstrat.ed to be adopted to tire average pupil under Z'
teachrer of average skili. Tire teacher is, however, cautioned to take special care that
purpils (more espec;iaily arry prenrratureiy proinotedl or iii feeble lirerth) slroild not mun any
risk of -ov'er-pressure" iu attemnptirg to foliow tire average elass-iwork.

Cirarîges in tirese courses of strrdy munst always be expected fronr year to year, bmut to
a very smali extent it is iroped, exccpt iii tire prescription of certain texts in tire irigh
scirool course. Tirese w-iil be pulrlishied front ti'n-t to timo in tire orgair of tire 1)eprrtment,
tire JOURNAL 0F EUUC17ATIO.', pulilislrcd in April axrd October of cacîr year.

Commntcî.- In performing the (luty of selecting anmI prescribing text books for the
Public Schools, the Counciil of Publie Instruction lias availed itself as fully as possible of
the kniowvlcdge. ad cxpericnce of those wvho are engaged ii flhe practical wvork of education.
The so'c aimi of recent modlifications hias been to secure, at a reasonable cost, a series ot
texts «dapied for iw<e in .çckool;. Change in autborized books is in itse4f a very undesirable
thing.

The prescribing of niew books is onc of suncb importance to the country that the most;
extraordinaryv care bias to be taken to iniake sure that the ultiunate advantages of a change
%vili more than campensate the people for the temporary lo.ss or annoyance alw-ays involved
iii niaking a change. But change th1ere must hie. It is the essential, condition of al
grow'th ; and ve ougit under sucbi circuinstances ta be always prepared for it.

Inspectors and teachers are rerninded:-

1. That the course of study fur comnmon scliols encourages an econoînical, expenditxre
for the text books by providing a system o! oral instraction foi- junior classes Too :nany
teachers try to satisfy theiunselves iii respect to their more youthful pupils by plaeing in
their bands text books not needlecl in any case, and worse than useless wvben uniaccompanied
by proper oral exposition A text book shoifl not bo required for a child until lie is
prepared to uise it initelligently.

'2. Tliat the regulation -x'bicli niakes it illeg' 1 Und iniproper for a teacher to introduce
unanthorived te\ts, by ixo mens binders ii fron giv'ing bis pupils the benefit ai other
treatises to %tiIose explanations lie may attacli importance. The progressive teacher wvilI
always have sncbà aids w~ithin reach, and wvill so use thcnx as te inpart variety and interest
ta hiis instructions.

LOCAL " NATURE" OBSERVATIONS.

This sheet is provided for the purpose of aicling teachers to interest their pupils
in observing the timies of the re.gular procession of natural phenGolena eachi season.
First, it miay lielp the teachcr in cloing sonie of the " Nature '-lesson %vork in the
Course of Stucly :secondly, it niay aid in procuiring valuable information for the
locality and Province. Tvo copies arc provided for eachi teacher %who wishes to
conduct suchi observations, one to be attached to the school register. so as to be pre-
served as the property of the section for reference from year to y'ear ; the o/liee to be
sent in wvith the Rettîrn to the Inspector, wvho will transm-it it to the Superintendent
for examination, aoc! compilation if desirable.

What is desired is to have recorded in these formrs, the dates of the Ji s leafing,
flowering and fruiting of plants and treces ; the ffi-si appearance in the locality of
birds inigrating north in spring or southi in autumn, etc. \Vhile the objects specified
here are -iven so as to enable comparison to be made hetween the different sections
of the Province, it is very desirable that aIl other local phenom-ena of a simiilar kir1d be
recorded. Each locali:y has aorz acibimie, etc., mnore or less distinctly its own;
anci the more commnon trees, shrubs, plants, crops, etc., are those %vhichi will 1e most
valuable froin a local point of vieîv in comparing the characters of a series of seasons.

