WEIGHTS AND MEASURES AND GAS.

The report of the Commissioner of Inland Revenue on the in~
spection of weights and measures and gas has'put in an appear-
ance a little late in tho Session, It is 1o be regretted that, like
the Adulteration of Food branch, as slready noted, this portion
of the paternal machinery for compelling an honest ohservance
of the Inw, is algso found not fo be self-supporting. The tfotal
rovenue derived during the year covered by the report (June
30th 1887 to June 30th 1888) was $37,855, as compared with $84,-
396 in the previous year. The oxpenses were $67,470 or $240
less than in the twelvemonth preceding. That the necessity
continues for this branch of the public service is evident by this
suramary preseniment: .

little short of New Brunswick or Nova Scotis with $3,000 to
$4,000 each. Travelling expenses abgorb $10,147 of which the
district subject to Quebec city represerits $1,274 or § per cent. of
the whole. The table on pages 20 and 21 shows the number of
rejections in Dominion weights to be generally greatest in 34 1hs,
and } 1bs,, and next in proportion are those of 2 Ib. and 2 oz
weights, Of the total number of thesa inspected and rejected,
Montreal is credited with 199 out of the total 346. Some con-
sciences evidently need better keeping. The yard measure in
Orillia is credited with 41 rejections. The industry displayed
in some cages by the inspectors will doubtless account for appar-
ent disproportions. Manitoba is evidently favored with indus.
trious inspectors. In mensures of capacity, the Three Rivers dis-
trict peck bears the gree, contributing 21 out of a total of 60 for
the Province, In this conneclion we are reminded of what is
called in Montreal a “ basket” measure for vegetables and a
“bundle” for hay. Both these constitute a crying evil, and
should receive prompt and energetic attention in the proper
quarter. A member of the Board of Trade directed attention to
the “bundle ” nuisance at the annual meeting, but the matter
appears to have been dropped.

In equal-arm balances of 5 to 50 1bs,, the districis of London
and Three Rivers contribute 28 each rejected, out of a total of
123.  Weigh-bridges (platform scales) as might be expected
show a large nunaber of defects. In Ontario 121 were rejected,
in Quebec 85, New Brunswick 11, Nova Scotia 5, and Manitoba
25.

The inspection of gas and gas meters is hecoming of more
importance ag the towns and villages are increasing in popu-
lation and feeling the want of & better system of lighting, Of
the 7,045 meters presented for verification during the year, 1,502
were found correct; 1,449 were fast, 4,836 stow, and 15> rejected
in o total of 7,787 veriied. The wet meter sesms to be chielly
used in Halifax. In Toronto, 56 were rejected in a total of
2,955 ; in Montreal the number was 11 in 2,136 ; Charlottetown 19
in 32; London 17 in 321 ; Halifax 5 in 871. The total revenue
from the inspection of gas and gas meters for the year was $6,-
946 as compared with $06,0654 in the previous year, The total ex-
penses amounted to $20,894 8 against $17,710 durihg the equal
period preceding, It may be doubted whether the game is worth
the candle. Of 67 tests of illuminating power made in Ottawa,
44 were below the standard. Three Rivers and Chatham (N.B.)
also furnish too large & proportion of defects, Ottawa has de-
teriorated, but Three Rivers and Chatham manifest some im-
provement as compared with the previous year. Montreal gas
shows the highest proportion of sulphur, being in 24 tests 17
times in excess. Ialifax out of 23 tests shows ¢ {imes in excess,
Gag inspection oflices have lately been fitted up at Barrie, Sar-
nia, Listowel and Napanes, and are asked for at Galt, Berlin
and Owen Sound.

THE GOLD RESERVE.

Last week's shipments of gold to New York, the result of the
high prevailing rate of foreign exchange, for which we are
wholly dependent upon that market, have attracted some atten-
tion to the specie reserve in this country. When we con-
sider that the Govt. paper issue amounts to sixteen milliohe,
and the deposits in the Govt; and Post Office savings banks foot
up gome forty-one millions, the amount of gold held in reserve,

some four iillions of dollars, would -seem rather inadequate.
Doubt.less the credit of the country is good a thousand-fold for
more than this, and the placing of the recent loan on the
London market at the rate of 8 per cent. bears high testimony
to the fact. In raviewing recently the Report of the Finance
Department, we took oceasion to point out that these depositors
of 41 millions of money receive intarest ofgt per cent. while the
Government can borrow at 8, Of course there is something
gained to the country by keeping the interest at home ; but that
extra one per cont. makes $41,(00 dollars a year, which iglevied
upon the tax payers at large—simply to maintain the interest to
government depositors at o price beyond that allowed by the
chartered banks. Doubtless the government in its wisdom has
good reasons for its policy in this respect.

