-TTî. U. S,_navydepartment is itvestigating petroleum with
a view to its use as fuel for marine engines. This sort of en-

quiry is no longer a novelty, and enougli is known to award oil
certain advantages as a fuel, but there le slim hope of it ever
displacing coal, until this last is completely mined ont, says an
exchange. Coal is li no danger of being displaced as a fuel and
the coal barons can be left alonc to see that the competition of
oil, if it ever aspires that far, is checked. Gas which is the
nost perfect fuel the world ever saw bas only yet encroached
opon coal to the extent of being more freely employed than for-
morly for domnestic purposes, industrial establishments have so
far left it alone.

-TE moast ditlicult problein of rallroad operation-how to
commnnicate by telegraph witht a moving train anywhere on the
line-has been solved by a young Chicago inventor and former
tolegraph operator. The schore will shortly be put ln opera-
lion on tLhe Pennsylvania Railroad, and every train on the line
will bo li constant comunication witl the station next ahead,
and when desired with the train despatcher or any publie tele-
graph station. The device is mechanical ; it involves no uew
lor untried principles. Railway engineers declare it will re-
volutionize railway science, It is ain adaptation of the street
railway trolley or third rail of the elevated railways.

-Ttic market for sairron li New York is lower at the
moment than at any time since 1887 viz. 12c per pound which
figure is below cost. Up to twb years ago saffron was controlled
largely by one importer, and remained to that time uninfi uenced
by the law of supply and demaud. Another concern however
took a hand li tle gane, and since this time the mnar-
ket bas been practically left to itself, and it has doclined
steadily fron 21 cents last December., It does not seem
probable that tie price cao go any lower, li spite of the large
supply, owing to the higb cost of the spot stock, and the fact
that the bulk of it is held by those who are unwilling to muake
sacrifices on an article of so little consequence.

-- BWOREthe Kingston cheoese Board recently the advantage of
curing cheese in a proper temperature was demonstrated. The
cheese were both made in thre saine vat by Supt. Ruddick of the
Dairy School, at tie following temperatures:-One at 60 and 70
degrees and the other 62 to 91 degrees. lI three weeks the
cheese cured at the high temperature lost cne and a half per
cent, more in weight than the other. This would inean IX lbs.
per mnonth ou a 75 lb. cheese. Thre two cheese were compared
by the buyers and cheeseinakers present, and they placed the
differeice in quality at Xc. per lb., giving the preference to the
one cured at the lower temperature. Mr. Ruddick stated that lie

The higher itsurance now current on sailin
vessels, higher than ever previously cnowtn, will also operato as
an inportant check on consignmuents during the autuminî, even
supposing shippers have any stock to spare for such puîrposes.
Stiff prices ire still being obtained on this side for any p arcelS
that are required to fill specifications or complete loading of
vessels short of cargo.

-A WiNNrs.u pork packing concern contenplates the ex-
penditure of $50,000 to increase the capacity of its establisi-
tment, and has engaged a Chicago architect to tmake the plans.
The work will he begun this fall and when completed next
spring will be the third largetof tskind in Canada. Manitu-
bats are evidently wide awake to tue future possibilities of such
tributary markets as the Kootenay, Algomtta and the Yukon gold
fielda and the great appreciation of Catnadian bacon and hamts
it England, and that Winnipeg lias in store for il the reputation
of becoming an imiportant packing centre, vhen farniers reallze
the miioney there is in hog raising, there is little doubt.

COL) STORAGE IATES.

'Tho rates front the port of Montreal for cold storage accommtati-
dation are based upon the current rates foi butter and cheese,
that being deterinined a fair basis. Other products are carried
in cold chambers t at rate of freight based upon what the space
they occupy would earn at butter and cheese rates. The whoie
freiglit charges on the ocean for the latter are a little less tian

'. per pound. In order tu get these favorable terns the gov-
erntent pays tu the steamltships a considerable part of the initial
cost of equipment. That the rates front Montreal for cold stor-
age acconmtodation are favorable to the exporter, is illustrated
l the fact that the extra charge for this service ui steamtships
salling froi the Atlantic ports of the United States is often
three or four limes as mîuch as the mnaximtimi charged Canadian
shippers.

THE NEWEST IN WAhL PAPEItë.

Thie latest developm >nt in wall paper shows neither flower,
nor figure, nor stripe, nor irele. It is sinpily on ail over water
or maire grouînd, llike a picce of silk or satin maire, and is
broughît ont in all satiisfactory tlits and shades. Panels of this
moire paper used perpenîdiebllrly on a calcimiined wall surface,
the panels definied with a narrow git molding, afford an effec-
tive treatmlent for a drawing.-roon. A sanple lately seen was
in leaf green moire paper, put on li up and down panels three-

quarters ol a yard vide on a wall surface tinted in a paler shadte
of green The gilt moldings that edged the panels were chased
and ornamented, a nd not even a very close observer would have
discovered that the moire was paper and not silk. Other new

papeis show the delicate exactness and linely wrought figures
and ilowers of lie Louis XVI broches and draperies, but mnost of
the lately set up papers have large, bold patterns, either in
scrolls or conventionalized designs. A new treatment for these
large ilowered papers is ta have a very deep dado and frieze of
irrow stripped p)aper of the two main colours o the patterni.

A rooi decorated inî lavender paper, in whici fleur de lis of an
ivory ground lforied the main coloring, had a very deep dado
off lavender and creamu striped paper, marked by a white mold-
ing -an a frieze of the saine stripped lavender and white paper
alove. By using dados ai either striped or plain colored car-
triige paper the boldest potters in liowered or figured wall

paper niay lie emnploycd successfully withiout detracting fron
111 sizo of the rooi.

'EST FOR LUBRICATING OILS.

A quasi tcientitic journal gives the following test for lubri-
cating oils, which, by the way, is nat new, having been printed
in these coluins a dozen or marc years aga. The test is a
good one and will bear reproduction, while the resuilts o the
experimenuts, whicli are aiso not new, are probably not so gen-
erally known and may prove of interest:

Place single draps of different oils in line upon a piece of plate
glass about 2 feet ta 2 feet 6 inches long, one end being raised
about G ta 9 inches ta forin an inclined plane. This test should
be conducted in a roman where there is little or no dust. The
draps of oil start from the drop of the inclined plane upon a

race with each other.. The first day spern il iwill be found in
the rear, but after a time it will avertake the others. and be
found in motion even aflter somie othiers have dried up. An oit
havIng a light body ruas quickly and dries quickly, but an oil
that bas both a body and a frce liow will readily be detected by
this test. An oil may have a good body and yet tend ta gua
badly, which quality will also be easily detected upon the glass.
A good test for the presence of acids is ta put small quantities of
oil in copper disies, which are easily made by depressing bits of
sheet copper with a round-faced hanuner. If acid is present it
will attack the copper and produce verdigris. As a result of
experiments carefully made and extending over a year it was
found that iron was least affected by seal oil, and most by tallow
oil when It is not deacidized. Brass is not aff ected by rape ofl,
least by seal oil, and moast hy olive ail. Mineral lubricating oil
bas no action on zinc and copper, acts least on brass and most on
lead. Lard oil acts least on titi and most on copper. Sperm oi
acts least oi brass and most on zinc. From the tables given it
is found that mineral lubricating oil lias, on the whole, the least
action.on the metals experimented with, and sperm oil the most.
For the journals of lieavy nachinery, cither rape or sperm oil,
admixture with mineral ail, is the best ta use, as they have the
least effect on brass and iron, which two metals generally con-
stitute the bearing surfaces of at engines.

