CONCLUSION.

From 1838 until 1842, I served in
various cavalry corps on the lower
Canada frontier. In thespring of 1352,
I'was transferred to the 4 h Regiment
of Canadian Light Infantry or *¢ 7oy
of Zvy 2/l with whom I also he-
came “ I'hat bov Jack Weir ¢ of Qurs.”
and  whose gallant achievements in
field, ball-room and ladies’ bower are
no doubt. with thore of a certain Glen-
garry corps whose regimental number
has not been inseribed on its colors.
recorded in the annals of the united
counties of Stormont and Durdas.

It was said of this famous regiment
of Highlinders that they had returned
from a very fatiguing march to Cha-
teauguay as Caralry, each wan riding
a Fiench pony laden with loot.

Patient reader ! my story is told.
Six of the best years of my life have
been devoted to the service of my
country. 1 am now known to my
neighbors, who are all my friends, as
“The old Captain.” Td-aw no half-
pay ror do I wear medals, for the re-
bellion has been condoned as an un-
fortunate and untoward affair. The
rebels were compensated for the losses
they brought upon themselves by their
contumacy, and those who saved the
colony from the wicked designs of the
instigators and leaders of the rebellion
were suffered by a pusil animous Gov-
ernment to return to their resp ctive
homes to nurse their wounds or to
shift for themselves as best they could.

[am now the bappy husbandof my
boyhood's sweethea t, who has given
me eight sons, all whiling and ready to
serve under the o'd flag -and so is the
old ranger, Jack Weir “of Qurs.”

tween the track and the river. a num-

ber of houses are built on what are
caitled ¢ the flats,” but most of the town
is on the gentle slupe above the track.

Seven large elevators stand in im-
posing array along the C. P. R. line,

One ad-
vantage of having so largz a crop is,
that threshers and other workmen are
willing to come to him first, so :hat
this scason he was able to send off
such a quantity of wheat while the
price was high that he realized $1.500
more than if he had been later.

Australian Sport.

LAND WE LIVE IN,

BY DIDYMUS,

M HE best shooting that I ever
& had, without exception. was
when I resided at Gisborne,
% Dbetter known in the early davs
of the gold-diggings as the Bush Iun.
this inn having been the nucleus of
what af.erwards formed a thriving in-
land town. Gisborne was situated 36
miles from Melbourre, Australia, and
at the entrance to the Black Torest,
on the direct line of road from el
bourne to Bendigo and Castlemaine.
The prominent feature in the lands-
cape, as seen from Gisborne, was
Mount Macedon, distant about ¢ix
miles. and in appearance and height
a'most identical with Megant:ic Moun-
tain, in Compton County, as seen from
the Canadian Pacific Railway. while
it held about the same relative position
to the Bendigo Road, as Megantic
Mountain does to the railway, the
steepest or most abrupt portion bem"
nearest the road. ‘The distance tlnou"l
the B'ack Fo:e t by this road was
twelve miles, and it extend:d at right
angles with the road, from the Black-
wocd Ranges nearly to Ki'more.
Mount Mactdon and the adjoming
portion of the Black Forest were great
resorts for bushrangers who knew eveiy
avai'able place of concealment and
thus had a great advantage over the
Mounted Police, whose vigi'ance was
of little-use to them in the depths of
the forest, and while the police were
hun'ing them for their depredations
ajong the Bendigo Road. they would
bz operating on the Kilmore side of
the forest, 25 or 3o miles distance.
“ sticking up” travelleis to and from
the Murray River and the New South
Wales gold-fields. On several occa-
sions I have had two or three fellows
dash by me at full gallop,-when I have
been out shooting, and gone on a lit'le
further to find that the) had * Dailed
up,” or attempted to, some of the par-
ties ret.rnirg to Melbourne from the
Bendigo or Mount Alexander diggings.
As nmch as £120 sterling per ton
was paid in the winter for transporting
fre‘ght from Melbourne to Bendigo,
and as the draymen returned with the
mon y they had received for freight-
ing, it was found quite profitable to
these bushrangers to relieve them of
their cash. Very frequently these drays
carried passengers to Melbourne, who
always had more or less moneyv or
go'd-dust about their persons, and they
also came in for a share of these de-
licate attentions.
One morning, coming out from Bal-
larat, twenty-six drays were stopped

one after another, driven a few rods
mto the bush, where draymen and
passengers were relieved of their valu-
ables, gagged and tied to trees, until
as many were overhauled as they dare
risk, when the gang started off through
the bush, and next dav were probably
repeating the operation on either of
the roads leading to the Forest Creek,
or Jim Crow diggings.

The only time I ever carried a re-
volver was ona trip from the Jim Crow
diggings to Gisborne, and [ escaped
being *“stuck up” by taking a short
cut through the bush, while on the
same day nearly all who passed by the
travelled road. during the forenoon,
were amb: shed and robbed by an or-
ganized g g of bushrangers.

But to return to the subfect of Aus-
tralian sport.  During the winzer sea-
son the shailow lagoons and ¢ Crab-
holes ” or depressions in the forest, in
the vicint'y of Mount Macedon, were
teenmung with many deseriptions of wild
fowl, principally d.cks, of the black,
mallard, wood and teal varieties, Thesz
lagoons are usually so shallow that
sportsmcn, cquipped with leng-legged
rubber boots, cou'd wade an)whcrc
through them w thout the water getting
above tlu tops.  Where the lagoons
wer¢ a mi‘e Or so across it was noces-
sary to have a party cof three or four
gunners, some of whom would stir up
the ducks, and the cthers would bring
them down as they flew from one
lagoon to another.

Every htde « Crab-hole” of a few
feet across had its complement of
ducks, and it was an easy matter to
get within range by taking advantage
of a tree orlog by way of concealment,
and get in a couple of shots one before
and the other after they rose.  Three
to six ducks to each shot was the
usual result.  In this way I have kili-
ed four black ducks and six teal in
two separate shots.

At Gi borne there was excel'ent
duck sheoting within ha'f a mile of
where I lived, and during the rainy
season, there was scarcely a day that
1 didn’t kill half a dozen to a dozen
ducks. We literally lived on ducks
one winter there. My chum, Randall,
was very skiliful m preparing them for
the table, usually in the shape of a
curry, and our bachelor, and some of
our lady friends, were always ready to
supply the accompaniments for the
privilege of partaking of Randall’s
duck stews.

On one occasion I shot the only
b'ack swan I ever saw in a wild state.
It weighed over twenty pounds, and {
secured it with duck shot, by taking
careful aim at the upper part of the
neck.

Robertson’s Station at the side of
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Mount Macedon, and the lagoons in-
that vicinity, afforded excellent duck
shooting in winter, and in summer we
had good cockatoo shooting there, and-
at Watts’ Station on the Gisborne
Creck.  These were the large white
cockatoo with yellow top knot. They
are very wary and always have two or
three of their number posted as sen-
unels, butif one can succeed in wound-
ing and bringing down a cockatoo or
two he can get several shots at them
as the flock will circle round him for
some minutes.

In the summer or dry season we had
quail shooting and the bronze winged
pigeon, one of the handsomest birds
in Austrahia. In shape they are niuch
like the dove and go 1 pairs.

