Havoc and desolation were alike carried into
the castle of the chieftain and the hut of the
peasant. For penetrating through the High-
lands, the Duke and his diabolical Commander-
in-chief, General Hawley, advanced to Tort
Augustus, laid waste the eountry with fire and
sword, and women and children, whose hus-
bands and brothers had been murdered, and
whose houses had been burned to the ground,
were turned out naked upon the barren heath
to starve, and were scen shivering ia the clefts
of the rocks dying of cold and hunger.

The following lecture was' delivered in Newark,
by the Rev. Father Burke, for the benefit of the
public hospital srected by the Catholios of that city,
and pliced under the caro -and management of the
4 Sisters of the Poor.” Father Burke snid :—

In the name of the Father, and of the Son, and
of the Holy Ghost. Amen.

Dear Friends.—Amongst the many proofs that
the Cathbolic Church offers to the world of Ler truth
and of her divine missibn, one of the strongest—
though an indirect proof still one of tho'strongest—
is the'spirit of charity and mercy that is organized
within her. It had been prophesied.of the Spouse

of old, that the Lord God had organized charity in.

her(Dominua el rex meus ordinavit in me caritatem). It
had been foretold by Christ our Lord, and emphat-
ically, that the attribnte of charity—of mercy—was
to be the countersign of his elect. It was therefore
fitting that .the Church, which is the Spouse of
.Jesus Christ, should have an organized charity and
mercy within her, and that they should shine forth
on her hands, a8 the countersign of her clection,
who was destined to bo the mother of all the elect
of God:- -Therefore it is, that at all timos, charity
taking the form of morcy, has been found vivid and
trus in-the Cathelic Church ; and that charity which
beams forth in her .comes beforo us; when we con-
template her, with all the attributes of Divine bean-
ty which we find in the. charity of Jesus Christ

charity. I need not speak to you of the necessify
of being charitable and merciful. Youor presence
here this evening attests sufficiently to me that you
recognize the necessily of charity, But that you
may know what that Divine charity is which is*in
the Church, and which take the form of mercy, I
will endeavor to describe to you some of its attiri-
butes; and I will begin by asking you,in the lan-
guage of scripture, fo consider and to recognize!what
form of charity it ig that the Father in Heaven be-
stowed upan us whereby we also were to be called,
—and were to be,—the sons of God. That form of
the Father's love is Christ Jesua our Lord; for ag
Christ Himself says, “ God so loved the world as to
give his only begotten Son to save it”™ Behold the
Father's gift] If you would know therefore, what
are the true attributes and what the real beauties
of charity, you must consider charity as it exists in
our Divine Lord Himself. Then shall you see what
are the atiributes of Christian charity, Therefore
the Bvangelist said, “ Brethrem, consider well the
nature and the form of leve the Fathor in Heaven
bestowed upen us, whereby we are to be called the
s0ns of:m_” [P et e e e e e e e
Well, first of all, my dear friends, certain it is that
although faith be abaolubely necessary to salvation,
and although we are saved by hepe; yet neither
faith nor hope will berr us inte our everlasting
happifiess and joy hercafter, unless we possess cha-
rity which manifests itself in marcy to the peor.
“ By this" says our Divina Lord “shall all mom
know that ye are my disciples “if you are charita-
ble and love one another ;” and ® if any man says be
loveth God and loveth not his neighbor he is not a
true believer.” But, elgewhere, the same Evangelist
tells us that “He whe has the substance of this
world and seeth: his brother hare need and closes
his heart ngainst him, the love of God cannot dwell
in such a one Therefore the sign by which we
shall know the essential charity is in us, is the mani-
festation of this Divine principle in works of mercy.
The prophet said *I will espouse theo fo mein
faith, in justice, in judgment and commiseration.”
So much for the necessity of charity. No man can
be saved without it, No man’can say he is the son
of God unless the countersign of mercy be npen
him. No man can pass into Heaven unless he
opons the golden gates of that Heaven to himself
with the key of mercy. It will be the crucial test
whereby you shall be foitnd ‘deserving of cternal
glory that the countersign of mercy is on your fore-
head and the works of charity are in your path.
What manner of charity do we find in our Leérd
Jesus Christ? What are the attributes of His cha-
rity 7 1 anawer, principally four. First of all, the
charity in Christ was a constantand abiding charity ;
Secondly, i was compassionate and tender—a most
loving charity ; thirdly, it was active and efficacigus
—a working charity ; fourthly, it was universal, em-
bracing all and touching &Il with the same loving
hand—a Catholic charity. Consider thess four in
Clrist before we come to look upon them in the
charity orgaunized in His holy Church. First, my
friends, the charity of our Divine Lord was con-
stant, It was love that brought Him down from
Heaven; it was mercy® that kept Him upon the
carth for thirty-three years; it was merey that
pailed Him to the Cross. He came down from
Heaven to redeem the fallen race of man. He de-
voted Himself wholly to that work of redemption.
No other thought ever entered into the mind of our
Lord ; no other motivo pressed Him to action—
save the one thought the one motive of mercy. It
was His daily action, When He spoke it was the
mercy of light given te man; whea Ke healed their
sick, it was still the mercy Hir all-powerful touch
brought upon them. Thirty-three years He re-
mained upon earth. Was that necessary for man's
salvation? No! But it was necessary that Christ
shoiild have a time to pour forth His infinite mercy
in His daily actions on the people. They came to
Him at all times, When He was at meat they
rushed into Him, just as Mary Magdalen rushed to
His feet as Ho sat at table, They came to Him at
the time when He was supposed to tako His rest,
just as Nicodemus came “at the midnight hour”
‘They pressed upon Him, so that $t. Mark eays they
'did not even give Him time to eat bread—to eat
His monls. And did He ever refuse Himaself to
them ? Did Ile ever turn away from them and say
& this is not the time or the place for you to seck
Me?  Did He cver show the slightest incoustancy
or uncertainty in His mercy? No! No matter who
came to Himn, or at what time or place, or under
what circumstances He was always equal to Him-
relf.  That charity, that mercy with whick He met
them was the business of His life, until the people
came to count with absolute certainty upon the
abiding constancy of His love,snd came to Him
with their sick and their blind and their palsied and
their dead, perfectly certain that Fis charity and
mercy would go forth from Iim, because, in truth,
that was the very life of God; this love which was
not an exceptional or occasional work with Him—
aot merely tho recreation of an hour—it was the
business of Fiis life ; it was His very life itself. IIe
brought to the work of mercy the infinite constancy
of God. )
Not only, howeover, was the charity of Christ con-
stant; but it was also 2 most tender and compas-
sionate form of love. Dearly beloved brethren, here
it is that we get a glimpse into tho inner heart of
our Lord. Here il is that we contemplate the vir-
tue of charity of meroy in Him. Here it is that we
see the infinite compassion and tenderness of His
most loving beart. ITe invariably surrounds each
nct of His mercy with every sweetest attribate of
tenderness and love, For instance, when upon the
monntain, He had five thousand people around
Him, and ITe resolved to feed .them; but, before He
multiplied the bread, He turned to his disciples and
said : I have compassion upon this multitude, and
I will not send them away fasting lest they might
faint by the,way; for lo! they have remaiced with
Me throo days.” - Not ceuntent with feeding them
He prefaces the action of mercy with the expression
of compassion, giving vent, as it were, to the strong
feeling of a loving heart. Then, whon He was pn«
tering the city of Naim a funeral procession came
forth ;. a young man,—the only son’ of a widow,—
who had lest him in'her old age, and novw, with dis-’
hevelled hair and streaming cyes and with the loud
outcry of despair, she mourned that the staff of her
iifc was gone—and the. hope nnd joy of her life
taken from her, as she followed her only child to
the grave. But the monent her voice fell upon the
Suviour's ear—when Ho saw her, He was touched
with pity, The founiains of His great, glorious,
loving heart were moved within Him ; and He goes
to the woman and lays ITis hand upon her shoulder
and suys to her in accents of thrilling love : * Wo-
man weep no more.” ' He dries the mother's tears,
and then turning to the man'on the bier, He says,
“Young man, 1 say unto,thece, nrise” And the
Evangelist tells us, that when the young man awolke,.
our Lord took him in His hands and gave him to
‘his mother—placed bim upon her bosom, and then

the Man, They were not used to’ such grief, and
they said to ope another. “ Behold! He weeps—
see how much He loved him.” . Such was the heart
of Jesus Christ. He used to heal thg wounded feel-
ings of the afflicted, us well as to rpheve them ; and
entered into all their wants and ministered fo them,
whilst He ministered with 8o much .love thatthe
manner in which He relieved was almost greater
than the relief itgelf. Thirdly, the- charity of our
Lord was a magnificent, roal, active and efficacious
charity, He did not leve in word and thought
merely; He loved in deed and iruth. He dees not
content Himself with saying, I have compassion
on the multitude ;” but He puts His hand into the
basket and takes the bread and breaka it, and mul-
tiplies it, and gives it unto them until every one is
filled. He does not content Himaelf with saying to
the widowed mother, * Weep no more;” but He
gives her a reason to cease her weeping, for He
raines her sen from the dead and puts him upon hor
bosom. He does not content Himself with weep-
ing over the Magdalen and saying to her, “I am the
Resurrection and the Life;” but the next mement
-seos Him atthe tomb of lazarus, and -the darkness
-of the grave: hears & voice—* Lazarus, come forth”
—and Lazarus did come forth out of his grave ; and
and He gave him unto his sisters. ‘His was a mercy
that never tired; a mercy that met every form of
misery, for it was not only consiant, and gentle and
compaseivnate, or efficacious and active ; but it was
also Catholic and universal. Every form of misery
which came before Him was met by Him, Now,we
find Him opening the cyes of the blind ; again, we
find Him lifting up the helpléess and the lame;
agnin, He is cleansing the leper or raising the dead ;
at another time confounding the pride of the Pha-
risees, by the example of Ilis humility ; at another
time—the greatest work of all—when He received
the ainner with all her sins npon her, and in these
words, ¢ Thy sins are forgiven,” He sent her forth
purae ag an angel before the Throne of Geod.

