‘there 18 therefore no saymg what the results of
the election will be.  Still in the actual state of
Treland, and of the public mind in Eogland mith
respect to State-Churchism, it seems certamn that
the disestablishment of the Irish branch of the
ecclemastical machine can only be postpooed for
a very short time.

« And matters are growiog worse all the time.
The tendenay in every department of vice and crime
is youthwarde”—(of -course it must be so with the
{ufam>os hell.begotten system of Godlessa Common
Schools)—** Thieves, barglars, pickpockets, as well
as danghters of shame, average muny years youoger
now than they did a quarter of a centnry ago—and
go do drankarda. We have repeatedly seen children
fonr years of age dronk in tbe strests of the Fourth
Ward, aod have aleo seen them come drunk fo the
Howard Mission day-school, and sleep off their de-
bauch on the Boor or on the benches of that institu-
tion.”

The United States Common School system is
but beginoing to put forth its blossoms; what
will 1t be when the fruit of which these blossoms
are but the harbingers shall bave come to matu-
nty! Apother very suggestive fact 1s alswo
brought ‘o light by the same authority as that
trom which we bave already quoted. Here it

Shall we then condemn the Catholic Charch be-
cause she by no means seeks to foster and extend
that very peculiar style of civilisation ? because

What matters it that o
student should be well posted up in all the paltry
skirmishes that have taken place on this Cont;.

Some msconception haviag arisen in regard to
a recent order in Council with reference to
paupers being landed at Quebec, the Hon John
Rose has addressed the following letter on the
subject to our contemporary the Standard, n
whose columns the misapprehension was comment-
ed upon:i—

Sir,—My attention bas this moroing been call«
ed to an article under the above headiog in your
journal of Saturday last, complaining that the
Ewmigration department in Cavada is thwarting
the efforts now being made by societies bere to
torward a desirable class of emigran‘s from Lon-
don, imputing to the French-Canadian priesthood
in Lower Canada a hostility to Eaglishmen and
Protestants, and charging the Governmeat of
Canada mth indifference 1f not with positive op-
position, to emgration. '

The immediate cause for these strictures is the
alleged withdrawal of the graat formerly made
by Canada to assist emigrants in reaching their
destination in the interior and the statements, if
unexplained, cannot but have a most injurious
effect on Canada iteelf, while they are also cal-
culated to discourage the labors of a commuttee
10 Liondon whose well-directed benevolence I
most readily acknowledpge.

It is true that the grant which bad been voted
for some years to assist 10 forwarding emigrants
to their destination was this year reduced, not
withdrawn, It was found that the grant, -
stead of being required to aid persons coming
to settle n Canada, had been in practice almost
wholly applied to forwarding emigrants from tbe
continent of Europe who did aot intend to settle
in Canada, at all, but whose .destmation. was
INinois, Wisconsin and other Western States of
America. The timber ships comng from con-
tinental ports landed their cargoes of emigrasts
at Quebec. Many of the passengers represent-
ed themselves as wholly destitute, and asa mat-
ter of charity they were aided in their seven
bundred miles of transit through Canada out of
the grant in questito. Of 27.000, emigrants
who landed at Quebec 10 1866 bur 4,000 re-
mained in the provinces. It was frequently found
that many of this class who were forwarded
through the country at the public expense bad
aclually money orders on their persons to con-
siderable amounts, The facilities thus giaen to
make the transit through Canada gratwitions

seem this year to have stimulated parties inter-
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rants to. the western States to land unusual
pumbers at Quebec—many of them posssibly des-
titute ; and the recent departimental order to
which you refer was donbtless prompted by these
jncreased arrivals of persons. who were merely.
ourneyiog through to a foreiga country. Its in-
tention, which was golely to. check.what mill be
acknowledgeed as an abuse, appears to have
been wholly misunderstood n some quarters.
Canada desires to stimulate i very possible way
a healthey immigration. - The grant for ths year
(I speak from memory), about $60,000, and
there are paid Government agents in Quebee,
and m almost every city and town in the various
rovinces of Canada, whose sole dutyitis to
afford asastance and formation o and procure
employment for intending settlers. i

The subject of immgration is one which,
under the constitution, devolves joiotly on the
Goveroment of the Dominion and of the servaral
Provinces and communications have been going
on between the two for the purpose of 1n-
gtitutiog a sound and hberal system of attracting
gettlers to the coun!ry in such numbers as can be
properly provided for. .

It 15, perbaps, unnecessary to natice the charge
made against the French-Canadian priesthood,
¢ that they are openly hostile to any accession to
the British population and to avy introduction of
the Protestant element,’ but the testimony of a
Protestagt and an Ecglishman who bas lived
among them for more than thirty years will,
however, I trust, satisfy you that you have been
m-g'nformed as to the state of feeling there. I
believe that there is no country in the world
where there is less relipious bigotry and prejudice,
or more hberal views and good feeling, both as
respects race and religion. than in Lower Canada,
The Eaglish Prolestants there are io a minority
of one to five, and whether as regards their res-
pective Churches their educatiopal ipstitutions,
the management of charities, their political ar-
rangements, or other kindred subjects where
antagomsm might be looked for, the most perfect
good feeling prevails. Iostances, indeed are not
unfrequent where Freach constituencies have
refurned Eoglish asd Protestant members of
Parliament in opposition to French and Catholic
caandidates. In years when there 1s vpusual
sickness and destitution among emigrants, the
foremost in acts of benevoleace are the French
Sisters of Charity, who, regardless of contagion,
minister as nurses with untiring devotion to
Catholic and Protestant alike.

‘We have mony obstacies to contend witn, but
from rehgious and national prejudices we have
providentally thus far been spared.

I believe 1t 18 true that difficulties of the nature
referred to io your )ournal have taken piace.
Whether they are attributable te a misconcep-
