I had inteîîded ta niake a reasoned anti ortlered tis-
course setting forth the nierits, uses and abuses of set
orations, sentimental passages, exordiums, perarations,
impromptu speeches (pre-arranged or accidentai). inter-
ruptions, repartees, and that Iaziest andi lowest but sadly
effective forni of aratory, the teihing of ready-made staries.
But events over which 1 had no contrai have preveiited îîîy

gTiviii( an uîîdixided attention tothe compositionofay
thing more serious than one of those shîort nlotices iii the
papers which cause humorous friends ta xvish vou manv
happy returîîs of the day. The tangues of men aîîd of
angeis which 1 have wished ta sunmai to mv aid have
given place in rny home to the vaice of 0o1e af those Cana-
diaîîs who have îîe\:er wvtîessed the humiliation of
Canada.

I ask your indulgence, thierefare, for a few ramibliîig
aîîd dispraportioned rernarks.

ORATORY IS DEAD.

I may say that iîî my belief oratory is dead---just as
dead as in the days when Demosthenes was told his
speeches smelled of the larnp. Oratory dies 1l"ike the King.
It is true, however, that it is no lonîger popular to begiîî
and continue -speeches with a blazing rhetorical flourish as
in the days of the American orator, Everett. Indeed there
have been fev ages when it was commonly allowed ta a
speaker to make bis art too patenît. The safest oratorv
has always been conceaied oratory, as with that aîîcient
and untruthful stump-speaker, who said : "I1 am no
orator as Brutus is.' But Canadians in general, and
Ui.iversity meii irr particular, need ta he taught ta distiîî-
guish concealment from suffocation.-

It bas be, very much the fashion since Thoîîîas Car-
lyle re-made Oliver Cromwell, ta praise what are called
"'inarticulate men," Cromwell having had the peculiarity of
mnaking public speeches with so much spluttered uîîintel-
ligibility thugt no one çouldt wager on what he meant. It

is dangerous ta take issue w ith Carixie. One of Oiiver's
contemrpararies, (;en. L udlowv, beiieved that Cromîwell did
not want ta be understoad, andi \vas playing both sides;
xvhereupan Carlyle called I tudlo%% "wooadenhead. ' When
one of us can express himself as ciearlv i n conversation as
Cromwell,. ani can giv e a miilitary order as cieariy as
Cromnwell, and w ini a fewv decisive hatties \vith the saine
clear-sighted valor, il. %vii be tinie enough to inîitate his
niethads of public speech. If \we begin hy imitating his
speech, we shall not hecomie Protectors, but need them.

It is not safe ta despise good speaking mereiv because
saile strang meii hav e not been good speakers.

[HEil PSI.iNti 0F THE sEÏT-sPEECHI.

Stili \ve nmust admit that the gaod aid set-speech is out
of diate ; it lias been suppianted by that carefuliv cam-
mitted atidress -which beginis, Il did iîot expect that 1
would be cailed upon for a speech." Gentlemen. it is
better not ta deceive vourselves the set-speech will hast
as long as there are prudient meii ahive wha prefer ta knaw
beforehand wvhat they are gointr ta be iîîspired ta say.
Mast happy-ga-lucky orators, who trust ta their natural
flow of v.ards, are apt ta sav iii their haste things which
mav be true, but saund awkwartl ; A1 the nman wxha said
in hiis haste, 'ail meii are liars.'' We hiad iii this province
a manî who cstabiished a record iii Anglo-Saxon counitries
for lang and honorable tenure of office, and wxho frorn his
utter absence af natural fluencv was necessarîiy forced ta
careful preparation of naot aîîiv the matter but the wording
of bis speeches. I mean the late Sir Oliver Mowat, of
whpm I think it caîî be asserted that he never spoke a
wffdwhich hie had ta retract, or even ta seriousiv qualify.

.Before vau begin vour career, 1 warn you that the
niost dangeraus men iii the cammuîîity are tho>se who
have ailvays aile or nmore set-speeches concealed inî their
clothes. The butterfly is an impromptu, but there has
been a grub somiewhere ,vith a foolscap cocooti.

WHAT WVE ARE GOINCi TO DO.

