THE REMEDY.

These conditions (the unequal
‘distribution ‘of wealth) are the
resull of a momopoly of land and
min<ral resources, of money,!of
transportation and other public
ut!lities, and also of industry.

But if the conditions outl®ned
are the result of unjust and vi-
cious 1nstitutions, then to law
must we look for their correc-
tion. The corporation should yet
be made co-operative, instéag of
as now, the instrument of pri-
vate greed. In the first place
the ownership of public utilities,
Such as street railways amd the
-like, should be in the public, as
also the control and distribution
of money. The corporation prin-
ciple and function ghould like-
wise extend to mines as also to
land in the cities and elsewhere
required “for the joint use and
ocypation, with perhaps a rea-
son%le‘ restriction upon non-oc-
cupant ownership of land.—
Henry Launrens Call, Before
the American Association for
the Advancement of Science.

New York, Dec, 27.—The concentra-
tion” of wealth in the hands of m-
paratively few persons was vigorous-
ly dencunced and just as earnestly de-

fended at the opening sessions to-
day of the fifty-seventh annual meet-
ing of the American Association for
the advancement of science.

In' a paper on the ‘Concentration
of Wealth,” Henry Laurens Call of
Washington attacked the right of John
D. Recckefeller to his fortune on the
ground that #t was mot the result of
natural causes, but had been created
thru the activity of corporations
which the speaker termed. “viclous.”

During a subséquent discussfon of
“The Evolution of Property,” Louis G.
MacPherson; assistant ‘to the’ late
Samuel Spencer as president ‘of the
Southern . Railway, answered Mr. Call.
He declared that Mr. Rockefeller had
his financial struggles, and had dpne
much good, whicly .was generally lost
sight of in the erMicism which came
with success, ;

He told of Mr., Rockefeller's early at-
tempts to secure $25,000 with which to
construct. a pipe line for oil. One man
who refused aid met the financier
when the pipe line”had been laid. To
him Mr. Rockefeller said: “I. built that
pipe line to maké oil cheaper, and I
succeeded. I cut the cost more than
half. And yet &he}’ find fault.”

Mr. McPherson' then less seriously
told of a dinner pdrty several years
ago at the Rockefeller home, when
Mrs. Rockefeller explained the absence
of oysters by saying, “We like them,
but are too poor to have them.” This
to illustrate Mr. M<cPherson’s point

Enquiry Into Death of Four Mem-
bers of Family of Jas. Harris
at Niagara Falls.

Niagara Falls, Ont., Dec. 27.—The
coroner's jury, on their personal in-
vestigation of the little cottage where
almost the entjre Harris family were
wiped out of existence by the fumes of
burnt gas late yesterday afternoon,
unearthed the cause of the presence
of carbonic acid gas or fumes from-
burnt gas being in the room.

The chimney was found completely
choked up with crumblings of brick
that the gas had eaten out, and that
had fallen down into the base of the
chimney. With this was a lot of soot,
filling it half-way up. It was of a o
moist nature, and solid, allowing no
ventilation whatever up the chimney,
Over a bushel of the soot and debris
was dug out of the chimney, when fuil
vent was restored. ’

It is probable that Mr. Harris was
in bed, and awakening, feeling himselt
partdally overcome with the gas, put
or. his trousens, and, staggering into
the living room, seeing his wife and
children on the floor unconscious and
the ‘flame burning high out of the
open lid of the stove, tried to shut off
the gas and fell unconscious into the :

BECK PLAN MEANS CHEAP LIGHT
; FOR HAMILTON,

Hamilton Herald: But it is not only
in the matter of motor power that
the Beck scheme promises benefits to
the municipalities. In the matter of
electric lighting there are solid advan-
tages to be gained. In Hamilton the
Cataract Co. holds a monopoly of
this branch of electric service, and the
natural—the inevitable—results of mon-
opoly are felt. The company charges
for electric light ‘“all that the traffic
will bear.”

