The results of the experiments may revolu-
tionize the steel trade.

women and children. Apart from the want
of food, these people stand now in the ut-
most need of grain for sowing.”

The Famine and Disarmament,

Berlin, June 11.—A letter to The Kreuz
Zeitung from a well-informed source in
Kussia gives the following account of the
connection between the famine and the dis-
armament proposals:

The reports of famine and distress
throughout Russia, published by the Im-
perial Economic Soclety, were such a direct
contradietion™to the report of the Finauce
Minister on the agricultural pmrcmy of
the emplire, that that official's position was
for a moment threatened.

He managed to convince the Czar that
only . extraordinary circumstances, and os-
pecially the demands of (he vast armaments
of the country had thwarted his policy and
produced a famine. .
