Prices Are Rising and Retall Sales Are
Limited—Refiners Still Permitted to
Use Raw Material for Alcohol;

‘Sugar is becoming dearer and scarcer
every day, as Canadian housekeepers are
learning from their grocers. The whole-
sale price is over nine cents a pound and
the stores ask the public to pay ten cents
or more a pound, with sales limited’to
small lots.

The refiners are not able {0 get more
than twenty-five per cent. of their re-
| quirements of raw sugar! It is even
worse in the United States.

Sugar is one of the necessary foods
of the day and helps out in a surprising
way the poorer people to overcome the
widespread and growing cost of living.

Sugar and, in much the same way,
milk are foods; and as the American De-
partment of Agriculture has just pointed
out, there is more real substance in
sugar eand ilk than in almost any of
the staples/ that make up the public's
daily bill ¢f fare. Children and adults
crave suggr. For that reason the food
controller, pf the States is busy on the
work of conserving the sugar supply of
that country; and it produces enormous
quantities of the raw article. Dealers
there have been caught hoarding it in
storehouses, expecting a still further
rise. Millions of pounds were found con-
cealed in a Buffalo storehqﬁxse the other
day. But there is none hoarded in Can-
ada, as far as The World can learn, and
a sugar famine is at hand.

The World also finds 2ut that whue
this sugar famine threatens to become
more aggravated and the price to con-
sumers to go still higher, And when the
refiners cannot get a fourth of the amount
of raw sugar necessary to keep their
establishments running up .to the needs
of the public, a lot of the raw sugar that
comes to Canada is being converted in-
to alcohol! For what purpose could not
be gathered.

When the consuming public get to
know this state of affairs they will cer-
tainly expect: a satisfactory explanation
from the government. But in the mean-

time, why not stop the conversion into
‘ialcohol'.’
| Where is Food Controller Hanna, and
ihaﬁ he heard what Mr. Hoover is doing
to sugar in the States? There is more
public policy in watching the sugar re-
finers than .in regulating the packages
of cereal foods. Even at present prices,
sugar as ah energy producer for the hu-
man body is worth double what sirloin
steak is at thirty cents a pound. If the
people can’t get meat, why riot keep what
sugar we have for food, instead of 'turn-
ing it into spirits?

Canadian’ Iieadquarters in France,

Strong Points  Ahead.

As the result of the last three days’
fighting the Canadians, now masters of
the lower slopes to Passchendale, have
before them strong enemy positions at
the Crest Farm on the left front and
Meetcheele on the right. ‘In reply to
the enemy’s employment of gas in the
attack Saturday night, our_ artillery
bombarded the opposing battéries with
gas shells, while for at least 42 hours
our guns had been maintaining a per-
sistent fire on Passchendaele, Crest
Farm, Haalen Copse and other strong
points. 5

Early Sunday morning the German
artillery which shelled our right
heavily, brought down upon itself the
concentrated fire of our guns, to which
he retaliated with heavy shelling of
our forward area. Again in the after-
noon he shelled our right, while yes-
terday evening he opened a heavy fire
on our left positions.

Recent Order.
HOLD PRICE OF SUGAR .

Great Scarcity, But No
Grounds for Increased Cost,
' Says Controller.

There should not be any raise in the
price of sugar cwing to its scarcity
and the grocer who permits-a customer

- to purchase more  than five—or 10
pounds at the most—at one time is not
doing his duty nor is the customer who
takes it, according to a statement made

. by ¥ood Controller Hanna during a
conference with retail and wholesale
grocers, manufacturers and travelers in
the assembly room, board of trade
offices, Royal Bank building, Saturday
at moon. -

The conference was held following a
private meeting of the trade which be-
gan at 11 o'clocK at which the recent
order of the food controller concern-
ing the sale of cereals in cartons was
discussed. An hour later Mx. Hanna |\
put in an appearance and at once var-
ious questions were asked of him.

In explaining the order he gsaid that
the women had complained about the
inability to buy brown bread flour in
bulk and that they could only buy in
“lithographed and painted boxes. “It
is a condition which exists,” said ‘Mr,
Hamma, “and the condition must be
met.”

Sugar Situation.

At this point the food controller
mentioned sugar not that it con-
cerned the tusiness of the meeting,
but as a Statement aside. “I want
to say,” he began, “that if any man
thinks the sugar situation, 1is Dot
real he makes a great mistake. The

retail grocer ‘who permits customers (and have been honorably discharged,

to buy more than five or ten pounds
- at the very 'most, or the consumer
who buys more than that amount is
not doing his or her duty. Early
 January will see some relief, but un-
til then there is not enough to 8o
around.

