Having so recently returned from the meeting of the National Divigion
of our Order at Wilmington, I find it quite impossible to be with you on the
occasion of your present meeting. Notwithstanding my inability to attend, I
feel that my absence will bo more tham compensated by the presence of our
. esteemed G. W. A., who will preside over your deliberations, with that manly
. courtesy, and Christian forbearance, which have ever characterized his course,

during hig useful connection with our Order.
It is & matter of regret that I feel called upon to repeat the words of my
: fndumor in his last annual Report, viz: “That the state of our Order
n Oanada East is not so encouraging as we would desire.” The reports
furnished me by my deputies, indicate a state of apathy in the ranhEnn.ny

localities ; and the general interest in the Cause of Temperanee is\not so

‘earnest as the mmnoe of the subject demands. How to shaki this

* dullness and to infuse into our holy cause increased vigor, is the problem that

pnu(h itself to my mind.
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Many remedies may be suggested, but to me, the most practical one is, to
at once put an efficient Lecturer in the field, and thus bring the subject home
to every village and hamlet in our land. But the laborer is worthy of his
hire, and the Agent thus sent must be supported, and I would recommend
that & tax be levied of twenty-five cents per quarter upon every member of
our jurisdiction, until a fund shall be obtained sufficient to establish an Agent
on & good busis, and when once established I believe the Agency will be self-
sustaining.

In Eastern New York this plan has been adopted, and has worked won-
derful reeults. In that jurisdiction, within the last six months there has been
8,000 acded to the Order, with a constantly increasing ratio of membership
and a corresponding increasing treasury. with every hope and prospect of a
glorious and triumphant future.

I would recommend tbat this Grand Division take such steps as will se-
cure the circulation of the greatest possible number of Temperance publica-
tions, and I would call your attention to the subject of intr cing

" into our text-books of Education—works on the effect of Alcohol on e hu.
man system.

I would recommend that Ladies be admitted to full membership into all
Subordinate Divisions. Believing that such a course will very much pro-
mote the interest of our Order.

A well selected Temperance Library will be found -to be a very great
support in a Subordinate Division, and I hope that such action will be .
taken by the Grand Division as will most encourage the Subordinate Divisions
to thus supply themselves.

For the Financial condition of the Order, I refer you to the Report of the
Grand Scribe.

I very much regret to be under the necessity of reporting the Order in this
jurisdiction to be in a very unsatisfactory condition. Apathy prevails to a
great extent throughout our ranks with nothing of amissionary spirit prevail-
ing. A thorough arousing has become necessary. How is this to be accom-
plished ?  This is a question of much importance and requires a careful and
prayerful consideration at your hands. I am myself fully convinced that the
employment of an efficient Lecturer would be the means ofarousing the members
of the Order to a senge of their duty to the Order, and of spreading its principles
throughout the community. Inorderte obtain the services of a suitable lectu-
rer funds are requisite and it is hoped that a sufficient amount will be immedi-
ately raised for that purpose.

Since last meeting one new Division has been organized, viz: Dundee
Division No. 80, located at Dundce Centre. Perseverance Division, No. 4,
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located at Huntingdon, after having ceased working for a time has
resumed its labors an
present at this meeting,

The National Division 8. of T, of N A. met in Session at Wilmington, Delaware
on the 19th June last and continued its sittings until Saturday 22nd. I was
not privileged to attend this Session, the M. W. 8. however has forwarded
me a summary of the most important transactions of the Session, which I
now lay before you, as follows.

“ The National Division has just held its Twenty-third Annual Session, in
Wilmington, Delaware, commencing Wednesday, June 19, and closing Sat-
urday, June 22. The next Session is to be held in the City of Nashville, Ten-
nessee, on Wednesday, the 20th day of May, 1868. While the Session was
one of earnest discussion, very fow changes, in any department, were adop-
ted. No change whatever was made in any of our Constitutions. The verse
on page 5 of the Ladies' Ritual, it being the part of the W, A., was stricken
out of the Ritual.”

“ The following Resolutions of general interest were adopted” ;—

Resolved,—* That the Grand Divisions throughout our jurisdiction be and
are hereby requested to celebrate in an appropriate manner the approaching
Twenty-fifth Anniversary of the Order,”

““This occurs 29th September, 1867.

Resolved,—* That the National Division of the Sons of Temperance of
North America gratefully receive and acknowledge the kind expressions of
fraternal regard, offered by the Right Worthy Grand Lodge of Good Templars
of North America, at its late Session at Detroit.”

Resolved,—* That thig National Division do respectfully urge upon the
attention of authors and publishers the great demand and necessity of bpoks
adapted to our Common Schools that shall teach the physiological effects of

alcoholic drinks as a beverage, and which shall expose their injurious use as
amedicine.”

