AUSTRIAN CATHOLICS
PEACE PROGRANIE

Amsterdam, June 23 — The Dutch
Catholic newspaper, Tijd, prints a
programme that was issued as the result
of a meeting of Catholics in favor of
peace held at last Whitsunday in' Graz,
Austria. The programme contains
twelve paragraphs which demand that
an end be put to-the senseless extension
of military power on land and sea.

In opposition to this order, thousands of
workmen from a half dozen adjacent
factories surrounded the house, many of
them armed with rifles, and their spokes-
man declared they would defend the an-
archists against the government and that
bloodshed would follow if force were
employed to oust the occupants of the
buildings.

Delegates from Kronstadt attended
meetings of the workmen and declared ;
that on the first appeal to armed inter-l
vention, detachments of sailors from the
Kronstadt fortress would be summoned
‘o aid the anarchists. Flags carried by
the demonstrators were inscribed:
“Down with the capitalists, the enemies
of the people.” “Long live the social
republic.” After the publication of an
appeal by the soldiers’ and workmen’s
delegates to the working population of
Viborg, the provisional® government
warned the anarchists that the foree of
arms would be invoked unless those hold-
ing General Durnovo’s house immediate-
ly elected to obey the vacuation order.

L.ondon, June 28.—The correspondent
of Reuter’s in Cairo says he learns from
most reliable sources that a large num-
ber of British and Indian prisoners taken
by the Turks in Mesopotamia have suc-
cumbed to ill treatment or lack of pro-
per medical attention.

*“A resident of Taurus,” says the cor-
respondent, “testified that in the prison-
ers’ camp more than half the men cap-
tured at Kut-el-Amara are now dead.

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THE ISSUE IN' CANADA

“Until Canada is organized on a basis |
of war service, until the official attitude
towards the war is one of national ef-
fort, and not of private enterprise for
profit, what prospect is there of enthus-
ing the people to the necessary pitch of
sacrifice?”

This question, asked by <the Ottawa
Citizen, is coupled with the following
observations:

“Only the wilfully blind could fail
to see that some people of this country
are not willing to submit to conscription
of life unless at least equal measures
of conscription are applied to the mater-
ial resources and the wealth of Canada.
From almost every group of opinion the
government has lately been publicly peti-
tioned and urged to include conscription

This paragraph describes the situation
exactly. It is confirmed by the debate
of the present week at Ottawa. The
mere conscription of men is not enough,
and if that conscription is merely pro-
posed for the purposes of an election
campaign, and no definite date is given
tor putting it into effect, the country
will be all the more suspicious of it and
the government by which it has been in-
troduced. Sir Robert Borden is not yet

out of the woods. The country demandsi
a guarantec of good faith, and there |

One of the indictments is a blanket
bill directed against Adalbert Koerting
Fisher, president of the Schutte & Koer-
ting Company; Mrs. Helene, his wife,
and Henry Rohner, president of the
Henry Rohner Company, as well as Cap-
tain Thierichens. It charges them with
conspiracy in the smuggling of ch;ggjn-
ometers and importing and receivilug
merchandise contrary to law.

The indictments against - Captain
Thierchens came as a surprise. When
Fischer,- who is a former German army -
officer, his wife and Rohner were ar-
rested, two youths, Bert Fischells and
Floyd Williams, were also taken. into
custody. At that time, the two German
sea raiders, the Kron Prinz Wilhelm and
the Prinz Eitel Friedrich were interned
at the League Island navy yard.

The indictments on ‘the charge of vio-
lations of the Mann White Slave Act
contain three counts. Two charge the
German commander with indulging in
“unnatural practices” and the other -
charges the unlawful transportation for
immoral purposes from Ithaca, N.Y., to
this city of one Marie Funk.

Government officials declared that it
would be possible upon conviction to
sentence Thierichens to prison for nine
years and impore a fine of 815,000.

Fischer, his wife and Rohner, upon
conviction face possibilities of a maxi-
mum sentence of four years’ i “rison-
ment each and an individual of
$10,000.

Thierichens and his men had been
taken from their ships and first interned
and then made prisoners of war in two
Southern forts. Their ships have been
rechristened and are now in the service
of the United States government.

No Check on Defects

“Though we did not desire to see the
old coalition government upset, and de-
precated very strongly the manner in
which it was brought to the ground, we
were willing, when Lloyd George accept-
ed power, to support him and his govern-
ment and to encourage the nation in giv-
ing him every chance to do his work.
But to speak frankly, one of the chief
considerations that induced us to take
this line, in spite of certain strong mis-
givings in regard to Lloyd George’s lev-
ity, flightiness and general lack of grav-
ity, was that we were told that the new
plan of a supreme war cabinet would
provide exactly the check upon his po-
litical defects which is required at a
time of national crisis.

“Lloyd George was to develop the ne-
cessary engine POWET, and his colleagues
of the war cabinet were to be the con-
trols to direct that energy into its right-
ful channels, to steady it where neces-
sary, and to apply it at the right time
and at the right place. The more cy-
nical people said it was the old story of
a wild elephant between two tame and
cxperienced elephants. Lord Curzon
and Lord Milner.

Authors Find it Difficult te Recog-
nize Their Children When They
See Them on the Screen

In an article entitled “Don’t Blame the
Author,” in Pictorial Review for July,

In film-land, it isn’t only “gomewhere
East of Suez” that “the best is like the
worst;” good stories and bad, carefully
written and carelessly, painstaing work
and patchwork, passing under the hands
of two or three hard-driven hired men,
are apt to finish upon something very
like a dead level. Certain accepted feu-
tures of the photo-play are pretty sure
to creep in; certain departures and dis-
tinctions are pretty sure to leak out; if

l

a picture from the pen of your favorite
fiction-writer proves commonplace and
panal—don’t blame the author!

