AIR TREATY BY
GANADA AND UNITED
STATES TALKED OF

(Progress of Aviation Leads to
| Negotiations by Washington
With Mexico and Eye's Now
Turn Northward

Washington, D. C., June 3—Following
the announcement that the United States
and . Mexico were negotiating an airship
treaty to govern regulations concerning
aerial navigation across -the border there
is now some talk of a similar treaty with
Canada, so that the North American con-
tinent may be covered by practically the
same convention. . :

' The state department has not yet recev-
ed the text of the proposed agreement from
the Mexican government, but expects’ it
will be ‘along the general iim outlined by
Senor Don Francisco De La Barra, the
Mexican ambassador, to the state depart-
ment. This outline covers regulations af-
fecting the fiscal, sanitary and immigré-
tion questions which might be involved in
‘airship navigation from one country to
the other, and provides for registration
of airships crossing the border.

At present the plan is being favorably
considered by the state department and
the Mexican government has been so in-
formed.

AUSSIA
TRIES NEW
SCHEME

MANY SELL DRUGS

Claims This is Being Used as a
Means to Evade Law--Some
Concessions Made by Czar to
Hebrews in the Caucasus

St. Petersburg, June 3—In furtherence
of its purpose to drive back into the pale
—the district formed by the Polish prov-
inces and the Ukraine—all Jews who can-
not establish a legal righf of residence out-
side its confineg, the Russian government
is now pursuing a close inquiry regarding
those engaged in the drug business or who
claim to be so engaged.

The proprietors’ of the drug stores are
chiefly Jews and their employes, as well
as salesmen for drug houses, traveling in
the interior, are now called upon not only
to exhibit pharmaceutical certificates but
to satisfy the ‘authoritioes that they are
actively occupied with the business for
which they are licensed. ;

These certificates dre rather easily ob-
tained and “are held 'generally by drug
store employes and those traveling as sales-
men. Many Jews it is claimed, by the
government, -have .established residences
on the stremgth of their certificates and
subsequently ceased to follow the profes-
gion or business. All such are now eub-
jected to expulsion.

Salesmen permitted by law to  travel
are compelled in doubtful cases to produce
the bills of -lading in proof of the actual
business which they are doing.

St. Petersburg, June 3—In response to
representations made by him, M. Fried-
man, Jewish lzlember of the Duma was in-
formed today;that Emperor Nicholas has
authorized the Caucasian authorities. to
make certain/ concessions to Jews resid-
ding temporarily in the Caucasus.

The health resorts of the Caucasus are
frequented mhich by persons ‘desiring the
benefit of the baths to be had there. The
law; however, forbids the residence of
Jews in ‘the !distgict.. During the season
of..1909 , the. goverpment ..authorized .visits
to resorts by Hebrews and recently M.
Friedman . received .a petition from mem-
bers of his race asking that they.be grant-
ed similar privileges during the present
season.

The authorities of the Caucasus are
now empowered to grant permits to Jews
requiring medical treatment, to visit the
health resorts during the season of 1910
but only upon their presentation of cer-
tificates from the local medical commission
showing that such treatment is required.

The’ permits -are granted only to those
in need of medical help.

Hebrews engaging in business in the
Caucasus or who are unable to satisfy the
medical commissions that they are’ there
for their health, are subject to expulsion.
Twenty Jewish families have been ordered
to leave Lisichansk, a town in the coal
mine region. A’ petition in their behalf
signed by their neighbors has beem sent
to Premier Stolypin.

. The announcement that Prof. James W.
Robertson, former commissioner of agri-
culture, and later, the head of the/‘Mw
Donald Agricultural College, is at the
head of the Royal Commission on Indus-
trial Training and Téchnical Education
is a guarantee that its work will be
thorough and in every sense satisfactory.
" There had been much speculation regard-
‘ing Prof. Robertson's future, when he sev-
ered his connection with the MacDonald

College, and there will be universal satis-
faction that his great talents are now to
gerve Canada in a capacity not less im-
portant than when he organized the agri-
cultural department and gave a new im-
petus to farm life.

The personnel of the commission’ in gen-
eral is such as to, commend it to the peo-
ple of the country. Two men connected
with ‘technical colleges are members, and
both the manufacturers and wage earners
are to be represented.

