“An illustration of the evil effects of too 

much legislation is found in that little 
rider that was attached to the Payne- 
AMrich tariff law, which repealed the so- 
called Pike Law. Under this law, which 
had practically been in force fifty years, 
logs cut on the American side of the St. 
John river and floated down to St. John 
to be sawed into lumber at the mills 
there, could enter the United States duty 
free by declaring these facts. This repeal 
had effect on and after Aug. 5 last. Mills 
in St. John shipping 40,000,000 feet bf this 
class of lumber each year into the United 
States will now be called upbn to pay 
duties of approximately $50,000 per year, 
and this demand is made at a time when 
a reciprocity agreement is being negotiated 
between the two countries that will per­
mit all Canadian lumber to come across 
the line free of duty. If the government 
is to continue collecting this duty, the na­
tural recourse for the operator who cuts 
logs on the American side would be to 
saw them exclusively in mills at the head­
waters of the St. John river. But for the

fact that St. John offers cheap transpor­
tation by water to the coast points around 
to New York, that city would offer no at: 
traction as a manufacturing point for 
owners of standing timber on the Ameri­
can side of the upper St. John waters. 
When the Pike law was originally pass­
ed there was no rail transportation avail­
able out of Northern Aroostook County. 
At present the Bangor & Aroostook touch­
es the northern border at Van Buren on 
the east side of Maine and at Fort Kent 
farther west with another 125-mile branch 
now coming up through the western side 
of the state to tap the Allegash country 
at St. Francis. While no official state­
ments have been made, it is understood 
that at no late date much of the mill 
capacity now operating at St. John will 

transferred to the headwaters of the 
St. John River, and located chiefly, if 
not entirely, on the American side, as 
there is still a vast area of virgin spruce 
timber in that section.”

Dublin, Sept. 19—A great mass meeting

DR. T. H. LUNNEY
Dr. T. H. Lunney was given a cordial 

and hearty reception. His remarks were 
effective and forceful, and his method of 
dealing with some matters in a semi- 
humorous vein was refreshing and interest­
ing. On opening, he referred to the many 
efforts of brilliant Canadian statesmen to 
secure the beneficial effects of the trade 
agreement, statesmen who represented 
both parties. He also spoke of the ad­
vantages of the people m trading when 
the agreement was once in force, and how 
the country- had prospered. In 1891 reci­
procity had been the issue on which the 
Conservatives had come to the people, and 
now they were raising a “hullaballoo” be­
cause the Liberals were after it, and were 
going to get ft after the 21st of this 
month.

The Conservative party have been telling 
the people that reciprocity will injure our 
railroads and the trade of our country, say­
ing that the Canadian Pacific which is to­
day the greatest railroad on this continent, 
will suffer a great loss by the adoption of' 
reciprocity. This is not true and they 
know it, and I will tell you why.

Reciprocity was no sooner introduced in 
the last session than Canadian' Pacific 
stock, which was then selling around $197 
a share, commenced to climb and continued 
to steadily advance during all the debate 
îmtil last July when it reached $247, an 

’ advance of $50 a share, which is a re­
markable increase, one of the greatest ad­
vances in the history of that road, adding 
to the value of the capital stock of that 
company about $90,000,000.

What does this great increase mean?
It means that the great capitalists of 

this country including Sir William Van 
> Horne, who is probably one of the largest 

holders of the stock, as well as the great 
capitalists in England believe that under 
reciprocity Canada will be more prosperous 
than ever, and that instead of reciprocity 
going to injure our railways or the trade 1 
of our country, it is going to bring greater 
trade and traffic than ever we had before; 
and that is one reason I believe why the 
C. P. R. are making great improvement 
here, so as to be able to handle the 
traffic that is bound to come to this port.

Let me add while this great advance 
in C. P. R. stocks was going on, the stocks 
of the Great Northern and .the Northern 
Pacific, known as the Hill roads were 
steadily declining and are now selling at 
the lowest prices for some years.

These two railroads run through the 
North Western States close to the Cana­
dian boundary. If the large owners of the 
C. P. R. stock felt that "reciprocity 
would be injurious to the trade of Can­
ada, they would have thrown their stock 
on the market and in all probability it 
would be selling today at $100 a share 
less than the present market price. It is 
a well known fact that large corporations, 
banks and insiders discount the future.
A word to the wise is sufficient.

Since the Liberal party came in to pow­
er, Canada has made wonderful progress, 
yet the maritime provinces have not 
shared that same degree of prosperity with 
the middle and western part of Canada. 
The maritime provinces require the mar­
ket of the New England and middle 
states.

The recent decline in the common stock 
of the Canadian Pacific Railway is cer­
tainly not due to any weakness in the posi­
tion of the company, so far as can be as­
certained from any published figures or 
from any conditions which prevail in Can­
ada. It may possibly be that the stock 
Was boomed too high, recently, when it 
went to nëàrly 8250 per share, and, if so, 
the decline which is now taking place 
would have been brought about sooner or 
later in any case.

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R. B. Humphrey Emphazies Dis­
satisfaction of Maine Farmers
Because Reciprocity is Going to 
do so Much for New Brunswick

Robt. B. Humphrey returned on Satur­
day after a trip, fcp Victoria and Mada- 
waska counties and through the Aroostook 
country in the business interests of the In­
ternational Railway. Everywhere on the 
Canadian side, with but few exceptions, 
Mr. Humphrey found the sentiment of the 
farmers and business people overwhelming­
ly strong for reciprocity.

The approachinjg election, he says, com­
mands absorbing attention. The contest 
in Victoria-Madawaska is like the prov­
erbial handle on a, jug, all on one side. 
The re-election of Mr. Michaud is regard­
ed as a foregone conclusion, and by an 
overwhelming majority. The same may be 
said regarding Mr. Carvell in Carleton 
County, and in York Dr. Atherton is 
gaining strength every day.

Throughout the Aroostook County in 
Maine Mr. Humphrey found much dissatis­
faction with the plan of reciprocity. The 
Maine farmers are sore and bitterly jeal­
ous over the matter, complaining of their 
interests being sacrificed in the concessions 
made to Canadian producers. They are 
particularly sore on the subject of pota­
toes

Many of the Aroostook farmers are of 
New Brunswick birth or descent. As an 
illustration of the natural selfishness of 
man, these Aroostook farmers are strenu- 
bus opponents of the plan of reciprocity, 
and bitterly denounce President Taft and 
complain of their rights and interests be­
ing sacrificed in the markets of the coun­
try being thrown open to the farmers 
and producers of a foreign land.
