FOR MANCHURIA Tokio. Jan. 22.—The Japanese govern­
ment is still preparing or war, and the 
pacific reports that are emanating from 
Paris. London, St. Petersburg and 
Washington, find no response here either 
in sentiment or governmental action.

This fact was doubly emphasized to­
night when the news became public that 
die government was getting ready to 
negotiate an internal loan amounting to 
100,000,000 yen. In addition other ex­
traordinary precautions are being taken 
that indicate grave doubts of a peace­
ful settlement are felt by the members 
of the cabinet-

There will be no trouble floating the 
loan, as the prominent Japanese mer­
chants have announced their willingness 
to take care of all the war bonds that 
it may be found necessary to issue.

In Korea.
Seoul, Jan. 22.—This city is quiet at 

present. Seven out of ten ministers of 
the Korean cabinet have resigned, and 
four new ones have been appointed. They 
are all neutral as regards the revival of 
the progressive independence clause 
which the government offers. A serious 
insurrection is threatened in the southern 
provinces because of official oppression.

, Reply Not Ready.
St. Petersburg, Jan. 22.—The Czaj 

has not called the council to consider 
the Japanese reply, but it is said at 
the foreign office that the summon may 
be issued any day.

The delay, coupled with dispatches 
from Tokio saying that Japan is armed 
and grimly waiting, has caused a slight 
return of public nervousness, which was 
reflected by the weakness of the bourse 
to-'*'>y. This alarm is seemingly wot 
shaved in the higher government circles, 
where it is insisted that the Czar’s pa­
cific declarations were not idle words. 
The worst that is now anticipated is a 
breakdown of the negotiations in tiie 
event of Russia’s response being unac­
ceptable to Japan.

pings and Kolasliui will attempt to re­
store the Ming dynasty with the result 
of the complété destruction of China.

The correspondent adds that the dow­
ager has been informed that some of the 
foreign powers are willing to give the 
Manehus a final opportunity of rehabil­
itating themselves even to the extent' of 
aiding them by force if necessary, provid­
ing the Manchu government is sincerely 
favorable to reform.

The Russian minister at Pekin, the 
correspondent continues, has learned the 
result of these conferences, and is con­
vinced that in the event of war, China 
will be forced t'o participate;, with the 
result that the whole world1 will practi­
cally become involved.

“In the meanwhile,”, the dispatch 
eludes: “Japan, though ostensibly 
gaged with its own quarrel, is really the 
spokesman of (lie whole group of powers 
devoted to the policy of anti-partition, 
and who have virtually agreed' to get 
her to defend China.”

Pittsburg, Pa., Jan. 22.—Forrester 
Ridgeway has received' a telegram stat­
ing that the ice gorge at Fr.-eoort, forty 
miles north of this city on the Allegheny 
river, started1 with a rush early to-day. 
It is expected to reach this city about 10 
o'clock. Everything indicates one of the 
worst floods in the city’s history.

The police department has patrols out 
warning the residents and business 
houses in the threatened district.

The largest ice gorge in years at 
Springdale, 10 miles north of this city on 
the Allegheny river, began to move at 
7.35 this morning, causing great excite­
ment and apprehension. Flat boats along 
the riverside were caught and crushed. 
So far no damage has been done to the 
Springdale dam, and it was thought by 
experienced observera that the water was 
too high for any to be wrought.

Reports received by the weather bureau 
up to 10 o’clock indicate a general break­
up in the rivers. The ice gorges are let­
ting go at different points, and the water 
is rising with the headwaters of both 
rivers. The weather is mild and rain is 
reported from all sections of Western 
Pennsylvania. All conditions favor a 
great flood, but it will probably be late 
this afternoon before any definite report 
cn t'he stage of water can be made. At 
this point the rivers are rising at the 
rate of nearly a foot an hour,, with the 
Allegheny marks registering twelve feet.

