The Crown land report which was dis­
tributed this morning shows the territori­
al revenue for 1908 at $343,299.77 against 
$321,550.49, 1907. The stumpage collec­
tions increased $11,000, lumber licenses 
$800, hunting license#, $3,000. • The other 
sources were about the same as last year. 
The cost of collecting stumpage was $11,- 
648.32.

The report of the superintendent * of the 
provincial hospital shows that thé total 
expenditures for fifteen months was $104,- 
094.48. The receipts from municipalities 
were $14,705.58 and from paying patients 
$9,667.61. The cost of maintaining each pa­
tient was $154.94. There were 523 patients 
in the institution at the beginning of the 
year and 153 were admitted. During the 
year 78 patients went out and 52 died, 
leaving 546 patients on the register at the 
end of the year.

The report of public works shows that 
the total expenditures of the year were 
$216,779.08. The ordinary expenditure for 
bridges' and wharves was $101,762.43. There

was paid to road superintendents $74.882.73 
and for St. John county bye-roads $4,810; 
73 steamboat subsidies cost $10,(100, repairs 
to legislative buildings, $5,688.88; Normal 
School, $2,899.94, Government House, SV92, 
Provincial Hospital $3,243.60.

The spin of $1,509.81 was spent for test 
wells in Queens and Sunbury counties and 
$3,243.69 for miscellaneous expenses.

Tilley then introduced Dr. Borden.

The speaker referred to the rise of dem­
ocracy ïn recent years and the gradual en­
largement of the franchise which had 
broadened until it now rested on the 
shoulders of the people. In England there 
was a strong tendency toward socialism 
resulting from the war between* labor and 
capital.

The question, he said, would appeal to 
women how were these hungry people to 
be trained until they learned to govern 
without injury to themselves. He wonder­
ed if in Canada the giant democracy 
knew its duty. He had been. told that 
$100,600 had been spent to stimulate' pat­
riotism in New Brunswick in the'election 
before the last. Both political parties 
spent between $45,000 and $50,000 in West­
morland alone, which Nwas $10 a head for 
half the electors. In Sackville he was in­
formed half the electorate was purchased.

He strongly condemned these practices 
of the political parties.

The women could do much to better 
conditions by teaching their sons td recog­
nize the responsibilities which rested on 
them and he also looked forward to the 
time when intelligent and patriotic wo­
men would have the right to vote.
