Chemistry. To be treated in accordance with the followlno1

The Fundamental laws of Chemistry—Ifidestructibility 
ot matter and energy. The Laws of combinatfon.

The Atomic Theory.
Classifitation of the Elements—(i) Into metals and nou- 

metals, physical charactcr.» of metals and non-metals, Chemical 
Characteristics of eacli as shown in the properties of their 
respective oxides, (ii) According to \-alcncy. (iii) Natural 
classincation, tak ing into account all the properties.

Descriptive Chemistry.—The descriptive chemistry will 
be conhned mainly to a study of the elements in Groups I, 
II. and VII. of Mendehefl s First Table, and to the remaining 
elements in series 2 and 3. In the treatment of the subiect 
the Teriodic Law will be kept con^tantly in view.

The student will be expected to know the fovmulie of the 
clnet compounds of the above elements, and the salt-formin» 
properties of their oxides. He must also be ncquainted with 
the general methods of preparing acids and salts.

In addition to the chemistry of the elements themselVes, 
the chemistry of the following compounds will be treated at 
more or less length :
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Water, hydrogen peroxide;
The oxides of carbon ;
Methane, ethylene and acetylenc—with a brief referenee to 

the classes of carbon-compounds which form the subject-matter 
of organic chemistry;

Äitric acid, ommonia;
Phosphoretted hydrogen;
Sulphur dioxide, sulphuretted hydrogen, sul phuric acid;
