It is said that the proposal to make 

Newcastle the Miramichi terminus of the 
/Tracedie mail route originated with the 
Post Office Inspector at Sr. John. He 
may have some knowledge of the road 
between the Miramichi towns and 
Tracadie but cannot be acquainted with 
the business channels, or he would never 
make such a proposal.

Owing to the error made by the man­
ager of the Provincial Lunatic Asylum 
in sending out incorrect lists of those 
lunatics who are properly chargeable on 
the municipalities of the province under 
recent legislation, there at present ex­
ists considerable misapprehension as to 
the object of the legislation, and the 
local government is in consequence іе- 
ceiving much undeserved blame. The 
legislation was intended primarily to 
apply to those lunatics who are harmless 
and at the same time without means or 
friends to suppoit them. It is nothing 
more than right that these should be 
made chargeable on the parishes in 
which they belong, for in reality they 
are paupers, and, so long as they are 
harmless and incurable, should be 
treated as such by the authorities. No 
reasonable person can fairly object to 
this position, and this is the attitude of 
the government on the matter. 
Sleeves somewhat complicated matters 
when he assumed that about every 
pauper lunatic in the asylum, whether 
harmless or dangerous, should be in­
cluded in the list he was directed to 
make, but the whole matter will be 
straightened out shortly and complaints 
against the legislation must then largely 
cease.

Big Srw-MiU Near Moncton Burned.-
Moncton, Feb. 8. —The* extensive steam 

sawmill owned by John A. Humphrey, ex- 
M. P. P., at Humphrey’s Mills, about two 
miles from Moncton, was completely des­
troyed by fire this morning about two o’clock. 
The mill is situated at a considerable dis­
tance from any dwelling house and when 
the tire was discovered the whole mill was 
enveloped and it was impossible to save any 
of the machinery, or to tell in what part of 
the mill the fire originated. Fortunately 
there was no wind at the time, and no lumber 
was destroyed except what was in in the dry­
ing house. The mill had not been sawing 
for some time, but men were in the mill 
yesterday making repairs and getting ready 
to commence work today. For this purpose 
there had been a tire in a stove in a part of 
the mill yesterday, but it was supposed to 
have been left in a perfectly safe condition, 
and it is not known whether the fire started 
from the stove or from a heated journal, which 
might have resulted from the machinery hav­
ing been started by some unknown cause. 
The mill was throughly equipped, much new 
machinery having been added in recent 
years, and Mr. Humphrey estimates his loss 
at 315,000. There was no insurance, 
engine and boiler were not greatly damaged, 
but much of the machinery is, of course, a 
total loss. Mr. Humphrey has been operat­
ing quite extensively in the woods this winter 
and will probaly rebuild at once in time for 
the spring and summer sawing.

“S. H, Lingley, trustee for J. Alexander’s 
estate, has issued the following statement :

negotiable paper, $2,167.29; real estate, 
$2,500; total, 323,232.47. Liabilities secured, 
John Alexander, mortgage of 32,500; J. & J. 
Taylor, $231.50; Gault Bros. & Shorey, 
38,670.12; Herbert Alexander, wages, $600; 
unsecured creditors, $17,656.26; total, 
$29,657.88, an apparent deficiency of

“This is one of the worst failures Resti- 
gouche county has had for years. Alexander 
was only in business about fifteen months, 
and in that time purchased over forty-seven 
thousand dollars worth of goods, which 
shows that he must have sold over thirty- 
seven thousand dollars worth, a nice snug 
business for a town this size. At a fair rate 
of profit this should have left him at least 
five thousand dollars to the good. Last 
September Mr. Alexander applied for an 
extra three thousand dollars insurance, 
although carrying at the time ten thousand, 
he stating at the time that his stock was 
worth seventeen thousand. Evidently the 
insurance men were doubtful,as they sent up 
F. R. Butcher to look into the matter, but 
whether he got the insurance your corres­
pondent is unable to find out. Sometime in 
January an incendiary was at work between 
Alexander’s and Vernette’s stores, but was 
not successful. The insurance companies 
immediately cancelled all risks on that 
block of buildings. There is little doubt 
that any of the unsecured creditors will get 
a cent, as many of the so-called good ac­
counts and negotiable paper ata far from 
good, and if fifty per cent, is realized on the 
whole they will do well.
