BOER AGENTS BUSY.

Trying to Stop the Shipment of Mules
From New Orleans.

NEW ORLBANS, La., '‘April’ %.—
Gen. Sam Pearson and the other Boer

enfs; who lately brought suit in the
:f!’aled Btateés "clrelit court to prevent
the nhipment of miiles Trom ‘thia city to
the Britigh' 'rmy in South Africa yes-
terday a.rhended their petition so as to
include a" number of other defendants
in the!injunction.’ The suit first intro-
duted was against the Anglo-Austra-
lian to prevent herdoading with mules.
They ask .that the hcmerey, which has
just arrived, be shmilarly enjoined.

The new defenm named in the
supplemental -biil are Capt. Marshaly
of the British army, rempowssRy living
in New Otléans; the Anglo-American
Steamship company,represented by the
Warriers of New Qrleans; William J.
Hanoh and Joséph J, Beranger of New
Orleans, and H. Perry, captain of the
steamer Monterey.

The Boer agents here take no stock
in' the story that the British war office
has decided to close up its Néew Orleans
agency. Mr. Van Ness said: “That
story, I am thinking, is similar to many
otheérs started in Emgland or in South
Africa. My view of the matter is that
the mules and horses will be shipped
to South Africa from New Orleans as
long as the shippers or ship-owners
are not molested by the United States
government or by the courts.’

The suggestion was made by Mr. Van
Ness that it was rather late in the day
to stop the shipping these remounts,
when upwand of 90,000
been landed in South Africa.

“Not at all,’ he replled, “fresh mules
and horses are required in South Af-
rica s0 long as the British have their
forces there. These animals will be
transported as long as the war .con-
tinues, unless the law steps in and puts
a stop to the practice. There is scarce-
ly an animal that was shipped to the
Transvaal a year ago that is alive to-
day. They all die off fast. The cli-
mate and the lack of food'are against
them. Whenever a march is made five
miles from the base of supplies the
horses uged on that marcen are
doomed. Very few of them live any
great period on oats alone and that is
all these animals get, when they are
taken away from the base of supplies.
In order ,therefore, to keep the British
soldiers supplied with remounts it is
absolutely neeessary to transport the
animals by thousands every nonth. If
this fresh supply ceases there will be
a change noted in the condition of af-
fairs in South Africa."”
