ENTOMBED IN A MINE.

A DEMAND FOR PEACE.

NEW YORK, Jan. 17. — A despatch
to the Times from London quotes the
Longdon Times’ Russian correspondent’s
saying that an agitation in favor of
peace is being started by a.number of
eminent eitizens of St. Petersburg, who
have drawn up an address to the czar
representing the uselessness of the war
and urging that as the government has
not proved itself competent to carry
the war to a successful issue, it should
not be allowed to continue to prove its
incapacity at the cost of the blood and
tears of the nation.

The address has been: largely signed
by people of all classes in the capital
and principal towns of Russia.

The Liberal paper Nasha Zheza says.
it is high time that the myriads of men
sent to Manchuria should return to
peaceful pursuits and the. life of Rus-
sia resume its normal course.

Advices from St. Petersburg says it
has been hinted in certain quarters that
the fall of Port Arthur might possibly
render Russia more receptive to a pros
posal of mediation with a view to the
termination of hostilities.

The answers by the Russian foreign
office to all inquiries on this subject,
however, are in the negative.

DETAILS'OF SURENDER

LONDON, Jan. 17. — The latest news
as to the condition of Port Arthur when
it was surrendered to the Japanese oc-
casions much discussion as to General
Stoessel’s reasons for capitulation. Cri-
ticism, however, is generally lenient,

there being a tendency to regard Gen-
eral Nogi's tributes to General Stoes-
sel’s courageous defence as much in his
favor; and the inclination is to credit
General Stoessel with the knowledge
that the morale of his garrison was
shattered.

The Daily Telegraph’s Kobe corres-
pondent gives a somewhat theatrical
account of the final meeting between
the generals at Port Arthur prior to
the surrender, which was obtained
from Russian generals at Nagasaki.
According to this account, twelve gen-
erals assembled at General Stoessel’s
house. Being asked the reason for two
additional vacant chairs, General Stoes-
sel, bursting into tears, explained that
they formerly belonged to.beloved de-
parted, and, having paid a tribute to
the gallant dead, General Stoessel ab-
ruptly exclaimed: ‘“Well, gentlemen, T
presume we will fight till the end.”

The discussion which ensued showed
that the only alternatives were
prompt surremder or-'speedy annihila-
tion. Then champagne glasses were
filled and the emperor’'s health was
solemnly honored. Meanwhile the ar-
tillery thundered outside, and as sev-
eral shells burst in the vicinity, General
Stoessel ordered the removal of the
emperor’s photegraph, the sole adorn-
ment of the walls, remarking:

“It isn’t right that his majesty should
witness such proceedings.”

The decision to capitulate being un~
animeusly reached, each general sign-
ed the record, many ' sobbing aloud.
Finally General Stoessel stood at at-
tention, silently 'offered a prayer,
brought to salute, and shouted:

“Long live the cear,” which the oth-
ers repeated in chorus, and the coun-
cil ended>

It is stated that Madame Stoessel
seemed stunned and cried aloud when
she heard the decision.

It is added that acute estrangement
exists between General Stoessel and his
men owing to-the arrangement of fa-
vorable terms for the officers but not
for the men.

HIS KIND NOT WANTED.

Young English Socialist Ordered Deported
by. United States Officals.

NEW YORK, Jan. 17.—William Bis-
hop, a young English mechanic, has
been ordered deported by the immigra-

 tion authorities at this port because of

his socialistic views. Bishop is pos-
sessed of the required amount of money
to land and he purposes appealing
against the decision.

Bishop, who is from Oxford, arrived
at Ellis Island from the liner New
York on Sunday. He was examined yes-
terday and passed the registry divis-
ion satisfactorily. However, the in-
spector detained him and he was ques-
tioned further. He explained that he
wasg. to meet Henrich Kuhn, secretary
of the socialist labor party, who has an
office here and that he carried an in-
troduction to Mr. Kuhn. He was there-
upon ordered before a board of special
inquiry at Ellis Island.

