— Taaowise Dowx rae Gavsruer.—The
article which lately appeared in the Can-
adian Baptist; in reply to the unfavorable
comments of The Week on the decision of
the Ontario Baptists to ask university
powers for Woodstock college, has called
forth unfavorable remark. The Baptist
responds by throwing down a challenge to
disouse the following proposilions :

First; The State tratecends its legitio-
ste funotions, snd wrongfully uses the
woney which belongs to the whole peuple
for the purposes of a claas, when it appro-
priates public funds for the support of
colleges and teaching liniversities.

Second : It is, from the very nature of
the case, im possible for any State Govern-
ment to conduct such isstitutions in the
most economical and efficient maaner,or to
surrjund them with such moral influences

sud safeguards as are essential to the high~
est well-being of the students who eater
them.

We believe these propositions cannot be
sucoessfully attacked. They embody the
fundamental queglions in the whole oon-
troversy of Jeoominational versws BSiate
universities. We are never safer than when
we plant our feet firmly on bottom princi~
ples. The discussion of these propositions
would be of general interest to the Baptists
of the Dominion.

Saturday.—When we awake snd look
out, how changed the soenery | We are at
L+ Janta in Colorado, about 4000 fi. above
the level of che sea. The ground is almost
covered with enow ; the air pure, dry and
light, snd the country about us rugged and
mountainous. 8till up and up, for we have
not reached the gratest altitade yet. The
view is more 1nepiring as we asoend ; num-
erous mountain peaks, ocapped with snow,
burst upon our vision. Blowly the iron
horse draws his heavy Joad along & wind-
ing path up the side of the mountain till
we pass through the Raton tunne), about &
mile long, sod the summit is renched. We
are now nearly 5000 ft. above the-Tevel of
the sen. This Raton pase, where the tup-
nel is made, is the ancient gateway of the
Banta Fe trail from Mexico,and is as nearly
as it may be looated, the orest of the ooy-
tinent. We are now in New Mexico, and
we awiftly glide along through mountain
soenery, by Mexioan villages,aod enter the
broad, green meadows, called by the Mexi-
cans “orges.” Here vast herds of oattle
are seen feeding and we almost feel as
though we were passing through Grand
Pre in September.

Sunday.—Bright, warm morning like a
spring day in Nova Bcotia, The climate
here is very inviting.but not so the people.
80, 00 we go toward Arisona. For the
next (weuly-fonr hours we. traverse this
vast, treeless, and for most part, usinhab-
ited country. Arizoua is large, yes, as large
as New York, New Jersey, Penneylvania,
Deleware and Maryland combined, Over
this vast region the sun of civilization is
just  beginning to rise, The
delightful, very excellent, I shonld think,
for one with weak lunge,

Before proceeding further, let us turn
aside for 8 moment to perform the ead duty
of recording the ravages of death amongst
us.. Mr A E. Haing®, afler a short but
painful illness, passed away on the 8rd of
December of last year, much lamented by
his fellow studente. *“His lifc was gentle,”
and although the time he spent in the work
of the ministry was brief, it was, neverthe-
less, long enough to give promise of future
usefulnesa. Bnt to the will of Him who
“doeth all things well,” we must bow in
silence.

Let us again resume the acoount of our
work. In the more active efforts of the
members of onr society it has been our
aim to labor, as far se possible, through
the existing missionary organizations of
the denomination, and sls’ to carry the
gospel to negleoted places not already
provided for by the Home Mission oon-
ventions or boards. By an arrsugement
which, we trust, bas been mutually helpful
to both eocieties concerned, it has been the
privilege of the majority of our members
duriag the past year to labor for the Home
Mission Board of the Western Convention.

Five sheep
were fed in the open air, between the 2lst
of November and the lst of December.
They consumed 90 pounds of food per hy
at & temperature of 44 degrees, At the end
of this time they weighed two pounds less
than when first exposed. 0. Five
sheep were put under shelter and permitted
(o ron at a temperature of 49 degrees.
They consumed at first 82 pounds, then 70
pounds of food per day, and increased in
weight 23 pounds. 0. 8. Five sheep
were put into & shed and not allowed any
exercise ; they ate at first 64 pounds, then
68 pouud- per day, snd increased in weight
80 pounds. No, 4. Five sheep were kept
in the dark, quiet and covered; they ate
35 pounds per day, and increased in weight
8 unds,”

from the above that experiment No. 3,
where no exercise was allowed, pm‘uotd
\be best results ; it aleo is to be noted that
he last two experiments much Tees food
given, from the reason-no doubt that
wlmro lens exercise was taken less food
waa required.
