June 25.—After 
announcing that he has approved the 
bill for development of nations! water­
ways. President Taff Said In hip mes­
sage to congress: "White I have sign­
ed the bill, I venture to submit a 
memorandum of explanation and com­
ment.”

"The bill is an apt one and contains 
many excellent features. It provides 
for the canalization of the Ohio river 
to be prosecuted at a rate which will 
Insure its completion within 12 years; 
the Improvement of the Mississippi 
river between Cairo and the Gulf of 
Mexico to be completed wlthtri 20 
years; of the Mississippi river between 
the mouth of the Missouri and the 
mouth of the Ohio river, to be complet- 
mi within 12 years; of the Mississippi 
river between Minneapolis and the 
mouth of the Missouri river, to be 
completed within 12 years; of the 
Hudson river for the purpose of facil­
itating the use of the barge canal 
in the vicinity of Troy. N. Y„ of the 
Savannah river from Augusta to the 
sea with a view to Its completion with­
in four years; of a 35 foot canal In 
the Delaware river from Philadelphia 
to the sea, of a 35 foot channel to Nor­
folk, Va.; of a 27 foot channel to Mo­
bile, Ala., of a 30 foot channel to 
Jacksonville, Fla., of a 30 foot chan­
nel to Oakland Cal. It also provides 
for greatly enlarged harbor facilities 
at certain Important lake ports, In­
cluding Ashtabula and lorraine and 
enlarged facilities for the Important 
commerce of the Detroit river. Indeed 
it may be said that a great majority 
of the projects named In the bill are 
meritous, and that money expended 
in the completion will not be wasted.

"The chief defect in the bill is the 
large number of projects appropriated 
for, and the uneconomical method of 
carrying on these projects by the ap­
propriation of sums small hi compari­
son to the amounts required to effect 
completion.

"The figures convincingly establish­
ed the fact that this bill makes inade­
quate provision for too many projects. 
The total of the bill$52 ,000.000 is not 
unduly large, but the policy of small 
appropriations with a great many dif­
ferent enterprises without provision 
for their completion is unwise. It 
tends to waste because thus con­
structed the projects are likely to cost 
more than if they were left to con­
tractors who were authorized to com­
plete the whole work withiu a reason­
able short time.

Pretoria, June 24.—The meeting of 
the first of what are Intended to be 
an annual series of Dry Farming 
Ctmgresse is an important event in 
the history of the oldest and most 
permanent of South African indus- 
tries. Thanks largely to the energy 
of Dr. Wm. Macdonald, one of the dis­
tinguished body of experts brought 
together at Pretoria after the war, 
several hundred farmers—including 
representatives of the government 
and of the great land companies, be­
sides the "small men" of the district 
—have been assembled during the 
•ast week at Klerksdorp for the pur­
pose of exchanging views on a branch 
of agriculture which seems to offer 
almost unlimited possibilities of ex­
tension in this waterless land. Cep 
tainly there was no lack of enthusi­
asm and practical interest in the pro­
ceedings at Klerksdorp. They

Such a policy would seri­
ously cripple the New England fish­
ing Industry.- The privilege of taking 
fish within the three-mile limit in 
Canadian waters Is of small import­
ance to the American fishermen today 
so that Canada possesses few rights 
and privileges in the fisheries In ex­
change for the privilege of the free 
entry of her fish.
Newfoundland on

Raymond McFarland writes to the 
Boston Transcript on the feeling in 
Newfoundland with regard to the fish­
eries question. He says: —

The writer had spent several days 
at the Bay of Islands, Newfoundland, 
engaged
the herring fishery and In getting 
first hand Information regarding the 
fisheries dispute from the Newfound­
land point of view. For the fisher­
ies question, in Its economic aspects 
at least, concerns Itself with the se­
curing of herring by American fisher­
men on the west coast of Newfound­
land. Formerly the question involved 
the Inshore fishery for mackerel at 
the Magdalen Islands and in other 
parts of the Gulf of St. Lawrence; but 
in late years the inshore catch of 
mackerel in the Gulf has been so 
small that this fishery, both in econ­
omic Importance and in Its interna­
tional aspects, may be left out of con­
sideration. The real question today 
centres about the herring fishery of 
Newfoundland.

