It will be noted that the West Musquash has only been gauged
for a year ahd the East Musquash practically not at all. The item
which ‘attrafty immedinge attent'on in comparing these areas is the
bigh ‘run-off 43.1 inchéd from Lepreau as compared with 30.8 inches
on the Magaguadavic. When it is cons/dered that these three areas are
all subjected to thd same climatic conditions including rain-fall, it
is difficult to account for this difference evem when allowanee is made
for the inecrénsed size of the Magaguadavic watershed and its reported
different character.

As is well known it is not acceptable to compare month by month
the flow of two rivers even on adjacent watemsheds with the expec-
tation of fnding them identical. But there seems such a flavor of re-
versal of form in those records that the guestion might well be asked
whether the rating curves of the Lepreau may not be inaccurate on
the higher readings. It thig be found not to.be the case, the sug-
gestion Is made that there might posafdly be & slop over at high river
levels from the West Musquash to the Lepreaw possibly by an under-
ground fissure or boulder and gravel bed lemk.

Attention is called to this becatse if there should be found to
be u serious shortage on the West Musquash, some such trouble
may exist; and it is quite possidle that it will be accentuated when
{he original river levels are changed through the filling of reservoirs,
involving a higher head upon leaks if any in the district covered by
the storage basina,

Con-
versations outside the committes room
have afforded opportunities for a much
more Intimate knowledge of men and
events, of conditions and tendencies,
of mutual aspirations and confiicting
interests than s possible when Gov-
ernments endeavor to adjust their dip-
ferences at long distance through the
traditional medium of exchanges of
notes.

At the Conferemce of Wasliington
dittle time has been wasted In “eluci-
dating the obvious,” and a great deal
of time has been well spent In study-
ing the viewpoint of “the other fel-
low.” By exploring in advance the

But the very
fact that each of the nine Powers here
represented has been at liberty at any
time to end with an objection the dis-|
cussion of any point affecting its own
soveraignty or independence has help-
ed to increase among the representa-
tives of ‘these Governments the sense
of responsibility for each objection
raised. As a consequence each of
the nine Powers has been slow to
shut off discussion upon any point
where the interests of the others were
alsc involved. The fear of isolation
has exercised a wholesome restraint
in this regard, and the atmosphery
thus created has fostered the spirit
of concillation and aided the general
aspirations for common accord, It Is

Paris, Feb. 16—¥For the first fime
since the projéct was Jaunched,
so-called Spanish dirigible line to
South America 18 considered seriousiy
in French eir circies, It appears that
&4 group of Spanish financiers, co
operating with the Zeppelin Com-
pany, has now surmounted the mone-
tary as well as the political difficulties
—the latter were occasioned by the
torms of the Versailles treaty—for the
creation in the near futurs of the de-
sired communications,

The operating expense of’ the atr
line i estimated at 44,000,000 francs,
while the construction of the Zsppe-
lines will cost 36,000,000 francs, It is
estimated that each voyage between
Spain and Sonth 'America will cos, at
the present rate of exchange, 420,000
francs, but it is alsg expected to real-
ize 300,000 francs by ecarrylng sixty
passengers at 5,500 francs each, plus
600,000 francs for the mafls transport-
ed. The Ioiter éstimate is based on
800,000 letters at two francs each.

One "hundred years ago there had
been ounly one little Methodist church
bullding, with a few peoqla ‘Boattered
here and there in the Maritime Pro-
vinces and Ontario.

The home missions of the ‘church
had played a wonderful part in devel-
oping the nation and had been the
only redeeming feature in many a back
