THE ARMAMENT CONFERENCE.

Fear is expressed in some quarters
that a possible danger to the success
of the Limitation of Armamenis Con-
ference to be held in Washington next
month will be the attempts that will
be made to crowd in matters foreign
to the purpose for which the confer-
ence was called.

‘When the body assembles there will
be present for the first time since the
Versailles meeting representative of
all the great nations orf the globe. With
80 many prohleme of international !m-
port still at loose ends and apparently
no chance of gathering them up, it
may be assumed as certain that every
endeavor will be made by some nation
or other or some combination of na-
tions to have them presented for the
consideration of the Washington con-
ference.

The sucoess of such attempts would
plainly be fatal to the primary object
of the gathering,—the effecting of
some agreement whereby the kil}ing
competition in naval armaments may
be brought to an end. There would
be endless confusion, acrimonious
situations would be certain to develop
and the meetings would drag on until
there would come a windup with
nothing accomplished.

President Harding foresees this
danger as others must, and he has
already begun to use his influence to
prevent the introduction of extraneous
subjects at the conference. Ome of
these to which he bas already given
attention % the eubject of the adjust-
ment of international loans. The
President 18 willing for this
matter to be considered as soon as he
is given power by Congress to act, but
ha has indicated that it would be ex-
tremely undesirable for it to be taken
up by the arms conference. Onmly
by concentration upon the sub-
ject in hand and the focussing of
the attention of the delegates undeviat-
ingly upon it can the Conferemce ac-
complish what & war-wracked and
debt-distressed world looks for it to
accomplish.

Attended Child Welfare Con-
gress in Montreal—Milk
Question Prominent.

St. John may consider itself for-
tunate that it was able to have Mrs.
Richard Hooper of the St. John Board
of Health, represent the city at the
Canadian National Obild Wellare
OCouncil held recently in Montreal. Mrs.
Hooper, who returned yesterday from
a visit to Cornwall, where she visited
at the close of the meetings, gave a
most interesting account of the ses-
slops and bes brought with her several
of the finest papers from which she
will read extracts in St John, and
which in valuable

The addreases given were of a very
high order, Mrs, Hooper toid a Stand-
ard representative.

“I was particulany interested in
those relating to the Milk question,”
she said, “T'wo papers were read on
this subject. Ome was by Dr. Ruggles
George, of Toronto, Secretary of the
Canadian Red Cross. It was entitled
‘Milk as a vital food’ The other, by
F. M. B. Robinson, of ¢the Richmond
Quebec, Jersey Breeders' Association,
gave the situation from a producers’
standpoint.”

One of the finest papers was given
by Dr. W. W. Chipman whom the
Maritime Provinces are proud to claim
and whose reputation as a surgeon is
international. He called his paper
“The Infant Soldier.” He said that the
coming gemneration is all important
and that the mother and child are the
keynotes of the whole problem of pub-
lic health. The child cannot be savad
from the war of his own existence,
therefore the child & a soldier. I the
feeble-minded could be segregated and
venereal disease eradicated half the
work of heaith workers would be ac-
complished.

BotH classes need care
and training.

A noted speaker was Miss Sallle
Luncas Jean who is the chief healih
organizer of the United States.

She praised highly
thc work of the American teachers
who devote much time and labor to
health instruction in the public
schools of the United States.

The editorial expresses hope that
there will be no question of Great Bri-
tain being forced to choose hetween
America and Japan, saying that It is
hoped she may be the means of uni‘-
ing the two natioms in a commoi pol-
icy. Two outstaiding facts were de-
clared to be that unmder no oircum-
stances could an alliance lead Groat
Britain to risk hostilities with Amer:-
ca. and, second, that it is probable the
eutire form of the British-J
liance will be altered to e nate ‘tg
military aspects with the result that
perhaps America and even China may
approve the pact.

Great Britain, says the Sunday
Times, recognizes that friendship with
the United States is the greatest fac-
tor for world peace, and declares that
this will not be forgotten when the
conference begins.

8.619 acres, and, when taken over from
the Indians at a valuation, it was di
vided into farm units of an average
size of 214 acres and sold by the bal

lot system to returned soldiers. The
average price paid was $12 per acre
The reserve is in one of the best farm
fng district in Alberta, open rolling

country with small clumps of willow
brush. The soil is deep black loam
of from 14 to 24 inches in depth. There
is a good market at Penoka.

The majority of the settlers on the
Reserve took up residence in the
spring of 1920, and a recent survey of
the settlement discloses that re-

Forged $20 U. S. Bills
Floa_ted In Europe

Gang of Counterfeiters and
Much Material Seized.

Budapest, Oct. 12—Forgers who
planned to float $40,000,000 of coumt-
erfeit American currency én the states
of Central Burope have been arrested
here.

American Automobile Assn.
Has Comprehensive Plan to
Build Highways.

Washington, D. C., Oct. 11-—That the
Federal Government in co-operation
with the states can promote the estab-
lishmen of & great and necessary pub-
lic utility and at the same time give
employment to more than 1,000,000
men is a fact conservatively and logic-
ally pointed out in a statement issued
here today by the Good Roads Board
of the American Automobile Associa.
tion,

In a statement the A. A, A says:
“Expenditures for public roads and
bridges outside of incorporated cities
wil amount te approximately $600,,
000,000 during the current calendar
year. This vast expenditure is ap-
plied to @ payment of labor, ma-
terial, machinery, and profits. Of this
sum, approximately $500,000,000, by
the end of December, will have gond
for the employment of labor. On the
basis of $3 per day, this means that
during the ocurrant year there is being
applied to slic highways of - the
country about 166,000,000 Inbor days.
Thus, on the basis of 200 werking
fdays. employment will have been
given to about 830,000 laborers.
“Hence, if the pending Federal Aid,
providing an additional $75,000,000 ot
Federal money to be matched by
$75,000,000 of state money during the
calendar year 1922, becomes a law,
there will probably be expended dur-
ing the year on public roads in the
United States approximately $800,000,
000, of which about $640,000,000 will
be applied to the employment of labor
On the basis of §3 a day, and giving
200 working days to each individual,
this means that very likely during
1922 more tham a million workmen
wili be employed in the bullding of
roads and bridges and in the manufac-
tare of roads mmebinery therefor
throughout the United States.
