The explosion of a soda tank in Hor- 
gan's drug store on Old Orchard avenue, 
opposite the railroad station, caused the, 
instant death of one man and serious in­
juries to two others. The dead man has 
not been identified.

The injured are: New Morrill, 25 Green 
street, Salem (Made.), a Boston & Maine 
railroad engineer.

A man not fully identified, but believed 
from letters and papers found in his pock­
ets to be Rev. Rufus H. Jones, pastor of 
Trinity church, Saco.

Both men were badly hurt. The man 
believed to be Rev' Mr. Jones was re­
moved to the Trull Hospital in Biddeford 
for treatment.

When the explosion occurred, a crowd 
of people stood on thé opposite side of 
(Tld Orchard avenue from the drug store 
watching the fire. Mr. Morrill and others 
were standing on a veranda on front of 
Porter’s Block. The force of the explosion 
sent the tank across the wide street and 
into the crowd, decapitating one 
while two others were thrown violently 
against the building, »

Mayor John F. Fitzgerald, of Boston, 
who was passing along Old Orchard 
avenue at the time had a narrow escape 
from injury. He was slightly scratched by 
flying fragments of a post which the tank 
struck in its course, but was otherwise 
unhurt.

“I delay because I do not wish to in­
jure my brother William. He was always 
nice to me—and I will spare him if I can.”

“How is he interested, save sentimen­
tally, in any exposure of John D.?” 
asked.

“Easily answered,” replied Mr. Rocke-** 
feller. “William’s fortune is blended with 
John D.’s in a hundred vast enterprises. 
William has always obeyed John in every 
thing and his millions have gone whefe 
John directed.

“Now, when I tear the mask away there 
is sure to be serious trouble in many quar­
ters. John D., once a fugitive from a na­
tion’s hate, will no longer be able to hold 
up certain schemes in which William has 
poured his wealth. I am going to give 
William a chance to get out of danger.”

“Now, gentlemen, my visit to St. John, 
where I and my party are being so hos­

The reception in Keith’s assembly rooms 
Wednesday evening in honor of the gov­

Needed Railway’s Testimony.
It was extremely doubtful whether the 

government could have dealt the Stand­
ard such a heavy blow without the evi­
dence supplied by the railroad. Mr. Moody 
called Mr. Morrison frequently to Wash­
ington while the government’s case was in 
preparation. The Standard Oil Company 
was the offender which tjie government 
was then, as now, most eager to run to 
ground.

Mr. Moody took the attitude that the 
railroads were more sinned against than 
sinning. He believed they were forced by 
the Standard to give the rebates, and he 
let it be generally known that the rail­
roads would not be punished if they 
would supply the evidence the govern­
ment needed to convict the Standard. 
This opened the way for the government 
to gain proof of the thousands of offences 
against the Elkins law, which permitted 
Judge Landis to impose a fine which by 
its very magnitude has heightened respect 
for a law under which only small fines 
had heretofore been imposed.
Judge Lan die Tells of Deal.

In addressing the grand jury today fn 
. the Chicago & Alton case Judge Landis 

said:
"The court directed the district attorney 

to^Iay before you the evidence respecting, 
the rates charged by the Chicago & Alton 
Railroad Company of certain property of 

«fîlfe Standard Oil Company. Since this 
direction was given, I have received ' a 
communication from the attorney-general 
of the United States, the substance of 
which is that prior to the indictment of 
the Standard Oil, the then United States 
district attorney made an arrangement with 
the officials of the Chicago & Alton under 
which it was not to be proceeded against, 
provided it would assist the prosecution, 
in good faith, with evidence and witnesses 
in the matter then pending. In view of 
this it is the conviction of the attorney 
general that good faith requires the de­
partment of justice to do what it can to 
make good the district attorney’s assurance ; 
and this presents a very grave question, 
because it is of the utmost importance 
that no offender should undeservedly es­
cape punishment for crime on any plea, 
as well as that even the criminal may not 
truthfully charge the government of the 
United States with bad faith.

“What this arrangement was the court 
does not know, but assumes it possibly 
may have provided that the Chicago & Al­
ton Company should emancipate those 
who act and speak for it from all obliga­
tion to deceive and mislead the jury on 
the trial lately closed. H this be true, 
■vtiiatever officer of the department of jus- 
tfik is charged with the task of determin­
ing what shall be that department s at­
titude, must carefully consider the trans­
cript of the testimony of these railway 
Scents in order that he may intelligently 
decide the Chicago & Alton road is enti­
tled to immunity.

The brokers at the stock exchange houses 
were not affected by the strike, but the 
marine business at the chamber of com­
merce was badly handicapped.

