REVIEWING another year's work, we cannot but feel that our rooms have

been

a factor for good in our city, and that the advantages which young
women enjoy here, though not all that we could desire for them, have been of
inestimable value to many, This encourages us to go forward, while hoping

for better things,

Influence vannot be tabulated in tig.mn'\. nor estimated by words, but the
following figures show that our efforts to establish and maintain central rooms for
the young women of our city, are becoming more widely known and appreciated.
The total attendance for the vear has been 16,118, of which 12,186 visited the rooms
during the day ; 6,514 were present at the lunch hour, and 3,932 attended in the
evening ; 624 calls were made in the interests of the work, and 1,547 received.

The lunch hour continues to be an encouraging phase of our work, and new
members are constantly joining (0 ‘enjoy the privilege of resting during the noon-

hour in our pleasant apartments, and enjoying a cup of hot tea, cocoa or coffee.

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A choral class, organized in October, under the t';l}).’ll)‘lt' leadership of Mrs. F.
H. Moore, assembled on Thursday evenings until March, when it was brought to a
close by a grand concert in aid of * Summerholm."

A ‘“ First Aid"” class, under the auspices of the St, John Ambulance Association,
way formed in April; 25 joined the class and attended the lectures. Five lectures
were given by Dr. H. Stevenson, on * First Aid to the Injured,” with practice
lessons on the Triangular Bandage and its Application. Out of the 16 members of
the class who tried the examination, 14 were successful, and received their

[n connection with our school of cookery, demonstration lessons were given by
Miss Fraser; to members and friends on Monday and Friday evenings of each week,
when a course of lessons on the proper preparation of bread, vegetables, egg
dishes, jellied meats, desserts, pastry, jellies, salads, and cakes, was given.

The Association was favored, this year, with a visit from Miss Botterell,
Corresponding Secretary of the Dominion Y.!W. C. A.; who, together with Miss
Winnie Macdonald, Recording Secretary of the same organization, addressed a
meeting for young women, in our rooms. Both addresses were earnest and helpful,

and calculated to deepen the spiritual life, and arouse an interest in the Y. W, C, A,
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Miss Botterell also addressed a public meeting, when the aims and objects of the
Y. W. C. A, and its need of encouragement and practical sympathy were admirably
l)l‘(‘;(‘lll(‘\l to an interested audience,

Literary evenings have been held monthly, on Saturday evenings, when we
have sought to give our members a taste for what is best in literature, and to extend
their mental view by reading and discussing with them selections from the works of
eminent authors., Among the readings last winter were: Shakespeare's ‘‘ King
Lear,” Shelley's ‘* To a Sky-lark,” Wordsworth's ‘“Cuckoo’' Upon Westminister
Bridge, ‘‘She was a Phantom of Delight,” Dicken's *“ Christmas Stories,” and
Longfellow's ‘* Tales of a Way-side Inn,” which formed the subject for several
evenings.

Besides these distinctly literary evenings, the following interesting and instruc-
tive talks were given by prominent men and women: Travel talks—*¢ Trip to Lake
Superior,” a graphic description of a recent journey, with exhibition of geological
specimens collected en route by the lecturer, Dr. Woolverton, professor cf geology
in the Western University ; ‘‘Historic Scenes of Canada,” with views and photo-
graphs of the important places visited, Miss Priddis; ‘ Trip Through Canada
When a Girl,” an entertaining description of the perils of travelling in our North
West before the days of railways, Mrs. Boomer.

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The King's Daughter's Circle, in connection with the Association, has continued
its good work of awakening and deepening the spiritual life of its members, and of
visiting and aiding the poor and sick in their afflictions. Monthly meetings are held
by the minor circles, when each-carries onits own line of work, and a combined
meeting of all the circles is held on the second Friday of each month, when reports
of the minor circles are presented and special needs stated. Bible study forms a
prominent part of all the meetings.

Twenty families have been visited and supplied with clothing. A\t Thanks-
giving and Christimas, baskets were distributed to needy’ families, and 50 pounds of

flour and 10 of oatmeal were also given away. A lar

packing box is kept in the

rooms, filled with clothing, made and kept in repair by the different circles for
distribution to those in need.  Quilts have been pieced and quilted for the poor,

** Sunshine,” a circle of small girls, has made a quantity of clothing, consisting
of babies’ gowns and other garments. In March, the circles gave a tea to the
children of the poor families whom they had visited, and afterwards entertained the
little ones with music and games.

Five dollars was contributed toward the relief fund for India. Thus has the
Association's King's Daughter's Circle, endeavored, *‘ In His Name,” to look up
and lift up.

We paid off this season our indebtedness on the pump-—our only remaining debt,
and are now free to raise money for the, verandahs, which will add greatly to the
appearance and comfort of **Summerholm."

In March, with the kind assistance of Mrs. F. H. Moore, a concert, which was
a great success, was_held in our rooms in aid of **Summerholm,” and as a result, a
tidy little sum was added to the pump fund. Our thanks are due to Mrs. Moore and
to all those who, by taking part in the programme, aided her in bringing the concert
to so successful an issue. The Y. W, C. A, monthly contributions, with other
contributions from kind friends, also helped to diminish the debt on the pump.

This season, ““ Summerholm” celebrated the fifth year of its existence by a
grand concert and wooden anniversary in the town hall, Port Stanley. Many of

London’s best talent, sojourning by the lake-side, kindly assisted with the pro-
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gramme, and the concert was a great success, artistically, numerically,. and

financially, netting $30.00 as a nucleus for verandahs. A number of useful wooden

articles were also donated to *“ Summerholm " by those who attended the concert.

We take this opportunity of thanking those who so kindly arranged the concert, or

assisted in the programme.

We realize more and more each year what *‘ Summerholm " means to many of
the young women of our city, and how wisely they were led, who planned and made
it a reality.  We would again thank those friends who, by their practical sympathy,
enabled us to buy the land and build ** Summerholm.” Now that house apd land are
paid for, all our energies will be directed towards improving it, and making it more
comfortable and home-like by adding verandahs, enlarging the kitchen,and building
two more necessary rooms.
