weather of the past few weeks cracking
the earth and rock, which were loosened
and driven asunder by the heavy rain of
the last few Jdays. Immediately a gener-
al alarm was sounded and fire brigade,
m&ce and a detachment of B. battery, R.

Queesec Sept. 21'—It 1s estimated
that not less than ten million-cubic feet
of rqgk lie over the roadway of Cham-
plain street in immense blocks, some of
them as large as a two-story house and
weighing hundreds, if not thousands, of
tons. Iob the newly broken sides of the
quartz blocks sparkle a profusion of the
cuystals from which Cape Diamond takes
its name. The hollow-space upon the
¢ide of the Cape from which the avalanche
fell is left as smooth and straight as the
side'of a house indicating evidently the
existing for a long time previously of a
deep and gradually increasing seamn or
fissure.

BIG FIRES ON P. E. ISLAND.

CHARLOTTETOWN, Sept. 22.—A most dis”
astious fire swept over Kensington, eigit
miles from Summerside, on Friday night.
| 1t started sbout 2 a. m. in a meat shop
occupied by Ruseell McMillan. -Nearly
the whole yillage is i ashes. All the
'shops are burned excepting Dr. Darrach’s
drug store and Hon.-G. W. Bentley’s gen-
eral store. The probable loss is $100,000.
Turplin & Co.’s loss alone is estimated at
$50,000.

The insurance on the building®
amounts to about $27,000, Turplin hav"
ing about $15,000.

The largest forest fire ever seen on the
Jsland raged west of Summerside, Thurs-
diy and Friday, The damages cannot
be estimated. Three sawmills and a large
number of dwellings and outbuildings
are destroyed. Several people had nar-
row escapes from being burned. Trains
were delayed on account of the sleoqers
being burned from under the rails, The
rain which fell partly subdued the fire,
but people are fearful lest the strong wind
will again fan the flames.

Thae farm buildings of A. McNeill, of
Lot 49, about five miles east of here, to-
gether with all bis crops, were burned to
the ground Friday. A little boy, four
years old, had sct fire to a stack of grain
neat the barn. The loss cannot be less
than $1,500; no insurance. McNeill and
wife were reading a letter informing
them of their son’s déath at the time the

ABSORBENTS FOR THE
STABLE.

The most valuable part of cur s‘a-
ble manure escapes in gaseous and
liquid form. Ammcnia, that ind:s-
pensable element of plant food, is a
slippery article to hold at best. The
air of every stabla is reeking with
pungent fumes. Much of it escapes
in this way. Ic works an injury to
stock confined that are obliged (o
inha'e it constantly, When it will
take the lfe out of a well oiled
harness, it cannot be the harmless
gas for animals to inhale that many
believe it to be. Statles that are
shut up tight in cold Winter weather
are so filled with this gas that a per-
son can hardly breathe in them when
first opened up in the morning.

Kept in 1t preper place, ammonia
is of great value o the farmer. Al-
lowed to permeate through the sta-
ble ard render the air unfit for
breathing, it is & nuisance. The
only way that'it can be kept in ivs
propar place is by the use of absorb-
ents. By the use of Lhese it may
be retained ard made of immense
value to the farmer and at the same
time keep his stable pure and whole-
some. The common bedding used
in wost stables does not accomplish
this purpose. Straw can retain bat
little ‘even of the liquid excrement.

Muck acd earth make most excel-
lent absorbents. Muck has a most
wonderful capacity in this respect,
It will absorb and relain an im-
mense amount of liquid and gaseous
substances. A few handfuls of lime
sprinkled-through it ‘makes it still
more powerful as an ahsorbent of
gases. It will draw ammonia into
its keeping as a sponge draws up
water, Dry muck will hold more
moisture than any ot“er available
substance. Dry, loamy earth ranks
next in this quality, and in the ab-
sence of muck wi!l do very well for
a stable absbrbent. A few shovel-
fuls of either muck or earth sprinkled
over the “stable floor after cleaning
out, will make the air sweet and
pure by absorbing into itself the im
pure substances.

The valae of the manure pile may
be doubted by tue use of muck as an
absorbent in the stable. Not only
is the excrement retained in nearly
its originsl va'ue, but the body cf
the absorbeut used also adds much
to the valce of the manure pile.
Muck i3 a valuable fertilizer itself,
and when loaded with the l'qnids
and gases of the stable, its value is
vastly increased. It becomes incor-
porated with the coarser manure,
aod the compacting thus achieved
works a benefit to the whole mass.
It prevents firefanging, which works
such a loss in some cases, and by
holding such a quantity of moisture
hastens decomposision of the coarser
portions of the pile.

Muck ought to be taken from the
swamp some months "before it is
wanted for use, and allowed to cure
out and dry. It is a good plan to
leave it in the pilé over cne Winter
and give the frost a chance at it.
Iv should be spread out on high dry |
gro.md and stirred with plow cr,
cultivator.

STRAW-

A Copnecticut clergyman has a
new strawherry bed—zrbot obe-
third of an acre—that he wisles to
top dress with artificial fertilizers.
He cancot get wood ashes or statle
mapore.  Sow on the bed this fxll
one hundred ® pounds of any good
complete commercial fertilizer, and
pex\ spring as soon as the frost is
out of tke g'ound, sow fifiy pounds
of nitrate of scda b-cadcast on the
bed, and ia two or three weeks, or
a8 goon ag plunts have fairly staried
it w1 de no barm to sow tweanty-
five pounds more of nitrate of soda
in thé rowe, being enreful not to
dust it on the tender leaves. This
will io 21l probsbility, cive a great
crop of strawberries” DBut be care-
ful to keep out the weeds or they
will *‘gobble up” the mitrate — Agri-
culturist.
