Ostawa, May 25.—Concern has
been caused by the announcement
that a third of the Canadian casual-
tles in last Thursday’s fight are
classed as “missing.”

The corrected figures are 66 killed,
132 wounded and 102 missing. This
is & very high proportion of miss-
ing and killed for that number of
wounded. .

It is assumed that the missing are
prisoners, and that when the full
story of the engagement at night in
the orchard comes to Canada it will
be found to be an unusual one.

It is reported that the dead include
a& number of officers. Official “‘eye-
witness” details of the battle are
lacking, but accounts so far received
are taken as authentic, the ground
gained and held being pubstantial,
though at heavy cost. The casuai-
ties wil] come through in the ordin-
ary lists.

CORP. FRANK. SMITHER,
OF PATS, 15 WOUNDED

Official Notification to This
Effect Came to London
Today.

An official notification of the wound-
ing of Corp. Frank Smither, who joined
the Princess Patricias in London and
'wwho took part in the tremendous en-
gagements in which the Pats were en-
gaged In the last few weeks, was re-
‘ceived today by his wife's mother, Mrs.
M. Crockford, 24 Rathgar street. It
was addressed from Ottawa to Mrs.
Smither, the soldier’s wife, but as she
'was away on a visit to the country, her
mother opened it. Mrs. Smither was
advised by long-distance telephone of
the nmews and will return immediately
to her home at 26 Rathgar street.

Smither, who was born in England,
fought in the South A frican war dn the

West Surrey Regiment. He came to
Canada six vears ago, and when the
icall came for men to fight the Empire’s
battle he was among the first to re-
spond. Like many another man, he
.gave up a steady position with the
Grand Trunk Railway, left his wife and
‘4wo young children and joined the crack
regiment of war veterans as a private.
He was promoted later to the rank of
jance-corporal, and later still to that
of full corporal.

In his Jast letter home, written on|

May 7, and received almost simuitane-
ously with the telegram announcing
that he had been wounded. he told of
having been one of a stretoher party
sent out to bring in wounded. The shells
were fiying all around the little party,
he said, but nome of them was hit, al-
though when they reached their own
lines they all were nearly in a state of
collapse from the effects of poisonous
gases which had been discharged in
their direction by the Germans.

Dick and his friend, Frank Ros-
selli, fell back into the trenches of
the 165th Battalion, where many
were surrounded and taken prison-
ers. The last any of our men saw
of them was going into the 15th
Battalion Hnes., Dick did splendid
work with his gun and team on the
22nd and 23rd, the machine guns
saving the battalion on two oc-
casions when the enemy attacked.

Washington Still in Dark as
to German Reply to
Protest.

Washington, May 25.—In the face of
an impending protest against its inter-
ference with American commerce, the
PBritish foreign office was reported to-
day to be contemplating even more
drastic action. London advices in-
dicated that, following Italy’s entrance
into the war, which will release a
number of British warships, more care-
ful watch is to be kept en merchant
vessels, because the reports of the De-
partment of Commerce show very large
increases in American trade with Nor-
way, Sweden, Denmark and Holland.
It is understood that all vessels bound
to and from these countries will in
future be diverted into British ports,
and compelled to prove that their car-
goes are not in reality consigned to
Germany or by Germans to the United

States.
Packers Indignant.

If this is persisted in, it is certain to
cause trouble.

Washington, May 25.—President Wil-
son told callers today he did not know
the causes of the delay of the German
reply to the American note on the Lusi-
tania, but he presumed the German Gov-
ernment was, for the moment, absorbed
in the new circumstances arising from
Italy’s entrance into the war.

While Ambassador Gerard has sent
several messages bearing on what the
German reply may be, no direct intima-
tion had Dbeen Treceived concerning its
contents and the American Government
is really uninformed.

The German embassy here, however,
has made suggestions to the German
foreign office for the reply and in Ger-
man quarters it is said the note will be
of a cheracter to satisfy American pub-
lic opinion.

“Chronic Case.”

NOT WAR, BUT MURDER

Says Germans Are Savage
Slaughterers and Not Fight-
ing According to Rules.

