dians, who has earned a brilliant 
record overseas, and despite 
severe wounds is still on active 
service.
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Irish Party Likely To Officially 
Denounce Other.; B UL GAB IA [Special to The Advertiser.]

Ottawa, May 22.—It has been 
represented that the western farm 
ers are not opposed to the Govern 
ment’s new military service regula 
tions and the resolution recently 
passed by a small portion of the 
executive of the United Farmers of 
Alberta is quoted as proof of that 
contention. The following telegram 
received here by J. J. Morrison, sec 
retary of the United Farmers of 
Ontario from N. W. Wood, presi­
dent of the United Farmers of Al­
berta yesterday puts a different 
face on the matter.

A Serious Blow.
"Returned to Calgary on the 18th. 

Find much confusion and resent- 
ment among farmers on account of 
military call. ages between 20 and 
22. These men are best producers. 
Their loss will be a serious blow to 
production. In many cases it will 
leave families helpless and farms 
unworked. Alberta already gave 
heavily through enlistment, and 
most of our boys under 33 are 
single. The results will be disas­
trous to production. I want Al­
berta farmers to stand behind the 
Government In darkest hour of civ­
ilization, but their confidence is un­
der a heavy strain, and I am not 
certain of the outcome."

From all over Ontario heavily- 
signed petitions are pouring in upon 
the Government urging the im­
mediate modification of the new 
regulations in the interest of pro­
duction.

Ottawa, May 22.—In the House this 
morning the solicitor-general introduced 
a bill for extending, in the case of the 
Yukon territory, the period in which a 
petition may be filed by 40 days after 
the general returning officer had made 
his returns. The bill provides also that 
the soldiers* votes cast shall be counted 
notwithstanding the time when they 
were polled.

Bank Closing Bill.
The minister of justice presented a 

bill enabling banks to close at 2:30 in­
stead of 3 o’clock in the afternoon. 
Hon. Chas. Murphy asked if it was true 
that bank clerks of 20, 21 and 22 liable 
to report in June and July, had been 
granted exemptions to January 1, 1919, 
and whether the reason given for such 
exemption was that the clerks would 
be required to help in the next Victory 
loan.

Sir George Foster promised to confer 
with the minister of militia on the mat­
ter during the day. Sir Wilfrid Laur­
ier pointed out the men on farms in 
Quebec and the Maritime Provinces are 
being required to report in person, 
which, in some cases, involves a return 
journey of four days during their busi­
est time, and Sir George promised to1 
draw the attention of the minister of * 
militia to this matter also.

Members Should Vote.
Sir Wilfrid also brought up the point 

that Mr. Richardson did not vote in the 
House last night, although present when 
the division was taken on the sub­
amendment of Sir Robert Borden to the 
motion on titles.

Winnipeg, May 22.—At 1 o’clock this 
morning, after meetings of several local 
unions had carried strike votes, union 
labor headquarters issued an order call­
ing out 16,000 union men today. This 
adds to the 12,000 already out. Five 
thousand more will be called out on 
Thursday morning. Secretary Robinson 
declared, including all unions in theatres 
and picture houses, closing up these 
amusement places.

The city council, after a long confer­
ence with David Campbell Premier 
Borden's representative, made conces­
sions to strikers. They will not insist 
that all civic employees must not strike, 
•but resort to arbitration, but the city 
council insisted and held out that the 
firemen must not under any condition 
resort to a strike. The unions, it is be­
lieved. will not accept this concession, 
but will hold out for complete victory. 
Great enthusiasm prevailed around the 
Labor Temple all night, and the men 
appear to be very optimistic they will 
win everything.

by Civic Fathers.Bohemians Turning On German Task Master 
With “Popular Excesses," and Martial 

Law Is Proclaimed.

Dublin, May 22.—The events of the 
past few days have not drawn as much 
support to the Sinn Feiners as they 
expected from the more moderate Irish 
parties. Indeed, there are indications 

j that the feud between the Sinn Fein 
, and the Nationalists has only grown 

more bitter.
To sum up the attitude of the two 

factions it may be said that the Na­
tionalists believe in constitutional 
methods of settling the Irish question 
'while the Sinn Fein demands revolution 

. and that the Nationalists consider that 
the Sinn Feiners are spoiling Ireland’s 
best chance of a satisfactory settle­
ment.

Dillon Against Them.
If the Sinn Feiners expected that 

the arrests of their leaders would draw 
the Nationalists over to the Sinn Fein 
side, they are evidently destined to 
experience serious disappointment. 
John Dillon, as leader of the Nation­
alists, carefully pointed out yesterday 
that he maintains absolute hostility to 
the Sinn Fein, while indications that 
the Nationalists are going to repudiate 
the revolutionary spirit of the Sinn 
Fein party, may be found in an edi­
torial in the Evening Telegraph, which 
is the official organ of the Nationalist 
party.

