"His death was sudden to all—to all 
the ministry and to his friends gen- 
erally, as he had evidently promise of 
many years of life,” said Rev. R. G.

"It is true that we are men, but 
shortly we shall be but memories.

If there can be no real dis­
aster in life. To be conscious of that 
purpose is to steady and glorify life. 
Death is not a calamity or mistake, but 
completion of life. Man should live his 
life here as if he were at the banquet­
ing table from which he may rise satis­
fied. Death is the portal to the realiza­
tion of an amazing ‘lively hope.’

Man of High Character.
"Men may be glorified by the work 

they do. ‘He went about doing good,’ 
Man is asked to make a character for 
himself and also a career. Man must 
not only be good, but good for some­
thing. Blamelessness and service 
make the great life.

"The Rev. Mr. Emsley spent his life 
for king and country and for the Christ­
ian Church. He had gifts of person­
ality and mind, and early he laid them 
upon the altar of God and country. A 
true and gracious patriotism was a 
strong mark of his life. The soldier 
was always his comrade.

"The Scottish mother would rather 
find her son dead at the hearth than 
one horse behind his comrades in the 
defence of his country. Mr. Emsley 
and practically all his country gave 
themselves several years to their coun­
try.

"In 45 years he was Methodist minis­
ter and filled many of the great pulpits 
of the Dominion. Many former charges 
have sent individual and official letters 
of affection and esteem.

"He was a kindly-hearted Christian 
gentleman. Little children loved him 
and above all his home was all to him, 
and in many ways he filled out the text. 
"I have finished the work. It is great 
to fight for man and God.’"

TWO THE LONDON

RAILWAY STRIKE 
CERTAIN UNLESS

PAY INCREASED
Men Decide To Walk Out If 

Old Scale Not Returned.

CONFERENCE TUESDAY

Mayor Thinks an Agreement 
Yet May Be Reached 

On Wages.

Conference between the street rail­
way company and its employees today 
was prevented by the absence of Manager 
C. B. King and Superintendent H. Hum­
eston. They have promised to meet the 
men Tuesday.

In the event of the union executive de­
ciding on a strike, it will not take 
place before Wednesday, as the men in­
tend to give the public ample warning 
if this course of action is intended. It 
is understood the absence of the street 
railway officials is not connected with 
the negotiations. They have been 
subpoenaed as witnesses in a lawsuit at 
Sarnia, it is understood.

Mayor Somerville said today that the 
city was making no plans to take a 
hand in the matter, as the situation so 
far did not require it.

Not Yet Notified.
"We have not been officially notified 

the street railway will lower the men's 
wage scale. While they are not bound 
to notify us of such action, 1 think it is 
likely that they would. At present there 
is no assurance that there will be a 
stril . The men and the company may 
reach an agreement. It is too early to 
say whether we would consider asking 
the Ontario railway board to step in 
here. At any rate I don't know of any­
one in the city council considering this."

Unless the London Street Railway 
Company withdraws the notification 
sent to its employees last week to the 
effect that the men’s salaries would he 
reduced on Saturday, a strike will be 
called by the executive of the em­
ployees' union.

In order to avoid a strike of its em­
ployees, the company must grant them 
the same wage as they received during 
the period in which the higher fares 
were collected. The men’s salaries 
were reduced six cents an hour on 
Saturday.

Men Hold Meeting.
The men of the London Street Rail­

way held a meeting on Saturday night, 
lasting from midnight until 2 o'clock 
Sunday morning, and were unanimously 
in favor of going out on strike unless 
the company added the six cents an 
hour that it cut off the salaries Satur­
day.

. Bylaw Quashing Cause of Cut.
The company notified the men last 

week that their wages would be cut, 
owing to the quashing of the bylaw a 
week ago that provided for increased 
fares on the street railway, and the 
men by their action last night refused 
to accept the cut and will go out on 
strike “as sure as the sun rises," as 
one of them put it Sunday.

A committee of the men, composed 
of John Ashton, Lewis Parker, William 
Constable, Benjamin Parker, David 
Middaugh and Fred Sealoff will wait 
on the company this afternoon, talk 
matters over, and give the company 
one more chance to reconsider its ac­
tion of last week, before they go out 
on strike.

All Members Attend.
President John Colbert told The 

Advertiser last night that practically 
every man in the union attended the 
mass meeting held Saturday night, and 
that the 200 men present were absolutely 
and finally against even a cut of one 
cent an hour in the wages.