Teachers %viIl findc it one of the most convenient mneans for the stimulation of
pupils in observing aIl natural phenomiena wheri going Io and fromni the school, some
of the pupils radiating as far as two miles from the school rooni. The " nature
study" under these conditions %vould be miainly undertak-er, at the most convenient
timie, thus not encroaching on school timie ; wvhile on the other hand it wvill tend to
break up the monotony or' school travel, fill an idie and wvearisomne hiour with
interest, and be one of the miost valuable forms of educational discipline. The eyes of
a whole scliool daily passing over a %vlole school district wvould let very liffle escape
notice, especially if the first observer of eachi annually recurring plienomenon %vould
receive credit as the flrst observer of it for the year. The observations w'ill lbe
accurate, as tbe facts will have to be demonstrated by the most tîndoubted evidence,
such as the lbringing of the specimiens to the school wlien possible or necess«try.

To ail observers the folloving m-ost important, miost essential principles of
recording are eniplasized : Better nzo dla/e, No nEr.CORD, than a W\ýRONG ONE or a
DOUIVITUI one. . Sports out of season due to very local conditions not comimon to
at least a sm-all field, should not be recorded except parenthetically. The date to, be
recorded for the purposes of compilation with those of other localities should be the
fiirs/ of the inany of its kid following immiiediately after, etc. For instance, a butterfly
emiergîng fromn ils chrysalis in a sheltered cranny by a souilhern wvindowv in January
v.ould not be in indication of the general climiate, but of the peculiarly heated nook
in whichi the chrysalis %vas slieltered ; nor 'votld a flowver in a sei.-artificial, wvarm
slcter, give the date required. \Vhen these sports out of season occur, they miighit
also be recorded. but withiri a parenthecsis to indicate the peculiarity of soine of the
condi tions affecting, theî r earl' a ppearance.

These schiedules should be sent in to the Inspecto- wvith the annual school returns
iii July, containingr the observations made during the whole school year and backz as
far as the preceding July (if possible) %v'heu the scliedule of the previous school year
was necessarily comipleted and sent in.

A duplicate copy of the schedule of observations should bc securely attaclhed to
the school Register for the year, so that the series of aniual observations may be
preserved in each locality.

Remeniber to fi1 iii carefully and distinctly the date. locality, and other blanks at
the head of thc schedule on the next page ; for if either the date or- the Iocality or the
namne ofthe responsible compiler should be onmitted the wvhole paper is wvorthless and
cannot be bound up for preservation iu the v'oluive of The Ilhenological Observations.

By the aid of the table given at the top of pages 3 and 4, the date, such as the 24th
of May for instance, can be readily and accurately converted into the annizal date,
Il the 144t1> day of the yeir," by adding the day of the month given to the annual date
of the last day of the p)receding,, montlî (April in this case), thus : 24+120= 144. The
annual date can 1e briefly recorded, and it is the only kind of dating %vhich can be
conveniently averaged for phenological studies. Whien the compiler is quite certain
that lie or she can make tht conversion without err-or, the day of the year inistead of
the day of the monthi will be preferred iii recordling the dates.

SOME DEDUCTIONS FROM THE PHENOLOGICAL OBSERVATIONS 0F 1898, IN

NOVA SCOTIA.

OuIy a summnary of selections froni the seven lhundred schiedu!es froui as mnany locali-
tics iii the Province eau be given hiere. liut thiat wili ho suflicient to iuterest those maktliig
observations, and ta indicate the value of sueh reports in ineasuring the phienological
conditions of the varioas portions of the Province. T'lie grcatest value in thein, howevcr,
is likely to, be the arausing of the intcrest of the youiig in imalziug accurate observations
aud rccording them. 1'lic inay be thie niost valuable scetifie %'ork wvhicli cau eusily be donc
in the elementary schools. lt is original rescar-cli ivork so fur as it goes, aud is not the
moere nzé,7no)-iziiiti o facis -%%vhichi may be usefal îîhile it la neithler bcience nor a training to,
be scientific, and wîhichi too often is ovesi uscless from every point of vicew.