" The temporary difliculty of supplying sovereigns for shipment
last week is commented on with considerable {reedom. More than
one of those who called at the redueming agency during the
usual banking hours were informed that the Assistant-Receiver
was out, and that the visitor had batter call again. American
gold was afterwards counted out until the largest banks came
tothe rescue. Let ussuppose a contingency, not probable but by no
means impossible—that some alarim had arisen, that a panic hiad
seized government depositors, it may well be asked how long
this reserve of 4 millions would last. We need not dwellupon o
contingeney that may never arise, but it were prudent for the
government to strengthen its gold reserve somewhat beyond o
mere 74 per cent.  Such a condition of affairs as that witnessed
last week may at some future day permit some bank not favored
with a due share of government deposits to put the screws upon
the Department with greater effect thau that accomplished by
an assistant bank manager only a few years ago The smount
of gold withdrawn from the oflice of the Receiver-General from
the 11th to the 16th was $1,316,820, but of this probably only
one-half was shipped. Banks are holding consid=rable, lying-in-
wait for an opportunity. A slight drain of gold continued
during the. present week. C

THE POSITION OF SUGAR.

For some time past the anomalous pesition of sugar has been

a puzzle even to those ordinarily well versed in the trade.

Statistics have shown that supplies are comparatively light all
over the world and the experts have been steadily reducing
{heir estimates of the beet crop; but, in spite of these facts and
# hardening market for the raw product, refined sugars have
ruled abnormally low in price until quite recently, when higher
figures have been paid. Canadian refiners have beon selling a
yellow sugar to the trade at the same price a8 an imported
grocery grade of raw, and it has been contended that they have
been putting out seme goods below cost.

MERCANTILE HONOR—AN EXAMPLE.

Parusal of the record of husiness fuilures given in the one or
two journals devoted exclusively lo the discussion of commer-
cial affuirs in this country is apt to incline ono to the belief that
the prizes are not only fow and fur beiween but that British
commercinl morality has almost become a legend of the past.
Searcely & month elapses without somo shock to soclety and to
the business community by rovelations which seem to indicate
that the trusted employee or the trader on his own account
Inughs at lionesty, at bonor, and ezercises all his ingenuity to
evade the law., Wo aro apt to forget, in noting the dishonesty,
recklossness and povérty of intelligence-in the mindsof a great
numher of the business men of the country, that on the other
hand thore is an immense moral and mental” energy exercised
in our comwmerce, manufactures and goneral industrial enter-
prises—un ever-present respect for the laws divine and human
which regulate the practical aflairs of life. The wrecks along
the course are invariably noted, but mention is seldom made of
tho great many vessels that steer unharmed year after year
through perils no less severe—and so likewise the business
wrecks are recorded while the successful ventures but rarely
find a chronicler. Thus much profitory to o picco of intelligence
that renched uns lately, aud which, like the work of the right
hand of the just man, had probably remained a secret had it
been possible to withold it from those who directly benefit
thereby. ‘Chero ure adverse circumstances occasionally in the
career of every trader which no wisdom can foresee, no pradence
avoid. The severe struggle which our cotton manufucturers and
commission agents were obliged to fuce some five or six years
ago resulted in hoavy losses that not only absorbed the profits
of formor years, but compelled a recourse to the indulgonce of
friends snd creditors. One of our wealthiest merchants was
driven to this strait, and in his honorable ondeavor to pay one
hundred cents in the dollar undertook more than his strength or
the times could bear, This conviction was graduaily borne in
upon him, and he was eventually obliged to compromise on oue
or two of the lulter paymonts. But as tho months and years
rolled by, the business training which had taught him to “toil

terribly ” if he would suéceed, gradually led on to the t':hreshold

of prosperity once more, the lessons of-the dark days of 1852-3 .-

were turned to profit, and he found that his great endeavors to
extract prosperity from disaster were succeeding. Onpe can
perhaps picture lo one’s seif the feelings with which this yet .
middle-aged, high-sounled merehant—whe has by the way “ given
hostages to fortune "—called his old-time creditors again together
and conveyed to them the unexpected and therefore the more
satisfactory- intelligence that he felt himself in a position to
begin paying them the balance of his former indebtedness.
This balance amounted to one biundred thousand dollars; some
fifty thousand dollars have already been paid off, and the reduc-
tion is making good progress. It need scarcely be said that this
act—which shows that British commercial honors still finds
brave examples in Canada—is only in keeping with munificent
donations in former years of prosperity, given for the purposes
of promoting the spread of education, as well as other gifts
the mention of which is not by any means courted by the
generous donor who is the subject of these remarks, and whose
name for this reason we must withhold. There are yes among
ag, it is clear, men who
“ Do good by stealth and blush to find it fame.”

THE CITY AND' DISTRICT SAVINGS BANK.

Among those who wended their way hastily up the stone
sieps of the City and District Savings Bank one day last week
wag an elderly lady who had become possessed that morning of
a five or ten dollar note (we do not recollect which) of ore of
the chartered banks with the  name of which she was not
familiar, and having overheard something, she could not well
comprehend what, about the banks being in want of gold,
resolved to deposit her little holding without delay in a bank
that had alwiys taken good care of her money for her. She
wfterwards acquainted a gentleman friend of her fears and of
her prompt deposit of the ‘ bill.” It set him a-thinking, thus
expressod—for Max Muller tells us we cannot think without
words:

“The question is this,—Ts the deposit certificate of the City
and District Savings Bank better security than the note—the
promise lo pay of—let us say, the Bank of Nova Scotia? ‘The
City and District is specially authorized to lend money on the
stocks of any of the chartered banks. The City and District has
at present upwards of two millions of dollara advanced upon
this class of security. Now, while nohody questions the sound-
nessof thesceurity, per se, the bank note is a still better security,
Let us assume that a case should again arige similar to that of
the Federal Bank some four or five yeam ago. The City and
District bad advanced upon large blocks of the stock of that
bank, and the position of the Federal looked so serious for a
short period that people began to think of it as possibly another
cage of double liability. Happily this was averted. But sup-
posing that it bad turned out so bad as the Xxchange Bank, the
bank-note must be a first lien upon the assets of the suspended
bank, and has behind it the final security of the liability of the
shareholders for a further sum equal to the amount 6f their
stock, so that the bank-note is by long odds the better security
of the two, and as a banking currency is thus one of the best in
the world.” )

The gentleman’ expressed his thoughts loud enongh to be
heard, and, a8 be suppused, so plain that g child might under-
stand, but his lady friend acknowledged when he finished with a
triumphant * Q.l.D.” that she hardly understood a word of
what he snid, and remuined as convinced as before that the City
and District was the bestsecurity after all. Under such circum-
stances he refrained from expressiog any opinion as to the wis-
dom of the C. & D. in demandinyg a margin on loans of more than
1 or 1} per cent. abovs the rate of interest allowed to depositors,
and other matters more or less puzzling to the mind of the
ordinary contributor to the lending power of this well conduncted
institution.

IMMIGRATION.

Throngh the influence of Sir Charles Tupper as High Com-
missioner in England and the co-operation of such powerful
friends as Sir Geo. Stephen, some important improvements were
decided upon last year in reapect of government assistance to
emigrants, The former system of assisted passages led to
flagrant nbuses, and even apart from these it appeared-to
promote the exportation of a cluss of emigrants of little benefit

Referring to the stoppage of assisted passages, the report says
it was not found that it materially checked the volume of immi-
gration, although it may have kept back considerable numbers
who might have come if the passage could have been obtained at-
a cheaper rate. The prevailing rate of passage during the year
was £4 sterling, per adult. The assisted rate which prevailed
until April last was £3 per adult. No assisted passages “have
been given since the date of stoppage above mentioned, and

‘measures were praviously taken to inform and warn all steam-

ship agents that al} assistance in inland transport and furnishing
of meals, which formerly prevailed, would also at the same time
8top, the poliey determined: on being that all immigration to
Canada must for the future be entirely sel{-sustaining.

The details furnished by ageunts, forming the appendices to
the report, are on the whole satisfactory. Material additions
were made to the several distinetive colonies in the North-West,
which gives promise of large future increase. This remark par-
ticularly applies to the Crofter, the Scandinavian, the German
and the Icelandic Colonizations. The Reports from the settlers
have been satisfactory, and this fact, coupled with the vast area
of agricultural Iands opened for settlement by the trans-conti-
nental railway, indicates the coming in of & very much larger
stream of immigration in the immediate future than in the past,
as well from countries beyond the seas, 88 from parts of this con-
tinent. The movement of immigiants from the United States
to Canada is already very considerable, as shown by the number
of 81,660 arrivals of settlers with Customs entries along the fron-
tier during the year.

The immigranis by sea arrived only by steamers, sailing
vessels being no longer used forimmigrant transport. The aver-
age time of the Allan mail steamers from Liverpool was § days,
and from Londonderry, 8 days; other than mail 9} and 84 res-
pectively ; that of the Dominion Line from Liverpool, 9, and from
Londonderry, & days ; other than mail 10} and 9} respectively ;
that of steamers from London to Quebec, 13} days; Bristol Line
{rom Bristol, 12} days; Allan Line {rom Glasgow, 10 days.

The immigrants who came out in 1888 were of a good class,
All those who came to geek for work were employed, the dewmand
for farm Jabourers ad female demestic servants being largely in
excess of supply. The continued immigration to the North-West
of colonies of Icelanders, Scandinavians and Germans, makes
centres of attraction for further accessions for immigrants of
those nationalities,—the reports from these colonies being fay-
ourable.

" The following extract from the Report of the High Commis-
sioner, Sir Chas, Tupper, just publistied a8 an appendix to the
Report of the Minister of Agricultrre, will prove interesting :

The movement in favour of state aided emigreiion has made much
progress duving the last year. There are many socicties and aseo-
ciations dealing with the question, and pressing it upon the notice of
the Imperial Government. Among the most influentinl of these has
been the unofficial committce of the members of both Houses of Par-
liament to which I referred in my last repot. This committee has,
after full enquiry, placed its views before the Government, and its
recommendutions have been forwarded by the Colonial Office to the
vatious Coloninl Governors for considerntion  T'he leader of the Gov-
ernment in the House of Commons in the last session rromised to up-
point a select committee {0 enquire into tho colonization question,
but for some reason or other it has not yet been named. I quite be-
lieve however, that the subject will be again discussed in Parliament
during the preseut year. The question is Lound to ipcrease in im-
portance, as the causes which have given rise to it aro becoming more
and more prominent, the distress in the agricultural districts still
oxists, and the number of the unemployed in the Imige towns shows
1o signs of fuliing off.  What is even more important however is that
the population is steadily increasing at the rate of about 400,000 por
annum, while the means of employment are not increasing in any-
Emigration is bound therefore to take
place, in fact, it could not stop without causing difficuities, the signifi-
cance of which it is impossible altogether to foresee,