DYEING CLOTHr.

la England a new nethod is being emnployed for dyeing cloth a
different color on aci side, doing away with the necessity for
a iining. At first it is dyed througi in the usnai manner. It Is
then taken to a printing-iachine provided with a roiler engraved
withu deeply.cut diagonal lines, running in one direction over its
surface, and with diagonal ines cut less deeply tunning in an
opposité direction. This roller is dipped In a bath of thickened
color and carried up ta the c!oth. It is so adjusted that the
second color Is kept fromt penetrating the piece mare than hall
way. After it is applied the cloth is finished in the ordinary
way.

prospects, wlich were rather more interesting. as
works of imagination tian as statements of facts.
Unider the sanie heading as this article, Tie Spec/ator,
the literary brilliance of which places it in the front
rank of the worid's great journals, discusses Canadian
affairs with that singular mixture of intelligent shrewd-
ness and inaccuracy which characterizes so mucli of
the critical connents on Canada found in the British
Press. People are said "ail at once to have miade the
discovery that a vigorous nation is arising anid the
snows of the North which may produce a great effect
on the world." If that litaid been said in 1867 wien the
British Parliaient passed the Confederation Act which
caused a national character to be given to Canada, it
would have been appropriato. But, after thirty years'
existence as a nation, in which time Canada lias beeui
frequsently "very niuch in evidence" in England, dur-
ing Iiich time we have borrowed several hundred miil-
lions of ioney in London and in Scotland ; have
called out British troops for our protection, and sent
Canadian auxiliaries to the British army; have excited
ail England by a Canadian whipping its champion oars-
mIei ; have placed Canadian food iii every market iii
England ; have focused ail eyes on Windsor Castle by
the tragic incident of a Canadian Premier's dying al-
iost at the foot of the Throne,-after all this
we must say it is rather too mnuch to be told
that Canada as a rising nation lias just been dis-
covered by the English people. Tie Spectator speaks
of us as "rather somnolent;" the sleepiness seens
rather on the other side of the Atlantic ; John Bull's
sleep of thirty years is quite a rival to Rip Van
Winkle's faious snooze.

We beg also to inforn our coruscating contempor-
ry tiat Canada is iot "arising amîid the snows of the

North." Canada is South of England, not North; and
it ia quite as absurd to speak of lier rising "amnid
snows," as to speak of Great Britain's being settled down
infogs. Canada's "risiing" is the directresult of lier mag-
Iificent cliiatic conditions, by virtue cf whichsie gro s
the finest wleat, barley, roots, apples, grapes and other
productsknown to muan, and grows too, what is the great-
est essential factor for a nation's "rising," a ieaithier,
more vigorous population thtan can be found else-
vhere. Tie Spectator slould have been iii Canada
this SUsumer; he would have his notions about our"rising amnid qjiows," ielted ont of himI tirougl lip
epidernis,

The following passage too is wiolly erroneous: "As
soon as the regimie of Protection was overthrown in
Canada, the eyes of the vorld were fixed on this pre-
viously neglected country." Protection is to-day "very
much in evidence" in Canada, for our tariff is, "lock,
stock and barrel," built up on the lines of protection.
A sop was thrown to Britisli imianufacturers by the
tariff's giving theni a preference over others by lower
rates of imlsport duties, but tbis sop is being shared to-
day and will be for a year or longer, by Eisglands' rivais,
as the preferential rates of dluty apply to imports froi
Germany, Belgium, France and other countries. An-
other renark of our contemporary shows a iarvellous
lack-of information about Canada. He says, "Whiat
poverty Canada has had to contend witi was largel y due
to the Protectionist policy aise has now abandoned."
Would the Spectator kindly observe these few facts: lin
1878 our Canadian artisans were in great distress: our
industries were paralyzed. The electors gave a manld-
ate to its representatives to inaugurate a protective
regiie. In 1878 the people lad less than $100,000,000
laid by in savings and other banks;after18 years of the
policy which is said to have created all our poverty,
the people hiad close tpoi .$300,003,000 laid by in
savings and other batiks, besides scores of millions ad-
ditional investmitents in business enterprises. Whether
such enornious increase of national wealth was caused
by Protection we do not nov say, but our point is this:
during "tie reginie of protection" in Caniada, tie peo-
ple put by $200,000,000 of n'ney on deposit in savings
banks, chartered banks and sinilar institutions. The
truth is, our brilliantcoontemporary bas been writing on
Canada witiou tacquiring exact inforniation, and he las
consequently expressed not what lie knows about us,
but what lis ultra Free TI:ade prejudices suggest ouglit
to be our condition.

Apartfroi these grave defects we recognise sound
political judgmsent in the favorable contrast drawn
between Canada and the States. We have better civic
and national governuent, our people are not swept
over by periodic cyclones of excitement, nor are we the
slaves of corrupb politicians, as our ieiglibours are. .In
our political organsizationjiandi in tise touiper and sur-
roundings of our people, lie Spectator sees "peculiarly
happy conditio.ns for the production of a great nation,
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which shall give .ta the Vorld. an object-lesson .il
ordered liberty, real self-goveriinient, freedon sus-
tained by law, and Law dictated by the spirit of free-
doi. cnuada lias iideed a very great opportunity, a
chance of building somiething more closel y ap proacli-
ing Lu a great iodel State than 1 any otier coiitry in
the world. ff lier character is equal to lier fortune,
she should enjoy a great and noble future."--For all
tis appreciation of our country's resources, opportuili-
tics and future greatness by the chief literary journal
of England, we are gratefuil. laving tlrown off its
soniolency and indifference o Ciiiada, its eyes sec
clèarly, and its judgnent iii matters where its know-
ledge is correct, is souid, and the fori of its expres-
sion most admirable.

PETltLEUM DISTRIBUTION.