Opossum shooting affords a good
deal of sport during the bright moon-
light nights and [ have shot as many
as thirteen ofanight.  JTheyare about
the size of an ordinary domestic cat
when full grown. The ring tail va:iety
wili frequently catch a hmb of the trec
with the tail, after being shot, and
har g there until Iife 1s extinct. The
partially grown ones mike a very nice
stew, but it 1s necessary to use onions
in cooking them to conceal the taste
and odor of the blue-gum and pepper-
mint-tree leaves, on which they feed.

They make very nice pets when
caught you' g, as they donota:tain full
size under such circumstances.  Dur-
ing the day they exhibit very little in-
clination to move about, their *lively
tives ” being at night. 1 had twow hen
[ was at Gisborre that wou'd nestle
very quietly in my pockets when I
went out for a wa k, and from constant
petting never grew larger than a small
squirrel.

Kangoroo were more plentiful in
the Blackwood and Jim Crow Ranges
than any other part of Austrulia that
I visited, bur to successfuliy hunt them
it is necessary to have a couple of
well trained kangaroo dogs, a breed
built upon grey hound principles for
speed, but very strong and abie to pull
duwn a kangaroo. The “old man’
kangaroo is a hard customer to tackle
and when brought to bay will rip down
a dog with his hind claw as readily as
a bear would.

Brompton Township.

1792--1892,

THINK there can be very little
doubt but there were sett'ers from
across the borders in these East-
ern Townships even before 1792,
But 1 shall corfine myself to the early
sctilers of the Township of Brompton,
where 1 was borm in the vear 1825,
As my ances:ors were amongst the first
settlers to find their way thus far from
civilization at that time, I may be par-
aoned for L"espassing unon your time
aud asking for space in your valuable
paper.

The first to settle upon farms be-
tween the vears of 1795 and 1805 were
‘Wililam  Wakefield, John Harrington
and Gasdner Stevens. on what is known
to this day as “ Wakefield Hill.”
Thomas Steele settled on what was
formerly known as « Cold Spring Hill,”
now owned by Thomas McMahon,
Eph aim Knapp on the farm now own.
ed by Silas Barney, A. McKee on the
farm now known as the William
Smith’s. Two brothers by the name of
Merritts on lot 15, Range 3, Samuel
Pierce just opposite Windsor Mills,
Nathan Caswell settled upon the hill
about kalf a mile north of Windsor
Mills on the Brompton side of the St.
Francis.

The rising generation have not the
remotest idea of the hardships and pri-
vations the early settlers had to en-
«lure, noc ho'v much they are indebted
to them for the fine farms and nice
homes they enjoy. 'T'he nearest grist
mill south was  at Derby, Vt, to the
north La Baie. The only way of tak-
ing their grain to mill was by boats up
the St. Francis to the * Lower Forks ”
—as Sherbrooke was then called—by
Portage to above the saw mil] bridge,
up through Little Magog and on
through the Memphremagog l.ake to
Derby. If they went north it was by
the St. Francis. At that time they had
1o roads whatever. To go from one
neighbor to anorher they had fonly
spotted trees to guide themselves,
Lven as late as 1810, when Th mas
Stevens came over from Stukely at his
brother Gardner’s request, he came
guided by spotted trees by the head of
Vake Massawippi and then down the
lake and river to the Upper Forks,
t Lennoxville), then down the banks of
the St. Francis to Midd e Brompton.
I have heard him repeatedly say there
were only two log houses in what is
now the City of Sherbrooke, one at
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each side of the “ Forks.” He lived
to sec Sherbrooke become a flourish-
ing city, having died there in January
13875, at the age of 8g. From 1810 to
1820, Brompton filled up quite fast.
There were Henry and William Ran-
kin ; Stephen, Moody and Carlos Cas
well: Lyndes Houston : Robt. Young :
Henry and ‘T'hos. Brown ; Benjamin,
David, Noah and William Boynton,
and others.  To-cav their descendants
in Brompton could be counted on four
fingers.  In 1817, Josizh Wuarte'e
(father of the late C. E. Wurtele, for-
meriy of your city.) built a grist mill
at Windsor Mills.  After that there
was no difficulty in getting milling
done ; also pas<able roads had been
made from Drummondville to Sher-
breoke.  As the greater part of these
carly settlers came from 1he south side
of “foriy-five,” some may ask why did
they leave homes and country and bury
themselves in the wilderness of this
cold Canada, where their neighbors
were howling wolves, bears and ¢ ite-
mounts.  To answer this int 1ig bly
let us go back and look a little into
history.

“We find early in the Revolution
“War that under the lead and recom-
“mendation of Congress those who re-
““fused to acknowledge their authorily,
“or who adhered to their enem'es,
© were exposed to severe penalties, con-
“fhiscation of property. imprisonmens,
* banishment and finally death.” (Hil-
duth’s History of the United States
Vol. 3, Chap.” xxxiii, PP 137, 138.)
“In 1776, the convention of the State
“of New York resolved that ¢ any per-
“son being an adherent to the King
“of Great Britain should be guilty of
“treason and suffer death.’ ” (I.ord
Mahen's History, etc., Vol. 6, Chap.
53, PP 127, 128.)

lohn Adams, who was the ruling
spirit in all the proceedings of Boston
for years. appointed Ambassador by
the American Congress to Holland,
whence he wrote a letter to Thos.
Cushing, then Lieut.-Gov. of Massa-
chussetts, but which was intercepted
on board of the Brigantine Cadore
and carried to St. Christopher in the
West Indies. [Published in the An-
nual Register for 1581, PP- 259, 261.]
“Itis dated * Amsterdam, December
‘“15th, 1780, more tran four vears
“after the Declaration of Independ-
“ence, and fully indicates the source
“of all those cruel acts against the
** Loyalists.”

Mr. Adams says: “Itis true [ |-
“licve what you stggest that Lord
“ North shewed a dis,.osition to give
** up the contest but was diverted fron
“ it not unlikely by the representation
“of the Americans in London, who, in
“connection with their coadjutors in

** America, have been thorns to us in-
““deed on both sides of the water ; but
“I think their career might have been
‘“stopped on your side if the executive
‘“officers had not been too timid in a
““point which I so strenuously recom-
‘“ mended at the first—namely to fine,
‘“imprison and hang all inimical to the
 cause without favor or affection. I
“foresaw the evil that would arise
“ from that quarter, and wi-hed to have
“timely stopped it I would have hang-
“ed my own brother had he taken a
* part with our enemy in the cor.test.”
In my next I will rfer again to some
of the first settlers and some of their
descendants. .

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INCIDENTS

CONNECTED WITH THE

EARLY SETTLEMENT OF STAX-
STEAD COUNTY.