Thesc are the four principal attributes of that
charity which exiated in the heart of Jesus Christ,
When Christ our Lord established His Church, He
cxpressly declares to us that he founded her im all
strength, in all beauty, in all holiness and truth.
He expressly declares to us that’ whatever He “had
He gave to His Church ; that whatever He was His
Church was to bo. It has beew written of that
Church, “Thou wast made exceedingly beautiful
because of My beauty that was upon thee” by the
Prophet Isains, Christ we find fulfilling this when
He said to His disciples, ¥ All Heaven and Earth is
given to Me; and now I say to you, as the Father
sent Me 20 do I send you; a5 I. am the true light
that enlighteneth all thut come into the world, so
are ye sent to spread that light; and the gates of
hell shall never prevail against that Church; as I
am the Onnipotent of God having power to forgive
sing, so I say to you whoss sins you shall forgive
ghall be fergiven them.”

But amongst the many gifts He bestowed upon
His Church He gave her that charity and mercy
which we have just seen was so perfect in the heart
of our Lovd, Therefore, as 8¢, Paul tells us, Christ
loved His Church, and gave His life that He might
present -her to Himself perfect, beautiful, glovious,
not having spot, wrinkle, stain ror any such thing
but all perfect in her supernaturul beauty, and so
wholly to be the spousc of Jesus Christ the Sen of
God. Amongst thess beauties was the beanty of
charity, like His own—bccause it is written, “I will
espouse thee in fuith, in justice, in judgment, and in
mercy and commisseration.” JHew, therefore, can
mercy aud charity not be a distinctiveof that Church
which wasto be the Brid¢ of Clrist. So, therefore,
when wego back to her history, we must find upon her
records, that attribute of charity like to His. Do we
find it? - Oh, my dear friends, mercy and charity
were unknown to the world until Jesus Christ
founded His Church—mercy and charity were un-
known to the world. The world had benevolence ;
the record of the world's bencvolence; the record
of the world’s history tells us of many acts of grand
benevolence perfosmed, now and then, by the
Pngans of old; we are told of many instances in
whicl they showed tenderness of heartand commise-
ration and of many in which they were generous
and self-sacrilicing in their efforts to befriend their
fellow-men, Remember all these are fair and beau-
tiful adornments of the natural character of man,
But they ure not supernatural ; they are not Divine
nor are they the mercy which Jesus Christ shall re-
quire of the soul which enters into the kingdom of
His bliss, Why! Because, my beloved, the charity
of which Jesus Christ our Lerd speaks, is 2 charity
which must spring from faith and be animated by
hope ; which must spring from faith because, as the
Apostle says, “And now abideth faith, hope and
churity, these three; but the greatest of these is
charity? Unless faith be there poinling ocut the
way of ail our charity, it may be gentleness, it may
b kindness of heart, it may be what youwill; but it
is not Christian chaiity. What does fnith tell us to
guide our charity? Our faith tells us thet we are
bound to minister to Jesus Christ, our Lord ;—to do
homage to Him no matter in what disguise or form
we find Him. Our faith teaches us that bleased are
they that minister to Him, for they shall be minis-
tered to by Him.

Now where shall we find Him so that our minis-
tration will reach Him? * In Heaven He commands
our adoration ; but we cannot minister to Him in
our mercy. In the blessed Eucharist He commands
purity of soul, o fervent approach, adoration ; but
we cannot minister to Him in our mercy, There is
enc form—one and only onc—in which Christ our
Lord presents Himself so that 'He becomes an object
of merey, and that is when He disguises Himsel€ in
the form of the poor and needy ; and then I say unto
you inasmuch as ye have dono 1t unto one of these
little ones ye have done it unto Him. And inthe
day cf judgment He shall say to the souls of the
just, “ I was hungry and yo broke your bread and
gave Me to eat; I was naked and ye clothed Me; I
was sick and ye lifted up My head and visited Me.”
And when the just shall say " Where oh Lord! did
wa sec Thoe hungry and foed Thee, or poor and
rclicved Thee 7™  Then the Lord shall say to the
soul of the just one: # Dost'thou recognize these?”
4% QOh, yes Lotd | T know them. I saw them on earth
famishing, dying, sick and in their misery.” Then
He will sny: ¢ I swear to you that whatsoever you
did to these, you did it to Me.”

Behold then what faith teaches ns. Faith estab-
lishes this principle,—that in serving the poor we
minister unto Jesus Christ ;=—that in ministering to
the poer we are working out our own salvation, for
our salvation depends on working out Jesus Christ
within us, What docs our hope tcll us concerning thig
work of mercy?  Our hope tells us that every pro-
mise that Almighty God has made of future glory
and bliss to man, is all bound up with the condition
of mercy. What do you hope for? DIardon for
your sins’; the highest mercy of God. God tells us

in {he scripture, “Redeem your sing by alms and

cover your iniquity by mercy to the pecor” Do you
laok forward to eternal light and glory? TIsaias
says, # Deal thy bread to the hungry and bring the
batborless into thy Louse. When thou scest one
naked, cover him; and despise not thine own flesh.
Then shall thy justice go before thy face and the
Lord'shall fill thy sonl with Drightness and give
thee cverlasting rest.” What wonder, then, that
when the very point to which cvery Christinn man
is tanding—namely the moment of judgment—when
every Christia: man is asking himself, # Shall I pass
threugh that golden gate, into the inmer glory of
God, or stall I be cast away into the flumes ot hell
forever ?” Oh awful moment! Oh fearful question |
Yel, in the moment when our fate shall hang in that
‘balauco which lies before us all ;" which ne man can
escape, in, that . torrible ordeal which every man
amongst us must pass through, our Lord will say,
“5how M3 your mercy, You wish to pass into My

glory; show' M’ how you have purchased it by
works of mercy to the peor. I was hungry and you

gave Me not to eat; thirsty and you gave Me not .o

drink; sick and you woilld not visit Me ner comfort

Me; for as often as you have refused this unto the,

poor you have refused it unto Mec. . Bepartnow thou
accursed into everlasting flamed?. Oh! how sacted
is the exercise of that charityand mercy the moment
we see it through the eyes of faith ard hope; and
unless it is tlius seen through the:eyes of faith and
hope, it may bs a haman ‘virtue, bat it i8 not - the
divine virtue of charity.

Now this virtue, exalted and divine, do we find in
the very first days of the Church. She alone could
create this charity of which I speak. And why?
Because she alone has the knowledge of Jesus
Christ,—the alone can recognixe Him,—she alone
hag the ecommission fo preach His word and to
evangelize His name unte the nations, she alone
has the treasure surpassing all othe:s, of His own
divine presence in her - bosem., Therefore, she
alone can create the virtue which acknowledges the
claims of Him in the poor, and straing to serve Him
through them. From the first days of the Churchs
existence do wo find that mercy shining upen her.
During the first 300 years of the Church’s existence
when to bo a Catholic meant to be sentenced to
death; when Christians were obliged to hide in the
catacombs and tomb—for to shew themselves was
to accept instant destruction ; even then, the record,
of the Church tells us, whenever some great. Roman
was converted or whenever seme great family of
Romse received the light, the very first thing they
did—the first impulge of their new religion—was to
cell an auction and dispose of everything they had;
and then, when the money was lying before them
in great heaps of gold and silver, to eall in the poor
and distribute it all to them. Wken St. Laurence
wag in his dungeon awaiting death, they told the
Roman Gorvernor that ke was & dercon of the Chris-
tian Church, and held all the immense riches which
it was whispered that they had hidden. They lied
in that day about the pricsts of the Church just as
we hear their lies now, and say that we priests are
always trying to get the people’s money. When
the governor heard this, he called his prisoner and
said to him, “/Pell me. Is it true that this Christian
Church te whick you belong, possesses such great
treagures 77 ¢ Perfestly true” “Then" he said,
«J will give you your lifec om one conditien: that
you bring all the treasures of that Chirch and hand
them to me.” Bt, Laurence went sut and gathered
a!l the lnme and the wretched and the poor and the
sick, and brought them all, hundreds of them, Lefore
the palace gate, so that when the gevermor came
down, anxious to gloat over the atores of gold and
silvér and precious stones which he looked for, he
saw only this multitude, And when ho asked St.
Laurence where was this treasure, the deacon an-
swered, “Bohold! These, O Pretor, are the trea-
sures of the Church of Jesus Christ.” In her alone
we find charity organized in a constant form.

You have seen that mercy was the life of Christ—
not an occasional thing with him but the duty and
business of every day of His lif>—the only thing for
which he lived. Where, except in the Catholic
Churcl, do you find lives consecrated, from youth
to age ccnsecrated, to the one work of mercy?  QOut-
side of the Catholic Church you find a great deal of
benevolence, kindaess of heart, good nature, a great
deal of compassion and gentleness for the poor.—
But there is this difference. No one, except in the
Catholic Church, has this mercy and charity—the
sign and senl of her union with Jesus Christ. The
Protestant lady who wishes to visit the sick takes
her Lasket upon her arm, puts a bottle of wine in
it, and groes on her errand.  She does a pood thing,
a holy thing; yet, remember, she will do it to-day ;
—but to-morrow? To-morrow it may rain, and the
delicate lady will stay at home. She will do it to-
day,—she is in & good humor,—in the vein of piety;
but, to-morrow, she may have asick headache and
not feel liko it; or, perhaps, yesterday, some whom
she visited scemed to her ungrateful ; or, perhaps,
they were dirty ; and so she has given it up ; or she
may have household duties, or visits to pay, and of
course she cannot be expected to give her whole
time to the poor. But, cross the threshold of the
Cathelic Church. The moment you have passed it,
the very first figurce you see is that of the Sister of
Charity, or the Sister of Mercy, or the Sister of the
Poor. You ask the priest who these &re, and he
answers: “ These are ladies—many of them ladies
of birth—Iladies of the most refined mind—of the
most cultivated and highly educated intelligence;
—ladies, as you perceive by their demeanor, by their
walk,~ladies, wha had all the pleasures and joys of
life before them; but, at fiftcen or sixteen years of
age, conseerated themselves to the Church. They
brought to that Church their purity, their virtue,
their nobility of intellect, their refinement of man-
ner, brought everything to the Church and said, I
want to consecrate all these to the service of the
Church.!” The Church of God sags: “Are you
willing to devote your whole life, for I won't aceept
it for a day, or a year?” And theyanswered, * Yes,”
Then the Church says, “ Go into & Convent, fast
and pray; satisfy me of your heroic virtue ; and,
when I am satisfied that you are one of God’s elect,
—most holy ones,—then, and then only, you may
go into the hospital, or the orphanage, or the work-
house, there to sit down for the rest of yourlives”
To the Sisters of Mercy and the Sisters of Charity
she says, “ Take the sick, nurse them, perform for
them every most menial office, be their servants, be
their slaves, their atiendants, their nurses, every day
until the end of your life ; but I will not give you
the mission of honor until you have first consecrat.
ad yourselveg to God” Ardin that consecration
the Church warns thom : “remember, no matter
how hideous the disease,—no matter how revolting
the form of infirmity, no matter how certain the