But let us not exhaust the whoie art of public speaking.
Let us returîl ta consider wvhat we are going ta do, what
subjects we propose ta discuss, and hoNN, ve meaii ta treat
themn. Personally I prefer that the subjects should be
living, not dead, even at a risk of some turbulence of
thoigght and boisteroijsiless of luiguage. It iN easy tçi

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ho]d meetings or thic Pink tea'' order, or t0 inake the
affair so solemn and decorous that nothing can happen.
It would be still safer flot 10 hlold meetings aif ail. ' s
well expressed in au oic! proverb, "Where no oxeni are
there the crib is cleani, but miuch, increase is by flic
strcngth of tlic ox." 'liTe fact is, a peace-loving mnail and
good listener is not an eflicient niieniber of thic Literary
Society.

ln the days, which to inany of you will seemi prehistoric,

of Sir Daniel Wilson the students bac! înany insatisfled
yearnings to discuss snch iliatters as appearedt 10 be en-
grossing the attention of their fellow,-coiunîiymien. Th'le
venerable Presideni was (fuite willini- that they should dis-
cuss Protection or Reciprociîy or Commercial Union, or
similar political issues themi extant, but lie insistcd that
they should do so with refereuce to the Italian Repuiblics.
He looked imiprisomîrnent on bread and water at any one
that spoke of discussing suicb tliitigs for Canada. It
seemed to be a maxini in those days that applied learning
is explosive, and experiments in il should not be conducted
on College premiises.

But now there is a growving opinion that tlie Univer-
sity is the place where a man should put biniseif iii active
training 10 live his life liot only as a private individuai but
as a citizen, a voter, a defender and (if lie feels tlie cal!)
a leader of his own country. l'le reason the graduates
of this University do îlot wholly control tlic affairs of this
province is that they were carefully sterilized in flic col-
lege dairy. 'lhle man of University culture wbio postpones
his knowledge arîd practise of public affairs until lie is
entered upon flhe pursuit of lus profession and bas no
leisure to learni, is overmatcbied by flic side-line champion
and lodge orator, who tbough laine iii syntax is nimble il,
utterance, and who knowiuga littie of parliarnentary usage,
a little of stock argument and hiaîf a dozen of Old Abe's
stories, cami evoke rounds of applause and wield influence,
because, in addition, bie kmîois what bis audience are
thinking, what they have heard before and just how much
will go down, ancl what will stick. It is useless to train
men in political science or in the miasterpieces of classic
oratory or iiiflic rules of rhetoric, uniless yotî insist on
their making frequeiît practical application of what tbey
are studying. It is safer to miake tbis application iii our
ancient Literary Society, wvhere mnen congregate fromn
many townships and wvith mnany opinions- --nostlv erron-
eous-than 10 make the application on the stunip, Mien
even in this couinty of York they show littie consideration
for their opponents.

Of course there wilI bc crudity, of thought and expres-
sion. But there is nothing more suspicions in an unknown
man than finish and polish. It makes us search bis tille
to the idea or to the phrase ini the hope of finding bie bas
oniy an equity of redemption. It is better that a student
should be of the bammier-and-tongs type, and if is part of
bis training to learn 10 what extent il is profitable to assai!
his opronents and with wvhat phraseologv il is safest to
contradict the chair.

TH-E VALUE OF PARLIANIENTARV FORMS.
The Anglo-Saxon -or Anglo-Celtic races are goveî-ned

and even their business managed under tbe cover of par-
liamentary forms, wbich are observed xvhether the meeting
is one of a House of Commons, a Legislature, a municipal
counicil, a church assembly, a fraternal convention, or the
shareholders of a corporation. Wherever a dozen British
subjects or American citizens meet together, the assembly
is either subject to p4rliamentary procedlure or to the Riot

Act. It is thorefore the duty of ev'erY citizen ho obtain atlcast a rougb-and-ready acquainIltanlce wvith parliarneîîary
uisages, unless hie means to take up a location on the fur-
ther shores of wbat Mr. McLean cails thie Canadian Sea.
Nowv il is a lanmentable fa-cI that imost graduates of Toronto
UiversitY are ne%% in tlue uise of parlianmentary weapons,
i n the uise of flie nmotion, flie poinut of order, and tlî.t dan-
gerous ', lefî book1,'' the previous question, children iii flic
baudI(s i(of hullse latbieolreegatte or- the lodgc joiner.