sessions in the North Pacific, for the
purpose of obtajning a treaty forbid-
ding pelagic sealing. It is hoped these
regotiations will be completed before
the seals start north next summer from
their southern breeding grounds. The
award of the Paris tribunal of arbitra-
tion denied the United States the right
to protect the seal herd outside of its
territorial waters. Mr, Sims has got-
ten around this prohibition by calling at-
tention to the fact that seals bred on

. Pribilof Island are the property of the

United States, and as such the United
States has the right to protect them
wherever they may go. A ]

He has suggested it would be prac-
ticable to brand or tag all of the seals
born, on the islands in the same way
the great herds of cattle which roam,
the western prairies are branded, and
that action of this kind on the part
of the United States would reduce the
seals to its possession and justify it in
protecting them on the high seas.

“The experience of recent years in
annually branding 2000 young male seals
demongstrates,” he obferved, ““first, that
a brand of permanent nature can be
placed on a seal without injury to the
animal; and, second, that branded ani-|
mals return to the islands from year to
year.”

‘ Advantages of Tag Plan,

- Mr.. Sims states if a-metal tag were
uniformly fastened by means of wire
On the same part of the body of the
seal it would leave a mark on the inner
side of the skin which would be suffi-
cient to identify it in case the seal was
-killed, even if the tag had in the mean-
time been removed.

The fur seal and other questions pend-
ing with Great Britai®’ are to be vigor-
ously pushed as spoon as James Bryce,
the new British ambassador, reaches
Washington within the next threa
weeks.

Until Mr. Bryce's presentation of his
credentials,nothing can be done, White-
law Reid, ambassador of the United
States in London, is in Washington, dis-
cussing with the president and Secre-
tary Root the ‘case this government
Las prepared upon each of the ques-
‘tions at {ssue. Mr. Reid will reach Lon-
don about the time Mr. Bryce assumes

" his duties here. It will be possible,
therefore, for an exchange of views and
notes to go on with perfect understand-
ing on the part of the ambassadorg re-
presenting the two countries. The Bri-
tish authorities have been given to un-
derstand that the United States wel-
comes Mr. Bryce’s selection with firm
hope that thru his intermediation an
adjustment of all questions pending
will be arranged.

Only a2 few of these questions contain
the germs of serious contention.. New-
foundland has not forgiven the British
government for ‘entering into a modus
vivendi with the United Stafes, under
which American fishermen secured cer-
taln advantages in its waters; and
‘Canada is suspicious, not alone from
this treatment of the sister colony but
from her own experience in the Alaskan
boundary dispute,’ of the policy the
mother country will pursue. The ques-
tion's of protecting fisheries in the great]
lakes, revising .the treaty respecting
naval vessels on ‘the lakes, transit of
merchandise, and conveyance of prison-
ers from one country thru the territory
of the other, of more completely defin-
ing and marking frontler lines, and re-
ciprocity in-wrecking and salvage, mere-
ly await adjustment.

At Sea on Reciprocity,

With regard to.reciprocity, the state
department is at sea because of the
hostility of the senate to tariff conoces-
#ions. The Canadians are less inclined
than they were to approve negotiations
of this charatter.

Protectionists in Washington fully ap-
preciate the desire of the Canadian au-
thorities to upbuild their own industries
and insist there is no need for recipro-
city in view of the growth of trade be-
tween the Unitéd States and the Do-
minton., Goods of United States manu-
facture sult the Canadian market much
better than those from Great Britain:|
Moreover, sentiment is changing rapid-
lv for Am¥rican manufactured pro-
ducts.

A reciprocity agreement, which the
tariff law authorizes the president to
make in return for certain concessions,
could not be made with Great Britain
for Canada for the reason that products
specified by law are not raised in the
Dominion. These products include only
liguors, paintings, coffee, tea and tonka
beans. A reciprocity treaty must pe ar-
ranged If anything is to be done. Thera
is reason to believe tentative proposals
to this end will be submitted thru Mr,
Bryce after he reaches Washington,

Cecil B. Smith Says It Will Run
a Factory or a Sewing
Machire,

“Electric energy cannot be gistribut-
ed cheaply and to thé best advantage,
except in large quantities. Hence every
company generating electric currént, in
large quantities, must either buy cus-
tomers or create customers. They seek
to acquire the- natural momopolies of a
municipality. At Hamilton, for ex-
ample,  the Cataract Power Company
took over the city lighting, the city.
sireet car system, and the suburban
railways.