The following letter is being issued
to returned men: “A badge weas at
one time isstied by the Canadian Pat-
riotic Fund to men who had proceed-
ed to England only, and who had been
returned to Canada for discharge
without having been actually at the
front. This badge is not now author-
ized and must not be worn. If you
hold one of these badges, you must

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Hurrah for Hanna and High Prices!

1t is ynfortunate for the food ‘controller that the

policy he has adopted with regard to the prices of food |

is in the interest of the trusts, the corporations, the
capitalists and the top dogs generally, and at the same
time against the interests of the consumer, the mere
public and the under-dog all round. ~ Mr. Hanna as a
conscientious official, no doubt, feels that he must do
his duty, even tho the trusts pile up more millions
as a result than they ever expected, and even tho
the people have to go without, for want of cash to meet
the soaring prices. Fiat justitia ruat coelum! as the
judge said when the courthouse ceiling fell down. Why
should Mr. Hanna flinch from the stern line of duty
beeause some people lack nourishment and others grow
iat.

He sees clearly that it would be a mistake to fix
prices. The people who pay for potatoes do not un-
derstand the problem as he does. They know that the
farmer was mighty weil pleased to get $1.50 a bag for
potatoes, and if assured of that price would put more
acreage tham ever in that crop. Mr. Hanna feels, how-
ever, that a farmer who was formerly satisfied to raise
potatoes at 75 to 90 cents a bag must be allowed to get
what he can from a speculator who can ‘sell potatoes
at $2, $3, or §4 a’bag, according to the height of the
other prices to which Mr, Hanna gives free rein. The
farmer may not get much more for potatoes under the
high prié¢es than he got under the low prices, but that
is not Mr. Hanna’s fault. Mr. Hanna, no doubt, reflects
that God did not make the farmer as smart as He might
have. done, otherwise the farmers would co-6perate and
gdll direct to the consumer at a reasonable pricé for
both, Mr. Hanna also reflects that this is not his bus-
iness. He only controls food. He has nothing to do
with prices or profits, At any rate Mr. Hamna has that
blessed possession, a clear conscience. ¢

Mr. Hanna has decided to do nothing about package
cereals for the present. He issued his edict, ahd if any
poor person wants shredded wheat biscuit, Mr. Hanna

a time. The boxes will be bulky, but they can be kqpt
in the verandah or the back yard with a tarpaulin over
them. "’

Mr. Hanna has not informed us in what part of the
country it was that cereals could not be obtained in
bulk., We presume it was in the rocky mountains
where package goods are popular. In Toronto cereals
of every kind are always accessible—even in liquid
form.

The grocers do not find so ready a sale for bulk
cereals as for package goods, because usually the qual-
ity is not so good, the cost of weighing and packing
by hand is no less, generally. more, than by
machinery, It might have been possible to fix
prices on cereal goods 80 that they would have
been as cheap as any bulk goods could possibly be, but
Mr. Hanna has a rooted objection to fixing prices, even
to oblige the public. He knows an easier way of set-
tling the question, by driving package cereals off the
market altogether.

A tyro in the art of government would have thought
that when the competition of package goods had been
removed, and & monopoly re-established for the bulk
cereals, a properly regulated food controller would
foresee the inevitable rise in prices that afflict monopol-
jes or their customers, and :e would have provided ac-
cordingly by fixing prices. "It must annoy Mr. Hanna
that another suggestion should be made that
prices should be fixed at the present rates for
pulk cereals, but we are fain to make the
suggestion,  even tho ‘“he disapproves, and has
conscientious objections. No doubt, Mr. Hanna
expects to hear an enthusiastic populace shouting—
¢Hurrah for Hanna and High prices!” and strange
things do happen at times. Peopie will have to applaud
for high prices if they applaud at all, for Mr. Hanna
refuses to fix low or moderate ones. His policy as con-
troller makes altogether for the highest.

Plotters in India.

'There is a stiff warning, not only to all those en-
gaged in such nefarious practices, but also to their
dupes and victims in the sentences pronounced on the
German conspirators who, in league with a Hindu, &1~
deavored to stir up sedition in India. The Germans got
three years each and a fine of $13,000 each, and the
Hindu eighteen months and a fine of $200.