Resolved,—* ’%‘hnt this National Division earnestly urge upon all Subor-
dinate Divisions the importance of introducing among their exercises the
singing of temperance songs and melodies i and,to facilitate this object, we
recommend the use in all Subordinate Divisions of the “ Temperance Chimes,”
ag the best collection of temperance music extant.”

Resolved,—* That tho Most Worthy Scribe be instructed to prepare and have
published, annually, a Sony of Temperance Directory, for the use of members
of the Order, said Directory to contain a full list of the officers and members
of the National Division, with the residence ofeach, and, also, as far ag possible
alist of the Grand and Subordinate Divisions, with the place and time of meet-
ing, and such other information as may be considered desirable.”

Resolved.—“ That the Most Worthy Scribe be requested to present to this
National Division, at its next Session, a suitable Charter for Subordinate
Divisions, with the cost of the same; and, if adopted, to become the uniform
Charter for Subordinate Divisions.”

Resolved,—* That the Territory herctofore constituting the jurisdiction of
the Grand Division of Southern Kentuck y be altached to and placed under the
jurigdiction of the Grand Division of Kentucky.”

Resolved,—* That we regret that 50 eminent & man as Dr. Howard Croshy,
of N Y., should lend aid and comfort to the cause of intemperance, by his bold
attack upon the principles of total abstinence, in the endorsement of a Work,
entitled ' Teetotaliem a3 a Rule of Duty unknown to the Bible.”

Resolved,—" That we recognize the great influence which Ministers of the
Gospel exert in all moral questions, and are happy to learn of the accession of
many clergymen to the ranks of our Order ; but, believing the time bas come for

amore universal and decided action, we earnestly recommend Grand Divisions
to take such as may be d d y to secure the active co-
operation of all clergymen within their respective jurisdictions.”

Resolved,—* That the practice of drinking moderately of intoxicating li-
quors as a beverage, is as disgraceful as the drunkenness which it causes, and
ought to be so idered and proclaimed.”

Resolved,—* That it is practicable and expedient, by the adoption of sea-
sonable measures, to secure the members of National Division from the ne-
cessity of patronizing liquor-selling hotels while attending our annual sessions.”

A Committee reported the following Recommendations:—

“That Grand Divisions levy}a tax of fwo cents per capita per annum upon
the members of the Order under their respective jurisdistion, and pay the same
over to the National Division, to bé disbursed, under the direction of the
Most Worthy Patriarch, in advancing the interests of our Order, more espe-
cially in those States and Territories which have no Grand Divigions.”

Also, “ That Subordinate Divisions add twenty-five cents to their initiation
fee, which shall be paid over to their respective Grand Divisions, to be used
in carrying on the missionary work of the Order in their respective juris-
dictions by sending forth lecturers and organizing Divisions.”

“The decisions of the M. W. P., on the subject of female membership, com-
municated to the Order during last year, were all confirmed.”

Good and Welfare Committee met at 5 p. m., and read over the reports of
the G. W. P. and the G. 8. also the report of the lﬁroceedlngl of the National
Division held in Wilmington, Delaware, June 19th,

Your Qommittee are sorry that the G. W. P. is not present to preside over
thismeeting of the G. D. but seeing that his absence is accounted for by his
sttendance at the N. D., which necessitated his absence for some time from his
home and his business, ider his se quite satisfactory, and are glad to-
have his place soefficiently filled by Brother Manning,

Your committee regrat that the Oause of Temperance in connection with'
the Order of the Sons of Temperance is not so prosperous as is desirable’
in the Province of Quebec, as appears from the reports of both the G. W, P..
and G. 8. ; and conours in the opinion expressed by both fanctionaries that aw
efficient Lecturer is the Tn required to resuscitate the cause. Your Com-
mittee however with all due deference to the opinions of others do not concur
in the levying of a tax for the support of a Lecturer; but recommend that s
Lecture fund be raised by voluntary subscriptions; and that the Reps. t
be authorized to take up subscriptions for such a fund from the Divisions
they represent and the friends of the cause generally. Your Committes is
also of opinion that it would greatly facilitate the work of the Lecture
Oommittee, were the members of this G. D. here and now to suberibe
to this Lecture Fund, the sums subscribed, to be paid as soon as the services
of an efficient Lecturer can be gecured by said Lecture Committee.

and subjected to the hostile criticism of a portion of the press, and

‘ Whereas, the representatives of this Grand Division honored themselves
their constituents, and the cause, by voting on every opportunity against
such distinctive legislation,” therefore ; '

Resolved,—* That this Grand Division desire to place upon record, its
-entire dissent from, and its deep regret at such exceptional legislation, and
believing in the declaration that God hath made of one blood all nations to
dwell upon the face of the earth, would urge upon the National Divigion, at
the very earliest opportunity, the repeal of such obnoxious legislation, and
thus make our noble Order a sober world in miniature.”

“That the thanks of the Grand Division be and are bereby tendered to
our repregentatives for the stand made by them against the injustice done
the coloured race."—QCarried.