Rachel Crothers, responsible for “The
Three of Us,” “Young Wisdom, and
“Old Lady 81,” went to a private show-
ing of her first—and last—contribution
to the “movies,” a tale entitled “The
Tyranny of Love.” “Hereis a bell,” said
the president of the company. “If you
find anything very wrong, jingle it, sum-
mon my stenographer, and set the thing
right.” 5

“Within a few minutes,” declares Miss
Crothers, “I sounded like the Swiss bell-
ringers.

“In the beginning, I could discover no-
thing that even remotely resembled my
story. ‘We were obliged to arrange a
little introduction,’ apologized the presi-
dent. That didn’t seem to explain trans-

ferring the scene of action from Paris to|

Chinatown, in New York.

“However, I ‘sat tight’ while my fash-
ionable hero raved because another man
danced with his wife at a ball, and it
was only when we came to a gratuitous-
ly-inserted sensation, when this other
man attempted a violent embrace, and
her hair came down, and her dress be-
gan to come off, that I left my heroine
to her fate, and the projection room to
its intimate revelations. ‘Take my namre
of that film!”” I demanded—and they
did !’

In the whole world there are not more
than a hundred persons whose dramatic
instinct qualifies them for writing plays.
In New York alone there are two or
three hundred salaried improvers whose
job it is to re-write these plays; to put
in the ‘punch,’ and the comedy, and the
continuity that have escaped our leading
novelists and dramatists. Small wonder
that the result achieved, at leasl, is
something different from the original! In
my own experience, I had a mystery-
story, the mystery of which depended
upon how one of its characters obtained
certain marked bills, begun with a scene
in which the character in question was
shown receiving those bills.

Appeal Division of Supreme Court De-
tivers Judgement in Four Cases—Law
of Time of James I Does Not Hold.

WANT CANADIANS IN
CANADIAN  PULPITS

Warm Debate in Toronte Maethe-
dist Conference en Im-
porting Britishers

“Is Ministry a Union?”—Motion is
Carried Asking Inquiry Into Fitness
of Training of Clergy

(Toronto Star)
By an almost unanimous vote, To-
ronto Methodist conference declared to-

day for an inquiry into the training of
Canadian Methodist preachers. This

action was taken as the direct result
of the action of the ministerial section
in voting by 104 to 80 to admit a Brit-
ish minister, Rev. Trevor Davies, to
conference so that he could take the Met-
ropolitan pulpit.

It was the warmest debate of the
conference so far, and Rev. W, E. Wil-
son of King street east church, who
started it. used some strong language
that provoked much applause.

“When they can’t find a man in Can-
ada fit for some of their pulpits there
is something wrong,” declared Rev. Mr.
Wilson. “They got a chairman for the
munitions board in Canada, and in the
Methodist church. They got a minis-
tér of militia in Canada, and in the
Methodist church. If Canadian ministers
are not good enough for Canadian pul-
pits there is something wrong with our
training. If you want pulpit orators, go
overseas for them, but if you want men
to shepherd your flocks, give us a chance.
For God’s sake don’t ask me to spend
wy life in the ministry and then tell me
that ’'m not fit for my job. There are
big churches that take young men and
lay down a policy for them. They have
the money and they let the minister
know it. It's not fair. I won’t bow

If we are not being trained
right, then for God’s sake train us as
we should be trained.”

MAN N ALL WORLD

Frank W. Weo.worth Was a
Gawky Farm Boy

Three titles to distinction are claimed
for Frank W, Woolworth. First, he is
the largest retall merchant in the world.
| Second, he owns the tallest building (and
{one of the handsomest) in the world.
| Third, he was the greenest and gawkiest
boy who ever came off a farm. He was
such a palpable hayseed, indeed, that,
try as he might no merchant at first
would engage him at any price. He had
to work for three months without any
wages and board himself, and he was
told that he ought to consider himself
lucky because he did not have to pay
his employer a tuition fee. For a humbie
beginning that must come pretty near to
breaking all records.

When finally young Woolworth did
find work, without wages, and after two
and a half years moved on to another
Jjob at $10 a week, so complete a failure
did he prove at selling goods, according
to B. C. Forbes, writing in Leslie’s, that
his small pay was reduced instead of
increased—and the shock temporarily
shattered his health. Biography prob-
ably contains no mere novel experience
of an American captain of industry.

It was in 1873 that young Woolworth
arrived in Watertown, N. Y., with a note
of introduction to the senior partner of
Augsbury and Moore, dry goods merch-
ants, but he didn’t want him.

At the end of two and a half years—
he wps getting $6 a week. Hearing of a
vacancy in another store he went to ap-
ply. But when he saw how higgledgy-
piggledy everything was, he decided to

BLACK MOULD ON

Black mould on storage onions ap-
peared in 1916 in Ohio and was common
on onions from Illinois and Kentucky.

INCOME TAX COMING

(Grain Growers’ Guide)

In the course of discussion in the
House of Commons the other day, Sir
Thomas White, finance minister, stated
that it was quite possible and even pro-
bable that an income tax would be ne-
cessary in Canada before the war was
over. What he means by “necessary”
we do not know, but in the opinion of
ninety per cent. of the people of Can-
ada we believe that necessity arrived
some time ago and that the government
is far behind public opinion in the mat-
ter of taxation.

As they ap-
peared they spread out so that our men
were ringed round with enemies on every

The general order to attack, though
given, was hardly needed. Each one of
our five, keen as mustard, turned at once

The fight began at about 11,000 feet;
but in the course of the things that fol-
lowed it ranged anywhere from 8,000 to

12,000, up and down the ladders of
heaven. And an extraordinary fact is
that, all the while that it went on, the
German anti-aircraft guns below kept
at work. Usually, as soon as aeroplanes
engage overhead, the “Archies” are silent
for fear of hitting the wrong man; and
whether the German gunners were drunk
with excitement at what was going on
above them, or whether it wag that our
machines formed so isolated and com-
pact a mass in the heart of the great
maelstrom that it seemed still possible to
shoot at them in gafety, is not known.
At all events the tumult in the skies was
increased by the constant pumping into
the tangled mass of shells from the
ground.