The commission will first tour Canada,
making a very thorough enquiry into in-
dustrial conditions, and will then visit the
United States, Great Britain, Germany,
France and other countries. The enquiry
will last about a vear, and the report and
recommendations of the commission will
be of a very great value, forming the
basis, no doubt, of both federal :and pro-
vincial legisiation, The government is to
be congratulated on a course- of action
which is of the very highest importance
to the welfare of the country. i

A USELESS ACT

In an interview inithe Telegraph today
Mr. J. N. Harvey.points out that the
much boasted Piiblic; Utilities Act of the
Hazen government.i§ Hot at all what. it
should be. M. Huvey is. the chairman
of the board of trade telephone commit-
tee, which reported om ‘the exorbitant
charges of the New Brunswick Telephone
Company. When asked if the board
‘would apply to the Public Utilities Com-
mission for .an enquiry. Mr. Harvey
pointed out that the board has no funds
beyond those required for its actual ex-
penses, and that under the provisions of
the act the appeal to the commission
would be an expensive affair. In other
words the government had pretended to
offer something to the people but had
hung it up beyond their reach.

Mr. Harvey states that after full en-
quiry, and after a four-hour’s conference
one evening with. the directors of the
telephone company, the committee were
still unanimously of opinion that the com-
pany is imposing excessive charges for its
gervice ip St. John, and that St. John
subscribers are paying far more than their
fair share of the company’s expenses. He
assumes that the board will lodge a com-
plaint and hand over its evidence to the
commission, but on account of the ex-
pense which the act throws upon the ap-
pellant he does not believe the board can
afford to go any farther.

It will evidently be necessary to amend
the act before it will be of any real value
to persons who suffer from the grasping
methods of public utility corporations.

WITCHCRAFT PRAGTISED
N DARKEST NEW YORK

Biue Ribbon and Yellow Powders | -

Cost Superstitious East Siders
Pretty Penny

Sttange stories of modern witcheraft,
were told to Magistrate Kernochan in
Jefferson Market court, New York, last
week when Mrs. Carmela Rubino, of 30
Grand street was arraigned for practis-
ing medicine without a license., Mrs. Ru-
bino was arrested on a warrant -obtain-
ed by the county Medical Society on in-
formation furnished by Leonora, Leonard
and Giovanni Bufanno of 50 Wallace- ave-
enue, Jersey City, and Conchetta Spinella.
The Bufannos said they gave the woman
$370.

Mrs. Leonora Bufanno alleges that about
March 1 she visited the defendant’s home
and told her she was suffering from stom-
ach trouble. The woman, she says, rub-
bed her with a yellow powder, which she
said would cure her. For this treatment
the Rubino woman demanded $20. Two
days later, the complaint continues. Mrs.
Rubino visited Mrs. Bufanno’s home at
midnight, and after weird incantations an-
nounced that the house “was full of dev-
ils.” To rid the Bufanno home of the evil
spirits, ehe alleges, Mrs. Rubino said to
place $55 in a pan and cover it with sand
after which the defendant took the pan
away, promising to bury it and its con-
tents in a vacant lot. The deviis would be
attracted by the money, she said, and fol-
low her.

Three or four days later Mrs. Bufanno
visited the sorceress and told her she
still was afflicted with pains in her stom-
ach and hiccoughs. She alleges that Mrs.
Rubino rubbed more powder on her, tied

a blue ribbon around her left leg. andi

charged her $20 for doing so.. When she
returned in a few days the affidavit com-
tinues, Mrs. Rubino said her oldest son
would ‘soon be arrested on a charge of
murder, and that she could prevent this
by the use of an occult charm. For the
charm and scame more yellow powder,
Mrs. Bufanno alleges she paid $35. Sev-
eral other cases were mentioned by the

|| witness, who paid liberally for each.:

Recently a daughter of Mrs. Conchetta
Spinella, a neighbor of the Bufannos, was
taken seriously ill, and Mrs. Bufanno re-
commended that Mrs. Rubino be censult-
ed. Mrs. Spinella alleges that she did so,
paying $1 on the first visit and $10 on an-
other. Finally Mrs. Rubino agreed to cure
the girl within a week for $50. Mrs. Spin-
ella promised to pay when her daughter
recovered but the girl died and immediate-
ly Mrs. Spinella and the Bufannos lost
faith in Mrs. Rubino. They demanded the
return. of the money they had given her

and were warned by Mrs. Rubino that if |

they informed the police or made any
trouble all would be stricken with disease
to which they would succumb. The
charms of the sorceress, however, had lost
their terrors and the complainants in-
formed the medical society, which ac-
quainted the police of the facts. After
hearing the testimony Magistrate Ker-
nochan remarked. “Now I understand
why they used to burn witches.”

Mrs. Rubino waived examination and
was held for trial.