A Greensboro, Pa., dispatch states that 
the ice broke in t'he Ohoat river at 8.30 
a. m., and' is coming out with’ thirty feet 
of water at tiie back of it. The ice is 
running over dam seven on tae Mon- 
on,gall ela river.

Later.—The outlook at 3 o'clock this 
afternoon was more encouraging. The 
rapid rise in the rivers had been checked 
to some éxtent. The forecaster an­
nounced that in his opinion the flood 
would not be a record breaker. A stage 
of 22 feet will be probably reached, but 
it was net likely to greatly exceed that.

Chicago, Jan. 23.—Fire in the Masonic 
Temple, a twenty story sky-scraper, one 
square east of the Iroquois theatre, to­
day caused a panic among the 4,000 oc­
cupants of the building and did $20,000 
worth of damages. AH occupants of the 
building escaped without serious injury 
through the bravery of the elevator men, 
who remained at their posts operating 
their cars while dense columns of smoke 
filled the building.

The fire broke out on the fifth floor in 
the rooms of Robert Freidlander & Oo., 
manufacturers of X-ray apparatus. A 
lighted match carelessly thrown, into a 
pile of excelsior is believed' to have 
started file blaze. A number of X-ray 
vacuum tubes exploded the moment the 
heat reached them. Robert Friedlander, 
senior member of the firm, realized1 the 
danger from' these tubes, and' worked 
until overcome by smoke, throwing them 
out of the window.

The fire spread rapidly through fhe 
company’s rooms to a light shaft, 
through which the smoke rose to the 
upper stories.

Thousands of the occupants of the 
building, with the memory of the Iro­
quois theatre holocaust fresh in their 
minds, rushed info the elevators, many 
women fainting in the scramble, but 
none were seriously injured, and the 
large building was emptied within half!

Work of Rescue.

Situation Serious.
Buffalo, Jan. 22.—Nearly twelve hours 

of continuous rain, with from two to five 
feet of snow on the ground, has sent 
every river in Western New York over 
their banks. The situation- in South Buf­
falo, where early thaws always cause a 
flood, has not yet become serious, but if 
the rainfall should continue throughout 
the day, a record-breaking rise of the 
water in Buffalo creek is looked for.

“To all Employees: Owing to the 
great depression in the lumber business 
and the severe competition existing in all 
foreign1 markets, which has reduced the 
price received by the mills for their pro­
duct over 35 per cent., this company 
finds that it will be impossible to keep 
their plant running and compete with 
other mills, who are paying lower rates 
of wages, unless they can reduce the 
cost of their product.

“After considering the matter very 
carefully, the decision necessitating a 
general cut in the rate of wages paid 
has been forced, upon this company much 
to their regret.

“Commencing February 1st, 1904, a 
general cut of 10 per cent", will be made 
in wages paid to all employees of this 
company.

“Trusting that employees will see this 
matter in the right light, and1 do all in 
their power to co-operate with the com­
pany during the time of depression and 
assuring them that just as soon as con­
ditions will warrant, this company will 
be only too pleased to advance wages to 
former rates."

hi the hands of the pawnbroker. He 
fekred vêry much that the credit of the 
country had suffered severely by this 
blunder. The Loan bill was the begin­
ning of th> revolutionary legislation 
which had been instituted by th e 
ernment. This Was not time to talk of a 
commission to go into the financial situ­
ation. It was disgraceful for a House 
of forty-two members to acknowledge 
that it was unfit to de,al with these sub­
jects. Bfoards of trade were realizing 
the iniqtiitous character of the Assess­
ment Aqt. He had been upbraided by 
business men for not more strenuously 
opposing it. Yet he had b^cn told that 
it was absolutely necessary to maintain 
the credit of the province in London.