Before the board the inspectors plied
him with questions. Bishop declared
himself a follower of Mark Marx, the
German socialist, and said that he was
not a believer in violence. - When ask-
ed if he would take compensation for
the removal of a public officer by viol-
ent means, Bishop replied: “For the
good of all I should not do it for com=
pensation.” .

His answers to different forms of the
same question. were regarded with sus-
picion and his exclusion was ordered
by Ianspector Ryan, a member of the
board,

SECOND SUEZ CANAL
T0 BE BUILT AT ONGE

Contract Has Already Been
Given Out,

The Consession Was Granted by Old
Khedive Ismall---Will be a Big Im-
provement On Present Ganal.

LONDON, Jan. 16.—The capital has
been assured for a second Suez canal
and the contract undertaken by the
Airds, the constructors of the Nile dam
works.

Sir John Aird, the great English con-
tractor, basing his experience on his
construction of the Nile dam and other
great public works in Egypt, under-
takas to build the second canal within

000 and $30,000,000, where the old one
cost $100,000,000, and to furnish for the
money a wider and deeper canal from
the Mediterranean to the Red Sea, lined
in such a fashion as to obviate the silt-
ing process which is the most danger-
ous enemy of the existing canal.

Sir Theodore Angier asserts that he is
in the possession of a concession grant-
ed by old Khedive Ismail before his de-
position and after he had sold his found-
ers’ shares in the existing company to
the English government. f

That Ismail might have been guilty
of such a plece of sharp practice, is con-
sidered likely, especially in view of the
fact that he received a large sum for
the grant of this concession, but it is ex-
pected that both the present khedive
and the British government will vigor-
ously oppose the project.

According to the terms of the con-
cession originally granted by the Egyp-
tlan government to Ferdinand de Les-,
seps, the existing canal becomes the
absolute property of the Egyptain gov-
ernment in 70 years from now, and that
government has no interest in facilitat-
ing the ccnstruction of a rival canal,
even were the English government to
give its consent. That the latter would
be granted is the last degree improb-
able, no matter what the political party
in power, for cemtrol of the canal lead-
ing to the east has been the end in view
in its entire Egyptian policy. Moreover
70 years is likely to see Egypt absorb-
ed by Great Britain, in which case the
British government would, in the place
of the khediviate, become possessed of
the existing canal ag its full fledged
owner on the expiration of the conces-
sion. Although the matter is to be
fought out in parliament, it may be
taken for granted that the khedive wiil
repudiate the concession granted by his
grandfather, Ismail, and that the Eng-
lish government will prohibit the execu-
tion of Sir\Theodore Angier's scheme.

The motive for the construction of
the second canal is to be found in the
enormous dues charged by the present
canal company, dues which, even with
the existing high prices for coal, render
it more profitable to send a vessel all
the way around the Cape of Good ¥ope
rather than through the Suez canal. It
was agreed in 1883 by the canal com-
pany that when the dividends cn the
stock amounted to 25 per cent. any:aing
above that amount should e devoted to
the reduction of the dues. The divid-
ends have exceeded 256 per cent, Jor a
number of years, yet ull efforts on ihe
part of the shipowners and merchants
of London to secure a reduction of the
dues have failed.

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OUR WESTERN PROVINCE.

Most enlightened en fromn the Dast-
ern provinces will support Mr. Foster’'s
plea against cutting up the Northwest
into small provinces. 1t there is doubt
it should be settled the other way, as
it will always be easler to correct by
division -than by union. The prairie
portion of Manitoba is relatively small,
and the legisluture of that province
asks that in the creation of new prov-
inces a portion of Assiniboia be added
to Manitoba. It is understood that peo-
ple who occupL the proposed annex sxe
not favorable to the transfer. There is
already a certain feeling of estrange-
ment between these neighbors. The In-
habitants have heen meeting in differ-
ent camps and they would find some dif-
flculty in establishing a partnership.
Such aye the effects of separate politic-
al organization,

It is the almost universal opinion of
people in Eastern Canada that the three
Maritime Provinces should be one. But
practical persons who have considered
the matter easily see that it would be
difficult to unite them.