"What is the trouble between your 
people andNthe American fishermen?’’ 
I asked of a merchant with whom I 
was in conversation. "The trouble Is 
not that way,” he replied. “We like 
them and they like us. The trouble 
is between our Government and the 
American fishermen.” Further inquir­
ies among the fishermen of Bay of Is­
lands failed to reveal anything but 
the most friendly feelings towards 
Gloucester skippers and their crews. 
In fact, I received positive assurance 
from the Government magistrate, Mr. 
Bartlett, that the Americans are con­
siderably more popular among the 
Newfoundland fishermen than are 
their own kinsmen who resort to the 
Bay of Islands from Nova Scotia and 
other British possessions. The Ameri­
cans are more hospitable towards the 
native fishermen, they generally treat 
the workmen better and pay more lib­
erally for the fish.

The fall herring fishery of New­
foundland begins about the middle of 
October and lasts until the bays 
freeze over, which is usually near the 
first of the year. The fishery is car­
ried on by means of nets by native 
fishermen from the vicinity of Bay 
of Islands, Bay St. George, Bonne 
Bay and other settlements on the 
western coast of the Island. Under 
the law the herring may be admitted 
to this country duty free if brought 
in in American bottoms. American 
merchants send vessels for cargoeq 
of salt herring to be used in the 
smoked and bloater herring indus­
tries at Gloucester and Boston, and 
for frozen herring to be sold for food 
and for bait in the deep-sea fisheries. 
The cargoes of frozen herring are 
sold at Gloucester. Boston and New 
York.

Arrangement*.
There are three ways in which Am­

erican vessels may secure cargoes of 
herring at Newfoundland, 
their rights under the Convention of 
1818, they may take their own crews, 
nets, dories and other gear and catch 
their
Is rarely resorted to now. Again, un­
der the terms of the modus vivendi 
American fishing vessels have the 
privilege of entering bays and har­
bors of Newfoundland at a fee of $1.50 
per ton for the purpose of purchasing 
bait. In recent years, however, ano­
ther arrangement has been in prac­
tice—Gloucester captains have agreed 
with Government officials at Bay of 
Islands to forego temporarily their 
right of fishing and to become traders. 
Under this arrangement licenses are 
issued free of cost to all vessels to 
purchase herring, and likewise to na 
tlve fishermen, enabling them to catch 
take and sell herring to any ship or 
vessel for export for food purposes. 
The purchaser of the herring agrees 
that not less than $1.25 per barrel 
will be paid for the fish. As a matter 
of fact, the usual selling price for salt 
herring is between $1.25 and $2 per 
barrel, and for frozen herring from $2 
to $3.50 per barrel.

The herring fishermen of Newfound­
land have gopd reason to feel kindly 
disposed towards American fishermen. 
The fall herring fishery is carried on 
at a time when other fisheries of the 
West Coast are lax, so that the influx 
of American gold is most acceptable 
to the local fishermen at the begin­
ning of their long winter. Between 
300 and 400 Newfoundland boats, with 
three men in each, engage in the fish­
ery. The men share from $25 to $250 
apiece for a little more than two 
months’ work, the amount of the share 
depending largely on luck in secur­
ing fish. In 1907 the best boat at 
Birchy Cove, Bay of Islands, with 
three in the crew, shared $985.

m * A deliberate attempt is being made, says the Toronto 
News, to line up the Presbyterian and Methodist Church 
es and other religious organizations behind the Govern­
ment at Ottawa. Liberal organs properly raise quasi 
moral issues, but they improperly remain tongue-tied re­
garding the political crimes of which an unscrupulous 
Ministry is guilty. It is not necessary to impugn the 
motives of all the crusaders, but they do not do the 
whole of their duty. They seek to focus the atten­
tion of the church courts upon the awful crime of 
horse-racing while the plunderers at Ottawa get away 
with the people's money, and steal elections right and 
left by a corrupt allocation of public works.