Both the large companies reported later 
in the day that through the hard work of 
those operators who stayed and additional 
help from the executive department a con­
siderable amount of the day’s business had 
been cleared up. Both managers took 
hopeful views of the situation. Recruits 
are expected at each office in the morn­
ing.
Gh N. W. Operators’ Strike at 

Toronto.
Toronto, Aug. 13—(Special)—Toronto 

telegraphers refuse to handle despatches 
sent by non-union operators in the states. 
In accordance with the i(otioe given the 
night the G. N. W. today discharged the 
first man who refused to do so and after 
two or three were discharged more than 
fifty operators, men and women, walked 
out.

The trouble has been 
entirely confined to the G. N. W. offieqK 
and the thirty or more men who quit 
there yesterday do not appear anxious to 
cause trouble with the C. P. R. telegraph 
operators.

The men who are out, however, have 
decided not to go back until the trouble 
in the states is all over. But though the 
strikers are standing pat, the Great 
Northwestern company is actively prepar­
ing to make a fight to a finish. They have 
taken precautions to secure sufficient men 
to handle their wires, and claim that they 
can now handle any business coming as 
though no strike had been declared. To­
night they have twenty-eight men on the 
night trick and the business was so well 
taken care of that at 11 o'clock ten men 
were able to go home and take a rest. In 
addition, steps are being taken to bring 
in non-union men from outside points, 
and tomorrow it is expected that every­
thing will be smooth.

It was stated this evening that several 
of the strikers had offered to go back on 
condition that they were not to send 
messages to non-union men, but the an­
swer given them was that if the men 
wanted to come back individually or col­
lectively they must be prepared to handle 
any business irrespective of the union.

International Harvester Com­
pany's Exhibit at Jamestown
Jamestown, Va., Aug. 17.—An apparatus 

that shows how one man and two horses 
do the work formerly requiring five 

men and ten horses, and do it better, is a 
prominent feature of the International 
Harvester Company’s exhibit in the States 
building at the Exposition here. It is ex; 
amined critically by the hundreds of farm­
ers who come here from all parts of the 
countryf and the verdict of approval is 
unanimous.

It is in solving this problem of fertilizmg 
the soil that this invention comes into 
play. The former ever seeks to make two 
blades of grass or two ears of corn grow 
where one grew before, and here the ques­
tion of labor often becomes. acute. His 
land must be fitted to do two things ; it 
must furnish a home for the plant, where 
its roots can take hold; and it must pro­
vide nourishment for the growth and frui­
tion of the plant. For the latter purpose, 
especially, the farmer must aid nature by 
a supply of fertilizer.

There are all sorts of fertilizers, nat­
ural and manufactured, but that uppn up. 
which the most desired results are obtain­
ed, is barnyard manure. The common way 
of applying this is to load it upon 
haul it to the field, arid scatter it upon 
the surface, with pitchforks, wielded by 
hand. This process is slow and laborious.
It requires severe physical ’ exertion, and 
when the laborer is careless or shirks, the 
result is inadequate.

Now the Harvester Company shows to 
the farmer a conveyance—like an ordinary 
Concord wagon in general appearance, 
which loaded like the Wagon and like it 
hauled to the field, automatically dissects 
and tears to pieces the load of manure, 
then scatters it evenly over a radius equal 
to that of the hand wielded pitchfork, till 
the last fragment of the load is disposed 
of. This while the horses are kept at a 
brisk walk, the driver sitting still upon 
his seat and manipulating a lever or two 
as the exigencies of his course may require.

The load scattered, he returns to the 
yard for another, and the process is re­
peated. It is asserted tfyat one spreader 
will distribute in a day fully five times ae 
much fertilizer as can be done by the 
wagon unloaded by hand.

There is a 6,000 acre farm in North 
Dakota where ten of these spreaders are 
kept busy in seeding time. This is a strik­
ing recognition of the machine’s value 
where large acres are cultivated.

Simplicity controls in the design and 
operation of the apparatus. A single lever 
controls the mechanism, a vibrating rake 
levels the load, a cylinder with long, square 
teeth pulverizes the material. The distri­
bution is done by an endless apron. A 
large sprocket on the rear axle furnishes 
power to a heavy drive chain that turns 
the cylinder and operates the apron. The 
sprocket is controlled by a clutch, operated 
by a lever close to the driver’s hand. The 
apron drive feed is always under easy 
control of the driver, who can at will 
regulate the quantity distributed. A bright 
boy who can drive the team can operate 
the spreader as well as a 

The spreaders are equipped at will with 
hitches for two, three or four horses.

In the police court in Toronto alone 
150 young offenders have been taken hold 
of by the army in the last six months to 
prevent their being consigned to a prison 
and to help put them on the right path.