Pte. Tom Boyce, wounded, in a let-
ter to his wife at 468 Hamilton road,
says he is sending her the three bul-
lets taken from his shoulder and thigh,
the bullets which struck him and ren-
dered him incapable of fighting for
some time. He says the South African
war was a plcme compared to the
present strife, but is wholly convinced
that the Allies will prove triumphant.
The letter reads:

My new address—
No, 6186, Pioneer T. Boyce,
1st Battn., 1st Bdge., Canadians,
Grand Duchess, Harrogate,

Heatherdene, England.

My Dearest Wife,—I now have much
pleasure (n writsng you these few
lines, trusting this will find you all
well. Now, Gwen, I could not write to
you before, and so I got a pal to write
you the card as I was under the
weather. But now I am getting bet-
ter, I thought I would write myself.
Now, in the first place, I am wounded
in two places, in the left shoulder and
once in the left thigh. I was operated
on in France, and the two shrapnel
bullets taken out of my shoulder
which is the werst wound. But I
shall soon be O.K. again, so do not
worry. 1 shall be an right soon, and
1 am saving the three bullets for you
and will send them and a little book
I had in my pocket when wounded,
and some other German stuff which I'll
send home when I get out of the hos-
pital

Being Used Well,

1 must say they are using us fine,

and .we have everything we want and
more tobacco than I can smoke since
1 was hit. My hearing is very bad
since I was wounded. The doctor says
it is caused by shock after the con-
cussion of the shrapnel bullets in my
shoulder.

But we Can-
adians sure made our name, as the
English public ana Lord Kitchener
say.. What with the gas fumes
and our flanks getting broken, It's
a marvel we didn’t all get cut up,
put at the same time, we had an
awful cutting up, and our casu-
alties were very heavy; heavier
than Canada will ever know. But
we inflicted terrible losses on the
Germans.

BADLY WOUNDED

BUT KNOWSHE'S
GIMING _HOME

Donald - Campbell Sure His

Lucky Star Will Guide Him
Safely Through.

o et

PROUD HE'S CANADIAN
Says in Lefter to Mother Ger-

mans Say Canucks Not
Soldiers But Madmen.

A lettei” from Donald Campbell to his
mother, who resides at 864 Richmond
street, received today and in which he
states that “I have a lucky star and
know I am coming home” is of peculiar
interest from the fact that only yes-
terday word was received from military
authorijies, Ottawa, that Donald, who
is a member of the 16th Battalion, was
very seriously wounded, his injuries
consisting of a bullet wound through
the back and shoulder. He tells of the
terrible battle at Langemarck, when
2,000 Canadians drove 7,000 Germans to
flight and wrested what looked like
defeat inte splendid victory for the
Allies and undying fame for Canada.

“The Germans say Canadians are not
soldiers, they are madmen,” he says,
and with the smell of powder in their
nostrils and Huns before them the Ger-
mang for once do not lie. That he is
a Canadian and took part in that most
notable of engagements is to the writer
a source of great pride. The letter
reads:

Out of the Battle.

Dear Mother,—At last we are out
of the battle and back in France
for a rest and to reorganize. We
had almost two weeks of real war
when every sense was constantly on
‘the alert, when at times the shells,
big and little, were bursting around
us seemingly in clouds, Days and
days whén we did not sleep hours,
when we worked like slaves, I never
guessed that it wis possiblg for me
to endure what we came through.
From the time the Germans broke
through the French on the after-
noon of April 22 till the night of
April 27, I did not have one hour's
sleep. During that time we attacked
and won a line of German trenches,

m arched many miles, dug ‘trench
after trench, and endured what
some of the regulars told me was
the most awful shelling of the whole
war, and all without sleep.

Rest In Trench,

My first rest was in the bottom
of a trench we had just dug. It
was wet and cold, and my only
covering was a dead man’s great
coat, but I slept for four hours;
that was the longest sleep I had
during the time we werg in the
battle. I just napped occasionally.
My experience was the same ag the
rest of the boys, no more, no less.
At the end, we marched 20 miles
to billets in France for a rest. Most
of us slept the next three days just
getting up to eat occasionally.

I can’t begin to tell you every-
thing that has happened. Things,
once they start, moved like light-
ning.