“If the Sinn Fein leaders,” says this 
organ, “are guilty of the crime of al­
lowing Ireland to be made a pawn in 
the game of the Prussian junkers they 
will be repudiated and denounced by 
Nationalist Ireland.”

LABOR CHARGES SIGNED

Technicality of Anonymous 
Communication Overcome, 

Say Trades Officials.
THE WAR SITUATION London, May 22.—Martial law has 

been proclaimed in Bohemia and in 
consequence of "popular excesses" 
many persons have been imprisoned, 
says a dispatch to the Daily Mail from 
Berne, quoting the Slovenski Parod.

Outbreaks have occurred in Pilsen, 
and other towns. The vast estates of 
Prince Furtstenburg, a close friend of 
the German emperor, have been plun­
dered. and the buildings on them 
burned.

Dr, von Seydler, Austrian premier, 
it is added, has summoned the Czech 
Deputy Stanek to discuss the situation. 
Deputy Stanek has declined, and has 
warned the premier against a policy 
of violence in Bohemia, fearing evi­
dently that the indiscriminate hang­
ings and shootings in Galicia at the be-

ginning of the war are to be repeated 
in Bohemia.ENEMY WITH GAS Germany’s spring offensive, launched 

In the hope of forcing the Allies to con­
clude peace, enters upon Its third 
month today. The allied armies are 
still Intact and waiting further enemy 
attacks, while American reinforcements 
are hurrying to France. Great losses 
sustained in Picardy and Flanders have 
forced the Germans to halt and reor­
ganize their shattered divisions.

Foe Lacks Vigor.
In the weeks since the repulse of the 

last strong German attack, that north 
of Mont Kemmel, the Allies have suc­
ceeded here and there in biting off Im-

A HINT OF PEACE.
The Breslau newspaper Volks Wacht, 

as quoted in a Copenhagen dispatch to 
the Daily Mail, says Dr. von Seydler 
made a visit to Prague and Northern 
Bohemia, and in addressing striking 
miners, asserted that the effort for 
general peace which, he said, Emperor 
Charles was carrying forward inces­
santly, was not so hopeless as many 
persons thought.

The premier authorized control by 
the workmen of food distribution in 
their own districts, and promised that 
the question of reducing hours of labor 
will be token up by the war ministry 
and representatives of the workers.

Officials of the trades and labor coun­
cil will not allow what they call "small 
and petty" technicalities to block their 
demand for an investigation into the 
fire department. They laugh at the 
statement of members of the council 
that the charges filed are anonymous. 
The communications sent to the coun­
cil went through the city clerk, they 
state, and he knows that the letter, 
signed by Secretary George Wakeling, 
was to be attached to the charges and 
become one communication. However, 
so that even this technicality may be 
overcome, Secretary Wakeling has been 
instructed to go to the city clerk’s office 
today and sign the charges. This should 
overcome the objection raised.

Members of the city council are evi­
dencing a little more interest in the 
situation now than they did at Monday 
night’s meeting.

The Indications today are that there 
are those who will not be satisfied to 
allow No. 1 committee of the council 
to do the investigating. The probabil­
ity is that the committee or the coun­
cil, whichever body decides who will 
do the investigating, providing a probe 
is ordered, will be asked to appoint an 
independent board of three members, in 
other words a board similar to the con­
ciliation board, which will deal with the 
street railway matters.

The contention is that different alder­
men will take certain sides in the case, 
and for this reason will not look at it 
in an impartial manner.

“There should be an impartial probe 
by men who are neutral in regard to the 
department, and no matter what heads, 
if any, they say shall fall, should fall,'' 
said one city father.

Sudden and Terrific Attack Is 
Launched by Americans 

Near Toul. RENCH FIGHTERS
With the American Army in France, 

Tuesday, May 21.—The American artil­
lery northwest of Toul launched a sud­
den and terrific local gas attack upon 
the German positions and cantonments 
within the Gerschamp wood early to­
day. Severe punishment was Inflicted 
upon the enemy. The deluge of shells 
fell in three waves, and within a half- 
hour the woods in which many Ger­
mans were sleeping had been drenched 
with a large quantity of poisonous gas.

"In lively patrol actions Monday night 
and this morning east of Luneville, 
German parties were twice defeated. 
We captured two prisoners.

ENTERED GERMAN TRENCHES.
London. May 22.—Tn the sector south- 

east of Arras, German trenches were 
entered at two points last night by 
British raiding parties, says today's of­
ficial announcement. Prisoners and a 
machine gun were taken.

|various points. British aviators since 
March 21 have accounted for 1,000 Ger­
man airplanes and have dropped more 
than 1,000 tons of bombs on enemy mili­
tary targets. The aerial campaign
against the enemy continues unabated, 
both British and French bombing 
squadrons being busy.