“The men simply have to have that 
extra 6 cents an hour in order to meet I 
the expenses of every-day life. They 
can't live on any less, and that is the 
reason they will go on strike unless the 
men and company come to an agree­
ment at a meeting which we hope to 
arrange for Monday afternoon. If the 
answer that the committee brings to 
the men at the meeting that will be 
immediately called is not satisfactory, 
then it is a foregone conclusion that 
the men will go out on strike, but not 
until the committee have exhausted 
their efforts to avert one. The men don't 
want to strike, but if the company in­
sists on cutting their wages, what else 
can they do?" ,

Manager C. B. King would make no 
statement other than the company had 
heard nothing official as regards Sat­
urday night's meeting of the men. and 
therefore could give nothing out offi- 
cially. He had nothing to say when 
told that a delegation from the men 

-would wait on the company Monday 
afternoon.

of the battalion, accompanied by the 
officers, knocked on the door of the 
church with his sword, and to the query 
"Who comes there?" answered "The 
officer commanding the 142nd Battalion, 
seeking admission in order to present 
the colors of the battalion for safe­
keeping in this House of God." The 
request was referred to Dean L. N. 
Tucker by the wardens of the church, 
and admission was granted.

The colors were carried by the bear- 
ers, accompanied by the color guard and 
the O. C. of the battalion, to the chan­
cel steps. The men of the battalion, 
followed by the women and children, 
took seats which had been reserved for 
them in the centre of the church. The 
colors were then presented to the dean, 
who accepted them on behalf of the 
members of the church.

Sketches History of Unit.
In an address Dean Tucker gave a 

brief history of the 142nd. He said 
that the battalion had been recruited 
entirely in the city, and the men were 
practically all citizens of London, hence 
the name "London's Own." It was 
gazetted on November 23, and soon 
after was moved into winter quarters 
in Queen's Park.

He recalled with pleasure that the 
first religious ceremony of the battalion 
was held in St. Paul Cathedral, and 
then for the first time in the history of 
the church the doors were thrown open 
for recruiting purposes.

On the first day of June, 1916, the 
men went under canvas on Merwin 
Heights, and one month later moved 
to Camp Borden. The men a short 
time after came to the city by special 
train to receive their colors, which were 
presented by Sir Adam and Lady Beck.

The battalion sailed on the Southam 
on November 1, 1916, and on the 10th 
of the month arrived in England. The 
next day they went into quarters at 
Shorncliffe, where they were held as 
reserves for the 14th Battalion of Mon­
treal. Two drafts had proceeded to 
France by the end of 1916. In the early 
part of 1917 the remainder of the unit 
was moved to Sandgate, where it was 
known as the 4th Reserve, and was 
used to keep full the ranks of the 1st 
and 18th battalions.

Made Splendid Record.
Although scattered throughout the 

whole of the Canadian army, the men 
of the battalion built up a splendid 
record for the 142nd. Two members 
won the V. C., the highest honor that 
could be paid them. One D. S. O., three 
M. C., eleven D. C. M., 1 Belgian, 1 
French and 19 other decorations com­
pleted the list of honors gained by the 
men originally with the battalion. 
Forty-eight of the men were killed in 
action, and 242 were wounded.

To the Editor of The Advertiser:

As my letter of the 29th ult.

additions to the statements contained 
in that letter. We do not wish to place 
the board in an unfair position before 
the public, and we have no facts what­
ever to hide ffrom the public. We be­
lieve it is in the interests of all con­
cerned for the public to be conversant 
with the position of the teacher.

In my letter I made the statement 
that during the four years of the war 
no change was made in the schedule, 
of salaries of public school teachers, 
excepting a slight readjustment which 
affected less than three per cent of the 
teachers. In March, 1914, a new sche­
dule was made by the board; this gave 
an annual increase of $50 in the years 
1915, 1916 and 1917, which brought 
many of the principals to their maxi­
mum. Then six principals of larger 
schools—the 3 per cent—were given an 
increase of $50 for 1918. One year 
ago a new schedule was prepared which 
gave the men $100, and the women $150 
increase for 1919; also the maximum 
was increased to $2,000 and $2.200 for 
principals and to $1,200 for women. No 
one receives that maximum this year, 
and unless the schedule is revised only 
a few—less than a dozen, 1 think—will 
receive the maximum next year. ..

As to some married men receiving 
only $1,000, one of these joined the staff 
in September, 1919, while one other has 
been on the staff years. A third man 
resigned last June..

When said some women received as 
low as $600 I did not intend to imply 
that this was anything like the gen­
eral salary, as about 120 women teach- 
ers receive $1,050 this year. What 
I was driving at was that $600 seemed 
to me too low an initial salary to at­
tract the best teachers.

All rumors of a strike are entirely 
erroneous, as this has never been dis­
cussed. A federation of London teach­
ers is, however, almost a certainty.