For the compilation of the suinniaries folloý'iiug, ton of the mni complete sehedules or
reports froin ecd conty wcere selectett (cxccpt in iecase2 cf tic counties of Queus,
Antigonish and Guysboro, from whili t.hefltl sehedules wvese niot sufiieiently nuinrots,-
only five, live and six rcspcctivcly bcing coiuplete enough for the ton plants seleced)
Fromn tliese the sanie len plants %vere selected wvith their dates of - first flovering '> and
«whcn Ilowering %vas becoming comimon." Promn these the average date of the Ilowcering

of each plant iii eacli county lias been dedticcd. Iliese arc somnetiines referred te as the
cplienochrons" of flowering for tlîe respective plantrs in the soveral counlties.

A phienochron tna~y ho deflned to bo -the timoe of thc appearance of te phienoinemon
under observation exîresscd in ternis of the day of the year. " For sncb coniputations it is
noccssary to liave saine such simple aîethod of indicating point of ',inîe, and the wien.sual
date does nuL adapt ittsolf to averaging. Hence tic anintai systeii of dating, whieh eau
be rcaffily reduced fromn the ordinary or moustual date as indicatcd iii the instructions
printed onthe seliedule for recordine, tie observations.

Thle counties arc arranged iin the order of tlieir flowering phienochrons found lîy taking
tîme niean of tîmeir plienochruns between "« Mien tirst tseen flowveriig'* aud - wvlica flowering
'vas becomîimîg eoninion. ' An clemneit of 1ersonal error is probably illustratedl in this order.
Iu Pictou Couint-y the umainber of observers iras large, and the ten sehedules sclected ivere
those of entîmusiastic botanists whlo ivere cvider.Uly well acquainted with the places wîhere
the earliost ilowering of tîme several specios %vas likcly to ho iound ; and tîus probably the
thc Picton phienoimena may have been obsorved a dlay or so in advance of those of other
coniofls. Tfliis is not, of course, au error of th* Pictou ýounity ob3ervers It is due te the
noîvncss of such wark %vit.h the average obscrvers in sonie of tie othor counities, ani ivili
probahly be corrected next season %vlien observers in ail counties will have liad more
ex perionce.

Thoni again, it will ho îîndorstood, that there inay often bo au eleniont of doubt as to
tho interpretation put by different observers on tlie second hceadîng, "Iwhcu flowering
%%as hecoininig coinnon. " And thirdly, wlicen a specios is rare iii amîy locality, there are
more chances thar. it naay not ho seen in flower as soon as it is -first " in flower, sud thuis
will tend to mako its date oa the sehedule really later than it slîould be for the locality.
But the plan of gotting the pupils of a whlole scîmool to observe is likcly to give Uicetune
rosults for any locality much more accuratoly titan thiey could be obtaimcd by a single
observer, evemi slmould lie be the ablest bot.anist- with mothiug elsc to dIo but observe. Thcerc
is no possible mianer of getting nearor the facts, than to have the eyes of a wvhole sehool
watehing for these appearances on tlîeir way to, and froin selmool.

It will be observedl that in the newest forni of t'ic sehedule fullor information abolit
the position amid general character of the locality %'ithin whichi the observations are mnade
is askced for. Tîme sebiedules %vill ultinmatcly be bouni in anmal volumes, and the informa.
tion laid up in thein will ho found to bocoine more valuable %vitli evecry year of thieir age.
Thue scîmedrules for 1899 have beezu received and show a vcry creihitablo advauce on tbose eof
1898, which are akso v'ery valuable as records, as it is trîîstcdl they uîero îseful in aiding the
teachier to intcrcst the pupils iii rosi nature study and the habit of accurate observation.

Below is a tablle of phenochrons for the flowering of temu plants iii each county,
for tîme Spring of 1898 in Ný1ova Scotia, bascd oui ten cf the best sets of obser-
vations made in eaclî county. Thec first colutnîn is the average date of tem« "first flowerimg "
observcd, the second is Ume average date ivben the "flowering waîs eonsidered to ho bccoming
commmon."