‘The movement, indeed, is tar more likely to increase than to de-
crense, and in the interest of the colonics, it is necessary that it should
be regulated and controlled, and it is for this reason that state aided

.and directed emigration finds so much favour, [ have lost no oppor-

tunity of stating that in the event of any scheme being’ organized, it
will be necessary to give Canada the option of rejectiog any persons
who are not considered suitablo, - I have aleo poluted out that it
would be difficult for Canada to absorb a much larger number. of - lab-
ourers than now annually take wp- their homes in the Dumiuion’;“@'ﬁd‘
pay their own pasenges. To encuurage any consideruble movement
of that class of persons, who require employment directly they land,
in order to provide their own maintensnce, would be to produce ip
the Dominion the unemployed and social troubles which are such a
causs of anxiety in the mother country. Therefore if asy lmge
scheme is contemplated, it must lake the form of colonization, and
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include an advance of & sum of money to each selected family .with
which to start farming on its own account. A scheme of this kind is
rapidly growing into favour, and it is the Dominion which is most
gencrully discussed in conneetion with it, for no othér country under
the British flug hasg snch an aren of land available for the purpose,
with u goil so fertile nnd a climate so suitable for genersl agricultural
work. There is no reason whatever, in my opinion, why such a
scheme should not be suceessful; it would benefit the colonies, aud
at the sume time the mother country, increasing the markets of the
lntter, the volume of trade in the former, and, what is equally im-
portant, provide more work for those who were left behind  The
Government have lutely tuken a step which is full of importance and
encourngement Lo thoss who have been walching this question,
They agreed to advance a sum of money to angment a public sub-
seription; for the emigration of cottars and erofters to Manitoba and
the North-West Territories,  About thirty fumilies were selected and
#ent to the Pelicnn Lake District lust epring, and about thirty or more
fu nilies are to follow in April next. £120 is advanced to each fam-
ily, to be goeured upon the Jund under the terms of the Dominion
Lands Act; and the money is to be returned by instalments in a man-
ner ngreed upon, A Colonial Bonrd has been appointed under the
sign maninl of Her Majesty to ndminister the funds and manage the
schete, and with the approval of the Dominion Government, I have
been appointed to represent Cuuada, I the experiment, for it is re-
gurded in this light, turns out suceessfully, as 1 quite anticipate, it
will give s great impetus to the movenent, und will probably lead to
the extension of the schemein luvgo proportions. I took un oppor-
tunity of personally visiting the crofters district during the last sum-
mor, and believe that the people, if properly selected, are likely to
make excollent settlers in tho Dominton. They seem to be thrifty,
frugal and hard working. 'They are very poorly off at pregent, owing
to the bad sonsons and to thoe rapid incrense of population in already
congested centres, 1 am inclined to think that emigration is one of
the principnl remedies for the evils to which public attention has
been attracted, and which have caused 80 much discussion.

The Nincteenth Century for March has a very interesting con-
Lribution on the subject of Irish emigration, from the pen
of the well-known philanthropist, Mr. J. I, Tuke, dealing
specially with the experience and present condition of a detach-
ment of some hundreds ol Connemara emigrants who were im-
pelled (or agsisted) toleave their homes by the failure of the chief
national crop'in 1880-81, and settled parily in' Canada and the
Siute of Minnesota. Thoe efforts of the “I'nke Commitieo” to
ascertain what progress has been mado by the emigrants of those
years arc eminently praiseworthy. They go to show that the
indigent poor of the congestadd districls of the United Kingdom
are o » large oxtent only too anxious and ready to avail them-
selves of every opporlunity to work out theirsalvation as oflered
them in this country. Wo make room for one extract from Mr.
Tuke’s article :—

1 As 1 have earefully followed the words of this report of house-to-
house visits my thoughts have gone back to the wretched homes in
which a fow short years ago theso emigrauls lived—the cabins from
whenee issued this long procession of men and barefooted women and
children who, clad in the conrse red and white flannel of the country,
crowded nround us begging for t God’s sako' to be helped to a country
whero they conld earn the means of living, When, fuither, 1 recall
that the garments in which they were clothed wero often almost too
poor and rupged Lo admit of their appearing before us decontly 5 and
that some even had to borrow from o more fortunate friend or neigh-
bor the shawl or pelticont with which they were clothed; and that
for nll the emigrants it was ncce-sary to provide, for the journey,
clothing frons head to fool ; and when, in addition to this, I remember
that their only fuod consisted of one or two poor meals per day of
potatoes or ¢ yellow menl! the conirast afforded by. these accounts of
happy, well-housed, well-clad, well-fed families—in many cases the
-owners of the house aud land on which they are living—is indeed
most striking.  Whatever drawbacks there may be in the present con-
dition of theso people—and doubless they oxist—the benefits con-
forred upon them morally, socially, and physically must, T think, have
oxceeded tho most sanguine expectation of those who have nssisted to
bring nbout this marvellous transformation.”

MERCANTILE TRAINING.