As long as Canada is lierself a large importer of il-
lu ninîating petroleui she caninot witness unimoved the
comiiiptitioii going on between the world's great pro-
ducers, Russia and the United States. A nîew coin-
petitor has now eitered he field, and ilthoughl the
yield has as yet been rather lîimited, there is enoigl
to influence prices, besides that, as in otlier oil districts,
there is every probability of increased supply. Japan
is the new competitor, and the correspoidenlce Over
Hawaii is iot likely Lu reider the motive less keeli.
JapLl iiports aininutally about 50 millions of gallons
the United States beiig the chief source of supply.
The oil is shipped in tii cans holding 10 gallons each,
2v cans iii a package. Latterly, however, oil froni

ussia has been shipped in bull in the liolds of
steamers stored iii great tanks, and owing to this
cheaper iethold of sh ipinentt lias been Litting into the
trade fron the Uiiited States. The Russians are now
making streiuîous efforts to capture the dapanese war-
ket, and were it not for the iew source of supply,
wiiclh lias coue uponic the market fron the Dutch East
inudies, the A merican oil would likelv be driven outit of
thlat lield.

The iew field is the island of Sumatra, which
is nearer bu Japai t ha n eibher of the other large
squrces of supply. The oil lands in that large island
piroduced 13,342,4U0 gallons, wine measure, in 189P, as
against 10,420,430 gallons in 1895, an inîcrease of
2,913,060 gallons. As is the case in Canada, the oil is
different in character to that supplied fromt the United
States and ussia, necessifating a. change ini the coi-
struction of the lanips ised, but even this condition lias
beein. overcomne, whiiclh is peimps a lesson wlicli we in
Canada piay also take to heart. The Suumatra oil is,
however, said to be richer in illiiniiiatiig power,.being
somlewlat like our Petrolia oils. The earnings O.f the
N oyal Ditcl Petroleui Co., which lias control of the
Sunnatra fields, aiuniited ini 1890 tu 1,260,744 fiorins,
of which SH,000 florins could bu distributed amuong
sboekholders, whicih with a capital of 1,850,000 florins
gives a dividend of about -. per cent.

the LRussianis; or until the Japanese wells are. able to
supply the whole demand. The proposition provides
for certain concessions in the duty on the importation
of the crude oil by the Japanese governnent. The
experimental slipmneit of. 300,000 gallons of Sumatra
oil meanwhile shipped to Kobe, is admitted to be of
better quality than anything fiéretofore used in that
country.

'lie developient of the new field appears to bá quite
rapid, if we mîay rely upon the statement ofthe Japan-
ese Consul, who says that 30 millions of gallons are
expected during the current year, and this lie claims
wilil bc followed by still larger yields. The native pro-
duction of petroleuin in Japan aniounts to about 5
million gallons annually, or soimewhîat less thain on-
sixth the yield of our own fields in Ontario whiclh, in
1896, amouated to about 30 millions of gallons.

Oil is aiso said to bc discovered in Newfoundlanîd.
The saniple vhich was obtained from the surface of a
snall streani near the westcoast, is represented by ex-
perts in Pliladelphia " to reseible the Rlussiain oil
more closely than than that of the United States. I
proves to be an excellent lubricant, and a well has
been bored in the locality, which is yielding a con-
siderable flow." Gold is not the onîly discovery made
in Alaska and British Columbia. Ii the interior of
that immense territory it is reported that a lake of
petroleuni lias been discovered, but this however, lacks
confirmation. The Philadelphiu Record closes an ar-
ticle on the subject as follows : "IL was seri-
ously proposed not very long ago to load a nuim-
ber of contiguous " dry wells" in this State with
hundreds of pounds of dynamite and explode the mass
simultaieoisly by an electric spark, the expectation
being that the concussion wvoild form subterranean
fissures in the rocks through which the oil froni somle
hidden source iniglit again find its way to the wells
This daring plan hs not yet materialized ; but it
seeis to be a reasonable theory. The production of
petroleui last year was the largest on record ; but the
expectation is that 1897 will exceed this anount. IL is
iot improbable tlat new discoveries in widely separated
regions and of vast supply iiay be made in the future.
Then the use of petroleuin for fuel, for which it is an
ideal product, will largely supplant coal, and will add
to the general coifort and convenience of living."

L.t may be of interest here to quote fron governient
statistics. The imports of illuminating (petroleunm)
oil Lo Canhda during 18906, were 6,882,272 Iimîperial gal-
lons, valued at $596,450; of this Ontario is shown to
have co-ned'2,6'13,613 gallons, valued at $221,'124;
the balance was divided among the renaining provinces.

ILt is difficult tu decide in suich a case, wheLter the
Commîuittee is more censurable for its fraud, or the
Settate and Congress for its reeklessness in passing a
Bill-without its contents being ktownî. True they
claim to have been deceived, deceived by a coimittee
of both Houses, deceived by Senators and Congressnen,
whio were specially selected for thieir eitinence, experi-
ence, aid representtative character! The Press of the
eastern States, whose interests are liable to be dainaged
by the 10 per cent discrimination, declare bluntly that
the Coinmittee was 'worked" by agents of eertain Amîte-
ricati railways, by "worked" they inean bribed to coi-
mntit one of the worst frauds ever perpetrated by a legiz-
lative coninitttee.

with Great Britain, France, Spain, Portugal and Japanî;y
are so fraied as to bring all goods inported in the
vessels of tiese countries under the 10 per'-cent extra
duty. Should the duty be enforced, it will be found
that the United States has aroused a nest. of lornets,
for, thougli England nay not'directly hit back for this
vicious blow at lier carrying trade, the other nations
will give the States a Roland for its Olive. We must
bearin mnind what writers on this topie have overlook,-
ed, that the products of France and other European
contries, are chiefly imnported into the States by Brit-
isl vessels, so that their goods, even the goods of the
countries whose vessels are exenpted, will be charged
10 per cent extra 'hen broughit in British vessels. As
a iatter of fact the discrimination vill increase the
imîport duties of Lte States on the vast bulkl of foreign
goods by ten per cent, and by that per centage add to
their cost to the American consumer, for there is prac-
tically very little competition between the vessels of the
States and those of Great Britain, and other countries.
The Aierican authorities are realizinñ, how serions a
muddle lias been made by the "legislative trick" of its
over-crafty and corrupt Senators. So serious bas
become the outcry from Boston and other eastern sec-
tions, as well as fron Detroit, and soine other western
cities, who will share in the blow struck at the Cana-
dial carrying-trade, that any decisive action on the
ofiensive clause will probably be suspended until the
opening of Congress, when an effort is to be made to
arrange new treaties with the countries affected, and to
secure a defeat of the "trick" by such changes in the
tariff as will render it less obnoxious to the leading
customiers of the States. and more equitable to all the
railways, and other coniunercial interests of that coun-
try. How the tangle vill be unravelled will be an in-
teresting study, and whether the bribes received by the
Senators and Congressien will have to be returned is
no doubt giving these boodlers considerable anxiety.