"s S this year is to be celebrated
the centennial of the firstcet-
tlement of the Eastern Town-
ships, I prepose narrating
some of the incidents con-
nec ed with the first settlement of the
county of Stanstead, which was upon
the east shore of the Lake Memphre-
magog. in the year 1793, at which
time the late Capt. Ebenezar Hovey
came from the town of Charlotte. V't.,
ard after prospecting for a desirable
location for a settlement in the then
unbroken wilderness, finally made a
selection of a point of land afterwards
known as “ Judds Point,” some four
miles north of the present village of
Georgeville.  Here }e made a small
clearing, built a leg hut and then re-
tu n:d to Vermeort. Inthe following
spring he retvrned to Canada with his
family of a wife and eight children,
and accorapanied by four other fam-
ilies, tlosz of Jos:ph Ives, Joel Ives,
Isaac Rexford and David Chimber-
lain ; these all se:tled near each other.
b came successful farmers, and their
descendants genera'ly remained for
many years, and some of them up to
the presont time, upon the ancestral
farms.

In the year 1795 Deacon Abeal Ab-
bott, and one or two other familjes,
made homes in that vicinity, and in
the same year, there came to the Tomi-
fubi River in Hatley, William Taylor,
Samuel Ii-h, Joseph Tish, and Sol-
omon Pierce, w th their iamilies, from
the viciniiv of Reading, Vt., /¢ Dun-
ham, thence to tke settlement on
Memphremagog Lake, and thence to
the Tomifobi River, near the head of
Take Massawippi; from the former
mentioned Lake to the Massawippi
Lake, they carried their small children
and their scanty supplies in their arms
and upon their backs. In the year
1796, Mr. Johnson Taplin made the
first clearing on what is now the beau-
tiful viilage of Stanstead Plain, and
his rude home became the stopping
place of many of the subsequent pion-
eers of the eastern portion of Hatley,
and also of Barnston. From this date
onward the settlements in this county
rapidly increased. )

In the spring of 1796, my father,
Japhet B. LeBaron, and his brother-
in-law, Amasa Marsh, came from the
vicinity of Saratoga, N.Y., to the little
settlement on the east shore of “ Ma-
gog” Lake, where they left their
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wives and litt'e ones, and came east
of the Massawippi Lake on an e«plor-
ation tour. They pitched upon the
lot No. 17, in the 2nd Range of Hat-
ley, where they partially cleared a few
acres, built a log house and stable,
and returned to the seitlemeit on
Magog Lake, and remained there until
the following March, when, wit1 their
wives and two young childrea each.
they started out on a journey for their
new home, with a pair of younz oxen,
and ox-sled upon which were p'aced
some bundles of hay, a bed and bed-
ding, and cooking utensils, and a
small quantity of provisions, upon a
bushed out road., where there was an
almost unbeaten track. Their wives
and little ones were comfortably placed
upon the sled. Treir road left the
Magog sett'ement about three mi'es
south of the present village of Magog,
and leading no-th-easte ly, crossing the
present tiavelled road between Ayers
Flat and Magog, thence through what
is now known as *“Turner Town,”
where a camp had been built to ac-
commodate the benighted traveller.

At that camp they had exp cted to
arrive at night, but their progress was
slow, and night came before they
reached the camp, and they were
obliged to prepare to spend the night
in the open air. They first trod the
snow dewn around an evergreen tree,
took hay from the s’ed to the tree, then
tock the steers from the sled and
chained them to the tree, they then
cleared away the snow and made fire
rear the sled got out their provisiors
for supper, and after partaking of it,
the bed was spread uj.on the sled, and
the women and children were carc-
fully ““tucked in” for the n'ghts re-

- pose under the blue ¢anopy, and the

thickly studded stars of the heavens.
My father and Marsh remained up
through the night, keeping up the fire,
singing famihar hymns, answering
back the hooting of the owls, and in
prying up the side of the sled nearest
to the fire, 1o keep those upon the sled
from tumbling out of bed. The night
was thus not unpl. asantly spent, and
as soon as light the next morning, the
steers were re-fed, breakfast prepared
and partaken «f, and their journey re-
sumed at an early hour.

Crossing the lake- a litile above its
outlet upon the ice, after a toilsome
journey of two days, and at night fall
of the second day, they reached their
cabin, which was constructed after
the most primitive fashion. There
were no boards ¢r means for procuring
them, and only a few roughly hewn
basswood planis covi.red a partof the
floor space. A stone hearth and back,
with an opening in the roof over it,
formed the fire place. Into this rude
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hut the snow had blown, and to the
young husband and wife with helpless
children of the present day, to be pre-
sented to an abode of that appearance
in a dense forest with only an acre or
two of clearing, and with night closing
in around them, would strikz dismayv
to the bravest. But they were equal
to the situation.  After taking care of
the steers, the women ard children
were lefc upon the sled until the snow
had been got out of the house and a
good fire made upon the hearth, for
which preparati m had been previously
made, then all were moved in-ide and
domiciled in an abode of tleir own.

Such was the common expetience
of the pincers of these Iastern Town-
ships.  They were composed of men
and women of strong physical bodies.
of buoyant and hopeful minds, and
courage with which to withstand the
greatest of hardships,

About this tine (1798) seve:al
young men, on2 or two of whom were
married, came nto the eastern part of
Hatley. from Sutto». N.H., by the
way of Derby Vt, and Stans'ead
Plain.  These were the littles, Wad-
leighs, Kezars, and Beans, many of
the descendants of whom are at pre-
sent worihy res‘dents of that Town-
ship.  Ephraim Hitchcock had moved
into the Township about a year he-
fore, and Col. Henry Cull came in
about two vears later.  Several other
settlers moved into the county prior
to the commencement of the present
certury, the notorious Stephen Bur-
rough being among the number. He
settled at the place known as the
“Burrovgh’s fa'ls” in the north part of
Stanstead, and early set about build-
ing a mill upon the falls which bears
his name. The late Moses Wells forg-
ed ail the irons for i, out of large bars
of iron, in a rude forge, the logs for
the frame he drew from the side hill
near by, with elm ba:k thrown over
his shou'ders. But neither Burrough
or his mill remained very long, for it
became known that spurious money
emanated from that particular locality,
and he was taken from a small room
in the midd'e of his hay mow, and
started off for Montreal, but at or
near Dunham made his escape from
his guards.

At first those pioneers were obliged
to pound their grain in wooden mor-
tars, which were hollowed out of the
top of a h.ird wood stump, the “pestle”
being attached toa spring pole. There
was a grist mill at West Derby early
in the present century, and those set-
tlers in the vicinity of Magog Lake
and the “ East Bay ” could get g ind-
ing done there, by carrying their grain
upon their backs to the water of the
lake. then by canoe to the head of the
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lake, and then carrying from there
about a mile to the mill, and return-
ing in the same laborious manner with
the meal.

One of the first, if not 7/¢ first mill
to which those settlers in the north
casterly portion of this county had ac-
<o ss, was that known as “ Mc Dougall’s
Mill” in Ascot. To ‘hat mill my
father ard others tscd to pack their
grain uj on their backs, a dis:ance of
about six miles, ard they generally
considered themselves forturate if they
had the grain to thus pack off to ihe
mii, as ihere were many instances
where the husband and father of a
family were obliged to go into Ver-
mont and wo:k a week tor as much
corn meal as a man could bitng home
upon his back.