_contagion and death yax bring upen yourself, you

must swear to me, at the foot of my nltar, that no
form of disease, danger, or coutagion—no sacrifice
of your feelings or tastes,—shall over keep you for
one instant from your post of labor,” This iu
charity as it is in the Church. We can rely upon
it, we can lean upon it, as they leaned upon the
Divine mercy and eharity of Jesus Christ, for it is
constant, Consider the thousands that are growing
into the maturity of their age under these vows, in
these ministrations. Consider the thousands of
consecrated ones in the Church who are ripening
into that old age which brings revervenve and ailver
hair. For all these there is no thought but mercy.
All their hopes for life and cternity are bound up in
the sick and the poor. Moreover, the charity which
manifests itself in the Church is like to that of our
Divine Lord in its tenderness and gentleness, How
could $he Church be other than gantle, tender, lov-
ing and compassionate in her mercy, seeing what
the motive is: she recognizes the Lord in the poer,
and therefore, in ministering to them, ministers as
if it were to Jesus Christ,

My dear friends, when the werld deals out its
wealth to the poor, it deals it with a grudging and
imperious hand. When the political congress or
the statesmen malke up their minds to build a coun-
ty house, or place of refuge for the poor, they make
it ag like a jail as possible. The poor man ig
brought in and made to fecl that heis a pauper.
He is made almest to forget his name ; for he takes
his number; he is known only by that, He receives
his subsistence, and, under the poor-law system in
England and Ircland, the same class of clothing as
the convicts—the same pattern. If he be a marvied
man, he is separated from his wife; if he be a father
he is sepurated frem his children j—yes, even the
mother is separated from her children who arc
taken from her and put into the children's wued,
numbercd and ticketed a8 & man would ticket cattle,
So, whilst their life is prolonged, they have the
pauper’s rag to cover them, and the pauper’s morsel
to kecp life in them ; but their feelings are crushed,

-and they are made io feel that they are dependent
on the charity of a world which longs for the time
yhon sll will be'over. Ohl the suffering, the fee].
“ing of utter degradation that must come over the
man or woinan whois obliged to bave receurse to
its assistance, knowing that thosp whe minister to
.them are waiting with impatience for the time to
come when the parish will be relieved of & pauper
when & paupers coffin shall.enshrine him, and he
shall be borne to a .paupers grave! No hope, no
solaco, no tendernces,  no sympathy : the heart ig
broken while the life is prolonged. Well do I re.
member many such instances of the state of feeling
of our people with regard to this system ; but I re.
member once being called to assist in Dublin a wo.
man who was dying. I climbed up to the wret hed
garret, and found her lying uwpen the bare figor
with not even a little straw under her head, and 1o
covering save the rags she was accusiomed to wear
and walk about in, The woman was past seventy
years of age, and, in her youth, had been well edg-
cated, of respectable parcnts, and in comfortable-
almost wealthy—circurcstances. Her children hag
dropped off, or emigrated, one by one, until, at Jast
this old woman was left alene; and I found hep
lying there, with fever in her veins, dying of stary.
ation and hunger. She was not able toapeak to me
when I entered, and I had to lie down on the floor
to receive her confession. So utter was her destity-
tion, that I protest I had to go outand lock smongst
the neighbors te get a cup of water to "wet her lips

Seeirg her ih such suffering, and finding myself un.
able to relieve her,I ventured fo suggest to her

“You have no oze to take charge of you, and yo{;
are dying ; would it net be betier to let me have
you taken to the workhouse hospital 7’ She leoked
at me, nor will I ever forget that look. T sent for
a priest, and, great God,” she said, “has he no con.
solation te offor me but this! NWo, father; take
back that word!” I was obliged to take it back

and to beg her pardon for having used it. “No: I
can dic here of hunger, without being degraded.” '

Now pnss again into the Catholic Church, She
selects the best, the tenderest, the purest, the holi-
est of her children, and gives them the mission to
minister to the poor. The gentlest hand ; the heart
filled with the tenderness of virgin love for Jesug
Christ; the heart that ,has never been centracted
by one voluntary emotion of self-lave; those who
are of all others most calculated to condole whilst
relieving ; to bind up the wounds of the hears
whilst they raise the languid head., If yon or I to-
morrow were stricken down and aflicted, from wha¢
lips should we wish to hear the words of consola.
tion and of hope, but from the lips of the consc.
crated ones of Jesus Christ? Where could we find
a band more fitted to wipe away the tear upon our
faces than the hand lucked in the spiritual nuptialg
of Jesus Christ ? If wewanted to lean wpen the
sympathy nnd love of a fellow-creature, where will
we find & heart more capable of relieving that want
than the heart that is ecmply of all love, save the
one love of Jesus Christ? Ohl my dear friends,
you have enly to go into any House of Mercy or of
Charity, or any hospital, or to the Sisters of the
Poor, to find this true Christinn mercy. Never will
I forget, some few years ago, whem I was on the
missien in Manchestor, I went out to see the public
buildings, and found amengst them a house of the
Little Sisters of the Poor. They took in aged peo-
ple, who suffered from incurable discases ;—those
whe were stricken dewn and unzble to labor, or
even to beg for themselves. These,~-abandened by
all,—these, the Little Sisters of the Poor lifted ou
from their wretched hovels and brought into their
louse and hospital ; and there they kept them, sur-
rounding them so far as they could, with all the
comforts of home, and making them as happy as
possible. Then they went out in the morning
through the crowded streets of that great city, and
begged a morsel of bread for themselves and the
aged; and they broke their bread and divided it
with the poor. There was one of these nuns—an
English lady—who had beer a grand lady of the
world,—whom I had known as such; splendid in
lier beauty and her accomplishments ; grand in her
family ; surrounded with the worship of the society
in which she moved and over whch she reigned as
a queen : but in the day that she became a Catholic
she gave hewself to God and bheenme & Little Sister
of the Foor; and I found her here ministering
around them and nursing them, an Irishman, over
80 years old—his head, with its silver bair, bowed
down with age, and his mind returning to the me-
morics of his youth, and those hie loved, long since
departed. I spoke to Lim ; and he said to mee: © Ab,
frinr, when I was young and had a family of my
own, I had once a daughter,—my colleen! Geod
Look her from me, and she died in her youth, I
buried her in the grave. I was dying and starving
when ghe''—(he pointed te the young lady.—) “ my
colleen, came out of her grave, She took me in
her arns and brought mehere® The Little Bister
heard him, rod she spoke to me and said, “ What
douvs he say? ¥e is always repeating those words.”
And I was obliged to tell her. ¢« He snys that yon
are his darling—his joy—the light of Lis eyes—his
own colleen, come back from the grave.?

You will sce, accordingly, that it is the Catholic
Church which invests its mercy with the infinite
tenderness that can only exist in the heart con-
secrated fo Ged. With the gentleness that is born
of trie nobility—with all holy, pure and refining
influcnces, does she surround her sick.

Again, charity in the Church of God, like charity
in Jesus Christ, is efficacions. Itisa hard working
ever-toiling charity. It has gone on for nearly two
thousand years, and it has not outgrown itself yet,
nor is it tired, Charity, like that of Him who said
“ My Father worketh even now, and I work.” Tho
Church labors with a charity that never knows old
ago; and she will be just the samoe until the last
day, a5 she has been at any time for the past two
thousand years. The world complnins of her im-
portunity. These sisters come ameng you, every
days bringing home the sick, and appealing to you
to give them the means of supporting these sick
and bealing them. You may say,“ They are always
troubling us ;—always bothering ; always coming
to us in business hours, for money.” Oh, yes!—it ig
o ; ond so they will come, But, consider, if yon
please, that which is to you but the paying ofa
single visit, is to them the business of their lives.
Conm!er if it be troublesome for you to put your
bond into your pocket, or your till, sand givea
dollar once or twice, perhaps, in a year, how much
more troublesome it is-for those poor creatures,
who must go out every day of their lives; for until
the last day of the world's existence, the cnergy of
the Chuich,—the hand of the Church which they
are,—will be as fervent and strong and as energetic
as it was in the days of the Church, when the hand
af god was fresh upon her; because she comesfrom