I prpose theefor, as far as flic povers of the Presi-
d.ent of Ibis Society extend, ;o allowv the greatest possible
latitude iii the selection of subjects and tlie metbods oftreating them. 'l'le student that speaks ofteîîest anid-iv'es niost trouble will bc flic niost welcomie.

0f course Ibere are dangers, îlot to Toronto Universitywhiclî is too solid 10 be disturbed by the rUmiblings anddetonatiojîs of a shudents' debate ; the dangers rathercoiicern the display of good haste or bai! faste in subjects,
argumîents and diction.

If a -ejieral mIle could bc laid dowiî in such matters Isbould say that il is a waste of lime bo bolc discussions,
the mati er of whiclb and flic arguments and even thephrases of whicli cariîlot bie turned mbt uise soi-ne five orsix years later. Thus it niay be profitable ho discusseývwether a treaîy-nmakiiîg powver in Canada would becompatible with flie existence of the Emipire," becausesooner or later aIl of us may bave the subject as a livingquestionî. But il miglît iuot be profitable or iii good tasteat thîs mioment to re-adjust flic Alaska Boundary or 10analyse the Alverstonian personal equation ;because intlie words of the song ''Yott can't lhelp it.'' Lt inay beprofitable to discuss the promotionu of judgcs and theireinployment on the directorate of Companies or on RoyalCommissions. But il rmight iîot be 'vise for you 10 re-investigate the Gamney case. lu the first place because itmiglit be iii bad taste. lu the second place because youmnight be stunucd witlb the bewildering simiplicitv of sworin

Although inost of the under-
gr aduâtes, in Arts lit any rate, are fanuiliar with the
appearalîce o)f tfl icliing-roorn and know soinething or
tlic opportiuili les afforded themn bv the Library, few 1)er-
haPs ai)irce'iate ail tlic advantagus fliat they iniglit derive
fruin if. Thelî Librairy is a coiffllex orgaiiiziifioil, adaptcd
to fthc wants ut professors anti iiiidcrgratliiates alike.
'Ihere Iarc bîooks iu flic rcadiiig .rouii in tlhc stock-rooifl,
iii the detliii'ilcltil stUiffie, anîd t his dlisposition1 ot theifi
iii differcîît localities is iii accordance with the necds of
differenit classes uf students. A short explanation herc,
Of thec cxisting arrangemnent will nu donbt bc serviceable
to the mure recent students iii the University.

T1he illust clenîcuîttry requircîniejts of unidergradu-ato
readers ar~e for dictionaries, text-books and tlic ordinary
wxorks uf refercuce. Dictionaries and eneyelopoedias are
to bc fouîd in the open shelves oit cither side uf the
delivery dcsk, su that readers inay hielp tlicmselves to
tho0se whichi tlîcy nccd cither for nîoinentary reference oi
for lunger use. Tlie text-buoks prescrihed in the Calein-
(lai arc fou inuniierous tu bc provided, 111w dietiunaries, iii
sufficient, quantity tu prevent, coinpetitiuii fur the use ot
them if placcd also ou the open shelves. Of rnany text-
bookis, indecd, single copies are ail that the Library ean
be expected to possess. These are accordingly plaed
under the control oi lhe cl.rks at the delivery desk, lu
whoiiî application iinnst be inade foi, themi, ani whio are
cmipowvered to prevc'nt an1v student froin iioiopul îzîng a
text-book in great demand.

More advaniced students are like]y to require for ret-
erence or special stncly books flot in gencral demand.
-rhese are kcpt in the stoek-rooi, to which only members
of the taeulty arc allowed access as a mtatter of course.
But to facilitate the researches of undergraduate stu-
dlents who are engaged iu speciai work, access fu the
stock-room may be granted fo themn also un the certificate
of a prufessor. The advantages of admission f0 the stock-
room are sometimes over-rated, usually by those who have
neyer been inside it. -It may be said 'broadly that only
the student who knows exactly what f0 look for eau
derive any benefit from constilting- the shelves. 'the best
guide for students who wish f0 sec what the Library con-
tains on a given subjeet or tupie is the card catalogue.