“These are natural monopolies and
will certainly be controlled by. the cor-
poration which furnishes ' them with
power. - The question in Toronto is:
‘Shall this monopoly be in the city or
in some private corporation?"

“It is not for me to ddvise, but I
think that no one will seripusly dispute
that a private company will have for its
primary purpose the making of profits.
The municipality will have but the one
end in view, namely, to give to its citi-
z¢ns the best possible service at the
lowest possible price.” (Applause.)

This was the keynote of a thoughtful
address delivered yesterday at the
luncheon of the Empire Club by Cecil
B. Smith, C.E] the guest of honor and
a member of the Ontario hydro-electric
commission.  The dining‘room was
crowded to overflowing, and %ﬂ-ﬂ:
distinguished guests was Hon.

Beck. -

President J. P. Murray explained that
it was not the intention of the club,
as an organization, to take any part in
the pending municipal campaign. Mr.
8Smith had been invited to address the
club on “Niagara and Hydro-Electric
Power” long before the power bylaw
was to be submitted. It was merely a
coincidence that the address at this
time should happen to bear so directly
upon an issue now pending before the
electorate.

Toronto’s Interest.

Mr. Smith, in rising, said that he had
no intention of interfering in any elec-
tion. The subject of electric power was
a world subject, altho few cities in the
world were so vitally interested in it
as the City of Toronto. In all ages the
power used by man (except his own
strength or other animal power) was
generated either by fuel or by water.
During the nineteenth century, thanks
to the invention and perfection of the
steam engine, the use of fuel for all
large undertakings had been all but
exclusive. The nineteénth century had
been an age of steam power; the twen-
tieth century would be the age of elec-
tric power.

In the industrial world, Ontario had
been largely handicapped by the fact
that she was dependent for her fuel on
the United States. The province had no
coal. But with the advent of electric
power she rose at once to a command-
The hydro-electric com-
mission had reported water-powers cap-
able of generating 3,500,000 horsepowser,
and this only represented about one-
half of these resources in Ontario.

I* was hard to compute the.great
wealth that this representéed. Not only
cculd power be generated from water
much eheaper than from coal, but there
was a great economy in the application
of the power after its delivery to the
consumer. No idle wheels were driven
in a factory operated by electric power.

In a general way it was always true
that the problem of civilization was
the problem of transportation. But this
truth now had a new meaning. It was
the demonstrated abilify of electric
power to be transmitted for hundreds of"
miles that made the development of;
electrical power of such tremendous im-
portance. In California, power was
transmitted 200, and even 250, miles.
Ir Mexico there were large develop-

ments of electrical power largely by
Canadian capital. In France, there,
were at various points developments of |
electricity, at some places only 2000 or
3000 horsepower, but the energy wasj
often delivered in small quantities of
one and two horsepower to small lace-
makers and the like and to the, great
advantage of the people. In Europe,:
they developed small water-powens,
and at great expense. In .some . re-
spects Canada was lagging behind the
world. In South Africa, for example,
they were bringing power to the Rand,
generated at Vietoria: Falls, 700 miles|
away. :
Fall's Energy.

Our greatest effort had been ajg Ni-
agara Falls. Within six months there
would be available from the power-
hcuses at that point 150,000 horsepower.
Fnough could be generated from Ni-
agara Falls to supply all Western On-
tario. The supreme question' was the
question of price. |

It was important that the largest
quantity of power be generated so as to
reduce. the price. It could be used in
many ways. Niagara power should fur-
rish heat, light and power to every
farm in the peninsula,

“In the household, there is no nrea-
son why electricity should not run the
sewing machine, drive the churn, heat
the sad-iron, grill a steak or boil cof-
fee,” he said. -

“Electric power where rates are fixed |
by cost of service and not by what the|
traffic will stand, commends itself. In|
some establishments electric power has
made possible processes  before un-
known in industries of an electro-chemi- |
cal - nature. i

“With a given cost of power at a.t
generating station the cost of denve'red;
power at any distance is known quite
closely, and {s not as burdensome as ls,{
génerally imagined. Comparing the cost |
at the. generating station at Niagara!
Falls, and the cost at your sub-ta.ﬂo«n.f
the added price should not be more than
say $6 to $7 per 24-hour horsepower.”