_An extraordinary mumber of well-meaning and in-
telligent people have beefi misled by this German plot-
ting. German money has been circulated in India, as
it has been circulated in every country under the sun
in which Germany hoped to advance her interests by
bribery and corruption. Russia, Italy, France, Ireland,
Canada, India, are all notable examples of these under-
hand endeavors, and the United States has suffered in
ways unparalleled. It is not improbable, frrom state-
ments already made by the Washington government in-
culpating the German authorities, that the sedition-
mongering, plotting and conspiracies of Germans in the
United States had as much to do with driving the re-
_public into war with Germany as anything else.

The attacks on India are of the same ch/a.racter as in
other lands. Efforts are made to stir up’ distrust and
suspicion among the people against the government.
In India, where there are so many different races, all
more or less hostile, until the British peace was intro-
duced, efforts directed towards making trouble are
certainly not undertaken in the interests of the native

races. [ A revolution in India, such as these Germans |of

2nd their agents have tried to foment, would- be a
bloodier repetition of 1857. No one with the interests
of humanity at heart desires to interfere with the nor-
mal development of Indian self government in order to
plunge the country into another chaos which it would
take another centutry to reduce to anything like the
order and progress existing today.

Italy Holds On.

1t is possible that the force of the German blow
at Italy has been spent and that General Cadorna, with
such assistamce as their allies could send them, will be
able to stem the tide of the Italians’ retreat and block
the attempted invasion of Italy. Much preliminary
work had been done in Italy by Austrian and German
emissaries, with the result that the army was un-
doubtedly disaffected in parts, and permitted the first
break in the lines,

There are the usual elements in Italy, as elsewhere,
interested in the success of the German and Austrian
arms, opposed to the Italian Government, and glad to
steal any advantage, even at the sacrifice of the liberty
.of the land. In war these forces have to be reckoned
with.
in other coumtries. Such elements of disruption never
hesitate to co-operate with any alien that offers assist-
ance. De Valera, speaking in Ireland recently, declared
he would accept assistance from any quarter, Russia,
America or Germany.

All these efforts are directed primarily against the
supremacy of the democratic governments of Great
Britain and the United States, upon whose existence
liberty depends. Even France, the home of republican-
ism, could not survive, were these two overthrown. Ger-
many is well aware of what she wants and is making
her attacks where she thinks they may avail her most.
There is still a gencral opinion that the decision must
be gained on the western front, and if this be the case,
Germany has little to gain from the diffusion of her
forces elsewhere,

It numbered on July 19, the latest date
at which figures are ava e, 19,250
men. London’s force, however, wayg no
new thing, aitho this was the first time
in its history it ever was called upon
to perform anything like its present var-
iety and duration of work. I am told
that the last time it was called to duty
was during the Chartist riots of the 40's
or 60's.

They include even a scoT® of men of
the nobility, comprising the headquanters
central detachment who have offered
themselves for, and are doing, commmo:
patrol duty as special constables. Most
of these are on “night shifts, patrolling
the gardet;s of Buckingham Palace from
9 p.m. to 9 a.m., -

%he remainder are engaged in all the
variety of duties which usually fall upon
T ar policemen.
eiul number of them are"patx-dlllng
night and day the syulnerable’” spots of
London, its waterworks, etc. Night
and day, these volunteers pace their
peats, and many a story of heroism lies
in their lonely watches. Drowning men
have been fished out of dark canals,
runaways have been stopped, and armed
and desperate criminals have been over-
powered by these dauntless volunteers of
the special constabulary.

(or sixteen hours’ gervice a week), is a
five weeks' period of probation during
which the probationer is given only a
police whistle, a truncheon and an arm-
let with which to identify himself to
pasesers-by as a special constable. This
armlet of black and white stripes, worn
on the left forearm, is seen everywhere
in the streets at city wide emergencies,
such as air raids, which necessitate the
calling out of the entire special con-
stabulary force. Whenever you see the
special constables out in force, it's a' good
sign there’s a raid coming.

When the probationer has served out
his twenty duties, he Is equipped with
a special constables’ uniform, which is
exactly like that of the Metropolitan po-
lice, the helmet with chin strap like
those you've seen so often in pictures
of London ‘hobbies.”

SERVICES THANKED

Premier L_loydl George Pays a
Great Tribute to Do-
mir\\ion's Forces.

Lendon, Oct. 29—Parliament today
adopted a resolution presented by
Premier Lloyd George expressing the
thanks of the parliament to the navy
and the army. including the overseas

dominions; to the mercantile marine
for their services in the war, and to
the womer. for their medical and
other auvinary services, and furtner
cxpressing sympathy to the relatives
or friends ot those who have given
their liveg for their country.

~ Essential to National Life.