Primarily, any such general melee. in-
evitably breaks up into a serles of indi-
vidual fights.” Formation,” as it is tech-
nicelly known, breaks up, but nothing
could have surpassed the way in which
our men fought. Not one of them al-
lowed himself ever to be cut off and iso-
lated from the rest. Not one failed to be
ready when a friend was in imminnt
danger to turn to his assistance/ This is
the more remarkable as, with the excep-
tion of the flight leader, all the pilots
were practically new men, with little ex-

erience of fighting. Some had been in

ance only a fortnight. Yet no veter-
ans could have exceeded these young-
sters in ccolness and fighting judgment.
As for the flight commander himself, he,
still a youth, may fairly be called a vet-
eran, for in that battle he reached his
seventeenth Germean victim.

“First Blood” to the British

The actual fighting lasted for a full
hour, from five to six o’clock, an ex-
traordinary time for such a thing, and
during all that hour our men fought
tooth and nail. And the fight had lasted
but a few minutes when we drew first
blood, and an enemy machine which
Captain A. had attacked went down in
flames, with the wings of one gide shot
away. Then it was Lieutenant B’s turn.
He caught his adversary at close range
fairly, and the German aeroplane went
down turning over and over as it fell
straight down 11,000 feet, leaving a trail
of smoke behind. Lieutenant C scored
next, his enemy’s machine spinning
plumb to where, somewhere below the
haze, it must have crashed.

An Enemy Airman Foiled,

Then, for a moment, it seemed that
our luck was turning. Lieutenant B’s
engine gave out, and he was ‘“compelled
to leave the formation.” It is a simple
phrase, but what it means is that, help-
less, and with engine still, the aeroplane
dropped out of the fight from 11,000 feet
down to 8,000 feet. It was a dizzying
drop, and as he fell an énemy, seeing him
defcnceless and scenting easy prey, went
after him.

But other eyes were watchiug. Lieu-
tenant C saw hig crippled comrade slip-
ping downward and saw the German
diving after. Quick as a flash he follow-
ed, and before the German could do his
work the British aeroplane was almost
touching tke tail of his machine, and in
another second the German turned clean
over in the air and then crashed nose
foremost down into the abyss.

Then, almost by a miracle, B’s engine
caught its breath again. Once more the
machine was under control, and B., who
was one of those who. were new to the
game, climbed and rejoined formation.
Some 8,000 feet he had to climb, with the
baffled “Archies” blazing at him from
below, up into the inverted hell above,
where his four comrades were fighting
enemies who outnumbered .them six ts
on: Just as he “rejoined” another Ger-
man fell. It was A’s second victim of
the day, and friend and foe alike saw
the machine go, sheeted in flames, down
into the gulf.

‘Then once again it seemed that a
throw had gone against us, for, still un-
der control, but with flames bursting
from its reserve petrol tank, one of our
machines began to drop. Again an en-
emy, glimpsing an easy quarry, dived for
the flaming ruin as it fell, but quicker
than he, A also dived, and while our
crippled machine, still belching flames,
slid off, with its nose set for home, the
German, mortally hit, dropped like a
stone.

It was just retribution. The unwrit-
ten laws of this marvellous game pre-
scribe that no honorable fighter attacks
an enemy in flames. Such an enemy fs
out of the fight, and has trouble enough
.for a brave man. The German who
dived for our burning machine knew that
he was doing an unchivalrous thing, and
it may be that that knowledge unnerved
him so that he paid the penalty.

|

Flying Home in Flames.

Strangely enough, our burning acro-
plane got home. I huve seen the wreck-
age, with the reserve petrol tank on the
roof bearing two ‘bullet holes on one
side and great ragged tears on the other
where the bullets passed out. The whole
tank is scorched and crumpled. The
flaines had burned away the whole cen-
tral span of the upper plane. The thick}
rear main spar was charred and burned
through, and two ribs were completely
severed and hung with loose blackened
ends. Yet, like a great blazing metcor,
it crossed our lines and came to earth,
not indeed at its own home, but on safe
and friendly -ground; and as another air-
man said to me in admiration, “He made
a perfectly topping landing.”

eanwhile, the wonderful fight was
drawing to a close. The British pilot,
Lieutenant D., emptied a belt from his
machine gun into an enemy when so close
| that his wings almost brushed the other’s
rudder; and the enemy turned turtle,
clear over on his back, and, spurting out
a ‘thick volume of black smoke, went
down.

Some of the enemy were already draw-
ing off, but our men were in no mood to
let them go. It is harder to get out of &
losing fight than it is to begin it, and
before the enemy mob could disentangle
itself from the battle two more of their
machines had gone to earth—one, his
thud in the fight, falling to Lieutenant
C. and one to Lieutenant E.

Then the last four of our machines,
still lords of the air, came home.

MAKES STATEMENT OF
[TALY'S AIMS IN WAR

Baron Sennino Also Makes a Call
Upen His Ceuntrymen for Best
Sustained Effert

Rome, June 22—Baron Sonnino, Italian
foreign minister, addressing the Cham-
ber of Deputies today, declared that
1taly’s war aims were to seek liberty and
assurance for Italy and other countries,
but that Italy did not aspire to frontiers
constituting a menace to a neighboring
state or danger to anyone, simply such
as would be a bulwark guaranteeing the
independence of a pacific country.

“The hour is solemn for the country,”
he said, “we cannot deny that. By the
prolongation of the war, conditions have
become worse day by day, and they have
become even more disagreeable for those
aspiring now, or who may be expected
to aspire, to an equitable and durable
peace. It must be equitable to prove
durable—a peace which will mark an
advance in the march of civilization. It
is to obtain such a peace that we appeal
to the entire nation without distinction
of rank, sex or age, asking that each
continue his efforts in the sacred name
of all our brothers who have given their
health or life for the common cause.

“Every momentary weakness, every
hesitation might render useless the steps
which have been taken up to the-present
amid So many arduous difficulties and
innumerable sacrifices and might even
imperil the victorious outcome.

“Ttaly counts today absolutely upon
the devotion of her sons, upon théir ac-
tions, their words and their sublime
spirit of self abnegation.”