Again, he amendment to the Land Act 
wa§ one of the worst pieces of freak leg­
islation ever enacted. The biK came 
into the House like an orphan. Some of 
its worçt features had been wiped out, 
but the fact that it came down as it did 
had dune the greatest hann to the prov­
ince. As an instance of this he told of 
how it worked1 in his constituency, Mil’s 
which had provided the means by which 
farmers would be enabl-.d to pay for 
their property were forced out of busi­
ness. Dykes had been put in-at a heavy 
expense to reclaim these lands. The re­
sult of the act would be that the lands 
would be thrown back on the hands of 
the government. The dyking works 
would be useless in the possession of the 
government.

The estimates would injure British 
Columbia. When it ivas shown that the 
province was not in shape to provide for 
keeping up its roads men would keep 
away from British Columbia. Talk 
about immigration laws, an agent-gen­
eral and printing bulletins in the face of 
this.

In tTie esitmates for his constituency 
he found the munificient appropriation 
of $1,000. (Laughter.) He was not a 
beggar, bis constituency was not begging, 
but this appropriation was not business. 
In his constituency there kvas twenty 
miles of trunk road. This sum would) 
not keep up, one mile of if. There was 
nothing appropriated for a road superin­
tendent, which would take $700 of it. 
Tliis would mean $700 for expending 
$300. This year there was* just enough 
appropriated for roads to keep the road 
bosses and officers going. Just enough to 
keep the machinery going and .nothing, 
for the roads.

The only hope for this province was 
that* they had, a wise government at Ot­
tawa who helped them out of the situa­
tion, otherwise hopeless, into which the 
’prentice hands of the present govern­
ment had thrown it.

Mr. Paterson said* the government in 
fhe estimates instead of showing that it 
expected to derive an increased revenue 
from the natural resources proved1 that a 
decrease was expected. Frofn crowm 
lands it was decreased from $160,000 to 
$SO,000. Under other branches there 
were radical' reductions.

Instead of deriving the revenue from 
the natural resources the government 
proposed to derive if from the men who 
were making this country. Under the 
Land Act amendments the government 
recognized the confiscation of lands. The 
tax oi^ timber cut upon crown granted 
land's was reduced from 50 cents a 
thousand as at first proposed- to 1 cent’ 
a thousand. But the principle of confis­
cation remained, and there was no assur- 

to holders of crown grants that ex­
cessive sums would not be imposed as it 
was at first proposed to do this year.

Whil<> he admitted that it was well to 
have timber manufactured in the pro­
vince, yet would the advantage to be 
derived from this be equal to the damage 
done by a government upsetting the ex­
isting condition under which a company 
acquired its timber? The company which 
had been- alluded to as operating on Van­
couver Island had assuredly been broken 
faith with. The government knowing 
that some such, measure was to be intro- 
dticed gave the company grants to its 
land.

He pointed out the difficulties which 
would be met with in connection wifh 
the ldws affecting timber lands. T'he 
government proposes to introduce an act 
like the Ontario legislation. With leases 
extending over twenty-one years he could 
not see how affy equality could be ef- 
fect'ed. He held that the best law which 
could- be introduced would be one like 
the Dominion- timber laws by which the 
lease holder paid- his fees yearly, but it 
was subject to any change in rate which 
might be introduced.

He pointed out the difficulty in connec­
tion with tiie exclusion of the employ­
ment of Oriental labor without provid­
ing the means by which other labor 
could be obtained.

The Employers Liability Act also 
worked an injustice. The ifijury of an 
employee might, by the carelessness of a 
fellow employee, render the employer 
liable for paying a heavy remuneration.

There was another law which was a 
disgrace to the legislature. This was
that an- employer whoi engaged a man 
whoi could not speak English, though the 
latter might be a ^British subject, was 
liable' toi a heavy fine. The law was 
not put in effect. It was a chip put on 
the shoulder by fhe province daring the 
Dominion. It was expected to be dis­
allowed. It was not disallowed, and was 
not enforced. JBut the injury was done 
to the province because capitalists find­
ing it on the statute books refused to 
come in. . .

He opposed also fhe provisions being 
made that no man shall- work more than 
eight hours. If the legislature cared- to 
do so he had no objection! to its declaring 
that eight hotffs shall constituVe a day’s 
work, but he objected to saying fhat a 
m-au should not work more than eight 
Lours.