In the present state of things there
are many interests which those affect-
ed by them regard as vested interests.
We should have one governor instead
of three. There would be fewer posi-
tions on the bench, fewer heads of de-
partments, fewaer premiers. If the un-
fon were made useful there would be a
consolidation of educational work and
perhzps a slaughter of colleges. Two
provincial capitals would cease to be.
Personal and local interests would be
seriously affected. We do not say that
thesc difficulties cquld not be overcome,
but it would have been much more
easy to work out this destiny if there
had been no separation. So it will be
much better for the parliament of Can-
ada, when creating new provinces, to
make large ones, capable of carrying
on provincial enterprises in a broad
spirit and on generous lines,

IZ is objected that a province such as
Mr. Haulton asks for would ultimately

overshadow Ontario and other prov-
inces, snd would come to be represented
by as many members as all the rest of
Carada. That seems at first to be seri-
ous, but after all it does not matter
whether this vast western influence is
exerted by one province or by two or
three.

The West will have its own interest
and influence in any case, and this will
bé based on other elements besides
population and wealth. Massachusetts,
Vermont and Maine ‘have never lost
their influence in the United States, and
so long as Edstern Canada produces
people who are worthy to rule, they
will have their fair share of power.
The growth of the west in agriculture
will conduce to the industrial, commer-
cial and financial development of the
east.

Let the Northwest he one big prov-
ince if the people desire it. We are all
one country and do not need to apply
the rule “‘divide and conquer.”

David Dooray, a half-breed Pottawat-
tomie Indian, who lived at the old
Indian ford at the forks of the Elkhart
river, two miles west of Ligonier, from
the days when the white man seldom
came, has done more to save the in-
truding civilizers from death than any
other man. The tribal secret of curing
a rattlesnake bite was imparted to him,
and he has handed it down to his son
and daughter, who now survive him
near the old hunting ground. Whites
negotiated with him for the secret, but
there always existed a doubt that he
told all he should, for no white man
ever had the success the Indian showed
in relieving the victim,

When David Dooray's moccasined feet
led him to the side of the suffsrer, one
look was sufficient, and he would go
into groves of the forest, darkness nev-
er interfering with him nor causing the
need of a lantern or other light, and nis
long fingers, reaching along the ground
with the never-failing sense of touch
guiding him, would find the plants he
sought. With his hands he dug the
roots he wanted, and no one was per-
mitted to see him at his secret work.
He would put the combination «f roots
in his mouth and chem them vigsrous-
ly, and when the cud was formed he
would place it upon the wound and
keep it thare. When the case was an
aggravated one, or had been too long
needing proper attention the old In-
dian would remain at the bedsile of
the unlucky one for a week, but the
cure never failed.

The »ld Ind'an
was then called. He remained a week,
and the child was cured. The gypsies
never paid him, and the old Pottawatto-
mie caught a rattler and tri=d o find
the nomads in order that he might
make the reptile bite one of the gyp-
sies, so ihat he could deny veliaf. His
search with his terrible weapon was
unavailing.—Qoschen (Ind.)

WRIGHT NOT GULTY.

Jury'Was Out About Three Hours and a
Half—Judge Said Evidence Was
Strong Against the Prisoner.

HAMPTON, N. B., Jan. 17.—The trial
of Oscar Wright was concluded here
yvesterday. The jury after deliberating

about three hours returned a verdict ot

‘“not guilty.”

After the address of counsel Judge

McLeod charged the jury. He said he
was responsible for giving them the
law in the case. The prisoner had been

indioted for manslaughter, and it was |

for them to say whether he was gullty
or not guilty. He showed that the law
guards very jealously the life and lib-
erty of the citizen. He reviewed care-
fully and impartially the evidence. The
flrst question they would have to de-
cide was whether Oscar Wright struck
the fatal blow. The next was how far
circumstances justified him in doing so.
If they found that he struck the blow
while his own life was in peril they
might say that he did it in self defence.