This, the News points out, is an old game. In 
Its latter days the old Ontario Government practised the 
most corrupt electoral methods while it talked of the 
evils of intemperance, and made promises it failed to 
fulfil. In the one case such conduct brought its re­
ward, aud it will in the other also. The people do not 
always sleep. They cannot be fooled all the time. 
They have the fate of Ministries in their hands when 
they choose to act.

The people sympathize with the 
efforts to put down gambling aud social evils, but they 
want political corruption to be driven out also.

The Government Is still occupied in the pleasant task 
of filling up the cup of its iniquity.

1IThe revolt of the Liberals in Newcastle at the 
methods of the party machine following the report of 
similar dissatisfaction in St. John, would seem to indicate 
an unhappy condition of affairs in the Liberal party in 
the province.

MEDICAL INSPECTION IN SCHOOLS.

At the annual convention of the Canadian Medical 
Association in Toronto the medical inspection of school 
children was one of the questions of public interest 
which came up for discussion. It was pointed out that 
Canada in this respect was not keeping pace with the 
times. While in some respects children in Canada are 
better cared for than in the crowded cities of Europe 
and the United States, there is no doubt that a medical 
inspection would disclose conditions which would justify 
its adoption.

A report of the medical inspection of British public 
schools, while it should not be taken as a criterion, pre­
sents many interesting features. The work of over 
1,100 medical inspectors has shown that even bodily 
cleanliness of the children is neglected. In Bradford, 
only 30 of 1,000 pupils were clean, when the first in­
spection was made years ago. Recent inspections show 
great improvement, but even today nearly 200 in each 
thousand appear to be strangers to soap and water. In 
some of the rural districts many of the girls have un­
clean heads; and of the 900,000 pupils of London, 
16.000 are verminous.

The condition of Ënglish school children’s eyes Is 
better thta that of the children of some other countries, 
yet about 10 per cent, need the care of an oculist, 
while 5 per cent, suffer from ear troubles.

Tuberculosis is. fortunately, on the decline among 
children of 10 to 15 years. In the last 40 years the 
cases have been reduced half, or more. Diphtheria, 
scarlet fever and croup are also being much reduced 
under careful medical inspection.

The children's teeth are very much neglected. Thou­
sands of the little ones are absolutely unacquainted with 
the tooth brush, or any substitute therefor. Of the 
children between 6 and 7 years, only 2 in 100 have sound 
teeth. Nearly 50 per cent, of those between 12 and 14 
have as many as 9 decaying teeth. Of 1,000 children 
examined In Cambridge, not one showed evidence of ever 
having bad a tooth filled or treated. The recent medical

Such articles can only lead to the 
growth of the ill-feeling at present 
prevailing between Christians and 
Moslems, and may uttmately lead to 
bloodshed In the streets—Indeed, it 
looks very' much as if that were tl^e 
object of the Nationalists.

The Copts—that le, the Christian 
are being accused of a fantastic plan 
for massacring the Arabs, and the 
latter are obliged, merely as a matter 
of self-defence, to strike first, to avoid 
being struck themselves. The ex­
treme Nationalists are equal to the 
perpetration of any crime, they are 
gaining ground dally, and they obtain 

ympathy of the Egyptian cabinet, 
particularly as the prime minister him­
self Is a Ndtlonillst.

It looks, therefore, very much as If 
the day were approaching when the 
British authorities In this country, to 
save their own position and the lives 
of the Christians in general, will have 
to take very decided action.