Proud To Be Canadian.

You have read of our charge, 1
suppose. I was proud that night
that T was a Canadian and one of
the 16th Battalion. Of course, all
the battalions did wonderfully ’but
1 saw mostly what ours did. T saw
twenty V.C.s won that night. Of
course, the stories will never be told
except among ourselves. Many of
the heroes are dead. But they were
all heroes. Not a man dreamed of
turning back, and the Germans
over 7,000, to our 2,000. When we
got to the trench hardly 1,000 of us
were left, but the Germans ran like
hares. They say the Canadians are
not soldiers, they are madmen
Well, we are rested now and reu‘l\.'
for it again, but I don’t think we
shall ever have the same experience.
I hope you got my cablegram all
right. T sent it as soon as possible
T got father’s letter with draft in-
closed for which accept my best
thanks.

RUSSIANS DELIVERING
CRUSHING BLOWS ON
ENEMY’S LONG FRONT

From Southeast Poland to Southeast Galicia Czar’s Troops
on Offensive—German-Austrian Armies Being Rolled
Back.

[Special Cable to The Advertiser.]

Petrograd, May 25. — Along four
hundred miles of battle front stretching
from Southeastern Poland to Southeast
Galicia, the Russians are now on the
offensive and delivering crushing blows
against the Austro-German lines, ac-
cording to an official statement given
out here today.

The Germans are attacking in the
Shavli region, and in the Russian Prov-
ince of Kovno. Southeast of Stryj, the
Austro-Germans are battling stubborn-
ly.in the path of the advancing Rus-
sfans, according to the war office, but
the Slav armies continue to press for-
ward, capturing new heights and hun-
dreds of prisoners.

The Germans must soon evacuate
their postions on the east bank of the
San, above Jaroslau, it was stated at
the war office today.

A Russian force that crossed the San
and occupied Nisko and Rudnik is mov-
ing southward along the railway and
threatening to cut the Germans off from
the main body of Gen. Mackensen's left
wing.

In Southeastern Poland, the Germans
steadily are being rolled ‘back along a
line extending from Kielce to Staszof.

ITALY BIG HELP.

New York, May 25.—J. W. T. Mason,
war expert of the United Press, says
today: “Italy’s entrance Into the war
has already made its influence felt on
Russia's campaign.

The inability of Austro-Germans to
progress east of the San River is un-
doubtedly ‘due to the distractions of the
Italian situation.

Ttaly has perhaps saved Eastern Ga-
licia from capture, for it seems impos-
sible the Teutonic allies can now de-
velop a sufficiently powerful offensive
about Przemysl and Lemberg to com-
pel the Russians to retreat into their
own territory.

“It is probable that Gen. MacKensen
has been halted at San because his am-
munition has not been replenished. The
Italian situation has necessitated great

Son Robert.

SIR ADAM BECK RETURNS
HOME FROM THE WAR AREA

Talked: With Kitchener and
Gen. Alderson on Remount
Work—Supplies Needed.

BROOKES—CAMPBELL.

The home of W. H. Cook, Wilson ave-
nue, city, was the scene of a pretty
wedding on Saturday afternoon. The
contracting parties were Thomas
Brookes, an esteemed employee of Per-
rin’s Biscuit Manufacturing Company,
and Miss Martha Campbell, also of this
city.

Sir Adam Beck arrived home at noon
today from France, where he has been
getting .information regarding the sup-
ply of remounts. He stated to The Ad-
vertiser that he had a talk with Lord
Kitchener and spent a whole day with
Gen. Alderson discussing the needs of
the Government. He is preparing a
ful] report, which will be presented to
the militia department shortly.

While in Europe Sir Adam saw Col
Hugh Niven and the Princess Pats af-
ter they had been in the trenches for
three weeks. At Shorncliffe he also
saw Col. Wigle and the 18th Battalion.

“Col. Wigle was receiving many warm
compliments upon the excellent force of
men he commanded,” said Sir Adam.
“Ai] over England Canadians are get-
ting praise for the splendid work t_hey
have done, having on several occasions
saved the day. This war has done more
towards imperialism than anything.”