Dublin, May 22.—The Nationalist 
newspapers display unusual caution in 
dealing with the manifesto issued by 
the Mansion House conference Monday 
night. The Dublin Independent has an 
editorial three-quarters of a column in 
length, but it is merely a summary of 
the manifesto with no expression of 
opinion in it, Freeman’s Journal, the 
official organ of the Irish party, prints 
the manifesto, without comment.

The Dublin Daily Express, which is 
regarded as the organ of Irish land- 
lords, comments on the Mansion House 
document as follows:

"Though the manifesto would imply 
that there is no foundation for the 
charge of a conspiracy to enter Into 
treasonable communication with the 
German enemy It is noticed that the 
charge Is not repudiated in specific 
terms. The members of the conference 
no doubt realize that if such a plot, 
exists—and no Government would say 
that it did if it did not. for even the 
most shop soiled of political reputa­
tions would not. survive such a scan­
dal—they must carefully consider their 
duty and obligations.”

Perfect Defence Keeps At­
tackers in the Suburbs.

Ottawa, May 22.—At the morning 
sitting of the House of Commons, Hon. 
N. W. Rowell read an order-in-council 
passed by the Government yesterday 
embodying its decisions regarding the 
pay of civil servants now enlisted in 
the overseas forces of Canada

The net result of the new order-in- 
council is that civil servants doing 
bonafide fighting at the front, or who 
have fought, and been wounded, and 
are undergoing treatment in Great 
Britain or who have fought for at 
least a year and are now required for 

I military duty in England, will continue 
to receive the pay which they have 
hitherto received.

Mr. Rowell explained that civil ser 
vants enlisting early in the war were 
granted both civil and military pay 
Those enlisting later were granted 
whichever of the two happened to be 
higher.

WAGES DISPUTE OF
STREET RAILWAY TO

HOLLAND ONCE MORE
PROTESTS TO ALLIESARTILLERY FIRE VIOLENT.

Paris, May 22.—Artillery fighting of 
the most violent character occurred last 
night on the front southeast of Amiens, 
the war office announces.

Paris, May 22.—German aviators made 
en ineffectual attempt last night to J id 
Paris. Three persons were killed and 
several wounded in the outskirts of the 
city, but none of the raiders reached 
Paris itself. A German airplane was 
hit by an anti-aircraft gun and fell in 
flames north of the city.

The enemy dropped bombs in various 
suburban localities. Some material 
damage is reported. The signal that 
all was clear was sounded at 1 o’clock 
this morning.

The raid demonstrated the high state 
of efficiency to which the aerial de­
fences of the city have been brought. 
It was a clear and windless night with 
a brilliant moon, ideal for an aerial at­
tack. The raiders, who were divided 
into two squadrons, sought vainly for 
two hours to find a gap in the wall of 
fire with which the city was encom­
passed. The places at which the bombs 
fell show that the Germans circled 
around the city before loosing their car­
goes and fleeing.

Washington, D. C., May 22.—Investi­
gation by the state department has 
failed to verify reports that Alexander 
Kerensky, the former premier of Rus­
sia, had arrived here or is on his way 
to the United States.

The date of Queen Alexandra Rose 
Day in London has been fittingly fix­
ed for the beginning of the month of 
roses, Saturday. June 1st. The object 
of the day is to bring the roses back 
to the lips and cheeks of tuberculous 
men and women and little children, 
and to make the flowers of gladness 
blossom in the hearts of those restored 
to health, and also in the hearts of the 
friends who love them.

It is now almost four years since the 
Woman's Sanatorium Aid has made an 
appeal to the public for assistance in 
carrying on its work of blessing to the 
indigent sufferers from tuberculosis, 
and helping to blot out the terrible 
disease. September, 1914, the last rose 
day, was held when such success was 
met that nearly $4,000 was added to 
the treasury. A large donation from| 
Miss Leah Lewis, won in The Adver­
tiser's contest of last fall, helped to 
tide over the winter. Just when it was 
received the society had only enough 
funds to carry the work over another 
month.

Helps Little Cripples.
Everyone who buys a little rose from 

a tagger on rose day will not only be 
rendering a service to a worthy object 
at home, the outside work of the San­
atorium Aid, but to an institution in 
London, England, which cares for crip- 
pled children. Over in the John 
Goome Crippleage every year hundreds 
of thousands of roses are made by the 
deft fingers of cripples, who thus have 
the satisfaction, of making the home 
self supporting. Up and down, all over 
the empire, the fame has gone of the 
roses made in the Crippleage.