Had I not been under the misap­
prehension—from the report in the local papers—that No. 1 committee had cone 
to an understanding that nothing could 
or would be done this year I certainly

Emma Goldman professes to feel no interest in 
the attempt of the authorities to ascertain whether 
or not she can be deported as a particularly unde­
sirable alien. She insists that she is an American 
citizen, and that, therefore, she cannot be sent 
away.

It her claim is well founded, of course, she is 
right and she is quite safe here—till the next time' 
she does something for which she must be sent to 
jail. Her citizenship, however, seems to be more 
dubious than she professes, especially the part of 
it which rests on her early marriage with a man 
whose “papers,” having been obtained by fraud, 
were taken away from him.

But why does the woman resist deportation ; 
She must be unhappy in a country which seems to 
hor under a Government more cruel and despotic 
than that of the czar in hie days of power, while 
in Russia, where she would be sent if sent any­
where, she would find exactly the sort of rule she 
calls ideal. Many and congenial friends of hers 
are there, and in either Petrograd or Moscow her 
doctrines are held respectable and orthodox.!

There are still good pickings, too, in those 
cities, for good pickers such as she presumably 
would be, and no guest departing from these shores 
would be speeded more heartily.

REMODELLING THE IMPERIAL PARLIAMENT.
[Vancouver World.]

In Mr. Asquith’s opinion, the parliament of the 
mother country is not what it used to be. But this 
is not unusual with parliaments. However, it is 
true that before the war parliament was losing 
authority and prestige, though not perhaps from; 
the causes which Mr. Asquith mentions.

The chief reason probably was that the House 
of Commons was hopelessly inefficient because 
hopelessly congested. Public and private bills cost-j 
tog thousands of pounds were choked to death 
every session because there was no time to look at 
them, and reforms, unless so pressing that thei 
Government was obliged to take them up, got 
short shrift.

The remedy has been clear enough. It con­
sists in the devolution of parliamentary powers to 
subordinate legislatures, as in Canada and other 
dominions. The lines of hat devolution are now 
being sought. Sixteen members of the House of 
Commons, with the Speaker at their head, will 
shortly consider the establishment of minor par­
liaments to the British Isles with a. view of de­
volving upon them much of the domestic legislation 
now coming before the imperial parliament.

Such a scheme is long overdue. It will no 
doubt go far to relieve parliamentary congestion 
and give to the present House of Commons what 
It now lacks, namely, reasonable opportunity to 
deal with empire and world affairs, and the great 
policies which in future must be evolved.

SAVES FORTUNE BY BECOMING AMERICAN.
In more ways than one it is a tough thing these 

days to be a German citizen. Doubly precious has 
become citizenship to Britain, France and the United 
States. - Apart from the traditional privileges which 
such citizenship guarantees, to be a German now 
may prove an extremely costly business. Such is 
the sad experience of Mrs. Mumm, a name famous 
enough in the days before this craze for water set 
in.

He was 
also young, extremely wealthy and handsome. They 
fell in love. All the ingredients for a happy inter­
national marriage, what is known as a "true love 
match," were present. They were married in 
London.

Then she 
was advised that if she could have her American 
citizenship restored, she could apply to the courts 
as an ally or associate citizen and might claim two- 
fifths of her husband’s French property. There 
followed her appeal to the Congress, and the dis­
cussion which is faithfully reported in the Con­
gressional Record.

Barnes and Horsepoot, who reside a 
short distanue from here, accompanied 
by several other boy chums, started 
out on a hunting trip. A short" distance 
in the woods they sighted a squirrel 
and armed with .32 calibre rifles stood 
one on each side of the tree, awaiting 
its descent. When the squirrel came 
down Horsepool fired. The bullet found 
lodgment in Barnes' brain, causing in­
stant death.

Went for Assistance.
As Barnes fell. Horsepool ran away, 

stating he was going for medical assist­
ance. His last words were, "I’ve killed 
him. I’ll be hung."

A minute later his companions heard 
another shot nearby. An investigation 
was held, and the body of Horsepool 
was found with a gaping hole through 
his head. His body was but a few 
yards from that of his dead companion, I 
accidentally killed by the same gun.|

Dr. Newell was at once called to the 
scene of the tragedy. After a thorough 
investigation and after hearing the 
stories from the companions of the 
dead youths, he decided that both deaths 
were accidental and that an inquest was 
unnecessary.

Both funerals wil be held Monday.

It is thought that Horsepool, in the 
excitement, became suddenly obsessed 
with the fear that he might have to 
face trial for the killing of his chum, 
Barnes, and that overcome by the 
thought of it he ended his own life.

The boys were well 
known to many in this part of the 
county, and the shocking accident and 
its unusual denouement is the topic of 
conversation on all sides.