LECTURES TO TEACHERS.

Professor Penlîallow, of MeGili University, gives us the folloving glimpse of wliat isI
being accoînplislied in Monitreal, anîd w'licli niay also be donc hiere:

" Under the direction of a Special Committee, a course of free Leztures lias beeîî
instituited at INontreal w'itli a view of giving direct aid to teacliers and more %videiy
diffusing kiuomledIge in a popular forni, atiloug the public, especially the artisans. These
Lectures have already enjoyed one very euccessf nI season, ELed anotlier course lias 1beeîi
arranged for tlîe conîing winter on a more attractive scale. The ab 'ject souglit is to diffuse
among teachers, iii the iîost attractive nianner, by mneuns of atbnndant, stercopticoîî views, a
broader knowledge of the geograplîy, plîysical aspects and great natural resources of
Caniada, as wvell as information more especially beariug upon the principles of tlîeir
profession. Tlîrougli the teacliers tlîis kniowýledIge evcutnally reaches tlîe pupils, and the
experiemîce gainedl in a simnilar wvorlt elsewhere iii(icates (1), its great value iîi developing a
wi(ler iiîteiligence, and (12) in arousin.g a most lîealtliy and zibt,'itig spirit of piatriotisiln.
becanse based ou a substantinl kno %» ledge of the factors wvhichi lie at tlie vcry fonldation of
national life and developiuevs.

W1hile deined for teacliers, primarily, these Lectures are also opelied to the geîîeral
public7-aiidl îiay also be given to artisans npon public hiolidays under the general regula-
tions providing for free lectures.

Tlîe importance of this wvork miay be seen iii tlîe fact tlîat tie State of New~ York
anntually appropriates $.30,000 te carry it on, anîd providesspecial legislation ta the enîd that
ail classes of citizens may receive.thie full bexiefit free.
i;-t.While this systemn lias been developed inii Molîtreal ini tîme first. instance, it is hopcdj to

eventually extesîd it, to ah educational centres tliroughiont the Domninion."

Letters have been often received at the Education Office inquiring if

candidate who lias mnade a grood score at examination without " passin"
caiinot be allowcd to " pa-s " on takzingy a successful " supplementary"
on the o-ne or twvo subjects failed on. The answer is o.The ordinary

pass muiiist tirst be mnadle on the grade ; than the " supplementary " or
z1ny Elighi School Exarnination marks above 3-' can be counted as required
Lo raise the " ordinary pa.ss'> to Mie " Teachers' pass."

ADVANCE 0F LICENSE.
Whien a teacher obtains an advance of Licen-se duringy the terni,

while he attests his return at the end as a teacher of the class last
r-eceived, lie should qualify bis affidavit b.y a note speeifying the nuniber
of days taught and tic class held before the advance of License, and the
numiber of days tanghit azftei' the advance dniring Mie liall year.

TEACHERS' BUREAU.
This past somumer there appears to bave been an attenipt made to

formn a Techlers' Bureau in Hlalifax, to judge f roin ad vertiseînents in the
papers and letters of enquiry received at the Education Office. No one
appears to be able to tell anything about the persons who are inanaging
it, and teachers zire therefore cautioned against dependence on an insti-
tution whichi is not vouched for publicly by soine one who can be held
responsible foi' its action.

The best- "bureau'> for theL supply of teachers, or the obtainiing of
schools, are the Iiispectors throughtout the Province. Tlîey are always
glad to know of good teachers for vacant schools, and of vacant schools
for tincnployed teachers; and tlîey are alwvays ready to put sucli persons
prornptly into coiînniuiieation iroucharging ariy fec.