It would be inferesting o know how many of the thousand
ar morg retailers who fail in business every year in Canada have
over had any trnining {o fit them for the ealling. The number
would probably be an ingignificant minority. Young men are con-
tinually being trained for other walks in life—the law, medicine,
tho chureh, civil engineering and the various mechanical trades,
but into mercantile pursuits the young man usually drifts rather
by accidont, often by the desire to earn something at clerk-
ing in a store, and should ho be of a thrifty disposition or haply
inherit somo capital more or less, ho may eventually start out
for himself. 1t is, doubtless, in no little degree owing to this
want of training that we must atlribute o large number of
the failures among country storekeepers, In the city the retailer
confines himsgelf of necessity to ono department, and for this he
gonorally has had some training; but the man who keeps s
country sloro must handle an almost endless variety of goods,

of everything in dry goods, hats and caps, boots and shoes, hard-
ware, house furnishings, the lighter firming implements, patent
medicines, druggists’ sundries, stationery, school books, salted
and smoked meats, fish, &e,, &e. So great a variety of articles
does’ o general store comprise, thab one is not surprised af
the legend on the sign erected by a western firm thus:
“8—— & S—, Deslers in Xverything”
gaying that the man or firm who would prove successful
in such an omnium gatherum must be possessed of a know-
ledge no less comprehensive, He must have had some train-
ing in each department in order to buy {o advantage and
possess a knowledge of details impossible lo convey by. any
market reports or tables of prices current, however complote.
Special aptitude here and there goes far to supply the want
rare. B R
It is not thus with the wholesale trade—which in the com-
mercial travelling syslem possesses the best possible training
school for its merchants., There is undoubtedly & large propor-
tion of  our successful wholesale men who have never been * out
on the roal,” but they have received a scarcely less valuable
training in the warehouse as salesmen or clerks.

On the other hand, the cool judgment acquired by the count-
ing honse management is often & valuable check upon the
usually more sanguine temperament of the traveller, who pro-
bably troubled himself less aboul small economies than in
getting rapidly over the ground and aggregating a large amount
of sales.
merchants of our large cities who would have been much the
better of some experience on the road, This is readily per-
ceived. Lvon the commercial traveller himself shows a per-
ceptible improvement after an seclive experience of a year or
two. Any rough edges in his manner are smoothed down, he is
taught the value of courtesy, he learns {o apply what has been
well termed the “negative side of charity,” that kindliness not
proceeding o the active exercise ol benevolence—that considera-
tion for the feelings of others which subdues the friction of the
wheels of business activity.

We subjoiu here a few extracts on the subject of business
courtesy from a recent essay :—The grealest abilily, like the
greatest success in life, wsually carries with it an unvarying
spirit of courtesy, and it is a question whether courtesy precedes
snccess, or is the consequent of it. Those who have travelled
abroad remark on the politeness of manner which characterizes
the upper classes in Europe, and especially in Great Britain, It
is only the immature of talent, and the pretention of vulgar
affiuence that descends to disregard of social forms, * = * *
LEverybody cannot appreciate intelleet “in the rough,” bub
everybody acknowledges the chaim of polite manners. Every
commercial traveller knows how much more agreeable it is to
have his request to show his samples met with a negative ac-
companied by a word or two of graceful apology, rather than to
be told to depart without ceremony. In every walk of life people
would rather he bowed out than kicked out. There was some
exageeration, but there was also some truth in the remark of
Hawthotne, that heaven might forgive sing, but that awkward-
ness had no torgiveness in heaven or earth; and the well-known
axiom of Dr. Johnson, that a man has no more right to say o
rude thing to another than to knock him down, is not the less
valuable because it was so often peglected by bim who
enunciated it. It is often complrined that all this courtesy, this
grace of manner may be purely superficial, aad that it frequently
concenls the vices of & corrupt miture. However this may be, it
by no means follows that rougbness or bluntness is any index
of fine, manly qualities. As often as not, your supposed * rough
diamonds” turn out very poor siones indeed.

That “manners make the man” in business is proved by the
successful career of the late Hexbert Ingram, the founder of the
Ilustrated London News, e began life as a newspaper vendor at
Nottingham, and soon secured a large connection by his readi-
ness to oblige. On one occasion, having among his customers a
gentleman who wanted his paper very early, his anxiety to pre-
vent him from being disappointed was 8o great that he walked
ten miles to supply him with his wonted budget of daily neys,
On another occasion, he rose &t two in the morning, aud tra-
velled all the way to London to procure some copies of o news-

ply his customers. Mr. Winsns, of Philadelphia, the inventor of

gome years ago, owed his inkreduction to the Russian Govern~

from « full lino of staple and fancy groceries to a full assortment

ment a5 an engineer to his civility to  couple of strangers.

A lady of rank, bearing of this
marvel of good manners, determined to subject him to a severe
test; but failing to disturb him by a long series of petty
vexations, was so delighted by his equmumxt.y that she provided
him with the capital necessary to start in business for himself.
1t is said of the late Mr. Baker, ot I’rovxdence, Rhode Tsland,
that he was so obliging as to re-open his “store ” one night solely
to supply & little girl with the skein of thread she wanted. The
incident was noised about and brought him a large influx of cus-
tomers. He died a millionaire, and left a striking illustration to
posterity of the fact.that politeness makes pounds!

CHEAP FUEL AND LIGHT.