A PLEA F'OR SANITATION.

This journal makes no pretension to be a scientific
authority, nor to have on its staff a sJientific expei-t on
contagions diseases. But, wve Claiml to have soië
knowledge gained by observation respecting outbreaks
suih as have occurred iii this city, which admits of 11a
explanation by a fasliionable tlheory about contagioni.
As that theory is calcuilated to seriously obstru.t sani:-
tary reforn its souidness or unsoundness is a înattei
of public concern. The theory is this, that smallpax
is only propagated by contact with an -infected person,
directly or indirectly, as by being in the conipauy of the
diseased person, or in a house where..the disease is; or
has been, or contact with the clothing, or other effects
of a diseased person. If this theory is correct, Lheni
smtallpox is as eternal as the "everlastiig hilis;" it ntust
lave descended upon the huiaiin race by a specific fiat
of our Maker, and it spreads without any originating
cause in bad sanitary arrangements.

This disease was never heard of befo e
year 569, when iL broke out in Arabha Vith
all due deference to scientists, who are occasionally
run - away with by a hobby-horse thecory,
we hold tiat wel known- facts are irroneihïblït
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with the persoual contact idea. Smallpox is a "dirt
disease," a term we believe to have been first used by
the illustrious Simpson, the discoverer of the medical
value of chlorofori. The facts we allude to are cases
of this disense occurring to persons wlo could not
possibly have beenl in contact, directly or indirectly,
with a person already affected. The faculty lu this
city are utterly unable to trace any- such contact hav-
ing talken place in the case of one sufferer, and the
evidences in proof of such contact in other cases are
problenatical. [t is notorious that diseases of a simi-
lar class, as diptheria, scarletina, and typhoid, attack
persons who were never in contact with theni. Those
diseases are originated by poisonous air, a well known
iistance being the illness of the Prince of Wales.which
was denmonstrated to have been caused by the foui air
fromii a drain. Somîe of the healthiest locations in the
country are visited by scarlet fover, and diseases of
that class, owing to the contamination of wells by sew-
age iatter.

Why should not simallipox originate from the
saune cause ? The contact theory does not go far
enough, or deep enough, it rests at a secondary, or
tertiary cause, whereas what is wanted is the discovery
of the carlier cause. The germ idea is sound, but, what
produces the germi ? The chemistry of life is at
present a inystery. But, we submit that the evidence
is overwhelming that tlhe gerns of all "dirt diseases,"
originiate in foul iatter. Ii drains and sewers badly
Ilushed and ventilated are the requisite conditions for
the originaion of disease germîs. [n all large cities
there are many houses vitlout the modern sanitary
provisions wyhicl are required for decency, for in-
munnity from dirt diseases, provisions which are also re-
quired by law. Instead of lunting after sonie proofs
of the contact of sufferers vith soime diseased persons, it
wouldbe better to investigate the sauitary surroundings
of those who have been stricken by any contagious
disease andi enforce the law relating thereto. Vaccinia-
tion doubtless as a protection is ail it is clained to be,
but sanitation is a city's best safeguard against all
forms of "dirt disease." Nature's laboratory has pro-
Cesses beyond the comprehension of mian, Ve know she
dues certain things, but hou no one knows. Amongst
those processes is the creation of living disease germs
out of corruption, and if we do not cleanse away the
corruption the germs will he developed.

BUSINESS CONDITIONS.

Although business is still somewhat affected by the
large quantity of goods imported and removed from
bond early iii the year in anticipation of tarif changes-
miuany of wlich 'went into distributors' hands-nevertlie-
less there are evidences on every hand of a considerable
imiprovencnt. A better feeling prevails, at all events.
The numnîber of enquiries for bargaitns-and freqeent
letters received at this oilice concerning purchases of
varions kinds of goods are significant. The many kind
words-terns of îappreciation-from readers in various
p irts of the country-fromn ocean to ocean-are toc
iany to quoto,lbut all am thankfully reciprocated,

THE TROUBLES ON THE FRONTIER OF

INDIA.

The Jubilee year bas familiarised us with contrast
between 1837 and 1897. The troubles on the north-
vest frontier of India suggest rather a parallel than a

contrast, as they are akin to those which threw a
shadow.over the celebrations of ier Majesty's Acces-
sion as existing ones are doing over her Jubilee.
Historical readers are familiar with the terriblé disas-
ters of the British army in that region in 1837 and
later.

Through Afghanistan passes the highways between
iPersia and India, we mîay say between the Turkish
Empire and our Indian Empire. On a section of that
road then was centred, as it is now. the eyes of Eng-
land and of all British subjects. Ain Engliish officer,
Captain Barnes, visited Cabul on a commercial mission
to the ruler of Afghanistan, a mission which becane a
political one. It was believed then tliat Russsia was
intriguing with this ruler to secnre a foothold on our
frontier. To counteract this a treaty was entered into
with other chiefs to drive tLhis potentate out of Cabul,
and to replace hiim by a friend of England. Captain
Barnes protested against this policy which led to the
entry into Cabul of our soldiers in support of Shah
Soojah whon we placed in power,after which the main
body of our troops was withdrawnu. Complications
arose vhicih wve cannot state inI detail, whiich caused an
uprising of the district against England. Our agent
was traitorously shot, as were other officers, and there
broke ont insurrections which led to our army being
driven away, and disasters befalling then ini their re-
treat which remind us of the sufferings of the French
after leaving Moscow. Out of the army of sixtecn
thousaiid nmen who left Cabul.only one mnan lived to
tell the tale. [t is in the sane district where the
fighting lias been going on between the natives aind
British troops. The Khyber Pass, wlhere our soldiers
were slaughtered, has again seen disaster inflicted on
British aris, the Pass being alinost impossible to keep
open when the tribes of the hill country around occupy
its rocky fàstnesses with the intent to prevent the road
being used. Those tribes, as well as the Amieer of
Afgianistan, have for soie years been subsidized by
the Indian Government to secure their good-will to
England. The Ameer lias declared that lie has not
been a party to the outbreak agaiist the British, but
his predecessor Akbar Khan said this and yet lie himîî-
self sliot our envoy, Sir W. Macnaglten. Men of
that race and-religion, they are Mahommniedans, have
no respect to their words ; they reserve tleir respect
to the sword of those they are dealing with.