T he death and burial of Mr. Marsh,
which occurred in the month of May,
18¢co, was the firs: among the settlers
of the county of Stanstead ; he was
sick but a few hours, and as may well
be imagined, W's deaith and removal
from the li.tle ba d, whose attacli-
ments to each other, under thkeir isol.
ated porition with regard to the out-
stde world, caused deep sorrow, and
Bot only that, but also perplexity.
The weather was warm, and the burial
must be effcct- d without great delay.
There were ro boards to make a coffin,
but finally a few were found which had
been designed for a meal chest; with
these a coffin was extemporised. and
after the singng of a hymn, and a
fervent prayer by a pioneer layman,
his body was buried near the edge of
the woods, where he and others were
at work when he was taken sick. His
grave stone may now be seen in the
south-east corner of what is known as
“the Bean burying ground ” in Hat-
ley, where many of the first settlers
of that section, and also of heir de-
scendant ave buried.

Those early settlers succceded une
der adverse conditions and anndst
trying privations, without any of the
aids and conveniences of modern
science and inve ntions in making good
farms, and in most ca-es, leaving to
their heirs tnencumbered, the farms
resuiting from the toil, frugality and
sacrifices of a life time. Some of those
heirs have not only kept unencumber-
ed the farms left to them by their
fathers, but have continued 10 im
prove and render them doubly valu-
able, Lut in mary cases, ihrough want
of attention to butiness, love of dis-
play and prodigality, the homes of
their fathers have passed into other
hands than those of their descendanis.

Nearly a century has now passed
away since the first seutler set his axe
to the sturdy forcst trees of these
Eastern Townships, a bief term of
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time in the history of other countries
and peoples, yet during this compara-
tively short time what remarkable
changes have been effected here.

Fiem following trails through the
dense forests by spotted trees, to good
carriage roads in all directions. From
the primitive log cabin in the little
cleared or partially cleared plot of
ground to the elegantly finished frrm-
house and «ut build ngs, with large
and well culiivated farms. From either
walking miles through the roads, or
rding upon an ox-sied to visit the
I carest neighbor, to the span of Feau-
tful horses with silver mounted har-
ness, and covered vehicles. From
the watcrfall overhung by gigantic
trees, where the woodman’s axe had
never been heard. to the flourishing
city with its ten thousand inhabitants
ard 1ts manuf cturing machinery of
varicus k nds, its str. ets, churches and
business establishments lighted Dby
clectricity, and wh.re the whist'e of
the rzilway engine is heard at all hours
cf the day and night, where the click
of the wlegiaph, and teleph ne instru-
ments are constantly communicatir g
by written avd verbal messages o all
parts of this and «ticr countries.

Such are some of the many and im-
portant changes which have be en made
in this part of the country within the
past century, and many of them even
within a haf of that tin e. Changes
far surpassir g anything that the most
enlightened mind, or fanciful imagina-
tion could have conceived a century
ago, oritthey had Leen prophesied cf,
1o one weuld have then believed pos-
s:ble of fulfillment.

About thirty years ago, the late B.
¥. Hubbard, of S anstead Plain, and
arother man in Hatley, commenced
gathering statistic~ and ‘incidents con-
nected with the fisst settlement of
S anstead county.  Material was col-
lected, compiled, and tie manuscripts
were soon made ready for the press.
But through age and illness of the
compiler, and the lack of funds, its
publication  was delayed for a fuw
years. After Mr. Huabbard’s death,
the manuscripts were abridged by a
gentleman who was unacquainted with
the people cf the county, or the er-
rors and omissions to be corrected
and supplied, and leaving out many
incidents narrated, which would have
bcen of general interest. The work
was pubiished in book form, under the
title of * Forests and Clearings,” and
a limited number of copies issued and
sold.  That work wou!d be uscful in
the formation of a centennial history
of the Eastern Townships, which is in
contemplaticn.

Bear and

In the Septemnber issue of The Lixn WE
Lave In, T gave a brief sketch of my hun-
ting experience with an account of the Lear
that attempted suicide by hanging, and who
was only dissuaded from accomplishing
his purpose, by being more snmmarily
Jdealt with.

One fall, when I lived in Newport, I had
a piece of oats near my house, that a bear
seemed to think he had a right to, and he
made very destructive work of it by pull-
ing down the oats and eating the tops. [
thought I wouald give something he would
like better at first sight. So with the as-
sistance of one of my neighbors we nade
a large “ dead-fail,” by cutttng down atree
some six or eight inches in diameter from
the butt of which we cut off'a “bed-picce,”
leaving the top for the “fall.”” We then
made a coop of stakes cut from small trees
firmly driven into the ground, raised the
“fall” on a standard resiing on the “bed-
piece,” or rather on a “standard ” which
ran at right angles with it, the long end of
the ¢pindle extending into the coop. On
the end of the spindle, a sheep’s head was
fastened, as a bait, and to put further in-
ducemient in the way of bruin, we took
the small intestines of the sheep and plae-
ing one end near the kait within the coop,
carried the other end as far as it woula
reach, away frcin the trap, in the dircction
of the oat patch.  The night after L<et the
trap Bruin came for another feed of oate,
but when he found there was a prospect
of gettirg comething better for supper, he
tollowed up the intestines and soon reached
the trap.  The sheep’s head looked invit-
ing, aud in trying to ;et it, the trap got hin.
The fall strazk him across the small of his
back, but throngh his great strength le
zucceeded in backing bis body out, but he
conldn’t manage to pull Lis head through
and he was dead when T found him. He
was the fattest bear I ever saw. After
~kinning him, I cut all the fat of his car-
case, and it was 1} to 2 inches thick.
When tried outl had somewhere between
50 and 100 1bs. of pure “bear’s grease.”

Perbaps the Birchton correspendent of
the Cumpton County Chrouicle will eriticise
my bear stories as he did my fish stories
in the August number of this journal, bat
as I got his name by answering him, I got
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all I cared for and will not consider it ne-
cessary to notice his remarks, if he makes
any.

This fat I putin quite a large tub and in
the centre a considerable quantity of oil
gathered, having the appearance of the
purest castor oil.  Some of my neighbors
had the benefit of a good shure of this pure
oil, and what did not turn to oil, I dispos-
ed to one of our tanners.

The tirst wolf I ever caught was canght
about mid-summer in a bear trap. Hav-
ing lost a cow through diveae, in the
=pring, I diew tue carcase some quarter of
a mile from my dwelling, iuto tre woods,
where I found a convenient place enclosed
Ly trees and old logs, with a narrow en-
trance leading toit. Here I placed the trap
=0 that nothing could reach the carcase
without gett.ng into the trap. 1 had kept
it set about two months, visiting it about
once a week. At one time I found a fox
in it, dead.

Abont mid-summer [ was basily engag-
ed in haying on the bank of the Newport
river, and on returning home one evening,

my wife told me ehe had heard a wolf

Lowling during the day, in the direction
where my trap was eet. I at once suspect-
ed hie was canght, Mut as it was then dark
Ldid not think it advisible to visit the trap
until day light. The howling continued
all night.