od, .
Fioally, the work of mercy with.Ged is universal,
and so it is with the Charch. Every form of human
migery, every form of human suffering finds its re-
medy prepared in the Catholic Church, and in her
alone. The father and the mother die, and the
poor orphau child is left alone, the most helpless of
all God's creatures. The orphan sends forth its
wail of misery, and upon that voice of the child not
yet able to speak, the Almighty God hears the com-
plaint; ag the pxophet of old “snid :—* Father and
mother have abandoned me, but Thou nlone, Oh,
Lord, art with mo,” There is no organization ready
to veceive if. There is mo system of organized
charity to take the place of father and mother. The
world makes no contribution for their support.
But the Sister of Charity or the Sister of Mercy
comes and takes that little infant upon her. virgin
bosom, to lier home, moest like te the Virgin Mo-
ther as she boroe the infant from Bethlehem, What
will be the fate of this child; baving no mother, or
father, or u drunken, dissolute father who neglects
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or control him, he rushes out intothestreets,
::r; sfgramongst the sights and sounds of everything
'yile ke grows towards the time when his heart will
respond to the first call of passion, and neither
mind. nor heart hava received the instruction which
will enable him to guide or conirol his teelings.
Who will save that young soul from the pollution
of the world’s example, that young heart from the
destruction of sin? Yes. The Christmn_Brother
comes ; the consecrated nun comes. He is taken
from thosc poisonous streets, where the very atmos-
here is filled with corruption, and brought inte the
house of Ged; there his young eye 18 taught to
Jook upon the beauty of Jesns and Mary, and his
tongue becomes accustomed to the languagg of faith
until educated—a Christian man—he is enabled to
take his place in gociety, to become the blessing
to the nation, and the glery and pride of the Church
of God. The young girl who hus received the fatal
dower of beanty, the young maiden, the perfect
image of all that thould be most pure, and lmma-
culate, and innocent, the young maiden breathing
around her the fragrance and aroms of her virtue,
in the judgment of God more sinned against than
sinning ; driven—forced into the pathsof destruction
Dby the vile, relentless, accursed action of seme demon
that meets her, she has given herself to sin ; and, now
because she was the best of earth’s children, she be-
comes the worst; because she was the purest, she
becomes the most abandoned; the involuntary
glance at her is sin, the very thought of her flashing
across the mind is sin; the nir she brout..hcs she
converts into sin; the touch of her band is pollu-
tion ; the approach to her is destruction and the
curse of God, But touched by divine grace, she
" turns, as Magdalen turned to Jesus Christ, and com-
ing to th confession of the Catholic Church, she
lifts up her despairing hands and voice, and cries
out, “Can there be mercy for one so forgoiten; can
there be purity for one so defiled as 17°  All that
tho world can de for her is what the Pharisecs did
when they gathered up their robes and said, “Go
away ; touch me not, for I am purey” and well
would it be for the world if it had so much grace.
No, there is no remedy for her—po hand can_touch
her without pollution, save one, and that is the
hand of the Church. There was only One in all the
world to whom the Magdalen could come without
defiling Mim; and that was Jesus Christ. The
Pharisces were right; they could do notbing for
her. DBut the moment she came to Him,—the mo-
ment she touched His immaculate flesh,—the mo-
ment her first toar fell upon the foot of Jesus
Christ, — the moment her lips touched it,
that moment Michael, the Archangel, before
the throne of Geod, was not purer than that
woman. One power alone can meet the strick-
en and abandoned one ; one hand alone can lift her
weary head ; one hand alone can_receive lier tears,
and that one bhand in that which touches her
through the Holy Mary, the Virgin; the only ome
that can touch the Magdalen, and in that touch
purify. When the Magdalen arose, He sent her to
the Virgin Mary; and she, the accepted one of God,
the embodiment of all purity, took upen her sacred
Dosom and embraced the penitcat. So it isin the
Church. No matter what the form of misery, no
matter what the form of wretchences or sin, it finds
its remedy awaiting it in the sanctifying power
which'God has given to His Church.

Belold the four great attributes of Christian cha-
rity. Now, one word and 1 have dome. This cha-
rity that is constant, that is compassionatc, that i
efficacious, that is universal, this charity you must
all make your own; and if you de not make it your
own, I can give you no promise of Heaven. I ean
hold out no hepe of God’s everlasting mercy unless
you make that mercy and charity your owun. You
cannot make them your own by yourselves, You
cannot devote yourselves constantly to th'e poor.
Nay, more, you are not worthy to enter into the
ministration direetly nnd personally of the Church's
mercy ; yout arc not holy enough, you are not grand
enough. There (pointing to the Sisiers who were
present), there aro the priestesses of the mercy of
the Church of God. Fill their bands in pity, and
receive them ab all times as Lot received the three
angels of God at the door of his temple; receive
themn as angels of God ; for they are the angels of
your soul, whe will secure the attributes of mercy
for you. Fill their hands, I charge you, that you
may get credit before God ; that you may get credit
for the censtancy and the universality of their
mercy. Then, when the day of your judgment
comes, you slail be astonished, as the Gospel tell
us, at the suddenness of your unexpected salvation ;
you shall be astonished when you find that you have
been clothing, helping, feeding, visiting Jesus
Qhrist all your life; and every single act these nuns
porformed through you, and in your charity, and in
your mercy, will be recorded as & crown of glory to
rest upon your brows forever,
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Bexenicriox or THE Nxw Cartmorie Crurch, RaTn-
guALE,—~Limerick, Sunday, 17th Aug.—The hand-
some new Catholic Church of St. Mary was solemnly
dedicated this (Sunday) morning, the officinting
prelates being the Bishops of Limerick, Ross, and
Galway, who were assisted by & large number of
the clergy of the diocese. The Church stands on
rising ground on the north side of the town, and
adjoins the new and beautiful cemetery The site of
both church and cemetery is part of the munificent
donation of the Magnor family. It is generally ad-
mitted that it is one of the most highly finished
churches in the South of Ireland. The style of
architecture is Gothic, of the 13th century, French
in character, The door is surmounted by a bold
and striking pediment, sver which stands a pedestal
supporting a life-size statne of the Virgin, the gift
of the founder of the church, the Venerable Arch-
doacen O'Shea, P P, V.G. The statue is sur-
mounted by a canopy, nnd stands agrinst the cen-

tral pier of the great west windew of nave. In a.

recess immediately opposite the eatrance door of
tower are large white marble slabs, containing tho
names of donors of special gifta to the church—
thus, the Magnor family, the late Earl of Dunraven,
Viscount Southwell, Mr. Mongell, the O'Hanlon,
Unthank, Reeves, Ferguson, Pigott, Moylan, and
other families. The interior of the church is sin-
gularly beautiful, and the emsemtle most striking
and harmonious.

The thousands of peeple whe crowded into the
town yestecrday evening and this morning, were
greatly disappointed on learning that Archbishop
Manning was prevented, owing to important busi-
ness in his diocese, from attending the ceremonies
of to-day., The ceremonies of consecration was
gone through in exact accordance with the formu-
laciey prescribed for the occasion.

SaLes or Laxp v Ingnanp To Terawts—In the
financial year 1872-73 there were 260 applications
by tensnts to the Irish Roard of Pullic Works for
loans to aid the applicants in the .purchase of their
holdings under the Landlord and Tenants Acts of
1879 and 1872 ; of these 183 were sanc.joned by the
Treasury,and in 137 of these eases the sums allocated
amounting to £78,000, were advanced in the course
of that year. Advances of this nature have been
made (0 315t March, 1873) to 225 tenants. The
holdings purchased Ly them comprised, in all, 15,941
acres ; the annual reuts amounted to £12,304: the
tenement valuation £8,000. Tho amount of the
purchase-money was £222,146, and the _amount ad-
vanced by the Board was £134,549. ‘The holdings
thus purcbased by the tenants comprised 3,091 acres
in the province of Leinster, 4,247 acres in Munster,
937 acres in Connaught, 7,666 acres in Ulster.

Caxscs oF Couxrias WickLow axp Wexeorh —The
census for the province of Leinster iz now eom-
pleted, the volunes for Wexford and Wicklow
huving Leen issued on Satarday. They tell protty
much the srine tale as tho ten preceding volumes,
The population of Wicklow declined from 126,143
in 1841 to 78,697 in 1871; the inhabited heusca
from 19,210 to 14,11T. The number of houscs un-
inhabited wag nearly the same at both epochs, being
66+ and 625, while the number in progress of eree-
tior was 57 and 4Y, In Wexford the population
has declined from 262,033 to 132,6G6, and the in-
habited houses from 129,524 to 24,982, The unin-
habited houses at the two solected cpochs were
1,168 and 495 ; the houses in course of erection 103
and 38. The number of people to each house was
6 in 1841, and a fractien above 5 in 1871.—
Irishman.

A boat, cer-
tainly of a very remote age, and, porhaps, once the
property of oue of our faithful kings of old, was dis-
covered lying at about two-and-a-half perches from
Chro Enais, remarkable in history as being the place
where many a warrior bold and many & royal hero
breathed his last. Here it was that Malachi, after
the death of Drian, resided, and died in December,
A.D. 1022, The boat is fully thirty-cight feet in
length ; its greatest width being two feet four inohes.
It is beauntifully carved frem ono grens beam of
Irisk black oak, there being not even a gunwalc
attached, and is of an elegant shape. The boat was
evidently scuttled, as there are four square heles in
her bottom ; might it not be in this boat that Tar-
gosius was drowned ? The onk is still very round.
Mr. M, Koena takes the greatest care of her, as she
may be associuted with the good time of a thousand
years age.”

S1NGULAR ACOIEST oX & Ramway.— An extraor-
dinary railway accident has occurred at the villago
of Newtownforbes, about thres miles from Long-
ford.

GREAT BRITAIN,

Gavasutees, — The Church of Our Lady aud S,
Andrews was re-npened on Sunday, the 3rd Aug.,
for public worslip after being extended and com-
pleted. The clhurch is now a very noble and beau.
tiful structure, and perhaps the finest specimen of
modern architecture in the sonth of Scotland. The
greater portion of the building was erveted in 185,
from desizns by Mr, W, Waurdell, and was built by
the late Mr. Swmith, of Darnick. 1% remained in an
unfinished state until the beginning of last year,
when, through the munificenes of the Inte Mr. Hope
Scott, of Abbotsford, it wns resolved to have the
church finished. Plans, in harmony with the original
design, were prepared by Mr, Goldie, architeet, Lon.
don, and Messtx, . Hall and Sons, builders, Gala-
shiels, have finished the building contract.  Under
the first plan, a hieavy pediment and bttresses wore
carried along the sides, which, while relieving the
unbroken continuity of the walls, imparted strength
and security to the whote building.  Advantage wos
taken of the space between the buttresses for the
formation of a series of small side chapels, which
ara used for confessionals, baptistries, and lesser
altars. These chapcls are lighted up by circular
trilights, and 2 series of pointed windows over the
buttrosses lighted the main body of the church.—
Octagonal towers rise fram each corner to the same
height as the churchitself. The towers are built in
beautiful proportions, and form a pleasing featuro of
the elevation. Asa whole it is imvosing, and fac-
ing as it does across the river and along Market-
street, it is & very striking object indeed, The front
clovation and all along the sides is decorated with a
series of beautiful sculjptured fizures. 'The new ad-
ditien internally coutains a fine organ gallery snp-
perted across the breadth of the church, Itisof
white stone and supported on three arches, with a
stone railing of traced work and substantial coping,
The high altar is a imagnificent work of art, ns are
also some of the lcssar altars in the side chapels.—
The high altar railing iy a work of beautiful design
and excsllent workmanship, The scalptures insido
the church are beautifnily execoted. The roof is of
open wood and very lofty.  Mr. Earp, of London,
executed the latter senlpture, and Mr. Currie, of
Darnick, did some of the altar and pulpit work —
The opening services were conducted with all the
solemnity and circumstanaes of the Catholie ritual
by the Right Rev. Dr. Strain, Bishop of Abila and
Yicar Apostolic of the castern district ; arsisted by
Fathers Thomas Williamsen, S.J., of Edinburph,
and by Father Foxwell, who preached in the morn-
ing snd nfternoon. Atlifigh Mass Haydu's Imperial
Masg, No, 3, was performed, and Beethoven's Alle-
luia Chorus. Vespera were sung st four o'clock by
the choir of the Sacred Heart Church, Lauriston.
streot, Edinburgh, assisted by » full orrhestra. We
may add that & valuable painting by Westall, of the
Adoration of the Shepherds, hangs over the side en-
trance. The congregation have not as yet succeed-
ed in getting an organ, and the front elevation iz,
in the interim, filled in with common glass, but the
acquisition of a suitable organ and an appropriate
stained window are both contemplated.