XV' LEN we dlain that the students and the members
V o f the faculty should be brought more closely to-

,gether we also admit the dificulty in the way of
accOmlplishing the ideal. We believe that the Professors
are anious to meet and know the students and vise versa.
11m%, niay botter opportuîiities be afforded for this pur-
Pose »r 'lhle professors cannot bie expected to entertain
the students individually or collectively. The classes
afford ve ry lîttie chance for more than knowing each other
by numiber or by sight. We venture to suggest at Ieast
twvo wvs in which the desired end may he approached
more nearly than ai present. l'le professors might each
be ''at home II in their own rooms for one or two hour.s
at stated timies each \veek. The student could caîl to,
nie, consult, miake tbe acquaintance of the professors.
He would knoxv when and where to find them. Then the
only love-feasts we have are the annual dinners. From a
studeni standpoint these rnighit be much improved. At
pres ont the professors sit apart and converse with each
othler, talkinig ta men thievtalked with every other day. The
students d'o the samie. 'l'le toasts are too numerous and
the speeches hv outsiders, in some whom at least we have
no particular intereit, frequently toot many and too long.
The consequence is that AIma Mater and the student
section of the toast list are held over until many are tired
and sonie even leavt!. Last year at one dinner "AIma
Mater," whichi lrought forth two of the best speeches of the
evening, wvas not proposed tilî part of even the faculty had
departed. The chief guests did not remain for the latter
haîf of the list.

Let the members of the faculty be seated at the heads
and centres of the -,arious tables or mingled with the
students, let us have fewer toasts and speeches and let
AIma Mater and the other toasts in which we are par-
ticularly interested come before we and others are
thoroughly tired.

This will afford a splendid opportunity of social inter-
course between faculty and students and give us a better

opportunity of knowving and hearing each other, thus
affording a splendid opportunitv for mutuial exchange of
ideas.

F REQUENTLY undergraduates are accosted ini the
corridors by visitors who are anxious to see and

learn of our University, but for want of a suitable guide
are unable properly to do so. We have buildings, and
especially a maini building, of whichi we are ail jiistly
proud and which compare favourably with similar in-
stitutions of this continent. Why should a visitor
have to wander aimlessly around 'seeking knowvledge
concerning our University ? Uniformi courtesy and
attention to every visitor within our walls would prove a
splendid advertisement. Professors and students cannot
well act as gujdes. Why should we not have a uniformed
guide who xvould be at the disposaI of visitors to show
thenm our varions buildings and give them at leaist some
idea of our equipment. The cost wvould be'little compared
with the manifest advantage. AIl this applies more per-
tinently to the vacation period when hundreds of visitors
from the United States and other parts of the world visit
Toronto and of course lier proudest architectural boast,
the University.

DURING the past summier two very successful
ID sumrmer schools were held at Knox and Victoria

Colleges. The idea is growing. Naturallv we
are led to ask whether the University of Toronto could
not with advantage institute a summier course of lectures
in conjunction with the sessions held at the colleges. The
idea seems to be very popular in the United States.
Harvard and other Universities give courses each year
in the Languages, History, Economnics, Philosophy.
Chemistry and many other departnients. The attendance,
consisting mostly of the principals and teachers of schools
corresponding te, our High Schools, is very gratifying.
Such a course provides a pleasant and useful pursuit for
teachers during vacation. Many of our graduates might
be induced to corne to their Aima Mater and deliver
courses of lectures. We would be placed. more fully in
touch with the leading Universities. It would advertise
our University. Many of those attending summer schools
wvould doubtless avail themselves to attend more or less
popular lectnIres. There is much to be gained in moving
early in such matters. Toronto miav well consider such a
proposition.

IT is most unfortunate that our Rugby teami should
have scored so near the end of the game with Queen's
on Saturday. While the decision of the referee will

]ikely stand, the circumstances may give risc to a certain
aniount of dissatisfaction on the part of Queen's sup-

porters. Toronto again demionstrated bier ability to corne
up strong at the finish. We rejoice at the victory of
Captaîn Gilchrist's Association tcam.