A Revolutionary Agent,

“Electricity has révolutionizeq trans-|
portation, driven the steam ‘tram’ off
the gtreets, scrappled the cable car, and
cut into suburban stéam service.

“It is well within the province of pri-
vate companies to construct power
works, It may even be satisfactory to|
encourage, or at least permit them to
transmit it to the doors of ‘municipali-
ties, but juet why intelligent people
should allow their owmn functions to be;

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Early Settlement of Ontario Dealt
With in the Third Yolume
of Statistics.

The third annual report of the bu-
reau of archives is a monhument to the
industry of the department. Nearly 700
Pages of closely printed matter, with
maps, plang, portraits, facsimiles and
other material on which the future
Humes, Macaulays, Greens, Froudes,
Freemans, Stubbs and Gardiners of the
future will build their histories,

The general plan of publication adopt-
ed, as stated in the preface, defines
five periods, emding with 1763, 1791,
1841, 1867 and 1900. The firgt period
covers the French regime, and mate-
rial for a volume dealing with it is
being collected. The second includes
the beginning of British trade and the
arrival of the U. E. Loyalists. Last
year's report was concerned with these
matters. The present Teport presents
documents relating to the early settle-

ment of Ontario, prior to the organi-
zation of the provinee in 1791, and con-
sists chiefly of minutes of the proceed-
ings of the old land boands of Hesse
and Nassau, the latter partially, The
minutes of Mecklenburg board have

Fnot been recovered.

It may be noted that the province
was then arranged in four divisions.
Lunenburg extended from Lancaster
Township to the Gananoque River;
Mecklenburg from - that river to the
Trent; Nassau, in which Toronto is
situated, from the Trent to the eastern
end of Long Point in Norfolk County;
Hesse from Long Point to the Detroit
River. :

One of the more interesting papers
is the IM.S. proceedings of the
house of assembly of upper Canada,
third sesison, 1794, A series of papers
on the capitulation of Detroit, present-
ed by Christopher Robinson, K.C. and
documents from the family of Bene-
dict Arnold, contributed by Larratt W.

Extracts from instructigns to the gov-
ernors-general concerning land con-

Section 51, of Dec. 7,1768, for example,
declares: -““‘And whereas great inconve-
niences have arisen in .many of our
colonies in Amenrica from the granting
excessive quantities of land to part!
cular persons, who have neither culti-
vated nor settled it, and have thereby
prevénted. ‘others more industrious
fromo’ Improving the same; in order,
therefore, to prevent the like inconve-
niences for the future, you are to take
especial care that in all grants to be
made by you and with the advice and
consent of our council, to' persons ap-
plying for the same, the quantity be
in proportion to their ability to culti-
vate.”

Another clause, aiming at thé encour-
agement of flax growing, instructs th'e'
“captain-general and governor chief,
as he is called, “to take particular care
to insért a clause in every grant of 'and
where any part thereof is fit for such
production, obliging the grantee annu-
ally to sow a proportionate parf of
his grant with hemp or flax seed.”

Land boards were appointed at the
formation of the districts, to report
on appllcations for -land, and the in-
structions indicate an appreciation of
the rights of the people which fs not
even at this day wholly realized- On
Feb. 17, 1789, rules and regulations
were issued, one of which reads:

‘And to prevent individuals from
monopolizing such spots as contain

mines, minerals, fossils and conveni- |

ences for mills and other singular ad-
vantages of a common and public na-
ture, to the prejudice of the general
interest of settlers, the gcvernor-gen-
eral and his agents or deputy survey-
ors in the different districts, shall con-
fine themselves, In the locations to be
made by them, upon certificates of the
respective boards, to such lands only
das are fit for common punposes of hus-
bandry, and they shall reserve all
other spots aforementioned, together
with all such as may be fit ‘and useful
for ports and harbors, or works of de-
fence, or such as contain valuable tim-
ber;Tor ship-puilding or other purposes,
conveniently situated for water ocar-
riage, In the lands of the crown.