Premier Lloyd George, in moving
the resolution, said if he had leisure
in, these terrible times, especially the
anxiety -of the last two or three days.:
he felt he could not’do justice to this
great theme. The deeds mentioned in-
the resolutions were known 1o, and
had won the admiration of every sub-
ject of the King. :

The British navy was like -one of
those internal organs essential tv ufe,
of which we are unconscious until
something goes wrong. {n this war,
gaid the premier, the navy had hecen
the anchor of the allied cause. £ it
lost itg hold the hopes of tha alliance
would be shattered.

The premier told how the mnavy
had guaranteed supplies to the army
abroad and material which it had
enabled the allies to get fiom abroad,
adding: £

“But for the navy disaster would
have fallen upon the _ alliec. cause.
Prussia would be mistress of Emope
and thru Europe, of the world. De-
spite hidden foes, _despite illegitimate
nayal warfare, despite black piracy,
the navy has preserved the highways
of the seas for Britain ani her allies.
Since the beginning of *he war the
navy has ensured the sa transporta-
tion to the British and zllied armies
of thirteen “million men, two miliion
horses, twenty-five ‘million  tons of
explosives and supplies, and fifty-one
million tons of coal and il ‘I'he
losses of men out of the whole thir-
teen millien were only 35v0, of which
only 2700° were lost thru the action
of the enemy. Altogether 130,000,000
tons have been transported by Bri-
tish ships.”

- Blockade Activities.

It was too early to summarize the
effect of the blockade by the British
navy, which would be complete, Je-
clared thep remier, if it had not left
the gate to the Balkans unlocked, It
was not the fault of the grand fleet
if it had not had many opportunities
—_that was due to the enemy’s know-
ledge of its efficacy. Singe tuc battle
of Jutland, the Germans 4 never
seen fit to challenge it. ;

He paid a tribute to the work of
the smaller eraft; which wars to be
found in all seas, being fumbered by
the thousands. Their hards'ps and
dangers were barely r zed, vet the
fruits of their action were enjoyed by
the people of these islands.

ALEXANDER TAKES
SEAT WITH MATTY

Mis'ress

|Only Two of Modern Times

to Pitch Thirty Wins
Three Years.

They call him ‘“Alexander the Great.”
And so' he is. Perhaps before his big
league days are done they'll call him
Alexapder ‘‘the Greatest,” for the dia-
mond performances of the wonderful
pitcher of the Phillies stamp him right
now as one of the most remarkable box-
men baseball has produced, And he 18
still something of a youngster,

Grover Cleveland Alexander has just
completed his seventh year as a major
league pitcher, Yet, in this short space
of time he has hung up some records
that no pitcher ever may ‘be able to
eclipse or equal. fertainly one of the
most remarkable feats in baseball his-
tory was that exhibited by Alexander
in 1916 when he won 16 games via the
whitewash route.

The true worth of a pitcher is de-
termined by the number of earned runs
he yields—or rather, the lack of earned
runs, declare baseball leaders. Taking
their statement at its face value, it seems
that Grover Cleveland Alexander by
pitching 16 shutout victories a year ago,
placed himself on the highest pinnacle in
the baseball world. And he accomplished
this with a team behind him that was
in no wise an all-star cast. It was a
good team—but not a truly great one.
Given the offensive and defensive sup-
port of a great ball club, it is likely that
‘Alexander might have pushed his record
for shut out victories . beyond the=20
mark.

But it i€n’t this one record alone that
makes Alexander a pitching marvel, Just
this year he tled the mark made by
Christy Mathewson, In the history of
paseball no man other than Mathewson
ever had been able to turn in 30 or more
victories for three successive years.

Matty Only One to Equal it.

Cy Young, Ed. Walsh, Bill Dineen and
all the other wonders of the bygone era
displayed some sterling work year after
year. But not one of the group was able
to go thru three straight years
gain 30 or more victories. Mathewson per-
formed the trick by winning 30 games in
1903, 33 games in 1905 and 31 games in
1906 = It was looked upon as an achieve-
ment that might never be shattered or
equaled. But here is Alexander afong-
side of Mathewson and with a splendid
chance to; pass him and carve just an-
other ineffaceable record in baseball’s
Hall of Fame.

In 1915 Alexander, with a pennant-win-
ning team behind him, won 31 games and
Jost 10, for a pitching average of .766, He
followed with 33 victories in 45 decisive
combats in 1916, When the 1917 season
opened, the question was a‘skad:_

“Can Alexander win another 30 games
this year, and tie Mathewson's record?