“Canada and the allies can depend
upon it that the United States is in the
war to the last—to the last dollar and
the last drop of blood.”

John R. Rathom, internationally
known publicist and editor of the Provi-
dence Journal, interviewed at the King
Edward this morning, spoke these words
with the sincere tone of conviction and
fixity of purpose which has character-
ized the British, “What we have we
bold.”

“Before I leave here I would like to
correct a wrong impression which seems
to prevail in Canada and in parts of
the United States also. It appertains to
two things—firstly, that the military or-
ganization which is now being con-
structed in the United States is a tre-
mendous, limitless, machine, and, sec-
ondly, that it is being shaped into effi-
i ciency in probably a more rapid move-
ment than the world has ever before
seen.

When the big typically American gen-
tleman said these words he paused for
a moment as though to say: “You don’t
have to take my word for it; you will
soon see.”

Applying Themselves to Task

Continuing to speak of American pre-
paredness,’a topic which the famous ed-
jtor was most keen about, he said:

“The people should remember that
President Wilson and his cabinet minis-
ters are ordinary civilians. When they
took office they had no thought of war.
When war broke out, however, like the
sane men that they proved to be, they

No Hanging Back

The discussion of this subject brought
Mr. Rathom to the thought of men in
action. “You can say as % fact that
99 3-4 per cent. of nearly ten million

Americans between the ages of 21 and

31 registered without flinching on June
5th,” said he. “There was no hanging
back. It was a marvelous revelation of
patriotism to the nation.”

Mr. Rathom described the method in
which the American troops will be call-
ed to the colors. “Next week I expect
that the draft boards will select 10 per
cent. of the regisgtered men, that is
about one million, by means of a ballot
system. From this number all the men
who are not eligible will be eliminated,
and the balance who wish to be exempt-
ed will go before the draft boards, and
state their case. There is a draft board
of three men for every 80,000 of the|
population, so.you see we are able to
work pretty fast. When the men are
finally enlisted they are liable for ser-
vice anywhere.”

Turning to a new subject The Star
asked:

“Has anyone been superstitious enough
to suggest that it was ‘providential’ for
the Providence Journal to lay so much
waste to the Germans’ nefarious tricks?”’
The editor smiled.

“We have a staff of 80 good, enthusi-
astic, and loyal reporters, who stick to
facts,” he said, intimating the manner
in which the Providence Journal exposed
so many German outrages with such
signal success.

“It is the duty of the journalist—like
that of the historian—to seek out the
truth, above all things, and to present
to his readers, not such things as state-
craft would wish them to know, but the
truth as near as he can attain it,” is the
view of Mr. Rathom.

Don’t Look at the Clock

“What ddvice would you give a young
Journalist to serve the state as you have
done?” the Star asked.

“Stick to facts and don’t look at the
clock,” replied the famous editor, with a
snap as though he had it all ready.

“Where are the facts to come from?”
came another question.

“Oh, the Lord will have to help you
along with those,” laughed the journal-

st.

In a little booklet which came off the
press yesterday, Mr. Rathom says this
much about the manner in which his
paper has been able to startle, by its
revelations and exposures, not only the
entire continent, but the foremost diplo-
matists of the country: %

“The Journal’s control of certain high
powered wireless plants and its success
in placing its own representatives as
hired employes in the German embassy
at Washington and in many German
and Austrian consular offices through-
out the country contributed very largely
towards its continuous uncovering of
Teutonic conspiracies. At some time in
the future, when the necessity for sec-
recy is removed, this story will be told.”

Report of Price, Waterhouse & Company

- Shows That Former Government,

~ While Claiming Surpluses, Was Plung-
ing Province Into Debt

That the Murray-Baxter government, while claiming surpluses, was steadily
plunging the province into debt and attempting to conceal the fact from the peo-
ple of New Brunswick is established strikingly by the report of Price, Water-
house & Co. to Premier Foster, tabled in the legislature on Thursday evening.

While the late government claimed a surplus at October 31, 1916, the fact is
that there was an accumulated deficit at that time of $706,833.

The various devices and practices to which the old government resorted are
exposed in the report, which also makes valuable suggestions as to alterations
in the method of accounting and bookkeeping, which changes would enable the
public to know the real revenue and expenditure of the province when the pro-
vincial accounts appear annually, The report finally clears up the disputed ques-
tions as to the public debt, the interest charges, and liabilities, direct and indirect,
and so gives the Foster administration a clearance and a new point of departure,

The report refers to many expenditures which will doubtless be the subject
of investigation through royal commissions or by departmental inquiry.

deficit for a fiseal year cannot reflect
actual conditions where oney receipts and
& expenditures are taken into considera-
“ tion, since it is obvious that, if payment
" is not made of bills due at the close of
the financial year, and if the awmount
thereof is not set ap as a liability in the
.. accounts, an apparent surplus for the
- year may be shown where an actual
= deficit has resulted.

étrong Recommendations.

We would strongly recommend you in
future to prepare the accounts on a
_“revenue” basis, so that at the end of
“ each financial year you will he able to

determine exactly whether the revenue
“ has been suflicient to meet the various
“ outlays and expenses of the year.

The annual published accounts are not
drawn upin o manner which readily af-
fords information as to the province’s
financisl pesition, and we would recom-

- mend that the form in which they arc

The principal portions of the report of Price, ‘Waterhouse & Co, are as fol-

presented should be emtirely revised. In
order to illustrate the necessity for this
revision it may perhaps be well to refer
briefly to one or two specific instances
wherein the accounts do not clearly show
actyal conditions.