If it were not for the policy adopted 
by the Dominion government in settling 
the Northwest Territories there would 
not be three mills at work in British Col­
umbia. Thé province had much to thank 
the Dominion- government for. The gov­
ernment of this province had telegraph­
ed a protest against the Grand Trunk 
Pacific. The province of British Colum­
bia could) not supply the Grand Trunk 
Pacific Company with- agricultural pro­
ducts, with manufactured) goods, nor 
could- a wholesaler provide fhe company 
with goods as c^eap as the company 
could obtain them from Eastern dealers. 
The government might better have given 
its attention to developing the province 
so as to derive benefit from the building 
of the road.

Power & Pulp Company Vancouver, was In 
the city Monday. He states that nis com­
pany has already commenced work on their 
Swanson Bay property In preparation for 
the pulp and paper mills there tâ be estab­
lished. Thirty men are on the spot erecting 
wharves and buildings for housing pur- j 
poses, and work will be proceeded with now 
until the plant has been completed. This 
will be a year or eighteen months hence, 
not three months as has been stated in 
Mainland papers, said Mr. McKinnon, be­
cause the plant is going to be a very «large 
one and machinery for it will have to come 
from all pàrts of the world.

The wharves referred to are about finish­
ed. They are among the finest, says Mr. 
McKinnon, in thè province, being capable 
of accommodating the largest vessels at 
the lowest tide. The number of men em­
ployed will vary according to the amount 
of work In progress, as a good many of the 
undertakings will be let out by contract. 
When the plant is completed the company 
expect to have a payroll of three hundred 
men.

Swanson Bay Is opposite Princess Royal 
Island, and the location for the mills is de­
scribed as ideal lq respect to shipping 
facilities, water power and timber limits. 
To a number of these advantages reference 
has heretofore been made In the Times. 
The mills will be operated by a fait of 
water from a lake seven miles long, giving 
30,000 horse power, or a head of 371 leet. 
Ultimately the mills will have a capacity 
for a daily production of 100 tons of news 
print, but at present machinery will be In­
stalled for just half that amount. A mar­
ket for all has already been found In Aus­
tralia, Japan and China, and the company 
Is now negotiating with the C. P. R. Com­
pany for the handling of the product. In 
addition to what is shipped abroad it is 
hoped to supply the local provincial de­
mand, which Is put down at 1,500 tons a 
year. The Canadian Finance Syndicate, of 
London, will be the directors of the con­
cern.

Witness had a conversation with Dr. 
Thorne in New York in 1901 regarding 
Alexander Dunsmuir’s will. The latter 
advised witness to consult a lawyer and 
said he didn’t think things were all right.

W. J. Taylor, counsel for the Abby 
Palmer, then delivered argument in an 
able address, in which he quoted from 
numerous cases of salvage to show that 
in none did the percentage of the award 
given exceed 12 per cent The average 
given was 11 per cent. It had been 
shown by several witnesses, eodnsel 
marked, that the value of the Abby 
Palmer was $18,000. Taking 11 ‘per 
cent, of this, the salvage which would be 
awarded on this basis would be a little 
over $1,800, and this he argued should 
not be exceeded in the present case. Mr. 
Taylor also argued to the effect that the 
Abby Palmer could have rigged up a sail 
or so and in this way kept herself from 
going ashore.

E. V. Bodweil, K. C., for the plain­
tiffs, pointed out that the Abby Palmer 
was in an utterly helpless condition; that 
her valuation given by witnesses for the 
defence was that based on a forced sale, 
which was an unjust way of appraising 
her under the circumstances; that the 
vessel when rescued was drifting and 
likely to go ashore within 48 hours if 
she did not sink in the meanwhile; that 
when picked np by the steamer only 

had. three men were first seen on deck, show­
ing that they had given up all hope; that 
the Vermont incurred $5,000 expenses in 
returning to port, and finally that the 
Steamer stood by the distress craft not 
only on one but on two separate occa­
sions, saving property and probably the 
lives of those aboard. He further 
thought the compensation to the steamer 
should be such as would encourage ves­
sels to render assistance in'such cases to 
distressed craft.