His honor gave the case to the jury
about four o’clock. The jury retired
and after half an hour returned and
asked to have some of the evidence
read again. They retired and at seven
o’clock agreed upon a verdict. The

prisoner was brought into the room and |

the jury filed in. There was breathless
silence in the court room as all watch-
ed the men in whose hands were the is-
sue of liberty or bondage.

“Have you agreed upon a verdict?”
asked Judge McLeod.

“We have, your honor,” replied fore-
man A. L. Peatman,

“Gullty, or not guilty ™

“Not guilty.”

Attorney-General Pugsley moved that
the prisoner be discharged.

Judge McLeod addressed the pris-
oner as follows : Prisoner, you have
been indicted and tried for the man-
slaughter of Willlam C. McKnight.
The jury have returned a verdict of
not guilty, but I must say that in my
opinion the evidence was very strong
against you. I hope this will prove
a warning to you through life. You
are discharged.

The prisoner responded—‘“Thank
you,” and left the'docck. When the fore-
man -announced the verdict, there
were some sounds of approval among
the large number of men and- women
present,which were immediately quell-
ed by the sheriff. Mr. Wright was
very heartily congratulated upon his
release.

The jury was discharged, and the
court adjourned sine die.

The great differences amongst the
numbers of admissions under both
heads in different regiments may, Sir
George explained, be accounted for by
thé great variations in the healthful-
ness. of different stations in India.
There is, however, one constant princi-
ple running through all—viz, the
greater amount of sickness among non-
abstainers than among abstainers.

Among the speakers on the same oc-
casion was Lord Charles Beresford, and
this, among other things, the gallant
admiral said:—

When I was a young man I was an
athlete. I used to box a great deal,
ride steeplechases and races, play foot-
ball, and go through a number of com-
petitive sports and pastimes. When I
put myself into training, which was a
continual occurrence, I never drank
any wine, spirits, or beer at all, for the
simple reason that I felt I could get
fit quicker without taking any stimu-
lants; now I am an older man, and
have a position of great responsibility,
often entailing quick thought and de-
termination and instant decision, I
dring no wines, spirits, or beer, not be-
cause I think it wrong to drink, but
simply because I am more ready for
any work: imposed upon me day or
night; always fresh, always cheery,
and in good temper.

Bad as intemperance in the service
is now, there is, according to Lord
Charles, a tremendous improvement on
what it was some years ago. ‘In the
fleet which I have the honor to com-
mand,” he went on to say, ‘I let men
go ashore on every possible occasion,
and the privilege has been well repaid,
as the leave-hreaking has been reduced
almost to nil.’ The governor and the
civil authorities inform me that they
hardly ever see a man intoxicated in
the streets, and the improvement is
most satisfactory.’

JAPANESE COLONIES IN TEXAS.

(From the Washington Post).
“One of the most interesting settle-
ments in the State of Texas is that of
the Japs, between Houston and Galves-
ton,” said A. D: McDonough, of Brown-
wood, Texas., ‘‘The Japanese there are

' mostly a very intelligent class of mer-

chants from the mikado’s kingdom,
and have come over with some money
to invest. A colony of some 100 of them
have gone into the rice industry there

and are making a great success of it.
They have built their homes and have
one of the best rice plantations in the

best rice country in the South. Con-
trary to the general belief, they clrcu-
late their money freely and add to the
prosperity of the community, though,
of course, they find opportunity to send
a part of it dcross the Pacific.

“But just here is the point. Their
coming has been an experiment put to

a severe test during these past few
months, and has been so eminently i
successful that they azre now plan-
nihg to swell the v to a much
greater number. The war in the Far

East has nothing to do with their com-
ing, as they have capital and merely
wish to spend it where it will yield the

At Del Rio, in western
Texas, another colony has sturted, and
the land there is belng developed

through processes of irrigation.

FATALISM AMONG THE WELSH.