Nance Declares Proposed
Opening of Post Office on 
Sabbath Is Unnecessary

With the passing of Dr. Wm. P. 
Dole in the 86th year of his age. 8t. 
John loses one of its best classical 
scholars, and a man who in a quiet, 
unostentatious way played a large 
part In the educational and literary 
life of the community for many years.

The death of the well-known edu­
cationalist occurred on Saturday after 
an Illness of about Eve months, at 
his residence, 82 Sewell street. He 
leaves one son, Richard Dole, local 
manager of the Bank of New Bruns- 

, wick at Florencevllle, and two daugh­
ters, Miss Mary P„ and Miss Annabel 
P., at home. One slater, Mrs. Wm. 
Splller of Watervllle, Maine, also sur­
vives him.

Dr. Doyle, who was born In St. John 
• of loyalist descent, was educated in 

private schools here, and at the Kings 
College at Fredericton, now the Uni­
versity of New Brunswick. He grad­
uated from that Institution with hon­
ors, winning the Douglas medal for 
excellence In English composition. 
After leaving college he studied law 
In the office of the late Chief Justice 
Ritchie, was called to the bar, and 
practised at his profession for a time.

But he had a strong bent for educa­
tional work, and In 1870, ln associa­
tion with the late Dr. Hutchinson, 
Thomas Slot hart and Wm. McLean, 
now inspector of public schools, he 
opened a private school In this city. 
Later when the free public school 
system was organised he taught for 
a while In the city schools and was 
for a number of years school Inspector 
for the district.

He was also for a time civil ser­
vice examiner for the district of 8t. 
John. Of late years he his conduct­
ed a private school which has enjoyed 
an enviable reputation for the quality 
of Instruction It furnished young peo-

"The Sabbath was made dor man,
not man for the Sabbath.” From this 
text in Mark, 2:27, Mr. Hannah, tra­
velling secretary for the Lord’s Day 
Alliance, explained to a Centenary 
congregation last evening the alms 
and methods of the alliance ln Can­
ada.

After showing that Sunday was an 
Institution appointed to give oppor­
tunity for rest to body, mind and soul, 
he said that one purpose of the sill- 

was to preserve the Sabbath. By 
its efforts the present Lord's Day 
law was passed and is being more 
closely observed. The law has brought 
order as good as that of Winnipeg 
Into the Yukon and Dawson City, 
where formerly disorder and tumult 
reigned.

Referring to the recent action of the 
postoffice department In opening, or 
attempting to open the St. John post- 
office. Mr. Hannah said that In the 
west on account of the springing up of 
new and thinly settled districts, post- 
offices had been kept open on Sunday. 
The alliance however, seeing the ex­
tra tax it put on all postmen and mail­
ing clerks agitated against it and now 
from Manitoba to the Pacific coast 
only those offices situated In the 
epursely populated far north remain 
open. It bad been claimed that con­
venience and a closely crowded pop­
ulation demanded a Sunday mall ser­
vice at St. John. “Why Is it then,” 
he said, "that Toronto and Montreal, 
cities of over a quarter of a million 
population, do not demand It?”

Mr. Hannah stated further that In 
his opinion, policemen and fishermen 
should obtain rest on the Ixird's Day. 
The alliance had secured so far the 
freedom from toll for 24 hours ln the 
week of 100,000 tollers out of 150,000 
who had had to work the whole se­
ven days, and were gradually working 
toward setting free the rest.

"The methods of the alliance,” said 
the speaker, "have frequently been 
bitterly complained of on the ground 
of their severity. The real case was 
quite different. Of those reported to 
central office. 98 per cent, were set­
tled by correspondence, only 2 by 
force. These 2 per cent, consisted 
mostly of corporations, Impelled by 
greed. Yet they were all given a 
fair chance before the law was called 
ln. The alliance was rather too leni­
ent than otherwise. The speaker clos­
ed with the statement that ln the mat­
ter of whether the day of rest was 
readdy Saturday or Sunday, tiiey could 
provide full proof to all who would 
apply for It as to Its occurring on 
Sunday.