HOT WEATHER STANDBY

Far better than sliced ham, cold beef
or mutton, for the summer luncheon,
is meat loaf, which may be seasoned
most appetizingly and served tempting-
ly on lettuce leaves with thin bread
and butter. Meat loaf is also a most
economical luncheon dish since it may
be prepared from left-overs, and it is
not at all troublesome or difficult to

prepare, either. Many a housekeeper
throws away scraps that would make
delicious meat loaf, and telephones to
butcher or grocer for cold ham, pot-
ted tongue or other more or less ex-
pensive luncheon edibles.

For a large meat loaf that should
last the small family two luncheons,
will be required two cups of soup stock
and two cups of chopped, left-over
veal, chicken or lamb. If two or three
left-overs are mixed together, so much
the better for the flavor of the meat
loaf. A grated onion, the juice of a|
lemon, a dash of mace, a bit of chopped
celery or parsley,a chopped green pep-
per—all or several of these will de-
liclously flavor your meat loaf. You
will learn to add other seasonings for
variety as you acquire experience in
making meat loaves. .

MUCH MEAT. AND WHEAT

All Warehouses. Filled to
Overflowing and Many
Barges Loaded.

London, May 14—(Correspondence of
the Associated Press).—The congestion
in the port of London, which for a time
threatened to tie up commerce indefi-
nitely, i8 being relieved gradually. A
few weeks ago 40 or 50 vessels fre-
quently were waiting their turn to go
into the erowded docks. The number of
waiting ships is n8w reduced on the

ovérage to fewer than ten.

This improvemerit is not due to de-
creased business, for the volume float-
ing into the peort shows a steady in-
crease, but there has been a relaxation
in t,_ho customs regulations in favor of
the British colonjes. Numerous im-
provements have been effected also in
the handling of lighters and in haul-
age facilities, assuring more rapid dis-
charges of cargoes.

Wool Big Difficulty. \

At present the principaj difficulty is in
handling the enormous quantities of
wool which have been coming into the
port since the beginning of January, and
are expected to continue until the be-
ginning of July, The total number of
bales to be dealt with will reach nearly
two million.

In peace times part of the woo] is
transshipped to Germany, and other con-

inental countries; part is forwarded by
ail or sea to the manufacturing dis-
tricts, and part is kept in London for
the public sales. In war times, the di-
rect continental shipments have ceased.
Direct consignments to the manufac-
turing districts continue, but convey-
ance by the sea route is impossible ow-

The terrible tragedy of the Lusitania,
when over one thousand innocent non-
combatants were ruthlessly murdered
by orders of the German war staff has
brought this war home to the people
of Canada as nothing else could have
done.

It would be hard to believe
that there cculd be one single person
in thig country who can sit idle and
do nothing ior the cause for which we
are fighting. when he or she reads
the terrible news that has been filling
the ~olutans of the daily papers for the
past two or three weeks.

Never Greater Appeal.
The Canadian Red Cross Society has

never appealed to the people of Canada
with a greater fervor and earnestness
than it cces today. The hospitals in Eng-
land and France, which are equipped
and maintained by the Canadian soci-
ety, through the generosity of the peo.
ple of the Dominion, are filled with sick
and wounded Canadian soldiers, and as
the convalescent soldier departs for
further duty and honor at the front,
his place is immediately taken by some
wounded comrade. .
These men are our own sons and
brothers, and is there anything too
great we can do for them in compari-
son to what they are doing for us? We
are living in comfort and enjoying our
peaceful pursuits:in this land, while
they are bearing the brunt of battle
and taking part in the most inhuman
war that the nations of the world
have ever engaged in. No doubt in the
few quiet moments allowed them at the
front their thoughts go back to ‘the
peaceful homes and loved ones far
across the ocean. Well might they say:
“l am giving my life for you, What
are you doing for me?”

What Am | Doing?
It is for everyone in this country to-
day to ask himself or herself, “What
am I doing for my country at ‘'this
time?” The blood of the best in the
landehas been shed that we may re-
main a nation, and an integral part
of the great British Empire. Many of
the best citi2ens* we have lie buried
on the once fertile fields of Flanders.
They will never return to their homes
or their loves in Canada, but their
example and their fame will be immor-
tal. A great and a glorious thing is
it to dig for one’s country.