Queen Alexandra Rose Dav was In­
augurated to celebrate the 50th anni- 
versary of the arrival in England of the 
Queen Mother, and in different parts of 
the empire it is annually observed as 
a means not only of helping the Crip­
pleage, but more generously some other

patriotic or charitable cause. Some 
idea of the extent of the service made 
possible to the Woman’s Sanatorimu 
Aid through "Rose Day," supplemented 
in the meantime, may be realized from 
the fact that two tuberculosis nurses 
are kept busy all the time following up 
cases, looking after patients in their 
homes, giving Instruction in the care 
of the sufferers, and prevention of the 
spread of the disease, seeing that the 
necessities which will make possible 
recovery or improvement of condition 
are provided. Three things are essen­
tial to recovery, where the disease has 
not advanced too far, or to converting 
an open case to a closed or non-con­
tagious, according to Mrs. John Steve- 
by, president of the Woman’s Sanator­
ium Aid. These three things are pro- 

lper housing, proper food and proper 
clothing.

400 "Out" Patients.
About 400 patients are being looked 

after in their own homes by the nurses 
at present, and in the neighborhood of 
60 quarts of milk distributed daily. 
Clothing, bedding and food are all pro­
vided where necessary. If it is the 
breadwinner of the family who is ail­
ing and ordered to the sanatorium, 
his recovery is facilitated by the fact 
that the Woman's Sanatorium Aid as­
sumes the care of the family, and no 
cause is allowed for anxiety concerning 
wife and little ones.

"Really all of the children recover," 
replied the president of the Sanator­
ium Aid, to a question to this effect, 
"and the adults improve greatly in 
condition if they do not entirely re­
cover. Time is required to test the 
completeness of recovery. In any case 
the adults are able to return to their 
daily work and if they have been long 
enough in the sanatorium they have 
ly, president of the Woman's Sanator- 
selves, and to protect others against 
infection.’

Rev. W. E. Pescott of Dundas Cen­
tre Church was in a fighting mood, and 
bitterly attacked these recommenda­
tions, characterizing them as emana­
tions from an autocratic body at To­
ronto, which he termed, the house ot 
lords.

"The executive of the whole church 
is destroying our last fragment of 
liberty," said Mr. Pescott. "What we 
want is the fall of autocracy in the 
church and an expansion of liberal­
ism."

Noble Drew was in the employ of the 
Steel Company of Canada at the out­
break of war, enlisting immediately in 
Montreal with the 14th Battalion.

Sir,—To confirm telephone conference 
regarding the handling of school chil­
dren exposed to smallpox, will your 
board please indicate the following pro­
cedure to your principals:

First, when a principal is notified that 
exposure has occurred amongst the 
children in a given room or rooms or a; 
given school, he should be authorized| 
to exclude at once nil unvaccinated chil­
dren from the room or rooms or school ! 
specified.

(This means all children who cannot 
show definitely that they have been 
successfully vaccinated within seven 
years.)

Second, such children must not be 
permitted to attend school until they 
show a permit from the hoard of health| 
which permit will indicate that they I 
have been vaccinated or have had 
smallpox. Such certificates will be 
issued by the health officer as soon as 
the child Is vaccinated to the satisfac­
tion of the health officer.

This exclusion of unvaccinated chil­
dren is to continue until such time ns 
the board of health announces that the 
city is free of smallpox (probably by 
June 30, possibly earlier).

So you see my "lines of .communica­
tion” were badly shot to pieces. I 
found occasional others, hut they had 
a bad fright. So from December mail 
from me will be short, somewhere—but 
not to 545. It and Montreal has al­
ways been my first consideration.

Am walking 10 to 20 miles here daily. 
I know Scheveningen and The Hague 
pretty well now. Many chaps have 
very good Dutch friends already. Their 
language is not unlike the German 
speech, but It has an accent Impos­
sible to the foreigner.

City Clerk Sam Baker, whose efforts 
to interest Londoners in the govern­
ment of their own city and in general 
municipal reform have been most 
marked in the past, has taken the 
initiative in a new form to gain these 
ends. The clerk has suggested a lec­
ture course to stimulate general inter­
est. Members of all civic and semi- 
civic boards and organizations are be­
ing enlisted in the cause. A letter on 
the subject has been sent out by Mr. 
Baker. It explains his object and is 
as follows:

The influx of immigrants into cities 
has created a social and political prob­
lem. Canada is beginning to feel it; the 
United States has attacked the question 
seriously, and with considerable suc­
cess. Why should Canada wait for the 
inevitable danger? Would it not be 
wiser to educate now? Our "rising gen­
eration'’ need instruction in order that 
they may appreciate the glorious her­
itage they possess in a. municipal sys­
tem, perhaps the best in the world.