CAUTION TO TEACHERS.
Teachers are cautioned to study individually the character and health

of eauh pupil, with the objeet of preventing tiiose who arc disposed to
work too liard froni injuring theinselves. For Mie great rnajority of
everv class the tteacher as a ruie wvil1 feel that he bas to stixnulate the
pupils to work in every conceivable proper nianner. If a pupil whio is
r>aturally or froni other circunisbLnces disposed to apply hiniseif or
hierself too bard cornes under this additional stimulus of the teacher,
intended for the other niembers of tie class, it is certain to cause over-
pressure, and is therefore an iijury rather than an ultimate benefit to
Mie pupil. The teacher shouid then carefully seek out such pupils, and
explain Mie reasons wvhy the stimulus necessax'y to excite the interest of
the others, is not intended for hinâ or ber; and furtherrnore lie should
explain the reasons wby it is better that tie pupil should not undertake
to (Io so much work.

Every oxie also knows, tlîat different teachers wvorking on the saine
course of studv, may exact gresatly diffèrent efforts from their pupils.
One teacher requires Mie pupils to study their lessons at home, and does
littie more than examine thein on t>hat wvork in sebool. Some go to the
extrerne of requiring the n'emorizhîig of unnecessary details, double as
much, and, even three tîmes as rmuch as is necessary under the proper
systen.

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he lawv assumies the lessons to bie taught in school iii the inost
efflective nîiannci(r possiblv, the difficuli;ies to 1 be explaincd. and the scope
IaMd ueaniing of the whole to be iade clear there. Tlite hoine %vorkz
sh9uld te ierely the detailed review, or working of illustrative cxercises
the principles of whicli had been niade carin class. A ùeacherl w~ho
nierely examnines the pupifil, dealitng out reward or purîishiment accor-ding
to the mnanner in which t.he pu'pils tor their parents) prepared the
lesson at homec, is not a teackcr, in any true sense, and should in soine
inanner or oller be retireci fioin the profession as piromlptly as possible.

TEACHERS' RETURNS.

Tille inanner of making ouit the teachers' returns (and presuiflal)ly
also the inanner of keeping t te regrister) hias improved to such an extent
among the few careless metubers of the profession found to a sinail
though variable extent iii every county, that the luspectors are now ail
able to mnake up .satisfactor-y statisties for their respective inspectorates.
To attain this degree of excellence sonie of the inspectors have wvorked
very liard, and the teachîng profession of the province are accordingly
congrratulated on the resuits as a wvhole. The manjority of ourtecr'
have always beeîî careful, accurate and neat in iiakzing up the officiai
records of their sehools; but wîth these accurate statisties there were
occasionally in some par-ts of- the country a few inaccuracies comnbined.
As oecasiunally sonie persons art- likely to corne into tâbc profession ivho
are lacking iii the essential character of neatness and accuracy, Tn-spec-
tors inust alva.ys continue to kzeep a sharp supervision over the statistics
as well as the other dkpartments of school or.And as there is an
excess of teachers for the schools hecoingnc annuaily vacant, there is no
reason why any teache.- who is inaccu rate efflier fromn defeci; of intellc-
tuai ability or froin iegligence should be a.loived to continue any longer
in the profession. If such a teacher does not retire voluntaiîily f rom
the profession, Inspectons should reptort t>heni to the Council, a course
which hias been followed with good efets in sonie inspectorateýs.

MILITARY DRILL.

In this departiment, of physical exercise niany schools are doing,
extended îvork. For y cars, a large riumber of the students attending, the
Pictou Acaçleiy used to bc enrollcd with their teaichers in tie Gariion,
Artillerv of Pictou. In the Hlalifax Acadernv there is a fine, uniforrned,
and arimned cadet corps. lit Dartmxouth as wI as in H1alifax and other
parts of the province there is the Boys' Brigade systein, in connection
îvith many of the diffèrent eliîureli..s. The sehool law assumes that in
every sehool the pUpils have a more or less prac;ical knowledgce of
inilitary drill. Why niitarýy drill? Because it is the best forin of
training for the controllingy in order and niovingy of largre numben5 of
individuals, evolved as it hias been from a vastly extended experience.
It is aiso desirable that any systein in our sehools should be a uniforin
one, and here we have the best possible one ready at hand. It is also a
valuable acconiplishuiient for every citizen. Many of our teachers have
neyer had a training course in this subjeet. lu faet it is not so very long
since the Normal Sehool becaine prepared Lo pay attention to it.
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NEW BOOKS REÇOMMIENDED TO THE NOTICE 0F TEACHERS.