The following account of a new process for making gas for illum-
inating and heating purposes is condensed from an exchange pub-
liahed at Defiance, Ohio. We give it for what it may be worth. Some
weeks ago the Defiance Gas Co. heard of the new process of making
gas from crude oil and coal after the Omega Gns Trust had purchased
it, and that it was able to manufacture gas of twenty-six candle power
for five cents per thousand cubic fect. After a short correspondence
the trugt sent men to Defisnce and the plant was erected. This new
process bids fuir to revolutionize the manufacture of gas.

" The generator in which the oil or coal is transformed resembles a
large furnace, in the top of which are a number of pipes which extend
the entire length of the furnace. At the rear of the furnace the pipes
.are.run.upwards through a cupola, thence into & large trough filled
with water, where the gas is condensed. Oil or coul, water and air
are forced into the pipes in the furnace, and the three substances pass
through the pipes. The pipes are subjected to great heat and the oil
ar coal is traneformed into gas. The gas passes through the pipes in
‘the cupola, into the pipes surrounded by water, and is condensed.
Thence it passes into a separator, where the gos is separated from the
sulphur and argenic. From hero it passes into the holder and then
into the city mains.- The process of condensing and separating is the

- game as used by most gas companies. 'The principal trouble which it
+was thought would be experienced and which gas experla said could
fiot be obviated, was the carbonizing of the oil or coal in the pipes, but

this was overcome by a chemicnl combination which is placed in tlne'

pipes and prevents the oil or coal from carbonizing

This plant is capable of making 2,000,000 feet per day, but it is
-only a small one, and a larger one would, of course, bave a greater
capacity. The company claimed to be able to make the gas for five
cents per thousand cubic feet, The test was made Junuary 5, 1889,
by turning the gas into the city mains aud illuminating the dwellings
-and business houses in the presence of a number of Defiance men and
some outside capitalists. Among those present were the President of
the Consumers’ Gas Fuel and Light Co., and Theobald Forstall, Presi-
dent of the Chicago Gas Light and Coke Co., both of Chicago,
each of them well informed on all questions relating to gas.

It was found after finishing the experiment that in making the
amount of gas to pass through six four inch pipes for eighteen hours,

other factories, a8 well as illuminntmg the streets and private resi-
-dences—as the cight miles of mains are laid and connections made.

REGISTRATION OF COMMERCIAL PARTNERSHIPS.

A Mr. Jelley, of this city, recently took three actions in the
Superior Court here for $200, directed severally against the threo
portoers of the Yorkshire Varnish Co, of Ripon, England, and,
Montreal, nllegmg that they had not registered their pm'tnership
within the period required by law after the commencement of their
business in Montreal. Mr. Jelley had previously taken snother action
against this company. The facts were,—That the registration ‘on
bebalf of the cOmpROy wag regularly made in Montreal a short time
subsequent to the expiry of the delsy within which ‘mercantile’
purtnerships should register notice of their going into business. The’’
company, represented by Mr, McCord, plended to these three ponal
actions, (1) That Mr. Jelley bad no interest in taking actions, inas-
much as they were instituted by bim, not in the interval between the
expiry of the delay when the partnership should have been rugistercd .
aud the date of the registration, but subsequent to’ the date of the
registration, and that the penalty could not be exacted, as the com-
pany had, in good faith, done all that they were bound to do; that
Mr. Jelley bad himself gone to the courthouse for the purpose of insti-
tuting the other action herein above mentioned, and he himself had’
learned the facts thit he made use of in his writ and declaration from
the very registrations that he himself complained were too lato to
meet the requirements of the law. That the spirit of the law, in
requiring registration, was that informarion should be given theroby
to persons doing busmess, 80 that those desirqus of dealing with
them might know who they were, and tlmt this was accomplished 8o
soon a8 the registration was made, and #8 no notion was taken before
such registration, if the company were in defanlt as- regards time, no
action could be {aken afterwards once they had registered. Any
lapse on their partas regards date was covered by the subsequent:
registration  Mr. Jelley contended for the absoluteness of the penalty,.
and that the period once passed, wherein & registration should be
made, the penalty was due, balf to him and half to the Crown
whether or not the registration was subsequently, and cited a deoision.
in which a married woman had been condemued, though she had.
registered her intention of going into business according to law, but
subsequent to the period assigned wherein to do so. To this Mr

~wheresg, in the case of the commercial firm, there is no prohibition

with the luw must be dealt with as the Act directs. :

Collectors are also informed that the provisions of Section 7 of the
# Petroleum Inspection Act,” requiring the importer or owner of im-
ported petroleum, to properly clean or otherwiso preparc one end of
cach cask, or ono side of ench package of any other description, for
receivmg inspection marks to be placed on such packnges must, in all
casey, bo closcly adhered to. This may be dome by either scraping
clean the end of ench cask. or one side of ench package of any other
deseription or by puinting over with good oil puint with strong dryers.
"The inspection marks to bo plactd upon barrels and other pnckngch of
either’ domestic or imported petroleum as required by the provisions
of the above Act must also be done by meanns of good oil paint.

It ig desirable that when the end of » cask, or side of a packuge of
any other description is painted the color be venetion red, or some
suitable color to form 8 good bark gronnd for the mspcct!on marks,
which sheuld be white or some light shade,

A close adherence to the above instructions is required in the in-
terest of the revenue as well asto the honest dealer, a8 the pre-
visiong of sectlon 14 of the same Act requires the possessor of
petrolenm to ma‘ntain all marks in s perlectly legible state. If the
inspection marks be not properly put on the package at the outset,
innumerable vexatious difticulties will arise.”