The question of the day is, ias the Sultan of Turkey
incited the attack on British troops in revenge for
Engnlad's policy in Crete, anid in Greece ? The London
Times afrmis that agents of the Sultan have beenl visit-
ing the disturbed district. Tlheir mission is said to bave
been mnerely a religions one, but. in as much as the
religion of Mahomied involves enmity of Christians,
and wherever possible their subjugation, puiislhmîent,
or externîîîationu, we sec iii this so-called "religious
mission" of the Sultan's agents a higliy probable ex.
planation of the troubles oni the froitier of Iidia. ile
Sultan of Tuikey stands ta Maiiomdins il a position
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analogous to that of the Czar of Itussia to menbers of
the Greek Church, lie is their spiritual chief, invested
with temporal power for the maintenance and exten-
sion of Mahominmedanism, wherever those of tiat faith
are found. The massacres going on in Armenia are,
and have ben iuerely exorcises of tiis temporal power,
they have beeûn.merely carried on as a "religious mis-
sion," according to Mahonmedan teachings. Our
conviction is that just as in 1837 Russia was the real
instigatior of the terrible troubles which len broke
out in Afghanistan, so in 1897 the Sultan of Turkey
lias incited the hill tribes to attack our troops, with tLie
iltent, as far as possible, to inflict on the English a blow
which is hoped to lower our prestige throughout India,
and damage it in Europe. If the Khyber Pass, of
horrible memories, has been closed, the effect of this
becoming known to the Mabomiedan world will be
mo0jst n ifortunate, as il will be interpreted as a humilia-
tio ut liritish power wvhich will have to be re-asserted
awl -, mintained in that region as to prevent any
disatery in flic future. The offending tribes will have
to b - si Isarmed, and taught that they cannot insult the
lHritish 11ag with inmpunity. If the guilt of the out-
brea'k is brouglit home to the Sultan, lie also will be
m;Lde to feel Chat no foreigu potentate eau be allowed
to disturb the peace of England's Indian Empire with-
out punishment. IL is however reassuring to hear that
Lord Roberts, who knows the locality well, regards the
outbreak without alarm, and considers its suppression
well within the power of the British troops stationed
on the north western frontier of India.

AUTUMN MILLINERY OPENING.

The preparations for the autuin uillinery opening are
oing on apace, and 'when the doors of ite firms naking the

display are opened to buyers on Tuesday next, everything
vill be in order. In trimnied bats the features for this fall
wear comprise pretty nearly every combination it is possible
to mix up, with mirroir velvet as a foundation. Large birds,
wings, ostrich feathers, and ospreys are favorite trimmings
on the many stylish and large bats shown. There is aiso
muci usa made of goffered chiffon in bows which gives the
necessary soft affect. Shot ribbons in wide widths No. 80, to
ail appearances w'ill enter extensively into fashionable mil-
linery this season, and so aiso will steel and, sequin orna-
menîts. A novelty is shown in chenille placques, which bid
fair to becomne popular with the cyclist, and for this class too
som particularly chic Rob Roy Tams are on view..A. nAw
York style is shown in bats having plaid velvet crowns, and
brilliant contrasting velvet rims. The prevailing colors in
felt hats are green red and Hussar blue, the first color being
the most proninent. Both sailor and English walking shapes
are shown in many shades of green, and for the nonce
browns ara conspicuous by thair absence. Thare is a good
sprinkling of black and pearly greys, but on the whole
brilliant colors prevail. In shapes there is a tendency to-
wards still more flaring effects, and crowns are a little higher
than last year. Bonnets are medium sized and a trille
larger. In the waarerooms of Messrs. Blackley, O'Malley & Co.
and Messrs. John Maclean & Co., the. millinery display is'
particularly fresh-looking. These firms have evidently not
labored under the disadvantage of remodelling last year's
shapes left over to suit the prasent hour, but have on band
a complote new assortment of up-to-date shapes and styles,
and that buyers wjl not be slow t discover the fact goes
without saying. -

These wholosale millinery firms expect a big trade this
season and, f rom the appearance of their stocks, have car-
tainly made provision for it. The millinery and millinery
novelties for fall show a newness in styles and character
which is always desirable and well recaived by the general
trade, as such decided changes usually lead to the season
opening early. The variety of bat shapes shown is simply
bewildéring: turban shapes will be wanted for early fall
trade, whatever other shapes buyers may select, large or
small. They shouldkeep thoir eyes on the Torreador turban
effects, in plain rims, also turned up at the side. As to bat
garnitures, fancy feathers will take the lead. Pointed wings
are in big demand, particularly in natural colours, fawns,
greys, and white, etc. Coque feathers, in black and green
effects, will find favour with ail buyers. Black and coloured
ostrich feathers promise better than for a numberof seasons,
particularly bunch and single tips, which bid very fair to
be back to something like their old position in the trade as
bat beautifiers before the season is far advanced. Curled
ospreys must not be overlooked in making triming seîlc-
tions. Plain and f ancy ribbons will ho largely employed in
the manufacture of stylish mrilllinery, as will also silk velvets;
in fact, it is bound to be a velvet season, seeing that it will
combine and harmonize in perfect unity with ail the above
relations. Of course, buckles and slides, in black, steel, and
rhinestone effects, wiill. be called upon for finishing touches.

MEXICAN TRADE PROSPECTS.

The repo't on the possibilities of Canadian trade with
Mexico undertaken by the Government authorities contains
much information of interest to the business mon of Canada,
and amîong other items occurs the following. A Canadian
knitting machine is becoming popular in Mexico, in spite of
keen rivairy. In hardware ite Germans have nearly ail
the trade. In shovels, picks, spades, axes, boes, fôrks, etc.,
the Canadian manufacturers could do a good business. The
dry goods business is in the hands of the lrench. Canada
provides little that could compete. The very finest carriages
are used, the turnouts being better than those sean aven in
New York. Perhaps Canada could do sooething in this lino.
The business in farm waggons is worth getting hold of.
Only One matae of Canadian bicyles is sold in Mexico. If Can-
adian furniture is to be sold an agent must be sent to can-
vass. The business in sales is in the sane shape. Ploughs
are now made with a single landlie and must be simplicity
itsolf. In the coal and lumber business there seems to b
sone chance. One of the largest articles of Canadian export
to Mexico is whiskey. The Canadian product is counterfeit-
ed, and unless the Canadian stamps are protectea this cannot
be helped. A good business is being done, A co-operative ex-
hibit of Canadian goods would do inuch to reach the Mexican
market. And the exhibit should Le permanent and kept up
to date. .The articles would thon Le -continually under the
buyer's oye. A good trade could be opened up in sait, dried
and pickled fisi. Canadians going to Mexico cannot carry
through their household effects as settlers' goods. Eveny-
thing is taxed. The conditions,.re so differcnt from those in
Canada that they must be studied. The feeling is good to-
ward Canada, but the wealthy Mexican must be solicited be-
fore ha will invest any money. The trade is in the hands of
a comparative few, who are extrenely wealthy. Thore are
about a hundred Canadians in the city of Mexico and ail
seem prosperous and in a good way.