In the moruning at day break I shoulder-
ed my gunand made tracks for my trap.
When 1 came to where it was cet, | found
it had disappeared. I soon dixcovered the
trail, which I followed, and had not gone far
when I found the wolf securely fastened by
the chain of the trapin alarge spruce tree-
top. She was about as large as a good
sized dog and lovked about as ashamed of
herself as a sheep-stealing dog would look
if found in a similar position. She kept
her eyve on me as I passed round her, but
did not show any fight, =0 at last with a
charge of cold lead, I ended her sheep
stealing, released her from the trap and
carried Ler home.

After I had got my horse, T cut off the
head of the wolf and started for Lennox-
ville, to make oath before a magictrate
that I had killed the wolf that the head be-
longed to before I acquired a title to it
The nearest magistrate at that time was the
late Tylen Spatford, who lived ncar lLen-
poxville, and who gave me (i.e necessary
certificate. This I eent to Roberr Cham-
bers, Quebec, to whom I grauted the re-
quired authority to collect the ten dollars,
bounty paid by Government on each wolf
killed, and in due tinme I received the
amount less one d llar commission,

Sometime after this, Chester P, Heard,
a neighbor of mine lost a sheep through
wolves, I went overand we drew the car-
case into the edee of the woods and set the
same trap, and he looked afterit, A few
days atter, taking his gnn he went to take
alook at the trap and fuund it eone. e
followed the trail and soon found one of
the springs and the chaiu that was attached
to the trap, but the wolf had gone ofl with
the jaws of the trap and the other spring.
He continuedon the trail and after some
time came in sight of the wolf. The juws of
the trap bad tecth in them, and the wolf—
a very large one—had <o tried its strength
that the nut holding o:.e of the springs had
given way, but his fout was caught close

to the spring that was left, and the tecth in
the jaws had gone through his foot and
held him fast.” It took Heard some time
1o get within shooting distance, but he
tinally did and finished him. This was
the largest wolf 1 ever saw, and fully as
tall as a two-year old deer,

The trap that these wolves were caught
was the same that secured the bear that
hung himself, and had held a good many
bears before that.

So mnch for bear and wolf trapping. In
my next Lwill have something to say abou
moose huating, and my experience in that
line,

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A TRIP TO HALIFAX.

In theearly morving, on board the C.P.R
car, running down the southern slope of
the boundary mountains, throngh deep
wools, then past lovely lake+, like poor
little Tom in **Water Babies,” “down to
the sea, down to the sea.”

Just as the sun was rising we came to
Moo=ehead Lake, and very charming were
the glimpses we had of t1e lake with the
mist~ lying in between the wooded points,
We reachel St. John about 2 p.m., and
were surprised to find such a very hand-
#ome railroad depot there, ard that St. John
has abour five thou<and more inhabitants
than Hal.tax.

A few minu‘es walk from the station
brought us to the top of the little rocky
mountiin called I think Mount Pleasant
From this we could see the whale city at
our feet with an arm of the harbor running
throngh the city to the base of the hill and
we coull lovk far out over the B .y of
Fuandy,

The most interesting thing I noticed
was anold burial ground in the head of the
town, “death in the mid-t of life.” The
graves were shaded by old trees, and the
gra<s had that peculiar green MAassy ap
pearance which we never see in our drier
]irt of the country.

I ie a pleacant journey through a pic-
taresque country from St. John to Halifax
by the Intercolonial, and when the train
reaches the village of Bedford we have the
tirst glimpse of the city, about nine miles
> across the blue waters of Bedford

“vom there the tall chimneys of the
sngarrefinery are visible, but only a small
part of the city can be seen until we make
a long derour round the winding shore of
the basin.

Wien the train sweeps round the hill
which hides the city, we see, on the left,
the <nburb of Dartmouth nestling among
the trees on the hills across the Bay ; on
onr right the interesting ald military city,
with tie beantiful Halifax harbor lying
betwesr. Some British men of war are at
s a number of ¢hips are out in the
harbor or at the wharves,and many small
boats piy hither and thither, ’

From the center of the city rise the
gra==v slopes of Citadel Hill,” smoothly
monlded by military hands. This hill is
crowne ] by the Citadel, of which I can tell
very Ditle, as there is positively no admit-

anchn



-ance; bt at a firet glanee one would think
some high wind had lifted a large ship from
‘the harbor and let it drop on the top of the
hill. The three tall wmasts, however, which
rise out of the citadel with thiu vards and
rigging, are the poles from which eignals
.are digplayed.

Standing on Citadel Hill, ju~t where the
aed coated sentinel paces back and forth
at the entrance to the citadel, one looks
down ou the old part of the tcwn where the
houses are dingy lcoking with smoke and
fog, while to the lefr, from the foot of the
hill, stretehes a wide common.  This be-
longs to the Imperial Goverment thaefore
At isnot sold in Jots or Luilton. It is (uite
Hat and vekes a grand parade ground.

Away at the far ride of the commaon,
under the trres are benches where the
nurses can +it with thelr litile charges and
thieir coldier beaux.

On the other side of Citadel ILill are the
public gardens,with their long shady walk=,
arimly cut grasey lawns, ornamented by
fancitully shaded flower beds. Here are
ponds where flocks of ducks delight the
.children and there ave fontains p'aying over
beds of liliee. Here ix a rockery where
osey stones and red lipped shells are piled
together, and near by is a statue with the
name of “Flora™ traced with stone crop
in the flower Led at her feet. There are
aany statues and lLuge urns overtlowing,
and in every pretty shaded spot are
Lenches and rustic seats where one can sit
and enjoy the beauties of the garden.

Around the stand where the band plays
are many scats, and when the band is there
the whole garden lis it with electricity.
Past the gardens goea the road to the park.

This is a wildwood through which splen-
«lid military roads have been made in every
direction, making a moet charming place
for driving or walking. Litile shady paths
branch oft here and there from the roads.
There are lovely =pots for picnics and plenty
.of bencl.es on which tired pedestrians can
rest,

It secins to me that the Halifax people
are wize enough to do a goad deal of rest-
ing, and during the two days I was there 1
did not notice any one who seemed to Le
at all in 2 hurry. Twet an Indian in Mani-
toba whose name was Squiatch-a-pit or
“The last one to st down.” I thought
Halifax would be a good place for him, for
even, if poor Squiatch-a pit was the last to
sit down he would be sure to find a seat.

Beyond the park are many handsome
residences overlooking a bay called “The
Back Arm.”

Returning to the city by another road,
we drive along the shore of the harbor for
some distance. At one place is a lcok ot
pavilion and more benches. From this
spot there iz a grand view. Across the
harbor are the beautiful Dartmonth hills,
while to the right, one locks past S,
George's Island and McNab Ixland far ont
to tea.  The white sails of the ships, the
brown sails of the fishing boats, and the
trailing smoke of a distant steamer add to
the picture.

St. Georges Teland s a grassy mound,
but no one is allowed to land there, for it
12 au arsenal. MeNabt's i=land i much
larger and is strongly fortified, and cnthe
Dartmouth shore opposite is anotlier forti-
tication. )

When the Halifax people <peak of “The
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Ixland” they do not refer either to St.
Georges’ or McNalb’s, lut to Prince Ed-
wards Island, and I was asked while in
Halifax how longit was since I had lefc
Canada. I noticed the same thing in Vie-
toria. Neither the people of Halifax nor
Victoria consider themselves “Canadians.”