Such aspersions en the vivilizatlon of Britous have
been unsparingly ridiculed by our smartest writers ;
but just another casc has cropped up to ghow that
 men "—there is no other name for the genus—io
transfer their wives, for n momentary consideration,
to the keeping of their fellows, low and brutal as
themselves, The leading facts of this savagoe usage
may be traced in the case of Robert Earle, a labourer,
at the ripe age of 53 ycars, who has been sentenced
by Mr. Baron Cleasby * for aiding and abetting kis
wife, Mary Anne, a woman of 42, in the commission
of tho crime of bigamy.” The prisoner was present
at the second * marriage” of his wife, in & registrar’s
office, and actually performed the ceremony of giving
her away. The spurious hushaed contrived to es-
capo apprehensien, but the spiritless boor, Earle, has
been sentenced te two months’ imprigonment with
hard labor. The practice dates from Pagan Saxon
times, when almost every crime could be commuted
by a fine, and, no doubt, the passing of money is
regarded as a guarantee that no legal proceedings
will be taken against the bigamists. In pre.Re-
formation " times much was done towards raising up
the abject and brutal class, $o which Earle belongs,
to the purity of Christian lifo. Thie case might
serve to remind tho demonstrators of Exetsr Hall
and elsowhere how utterly neglected that duty now
is. They need not go to Africa in search of heath-
ens; and they would seek in vain in Popish Ire-
land, which they subscribe to “cvangelise,” for auch
outrages on Christian civilization a8 this which has
Jjust been unearthed in the respectable town of Nor-
wich. If future French essayists will onl_y‘ con-
descend to leave out gich meaR accessories as
Smithfield, ¥ porterrbierdf the eternal * bouledegue,”
and the halter round the wife's neck, they may
claim that the present exception proves tho ol rale
in the lowest section of the rural population,
despite the one or moro well cndowed “churches”
whose architectural proportions adorn each parish,
without attracting the people to cross their threshold.

Sundny, the 10th August, will be long remembered
by the Catholics of Poplar as a day of specialidevo-
tion and solemnity, and Catholics generaBy will re-
joice that their holy Faith is making such pregress
at that extromity of London. In Poplar (as in fact
thronghout the entire metropolis) the natives of
Erin act 25 missionary laborers under the leadership
of their priests, and to these exiles may be, atiri-
buted the extonaion of the Old Paith smengst the
English people. An edifying sight was withesscd
at the Catholioc Church‘of Poplar during eu'.‘Hy,F Mass
when the members.of . the Holy Family Confrator-
nity approached the Lord’s Table to tho number of
250 men and 300 women, evincing in their demer-
nor tho wtoost devotion and weverence. The band
of sommmunicants eempriged the mest influenjial as
wetl ag the poerest inhabitants of Poplar. At sloven
o'cleck High Mass was offered up with a bsqutiful

(Vice-President of the English College, Lisbon),
acted as deaeon, and the Rev, Thomas Davis as sul-
dencon, After the first gospel, the Very Rev, Dr.
Duckett preached to the crowded congregatien pre-
sent. He said that it was remarkable how diffcrent
were the ways of God fromn these of man. When
tuen wanted to induce their fellow men to form in
some Scheme, or to become their partisans, they tell
them that by deing so they will attain werldly pfos-
perity and honor. Christ, the Eternal Wisdom,
made a very differcnt promise to those whom e
invited to follow Him, viz, “ He that will be My
disciple must deny himself, must suffer persecution.
I came not to bring peace, but the sword—iollow
Me and you will have to encounter suffering, perse-
cution, even death itself” Great God! and were
these the promises which the Suviour halds forth to
induce mankind to tread in 1lis steps—to follow
His doctrine?  Again, it ix strange that ro matter
how attractive may be the prowmises of men, no mat-
ter how wiscly construed all human schemes may
Ue, invariably do they all fall threugh; men fail
and their systems die away; but Christinnity in the
present day, after 1800 years of persceution, stunds
as firm ns the Rock on which it is built, In spite
of the swortd or persecution to death, the religion of
Christ still rvigrs upon thig carth. Uh, how dif-
ferent are ti:c ways of God frora the ways of men!
In the carly ages whilst the Church was weak,
whilst the Apostles were few, and the power of the
werld was strong, ene would have expected that the
Alnighty would have preserved Ilis Disciples from
bodily harm, at least at so nutried a period of the
Cburch's Listory, But such was not the wisdom of
God. For the first 300 vears the Apostles and their
successors were hunted like wild beasts, and com-
pelled te hide themselves from the light of day, ag
if they were not fit to mix with their fellow men;
thoy were taken to the Noman Amphitheatre, and
savaze snimals were set upon them, and tore them
to pieces, and every forture that a tiendish ingenuity
could devise wag intlicted on them, DBut with all
this, the Charch still kept on guining ground, and,
as Tertulliun says: “ The Blood of tlie martyrs was
the seed of Saints.” 'U'o day the Church called Liee
fore them one of the noblest herdes of these priwi-
tive times, The name of S. Lawrence was suggestive
of & heraisu, such a3 the world knew not. It was
found in the Chuich alone, and it wag only Ged,
who could give power to suffer as 8. Lawrence did.
Nero persecuted the early Christinng, and its two
pillars 85, Peter and Paul senled and eemented the
Infant Church with their blood, Trajan persecuted
the Chureh, and 8. Felicitax offered her seven little
children as martyrs for the Faith. Docius came
uext as the author of the Seventh Persecntion of the
Christians, and their blood (lowed like water in civi-
lised Rome and Lyoms. It was thought that a
breathing-time of pence came under Falevian, but
Macrinug, a wicked man, told Valerian, who had
prefessed & friendly dispesition towards the Chris-
tians, that he would not prosper in his war against
tho Persiuns unloss ho persectited the Churell,  Va-
lerian followed the wicked advice, and S, Sixtus 11,
who was then Pope, was led to martycdom, A wail
of sorrow wns heard from the Popes faithfol Dea-
con, S. Lawrance, and Sixtus prophesied that his
beloved friend would fellow him in three days, The
event verificd the prediction, for three duys after
the death of Christs Vicar, S, Lawrence way mar-
tyred.

It wes licaded
by three old soldiers who had served under the First
Empire, walking abreast, one of them, within three
yoars of & contenarian, bearing the French tricolor;

childrem by the hand; and lastly came about 40
youths with armlets inscribed # La Jeunesse
Frangaise,” preceded by & banner of green watered
silk, with gold fringe, and an inseription, “ La
Jeunesse Frangaise au Prince Louis Napeleon, 15th
Aouf, 1873." The first demonstration was madoe
wken the young Prince and the Empress, accom-
panied by Duc d’Alba and General Ney, drove on to
the commen, Here they wercreeeived with cries of
% Vive I Empereur,” and the young Prince acknowledg-
ed the compliment by lifting his bat and bowing to
the crowd. The little church was crowded with
about 150 occupants, and & similar pumber stood
out in the churchyard listening to the service, for
which a special mass had been composed by Mr.
Griffiths, the organist, The sermon was preached
by Father Goddard, in French. Slowly the con-
gregation dispersed, giving a long look to the tomb
of Napoleon III., on which were laid garlands of
flowerd and appropsiate mottoes:—“ A Napoleon le
magnanime,” ¢ Homage & Napoleon,” “ L'Empereur
notre pero—Fontainebleau” &c.

Poor maug, could we but read
his inmost thoughts, could we but participate
in his feelings when his mind runs back to the
first futal moment of his mad rebellion, we
might then fathom the depth of his present
misfortune. Poor erratic gentlemen let us
pity his condition and hope that erc his eyes
are closed in death they will have opened to
the grandeur of the truth his present moral
insanity has led bim to assail.

Befors quitting the subject, T would wish
to protest against the want of courtesy towards
Catholics shewn by certain Canadian Journals.
They profess to be public Journals, they seck
suppors from Catholics and Protestants like,
they maintain that they represent public opin-
jon, notably the opinion of their subseribers,
and yot, when some member of the Catholic
Church, from motives of passion or interest,
attacks the dogmas and diseipline of that
Chureh, he is immediately cheered by these
Journuls and cucouraged in his obstinacy by
every means in their power. Irejudice so
blinds these editors that they cannot see how
disgusting their conduct appears to their Cuth-
olic supporters. We Catholics are sufliciently
educated, sufficiently intelligent to understand
thoroughly the diseipline of our Church, and
recognising -its value, we submit to it with
cheerfulness, We are not at all afraid of
« priestly wiles, Jesuitism,” and all the other
phantasmagoria of Protestant imaginations, and

are o8 little likely to submit to deception
whether religious or political as any other por-
tion of the human race. Having implicit con-
fidence in the future of our Church we can
only view with contempt the very uneourteous,
not to say impertinent suggestions of half edu-
cated scribblers as to what should be, and
should not be, the doctrine and discipline of
the Catholie Chureh, ,

Internal dissensions very frequently occur
between Protestant sccts; Rev. Mr, A, is at
loggerheads with his Bishop, Rov. Mr. B. is
quarrelling with his congregation; but we
never hear of €atholic Journals championing
the cause of one side or the other, e never
kear of Catholic meetings to raise funds to
support the Rev. Mr. A. in his rebellion
against his Bishop, er to pass a vote of sym-
pathy with Rev. Mr. B. in his difficulty with
his flock, We are above such conduct, we
eonsider it an offence against the common po-
liteness that should exist between man snd
man, It is about time that Catholics should
insist on being properly respected by Journals
to whom they contribute a large pecuniary
support. Of course, from fanatical organs like
the Witnsss we could expect neither courtesy
nor politencss, but I must say that the frequent
artieles and reviews in favor of Mr. Desaulles's
insane attack on the Hierarchy of Canada,
which have from time to time appeared in the
columas of the Montreal Hernld, are not at all
what the Catholies of Montreal would expest
from a Journal of the respectability and pre-
tensions of the Herald,

A GREAT TEMPERANCE APOSTLE.