“And the more effectually to pre-
vent abuses, . and to put individuals on
their guard in this respect, any certifi-
cate of location given contrary to the
true intent and meaning of this regu-
lation is hereby declared to be null
and vold. and a special order cof the
governor in council made necessary to
pledge the faith of government for
granting of any such spots as are di-
riected to be referred.”

Governor Simcoe, on Fab. 7, 1792,
issued instructions also “that all grants
reserve to the crown all coals, com-
monly called séa-coals, and mines of
gold. silver, copper, tin, iron and lead.”

Lord Dorchester's instructions, Aug.
23, 1786,- show the original reason for
the reservation of white pine,

“It is our will and pleasure, how-
ever, that no grants »r allotments be
made of any lands, ¢  which there is
any considerable grov. . of whitle pines
fit for masting our roval navy, and
which lie convenient for water carriage,
but that you do cause all such lands
to be set apart for our use.”

COUNGIL ASKS FORREPORT

Ontario Municipal Board to Figure
on lt—Winding up the

At the coming session of the legis-
lature the city will make application
to have the Ontario Railway and
Municipal Board determine the cost of
the building & viaduct to connect
Bloor-street with Danforth-avenue, to
pass the plans for the same, and al-
low the city to undertake the con-
struction on the other interested muni-
cipalities having_  contributed their
share of the cost, which must be

equal to that borne by the city. The
city council, at its final meeting -of
the year yesterday afternoon, gave
unanimous assent to the plan of pro-
cedure as recommended by the civic
legislation committee, The session Was
bone of the briefest of the year.

The proposal to seek power to ex-
propriate the plant of the Toronto
Electric Light Co., was carried and
almost without a worg of comment, it
being understood that the legislation is
to be merely permissive,

Aild. Harrison aired some views anent
election day practices. He intimated
a wish to have scrutineers abolished.
Controller Shaw contributed a reading’
from the Municipal Act to justify the
presence of these individuals at the
polls, but the alderman persisted in
bis views, and, held, moreover, that
the new law prohibiting the distri-
bution of election ¢cands on polling day
would abate a nuisance but little as
canvassers might still haunt the ap-
proaches to the booths and solicit sup-
port for candidates, making a ‘“‘regular
Midway.”

Anot{er slice ' of legislation to be
sought is the power to make yearly
contributions to the firemen’s benefit
fund of $8760. No opposition was rais-

Property Deals.

Chairman Shaw of the board of edu~
cation appeared in support of the
movement to repeal the bylaw pro-
viding for the c¢ntinuation of Shaw-
street, which extension would cut thru
the site to be expropriated by the
board for a technical school, Ald.

Dunn’s expert ad-
vice was that separate tenders would
mean that the holder of the fee col-
lecting privileges would €0 in for ex-
citing his full pound of flesh and
would create dissatisfaction among the
market patrons.

A Saving of Thousands,

Ald. McBride pounced upon an item
of $14.76 for a ton of hay supplied to
horses in the street cleaning and sca-
venging department.

There mneeds to be something extra-
ordinary done to awaken and change
this unnatural and unprofitable condi-
tion of the scrub cattle farmers of On-
tario, especially from the east and
ncrthern sections of the province.

‘For several years breeders of pure-
bred beef cattle thave had more bulls
than they could dispose of, at even
At the ,same time, the
cattle offered on the Toronto market
have shown a deplorable lack of
breeding. ' Many of the' best cattle
men who have gpent their
lives on the Toronto market, have been
heard to remark that they have never
geen the average quality so inferfor
as it has been for the past two or
three years. They were not talking
about flesh, but quality. If the qual-
ity is present the lack of flesh is no
bar to a good market, for buyers of
feeders are always willing to pay a
reasonable price for somethirig that is
But the bulk
of the cattle that have been marketed
at Toronto for some time past are not
fit either to kill or to feed' profitably
unless bought at a low figure.