Amongst the assets shown on the bal-
ance sheet of the province at October 81,
1916, you will notice an item of $520,-
887.18 under the head of “Consolidated
Revenue Balance” which is the balance
of receipts over expenditures to date, and
is represented by cash in bank and on
hand at October 81, 1916. The consol-
idated revenue account includes all re-
ceipts on revenue account and also on
capital account (such as the proceeds of
debentures and bonds issued for perman-
ent improvements and special expendi-
tures), and information should therefore
be given in the published accounts as to
what portion of the cash balance of $520,-
837.18 is available for ordinary revenue
expenditures, and what portion is ear-
marked for specific purposes. As a mat-
ter of fact the balance of cash in ques-
tion is represented principally by monies
received from bonuses on timber licenses,
by the unexpended belance of the pro-
ceeds from the sale of bonds, and by
deposits with the government of special
funds. ]

The published balance sheet at Octo-
ber 31, 1916, after including crown lands
at a value of 85 per acre and placing a
value of $500,000 on the buildings, shows
an apparent surplus of assets over lia-
bilities of $29,342,768.89. The corre-
sponding figure at October 381, 1915 is
$29,717,922.74, so that during the year
1916 there is an apparent decrease in sur-
plus of $375,154.85. This is to a large
extent explained by the fact that during
the year the province expended a total
of $847,103.58 under an appropriation fot
“permanent bridges” which is not shown
as an asset on the balance sheet, although
the bonds issued to provide funds for
this improvement are included as a lia-
bility. The omission to include such ex~
penditures on the balance sheet has of
course the effect of decreasing the ap-
parent surplus of assets over liabilities.

Again, consolidated revenue - account
for the year ending October 81, 1916,
shows ordinary revenue of $1,580,419.36,
and ordinary expenditure of $1,568,342.07,
so that from a reference to this account
it would seem that there had been a sur-
plus of revenue over expenditure for the
year 1916 of $12,077.29. You will note,
however, that amongst the expenditures
following those which are classed as or-
dinary expenditures, there is, (among
cthers) an item of $70,648.60 for expendi-
tures on special roads. So far as we
have been able to determine this item
represents the balance of expenditure on
roads' over the original estimate for the
year, and no evidence has been produced
in support of the theory that the ex-
penditure is of an extraordinary nature
and should not have been charged against
the ordinary revenues of the province.
The effect of charging this expenditure
against the ordinary revenue of the yeat
1916 would of course be that in place of
a surplus of $12,077.29 there would be a

s
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deficit which (after making certain other

i necessary adjustments in'the accounts)

would amount to $55,591.89, This amount
would represent a deficit of receipts over
expenditures, but not a revenue deficit.
The latter would be greater or less than
the amount mentioned according to
whether the amount of unpaid liabilities
at October 31, 1916, showed an increase
or decrease over the amount unpaid at
October 31, 1915. We have not made
any calculations as to the amount of the
unpaid liabilities at October 81, 1915.

Not Clear Enough.,

As another illustration of our point
that the published accounts do not reflect
the financial position of the province in a
sufficiently clear and intelligible manner,
we would refer you to the balance sheet
at October 81, 1916, which shows that
there were outstanding provincial deben-
tures to the amount of $6,910,646.66, and
government stock' of $2,190,000. The
‘balance sheet should in addition show as
liabilities the $1,760,000 debentures of the
province issued to provide funds for the
St. John & Quebec railway, and the $4,-
250,000 bonds of that railway which are
guaranteed by the province both as to
principal and interest, and which should
be considered a direct liability in view
of the fact that the railway has been
taken over by the province.

One of the essential points in any sys-
tem of accounting is that a clear dis-
tinction be made between the expendi-
tures of a permanent nature and those
which in the ordinary course should be
charged against the revenue of the year.
The published accounts should reflect
this principle, and for this reason prov-
inces and municipalities are now adopt-
ing a form of balance sheet divided un-
der two main captions (a) capital assets
and liabilities, and (b) revenue (or cur-
rent) assets and liabilities.

BALANCE SHES’II;,. OCTOBER ' 3},

In connection with the assets and lia-
bilities shown on the appended balance
sheet at October 81, 1916 (exhibit A) we
would submit the following remarks:

Capital Assets,

As already mentioned the annual pub-
lished balance sheets do not show ex-
penditures of a capital nature (except in
the case of railway investments) al-
though they take up as Habilities the de-
bentures and government stock issued to
provide funds for the expenditures. There

is, however, published in the annual ac- |

counts a statement of the bonded debt
and information as to the expenditures
made therefrom. In the accounts sub-
mitted we have shown as capital assets
all the expenditures made out of monies
received from the issue of debentures

and government stock, although in some!

cases the term ‘“‘capital expenditure” can-
not. clearly be applied to them, as for
example, the contribution of $120,041.86
made towards the imperial government
and Belgian relief, and subsidies granted
to railways. Since these expenditures
are of a special nature they would seem
to us best carried under the heading of
“capital,” as the effect of providing an
annual sinking fund for the debentures
which were issued therefor will be to
charge the expenditures against revenue
of future years over the life of the de-
bentures. :

No asset is carried on the books of the
province in respect of crown lands, l:mt
a value of $35,000,000 (representing
7,000,000 acres at 35 per acre) was in-
corporated in the published accounts at
October 81, 1914 and has been shown in
the published accounts at October 81,
1915 and 1916; We have not included
this valuation in the balance sheet now
submitted, but there is no reason why
this should not be done if you desire it,
although it seems to us preferable to
refer to the asset merely by way of a
foot-note.

- The buildings owned by the province
have since October 31, 1914 been shown
in the published accounts at a value of
2500,000. In the balance sheet which we
have prepared, only such expenditures
on buildings as have been made out of
the proceeds of debentures, etc.,, are
taken up as assets. We would suggest
that an appraisal be made of all build-
fngs owned by the province, and the
value thereof incorporated on the books.

Accounts Receivable,

As a result of our examination of the
accounts receivable at October 31, 1916,
we found it necessary to make certain
adjustments on the balances shown by
the published accounts at that date, the
principal being to reduce the balances
due on stumpage by an amount of
$9,460.97 which was written off the
books as uncollectible subsequent. to
October 31, 1916.