His Lordship asked counsel on both 
sides to submit what authorities they 
could find on appraising a vessel by what 
is known as market valuation. He did 
not look upon a vessel as a horse or an 
'article which might be of temporary ser­
vice. Both counsel promising to look up 
authorities bearing on the subject, the 
court then adjourned.

Mathews’s Tlie romaine of Homer H. Swaney, 
one of the victims of the Clallam dis­
aster, were borne to the grava, at Port 
Townsend on Friday, the funeral being 
held under the auspices of Townsend 
Commândery, No. 9, Knights Templar. 
The deceased came to Puget Sound four 
years ago. imbued' with fhe conviction 
that the Pacific coast should1 be able to 
make its own iron and steel and for 
three and a half years he experimented' 
and worked: and developed his ideas until 
it became a proved, fact that ail the raw 
materials exist in the West for the mak­
ing of the best iron and steel in. the 
world.

Mr. Swaney was a farmer’s boy and 
was eariy cast on his own resources. He 
was a graduate of Monmouth College, 
Monmouth, Ill., also studied at the 
Chicago University and was ai graduate 
of the National Law school at Washing- 
fon, D. C. When it became known' that 
he was among the victims of the Clallam 
disaster the papers of Pennsylvania de­
voted columns to hie life. The following, 
which appeared' in the Pittsburg Dis­
patch will be of interest:

“Homer H. Swaney was one of the 
most energetic and successful men. of 
Alleghaney county. He was born at- 
Hookstown, Pa'., 47 years agp. He was 
known among business men from New 
York to San Francisco as one of the 
shrewdest and' most daring promoters of 
the country. With little or no capital, 
he organized' and promoted enterprises in 
Alleghany county and on the Pacific 
coast that to-day are estimated to be. 
worth millions. At the time of his death 
he was president of the Pacific Steel 
Company at Irond'ale. He has1 been 
absent from McKeesport since 1901, 
when the 'Iron da le works were placed: in 
operation.

“Mr. Swaney’s first" big enterprise was 
the promoting of a company of Pittsburg 
and McKeesport capitalists, who erected 
the Riverton bridge across the Mononga- 
heia river, connecting McKeesport and1 
Duquesne. Following, closely on this he 
organized the White Traction- Company, 
operating a street' car line from Du­
quesne to McKeesport, which is now a 
part of the yellow-line system of the 
Pittsburg Railway Company. He next 
secured a' charter for the Dravoàburg 
and Glen-wood traction lines and secured 
the right of way from Dravosburg to 1 
Hay’s stafioig where he secured' a chart­
er for the Glenwood bridge.

“With the backing of Thomas Brown- 
& Brother, prominent capitalists of-Bal­
timore, Md., he paid $420,000 for the 
McKeesport & Re.vnoldlton’ Street Rail­
way Company at McKeesport, and: later 
disposed of the entire system from Mc­
Keesport to Glenwood to the Second: 
Avenue Traction Company, which is now 
a part of the Pittsburg railway system 
from Pittsburg to McKeesport by "way 
of OaHionn park. At that time he also 
controlled' the right of way from the 
Glenwood bridge to Homestead, which 
he later sold to the United Traction 
Company.

"He then promoted the_company that 
owns and operates the.Fifth avenue and 
Highland bridge across, the Youghiog- 
heny river at McKeesport, the company 
that built and now operates the bridge 
across the Youghiogheny river from 
Versailles borough to Boston, and the 
new iron bridge across the same river 
at Snter station, six miles above Boston.