An epidemic of scarlet fever which
is raging at Goginan, near Aberystw-
yth, Wales, owes much of its virulence
to the spirit of fatalism which pre-
vails among the Welsh. The people
belleve that if they are fated to catch
the fever no precautions - will eave
them from it, and that, on the other '
hand, they can come in contact with
it with impunity if it is not their fate
to be infected. This spirit of fatalism
is shown by the Welsh custom of hold-
ing “wylnosau,” or prayer meetings, at
the house of a dcad person.

The friends of the dead crowd into
the house and remain for an hour or
two regardless of the cause of death.

Queen Alexandra's Peculiar
e

(London Tit-Bits.)

Great interest was aroused recently
by the circumstance that in a grave
national crisis, when the king was for
the moment inaccessible, the ministers
of state were summoned to 'the pre-
sence of Queen Alexandra for consulta-
tion, with, as was generally understood,
most satisfactory results. This was
quite a new departure for the present |
reign.

Of course Queen Victoria piayed this |
sovereign part constantly, but her late
majesty was the head of the state and
it was the proper course for her to
pursue. Except when considered as
part of the king and sovereign, Queen
Al2xandria is not the head of the state.
She enjoys a position of her own which
is absolutely unique. Whilst it differs
from that of the king it also differs
from that of any other lady, married
or single, or of any rank, and in some
material ways it is also different from
that of previous queen consorts.

One of the most curious and interest-
ing provisions in the law and customs
of the state is that the queen is, for
private business purposes, not regard-
ed as a married lady at all. She is the
only lady in Great Britain who does
not come within the scope of the Mar-
ried Women’s Property Act. The prin-
ciple of the law is that the king is en-
tirely different from other married
men, and that his time is too fully
taken up with affairs of state for him
to have any left to devote to domestic
matters, and that therefore the whole
management of the queen’s private
business matters must devolve wupon
her majesty singly, and that no re-
sponsibility whatever in respect to
them rests dpon the king.

Therefore, if such a thing could be
imagined as the queen contracting
debts in her husband’s name, the king
would not be responsible for them, as
any other husband would be unless he
had given due notice to tradesmen and
all others concerned that he would for
the future decline to settle all such ac-
counts.

If the king contracted debts, the
law which says that his majesty can
do no wrong would prevent anybody
from suing him for recovery of the
amount due; but no such protection is
granted to the queen, who could be
proceeded against in the ordinary man-
ner. She has her pwn attorney-general
and solicitor-general to represent her
in all legal matters, though, of course,
except for ordinary private purposes,
their services are scarcely ever needed.

‘Whilst the constitution is glad t» re-"
cognize the queen as part of the mon-
archy, it cannot lose sight of the fact
that after all her position is limited to
Queen Consort, and therefore she is in
a very large sense one of his majesty’'s
subjects, and in certain cases, which
there is no human possibility of occur-
ring in these times, she would be treat-
ed as a subject. But in other respects
she is accorded privileges by the realm

NAPOLEON’S OUTRIDER.

There has just been presénted to the
French Military Museum a bust of
Wernet, Napoleon’s outrider, who once
saved his emperor's life. It was aft-
er the abdication of Fontainebleau,
and "when Wernet drove Napoleon
away from the palace, that he received
from a peasant information of a plot
to fire on the coach as it passed
through the forest.

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DEFENCE OPENED.

Tucker’s Gounsel Asks For

Fair Play.

- ®

Thinks They Will Have No Difficulty
in Proving Prisoner Innocent—

The Blood Stains.

> >

CAMBRIDGE, Mass., Jan. 16.—"All
we ask of you, gentlemen of the jury,
s fair play. Give us that and we will

prove beyond all reasonable doubt that
Charles L. Tucker is not the murderer
of Mabel Page.”