FRANCE HAS ARRANGED
CREDITS IN ENGLAND

First Shipment of Gold Sent Amounts
to $40,000,000.

London, May 11—Correspondence).—
Although Alexandre Ribot, French min-
ister of finance, announced in Paris last
week that he had arranged for the
British Government to grant credits to
‘France, no official announcement was
made here until yesterday, when the
Bank of England stated “that 8,000,000
sovereigns had been received from
abroad. This is the first installment of
$100,000,000 in gold which is coming
from Paris to London to start the credit
and a further $40,000,000 in treasury
bills is expected to be issued to com-
plete the credit.

The French finance minister is re-
ported to have said that the scheme,
besides arranging for the paymnt of
war supplies in Britain, is intended to
facilitate French purchases from the
Americans, but so far the operation has
had little noticeable effect on the Ex-
change. :

The arrival of £8,000,000 is believed
to be the largest bullion movement ever
announced by the bank in one day.

NOTHING UNUSUAL.

Washington, May 25.—Nothing has
been made public here concerning the
notification said to have been given by
the United States to Japan presuming
that the proposed treaty between Japan
and Ching had not contravened any of
the American treaty rights.

When it grew dark
those who could walk went home, but,

Verona. :

Heavy fighting is in progress once
more on the western end of the Franco-
Belgian front. British, German and
French forces are making attacks at
various points between Arras and the
coast. There is as yet no sign, how-
ever, of a general assault by the Allies
such -as has been predicted.

Dispatches from Athens reiterate the
report that the Turkish attack on Gal-
lipoli Peninsula, made with the pick of
the Ottoman army was a failure. It is
stated that wounded Turkish soldiers
by the thousanq are arriving in Con-
stantinople, and that all assaults have
been repulsed by the Allies.

SWORD SHEATHED
WHEN VICTORY WON

e r————

Canon Tucker Delivers Fight-
ing Address to Throng
in First Methodist.

REV. McGREGOR HEARD

St. Andrew’s Pastor Explains
Why England Is Fighting
Kaiser's Hosts.

““We have unsheathed the sword in
a righteous cause, not the sword of
Britain only, but the sword of the
Lord and of Gideon, and it must not
be sheathed again until the monster
of lawlessness and inhumanity against
which we are fighting is crushed fi-
nally and absolutely.”

This was the summing up of a mag-
nificent address delivered by Rev.
Canon Tucker at the special service
in the First Methodist Church yester-
day morning held to especially marx
Victoria Day in the year when  the
British Empire is fighting for its ex-
istence.

Canon Tucker declared that the won-
derful growth of the British Empire
had not been the result of far-sighted-
ness on the part of its diplomats and
statesmen or a policy of expansion
and exploitation, but of a series of
uncontrollable circumstances used by
God in working out his purposes.

It was not, he continued, a desire
for conquest which led to the annexing
of Canada, but rather a desire for peace
on the North American continent. This
could be brought about only by the
subjugation of the French in Canada
and so the Dominion became a part
of the empire.

Britain’s Way.

The same thing applied to South Af-
rica, where circumstances over which
the mother country had no control
drove her into war, and where she
tried the previously unheard of ex-
periment of giving to the conquered
the right to govern themselves. A
result of this policy was seen in the
remarkable fact that Louis Botha, who
fought against the British fifteen years
ago, now was engaged in driving Ger-
man influence right out of South Af-
rica, and that in spite of huge sums
spent by Germany in an attempt to
bribe the Boers from their allegiance
and of a spy system the most complete
and the most conscienceless ever
known. .

The same was true of India, where
the people were enjoying a greater
measure of peace under British pro-
tection than they had ever enjoyed be-
fore, and in Egypt, where in spite of
the calling of a jehad, or holy war
by the Turks, not a Moslem had
swerved from his loyalty to Britain,
and where the country was as Peace-
ful as Canada itself.

Germany, Canon Tucker said, had
been guilty during the war of the
most  frightful atrocities ever pracy
ticed since the time of the Huns, the
Goths and  the Vandals.