The unrest occasioned by the times, 
the clamor for reforms here and in the 
United States, and the admitted defects 
of our present system are forcing this 
question upon the voters. No one will 
claim that the average ratepayer has 
sufficient knowledge to intelligently 
vote. Indeed, the indifference of the 
voter to all municipal affairs, except­
ing at tax-paying time is admitted 
freely. The question, therefore, of edu­
cation in citizenship is a most import­
ant one.

The burden of the education of citi­
zenship must, inevitably fall upon our 
evening schools." Private agencies, 
while very valuable, are irregular in 
effort and incomplete. It is a public 
enterprise and the funds must be pro­
vided or augmented by public money.

Notwithstanding rumors to the effect 
that the Ontario license board had un­
der consideration the banning of certain 
medicines claimed to be used as bev- 
erages. County Inspector J. B. Keenley-| 
side and City Inspector Birrell claim to I 
know of no medicines sold in the city 
which are being used as liquor sub­
stitutes.

Since Jamaica ginger was placed un-' 
der control there have been few booze 
substitutes experimented with by the 
thirsty ones of this city, according to 
the license inspectors.

The license inspectors claim that any, 
medicine which contains alcohol in suf­
ficient quantity to intoxicate could not 
be consumed in any but the smallest 
doses without making the person sick., 
The medication, they believe, will pre­
vent its being used at any time as a 
beverage.

However, under the revised statutes, 
the license board may submit samples, 
of a medicine to the provincial board of 
health. If this body considers the medi­
cation is not sufficient to prevent people 
drinking it for the alcohol contained in 
it, it may issue a certificate forbidding 
its sale. The certificate - of the health 
authorities is binding in the courts.

A further provision in the amended 
statutes is one which decrees that the 
board may make it an offence to sell a 
patent medicine, which, owing to al­
cohol in the medicine, would be liable 
to be taken in quantities injurious to 
the health. Within the next few weeks 
practically all the well-known patent 
medicines in which alcohol forms a 
large part will be submitted to the pro- 
vincial board of health for a report.

A liniment advertised extensively is 
the latest to be scrutinized by the board. 
The liniment is advertised as good for 
"neuralgia, toothache, rheumatism, 
colds, lumbago, pleurisy and stiff 
joints." It is admitted to be an effec­
tive pain reducer, but its recent discov­
ery by thirsty people as an Ingredient 
to be added to soft drinks, because of its 
large percentage of alcohol, has forced 
the board to deal with it.

The announcement created consterna­
tion. Mr. Nickle strove to be heard, 
but was shouted down by members on 
his own side.

TORONTO. May 21.—It has been 
clearly established that robbery was the 
motive for the murder which took place 
in the Canadian Pacific Railway con­
struction car near Weston on Sunday 
night, when George Tucker of Orange­
ville was stabbed to death. The police 
view is also that the crime was almost 
the act of a crazy man, as the doctors 
have reported to the authorities that 
Tucker was stabbed fourteen times, and 
that thirteen of the wounds were in­
flicted after death, it being their opinion 
that the first wound in the neck on the 
left side caused death.

Buchanan of Medicine Hat declared 
himself to be in favor of the abolition 
of all’titles, declared it fervently, but 
proposed to vote with the premier.

Pardee of West Lambton in his first 
speech of the session waxed eloquent 
in his condemnation of titles, against 
which the whole spirit of Canada cried 
out. But he proposed to vote against 
the amendment calling for their com­
plete abolition. -

One after another they arose, all op­
posed, body, soul and spirit, to titles 
of any kind, but all wishful to get un­
der the wing of the Government, which 
they did not desire to see defeated and 
overthrown in its very Infancy.

Great Day for Democracy.
It was a sight to gladden the heart 

of the free constituents who had elected 
them! (Soft pedal, please!)

And so when the vote was taken on 
the Borden amendment only three lone 
members from the Government side 
voted against it—Nickle of Kingston, 
Hon. W. S. Fielding of Queens-Shel­
burne, and Thomas Foster (no, not Sir 
George) of Toronto. The amendment 
was carried by a vote of 104 to 71, or 
by a majority of 33. Richardson de­
clared that he would not vote at all.

The defenders of titles won the day. 
The Government which was elected to 
carry on the war, and work for the 
boys at the front, staked its life on a 
motion to work for the "boys" (with a 
capital B) who are left at home to 
amass their millions, and be knighted 
for doing so.

Fielding for Fair Play.
Continuing the debate on the report 

of the committee on privileges and 
elections (Yukon election case), at the 
afternoon sitting, Hon. W. S. Fielding 
said that the great issue in the matter 
was whether or not the long-establish­
ed parliamentary precept with regard 
to controverted elections should stand 
or fall. This precept was that cases of 
this kind should not be decided by a 
partisan committee of the House.

The difficulty had been caused by the 
war times election act.