To illustrate howv toachers shoiild prepare thieruselves for the teaching
of '<natture-lessons," study how the author, of «'In the Acadian Land,"
studied nature so as to be able to write the fascinating; sketches of
tho natural history of oui' country in the littie book put on the list of
those recommiended to the teacher on pagye 1.34.

Teachers are also recomxuended to look into the mnts of tho
elenientary bov.çs on the Tonie Sol-fa sehool mnusic by Miss flyn who is
a very distinguishied graduate of the TÈonic Sol-fa College o? London,
and i«s most favorably known to some of our teachers throughi the
Sumi-ner Sehool of Science for the Atlantic Provinces.

COUNTY ACADEMIES.

Ail of the-se institutions have becon irhlproving. Botter bidns
botter g rolincs, and laboratories are eve.ry year comning into existen ce.
But the very same improvonient is taking place in the non-acaclemic
bighi sehools, rnan-v o? wvhich are loing more -%'ork. than some Countv
Academies. T-'he Act of 1893 took awav the limit iniposed on the gross
amaont of the 'Academnic grants, and the arnount lias been growingr from
yeam' to year. Fromn the drift of opinion if, appears probable that the
legri.sature miay re-iinpose a linib, buit it is trusted bbatinasmnuchi as nîlany,
if not ail of thc Acacýei-nies hare made strenuous local eflorts to provide
suiperior buildings and equipinent for the qualified students within their
respective counties on bbe faith of continuing to rcceive such a grant,
the lecrislature, while iiniting, niay not abolish the Acaclenic crants.

T4ANY TEACHERS ARE TOO YOUJNG.

The change in thie lawv of 1892, while ritisingr the schiolarship, for
oachi class of license, also lowered the agre. l3uforc this date candidates
could not go up for exarnination unlcss they ivere o? fuli age before the
ex.*ulldnation in July. It w'a. impossible, therefore. for a candidate
becoming o? acro ili July or Au-gust to beachi, or even to go upe for- exani-
nation until t.he next vear. Now the examination can ho passod at any
tinie, and if bbce candidate becomne- of ago in July and Atigutst, or even
later, they can apply for, and, if othervise qualifiod, obtain a license and1
beachi. In addition to, thiis general condition aflèctingy all classes o?
license, the acgo of male candidates for third class licen.se wvas reduiced
froni seventeen years to sixteen years, to bo on a par withi the age of
feinale candidates -for- admission to the saine class.

Such a state of tingrs rnay require
the xvritten examninations in science bo tic suppleniented by a practical
exainination, or- by clear evidence that flhc candidate lias pursued bis
~scientific study in stich a nianiier as to îlcvelop the power of scientifle
re.search in the sulject under exaîiiation.

The Book-keeping and Di-awingy paper continues to be stili one of the
mosb defective papers, takcing bbe Province ail over. This is cevidence
that the subject of dr-awir.( is one which anY beacliers have not yet
attompted to, master and teach as it, ouglît te lie taughit.

Tiiere are better Canadian histories in
existence than it, and it is tinie it ivas relegrated to the second-hand
bookstore. Robert's story of Canada, abridgred 1soiniewhat, would bc m~ore
sui table.

"Calkzin's 'History of Canada,' published by A. & W. Mackinlay, of
Halifax, is perhaps even more suitable than Robert's. In hlis 6irst chapter
hie deals, (1) extent of the Dominion, (2) condition fouir hundred years
ago, (.3) early inhabitants, (4) present inhabitants, (5) mother country,
(6) B~ritish empire, (7) France. In his second, lie commences on the
discovery of Amnerica. flis style is also niuch iimpler and clearer than
Clenient's, and blis inethod of treatînent miuch more scientifie."