" Attention was duly directed in these colums to the abuses prevail-
ing in and about London in this respect before and after the late sei-
zures. ‘T'he Advertiser thinks the dictum as to the Venetian Red is
unreasonable; that as the ends of the barrels are invariably painted
white, black is to be preferred for inspection marks, Vigorous action
is to be taken in- reference to the non-crasing of inspection mnrks
on pt.trol(.um packagos.

Last
year, of our interprovincial trade only $2,062,410 was carried.over
United States territory. The reduction ropresents nearly. three-

fourthe of the amsount in 1875. Of our exports and imports only
$20,863,792 was carried vis United States seaports, or but little over
10 per Cent. of the aggregate ‘trade of the year. The United States
authorities think « the recent complications between the United States
and Oavada in regard to the fisheries question hnve rerulted in a tem-
porary diveraion of 8 portion of the in transit trade to routes of trans-
portation wholly within the territory of the Dominion.”” Ofthe fact of
diversion there is no doubt, but that it ought not to be a temporary
diversion ghould be impressed upon every man in business in Canada.

CENTRALIZATION OF BUSINESS.

Any careful observer, who hug watched the currents of trade in the
greal commercial centres for some years past, could not have fuiled to
notice n constant tendency townids centralization. This movement
has been decided aud gevernl. It bas prevailed not only in American
cities and towng, but is also seen in other countries. These facts
prove that it is not in consequence of local or special causes, but the
result of influcnces which’operato uniformly in obedience to Natural
Law. This conclusion is further confirmed by the fact that it has
vot been eanged by, nor in any way connccted with legisiation. We
therefore couclnde that it i8 a necessary feature of the presont great
development of invention and civilization. There i 80 much

sophistry promulgated at present on the subject of «gigantic and
dangerous monopolics,” that it is worth while to trace out the work-
ing of the natural economic Inws which have produced these condi-
tions, and also their legitimaie resnlt  The present is an ern of
monopolies. The fact that a few great firms or corporations in.each
city, and in cach department of business, are able to attract a very
Inrge and increasing share of the aggregate patronage of tho public,
is patent to every observer. The Scriptural declaration, that ¢ who-
goover hath, to him sball be given,” is veing literally carried out,
For illustration, look at tho retail dry-goods trade in any of our large
cities. Yenrs ngo this business wus done by a large number of small
‘or-moderate-sized establishments, scattered in different guarters and
neighborhoods. At the present Uime the greater part of this business
is done by n fow colosenl cstablishmenis. These great institutions
have, in many caser, added building after building, and department
after department, until their proportionsare of astonishing magnitude.
All other departments of trade are more or less under the control of
the game natural tendencies.  Thereis also a process of centralization
in locality, no less marked. Tho larger citics, owing to their greater
facilitics and attractions, and to tho ease and rapidity of communica-
tion, draw business from the smaller places which was formerly under
home control. In addition to this, there is a decided grouping of
ench kind of business in each city in some special locality. There is
a dry-goods quarter, s banking quarter, and one for almost every other
leading department of business. Concentration in locality is added to
centraliuntion of capital nnd enterpriso,

Tho operation of this Inw in connection with manufacturing is
also uniform and sirong. Now industrinl contres are formed in
conformity with natural conditions and advantayes.

Another manifestation of centripetal law is seen in the growth of
cities. At distances somowhat uniform, where railway systems con-
verge, grent commercial centres grow up, cach having its quota of
tributary territory. Their location and growth are not a matter of
chunce, nR many suppose, but are entirely in accordance with fixed
laws. When one point gets a fair start in advance of its competitors,
like a larger magnet, it has increased drawing power. I8 attractive
force increases in greater rafio than s growth. It seems to gain
kind of momentum, o that any city of given size has fourfold greater
growing qualitics than oune half as large. Wuile  the lesser may
incronse fomewhat, it naturally pays tribute to the greater. This is
as irresistiblo as the laws of gravitation, The centralizing force that
loentes special kinds of business in special places is also well defined,

At first glance, it looks as if this condition of things, especinlly as
relating to great mevcantile concerns, was abuormal aud injurious,
Admitting that it has aspects of this kiud, let us examine caretully
its results, Jmagine a typical Amorlean city, with half a million
population, ‘Iwenty-five years ago its retil dry.goods business was
done by a lnrge nnmber of smnll ghops in different localities. Now
it is Inrgely monopolized by half a duzen mammoth establishments
loented ahmost sido by side. What is the ceffect of this condition of
things on the general public, com prising sny four hundred and ninety-
fiva'thousand out of the half-million people? They show by their
action that (unless they aro greatly deceived) they can find lower
prices, greater varietior, and better sslections at theso great establish-
ments than elsewhere.  We are obliged to accept this opinion of the
great majority of an intelligent public as conclusive, This disposes
of nincty-nine one-hundredths of the entire population. The next
class, perhaps five ‘housaud persons, who, under former conditions,
wonld bo in business for themselves, are now oither junior partners, or
employed on salaries by these great fioms, * They lose the net differ-
ence, whatover that may be, betweon the two following positions: on

the one hand, greater independence and the dignity of proprietorship,
but accompanied with uncertainty of success; and, on the other, sure,
but moderate success, with more dependence. The fact that but a
small proportion of men succeed when in business for themselves, 48
shown by statistics, will still reduce the not difference so much that,
even with this small clase, it is doubtful which way the advantage -
would lie. These two classes comprise everybody except the great
firms themrelves, whose ibterests it is mot necessary to consider.