Canada's cig;ar production for thre fiscal year onding June
301h was 110,619,000 showing an increase of :3,771,000 over
the previouîs fiscal year. 'lie increase in lie cigar produc-
tion did n ot keep pace lowever, with the1 increase in the
cigarette oitpt, which anounted to over fourteen millions
and a half. h''lie cigarette production for tie last fiscal year
anounted to 94,661,000; for *96 cigltymillions; for '95, sixty-
six; and for '04, tifty nine. Montreal is the largest cigar
producing district but it is falling off to the benefit of the
country districts. It lost last year over three millions and a
half, and lost it to the Sherbrooke district, which latter gain-
t3d almost double the loss of Montreals output. For the
Sherbrooke district shows a gain of six millious in its cigar
output, and it lias advanced to the third largest cigar pro-
ducing district of tihe Dominion. The second largest is Lou-
don, Ont., witli an output of over twenty-one millions and a
half. liclow we give the output in detail througliont the

to CIermsany. Without a rebate of the fourteen cents per
pounid duty paid, if, is impossible to dispose of the leaf ex-
cept at a big loss, and it is going to cause mîuch inconveni-
ence to find a profitable outlet for tihe accumulations. Pre-
siuiably Sumatra clippings will in future have to be worked
up iin low grade goods, and as they mnake the vilest kind of a
siioke 'wlien used as a liller, [somtie aroiatic uigars may be
looked for.

ABSUR) 'RADE DISCOUN'TS.:,

"The ridiciulouîs coiplex systemn sof single, double, triple,
quadruple, quintuple, and evôn in smisie cases sextuple dis-
counts fromi priñted price-1ists now prevailing in soie trades
where conipetition is keen lias reached a heiglit of absurdity
whicli is hard to believe can actu4lly cqxist in, any, iwiness
conducted by sanle persons,'' reinarks h: / ypfi« uord.

Wlat is tie expjanation. of such ssemibglypue le, or
ratlier imsbecile, proceedings? . There apears.tp.be agnagic
charni in discounts. The custoimer is supposed to believe,
and often does, that for soie occult reason the seller is giv-
ing him peculiar favors. No inatter how transparent the
trick inay be, the purchaser seems to be incapable of pene-
trating it; lie is hypnotized'by the mystic ebarm of the sex-
tuple discount. This is the more remarkable when we reflect
that the purchaser is, perhaps, also a manufacturer engaged
in playing tie saime gaine hiniself. One obvions result of
this method of transacting business is to wipe out the
siall traders, who cannot obtain tihe sextuple discounts
which large dealers insist upon. Thre discount systemî lias
penetrated aliost every trade, fron the selling of ponderous
power punches to little pills ; and the only advantage of a
printed price-list is to beguile the unitiated purchaser into
the belief that he is securing a bargain when be buys an
article ai a cost less than the printed price-list. Itis evident
that trade discounts have attained such a height of absurdity
that the wiole systen bas becomne top-beavy, and is liable to
fall at any moment.

MARITIME PROVINCE TRADE.

T lie severely high protective wall which the U. S. bas
raised against us in its Dingley tariff, seriously diuinishing,
and in sone respects altogether crippling our trade beyond
tie border, has been discussed in every aspect, and as a rule
it may be said Canadians look none too kindly upon .the
evidence of hostility thus shown for us. That however there
is a screw loose somewhere in this universal plaint of un-
friendly legislation, is afforded in tihe wholesale mianner the
Atlantic coast cities of the States are possessing theiselves
of the trade of Nova Scotia and New Brunswick. Among
recent exports of one day fron Boston for St. John and
Halifax were 13 pkgs. pipe fittings and electrical goods, 8
pkg3. hardware, 430 bags wool, 2 pkgs. files, 19 pkgs.
inarble, 78 pkgs. boiler tubes and water piping, 10 sewing
machines and 2 organs. Naturally enough freight may be
against -iontreai supply houses competing foir tie trade of
the provinces down by the sea. But this cannot. or should
isot prove for ail time an obstacle impossible Io overcome. It
is bad enough to be shut out froini an alien market whîicl
we have niore or less relied upon for years past, but it is
worse to have trade taken away froim us by the enemy fron
within Our dooss. It nay be that Canada is not so alert to
its opportuniies as is the States. or again, thsat tise opportun.
ity is realized, but ihe doing of such trade as offers is cou-
sidered not "wrth the an le. In eîtier case it is a
circuistance whiàh so long as ss mustallow this feld for
enterprise to lie a *"dead lette't di elsebutthe Anerican
manufacturer, who has doný ild is doing his ver best Yi
increase trade in tise Maritimse Provinces.

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THE LATE MÎR. GEO. W. HAMILTON.

In the demise of the Mur. [George W. Hamilton wbiclh
occurred on Thursday the 26th ulto., at bis s1mmer residence
Isle Dorval, and whose funeral took place on the following
Saturday to Mount Royal Cemetery, the Montreal Stock Ex-
change loses one of its oldest and most familiar figures. The
deceased was a gentleman who in the coürse of bis honourable
busin'ss career-made hosts of friends 'and bis death came
as a shock not only among bis more immediate professioial
confreres but to a wide social circle outside, and particularly
ta the Lake St. Louis community' of sumimer residents who
knew him intimately in bis connection. with the Royal St.
Lawrence Yacht Club of which he was Commodore. The
late Mr. Hamilton was born at Hawkesbury Que., and re-
presented this constituency in the local House when he was
but 21 years of age. lie was at one time partner in the firm
of Crawford & Hamilton, and at the time of bis death was in
business with his son, Mr. Arthur Hamilton under the style
of G. W. Hamilton,& Co., stock brokers, St. Sacrament
street. It nay truly be said of the deceased that

"None knew him but to love hlim;
None named hlim but to praise."

The funeral service was'conducted by the Right Rev. Charles
Hamilton, Bishop of 0 ttawa, an uncle of the deceased.

MORTALITY AND DISEASE.