To a stranger Halifax scems to be a
very shingly place, a large proportion of
the houses heiny covered with shingles
instead of clapboards, even large churches
Leng finished in that way.

They have a peculiar market place.
Instead of having a proper market build-
ing the hucksters ju-t squat all round tle
po-t-ofice butlding, on the sidewalks and
in the road way.

Coming from a new western citv, the
number of ol people one meets in the
streets of Halifax is noticeable, and altoget
her is left on us the impression that it was
a (uiet, dignitied restful old city, too well
satsted with itself to care whether out-
giders like the place or not.

LETTER FROM IRELAND.

The following extract from a letter
written by a Toronto lady, row tra-
velling in Ireland, will prove interest-
ing to many of our readers, as giving
a graphic description of some of the
atiractions of Dublin, and it’s environs.
—En.

Kiraarocye PorrarLixgrox, Nov, 22,791,

I epent last Sunday in Dublin; it was
foggy here, but we hoped the sun would
come out. However, we were di-appointed.
As we neared Dublin the fog thickeied,
and during the day it turned to rain. It
is no use waiting for fine weather in Dublin.
though, and it is quite impossible to tell
how a day will turn out.  On our way to
Dublin we pass first Monastereven, where
there is a very old church, anl then Kil-
dare, where there is one of the strange old
round towers, who=e history and purpose
are lost in the mist of antiquity. Just be
yond Kildare is the famou< Currach where
there is a lurge camp of soldiers, with the
Prince of Wales® eldest son among them at
present.

There iz also a race course ; one of the
most famous trainers of race horses in the
kinglom lives in Portarlington, a Mr.
Moore. We passed his training ground one
day, when we were out driving, and saw the
old man and some of his Juckeys teaching
and exercising come beantiful horses.

It was after eleven when we reached
Kingsbridge Station from which we took
the train in to the city.

When we had [nnched we started out for
Glasnevin, where the botanic garden is.
There is a whole series of conservatories
there with ditferent kinls of plant<. We
went throwgh a number ot them anj saw
a great variety of beautiful fiowers, bus
the chirv<anthemums were the great at-
tractim ut present and they were wonder-
ful.  Some of them must have Lzen ten or
twelve in:hies across. They were arrangel
in a great sloping bank reaching up nearly
to the top of the conservatory at the back.
Sonie were snowy white, some cream tint-
ed, some yellow and gold and bronze anl
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all shales of red. Some curved in and
some curved out or were quilled or twisted
or hairy. I would like to have seen more
of the gardens, batit was drizzling outside
and damp inside and Polly was coughing,
£0 We came away.

The Glasnevin cemetery, where Parnell
is buried, is close to the gardens, so we
went there next. It isa beantiful old ce-
nietery, very large. with a high stone wall
with some picturesque, little stone towers
along it, enclosing it.

Dan O’Connell’s grave has an immensely
high monument over it, and Parnell’s
grave is a few steps beyond. There is no
monument yet, but a cross of flowers.
There were wreaths and other floral offer
ings all round it, and a committee of ladies
were there with ba<kets of fresh flowers
for decoration.

The rath round the grave was very
mnddy, and we d.d not spend very much
time moralizing over the uufortunate pa-
triot. Tgot Polly up early next morning
to go to see the Chapel Royal. Thisis the
chapel attached to Dublin Castle.

The regular service is at 11:30 a.m., but
there is a military service at 9:45, and it
was this thatI wanted to attend.

We passed in through a gateway where
there were a number of red coats, into a
large <quare surrounded by dingy old
buildimgs. Then through another gateway
into another court, al=o surrounded hy un
interesting big houses, except at oune curner
where wa< a great round tower, very old
looking and joined to it was a fine old cha-
pel.  Toere were Lalf a dozen respectable
looking, people waiting at the entrance to
see the soldiers march in and we joined
them. A regiment was just enterring the
square at the other corner with their band
playing.- When they had all gone in we
followed and were chown up to the gallery.
The chapel 1 not very large and the red
coats fill it downstairs. It was the st
Gloucester R-gt. There was the usual
morning service and the soldiers all made
their rexponses very lLeartily.

Part of the instruments of the band wer
left in the hall, but six or seven instruments
were used to accompany the voices instead
of the organ. There was a cello an oboe
and several kinds of flute like instruments
and the etfect was very fine,

We were <hown into a large square pew
in the gallery, cu-hioned with crimson
velvet trimmel with gold fringe. There
was a book rest in it with two big velvet
bound hooks so I supprse we were in the
roval pew. Ju-t opposite was a eimilar
pew with a gilt seat which was the Lord
Lieutenant’s.  All ronnd on the panels in
tront of the gallery were carved the arms
of the difterent Lord Leutenants of lre-
land, with their names and dates in gile
letters,

Tu the stained windows were more escut-
cheos, basides which inevery window
there was ontop a harp and crown. T'hen
an eash side a shamrock with the lewend
Sluis senerarit” then a rose with ¢ Dien
el mon droit ” anl below that a thistle
with  Nemo me impune lacessit.”

There were a g0l many grotesque cary-
ingzs of heads on the ends of the arches
through the chureh, Jo1L

An Australian Reminiscence.

SMORY carries me back to the
. early davs of the Australian
& gold ticlds, when this park-like
s55-0 scenery of the undulating conn-
try which lies between Elphinstone or
Sawpit Gully, ax it was then called, aml
Golden Square, Bendigo, existed in all it
pristine loveliness. The landscape was
adorned with the wmbrageous foliage of
the Eucalyptus or blue-gum tree 1nter-
rpersed with patches of the <hrub-like and
rwecet--cented peppermint-tree, whije the
more level and fertile portions of the coun-
try lIying beiween the Porcupine, and
Kangaro Flat, were covered with a rieh
carpet of kangaroo grass.  Here and there,
in some of the slight depressions, or gul-
lies, a deserted shuft sunk a few teet in the
rich  alluvinm  and underlying strata,
showed where some discontented diguer
had been @ prospecing ” for something
bet'cr than could be found in the partially
worked leads or drifis of Upper Bendigo,
while an occasional tent, or an awning
spread over the tongue of a bulluck-dray,
with a few bobbled horses, or bullocks,
feeding in the vicinity showed where some
drayman was recruiting from the fatigues
of atrip over the hundred and rix miles of
arid plain and miry forest which extended
from Melbourne to (iulden Siuare, only re-
lieved by the few bright spots, such as
Kyveton, the Coliban, ¢Malmisbury,) and
the Porcupine, which vagis-like, served to
mark the route to the “digeing<”  Some-
times the kangarco, in pairs, or in small
flocks, disturbed o its adjacent feeding
grownls, would bonmd across the trail,
rtopping long enongh to gaze at the invad-
er of itz well chosen retreat, while up in
the branches of the blue-gum, could be
heard the chattering of the green-plumaged
paroquet, and the plamtive coving of the
bronze-winged pigeon.

Lam speaking of the first year of the
Bendigo and  Forest Creck gold-mining
rush, before the owdlying distriets, which
enclosed the gold fields proper, had been
denuded by the digger and Tumber dealer,
of the material with which to keep the
tin-billy boiling, and tut of which to split
the slabs with which to construet the walls
of the more pre‘entious stores.