PATEER STAFFORD, OF LINDSAY, CANADA.~~HIS GREAT
WORK——HI3 YIEW OF PROEIBITION—NIS TEMPERANCE
SOCIRTY—IMPORTANT STATEMENYE A8 TO ALCOHOL
BRING A MEDICINE, KTC.

When in Lindsay, frora which town I wrote my
last letter, X paid a visit to Father Stafforq, for the
purpose of laying beforo the readers of Tuz PiLor
the views of this great temperance priest on
various temperance mattera, These views will
be found below and will prove interesting,
especially what he rays on the prohibition
question, the working of his temperance society,
and on alcohoi ag a medicine. Onthe latter subject
his remarks are very important, and well worthy of
consideration,

When I arrived at his residence, and after I had
sat down to wait for Father Stafford, I had time to
glance around the room. The first thing that
caught my eye way the splended chromo likeness of
Father Burke, which, likewise, decorates the walls
of PiLor subscribers, and on the table was lving a
volume of the great Dominican's lectures and ser-
mons. There was also anotler portrait of Father
Burke in the room ; indeed, there was a profusion
of pictures whicli made the place leok cheerful.
But what particularly showed the excellence of this
reverend prieat was & number of the latest news-
papers which were lying about, among which, no
donbt, was Tue PiLor, (as Father Stafford is a sub-
scriber, and an admirer of this paper), but before 1
could sce, in stepped the reverend gentleman.

Let me describe this great temperance apostle.
In height he is not under six feet, and is slightlv
stouter in proportion, having altogether a command-
ing form, to which is superadded & countenance to
Larmonize, His tovte ensemlle is indecd that of o
man in whom seem united the qualities of firmness
an encrgy. And his actions are well endorsed by
his appearance, as his labors in the cause of femper-
ance, cducation and religion, generally testify in an
ample degree.

After some time in speaking over other uninter-
csting matiers, I unfolded to himu the object of my
vizit, nnd the following conversatian ensued :

Jar Kay—Let me hear, in particular, Father,
your views on prohibition,

Faruer Starronn—My views on prohibition are
these: I strongly advocate the measure, but it
must be a stringent prohibitien, no half attempt
bat a wholesale prohibition. Now prohibition las
never been rightly attempted, and it is not right to
jmdge of it from the little expérience that we have
had. To have prohibition successful in Cnnada,
it must first be in force im Great Britain,
Ireland, and the TUnited B8tntes, for as long
as it is manufactured in those places, so sure will it
find its way along with other importations from those
countries. The manufactare should be suppressed
as well as the sale.

Jay Kavy—But you can scarcely hope for prohibi-
tion in England, in view ofthe strong liquorintereat
there. '

FatuEn Starrorp—That i3 so. The people of
England are beginning to find out that they are
controlled by the liguor sellers and manufacturers.
They are just waking to the knowledge of this fact
and they begin to ask themselver: Is it truc that
tho prosperity of our country is baged on one of the
worst causes of its wickenness 7 is it true that our
riches are the (ruits of our vices 2" The statistics
show that the liquor trade is the great staple of
England's wealth, Let the people get alive to this
fact And probibition will follow. As I said, this
prohibition must be wholesale. Even this local
prohibition, that has been tried, even it was not
true prohibition, for liquor is sold in drug shops as
nedicine, Let it not be sold as medicine, let it be
boanned altogether. Let probibition be perfect. As
to Alcohol Being a Mcdivine.

Here is my experience, Themostscientific medi-

cal men that I know, the men that rank high in
their profession, do not prescribe it, but those of the
lowest class aro sure to do so. Tbhis is my gene-
ol experience. Look at the declaration signed by
all the leading pbysicians of Montreal against
alcoliol being used as a medicine, The Englizh
pbysicians have done the same; so have others,
and the use of alcoliol as a medicine is a false idea
now getting exploded. DBesides, during sickness it
is far easier to contract the habit of drinking on
account of the low state and weakness of the system,
Then if nlcohol Le injurious, and beas much a poison
as it is anything clse, and if it bs not an article of
diet, the civil government should deal with it as
they deal with other injurious articles of eating and
drinking, such as diseascd meats, and g0 forth, and
totally prohibit it a8 & medicine; for why should
they risk the incalculable barm that it produces for
the doubtful good (at best doubtful, as has leen
shown) that it may effect. Let prohibition be uni-
versal, let it be perfect, and then it will succeed.
Javy Kay—Oa what plan is your temaperanco
society organized, and what are your means to work
with ?
Farger Starrorp—Every one who takes the pledge
against dripking must take the pledge to keep
others from doing so—to L¢ an agent in the cause.
This i3 the great secrot of success—agency. Men,
women and children all work ; all must be active,
and use their influence te chase away drink, and
bring in others. We have no officers, no meetings,
no speeches, but by each one taking the pledge to
wark as well as to abstain, we achicve success. The
pledge extends lilcewise to sucl drinks as soda water.
No drink allowed bat water, and tea, cofiee, and such
as are used to destroy thivst, There is no drink
like water to do thig, and we sallow no drinking for
pure pleasure. Bub in Lindsay we have the best of
water,

Jay Kay—You are very strict, Father.

Farnen StarForp—Yes, and what's more, we are
somewhat proscriptive. To discountenance drunk-
ards we are ro. ‘We are proscriptive against themn,
as our members generally do not employ them in
business or trade, and try to have nothing todo with
them in any capacity., We proscribe them for their
vice, These arcthe methods by which we work,
and which have been found successful,

The above is in substance an nceount of the Rev-
erend gentleman’s remarks.  That his plan of pro-
moting temperance has been successful is well
known, and thercfore descrves to Lo well considered.
1t is & plun which has given this noble priest the
power to boast that Lis whole people “drick no
whiskey.” By it hebus so far benefitted his flock
that from being over a halt of the prisoners in the
county goal n few years ago, the Catholic prisoners

Cat_holigs_, too, have wonderfully increased their pros.
perity since his advent among them,as I know from
the many accounts that I have received from people
living in the Jocality, and thercfore it is no wonder
that they can build a fine convent, fine schools, and
that they can give in return to the noble pastor who
has donq 50 well by them a residence which cogt
$12,500 ingold. Yet Father Stafford’s mission in
Lindsay bas extended over a period of five years
only, in which short space of time he has wrought
all this good by total abstinence in his flock. In
Lindsay town I have noticed that the property
owners are chiefly of our element, the leading pro.
prieter being & Mr, Keenan, an rish Catholic,
Teking & tun through the surrounding country
where the Catholic population dwelt, fine farms ang
noble dwellings testified the prosperity that reigned
amongst them, and everything bore the sign of g
kappy people,

MOXNSIEUR 8. MAZURETTE

SUTNENT FRBXNCH SOLO PLANIST, POPULSR GOMPO3ZR ANB
BARITONE VOCALIST.

Mons. Marzurette is descended from a French
Canadian family, his parents being natives of the
city of Montreal, where the subject of this skeich
was born. Here he first showed that remarkable
talent for music, Lotk voeal and instrumental, which
has since been the means of making him known as
one of the first solo-pianists and baritene vocalists
now before the public. At any early age}zia parents
placed him under the immediate instruction of the
great maestro, M. Paul Letondal, of Montrealformerly
of the Couservatory of Music, Paris, under whose
able tutilage he remained for eight years, at t'he en_d
of which time he rcceived a diploma frora this emi-
nent Profeszor.

While y.t studying in Montreal, Mazurette, for
five years, filled the impertant position of soprano
soloist in the great French Cathedral of Notre Dame,
one of the largest Cathedrals in the country, and
which is cverywhere noted for the excellence of its
music. While bolding this position it was the sub-
ject of much flattering remark—the euse with which
be sang to @ F " above the stafl, something which but
few, if any, male sopranes ever before did. While
with Mons. Letondal, Mazurette tock past, both as
vocalist and pianist, in many public concerts, and
was on each appcarance received with such degrees
of favor as would have been satisfying to]the great-
est of artisies, . .

Upou Mong. Mazurette deciding to go to Paris, he
was publicly presented by his fricnds in Montr.eal,
with an elegrnt gold medal; also with a berutiful
Maltess Cross, inscribed as follows : “To Mons.
Mazurette, First Pianist of Canada.” On his way to
New York, from which city he was to aait for TaRris,
be gave a few grand concerts in some of the large
citiez of the Union, and on every occaston Was re-
ceived with the greatest enthusinsm.

On his last appearance in Butfalo, New York, his
new.made friends in that city presented him with a
beautifully wrought and appropriately insurihc‘d
gold medal a5  token of their apprecistion of his
superior talenis as a pisnist,

While in Paris, Mons. Mazurette was under the
instruction of the eminent composer and pimist,
Jscques Merr, from whom he finally received a
diplomn, as did he also from M. Edouard Battiste, the
great organist of St, Rustache Church.  After taking
a leading part in several concerts in Paris, where he
reccived the unquaiified praise of such papers as
L Art Musieale and Figaro, he, during the summer of
1870, returned to his native city of Montreal. His
zeturn here was made the occasion of a public din-
ner ; and his re-appuarance was logked upon as an
epoch in the musical history of this city.

It wis during his return voyage that Mazaretie
composed his colebrated variationson  Home Sweet
Tlome,” which all unite in saying is onc of the most
brilliant apd wonderful compositions which evor
chme from the brain of apy composer. They repre-
sent, ot imitate, waves in a storm, and are so trac
to nature that it requires but little imagination on
the part of the listeners to believe themselves on
ship-board during a storm at sea, Monateur Mazu-
rette usually plays this remarkabls composition in
his concerts, and it is always received with ua-
bounded applause,

He has been offered, and refused, five hundred
dollars tor this grand picce of musical brain-worlk.

Shortly after his return to Montresl he gave a
grand concert in St. Patrick’s Hall, where he met
with such an ovation as is but seldom accorded to
any artiste, The success of his re-appcarance in
this city soon reached the large cities of the Middle
and New England States, from which he reccived
many nrgent and flattering invitations to pay them
avisit. His reception during this brief New Eng-
Innd tour was all the most ambitious artist could
ask or expect.  Mazurctte is next heard from in Chi-
oago, in which city he took a leading part in the
Inst concerts given in Farwell Hall previous to the
great fire October, 1871, Immedintely followiug

- " FRANCE.