This peculiar situation, a surplus of
good bulls in breeders’- hands, and a
dearth of their get in raisers’ hands,
should be remedied. 1t is unprofitable
to all concerned: But how can it be
remedied? The World live stock edi-
tor does not know, and invites opin-
fons, . The farmers. who. are raising
scrubs seem to be out of reach of the
that will cause them to
mdke progress. They are not reading
agricultural papers, they are not =at-
tending agricultural schools or insti-
tutes, they are not studying the mar-
ket or the shows where they can find
examples .of good cattle. How are
they to be reached in. such a way as
to induce them to make the improve-
ment they must make if the cattle
indﬁstry is to be profitable to them?

ORCHARDS NEED TREATMENT.
The fruit crop of the year is all

gathered and we ought to be thank-
ful for it. While there has not been
as ‘abundant a crop of some things
we might wish for and there have been
drawbacks ‘and difficulties to overcome
there is much that. we have reason to
rejoice over.

How often the farmer or fruit grow-
er gathers in his apples from an or-
chanrd that has mot been cultivated in
many years, but on the contrary has
been used as a meadow- or . pasture,
and in many cases has grown up. to
weéds, briars and anything that na-
ture may have brought €fonth. The
crop has been scant and the quality
poor, yet no enriching of the soil nor

A well balanced, healthful life 1s one
in which the powenrs of the body, both
physical and mental, aré brought ‘into
harmonious activity. The development
of, farm work into that of a science
and a business is therefore bringing
out more fulky the life of the farmer as
the one in which healthful employ-
ment may be found inghe fullest mea-
sure. AN

In the olden days fanm#work was too
full of heavy straining#oil to be en-
joyable to the man who was not of the
most rugged and enduring physical
nature. There was too much lugging
and too little thinking. Only in the
richness of the virgin soils of North
American farms did farmers secure a
good measure of success under such
conditions. The man whose great phy-
sical powers rendered possible thei
greatest amount of physical work fair-
1y inteligently done was the man who
gathered the most crops.

To-day the farmer with the best un-
derstanding of the science of soils and
the business of feeding and farming is
the man to whom success on the farm |
is assured. A study of the crops best |
adapted to the solls of the famm, as
well as a study of the needs of the
market and the best crops to produce,
render the business of farming to-day
one in which keén business acumen is
rewarded as fully as -in almost any
other business in which a llke capital
is Invested.

With the present-day methods of fer-
tilization of soils and the great variety:
of crops that may be produced on the
farm of ordinary size the business of
farming imay ‘be made to afford great-
er variety of work than is to bé found
in almost any other line of employ-
ment that may be chosen. Variety of
work requires thought, and -farming
to-day should be much more healthful
and enjoyable than in the days when
there was less variety and more hard
and grindfng tofl in life on the farm.

FARMING BY ELECTRICITY,

Farming by electricity may be one
of the possibilities of the future, The
electric current has accomplished some
wonderful things and the wonders it
is capable of doing’ are yet to be dis-
covered. Experiments have proved
that-.the electric current greatly im-
proves plant growth-and 1t is belleved
that wcrop production can be greatly
incréased by this means. - At any rate
the experiments are interesting and
will prcbably be taken up by the ex-
periment stations in due time, It is
reasonably certain that electnicity will
be the power for running farm ma-
chinery some day, and when the farm-
er can also utilize it for increasing the
growing crops he will find much of
the physical labor eliminated.