We think that the accounts receivable
of the school book department should
be more closely followed up and in-
structions given to the superintendent
to press for collection from vendors
whose accounts are long overdue. A
number of balances now carried on the
books appear bad or doubtful, and on
the attached balance sheet we have set
up a reserve of $2,000 to provide for
possible loss in this connection. Details
of all adjustments made on the accounts
receivable are shown on exhibit “C” at-
tached hereto. :

Copies of orders dated February 16
1017, for the supply of auto road trucks
(10 to cost $77,795 and 10 to cost $37,-
440) were produced for our inspection.
On February 2, 1917, a checque for $5,000

Accounts Payable,

The vouchers covering expenditures
’during- the period from November 1,
1916 to April 30, 1917 were carefully
scrutinized with a view to determining'’
the amount of liabilities outstanding at
October 381, 1916 and March 81, 1917 re-
spectively. Invoices received by the pub-
lic works department and held back
pending disposal by the minister of that
department were produced to us, and !
we have received letters from the acting
secretary of the department certifying
that the accounts so submitted included
all such accounts still to be dealt with
of which he had knowledge.

During our examination we noted cer-
tain bills received for ordinary and
special road expenditures aggregating
’815,271.06 on which the proportion ap-
i plicable to the period prior to October
(81, 1916 and that of the subsequent
period was not shown, and the amount
| referred to was therefore allocated be-
tween the two periods in accordance
1with the basis suggested by the min-
ister of public works.

In connection with the expenditure on
permanent bridges, it came to our notice
that a bill for $70,981.98 had been render-
ed by the contractors of the Moncton
bridge. This bill was admitted by the
provincial engineer to the extent of
$47,477.27, which was paid in 1917, and
the difference between the contractors
and the province referred to arbitration.
Only the amount admitted by the engi-
neer of the province has been included
amongst the liabilities at Oclober 81,
1916, but it is possible that a further
liability attaches to the province in re-
spect of the claim made by the con-
tractors. On the other hand we under-
stand that a sum of approximately $14,-
000 will be received by the province from
the sale of scrap cast iron wheels pro-
vided by the province for ballasting the
bridge, the cost of which was charged
to ‘construction during 1916. This
amount of $14,000 will ' therefore be
available to meet any allowance which
may have to be made to the contractors
as a result of, the arbitration proceeding,
and for the costs of the arbitration.

Teacher’s grants ‘e paid by the
province -half-yearly *at June 80, and De-
cember 31 each year, For the purpose
of the accounts prepared by us we have
included as a liability at October 81,
1916, two-thirds of the grants for the
half-year to’ December 31, 1916, and we
have estimated the liability at March
31, 1917 at approximately half of the
amount paid at December 31, 1916.

Interest Accried,

Interest has been accrued at October
81, 1916, and March 81, 1917, and in-
cluded as a liability in the balance sheets
at these dates.

We have not examined the accounts of
the St. John & Quebec Railway Com-
pany, and it may be that a proportion
of the interest accrued on the bonds is-
sued by the province for the purposes of
that railway represents inierest on con-
struction expenditures which might prop-
erly be treated as an addition to the
province’s investment. On the other
hand a large section of the railroad has
been operating for some time, and it is
more than probable that the cost of con-
struction has already been charged with
more interest than should properly have
been added to the investment. Westhink
that the province shouid now face the
fact that the interest on the bonds,
amounting to $5,950,000, will in the fu-
ture have to be provided out of current
revenue.

Deferred Credits,

The subsidy receivable from the Do-
minion government in terms of the Brit-
ish North America Act 1907, amounts to
$611,511.20 per annum, paysble half-
yearly in advance on January 1 and July
1. One-third of the subsidy received on
July 1, 1916, was therefore applicable to
the period subsequent to October 8l,
1916, and similarly only half of the
amount rececived on January 1, 1917, ap-
plied to the period to March 81, 1917,
The amounts received by the province
prior to October 81, 1916, and March 81,

The liquor license fell due on May 1, !

1916, in respect of the twelve months
ending April 80, 1917. We have accord-
ingly shown the unexpired portion of the
province’s share of the taxes paid at Oc-
tober 81, 1916, as a deferred credit at that
date. As a result of the prohibition act
recently passed by the province, this item

will disappear from the accounts in fu-
ture years.

Securities Deposited With the Province.

Bonds of a par value of $165,500, and

certain mortgages, have been assigned to
the province in connection with guaran-
tees for the fulfilment of obligations.
These securities, together with those
purchased by the provinee for sinking
fund purposes, were examined by us and
found in order.
. At present the securities are kept loose
in a safe in the vault of the treasury of-
fice to which various officials have ac-
cess. We think that it would be prefer-
able to have the securities deposited in
the vaults of a bank or trust company
under the joint custody of two officials
of the province. No proper records are
now kept showing the deposit and move-
ment of securities.

Deficit, October 31, 1916.

We would refer you to the attached
statement (Exhibit F) which shows how
the deficit on revenue account of $706,-
888.57 at October 81, 1916, is made up.
.You will note therefore that in past years
interest on the "amount of bonuses re-
ceived from lumber operations and de-
posited in bank was treated as arevenue
receipt, although under Act 4, George
V.,‘ Cap. 10 (1914) such interest is re-
quired to be treated as an accretion of
the sinking fund. In order to adjust this
it has been necessary to charge revenue
account with an amount of $88,199.76.

Accounting System and Methads.

At present a considerable part of the
accounting work of the province is done
in the offices of the various departments,
in place of being consolidated in the of-
_ﬂce of the treasurer. As a result it is
impossible to ascertain without unneces-
sary waste of time, the amount of the
province’s curreni revenue receipts, and
the liabilities outstanding at any specific
date. Furthermore ,such a condition re-
sults in duplication of work.