“For more than two years several 
well known financiers had been- working 
to float a company .that would' build an 
extension of five miles of street car line 
from McKeesport to Wilmerding. They 
did not seem able to succeed. They 
finally wont to Mr. 'Swaney. He accom­
plished' in fwenty-one days what they 
had not been able to work through, in 
more than- two years. The extension 
was built and paved for the entire five 
miles, and for his work in- floating the ' 
deal Mr. Swaney was paid! $<55,000.

"Six years ago Mt. Swaney organized 
the Versailles Traction Company, which 
1ml 11 a street car line from McKeesport 
to/Versailles, and opened.

XtIB EMPRESS COLLISION.n A Kobe Herald received by the steam­
er Victoria on Saturday gives details of 
tile decision, announced! heretofore, in 
the Empress-Quangtai collision case tried 
in the British Supreme court, Shanghai. 
In a summarized report of the judgment 
given by Sir H. S. Wilkinson, His Lord1- 
ship is quoted' as1 stating that the vessels 
came within1 the rule that any vessel 
overtaking another shall get out of the 
way of the other, and that the burden of 
proof was on the defendants to show am 
excuse for the decision. This burden 
the defendants hadi endeavored to dis­
charge by alleging that the mail steamer 
would have passed the cruiser at a dis­
tance of about a quarter of a mile had 
not the cruiser starboarded1 her helm in 
order to get out of the way of a junk, 
which was slightly on- her (the cruiser’s) 
port bow. This statement was put at 

by the plaintiffs and' the evidence 
was very conflicting. The naval assess­
ors were, however, clearly of opinion 
that the cruiser did not starboard, and 
after carefully considering their reasons 
and the evidence his Lordship concurred. 
This conclusion was supported1 by the 
plans put im and also by the record of 

•••nich his Lordship deduced 
that the collision could not have occurred 
in the way suggested! by the defendants, 
and that the distance between the two 

1 vessels at the time the cruiser was al­
leged to have starboarded must have 
been' considerably less1 than- those on the 
Empress of India supposed. The evi­
dence in regard' to the junk was analyzed 
closely, and the assessors came to the 
conclusion that there was1 no junk at all, 
but that what was seen; from the Em­
press was the loom of the fore part of 
the cruiser with the topmast housed.

As to the widening out of the stern 
light Wf the cruiser on the mail 
steamer's starboard, which was another 
argument in favor ot the theory that 
the cruiser had starboarded, the court 
held that the first widening out to 
point was explained by the two vessels 
being on parallel or almost parallel' 
courses, while, as to second widening, its 
cause was that the mail steamer 
overhauling the cruiser on a course that 
was converging^ with that of the cruiser, 
the two vessels being much nearer than 
was realized on the mail steamer. The 
statement entered in, the Empress's log 
book by a passenger represented in- the 
court’s opinion what would' present itself 
to a spectator in the overtaking vessel 
when she arrived in the position he de­
scribed with regard to the overtaken, ves­
sel, uie two vessels being on convergent 
courses. It was, however, no proof that 
the Quangtai starboarded.

His Lordship found that the collision 
was brought about by the alteration of 
tlie course of the mail steamer at 11.38 
so as to cross the course of the cruiser, 
and a failure thereafter to keep a proper 
lookout.

Captain J. S. Gibson, of Chemainus, 
testified as to the value of the Abby 
Palmer. He wqs a master mariner and 
having been one of those who had pur­
chased the Columbia, another dismasted 
vessel in Esquimau, was asked what 
valuation he had placed on the Abby 
Palmer. As a commercial proposition he 
said that he took the Abby Palmer to 
be worth about sixteen or seventeen thou­
sand dollars. Cross-examined by E. V. 
Bodweil, K. C., witness said that he re­
garded the Columbia as a better vessel 
than the Abby Palmer, as she was larger 
and of heavier metal. He knew this 
from the different classification of the 
vessels. The Columbia might be worth 
more if placed in American trade. He 
hoped to see her soon placed under the 
American flag. There was at present, 
however, a big lot of disengaged tonnage 
in American trade. When in a proper 
state of repair he would consider $50,000 
as a good price for the Abby Palmer.