With these words Attorney Thomas
F. Vahey opened the case for the de-
fence at ‘the Tucker murder trial to-
day. He told the jury that the where-
abouts of the defendant would be ac-
countcd for from the moment he left
his house at noon on the day of the
murder until he returned to his home
the same afternoon. He would prove
that a knife other than Tucker’s was
the weapon used. The defence would
not attempt to acccunt for all the
blood-stains found on Tucker’s cloth-
ing, but if the government wishes to
prove Tucker gwlty it should have es-
tablished that the blood was from the
body of Miss #age. The handwriting

on the note addressed to “J. L. Mor-|

ton” would be shown to have been
written by Miss Page herself. The
stickpin found in Tucker’s coat, and
said ‘to be the property of Miss Page,
was owned by Tucker two years be-
fore the murder. The testimony of the
medical experts called by the common-
wealth was attacked by Mr. Vaher,
who said other experts would be called
to disprove statements made .

The address of Mr., Vahey was given
close attention, and Tucker leaned for-
ward in his scat, glancing alternately
at Mr. Vahey and the jury.

An ixpportant decision was rendered
by the court during the afternoon ses-

.sion, the objections which have been
made by the defence every time Tuck-

er’s knife was shown in the court room,
being overruled. Judges Sherman and
Sheldon ruled that the introduction of
the knife as evidence was competent,
and all evidence in relation to it
brought out by the prosecution would
stand. It has been the contention of
the defence that the knife was secured
v violation of the constnutionﬁl rights
of the defendant, in that it was'secured

during a search of the Tucker home on*

a search warrant which called for a
graphophone.

Sharsholders at Annual Meeting Were_FﬂStef Makes a Great spﬂeﬁh and HeaV"y Scores to ministerial action segaraine public

Pleased With Results

Year’s Business.

The annual meeting of the sharehold- |
ers of the Bank of New Brunswick)
was held yesterday, James Manches- |
ter, the president, in the chair.. W. E. |
Foster was appointed secretary. |

The statement of last year’s busin9551
has already been published. It showed
net profits of*$92,389.96; $60,000 had been
paid out in dividends, 25,0000 trans-
fetrred to rest account, which now
amounts to $800,000, and the balance
carried forward is $13,910.39.

W. E. Stavert, the manager, being
called on, read the annual statement
and made a few comments on the facts
disclosed and on |the position of the
bank. He reminded the shareholders
that the assets last year were ten times
the amount of liabilities: this year they
are eleven times greater. There was
little difference in the amount of notes
in circulation, with other banks they
had a difficulty in that respect. Owing
to the great prosperity of the country
the demand for circulation is greater
than the banks can supply. The Bank
of New Brunswick is limited in its
capital, a difficulty which it is hoped
to overcome. Deposits not bearing in-
terest had greatly increased, as: had
deposits bearing interest—showing the
continued confidence placed in the
bank. The denosits by other banks are
larger. These deposits, he explained,
are not borrowed money, but volun-
tary deposits. Government demand
notes had increased, and the manager

banks, $500,433.19, is a principal source
of strength. The banks are carefully
selected and are the best in the coun-
try, whose management is the most
conservative. Both call and short loans
are thoroughly secured. There has
been a considerable increase in the
value of bonds, stocks, etc.,, all of
which are first class securities. Cur-
rent loans and discounts ~ are larger
than last year. Overdue debts are so
small as not to require consideration.
Referring to the profit and ioss ac-
count, Mr. Stavert said larger profits
might have been made, but the bank
had sagrificed profits for strength,
which is the correct thing to do. The
bank had declined much business. Mr.
Stavert pointed out that the immedi-
ately available assets to liabilities was
52 per cent. The Bank of New Bruns-
wick pays a 12 per cent. dividend, while
the average dividend in Canada is 7
per cent. The branches as a whole did
as well as was expected, and it was
determined to open new branches in
Grand Manan and  Fairvillee Mr.
Stavert referred to the legislation re-
garding taxes last year, and showed
that the bank came off very satisfac-
torily. The bank is in a position now
to increase its capital without in-
creased taxatton. Mr. Stavert advocat-
ed a pension scheme for employes,
based on a scheme In operation in
Scotland. The employes will contrib-
ute to the superannuation fund. The
scheme is not an experiment; experi-
ence showed it has worked well else-
where. The staff, he said, did good
work, and customers expressed satis-
faction at their treatment.