W. J. Tupholme Goes Down
~ in Fifteen Feet of
i Water.

FATALITY

Slipping from the cabin-roof of a
launch in the Thames River at the

{bend, opposite Woodland COemetery,

about mnoon yesterday, John William
Tupholme, age 22, .a shiper, residing
at 27 Adelaide street, Chelsea Green,
sank in nearly fifteen feet of water
and was drowned.

Jack Aitken, of 449 Hamilton road, a
companion aboard the boat, went to
his assistance. Tupholme did not come
to the surface, however, and aithough
Aitken dived repeatedly, he could not
locate the body. The remains were
only found at 8:65 o'clock last night
by firemen with dragging apparatus.

inquest Opens Today.

The body was brought to the city
last night and taken to John Ferguson

Son’s undertaking rooms. Coron-
er Dr. Robert Ferguson and a jury
will view the remains at noon today,
when the inquest will be adjourned to
meet later at police headquarters,

A party of eight, including several
girls, was coming up the river from
Springbank, when the fatality occur-
red. ‘“The Takitez,”” a cabined craft
owned by G. W. Smythe of 647 Water-
loo street, was steadily chugging its
way - up stream. Lloyd Shapland, of
1028 Trafalgar street, was in charge of
the engine, and William Lyons, of
472 Hamilton road, was steering. Tup-
holme and Aitken were reclining on
the top of the cabin.

Slippad Into Water.

Where the river bends there is a
sharp projection Jjutting out into the
stream. To avoid the shallow water
near the miniature promontory, the
man at the wheel swung the craft
sharply out into the stream. The sud-
den list of the craft as the wheel was
put hard over, caused Tupholme to
slip from the sloping ‘‘deck’” into the
water,

Taken unawares, he sank immed-
jately, having no time to attempt to
save himself. - As he fell, his right
hand came in contact with a life pre-
server. Iie grasped it, but apparently
let go as he hit the water. The pre-
server was picked up later.

Went to Rescue,

Aitken dived from the cabin re-
peatedly and was finally pulled into the
boat exhausted. Later in the after-
noon, after the party had returned to
the city, he went to police headquar-
ters where he gave his address to
Sergt. of Detectives Nickle, as 40
Windsor avenue, Windsor. Although
his home is here, Aitken had been em-
ployed in Windsor for some time and
was only in London over the Loliday,
visiting his parents.

Fire Headquarters Notlfied.

News of the drowning was brought
to fire headquarters about 1 o’clock
by a street railway man, Fire Chief
Aitken started at once for the scene
of the tragedy in his car while other
members of the department followed
in the emergency wagon.,

From shortly after 1:30 o’clock till
nearly nine, the firemen, who had se-
cured a boat, rowed untiringly back
and forth dragging the stream. Sever-
a]l times the smearchers thought they
had the object of their quest. The
current at this point has scooped out a
deep basin where spring freshets have
deposited refuse of all descriptions.
When pulled to the surface, however,
the grappling hooks held only pieces of
water-logged wood or battered tin
cans.

It was Fireman George Aitken who
finally feit the line in his hand draw
taunt as the boat moved slowly for-
ward. He pulled the drowned man to
the surface.

Watch Gruesome Sight.

The holiday was made the occasion
for the official opening of the boating
season on the river and many canoes,
rowboats and motor-boats were afloat.
At all times there were a number of
craft hovering around the spot.

Tupholme was employed as chief
shipper at the Empire Manufacturing
Co., Ltd. He had been married for
about one year. His mother was holi-
daying in Detroit yesterday ‘and lagt
night had heard nothing of the acci-
dent.

FRACTURED JAW
RESTORES MEMORY
TO ENLISTED MAN
U. S. Forestry Expert Joins Canadian

Dragoons During Lapse—To Get
Discharge.

TORONTO, May 24.—Purley Doug-
las Bailey, son of Professor George
Bailey, of Cazenovia, N. Y., who is a
graduate of forestry in Syracuse Uni-
versity, and who has been serving tn
the Roya! Canadian Dragoons here
since his enlistment on March 11 last,
under the name of James Douglas, of
Kamlie, B. C., has after three months’
Jloss of memory sufficently recovered
to recognize his own identity.