There were some men who professed 
respect for this document, but Mr. 
Fielding said he was not one of them. 
In fact, it would require very strong 
language to express his views on this 
piece of legislation.

Mr. Fielding argued that the soldiers 
had not voted for Dr. Thompson. They 
had cast their votes for conscription, 
and the prime minister had allotted 
them to Dr. Thompson. According to all 
available information both candidates 
had been supporters of conscription. 
Therefore, on the issue in which the 
soldiers were interested, they stood on 
even terms.

Questions Borden’s Act.
“What right had the prime minister 

to allot all the votes to the Conserva­
tive candidate when both candidates 
were conscriptionists?" asked Hon. Mr. 
Fielding. “It was not the soldiers who 
had voted for Dr. Thompson; it was 
the premier. It would not be the sol­
diers we would be disqualifying, but 
merely the prime minister/'

J. H. Burnham asked Mr. Fielding 
whether Mr. Congdon had stated to him 
that he was in favor of conscription.

Mr. Fielding replied that it had been 
stated over and over again in the 
House and never been questioned, that 
Mr. Congdon was a conscriptionist.

A. L. Davidson—Is it not true that 
Mr. Congdon was indorsed by the leader 
of the Opposition?

Mr. Fielding said it was within the 
province of the Liberal leader to in­
dorse what candidate he liked. The 
point was whether or not Mr. Congdon 
was a supporter of conscription, and 
he understood that he was. The min­
ister of justice, Mr. Fielding went on, 
had declared that courts in considering 
the matter, would be confined to the 
strict letter of the law. To denounce 
the strict letter of the law was the 
argument of soap box orators.

“What Are We Coming To?"
“The letter of the law denounced by 

the minister of Justice/' Mr. Fielding 
asked, "What are we coming to?"

Mr. Fielding declared that the 
solicitor-general had intimated they 
were going to slam the door in Mr. 
Congdon's face, and then ask him to 
come in. That's not fair play; that's 
not. playing the game, he concluded.

Hon. Arthur Meighen opposed Mr. 
Fielding's views. He declared that,

Let the sol­
diers get a chance to vote for the men 
and not the parties. That is fair play.

Shot Dead on Spot.
One of these British soldiers held up 

a badly wounded hand to show the 
sentries he was unfit for work. He was 
thereupon shot dead and the body 
thrown inside a dirty wash-house. A 
German officer on a visit of inspection 
shook hands with the murderer. The 
body was buried the following day in 
the presence of a crowd of jeering Ger­
mans.

At Schneidmuesle the British prison- 
ers, without huts, had to live in holes 
in the ground which the prisoners 
themselves scooped out. One morning 
at bread parade a sentry gave an order 
to one of the Britishers which was not 
understood. The sentry rushed at the 
prisoner and struck him, the latter 
thereupon going to his hole in the 
ground. German officers then ordered 
that an example be made of this Brit­
ish prisoner, although he had com­
mitted no offence. He was captured 
and stripped to the waist and tied up 
to a barrel.

Beaten With Staves.
Six Germans with thick wooden 

staves, which are used for holding up 
barbed wire, beat the prisoner for ten 
minutes over the head and bare back, 
and the body of the prisoner, who was 
swooning, was tied up to a post and 
left there. Subsequently a German 
officer same up and struck the prisoner 
with his sword and spat at him, call­
ing him "English swine." The British 
prisoner never recovered, a few weeks 
later dying, and neutral representatives 
visiting the camp were informed that 
his death was from typhus.

At Lagensalza camp 300 wounded 
British soldiers arrived in the night- 
time and were herded into a large hut 
without bedding or blankets.

By the next morning five had died. 
The remainder were taken out and left 
in the sun for three hours, when seven 
more died. Subsequently through cal­
culated neglect and ill-treatment 50 
succumbed. The funerals at this camp 
for the summer of 1917 to the spring 
of 1918 were the grossest scandal, and 
the details in the evidence are too re­
volting for publication.

TWO THOUSAND BOYS
NEEDED TO PULL FLAX

TORONTO. May 21.— Teen age boys 
of Western Ontario are being counted 
on to pull the flax crop this season. 
All the other help available will be 
used, but the flax growers realize that 
they will need about 2.000 boys if the 
crop is to be harvested.

About 16,000 acres of flax are being 
cultivated this season. This is double I 
the acreage of last year, and three 
times as much as was planted in 1914. 
The flax-growing district is in Western 
Ontario, west of Guelph.

During the last two days meetings 
have been held at the Parliament 
Buildings of the Canadian Flax Grow­
ers’ Association, to discuss the labor 
situation. Dr. Riddell, superintendent 
of the trades and labor branch of the 
Government, met the growers, and he 
will have charge of the campaign to 
secure the necessary boys.