There can bo no douht but that Clenient's is a good constitutional
historýy of Canada, and thitt its relegation to tihe 'historv of grade "A"
in Nova Scotia, is its bo.st place on tho Course. Principal Caikin bias
now licou for thiirt.y years principal of o111 Provincial N.orma!zi Sehlool.
and lio had beon one of the most suiccesqful teachers in it for several
years before. We cannot expect hifim in the course of nature to romnain
very tnuchi longer in so arduions a po.;ition. It is seldomi that a grovern-
ment ixîstituttion, wluich as suecb naturallv invites criticisni and as the
instrument thrioughi which the exploitaion of the public schools by
tintraineil tenchers is beincy gradtially restrained. is specîally exposed. to
the disfavor of many individuals--it is seldorn that such an instittution
lias been condacted for so long a time fre@ý [romi any scandai. It is
gratifying to notice such comuients as, the above which is only one of
numneromis references from abroad to our venerable principaL. Atnong
the able hea<ký of our more, advanced Provincial institutions none stands
higher in the estimation of the ediicationists of the Dominion, and bis
pre-eiiinenice will probably appear more cons.picuons w'hen the present
ha.ý passed into hiistrirv.

DISCUSSIONS ON THE PUBLIC SCHOOL COURSE 0F STUDY.

The Superintendent of Eduication desires to thank those who have
by correspondence and in the press taken an intelligent part in such,
discussions. The diversities of vicws inay be said to beo as numerous as
the individuals, itnd a discuissiona which wviIl interes;t people in the
inives;tigettion of the historY of om- develop ment, and of the development
of the educational system-s of othor cotintries, and their effeets on the
intellectual and industrial character of their peoples>, wvill tend to niake
the diversity less as it proceeds.

T'le most important inatter of ail is the obtaining of teachers who-
undesrstand the high functions of their office, and have the skill. to
execute tbe.se functions in an intelligent and effective mnanuci'. A grood.1
course of sttudy can be abused by a ineclanical instructor wvlo lias no
intuiition of the per-spective of details or of the truc object of educattion.
A defective course can be made invaluable by thc teaclbei' 'vh knows
how to miake the best use o? it. Discussion Mien conductod in tbc pro-
per Qpirit, hastens imiproveinent.. 1i3it there zire conditions, wvhon general
criticisins are very injuriouq; for the inefficient teachier wvho hias -not bbc
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wish to iniprove in any subjeet in which lie is defective is ready
to assumne tliat what he is dofective in is the unnecessary subject in the
mmnd of the inifluential critic. And, accordingly, hie *Justifies his
indolence to the deti-iment of the intercsts of the youth of a wvhoIe
section.

Criticisin to be of value should not only clearly indicate the exact
element objec'tionable. but should suggrest one or more ivays by wvhichi
the objectionable feature rnight be obviated witliout int.rodueingr an
equal-or even a graver objection. There is no being in existence who
cannot think of niany thiligs under te goverriment of inantr i

* Providence 'vhich niay be ,noL exactly suited to him ; but it is flot so
easy even when it is possible, for himi to rectify thèse conditions for
hiinself hiad lie the power, without making conditions more u.ncomifort-
able for other beings. But even, the destructive critic is verýy useful.
lie doos a part of the work, leaving- the constructive critic to point
out the direction of improverment when that can be done.

THE COURSES 0F STUDY IN NOVA SCOTIA.

Whien discussing the cour-ses of study of our own Province, it is
necessary to distinguishi betveen (1> the conimon, school grades-the first
eighit years of the course, and (2) the first tbiree grades or years of the
higrh sehool course, which ofièrs a variety of courses on which a pupil cani
take a provincial exainination if hie chooses, and (3) the fourtb grade of
the high school course, whichi offlèrs a stili greater variety, and allows
students to pass exarninations on a portion of the course at a tirne.
Then, again, it is iniportant that the action of the trustees or school
comniissioriers, (for, each school section bias a very extensive autonomy)
should not be attributed to the genera.1 law, which is not frarnedi s0 a, to
coerce the local authorities except on es-iential points.