These great institutions have attsiced their prominent positions by a

regular gystem of evolution, and are fair illustrations of the « survival
of tho fittest.” Given, a rare combination of capital, executive ability
and power to organize, with favorable environment, and we have the

‘conditions of increase almost without limit. .

In tracing still farther the operation of these laws, let us, for illus-
tration, select two great monopolies, which are, perbaps, pepularly
regarded as the most obnoxious of any on the continent, viz, the
Weetern Union Telegraph Comyany sud the Standard Oil Company.
It must be understood that no defence or indorsement is intended of
the various means they have used, which have contributed to their
present prominence. It is not {heir private traneactions, but their
relations to the general public, that we are now cousidering. No one
i8 forced to have business relations with them, unless he does it of his
own fre¢ will, and considers it for his interest. It is in their business
relation with the public, as sellers of telegraphie facilitics and of oil;
that we now look at them’; for they have no power otherwise to
fujure the average . citizen. What. is now the Western Union
‘Lelegraph Company was formed, us nearly every one is aware, by the
copeolidation of emaller companies aud the absorption of rival, but
weaker organizations. ‘T'hey were willing and ready to-be ¢ absorbed,”
and were well paid for the operation, The provalent impression is,
that because this business is almost entirely controlled by one great
organization, it necessarily becomes o dangerons and powerful
monepoly againsgt which the public has no protection. This prejudice
agaiust all great corporations is a characteristic of the present‘time.
There may be more daxger in the prejudice, or what may come of it,
than in the orgunizations themeelves. S K

Our safety consists in the fact that the natural laws of supply and
demand are eovereign, and that there is no danger of their repeal or
suspension. What are the practical facts' relating to the tolegraph
company ? It isa seller of telegraphic facilitics, und the public, which
represents demaud, holds the key to the situation. The company can
aflord to sell its gervices at a lower rato than half a dozen smaller
oues could possibly do. Will it? Yes. in the long run; for self-
interest will force it in-that direction, There is what may be called a
normal rate for this service, and in case the management try to fix
prices much above this point, demand falls off and profits shrink with
a8 wmuch cerlainty as they would in case they were put below it.
Managers of corporations do not always discover at once how low.
normul rates are, and that they are always the most profitablo; but
exporience is a persistent teacher, and these laws are continually
pressing in the right direction, until they vindicate themselves and -
obstructions are removed. An illustration of the operation of natural
laws in governing demand is scen in the effect of successive reduc-
tions in the rate of postage. IEvery experiment made by-the govern-
mont in this way has been successful. The increase of business that
followed each reduction was so great, that but-a very short time
olapsed before the met revenue was larger than before, The true
normal rate may still be a little below any poini yet reached.” Let us
examiue bricfly the other typical monopoly., The business methods
of the Standard Oil Co. bave perhaps received more severe critic-.
ism than those of almost any other corporation in the United States.:
But it is difficult to sco how oven this overgrown giant can injure
cither the private citizen or the government, Itis a colossal producer.
of oil, but is obliged to go into the open market and sell its product.
ut just what consumers will give for it,and cannot get an eighth of a
cent u gallon more than the regular market price. In fact, besides.
giving employment at good wages to thousands of workingmen, it is
probable that, by use of its great fucilities, capital, pipe lines, ofc.,:
the millions of consumers are getting oil at a little lower prico than
would be the caso if this admitted wonoply did not exist. It would
seem then, that if this extreme and exnggerated consolidation is
powerless for ovil, and hedged in by supply and demand, ordinary
aggregations of capital are not only harmless, but have their uses and
tenefits, and are indispensable to society as at present organized,

The fact that railroad or telegraph corporations have, or have not,
“ watoered their stocks,” is popularly supposed to have agreat influence
on their rates of service. Not in the least. ' If for any 8peculative.
renson the stock of the Western Union Telegraph Company were
largely increased or diminished in its nomindl amount, the manage-
ment would find that it would be entirely inexpedient, fur that reason,
to changu its tariffs. I[ts material facilities would remain as before, and
§0 would the demund for- their employment. In other words, the
normal point of greatest business and profits would remain the same,
regardless of changes in the nominal amount of stock,

‘Wo have considercd these extreme cases’ of monopoly, not because
wo admire or defeud them, but only because they furnish anothor
illustration of tho supremacy of Natural Law, They may be power-
ful enough to influsnce legislation, but they cannot change watursl
principles. Their business methods, and dealings with rivals aud
competing organizations may have been indefensible, but unvarying’
natural conditions will make them powerless to harm the humblest:
citizen. They cannot force demand for their products, but ouly.
court it. . .

We are led to conclude that the menace to government and to
citizons by great business combinations is much overrated. - Without’
regard to legislation, Natural Law hedges them in on every side.
While great aggregations of capital, in their operations, are subject to.,
many abuses, they are great. forces In production, and have an