English statistics show that the death-rate is generally
lowered there, especially in the cities. From 1861 ta 1870
for every 100 deaths in the country there were 126 in the
towns. From 1891 ta 1893 the proportion was but 100 to
113. From 1858 ta 1860 the death-rate from smallpox was
219 per 1,000,000 inhabitants. From 1891 ta 1893 it had
fallen ta twenty-two. Between the saine periods there is a
reduction from 792 ta 191 deaths per 1,000,000 from fevers.
The-typhoid mortality fell from 378.8 per 1,000,000 in 1891
to 135.2 in 1894. By personal investigation, Sir Joseph
Ewart became convinced in 1894 that out of fifty-six cases of
typhoid fever 22, or 42 per cent wore due to contamination
of shellfish by impure water. Seven of these fifty-six cases
were due ta oysters. Phthisis fromn 1856 to 1860 showed a
mortality of 2.565 per 1,000,000, and from 1891 ta 1893 but
1.512. This decrease is believed to he due' to improved sani-
tary conditions. However, hygienic measures do not seem
to have reduced the death-rate of diptheria, measles, scarlet
fever, influenza, or English cholera. Drainage lias ta a,
great extent got rid of malaria. Much has been accomnplished,
but a great deal more romains ta be done.

The smallpox scare in this city bas given rise ta much dis-
eussion, especially among the members of the medical f rater-
nity who have been sojourning in Montreal for some days
past. Our own elder physicians recali the time when what is
termed the "dread disease" gave but little concern ta
citizens. In thoir early years of practice, it is said that
sialpox patients were not isolated ta any greater extent
than wasprovided by a separate roonor wa-d in tle General
Hspital'öf those 'days, and this Íwthout any serious conse-
quences that could eor be traced. Many doctors contend
that if the system is not in a wveakly state, there is little dan-
ger from contagion. The doctors theuselves, to say nothing
of nurses, are seldom or nover seized with smîallpox, diphtheria
and other diseases that people dread so much, although
they'do not, as is comnonly supposed, di§infect. or even
change their clothing after visiting patients. The confine-
ment of the disease ta a very'few persons in Montroal during
the last few weeks, affords evidence, however, that the lessons
learned, in 1885 were not all in vain. There are but very
fe.w of the larger. cities of the United States, England-and
the, continent of Europe in which one or two cases 'of

smallpox are not always ta be found ; but Montreal bas the
advantage-if .it deserves the nane-of having in its muidst
soie persons who are nover so industriously occupied as
when they are fouling their own nîests by exaggerated des-
patches ta distant parts.

U. S.. TRADE STATISTICS.
The annual report of the U. S. bureau of statistics showvs

the valuation of the imports and domestie exports of the
United States by'countries for the year endea June 30, 1897.
The largest trade was done with Great Britain, the impoits
aggregating $167,947,820, and the exports $478,448,592. The
next in volume was with Germany, the imports being
$110,210,614, .and the exports S123,784,453. France is the
third in thelist, with imports ainounting ta $67,530,231 and
exports $56,287,631. The trade with other European coun-
tries is stated ta have been as follow:

DRY GOODS NOTES.

A New York tirm jhas now imported glove making muachinery
froim Grenoble, and skilled worknen from the saime place, and
are muanufacturing gloves ta order, something that lias not so
far been possible on this side of the water, They are equal In
quality to the best imported, and of course cost a little more, but
the demauds of au exacting trade ta which they cater lias made
of the venture a stccess. Many a dainty land needs a specially
mauade glove, quite as mucl as does any foot.

A naew devico li glove fastenngs lias been patented by a San
Francisco man. The device consists of a round button in two
parts, attached together by a neat hinge like a- hunting-case
watch. The lid of the button when closed atrikes a samati post
over whiclh la passed the buttouliole. This button is made
mauoveable for the purpose of tightauing or loosening the glove
at the wrist in the following manner : First, the glove la pre.
pared with mut ai slots on each side of the wrist ; one row of
slots comprise the buattonllioles, and the other row is to retain the
battons. Tien the button is placed over thaé slot, and an extra
base is scrowed on the under aide of the glove througl, the slot,
thus fastening the button to the glove. Lessening the tension
of the screw allows the button to uiove bak and forth in the
slot. One of the advantages of this patent is that a gold button
simailarly constriutead nay be supplied if desired.

It is a lait says the the New York Sun that sellers of gloves
have bcei coipelled ta mark their goods with false sizes in or-
der ta please certain womaon who are vain about thleir hands, and
tuait accuintsl for the astonishment oftentimes felt by a girl who
1e linnoceUt Of this Wh10en aI friend, liaving obviously large lands
gives conclusive prouf by showing the marks on the articles
tlheiîselvos.

Business in the Lyons silk market is characterlzed by a tono
or increased coniidence, whicl ia referred to as having been de-
ciledlly nmore encouraging, as regards the outlook for the market.
This devolopient of strengtl la attributed to the fact that the
crop raturis show a dalicit of 1,500,000 kilos In thls year's yield
of silk, while the visible stocks left over show, morever, ai de-
crease of 1,000,000 kilos. he new season, therefore, bagins
witl ai total decrease of 2,500,000 kilos in the avaiflable supply,
ais compared with the staitisticail position at the corresponding
date last yolar.

The i attinaghamiiaa lace trade l still depressed. In moat depart
monts comlipetition !i uinlhialthy, and matnufactaurers there coin-
plain that they are seriously handicapped by the higlier rate of
wagos prevailing as compared with tUait paid In outsioie districts,
whero non-unionit labor is employed. The competition of the
Scotch manifacturers ls severely falt in the lace curtain trade.

Tho deimand for dress gouda continues active and runs ta many
fair sizo parcels ln dlesirable styles, ta seli at popular prices, both
in faicies and nîovoltils of the botter sorts. Jobbers aire freslhening
up their assortuents by opeuing new goods as fast as they are
received fromt anufacturers. Prices on these rule very firm, in
many instances desirabla styles readily bringing advances over
openinag prices. Plain weaves and solid colors show better re-
suite, with the retail trade solecting good assortient of tles
Bflaick goods in civiots, caeiiala' lairl, mohair fancies and jac-
quard eltects, also armures, solide, diagouals, cashmeres, etc.
aire all lia well-susalinedi request, with the price situation very
lirai in tonle.

Silky Eînglil serge is again holding out its clains -as ai strong
rival to the moliairs, ataiies, canvas goods, and sinilar utility
falrics so widely popaular thils auîamer; and alrady some ex-
treioly attractivo and'stylisli costumes have been made of the
darker shadeas o serge of supei1or quality.

GROCERY NOTES.

Trlnidad advices states that owing ta the import advance la
Europe combined with the scarcity of cocoa on spot, the few
lots available caniot be quoted under $12.50 to $18 and up to $14
for good.

A cable states that the French prune market la excited and ad-
vancing.