At this time Golden Square was 1 broad
etreet of perhaps one hundreed feet in
width, anl one eighth of a mile in length,
which marked the entrance to the Bendigo
diggings, and throngh which all the freight
for View Point, the Commissioners Canmp,
White Hill+, Eagle Hawl, and the more
remote Sailors Gully, Pesles Gully, and
Myer’s Flat, had to pass.  This made it a
very lively place as compared with other
parts of the diggings. The Bendigo head-
quarters of the private gold escort was
here, as also several stores, the principal
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of which were thoee of James Browne,
and Howe, Rogers and Har lett, who also
kept a rmall circulating library, and a
nigger cook. To the latter I was indebted
tor mauy a delicate dish of something eat-
alle on the ground that “we was bofe
*Merican gemmen.”

Browne had made some money at Port
Fairy, Australia, where he had resided
previous to the gold dizcovery. He and
his family occupied the premises from
which his* supplies were shipped to lis
branch stores, of which he had several. [
bad charge of one of these, at the other
end of the “Syuare,” wherefor * two
pounds a week, and foun 1, I dizpen<ed
tea and suger, and other necessaries, to the
diggers, durinz morning and evening, on
the “ Lefore and after principle, before
they went 10 work, and atter their return.

"Browune had married a strong, raw-
boned, angular woman, of Scoteh dexcent,
“witawall o her ain,” and a strong  dis-
position to “ hoss ” tie jub, branch stores
and all, <o that the happiest moments of
Browune's domestic erjoviment were those
when he wasn't at home, and as he was a
licensed  auctioncer. this business, and
lovking after the © branches,” oceupied
the most of his time, and attorded an ex-
cuse for bis alisence.

Mrs. Browne consolel herself with
brandy and the socioty of Mr, Nirke, one
of the gold-tield commissioners, who, like
Mrs, Weller's spiritual adviser,—divided
his attentions between Mrs. Browne and
her brandy, winle the orderly —who held
the commissioners horse outside,—pre-
vented the prying curiosity of the diggers,
or those of them, at least, who weren't in
the possession of a miner’s license, the
only passport to the free run of the dig-
gings, and the only safeguard in cace of
proximity to those vested with a little brief
authority, in the shape of a uniforn.

Browne was a quict casy-going phleg
matic German, whose admiration of b i«
wife was probably due to his recoghition
of her ability to keep a close grip on the
purse strings,

Jeannctte, the eldost child, was a very
hand<ome girl of sixteen years, with a
native grace in her actions, which lent a
charm to her rough surroundiugs,  She
was a general favorite, and althongh she
frequently displaved a good deal of the
tomboy in Lier unrestrained action, nobody
seemed to think there was anything inele-
gant, or improper about it.  ['don’t think
Jeannette wonld have cared very much if
they did, for <he was impulsive in her na-
ture.  She was under no restriction, or re-
straint, and conzidercd lierself quite com-
petent to map out her own course through
life, and to sail as close to that course ns
wind and weather might permit.

It was always Jeannette who brought
my meals from head quarters. The
men was very simple  and  unvaried.
bread, meat, and tea, with an occasional
extra in the way of plam duff, or raisin
pie, but what would be known as an
ordinary luxury in older settled places,
were unknown on the diggings “Damper
and mutton” formed the piecc de resistance
cf every meal, with the digger population,
washed down with strong tea, ad lib. and
minus milk. The only canned goods that
had found their way to the diggings Wwere
sardines, labrador salmon, Aberdeen car-

rots and desicated potatoes. Whybrow's:
bottled fruits sometimes furnished mater-
ial fora rolly-poly, when anvbody could.
be found sufficiently familiar with the
mysteries of cookiny, to undertake its
preparation. The two bottles of onions
which formed part of the contents of
every ca-e of Batty’s pickles, were sold at
double price, to aldd to the sauce used
with the boiled leg of mutton, customary
on Sunday-.

Sometimes Jeannette wonld bring a
doubte allowance of rations and we would
have our dinner or supper together. At
such times her manner wa: always differ-
ent and displayed no boaisterauns disposi-
tion.  She had been born in the ealony
and knew nothing bevond it. except what
ghe had acquired in the way of 1nforma-
tion from the few books whieli constituted
the Brown library,and tho-e persons with
whom she bad associated. When a<kine
questions abont other parts of the workl
and  the customs of its people, no one
would take her for the little girl whao
thought it funto jump on her father's
horse and gallop him bare backed through
the leneth of the ¢ square,” or =natching
a bullock-driver’s long handled whip,
Jump upon a stump and crack it with a
rebort like that of a riile,

On such oceasions she would =it at the
oppo-ite side of the table and luok steadily
intomy eyes, as I answerel her numerous
questions, in usking which showed a nat-
ural intelligence that was far bevond what
could be expected of one who hal so few
advantages in the way of education and
associutions,

Lwas ou'y seventeen at the time, hut 1
had availed myself of fair edncational ad-
vantages, and had <ome knowledge of the
world, which made me a veritab'e Solon
in the eyes of Jeannette, although she
kuew nothing of Sulon, and never got
nearer to u:ng the word, than in tha
“solong 1 with which she u=nally an-
nounced  her departure. Perhaps, at
that age, I was a liule susceptible, but I
must confes< that 1t gave me great plea-
gure to dimpart all the information 1
could, to  one who appreciated it
as much as Jeanette did, and she, poor
girl, saw that [ derived pleasure from . her
presence and  wounld  frequently come
down and help me to put up parcels ot
tea, sugar and other articles, in readiness
for the evening's intlux of divgers,

Sign painting or lettering on canvas,
was a profitable sonrce of revenue to me,
and during the idle hours of the day, T
often made as much in one dav, as [ re-
ceived for a week’s work in the way of
salary.  Jeannette uzed to take a delight
in filling in the fetters as I outlined them.
“How I do wish I conld have such work
as this all the time. It's Jjust fun,” she
would say, ax she filled in the outlines
of tub, cradle, horse-shoe, or some other
symbol, iliustrative of the sign 1 was
painting.  She was an apt pupil and was
=00n able to outline the ordinary block
letters herself, after I had spaced them on
the canvas.

“ Wouldnt it be nice if I could be with
you all the time? I'd soon be able to do
this work as well as you, and you kuow
I could do up all the parcels, and let you
paint those shaded letters, and yow’d make
lots of money that way. If you like DIl
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-ack pa, and I know he’d give us this store.
‘He’s gota lot of places like this; there’s
-oue at Mcloon, and another at Goulburn,
and that oue where he has his anction,
over at the White Hillz, and then I kno'v
if I was here, he’s like to come down of
an evenin s when he’s at home, and smoke
a cheroot with you. Now he goes over
-and emokes with those German troopers,
at the F-cort Barracks, and that makes
ma mad, and she tells him that he always
comes back talking asthick as if he had
a bologna saw-age in hi= mouth. Say,
Donald! mayn’t I ask pa? Ma won't
anind, <0 Jong as shie know s where T am,
Say ves! and I'll give youa kiss when I
come back.”