" The reconciliation, after a seperation of forty-
three years between the two branches of the
Bourbon family is the great event of the day.
The grandson of Charles X, and the grandson

_of Louis Philippe fraternizing, and, no. doubt
" dotermined to forget past fouds and divisiens,
and act in-concert—for otherwise their meeting
would be quite an unnecessary one—caused a
great sensation all over the country. Will the
Legitimists and Orleanists follow their exam-
le? is the important question; and if they
de, and that in an appeal made to the country
the Count de @hambord or the Count de Paris
is elected, will the Royalists all accept the deci-
sion, or will they let the Chamber 2lonc decide
who is to be king, and on what terms? Wiil
the Chamber whose members were clected by
universal suffrage, cripple that terrible instru-
ment, or set it aside oltogether? Then, if it
is” simply consulted, and that the Imperial
Prinse or a President of the Republic has the
majority, will the Royalists accept the will of
" the natien? YVhether, in fact, a democratic
and social Republic, a moderate Republic,
Henry V. (Count de Chambord), or Louis
Philipe I1. (Count of Paris), or Napeleon IV.
(Prince Imperial), is to rule the destinies of
the nation, is a question that cannot he easily
solved now. Hach party and sovercign has ijts
adherents, and conciliation among them seems
quite impossible ; and at this time, when there
is a dearth of men of talent and genius, it is
difficult to imagine that any Government could
swcceed without the assistance of some of the
few great men remaining, and, besides, have
them for adversaries, The geniusof Napoleon
I. and his mighty achievements won over many
of the Ultra-Republicans and part of the
moblesse ; but what sovereign in our prosaic
_ times could hope to bring round his throne
" men who had upsct that of his ancestors? If
the Legitimist Sovereign reigns, will we hope
$o make the venerable but antiquated principle
of « divine right of kings "’ accepted by those
who consider that sovereignty resides in the
people, and that, as in Louis Philippe’s case,
the sovercign is only the delegate ofthe nation,
Thiers the Minister of the son of the Duchess
of Berry, Jules Fayre Ambassador from the
eourt of Louis Philippe II., Gambetta Prime
Minister of Napoleon IV., &2.? Sach-nre the
strange and impossible reconciliations, and the
difficultics for the present of establishing amy
dynasty er electing any sovereign. Under
such cenflicting opinions, and 50 many pretend-
ers, when the nation isstill excited and troubled
by the late war, and when the cnemies of order
and seeiety are labouring to undermine gevern-
ments of all kinds, it would be dangerowns to
precipitate things, and endeavour to give the
nation what it wants, a pormanent form of
government, whether it be a thorne or a ropub-
lic,—F'resman,

Trog CoMTE DE CHAMBORD AND CoONaTI-
TUTIONAL MONARCHY.—Most of the English
papers are bent upon persuading the world that
the €omte de Chamberd om the throme of
France is totally incompatible with anything
like modern institutions, whieh iz about as
gensible as the declaration that the success of
Don Carlos in Sp«in means nothing less than
re-establishment of the Inquisition. The eor-
respondent of the Standard in Paris tells us
that * alonc among Legitimist papers, the Ga-
szette de France tells us that if’ the Comte de
Chamberd becomes king, he will concede the
guarantees of representative govermment, civil
and religious liberty,” the ““control of two
Chambers,” and ‘¢ universal suffrage honestly
practised.” The writer proceeds to say thad
if the Prince ¢ puts his Land to an instrument
specifying ail this, well and good ;” but this
would be ¢ totally ineonsistent with his lotters
to the Pope, Mgr. Dupanloup, and M. Caze-
pove de Pradine.” Unfortunately for this
theory the Prince has already put his kand to
something very like it; and, to establish this,
we eannet do hetter than cite the Pall Mall
Gazette, an impartial witness. The Paris eor-
respondent of that paper quotes the Comio de
Ohambord, writing thus in May, 1871: “It ia
said that I intend to demand unlimited powar.
Would to Ged that such power had not been
ge lightly aceorded to these who in stormy
times presented themselves as saviours, What
I demand is to labor at the regeneration of the
country.” And in July of the same yeart « I
am, and desire to be, of mytime;"” and: “ God
aseisting me, we will found tegether, on broad
bases of administration, deceniralization, and
loeal franchise, a Government in confermity
with the wants of the country.”” And in July
of the same year: “I am, and desire to be, of
my time ;" and: “ God assisting me, we will
found together on broad bases of administra-
tion, decentralization, and local f{ranchiso,
& Government in conformity with the wants
of the country.” And as regards the
Legislative power, he wrote in 1871 :—* We
shall give, av a guarantee for that public
liberty every Christian people has a right te
the control of two Qhambers,”” And in 1859:
¢ Full liberty for the Church in spiritual af-
fairs; sovereign independence of tho State in
temporal matters.” With the exception of
universal suffrage, for which ¢ a broad basis of
local franchise” is substitiited, the programme
is very like that which the Standard corre-
spondent thinks would be so0 incensistent with
the Comte de Chambord's correspondence.—
Only it happens to be extracted from his. cor-
respondence,

Now that France has it in her power really
to choose, solemnly aud calmly, who and what
ghall constitute her future Government, she
tures to the last living representative of her
ancient kings, The representative has, we

tejoise te hear, consented to receive his erown

froea the hands of her delegates, thus happily
blending the jus Aumanum with the yxe divinum,
From the well known character of Henri Cing,
it is not toe xaush $e susert that the prestigs of
the conniry will be ably maintained by him,

and her ancient character-vindicated -among
the nations of Europe as . the .defender of re-
ligion, the mainstay ef Society; and the terrer
of the spoilers and persecutors who have so
long acted ai if the arm of Divine Justice
would fer ever delay the punishment and retribu-
tion due to all rulers, princes, and people who
act like Noro and Julian, and who dare to in-
sult God. . '

.. We think the Princos of the Houso of Or-
leans have skown themselyes sincerely anxious
to heal the weunds of their country im the
only possible manner. They have sacrificed
ambition, and have fully realized the hopes
‘to which they gave birth by their attendance
at the expiafery gervices in the early part of
last year. Henceforth their influence will be
lent to tho legitimate momarch, amd for the
first timo since the Revolution, will Feance be
governed by a king who is at peace with every
member of his family. It will be seen in No-
vember that tho Red Flag. has lost its terrors,
and before the present year has gone to join
its precursors, the white flag and the goldes
lilics may be floating over the walls of the
palace of the King of Franee.—Catholic Opin-
son, -
The Patric states that a new Republican
manifesto is e be issued, The members of the
Republican Left had a meeting last week with
M. Jules Simon to consider the action of the
Monarchists, It was decided that a sort of
meworandum should be- published denouncing
what are called the Menarchical intrigues, and
explaining afresh the programme of tho Left;
but as it is necossary to aveid alarmiag public
opinion in regard to Radicalism, this manifeste
will be relatively moderate. What will be
specially insisted on is, that no ene should be
permitted to decide on the fate of France with-
out consulting the country,

From a leader in the 7vmes—the weather-
cock which imdicates the diroction taken by the
popularis aura—we take the following passage
which confirms all that we have stated with re-
gard to the probable restoration ef Henri
Cing:—*¢ Wkat Frenchmen, of ail people in
the werld, are mow found to say is that all Re-
volutions have dene them ne good, and that it
i8 time to make an end of them, They urge
that, since their first great insurrection against
Legitimate Sovereignty, they have never had a
generation of peace, and that they are still as
far as ever from agreemert or tranquillity.—
They propose, therefore, to return to the point
from which they started, and ence more to take
a King whese title shall rest on something
above or beyond that pepular voice by which
Sovereigas have since hoen made and unmade.”
The most noticeable feature in, and the streng-
est guarantee for the stability of, the restored
monarchy is to be found in the fack that it
will be established en the unassailable founda-
tion of tho union between hereditary right and
popular election, As we have said in another
place, shis happy weien will give te the new
French monarchy a strength which it could
never possibly pessess from ¢ Bivine right”
alono, hewever morally inexpugnable that claim
may be.—Catholic Opinien.

SPAIN.

Plaicly speaking, and with every desire to
see the overthrow of the so-called Spanish Re-
public, wo must admit that the chances are by
no means certainly against the Republicans,
and that in faot it is probable that, as things
have turped out, the insurrcetion of the Reds
has been an oocurrence rather Imeky for them
than tho reverse. For the firat time xince the
proclamatien of ihe Federal Republie, the
rulers at Madrid seem to have found an army
willing to fight and to obey orders, In Cata-
lonia, 1t is poesible that nearly as many Re-
publican officers have been killed by their ewn
soldiers as by the Carlists, and as for the idea
that the Army of the North could be brought
to fire upon the  people,” it was too extrava-
gant to be entertained for a moment. Just the
contrary has takem place in the South. The
troops havo recovered the old habit of disci-
pline, they salute their officers instead of shoot-
ing them, and instead of fraternizing with the
¢« paople,”’ thoy have boem bembarding, fusil-
lading, -bayoneting, and barricade-storming,
with ao utter indifference to the ¢ poople's”
sensibilities, ¢ worthy” in the indignant lan-
guage of citizen Roque Barcia, ‘ of Versaillese
and net of heroes of liberty.” At the same
time, judging from the simultaneousness of the
operations against so many great imsurgent
cities, there must be a very large force indeed
of these re-disciplined troops of all branches,
regulars, constabulary, marines and veterams,
Beyond a doubt, thenm, as soon as ever the
South is pacified, the Carlista will be obliged
to try conclusions with a species of opponents
very different from the broken marauders whe
have recently afforded occasions for Carliat
vietories, The inactivity ef the northern
troops, the constant retreats of General Sanchez
Bregua, are closely allied with the strategy
which we desoribe,. The ten or twelve thou-
sand Republican troops in the north have re.
ceived ordera to aveid hostilities until they ean
be joined by double or treble this strength un.
der Generals Campos and Pavia. It is evident
then that the Carlist strategists and erganizers
have not an instant to lose. If they do mot
forco the hand of the Mudrid Government bo.
fore President Salmeron sand company are
ready, we must candidly say that the present
year at any rate is oot likely to see Don Carlos
in the Palace of the Escurial.— ZTablsi.
SamaLrs—The following description of ths person-
nel of tho renowned Carlist leader, Gen. Saballs, is
given by the New York Ilerald correspondent, and
Taay not prove uninterosting at the preseni jume-
ture :—“ I was somewhat surprized at thoappearamce
aud manner of the celebrated leader. Hoe has not at
all the flerce look his photographs give him, but
quite a jovial, pleasant expression, notwithatanding
hiz lean, brown face and long whits moustacke
combed across his sunken choeks, with, one might
milicionsly fmagine, an evident desire to look as
terrible:ns possible.  His ayes:are bluser light grey,
and their pleasant fwinkle {mpressed me at once
with the idea thad- he was neb snch o bad fellow
after all, The first goed shance I get I walked wp
‘and salubed him in Frenoh, which he apeaks like a