Steam engine to keep it in fuel and
Water during the day, This fuel and
water €xpense in attendance on the
steam éngine, along with the expense
of the fireman, is entirely done away
with in the gasoline traction engine,

Thruout the middle west, where cus-
tom threshing is done and where the

bmer usually fumnishes the fuel and
boards the men and threshing gang,
it is quite an item of ecenomy to him
to have the fuel furnished by -the
threshmen and to save the expense of
board for at least one team and two
men. To the operator of the threshing
outfit, it is also an economical propo-
sition, even tho he furnishes his own
fuel, by reason of cutting out .the ex-
pense of oné team and wages of two
men, which more than offsets the cost
of the fuel. It is therefore apparent
that both the operator and fanmer are
benefited by the use of the gasoline
traction engine,

As to the expense of a traction en-
gine in connection with the plowing
question, an engine with a gang of 10
pPlows with 12-inch bottoms, traveling
two imiles an hour or better, will turn
over two angd one-half acres every hour
or 25 acres in a day of 10 hours. But
to be liberal there:-should be allowed,
say .one-fifth of the time for turning
around at the ends and for loss in time
otherwise, which will ‘cut the numiber
of acres plowed to 20, . instéad of 25.
The fuel consumption for this work
will not exceed 35 gallons of gasoline,
which will cost 15 cents a gallon, $5.25;
at 20 cents per gallon, $7. Add to this
two men’s wages at $1.50 each and the
actual cost, with gasoline at 15 cents a
gallon, is $8.25, for plowing 20 acres, or
41 cents an acre. If gasoline is 20 cents
a gallon the cost will be $10,.0r 50
cents an acre, o

It will keep one man and a team busy
to plow two and one-half acres in 10
hours. A team and man are consider-
ed worth $3 a day everywhere. Con-
sequently it will cost $1.20 to break up {
an acre of land with man and team
against 50 cents an acre with a- gaso-
line traction engine.

Hawks and Owls Beneficial,

W. J. Stevenson, Oshawa, writes
The World on the relation of birds to
agriculture the following interesting
article on hawks and owls. Mr, Stev- |
enson has been a  naturalist all his
life, and is evidently well posted on
the subject, as the following remarks
show:

"For a great many years hawks and
owls were considered harmfu]l to the
agriculturist, but at the present time
we are beginning to see different. The
owls are among the most beneficial;
inflicting very little damage and <¢on-
ferring vast benefits upon the farmer.
The relations which owlg bear to ag-
riculture are peculiar and important.
First, their eyesight, unlike that of
hawks, which hunt by day, I8 by no
means so defective in daylight as sup-
posed, but is keenest in the early hours
of evening and early morning, Hunt-
ing thus in dim light, their food con-
rists largely of those animals which
hawks do not trouble at all, or de-
stroy only in gmall numbers, The
work of owls then supplements that
of hawks. Aga!n, tho owls are some-
what migratory they are far less so
than hawks, hence in winter, when
the latter have left for warmer climes, |
the owls remain at home and carry on
their incessant warfare agdinst  in-

HOW TO DRESS CALVES,

Calves from 3 to 6 weeks old, and
weighing about 100 Ibs., or, say, from

80 to 120 Ibs., are the .most desirable,
weights for shipment. The head should ;
be cut out, so as to leave the hide of
the head on the skin. The leg should
be cut off at the knee joint. The en-
trails should -all be removed, excepting
the kidneys; the liver, lights and heart
should be taken out. Cut the carcass
open from the neck thru the entire!
length—from head to bumgut. If this is
done they are not so apt to sour and
¢poll during hot weather. Many a fine
carcass has spoiled in hot weather be-
cause of not being cut open. Don’t
wash the carcass out with water, but
wipe out with a dry clcth, Don’t ship
until the animal heat is entirely out of
the body, and never tie the carcass
up in a bag, as.this keeps the air from
circulating _and makes the meat more|

liable to become tainted.

It is very essential that the direc-
tions for dressing calves we tollowed,
especially in regard to letfing the
calves cool off properly before shipping
in hot weather, as hundreds of calves
are'recelved in bad order and sold for
not much more than charges, and
some do not bring freight. Numerous
carcasses are alsd) condemned by the
hedlth officers. They should hang’ up
gix to eight hours or over night in any
airy place to preoperly cool off before
shipping.