'From a business standpoint we con-
sider that the treasury department should
receive direct all monies payable to the

province. If the amount receivéd from

the P9minion government in respect of
subsidies and interest on the debt due
to the province is excluded, it will be

found that the treasury received direct
on_ly about. 10 per cent of the revenue.re-
ceived during the fiscal year ending Oc-

them, and issue receipts bearing the lith-
ographed signature of the deputy pro-
vincial treasurer and counter-signed by

the ofticial or clerk issuing the receipt.
The monies so collected are in turn de-
posited in bank by the receiving depart-
ment to the credit of the treasury, or, as
is more generally the case, are handed
into the deputy provincial treasurer’s of-
fice. One objectionable feature to this
manner of collecting revenue is that
monies are frequently held for several
days in the department collecting them
b'cfore reaching the treasury, and some-
times for several days in the treasury
flepartment before being finally deposited
in bank. The work of internal audit is
also to some extent duplicated, since it
is necessary for the auditor-general to
check up and verify both the depart-
mental and treasury cash books.

All payments are made by the treas-
ury department on the receipts of bills
fqr. supplies and work performed to
which are attached applications from re-
sponsible department officials requesting
payment to be made. The check which
the auditor-general is able to exercise
over expenditures appears to a large ex-
tgnt perfunctory, since he has no pre-
vious knowledge of the prices and other
conditions affecting the payment. The
work of recording the payments is du-
pliqated since cheque records and ledgers
are"kept by both ihe treasury and
auditor-general.

The revision of the accounting
system to bring all collections di-
rectly under the control of the
treasury department and to eliminate the
present duplication of records is not a
difficult matter; but to get the best re-
sults it is in our opinion necessary that
the entire accounting” work be placed
under the charge of some one official who
would be responsible for the correctness
of_ the accounts of all departments.
Whether this can be best done by in-
creasing the present powers of the office
of auditor-general or by the creation of
a new office under some such title as
comptroller-general, is one for your con-
sideration; but the point which we
would emphasise is that the official in
charge must have the authority to ex-
ercise an affective check over all trans-
actions cqnnected with the receipts and
disbursements of the province, and not
merely be in a position to pass upon their
clerical accuracy. '

Hon. G. P. Graham's Attituce

On Conscription

W,
Would Serve Same Purpose

In Favor of Principle But Falls
Short of What is Required and
Has Been Badly Handled

Ottawa, June 22—Hon. George  P.
Graeham ,the first lieutenant of Sir Wil=
frid Laurier in parliament, speaking in
the commons today from his place next
to his revered and trusted leader, did as
Mr. Pardee, chief Liberal whip, did yes-
terday. With the full permission and
respect of Sir Wilfrid, Mr. Graham, fol-
Jowing the traditions of Liberalism, ex-
pressed his own honest convictions on
the great issue before parliament and the
people. E

While declaring his sincere belief that
Sir Wilfrid, the veteran and experienced
stalesman, was pursuing the course he
thought wisest in helping to secure na-
tional unity in Canada and the most far-
sighted method of helping to win the
war, Mr. Graham said that he must dif-
fer with Sir Wilfrid and vote against the
referendum and for the conscription bill.
Though the conclusions might vary as
to policy, said Mr. Graham, one motive
dominated, namely the reaching the come
mon goal of what was best for Canada
and what was best for the Allied cause.

Hon. Mr. Graham pointed out that the
government was preparing for an elec-
tion, predicted an early appeal to the
people and welcomed this as the most
effective way of clearing the atmosphere.
Such an election, he said, would really
amount to a referendum’ on conscription
inasmuch as the members of the new
house would be individually pledged\for
or against conscription. A

Two other Liberals today, E. W. Nes-
bitt, South Oxford, and Mr. Buchanan,
of Lethbridge—the latter the first of the
Alberta Liberals to be heard from—
took the same course as Mr. Graham.

Mr. Graham devoted a considerable
portion of his speech to consideration of
the larger problems of conscription, as
outlined in the resolution which he
drafted last week. He declared for the
compulsory enlistment of wealth by
means of an income tax on the rich man
for ihe raising of more money by tax-
ation so that a war-prosperous Canada
might_not shift the whole burden of war
debt to the shoulders of the people when
the men come home from overseas and
war orders were no more.

He declared for government action ta
compel industries in Canada, now. con-
cerned only with the production of lux-
uries, to turn their attention to the pro-
duction of essentials. He asked that the
women of Canada be organized as was
now being done in the States to prevent
waste in the home. He urged measures
for the distribution of labor to the farms.
He pointed out that the public could
scarcely be expected to have much con-
fidence in a government that appointed
only Conservatives to such positions as
fuel controller and food controller.

Sir Thomas White, who followed Mr.
Graham, urged the seriousness of the:
situation, the final failure of the wolfin-
tary system and the immediate necess'ity
of conscription for military service. As -
to the conscription of wealth, he gave
only general promises that “everything
that was necessary” to raise funds would
be done. But he gave no specific prom-
ise as to any further war taxation—for
this year at any rate.

Active Again On
Russian Front

. London, June 22—After many weeks
of inactivity on the Russian front, heavy
guns huve been brought into operation
and general activity is rcported. ‘I'he
first news of this came in today’s
Austrian official statement which report-
ed heavy engagements in Galicia and
was emphasized in the evening state«
ment from Vienna which slated that
“the increased firing continues.”
Heavy attacks by the Germans north
of the Aisne have been repulsed by the
French troops with severe casualties,

according to the official communication

from Paris, issued tonight. In the at-
tack, which was along a froni of about

cne and one quarter miles, the Germans

gr-l): at one point succeeded in pene-
irating the French trenches, although

special troops were employed which at-

tacked stul:bornly. not wavering befcshe
the destructive French fire.

She is
convincely the child of ten throughout,
not once suggesting maturity in appear-
ance or action.

she is irrestible.

Eleanor Gates knew the child heart
when she wrote the play; Maurice
Tourneur has translated the underlying
theme and the crucial moments to the
screen with remarkable judgment.

British Headquarters in France, June
22 (By the Associated Press)—Ameri-
can doctors, nurses and enlisted men
have within the last fortnight taken over
six of the British great gencral field
hospitals, releasing the English staffs for
dutv near their front.

without ®ven a moment’s upset in the
routine of the various hospitals.