The report on G. Sydney Smith’s
motion, having been adopted, R. B.
Emerson moved :

Whereas, the board of directors has
had wunder consideration for some
months a scheme to provide for super-
annuating and pensioning officials,
when such is deemed necessary and
advisable, which has been approved
by the board and which is on the lines
of similar schemes in other well regu-
lated banks both in Great Britain and
Canada, where pension schemes have
long been a feature of the most im-
portant financial institutions, and

Whereas, such provisions are neces-
sary and desirable from diffe: t
points of view and such schemes have
been favorably reported upon by
those having long experience with
them, and

Whereas, the eighteenth section of
the Bank Act of 1800 provides that the
shareholders may authorize the direc-
tors to establish such funds and to
contribute thereto out of the bank’s
resources, therefore

Resolved, that the directors of this
bank be and are hereby authorized to
establish a pension fund for the offi-
cers and employers of the bank and
their families and to contribute there-
to out of the funds of the bank.

Mr. Emerson spoke strongly in favor
of the resolution, which G. Sydney
Smith seconded with a speech of ap-
proval and it was carried unanim-
ously.

Mr. Manchester made a brief speech,
speaking of the splendid condition of
the bank and of the increasing busi-
ness. He heartily endorsed the pes-
sion scheme. The staff was united and
agreeable.

On motion of Mr. Smith, seconded
by Mr. Emerson, the sum of $10,000
was appropriated for the purpose of
the pension fund.

Mr. Emerson being called to the
chair, Mr. Smith moved, seconded by
A. H. Hanington, that the warmest
thanks be given the president, direc-
tors and management for the care and
diligence they gave to their laborious
duties.

The motion was carried unanimous-
ly, and Mr. Manchester expressed his
thanks, on behalf of the board and
management, for this mark of confid-
ence,

OTTAWA, Jan. 16.—Parliament held
ite first business session today, and
the expedition with which the pro-
gramme was handled augurs twell~ for
early prorogation. Private Uills, of
which notice had been given, were in-
troduced, notably Guthrie’'s amendment
to the election act, to further protect
employes from coercion by employers;
Lancaster’'s respecting the protection
of level crossings and McLean’s bill
for grading railway fares, and im-
mediately afterwards the debate on
the address in reply to the speech from
the throne was taken up. The mover
spoke only half an hour, the seconder
somewhat less. Mr. Foster, who replied
for the opposition, spoke one hour, Lau-
rier about half an hour and W. F.
McLean, who closed, about half .an
hour. The whole thing was over be-
fore six, making another. record in
connection with the present parlia-
ment.

E. M. McDonald’s speech was the
stereotyped one, taking up the speech
clause by clause, waxing eloquent over
the prosperity of the country and giv-
ing the government the credit for it
all. ~ He dwelt especially upon the
question of autonomy, sketching the
history of the great west from the dis-
covery and opening by conservatives
up to the present growth, which de-
mands self government. He went out
of his way to give a slap at imperial-
ism, claiming that Canada was doing
enough for the empire in building up
this country and would not spend any
money for any other imperial purposes
unless she could supervise the spend-
ing.

In closing he warmly eulogized Lau-
rier. 'The speech was creditable to a
new member and was well received,
but disappointing to those who had
based an estimate of him on his pre-
vincial reputation as the man who de=
feated A. C. Bell.

Parent, the 24 year old member for
Montmorency, spoke eloquently in
French. - The only point of special in-
terest in the speech was a warning to
the government in framing the new
provinces in the west to remember
Manitoba and see that the Catholic
minority had their rights.

Hon. Geo. E. Foster replied for the

opposition in a splendid speech, show-

ing up in his old time form as a scath-
ing and irresistible critic. Opening he
humorously pleaded the indulgence of
the house as a new member, extended
the usual congratulations to the mover
and seconder and joined in a welcome
to the new governor general, whose in-
fluence he was sure would tend to knit
Canada closer to the empire.