Last summer he received a severe
electric shock with a forty foot fall
while engaging in tree surgery in Den-
ver, Colo., and three months ago while
on his way to consult a Syracuse doc-
tor, disappeared.

The partial recovery of his memory
was, it is supposed, due’ to the shock
of a fractured jaw during a baseball
game at the barracks a few weeks ago.

Fisher, Declining to Work
With Balfour, Will Prob-
ably Go.

LONDON, May 24—11:20 p.m.—Prog-
ress in the formation of the new coali-
tion Cabinet was made at conferences
held today at the residence of Premier
Asquith in Downing street. The details
of the new ministry were not sufficient-
ly advanced, nowevr, for an announce-
ment of its personnel to be made this
evening.

It is known, however, that Premfer
Asquith has decided that Winston
Spencer Churchill shall remain in the
Cabinet in some other position than
that of first lord of the admiralty. It
is understood that the Premier tried hard
to retain Viscount Haldane as lord high
chancellor, but the Uniocnists were S0
strongly opposed to this that Haldane
will be sacrificed.

There is renewed talk of David Liloyd
George combining the offices of chan-
cellor of the exchequer and munitions
minister, but this point still remains
unsettled.

Redmond Hesitates.

Pressure has been brought to induce
John Redmond, the Irish leader, to ac-
cept a seat W1 the Cabinet, but thus far
without success. There will be a meet-
ing of the Nationalists party in Dublin
tomorrow (Tuesday) at which tiis mat-
ter, doubtless, will be discussed, but it
is believed that Mr. Redmond is deter-
mined to adhere to the tradition of the
Irish party not to take office until home
rule is in actual operation. It is
thought by Liberals that the inclusion
of Sir Edward Carson, the Ulster leader,
in the Cabinet would makae it eminently
desirable that the Nationalists also
should have a member in the Govern-
ment,

Fisher's Resignation Stands.

Lord Fisher's resignation as first sea
lord seems to be a definite one, he hav-
ing declined to work with Arthur J.
Balfour at the admiralty.

Concerning the question of responsi-
bility for the Dardanelles operations, the
Daily Mail this morning declares that
Lord Fisher signed and sealed all the
documents relating to that undertaking,
and that the war council, when it was
decided to carry the operations out, was
under the belief that Lord Fisher ap-
proved of this decision.

AUSTRALIANS WON
BIG VICTORY OVER
TURKS' ORACK MEN

German General Brought Out First
Army Corps—Lost Seven
: Thousand.

PARIS, May 24.—11:45 p.m.—News re.
ceived here from the Dardanelles is to
the effect that the recent Turkish attack
against the British troops near Kaleh
Tepe by two Turkish divisions was
carefully prepared by General Liman
Von Sanders, the German commander,
and his staff, not only with the object
of inflicting a check on the Allies, but
with raising the spirits of the Turkish
troops and reassuring, public opinion,
which is said to have been profoundly
impressed by the heavy Turkish losses
at the beginning “of May.

General Von Sanders brought up the
1st Army Corps, a crack organization,
which had been reserved for the defence
of Constantinople. Their landing was
greatly hampered by the bombardment
from the enemy’'s aeroplanes. Two divi-
sions of this corps, which had been put
ashore the night before at Maidos, im-
mediately marched to Kaleh Tepe and
attacked the Australians an@ New Zea-
landers the night of May 18-19. They
were completely beaten, however, losing
2,000 men killed and 5,000 wounded, the
report says.

On the southern end of the peninsula
the French troops faced strong defen-
sive works. At certain points they ad-
vanced to within a few vards of the
Turks, and flerce bayonet and hand
grenade fighting followed. In one of
these hand-to-hand struggles it is as-
serted that a colonial infantryman
named Laborde, spantaneoysly took the
leadership as his group was entering a
Turkish trench and by throwing gren-
ades succeeded unaided in stopping a
Turkish counter-attack and preventing
quick-firerers being used unti} he fell
wounded.

MEGANTIC ARRIVES
WITH MEN OF SECOND

OTTAWA, May 24.—Private advices
received here announces the safe ar-
rival in England of General S. B,
Steele, commandant of the second con-
tingent of the Canadjan expeditionary
force, his staff and the troops which
went with him.