OTTAWA, May 21.—It is understood 

that the Government has provided for 
the modification of an order-in-council 
recently passed which revoked an im­
portant provision made in the early days 
of the war affecting civil servants who 
enlisted for service. It was then pro­
vided that civil servants who joined 
the colors should continue to draw 
their salaries as civil servants in addi­
tion to the army pay. Later this was 
modified, and they were permitted to 
choose which way they preferred. This 
latter modification, however, was not 
retroactive.

More recently another order was 
passed, completely wiping out the un­
dertaking's abovementioned, and pro­
vided that in future civil service pay 
would be stopped in the case of men on 
service.

The order applied to all. It is now 
stated that the Government has de­
cided that the last order shall not af­
fect men who have seen or are now 
on active service in France.

117 HILE only passing notice need now be W taken of the famous case of Col. Labatt, 
whose resignation as a member of the 

pensions board will be "accepted" following the 
inquiry which was made into the revelations that 
the officer was receiving $5,000 per year salary 
and full disability pension, there is another fact 
which should be kept in the public mind.

Criticism of an officer in any particular case 
should deal only with the officer whose conduct 
is called into question. It has come to the 
notice of The Advertiser that in various 
branches of the military department at Ottawa 
there are officers serving in several capacities 
who have refused to receive any pension what- 
soever while they were employed by the govern­
ment. Some of these men have received deco­
rations for valorous conduct and been seriously 
wounded. Yet they would not accept a pension 
while a salary from the public purse was coming 
to their credit. They considered themselves 
soldiers while they served their country in any 
capacity.

That is merely the reverse side of the 
picture.

OTTAWA, May 21.—The farmers got 

some consideration this morning in the 
session of the committee on agriculture. 
A. B. McCoig compelling Hon. T. A. 
Crerar, minister of agriculture, to an­
nounce some steps to better conditions.

The first item brought up by Mr. Mc­
Coig was in connection with bad bran 
and shorts. It has been the practice 
for millers to grind up poisonous weed 
seeds in this grain, with the result that 
many farmers have had valuable cattle 
poisoned, occasioning much loss. 
Against this there has been no redress. 
Mr. Crerar announced that any farmer 
might send him small samples of this 
bran or shorts and it would be analyzed. 
If it was found to contain poisonous 
seeds the miller would be prosecuted by 
law. This will clear the air and will 
make millers more careful of the kind 
of stuff they grind in future. It was a 
distinct victory for Mr. McCoig and a 
great gain for farmers. It will mean a 
measure of protection at least.

Mr. McCoig then took up the question 
of the supplies of flour and sugar held 
by farmers. Any farmer having more 
than 50 pounds of either on hand is 
liable to prosecution. Mr. McCoig 
thought that it would be dangerous to 
the public health to have this brought 
back to the dealers, owing to the 
amount of contagious disease in many 
parts of the country. Mr. Crerar thought 
that the point was well taken, and 
stated that he would issue a regulation 
making the farmer simply report the 
amount of flour he had on hand to the 
miller, thus assuring the authorities 
that there was no attempt being made 
at hoarding flour. Similar regulations 
will be made as to the sugar.

"The farmer is not attempting to 
hoard produce," urged Mr. McCoig. "We 
must give him some protection, so that 
he will not be persecuted continually. 
If he reports how much he has on hand 
that should be sufficient."

TORONTO. May 21.—Fifteen thous- 
and maintenance of way employees of 
Canadian railways will be asked to vote 
on the question of pressing for an eight- 
hour day and a substantial increase and 
uniform rate of pay for all maintenance 
of way men in Canada.

The executive of the International 
Maintenance of Way Employees met 
here today to discuss the advisability of 
such a step, and passed resolutions em­
bodying these demands, which will be 
submitted to the membership of the 
brotherhood for ratification and indorse­
ment. They claim that the wages paid 
by the railways are inadequate in com­
parison to that paid to other classes 
of labor.

Formerly the maintenance of way 
men employed by each railway com­
pany dealt with that company separ­
ately, but it was decided at today’s 
meeting to make a change, and a cen­
tral committee was elected to deal with 
all matters dealing with maintenance or 
right of way employees in Canada, and 
it is anticipated that the managements 
of the railways will be asked to act 
jointly instead of individually as for­
merly, in dealing with matters in dis­
pute with their employees.

The executives also passed a resolu­
tion strongly deprecating the recent 
utterances of J. C. Watters, president 
of the Dominion Trades and Labor 
Congress, attacking the British premier. 
Lloyd George. Mr. Watters’ attack is 
branded as "unjustifiable," and the 
delegates state that they wish to dis­
sociate themselves from the sentiments 
he expressed.

BACKYARD GARDEN HINTS 
(By The Girl With the Hoe.)

JIMMY COON STORIES
By Dr. Warren Q. Partridge.

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TREATMENT OF BULBS AFTER 
FLOWERING.