A COURSE 0F STUDY FOR THE ELEMENTARY SCELOOL3 0F MAINE.

The followving par-agraph, among many others of a siifflarly inaccurate
kind, have hiad currency in sorne of Our papers, and illustrates one of
the dilliculties wbich honest wvriters unexpectedly encounter when
quoting froin n-on-attoritativ.- sources:

"At thc Doiniion Educatiotial Association in Halifax last summner, the
"Sup)erintendent of Edultcatioii for Maine told hlis hearers bcw, in bis State, they
"Nid decided so far as regyards the priniary or coninion seLhools, to gro back to the
tbree R/'s.'

It is impossible to conceive anythingy more diametrically oppo.site to
anything, that the li. Nir. Stetson said or intended to Say. Hie
criticized the Collegye or Normnal School training of teachers, which spent
a great deal of tiine in studyingc speculative and transcendental
philosophies and such reiote subjects, wvhile thieir reading, writing and
arithmetic really unfltted thein for the charge of a school.

Since the date of the said meeting, the Superintendent of Education
for M~aine bias published a course of study for the Elementary Schools of
the State, which he expects to be adopted by ail schools within the next
five years. It is fully and ably developed in a pamphlet, of 104 pages, and
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ini that respect is an iniprovement on the mneare ouline of our course
for grnaded schools, and stili more so on our course fur ini.qceilancouis or
rural schools. Buit the iiînprovemnent docs not consist in throwvingr any-
thing 'vhich is ini our course out, for it is ail there and a grood (leal mnoi-.

COURSE OF STUDIES FOR ELEMENTARY SOHOOLS IN MASSACHUSETTS.

This coursp for the leadirnr educational State of the Amnericari Union
~va frnid afu~ years 1'efore that of the State of Naine. The

revised edition of 1896 is a pamphlet of 129 pag es, and there have been
ernendatiorîs muade upon it later. Like that of the State of Mainie it
follows the saie greneral lines as that of Nova Scotia; but it enters into
rnuch greater detail, and is, therefore, more valuable for the teacher wvho
daes not know how to teach or how to interpret an outline course. This
is n-ot nieant to suggest that these States copied the cour-se of this
Province, for in fact , our educatioîîist-, have dei ived their ideas to a verv
gareat extent froîn the evoluition of the best schools in tbe New England
States ; and it is only owingr to the les iiiîaun of our old eduica-
tional systein tlîat we wvere able to develoip a State course first. Tiie
effe±ct of the inerLia of large educational systems in inodifying tbc
rapidity of reform. can be best seen illîîstrated in the E îropean sy-steinis.
Ruformin ovettents, however, are at the present mioiment rapidly
accelerating abroad, as sonie of the best educational %vriters are inti-
rnating occa-sioually throwrgh our, press.

Ail they require izs a teacher capable of (lirecting
their thought and investigration from books alr-eady on uthe scblool list.
The teacher wust, of course, first be interested, and our Normnal Schouls
nîust enlarge their scope and give the student teachers there an. insiglit
into the practical application of science to rural aif'airs.

Then having hie young people interested in the sciences underlying
agriculture, in the(, phienomena about fartii lufe, wve xnust give thema
chance to pursue these studies at grreater length than can be taken up in
the common sehools. We must have agtricultural high schools wvhere, our
y<>unû 'people who hav1e made up their iiinds to inake a living- fri'on the
soul can go and cet the advantage of the rest-arches that hiave been niade
in-crop rrowinct in cattle feed-ing, etc., etc. Then by anîd bv we want a
college of agrriculture where oui' progressive yongc men and women will
want to) go and fit thernselves for educationai positions as well as to
thoroughylly fortify theniselves for practical work on the farin.