The first of the new crop Turksh fige, it is reported, left
Smyrna for Liverpool on the 21st ulto. The lot consisted of 08
cases forty of which are expected to arrive in New. York about
September 20th. The second shipmaent from Smyrna left on
Saturday last and. s said ta amouint to 500 cases. Some of these
goods are expected to reach New York about September 27.

The lenon business via the St. Lawrence during the ap-
proaching autuman le likely to be largely extended owing to the
advantages this market now offers shippers to make better pro-
fits than in New York since the Dingley tariit, which charges
85 cents a box duty. Shlipments of Messina lemons via Glasgow
and Liverpool reaclied Montreal this week and brought satisfac-
tory prices, ranging from $1.05 to $3 a box. Ia New York the
same quality fruit lai selling at about the saime price, but the
Messina shipper realizes net about 45c per box more than if
sold la New York.

'Tlue great "booat" in iour, has somewhat subsided, and there
la none of the anticipated excitement remaining aiong grocery
trade purchasers, Some indeed of the local retail trade made
money last week by continuing to sell flour at the old price, 7
lbs, for 20c, and iowthait wheat is on the down grade, it la evi-
dent these did well, and will in all probability he able to atoklc
up again on a more favorable basis than those in the trade who
placed large orders for flour on an advancing mariat.

A general reduction of 50 cents par case on all sulphur
matches la announced by the E. B. Eddy Co. of Hull, these
prices went into effect September lst.

The "baker's dozen," meaning 13, dates back, it Il said, to the
time of Edward I. of Great Britain, when very iigid laws were
enacted regarding the sale of bread by bakers. The punishennt
for falling short in the sale of loaves by the dozen was sa sever
that, la order ta run no risk, the bakers were accustomed ta give
tlirteen or fourten loaves to the dozen.

A.ccording to advices received by mail and telegraph, as the
tinie for packing the new crop of California raisins appraches,
speculative interest la: belng manifested as the course of the
market of late and the general situation gives promise of higlier
prices when the consuming season opens. A letter fron Fresno,
dated Aug. 20, states that purchases of raisins have been made
by several packers on the basis of 82c in the sweat box. To
comie out aven, the writer says it will be necessary for the pack-
era to seli two crown at 3y, three crown at 4)4 and four crowns
at 5c; and even at these prices the goods in the sweat box must be
fully up to the average.

Samaples of new East India coffee are reported to show good
colon. Estimates of the probable increase in the world's visible
supply of coffes for the mnath of August have beau increased to
758,000 baga.

An experimental shipnent of early Canadianî pears plums and
tomatoes weit forward to Liverpool thlis week 'on the S. S.
"Numimîdian" slipped from Burlington Ont. If this arrives on
the Britisli market in gond condition the export trade which
mus develop can easily reach into several million dollars annu-
ally.

Laîtest quotations on Provincials are 15s 3d, or equal to 494c,
laid down, Patras 19a, and Filiatras 15s Od. For Vostizza currants
no quotations have sa far beun given. First slipiment of currants
it will be sean will comae higlh lis fall.

Local Califoria dried fruit agents have withdrawn quotations
on raisis unatil, advices trom the. coast foreshadov something
like a sale range of values.

California prunes October shipment have sold during the
week between 7 to go as to size iln car Iots laid down Montreal.

Pirst offers of new crops Grenoble walnits are at 74 ta 70
francs f. o. b. Havre. The crop la abundant and of excellent
quality.

WOOD VERSUS 1RON FOR FLOORS.

It la said that the architects of Pittsburg, Pa., have become
satisfied that wood is preferable te iron or steel in the construc-
tion of floors ln large buildings. It is clained that metal joists
when subjented to great heat, expand longituidinally, thus push-
ing out the wall and loosening the hold of the beam, or warp in
such a way as ta destroy the flor, causing a fail of the interior
work of the structure and disaster ta property and lite. This, la
a large mueasure, la obviated by coveriag the metal: with terra
cotta;lIndeeid, engineers and architecte of higli repute think that
such protection is a sulicient-safeguard. But the architeets of
Pittsburg, or some of then, at least, seem ta have cone to a
different conclusIon. Tiey are specifying floora in their plans,
constructed by 2 x 12 joists, placed on edge, and spiked together,
so as to make a solid floor 12 inches thick. On this is laid a
double floor in the usual manner. the surface layer usually being
of' hardwood. The ceiling may be of plaster or any other
material desired.

A fine test of this kind of a floor was lately experienced' In
Pittsburg, A large building was burned, and the fire was said
te have been an exceedingly hot one. Its effect on the solid
wood floors was simply to couvert the surface into a coating of
charcoal about an inch thick. It was claimed by thie fireman-and,
building experts that an equal heat would have greatly weakened
iron or steel girders sud joists, and caused the floors te fall.

It la said that this example was so convincing the t architects
in Pittsburg are now speclfylig the solid, compound foot-thick
floor in their plans for heavy structures, especially for ail over
six stories in height. It is insisted that a floor constructed in the
maner described, and resting on a good solidý brick wall, la as
nearly proof against a fall In case of a tire as any floor that bas
yet been designed. It la claimed that it certainly la safer than
metal.

If the Pittsburg exemple should become infectious, and spread
ta the other large cities, it would be a-boon to the lumber trade.
Within a few years steel girders and joists have become se gene-
rai in the construction of ail large buildings that it lias eut off
demand for wood for such purposes te a serious extent. If the
plan of making solid wood floors should ho extensively adopted,
it-would-necessitate the use of au amount of luamber greatly in
excess of that employed in the old method of interior building.

THE LATE Mli. ROBERT MITCHELL.
There passed away on Weduesday last in the 67th year of his

age, a respected inember of Montreal's business community, lu
thre person of Mr. Robert Mitchell, president of the Robert Mit-
choit Co. Ltd., plumber' and contractos' supplies. Mr. Mit-
chiell was a native ef Preston Pans, an historie spot in Scotland,
and came to Canada'many years ago. In 1851 lie startedýthe
business which eventually lias become one of the chiefest of its
kind in the Dominion, The deceased was a member of the
Board of Trade, and a governor of the General and Western
lospitals this city.

Jeremie Perrault & Co., dry goods, Montreal, lias made a
private assignment ta Kent & Turcotte. It is said that liabilities
will reach about $10,000, and assets nominally about the saine
amount.

He suspended payment in 1894, and at that time shoved
liabilities of e64,000. Subsequently lie effected settlement with
his.creditors at .35 cents, spread over 3, 6, 9 and 12 months.

In the disputed matter of the Montreal Steam Laundry who
are contesting the demand of assignment made upon theni by
Henry Ilodge, proprietor of the Anerican Steam Laundry, It la
stated (we are glad ta say) that the difflculty will h straiglitened
out, without compelling Mr. Love ta surrender ta the court.