¢ No Jeannette, not yet.  Wait another

vear or two, until we’re alittle older.  You
dow’t know me well enongh vet. You

smay not like mie wellenough to live with
me afier you know me.”

“ Why, Donald! what do you mean ?
Don’t1 know you weli enough to marry
you! You know Donald dear, that T
-couldn’t live with yon, unless I did marry
you! Pa eays they’ve got a preacher—
a chaplain, he calls him,—up at the com-
missioner’s camp, and pa’ll give us the
-dog-cart any time to go there.”

“ No, Jeannette, not now. You know
Ilike you very much, but I want you to
be sure of yourself, and yon musnt say
anything to your father until you are
.sure.”

“P'm just as sure that I love you, Don-
-ald, as 1 ever shall be, and it would be so
nice to be with you all the time.”

ButI wanted to go to gold-digging, and
I had received an cfter frcm Mr. Colemar,
at Eagle Hawk Guly, to assist in his
‘ftore, morning and evening, at a salary of
‘three poun:s per week, aud board, with
‘the chance of working during the day at
_gold-mining, he bearing ove ha'f of the
expense of outfit und sharing eqnally in
the proceeds. Suina few days, 1 told
.Jeannette that I had accepted the ofter.
Poor little darling, she cried as if her
heart would break, and I could only pacify
her by promising to see her every Sunday.
During  the fortnight I remained, she
‘was with me the greater part of each day,
and it was arranged that if [ cont'nued to
follow the life of a gold digger, we were to
be married oon after New Year’s day.

“Ob, Donald! what a long «ix months
itwill beto me ! Twish I could prevail on
you to take me with you. I know you
would be pleazed when you came to our
tentevery night, to find your supper ready,
and everything clean and nice, and then [
could take you your lunch every day and
stay with you while you were eating it.”

It was four miles only between Eagle
Hawk and Golden Square, and [ met Jean-
nette every Sanday afternoon. When it
was pleasant weather we always strolled in
the direction of Kangarvo Fiat, where the
face of nature had been Jess disturbed by
those engaged in the search for gold.

His “ lashed
to the Mizzen,” is descriptive of his
personal experience off the Cape cf
Good Hope in a vessel, two boats
crews of which were massacred by the
natives of New (ieorgia on the return
voyage.

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A Good Joke at North Hatley in 1840

N the township of Hatley, which was
' formerly ten miles square, [per-
haps is nov,] but on the west side
ot L.ake Massawippi and over the
mountain, possibly three miles up from
the ‘ QOutlet,” or North Hatiey, there
was a settlement called the ¢ Turner
neighborhood,” and in the Turner
family there were two brothers, twins,
and at the time of which I write were
men grown [about 1840].

There was a friend or somz acquaint-
ance at his home about the year 1840,
and it so occurred that one of the
Turner brothers came along there and
stopped for a chat. In due time the
conversation turned upon the wonder-
ful likeness of the brothe:s, each to
the other. This friend of Mr. Bean's,
like many another before him, was
“sure” /¢ could tell. So Mark Bean
offered to bet two dollars, I think it
was, that he couldn’t.

The wager was made, and the two
brothers were to appear the next day
for inspection and decision. So the
friend looked the Turner brother over,
and scrutinized very closely what he
concluded were the details and min-
utes, measuring with his hands across
the shoulders to make sure for the
next day ; but in the mean time, he
very slyly made a lttle chalk mark
very nearly under the armpit. No one
seemed to n -tice this little piece of
trickery, and Turner went on his way.

The next day the brothers came
over, and as usual were found to be
dressed exactly alike, and looked as
nearly alike as two peas. At this time
cach had on a blue, swallow-tailed coat,
of the pattern of those days.

Director-General Davies has desiared
that all applicationa for space ought to be
presented by July 1, 1892,

Ofthe $5,000,000 of bonds, which the
¢ity of Chicago voted in aid of the Expo-
sition, 3,000,000 have sold in New York
at par and accrued interest, and the Expo-
sition treasury has been replenishel ac-
cordingly. The terms of sale are regard-
el very satisfactory. They are eqniva-
lent toa premium of one-thrid of one p'r
cent, on tue first million, two thirds o1 the
sesond, and one per cent, on the tlLird
million.

A practical, working business college,

. which is purely an Awmerican institation,

will be one of the exhibits at the Fair.

New South Wales has a<ked for 300,000
square feet of space.

In Colorado’s exhibit will appear a very
complete showing of the tlora of the state.
Miss Alida P. Lansing, who has been in
charge of the matter, gathered more than
1.000 varieties last summer, including
fifteen or more which bad never been
classified.

The Grand Rapids, Mich., furniture
manufacturers will make a united exhibit
and want half an acre of space, in which
to display it. ‘

It i3 announced that the imperial band
of Emperor Williais of Germany will at-
tend the Exposition, having already obtain-
ed permission to do go.

The province of Ontario, will make an
extensive mineral exhibit. Canala has
asked for a total of 100,000 square feet
of space in the various building=.

The woman of Nebraska have under-
taken to furnish the hammer with which
Mrs. Potter will drive the last nail in_ the
Woman’s Building when it 12 dedicated
October 12 next. The nail, it will be re-
membered, will be furnished by the women
of Montana, and will be an elaborate pro-
dnction, composed of gold, silver and
copper. It is proposed that the hammer
he made of the native woods of Nebraska
and inlaid with gold, silver and pear}.

It is reported that it is the jutention of
the Government to establish at the Exposi-



*tion grounds a complete post oftice, equal
in capacity to that required by a city of
:200,000 or more inhabitants, and to oper-
-ate it, no: only during the Fair but for
several months previous to the opening and
after the closing. A government post office
1nfpector is now on the grounds perfecting
plans and estimates, It is believed, that
the number of exhibitors will be between
150,000 and 175,000. To these mail will
be delivered hourly. Mails, orted on the
mail cars, will be dropped at the grounds
from incoming trains whenever possible.
At a rough estimate, this Exposition post
office will require about 300 employes and
entail an expense of about $259,000 on the
part of the Government.

The party which, under the Jirection of
Chicf Putnan of the department of Ethne-
ilogy, of the Exposition, has been making
excavations, of the mounds in Ohio for
three months or more, met with rare suc-
cess on November 14 uear Chillizothe, in
making one of the richest finds of the cen-
tury in the way of prehistoric remains,
While at work ¢n a mound 500 fe:t long,
200 feet wide and 28 feet high. the excava-
“tors found near the center of the mound, at
a dept of 14 feet, the massive skeleton of a
-nan incased in corper armor. The head
wae covered by an oxal-shaped copper cap;
the jaws had copper moldings; the arms
were dressed in copper, while copper plates
covered the chest and stomach, and on
each side of the heal, on protruding sticks
-were wooden antlers ornamented with cop-
per.  Themouth was stuited with genuire
pearls of immense size, but much decayed.
Around the neck was a necklace of bears’
teeth, set with pearls. At the side of this
skeleton was a female skeleton, the two

being supposed to be those of man and-

wife. Itis estimated that the bodies were
Luried fully 600 vears ago. The excava-
tors believe they have at last found the king
-0 the moun | builders.