-hative, without a- particle of foreign-accent -that: E
could discover. - He shook me warmly by the bard,
‘'and immediately inquired if I could give him any
mews of his family. I was happyte be uble to do
80, having the honour of knowing Mdme. Saballs
and his daughters at Perpignan, He remarked that
ho had had no news from his wife for months, and
had been much distressed on hearing .that she had
been expelled {rem Perpignan. . I explained that it
was an idle rumour, based, however,: upon the fact
that the so-called Republican party - weuld gladly
have expelled Madame and her children from France
if they could, and that possibly seme steps were
taken to that end. He said he. was delighted to
hear the report was not true. He then asked, ¢ What
news do you bring? We seldom have any.! I gave
him the latest I had from France and Navarre, two
“or three weeks old, more orless. He inguired H1I

purposed staying with the Prince or returning to
Perpignan; to which I 'replied that I expect-
ed soober or later to return 'to Perpignan,

and . would be only %o lappy to carry a
letter or message to Madame. He laughed and said,
with an emphatic ned or two, ‘I believe my wife

knows I have no time to write letters; but if you

see her, do me the favour {o say you found me and

my son (pointiug to a youth who sat near him on

horseback, listening attentively) quite well, tbaok

God.! At this point of our convergation an. officer

interrupted us to deliver a message to the General,

who saluted me with & bow and a pleasant smile,

and rode away, followed by his staff. In persenal

appearance Saballs is a man of about fifty-five, tall

and thin, with a peculiatly wiry, hardy air about

him. He dresses entirely, or nearly so, in scarlst,

and wears leng riding boots with heavy spurs. On

his breast are ten- or & dozen crosses and medals, and

one very large, handsome decoration, albout as big

as & saucer, His chief of etaff, Don Filipe de

Sabater, and his gon, wear the same showy style of

uniorm, but the decorations have not as yet been

hung upon their youthful breasts.”

A correspondent of the Fvening Standurd, writing
from the Carlist camp at Navarre, thus alludes to
the emblem which the soldiers of Charles VII. wenr
upon their breasts. * Another sign that struck me
much was a bieeding henrt embroidered on a small
scrap of cloth, and scwn on the left brensts of nearly
all on the ground. Inside this embroidered patch
is written in Spanish— Stop (ccase) the Heart of
Jesus is hero; defend me, Jesusl'” The writer is
correct in tracing this pious custom back tothe war
in La Vendee, in which the gallant Breton peasant
soldiers songht protection from that Sacred Heart
in which the Carlist soldiers are now confiading.
May thoir noble and gallant efforts in the couse of
religion and order be more successful than wero
those of La Rochejaquelin and Cathelinean !

ITALY.

The utter uncertainty of the turn events may
take from day to day in Spain, and the certainty
that France will make ne fresh concessions to Italy
is forcing Victor Emmanuel, much against his own
judgment, inte completo subserviency to Germany.
Although there is not a word in Marshal MacMahon's
message which could raise suspicion im the most
sensitive mind, the future being reserved in the
most courteous terms, Italy inatinctively feels ihat
her tenure of tho Pontifical States hangs on athread,
and that she has mado an enemy of France, whem
nothing save the fullest atonement will appease.
The Prussian allisnce is, tharefors, a necessity for
hor, and though she will play the part of the ecat,
and draw the chestnuts from the fire, she isforced to
go on in the path she has entered into, M.Dismarck
e¢vidently intends to make her the instrument of a
second provocation to France, and promises her the
restoration of Nice and Savoy, the acquisition of
Corsica and the Italian Tyrel, the coast of Istria and
Dalmaiia, and a part of the indemnity of the milli-
urds he is already contemplating as the forfeit of a
second war with France.

M. Bismarck, however, evidently reckons without
his host, Heforgets, in his insensate pride, that
Bavaris, from the sovereign to the poorcst peasant,
is alienated for ever, and dcsires nothing better
than te free herself from Prussian sunremacy ; that
Saxomy, Hanover, and all the smaller States feel no
inclination to lend themselves once more {e the
projects of German centralization, and the extinc-
tion of theircivil and religious liberties. Wurtem-
berg, though Protestant, is profoundly jealous of the
Prussian encroachments, and there can exist zo
doubt that Prussia will be nearly single-handed in
suy further attacks on Francc. In the meantime,
we shall probably not have long to wait for the
pebble which Pius IX, foretold 2 few months since,
and which will overthrow the Colossus.

It is impossible, however, to consider the religi-
ous and social state of Italy without fecling that
a great chastisement is at bhand and neccssary to
break through the intense worldliness and mnteri-
alism which has becomo her besctting sin. Many
nominal rood Catholics, especially in the provinces

.of the north and centre, will, irn spite of all ecclesi-

astical censures, read and subscribe to the vilest
journalism, send their sons to godless schools in
hopes of their better advarcement in official favour,
and take their daughters to theatres at which spec-
tacles hostilo alike to religion and modesty are ex-
Libited, The theery of merving two masters is
carried into practice nowhere in Eurepe as it is
among Italinns of the middle class especially, and
the gpirit of abnegation and sclf-denial for a great
cause is confined to a small and devout body im
cach city. Conscription and taxation have dome
much towards rendering the new regime unpopular,
but it will reqnire nothing short of a miracle, or
some frightful and swdden materinl scourge, to
drive the masses back to God.—Catholic Opinion,

GERMANY.

~ The Prussian, Government, alarmed at the exodus,
has appointed 8 committes to consider the whole
question of emigration. From 1844 to 1871 Prussia
zlono has lost some seven hundred thousand sub-
jocts. More than threc quarters of these emigrants
wera adults, and at loast $wo-thirds were men, drawn §
almout entirely from the agricultural classes—the
backbone of a military Government, The Com-
mittco is to investigate the best methods of check-
ing this evil which threatens the best interests of
the country; but while the present military system,
which enabled Bismarck to conquer beth Austrin
and France by sheer brute force, remning in force,
men will fly fromy the glorious prospect of filling &
soldier's grave in an alien sofl im order to further
the ambitious designs of heir autocratic rulers.—
That “natioual institution” will force men of
valorous discretion to seck a new home among the
free men of the United States, for the maintenance
of the Conscription i& necessary to the policy of the
modern German Empire ; and no Government Com.
mission will venture to snggest a more civilized
method of procuring feod for powder.

CoXsEORATION OF SeHisuanic Bramors—The Jan-
senist Bishop of Deventer consecrated, at Rotterdamn,
# Dr. Rinkel ag Bishop of his communion at Hasrlem
and Prefessor Reinkens as “ Missionnry Bishop of
Gormany,” and delivered to them afterwards an
 address upon their supposed duties. This unfort-
unate schism is therefore—wo will not say perpetu-
ated, for we do not believe in the thousands and
tens of thousands which Dr, Heykamp spoke of as
about to join it—but put into more working order.
Dr. Reinkons has issued a pastoral, in which he of
course inculcates the duty of absolute submission
to tho State, and is to fix hia residence at Bonn.

The preacher was the Rev. Dr, Bleasdale, Benedic-
tion of the Blessed Sacrament was given by his
Lordship. .AtS.

Nzw Zeazaxp.—The first anniversary soiree in
omncction with the Catholic Christian Doctrine
Society was held recently in the Welling-street
Catholic Institute, under the presidency of the
Bishop. A plentiful tea was previded, and the
tables were gaily adorned with vases of fresh-gath-
ered flewers. The band of the Hobson Volunteer
Company, and the choir of S. Patrick’s Cathedral
were present, and formed the chief attraction of the
evening. Upon the platform were Bishop Crolke,
the Revs. Fathers Macdouald, Dilworth, Norris,
Fynes, Boilbeux, and Dr. Wood. The Bishep, on
rising to address the audience was loudly checred.

Zacuary Tavror's Grave.—Of the present con-
dition of the surroundings of the grave of the late
President Zachary Taylor, the Louisville Courisr
Journal sayg: © Between five and six mlles from
the city, on an obscure neighbaerhoed road, a quarter
of a mile from the Brewnsboro rond, rest the re-
mains of the twelfth President of the United State—
Zachery Taylor. The grave is situdted in the north
east corner of the Taylor farm, and it is mortifying
to relate that it i in a sadly neglected condition,
underbrush, weeds, ailantus trees rendering it very
dificult of access. No monwment has ever been
erected to Gen. Taylor's memory, The remains lie
in a plain vault built in the side of a hill, with a
marble slab over the door bearing the inscriptiin:

Z. Taylor,
Born Nov. 24, 1784 :
Died July 9, 1858,

The services rendered by this brave, goodnatured
old soldier deserve monumental recognition. A
pentleman who recently visited the grave said toa
reporter of this paper ; ¢ As I stood there, with head
uncovered, my mind reverted to boyhood days, ani
1 remembered & solemn funeral certege at Phil-
adelphia, the city in mourning, public buildings
and private residences draped in black, & hush all
over the city, srdness depicted in every face, for
great, brave old Gen Taylor was dead. The whole
nation, in fact, mourned his loss. Twenty three
years after this I find myselfat his grave near Louls-
rille, and am impressed with the fact that the na-.
tion's dead are soon forgotten. A stone wall incleses
the little graveyard, and a rusty and unused iron
gate frowns upon the visitor. It evidently has not
been opened for years. Col. Richard Taylor is buried
to the right of Gen. Taylor. An obelisk, eighteen
feet high, is erccted ovor his grave, bearlng the in-
scription : ¢ Col. Richard Taylor,a soldier of the
Revolutionary war, and a native of Orange County
Yirginia ; born April 3, 1744 ; died Jan. 19, 1829
Col. Taylor cams to this state while his son, Zachary
was an infant, and settled on the plantation where
he is now buried.”