Calves under 50 Jbs, should not be
shipped, and are liable to be condemn-
ed by the health officers as being un-
fit for food. Merchants, too, are liable
to be fined, if found selling thesei
slunks, for violation of the law. Vvery !
heavy. calves, such as have been fed
on buttermilk, never sell well—they are
neither, veal nor beef.

Western Cattle Shipments Larga,

J. T. Gordon, member of the Do-
mipfon parliament, and senior member
of the great western firm of Gordon,
Ironsides & Fares, is of opinion that
there has been an Increase of over 35
per cent, in the number of export cat-;
tlic shipped east from Winnipeg thls[
season. Mr. Gordon states th:t 3,000 |
cattle have been shipped east this year, |
in comparison with 55,000 export cat-
tle sent forward last year, The in-
crease is unprecedented, and no one
imagined that there, would be any-
thing like this increase. When one
takes into .consideration the immense
wvolume of  wheat carried east this
year, in addition to the large number
of cattle, some of the difficulties with
which the rallways have to contend
are better understood and appreciatoed.
Stock cars, when iloaded in Alberta
Province for transportation to the port
of Montreal, are nearly three weeks
in going back’ west to the shipping |
point. ‘These cars have to be repaired
and cleaned, and-they are inspected at
the divisional points on the way out.
Different ranches have complained |
that their cattle have been held up
at the shipping points. This, however,
is often caused by delay from wrecks
on one of the lines.. That wiH cause
snywhere from twenty-four to forty-
eight hours’ delay. The cattle ape held
up at points where grazing g easily
obtained. = This is becoming a feature
which is growing more difficult every
year. As the settlers come in un-

A DESERTED BRITISH ISLAND.

London Tribune.

A few .years ago Wallasea Island,
on the coast of Essex, which comprises
about 3000 acres particularly 'rich
land, had a population of over 200,
with one or two prosperous looking
farms and a school. Gradually, how-
ever, the laborers have been tempt-
ed to abandon. the necessarily dull
life of the islands in: favor of a  more
exciting, tho probably unemployed, ex-
istence in London and ‘elsewhere, with
the result that Wallasea is to-day a
dreary, unproductive desert, as wit-
ness the“following pithy extract from
the diary of a lady who recently visit-
ed the island during a yachting cruise:

‘“The school and .schoolhouse have
not been used for some years. 'The
windows are broken. Upstairs we
found birds which had got in by the
windows and could ‘not get out, dead,
and papers dated August, 1898, lying
about. Cottages were near and farm
buildings, but all fininhabited except
by owls and rabpfts. We saw a rab-
bit running on-the roof of a cottage
and heard rats and rabbits scuttling
about upstairs. Altogether it was
enough to give anyone the creeps in
the dark, as the place is absolutely
desertedq and the floors of the rooms
are little rabbit warrens.

““A man and a boy look after 400
acres, on which horses and cattle roam
about free. There used to be a hun-
dred laborers on the island; now there
are only- eight, and only ome chilg to
g0 to school.”

The Essex education committee have
directed  that a small sum shall be
expended in protecting the school
building from decay, the repayment
of the .loan by means of which the
school was built still having twenty-
two years to run.

The
statements contained in the document
show the association to be in an ex-
pensive and flourishing conditfon,both
firancially and in point of increased
membership, The benefits of the mort-
uary fund paid out this year amount-
ed to $53,697, besides several unad-
Justed claims. The report stated that
the amendments to the mortuary by-

laws adopted by the last annual
meeting were approved of by the
governor-in-council. In view of the
fixed liability now assumed, .the re-
sult of the first year's business was
very satisfactory, $17,367.17 being at
the credit of the surplus allotment
fund after payment of, or making
provision for, all claims,
ing $88,007.93 in the permanent reserve
fund. ‘The directors had steadily urg-
ed on the federal authorities the ob-
noxious character of the tax on com=
mercial travelers imposed by certain
provinces of the Dominfon, and the
probability is that the provincial par-
liaments will repeal this unpopular leg-
islation. Representations -had Dbeen
made by the directors to thé license
department of the Ontario government