GREAT ARMY SCOURGGE
CARRIED BY HOUSE FLY.
London, June 22—The Times’ medical
correspondent writes:—*“A discovery of
importance is described in the Journal
of the Royal Army Medical Service by

Lieut.-Col. Wenyon and Capt. T. W.
O’Connor, of the Royal Army Medical
Corps. It is to the effect that cysts of
amoebic dysentery, the great scourge of
the armies are carried about by house
flies. One has only to remember a de-
scription of the fly plague of Gallipoli
to understand how the dysentery :out-
break there was propagated. The auth-
ors conclude that by an efficient system
the fly sewage, or the preventing of flies
getting sewage at all there is every rea- .
son to believe amoebic dysentery, as
well as many other intestinal disorders
would be systematically reduced if not
entirely eradicated.”
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PRATICAL HOUSING
SCHEME IN HALIFAX

Of the scheme to provide one hundred
four room tenements to rent at a low
figure, in Halifax, which is being spec-
ially promoted this week, a writer in the
Recorder says:

The public mind is occupied at pres-
ent with events which tend to over-
shadow all local questions, but the sym-
pathetic consideration of our citizens
will be claimed next week in relation to
a project which has engaged the special
attention of a number of citizens for sev-
eral years. I refer to the Housing Re-
form movement. During that period
many editorials and letters to the press
have been published dealing with this
question and many meetings and con-
ferences have been held, and the subject
has been carefully considered from every
standpoint.

In former years many citizens con-
tented themselves with expressing sym-
pathy with the movement and supported
the usual resolution that “something
should be done.” In effect they adopted
the attitude of the colored congregation
in another city in relation to a suggest-
ed construction of their new church. The
old church was in a tumble-down condi-
tion. One year it was resolved by the
congregation that something had to be
done. -~ Another year passed and a
stronger resolution was adopted to the
effect that something had to be done im-
mediately. So a meeting was held to
consider ways and means and it resulted
in the passing of the following resolu-
tion by the members of the congrega-
tion: First, that a committee be ap-
pointed, with power to act; secondly,
that the committee be instructed to
build a new house of worship, using the
material from the old church, until the
new building was finished. In like man-
ner, for some years in this city, our cit-
izens passed resolutions on this housing
reform question, declaring that some-
thing should be done, and also declaring
that something should be done immedi-
ately, after something else was done
which could not be done. At some of
these meetings eloquent addresses were
delivered, but the most moving address
I ever listened to on this important
subject was contained in a few plain
words delivered some weeks ago, when
at one of these conferences a citizen
arose and said: *I’'m tired attending
meetings. Tet us now do something.
If you'll select a suitable site, I'll buy
the land, and make a free gift of it to
aid this reform.” This speech may not
have been eloquent, but it certainly was
@ moving speech. It moved the meeting,
and it caused a committee to move rap-
jdly and buy certain land, and then

caused the committéee to further move
and confer with architects and contract-
ors, and have plans and a prospectus
prepared, and to move and have a com-
pany incorporated and a large variety of
minor but essential matters dealt with.
At last a well-considered and practical
scheme is to be placed before the public.
It is, of course, only a beginning. If it
be successful, construction in other lo-
calities will be undertaken. The Hous-
ing Reform Association do not claim
that their movement will entirely trans-
form the community and make it an
earthly Paradise. But they do claim
that it is the initiation of a practical
movement to solve a serious problem
and that it will tend to spread the gos-
pel of good housing and thereby aid in
preserving the moral, mental and phy-
sical health of many of the deserving
working classes in our community.
Citizens must now realize the futility
of much of the talk about right-living
without giving many of the laboring
classes the means of right living. But
the present housing problem is not an
appeal for charity. Itison a sound, eco-
nomic and sclentific basis. The Hous-
ing Association is officered by business
men who are entitled to the confidence
of the community. The only enemies of
the movement are exploiters, of the poor
and the helpless. The proprietors of
wretched tenements and disease-mills
who are coining so much private profit
out of the blood of the poor are not ex-
pected to look with favor on this move-
ment. The Association, indeed, is mak-
ing a flank attack upon such landlords.
The present writer has visited some of
these tenements where decent people are
forced to dwell, and, sometimes, where
their children are compelled to be too
closely assoctated with neighbors who
are not decent. Even aside from moral
questions, I have seen yards in the rear
of some of these tenements with fifty-
seven varieties of garbage. Our Board
of  Health is gallantly grappling with
the evil and doing good work by expos-
in% its foulness.
ut it is useless to tear down these
buildings until decerit substitutes can be
offered. Many of the gccupants of these
wretched places can be taught to appre-
ciate better housing if the attempt is
made in the right way. They can be
trained to realize that it is a question of
sickness or health. They have never
been given the chance to obtain better
homes or to live under Christianized
housing conditions. Our clergymen
might devote a half an hour to a dis-
course on this question. To do so would
not be an abandonment of the Gospel,

BETTER PAY
FOR SOLDIERS

The Toronto Globe says:—

Human service is the ultimate meas-
ure or unit of value, although we meas-
ure values in the universally desired yel-

low metal. The great increase in the
cost of living, measured in money, would
be no hardship or inconvenience to the
workman if the cost of his service in-
creased in proportion. The plethora of
gold in the United States and the great
issue of irredeemable paper in Canada
make an abundance of money and les-
—an influence in the same direction. An
ser its purchasing power. This is en-
tirely apart from the waste and destruc-
tion of the goods which money purchases
abundance of money is merely a short-
ening of the yardstick with which values
are ‘measured and by which exchanges
are made. The wages of labor as well
as its products should be represented by
more value measures, that is, by more
dollars. Wages and salaries in all except
the least independent occupations have
partly responded to measurement by the
shrunken dollar, and the process of ad-
justment is continuous.

In this regard the soldier has been
neglected. In our appreciation of his
excellent service and pride in his many
heroic achievements the question of his
remuneration 'has been unfairly over-
looked. The man st the front should
have a better assurance that his sacri-
fice in behalf of the empire and the great
cause has not entailed undue hardships
on his dependents at home.