Referring to speeches just made he
said their trend was along three dis-
tinct lines.

(1) We are here.

(2) The country is behind us.

(3) The country is prosperous.

The opposition could- deny none of
these, though they might disagree with
speakers concerning reasons for pros-
perity. Still it was possible to have a
still greater prosperity. For instance,
the timber Interests all over Canada
were suffering from unfair competition
from the States. Nothing had been
done by the government to further the
mining ‘nterests. Agricultural inter-
ests were prosperous in some gections
of the country, but what help had they
ever got from the government? In the
Northwest, for instance, who laid the
foundation for the prosperity there?
That prosperity, outside of the richness
of the country itself, depended on its
opening up. When the liberals came
they found the transportation system
all ready made. The resources of a
country made accessible by the conser-
vatives had been proven. That the
government had done what it could to
take advantage of these conditions was
to their credit, but they were not en-
titled to make their policy, which had
been in existence only eight years,
sponsor for all the greatness.

The smiling faces across the house,
said Mr. Foster, indicated the self-sat-
isfaction of a party which had just
won a great victory. But sometimes
great victories cost the victors more
than it was worth. Besides the pros-
perity, which deadened the critical fac-
ulty of the people, the opposition had
to contend against other forces not so
pleasant to contemplate. Never before
had a Canadian government stood in
such alliance with a powerful corpora-
tion, which used all its influences to
elect the party which had given it a
priceless franchise. That this was for
the good of the country was open to
And never in Canada had ap-
peals so sordid been made to the elec-
torate. All over the country the great-
est argument in favor of the govern-
ment was the dangling bribe of public
works.

Look at solid Nova Scotia, say the
governr:ent. What wonder when, in
one . county alone, 66 appropriations
were ‘pledged. From the prime minis-
ter down, the great cry was, “Vote for
us and get post offices and wharves,”
ete. The fruits of such a campaign are
a deadened public conscience and a
lower public life.

Mr. Foster also strongly condemned
the government policy of allying pro-
vineial and federal governments, which
was directly contrary to Laurier’s op-
position declarations, and he depre-
cated the entry of the race and relig-
jous. cry, notably in Montmorency,
where that influence alone had defeat-
ed so able a man as Casgrain.

* WORK WILL FIGHT.

His Friends in This City Satisfied That
e Will Be Able to Prove
His Innocence.

Last week Charles Lawton Work, al-
leged promoter of various suspicious
schemes for the making of money, was
arrested in New York. His arrest
would have little interest for the peo-
ple of St. John were it not for the fact
that his wife is a former resident of
this city, and is, indeed, at present
visiting relatives here. Sunday’s New

York Herald contains a long account
of the career of Charles Lawton Work
and speaks of him as “a fugitive from
justice for five years, sought for as
the reputed head of the ‘Investors’
Trust’ of Philadelphia.”

r. Work was arrested Friday night
at luxuriously appointed apartments at
No. 237 West End avenue. On Satur-
day morning he was arraigned before
Commissioner Shields of the United
States circuit court. He speedily gain-
ed his liberty by furnishing bail to the
extent of $2,500. Work pleaded ‘“not
guilty” and his trial will commence on
January 28. The United States postal
authorities were instrumental in secur-
ing his arrest, as a user of the mails
for the carrying on of alleged illegal
enterprises.

The Star is in a position to state that
the New York Herald’s article is great-
ly stretched. Mr. Work has not been
“‘a fugitive from justice.”” He has been
a man who has ventured much in spe-
culative enterprises and has sustained
heavy financial losses. He is evident-
ly determined to fight the TUnited
States postal authorities. He had no
difficulty in securing bail, which shows
that there are people of money who
place reliance in him. His bondsman
is William Nelson, of No. 370 Seventh
avenue, who offered real property to
the value of $70,000 as security.

One statement that the Herald makes,
or at least an inference that might be
drawn from the article is that the lady
eloped to Europe with Mr. Work
before his first wife died. This is ri-
dicuously incorrect as all her friends
know well.