Soon all the beautiful spring-flowering 
plants will be over, and the question 
once more will arise as to whether it is 
better to lift them or allow them to re­
main in the ground. For people who 
have small gardens there is no alterna­
tive if they wish a good crop of sum­
mer plants. They must lift the bulbs, 
and they must lift them in the proper 
way, if they would have them flower 
well the next year.

The time of lifting a bulb is very im­
portant. As a rule, it should never be 
lifted until its foliage has begun to 
wither and turn brown, or, in other 
words, until the bulb has matured. The 
reason for this is apparent. The foliage 
collects food and stimulants from the 
air and stores them up in the bulb. 
The food thus collected has to serve 
the young plant of next year’s growth 
until the new roots are well enough 
formed to collect food for the rapidly- 
growing stem and flower. If the foliage 
is removed before the proper amount of 
materials has been stored up, the plant 
of the following season will be deprived 
of its sustenance. If the bulbs seem 
very slow in maturing and the gardener 
is anxious to get in his summer plants.

the purpose. There they will ripen and 
can be removed later.

The best instrument to use in lifting 
the bulbs is a fork, a spade being liable 
to chop them. Shove the fork straight 
down into the ground so that it will 
reach out under the bulbs. Then lift the 
soil and turn it over, exposing the bulbs 
in much the same manner as you would 
potatoes. If they are to be replanted 
in a trench to ripen they should be 
picked up carefully, so that none of the 
roots are destroyed. The ripened bulbs 
are sorted, the bulbs large enough to 
bear flowers being separated from the 
non-flowing offsets. Spread the bulbs 
out in a flat box in the sun to dry, and 
then store away until the autumn, when 
they are again planted.

The narcissi and daffodil bulbs have 
no period of rest like the tulips, and 
they may be left in the ground for 
several years. However, by the end of 
three or four years, they, too, should be 
lifted, and it is very important that 
they be lifted at exactly the right time. 
The nature of these plants is such that

1 pound cold boiled floury potatoes
2 ounces flour
1 ounce oleomargarine
1 teaspoonful baking powder

Milk, or milk and water to mix 
Pass potatoes through wire sieve and 

mix with flour and baking powder. 
Rub in oleomargarine and make into a 
soft dough with the milk. Roll out to 
an inch thick, cut into rounds or tri­
angles and bake about 20 minutes in a 
quick oven to a pale golden color.

Potato tea biscuits are even more 
palatable than those made wholly of 
wheat flour. Here is the recipe:

1 cup of mashed potatoes
2 cups of sifted standard flour
1 teaspoonful of salt
3 teaspoonfuls of baking powder
3 teaspoonfuls of shortening

Water or milk sufficient to mix 
Sift the salt, flour and baking powder 

together twice, rub in the cold shorten­
ing. Then rub in the mashed potato. 
Add just enough cold liquid to make 
the mass stick. Do not knead. Roll 
out on baking board, cut into rounds 
and bake 15 to 20 minutes in a mod­
erately hot oven. All potato breads 
should be baked more slowly than all- 
wheat breads.

Potato stuffing to replace bread stuf­
fing, may be made with

2 cups of mashed potatoes
1 beaten egg
1 small onion, minced
1 teaspoonful fat

Stalk of celery, minced, or half 
teaspoon of celery salt

Salt and pepper to taste.

Season 
with salt and pepper, and place large 
spoonfuls of the mixture in separate 
piles like drop-cakes on a greased tin. 
Bake in a quick oven ten to fifteen 
minutes, or till they are a golden color.

These potato recipes are now in com­
mon use in England. They are issued 
by the British National Food Economy 
League.

spots that appear on the body—one on 
the outer surface, due to skin mole or 
fungas, which must be cured by using 
carbolated soaps and a stiff brush; 
another due to the bile or jaundice, 
which calls for a special diet, which 
follows: Drink three quarts of distilled 
or a pure carbonate water daily, also 
cream, olive oil, whey and buttermilk. 
Eat green vegetables, shun starchy 
foods, those which are highly seasoned, 
rich, greasy rations, coffee and tea. 
Five grains of either one of the follow­
ing may be tried after meals: Bile 
salts or ox-gail or ox-bile. The bowels 
must be kept active.

The death rate 
among children ill with it has been 
high-last year it was 11.7 per cent. 
It was in this vicious epidemic that 
the convalescent’s serum was first tried 
in the most severe examples.

Improvement Very Rapid.
It soon became plain that its use 

was correct. It proved an effective 
remedy at the outset even in the worst 
cases, although it had no influence on 
complications or as a preventive meas­
ure.

The investigators selected 237 of the 
most malignantly ill victims from hun­
dreds of those whose death rate was 70 
per cent, or nearly three out of every 
four.
