First Case in City For Several

Years Reported to City
Medical Officer.

IS DOING WELL

Precautions at Once Being
Taken To Prevent Spread
of Dread Disease.

The first case of infantile paralysis
in London in several years has been
reported to Dr. Downham, medical
officer of health.

A 9-year-old girl, living in the cen-
‘tlz‘-::apart og th: cliy, contracted the

Se, and when it was reported to
Dr. Downham the house wa.spimmedg-
ately placed under quarantine. The
child yas reported this morning to be
slightly improved, but will be in
Qquarantine for three or four weeks,

This is the first case reported in
London for seven or eight years, said
local doctors. Not since the epidemic
in the United States eight years ago,
when thousands of children were
stricken, has a case been reported
here.

Infantile paralysis is regarded as a
communicable disease, with the pecu-
hal:ity that it can be contracted mys-
teriously, as in the case of the local
girl, who was stricken with it on
Sunday. The period ¢f incubation
is not definitely known, and conse-
quently physicians are at a loss to
know where the girl could have con-
tracted it. The institute of public |
health, however, is taking every pre-

Exammmg Auditers Report
That His Work Is “More
Than One Can Handle.”

SUGGEST CHANGES

Say Compiete Reorganizatio;l
of Treasury Department
" Would Be Advisable.

More assistance for City Treasurer
James Bell and a complete re-organ-
ization of his staff is recommended
in the city of London audit for 1922
just completed and submitted by
Oscar Hudson and Company, a firm
of private auditors who made their
survey at the direction of the 1922
council. In their preamble they
state that “the amount of work
shouldered upon the city treasurer
is absolutely more than one person
can handle efficiently.”

The auditors recommend further
“a complete re-organization of his
department for the purpose of co-
ordinating duties of the staff and to
promote greater efficiency but above
all to insure that the work'is kept
up to date and within the require-
ments of the law.”

Several changes of routine are
suggested, not with a view to eriti-
cize or cast reflection upon the
treasurer or his’'staff, but in fact, to
facilitate the work. These proposed
changes are much in accordance
with - the views expressed by Dr.
Horace L. Brittain and his associates
who also surveyed this department
last summer.

“London is in a very enviable pési-
tion,” the auditors contln& “with
regard to tax collections. effic-
jency of the staff is amply attested
by the small percentage of uncollect-
ed taxes, in comparison with other
communities.”

The report points out that the city
council of 1922 spent $38,292.65 mnot
provided 'in the estimates for that
year while a deficit of $16,208.43 was
shown in the revenue accouat,

Calgary, Nov. 6.—In by far the
largest vote ever polled in Alberta
on a liquor question, prohibition yes-
terday was beaten decisively. 'Seven
years ago, the province gave a dry
majority of 20,000, in a total vote of
95,000 on the abolition of the retail
sale of liquor. .In 1920 the matter of
importation came up, -and with a
total vote of 106,000, there was a ma-
jority against importation of 18.596.
Yesterday's vote will go close to 150,-
000, and the ma@rlty against pro-
hibition standing at the moment at
about 24,000, probably will approach
30,000 when the returns are com-
plete.

Complete returns of yesterday’s re-
ferendum of Calgary city show a ma-
jority for Clause D of 8,158. The
total vote was: A, 8,695; B, 262;: C,
353; D, 17,008.

There are 52 provincial constitu-
encies and on incomplete returns

Banaits In Motor E#cape' “
After Robbing Londoner
On Road Near Sprmgbank

Herbert Jan Glaspell Loses
$100 When Attacked

by Thugs.
WATCH UNTOUCHED

Knocked Unconscious From
Behind While Grappling
With Thief.

Herbert John Glaspell, 842 Ham-
jliton road, was held up and robt?ed
of between $95 and $100 on the Pipe
Line road, just east of the Bpring-
bank Park gates, last night shortly
after 8 o'clock. Glaspell, who was
driving a touring car, was crowded
to the left side of the road by a
larger machine, which came up be-
hind him on his left. One of the
robbers, a slight chap, jumped on
the running board of Glaspell’s car
and ordered him to stop- The latter
hit the man, but another stout in-
dividual jumped into the ténneau
and Mr. Glaspell cannot remember
what happened after that as he was
knocked unconscious by a blow on
the head. He finally reached a nearby
cottage and later was taken home.

Interviewed by The Advertiser at
his home, Mr. Glaspell stated he was
driving to Byron along the Pipe Line
road, and after leaving the pave-
ment at Springbank Park gates he
stuck to the center of the road. He
heard another auto coming behind
him and started to pull over on the
right side of the highway, when the
big ecar also swerved to the right
and crowded him towards the em-

bankment,
Told to Stop.

“His wheel was just about locked
with mine,” said Glaspell, “and the
first thing I knew a man jumped
on to my running board and told me
to stop. I scuffled with him, and
hit him with my right hand. My
knuckles are still sore from the blow
I hit him. ‘The man fell back a bit,
and another man jumped into the
back of my car, and he must have
hit me over the head, for I don't
remember anything after that.

“I am positive they were driving
a Willys-Knight car, because I've
been around garages for eleven years,
and I recognized the hood as that of
a Willys-Knight.

.“When 1 was ordered to stop I
put my foot on the clutch and pulled
off my glove and hit the man in the
face. The first I knew afterwards
was when I reached the gates of the
park and them I saw a light in a
house and I made my way there, I
don't know whose place it was, but
I am told a man named H. Fountain
lives there, and he finally got in
touch with my brother Frank, who
lives at 490 Central avenue. He and
a Mr. Cook came after me and took
me home.”

Mr. Glaspell could give no real
description of his assailants beyond
the fact that the man who first
jumped to the running board was
slight, while the man who jumped
in the back seat was stout. The
first man wore a peak cap, he stated.

Steal Money.

Mr. Glaspell said he had four or
five Bank of Montreal bills stolen
from him. He wasn't sure of the
exact amount taken. The robbers
did not take his watch or any -other
belongings.

The injured man was not atiend-
ed ‘by a doetor until 1 o'clock this
afternoon, when Dr. Macfie made an
examination. Glaspell had a big
bump on the back of his head and
complains of pains in his back. It
will be several days before he is
fit to go back to his business.

She speaks ' again at the
Balbot Street Baptist Church Wed-
nesday evening. Dr. A. J. Vining of
Toronto arrived In the city this
morning and will introduce her at
the banquet tonight,

All the tragedy of Armenia and all
the fortitude of a people determined
not to be broken are wrapped up in
the personality of Miss Poladian.
Olive in complexion, and framed with
jet black hair, simply arranged, her
cheeks are touched with crimson. Her
eyes are very dark, with long black
 lashes shielding them, and in spite
of what she has undergone, happy
youth is shining there.

‘When she told the story of how she

had escaped from the Turk during
the 1920 massacre by crawling on her
hands and knees, in company with
her 4-year-old brother and her father,
when thousands of bullets were whiz-
zing through the air, she retained the
bright and happy smile which is
characteristic of her. She shivered
at the recollection, indeed, but there
was no hopelessness in ‘her attitude
toward what she has undergone.
It was only when she mentioned
her mother, the lovely mother, who
was brutally slaughtered, with 12,000
other Armenians on that occasion,
she lost her happy smile for a mo-
ment. But was only for a moment.

Calls Action Unjust.

A point in the position of the re-
. tail dealer which- Mr. Dixon made
very plain last night to the London
dealers was that Mr. Drayton had
told the committee of the associa-
tion that remittance of any.tax al-
ready paid was impossible afd en-
tirely out of the question. Since that
time, however, he has acquired in-
formation that several of the large
manufacturers of autonwbiles in
Canada have received from the gov-
ernment considerable sums as re-
mittance of the luxury tax and in
view of this action by the govern-
ment he feels that to refuse the same
treatment to the retailers is both un-
just and diseriminating.

Average Loss $2,700.

He gives the following figures to
show that if everyone in Canada had
paid a tax in proportion to the lux-

The loss
fy the tax of the average dealer in
Canada was $2,700; the population
of Canada is estimated at 8,769,489,
and .a sMmilar amount paid by the
entire population would have pro-
duced the enormous sum of $3,638, -
250,000.

The losses of dealers in some other
cities in Canada are given as: Ot-

The history of events that have led
up to the present situation, as told
last night by Mr. Dixon, is this, in
brief:

The only other
article on which the tax Was made
retroactive was jewelry, allowing
exemption of $1,000 on stock on hand.
However, the auto dealers had no
quarrel with that, and raised no
objection. They ‘realized that the
government had to find money some-
where to finance the country’s war
debt.
No Complaints Made.

“Nor did they complain when th2
government on May 18, 1920, raised
the tax from 10 to 15 per cent on
all cars invoiced up to $3,000, and 20
per cent on all cars invoiced at 3$3,-
000 or over, at the same time taking
off the special 715 per cent luxury tax
on imported cars.

“But they did protest when the
government, without previous warn-
ing, suddenly repealed the luxury tax
on Saturday night, December 18, 1920,
the tax going off the following Mon-
day, giving the dealers no time 1w
which to dispose of the cars they ai-
ready had paid the tax.”

Here are some figures supbplied
showing the costs that the dealer has
to face in presenting a car to ‘the
general public. These amounts are
what the dealer has to pay on a car
that cost him $2;000 at the point of
production. Under the surtax and
10 per cent excise tax the cost is: ,
Duty 85% and 7%%, that is 42% $850
Add 10 per cent excise tax

So that the car cost the dealer $3,-
135. Under the supplemental tax im-
posed by the 1920 budget, the same
car would cost the dealer $3,304, with
an added excise tax of 20 per cent
and a sales tax of 2 per cent.

* Alleges Discrimination.

“The injustice of the action of the
government,” said Mr. Dixon, *“is the
more glaring in view of the fact that
automobile manufacturers have al-
ready been reimbursed to the amount
of some $170,000 for cars shipped to
their own branches for sale to the
public but actually on hand on Dec.
18, 1920. These branches were to ali
intents and purposes in precisely the
same position as dealers.

“We are agreed that this reim-
bursement to the manufacturer is
justified and right, but at the same
time we claim, and rightly so, that
the retailer is just as much entitled
to this remittance as the manufac-
turer. Isn’t that common sense?
Moreover to discriminate in this man-
ner is to violate the instructions is-
sued by the department of inland
revenue I which it is expressly stat-
ed that‘cars sold by manufacturers
through branches will be taxed on the
same basis as when sold by manu-
facturers to dealers.”

The dealers themselves are re-
solved to fight the cause to a finish
and they are standing behind their
organization to the last man and the
last dollar. Mr. Dixon is the mis-
sionary for the time being.

‘“Pat” Norton Was Fourth

- Man In

Mglboume Case

Inspector ‘Nickle Says All
'Rumors'to Contrary Have
Been Investigated.

HAVE NO BASIS

Expresses Hope Advertiser's
Reward Will Lead to the
Bandit's Capture.

The reason police officials did not
divulge the name of the fourth Mel-
bourne bank robber (‘“Pat” Norton)
until some months after the robbery
was that tbey hoped Norton would
think they didn’t know his identity
and that it would be just that much
easier to capture him.

This was the statement given to
The Advertiser by Inspector of De-
tectives Thomas Nickle this morning.

“We were correct in our assump-
tion,” declared the inspector. “We
knew where Norton’s relatives lived
in the States, and information was
furnished the sheriff of the district
by which Norton could be identified.
The sheriff did see him and arrested
Norton, but the latter got away from
him in some way. .

“Norton knew then that we knew
who he was, and that we were afte;
him. There was then no real reason
why the public should not be in-
formed who the mysterious fourth
man at Melbourne really was.

“l know that stories have been in
circulation regarding the man Nor-
ton, and that he was a prominent
Londoner. 1 don’t mind telling you
that from information and a descrip-
tion given of the man by Melbourne
people, I was able to dig up a picture
of Norton, and took it down to these
people, who all identified it ag a like-
ness of the man who escaped. He
and no other was the fourth man in
the Melbourne affair, and you can
say I said so.

“On April 13, 1921, just two days
after the Melbourne robbery, I swore
out an information for the arrest of
Norton before Squire Chittick. It
was from information from us, given
to the American sheriff, that Norton
wag arrested by him near Detroit.

“Every member of the London po-
lice department is anxious to see
Norton captured, and we hope that
The Advertiser's broadcasting of po-
lice circulars offering $1,000 reward
for his capture is a step toward his
capture.”

New
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German President Declares Re-
public Must Be Saved From
- Dissolution.

HUNGER BLOCKADE

Associated Press Despatch.

Berlin, Neov. 5.—Armistice week
fihds the five-year-old German Re-
public in the throes of a nation-wide
political, economic and social crisis,
the outcome of which may be deter-
mined through such minor factors as
the rising or falling prices for bread,
potatoes and coal. :

It may also terminate in the sudden

proclamation of ‘a national dictator-
ship, the demand for which is gaining
perceptible ‘momentum among all
classes of the people, who apparently
are willing to barter their present
political liberties for even a hazy
prospect of amelioration "of their
social condition. Germany - tonight
outwardly suggests a loosely feder-
ated pseudo republic without such
elementary prerequisites as a na-
tional currency or a safely anchored
constitutional government supported
by a representative parliament.

Send Out Appeal.

Into this situation President Ebert
and Chancellor Stresemann tonight
projected an appeal to the nation,
in which they affirm their determina-
tion to defend the republic and its
constitution from all attacks from
within and summon the citizens to
come to their aid.

The government’'s pronouncement
finds the bakeshops of Great Berlin
shut down, market stalls locked up.
and long rows of shops in the eastern
section of the city disfigured by
broken windows, with shelves and
counters looted. Berlin is virtually
in the grip of a hunger blockade, as
agrarian producers within a radius of
one hundred and fifty miles continue
their refusal to deliver their products
in exchange for paper marks.

This is one aspect of the situation
which suggests to the mass of the
people that a dictator who ruled with
a mailed fist would promptly coax
forth flour, potatoes and such neces-
saries through the preliminary pun-
ishment of food profiteers and agri-
cultural magnates. Yet the growing
clamor for a dictator has failed thus
far to mention a single man, what-
ever his political antecedents, who
would fit into the situation, and even
the Nationalists, who are loudest in
their demands for an iron rule, ad-
vocate a government composed of a
limited directorate.

Urge Dictatorship.

The  chancellor tonight recelved a
telegraphic appeal from the executive
committee of the National League of
Front Soldiers, popularly known as
“The Steel Helmets,” requesting the
immediate installation of a dictator-
ship free of partisan parliamentary
influences, and suggesting that he
make immediate use of the preroga -
tive accorded him, before other ele-
ments assume the initiative.

ASQUITH FLAYS
LATEST POLICY
OF THE PREMIER

Associated Press Despatch.

London, Eng. Nov. 5. —Former
Premier H. H. Asquith, leader of the
Independent Liberals, speaking at
Dewsbury tonight, attacked the gov-
ernment’s policy and twitted Premier
Baldwin and Lord Derby, secretary
for war, with being “open minders.”

It looked as if the country, con-
tinued Mr. Asquith, was about to wit-
ness the evolution of a new type,
which, if he might borrow the term
from the woolen industry, one might
call - without offense the cross-bred
free-trader. So far as he.could gather
ghe new policy has two avowed ob-
Jects, namely, to fight unemployment
and to develop and cement the unity
of the empire

Mr. Asquith proceeded to deal with
the first of these proposals, reserv-
ing the second for a second speech,
asserting only that an imperial
preference which did not extend
either to food or raw materials was
nothing but a hollow sham.

The former premier quoted figures
to show, that unemployment was much
greater now, and the import trade
much less than before the war. He
contended that only ten per cent of
the unemployed could be helped by
the new tariff, and the most depressed
trades like shipbuilding, engineering,
cotton and tramsportdtion, would be
unaffected by a tariff.

BRITISH STEAMER ARTEMIS
RESCUES SCHOONER CREW

Havana, Nov. 6.—Captain Donnelly
and seven members of the Rritish
motor schooner Nellie were brought
into port yesterday by the British
steamer Artemis. The Nellie went
down in a gale near Gulfport, Mass,,
Gcet. 15. The schooner sailed from
Havana, Oct. 8, with a cargo of
liquor and had clearance papers for
Isla De Cozumel, Mexico, off the
east coast of Yuecatan.

7,000 in Calgary City, 3,500 in Ed-
monton, 1,600 in Lethbridge, and
probably 1,000 in Medicine Hat.
Hundreds of country districts had not
reported, and many of them will not
be heard for days yet. In some con-
stituencies clause A, meaning prohi-
bition, ran conspicuougly well up.
Cardstone, for instance, a district
which includes a large: Mormon
population, gave a dry majority of
more than 1,100,

Clauses B. and C. involving re-
spectively. sale of beer in licensed
premises. and sale through govern-
ment vendors for home consumption,
both leaving unchanged present legis-
lation affecting spirit, were never in
the running.

Early Returns Show Trend.

Clause D. apparently will have a
clear majority on the first count over
the three other propositions, and in
that event it will be unnecessary to
go into the second, third and fourth
preferences as expressed in the bal-
Jots. Should later counts be necessary
it is thought a larg proportion of the
first choices cast for B. and C. would
g0 to D. on second choice.

The swing of the province into the
“wet” column was apparent from
earliest returns. The moderation ma-
jority appeared with the first polis,
and, despite setbacks from occasional
areas, largely in the southern parts
of the province, it grew steadily into
proportions which' made the result.
Inevitable. It was notable that the
outlying constituencies as a rule gave
very substantial “wet” majorities. As
in Manitoba, the result showed that
the prohibition forces were notabie
in this case to rely on the farmers’
vote as they did in the past. Claims
of the moderation league that gov-
ernment control would reduce taxes
undoubtedly had a strong effect just
as voters in the cities obviously were
impressed by the ‘argument that pro-
hibition had proved ‘incapable of
adequate enforcement, and that the
government should have the profits
which it was alleged to were going
to bootleggers under the present
system.

Some Big Majorities.

Prohibition workers in their pub-
licity campaign work declared that
adopting Clause D meant the return
of the bar in all essentials, but the
argument apparently carried little
weight with the people. Some re-
markable majorities were recorded:

The constituency of Edson, for in-
stance, went “wet” by 1,400, Bow Val.
ley by 1,000, Peace River was 900
wet, with half the riding heard from.
Many constituencies divided fairly
evenly on the Incomplete returns
available tonight.

City Board of

May Move to

Idea Is To Unite Offices Now
Held by Tanner and
Bell.

EFFECT SAVING

Proponents Say Combined Of-
fice Would Be Cheaper
and More Efficient.

An important change Iin the in-
ternal workings of the board of edu-
cation will be considered tomorrow
afternoon at a special meeting of the
chairmen of the standing committees
)jand the chairman of the board. A. N.

Udy, when the question of combining
the office of secretary and treasurer
will be discussed.

At presemt the secretarial work of

the board is done by W. A. Tanner,
while the finances are I ed after by
City Treasurer James Bell,
This arrangement, made when the
board was a much smaller body and
the expenditures much lower, is not
satisfactory at presenty owing to the
growth of education in London and
the fact that expenditures now reach
practically one million dollars an-
aually. ’ \

Several recommendations in con-
nection with the proposed change
will be introddced tomorrow and dis-
cussed fully. These point out that a
saving of approximately $700 per
annum will result from combining the
two offices. The board now pays the
city treasurer's office $2,800, while
under the new plan a female book-
keeper at $1,400 and a filing clerk at
$700 will be necessary, meking a total
of $2,110.

Change Bank System.

If the change is effectad, it will
mean the adoption in the board of-
fice of a double-entry system of book-
keeping, together with all the neces-
sary books, etc. Thesa inciude a
purchase record ledger, appropriation
ledger, sales ledger, bank book, petty
cash book and journal.

In addition to these, a complete |.
system of records would also be in-
stalled, these dealing with teachers’
salaries, a perpetual inventory of
stock in the storeroom, a register of
resolutions, insurance, property and
buildings, in order that all informa-
tion that may possibly be asked for
by the trustees may be available
when wanted. At present,.sometimes
a request for information comes up
lw.'hloh is not fllled until some time
ater.

The additional duties that would be
taken care of by the secretary would
be the purchasing of all supplies and
payment for same, the supervision

-this afternoon, to

Refuses To Comment Upon
~ Rumor of His Seeking
" Glasgow Seat.

INTEREST GROWING

Assoaiated Press Despatch.

London, Nov. 6.~—Interest in domes-
tic politics for the moment is focussed
on the representation of the Glas-
gow central division in the House of
Commons, for a successor to the late
Andrew Bonar Law, to be elected
forthwith.

The attention of the public was
sharply drawne to thai district last
evening by a report that Winston
Spencer Churchill had received an
invitation from local Liberals to be-
come their candidate. Mr. Churchill
declines to confirm or deny the rumor,
but there seems to be no doubt that

 the invitation was received.

The incident has caused a great
flutter in official quarters, and in
both factions of the Liberal party,
for not only was it a complete sur-

" prise, but it immediately raised the

qyestion whether the inwitation ip-
volves an atiempt to reunite the two
wings of the party—the Asquithian
and the Lloyd Georgian groups.
Attitude Unknown,

There is much mystery as to who
was responsible for asking Mr.
Churchill to accept the candidacy,
but it is said to have come: from
the Independent, that is to say, the
Asquithian side. 1t is quite unknown
whether Mr. Churchill is a party to
this sudqen move, or whether he will
accept,

Politicat quarters differ completely
in their views on this point, some
asserting that Mr. Churchill’'s can-
didature would be likely to result
in the co-operation of the two Lib-
eral wings in his support, while
others just as emphatically say 1t
would stress the cleavage and would
inevitably lead to the nomination of
an Asquithian candidate to oppose
him, he being an adherent of the
Lloyd George faction.

Seek Reunion,
A third opinion is that Mr_Churchill
would be unlikely to contest for a
seat in the Glasgow central divi-
sion, where the Liberals made a
feeble showing in the last election.

It is said by some that Mr. Asquith
has completely lost hold of the Lib-
erals through lack of energy; that
the distrust of Mr, Lloyd George by
the Independent Liberals is uncon-
querable, and that Mr. Churchill is
the only man qualified to reunite the
party.

The Conservatives have not yet
chosen their candidate for the cen-
tral Glasgow seat. Labor's repre-
sentative will be E, R. Mitchell, the
local lawyer, who ran fairly close
to Mr. Bonar Law in the lakt elec-
tion, when Labor captured ten of
Glasgow’'s fifteen seats. *

CLAIMS PULP EMBARGO

Edward Beck, Paper Official,
Suggests Remedy Before

the export of pulp wood from Can-

GUARD KILLS CONVICT,

Delegates at Economic Confer-
ence Adopt Attitude of

SWISS REQUESTS AID

London, Nov. 6.—The much-ad-
journed discussion on the British pref-
erence proposals will be continued
before the economic conference today,
following the disposal of the commit-
tee reports and the question of the
creation of a peymanent economic
committee. . :

The Canadian delegates at ‘the
economic conference have had pre-
pared detailed information showing
the bearing on Canada of the British
preference proposals so far as sub-
mitted, and there is considerable
curiosit® as te what modifications,
if any, the Baldwin government in-
tends to make to such proposals as
a result of recent pronouncements
by the British prime minister. Can-
ada In the matter is continuing her
policy of “watchful waiting.” &o
far the Canadian representatives have
no counter proposals, but should any
further British proposals be pre-
sented to warrant such a course,
modifications may be suggested.

Avoid Interference.

There is an obvious desire on the
part of the Canadian representatives
not to do anything which might be
interpreted in the slightgst degree as
interference in the hot fiscal cam-
paign, which already has opened in
British politics.

‘While the economic conference con-
tinues its deliberations a committee
will consider the Spahlinger treat-
ment of tuberculosis. Dr. Spahlinger,
the Swiss discoverer of a serum and
vaceine for the treatment and alleged
has been in-
vited to attend a meeting of the com-
mittee. It is questionable, however,
if the conference will be in a posi-
tion to take up seriously the ques-
tion of giving financial aid to Spah-
linger in order to make available his
serum and vaccine, which is the point
at issue. The view, will be taken
probably that financial assistance lies
outside the scope of the conference.

No Decisions Reached.

Following the meeting of the econ-
omic conference today the main im-
perial conference will discuss gen-
erally the business still before dt, in-
cluding the foreign policy, and pos-
sibly the question of Dominion par-
ticipation therein. A number of sug-
gestions have been made in the latter
regard, but so far no decision has
been reached. Something may be
done with respect to keeping the Do-
minion governments better informed
on the course of foreign affairs than
has been done, but no great change
in the constitutional relations of the
dominions with the motherland is
anticipated.

The next two days of the confer-
ence will likely see the adoption of
a number of formal resolutions, al-
though they may not be jssued until
after the conference is concluded.
The resolutions, it is expected, wili
cover such matter as the right to
search for liquor within a twelve-
mile limit of the United States coast
and also the treaty-making powers
of the dominions.

Miss Agnes Dickson Addresses
Women’s Meeting at the
World Conference.

PROGRESS IS SLOW

“There is a ery for liberty and
equality in China today. Omne hears
it everywhere,” declared Miss Agnes
Dickson of South China, before the
women’s mass meeting in the First
Methodist Chyrch yesterday after-
noon, and called in connection with
the World Missionh Conference. Rep-
resentative women from Methodist,
Presbyterian and Congregational
churches were in attendance, filling
the whole body of the church and
part of the gallery.

Miss Dickson was the first speaker
and her message was graphically
told. Japan and its place in the
foreign mission fleld was also ex-
plained by Rev. Dr. D. Norman, but
recently returned from that coun-
try.

Miss Dickson referred to the fact
that the Chinese women of today
are coming out and taking their place

“A new day is dawning in China,”
she said. “A day that will bring glad-
ness to that country. And it is com-
ing through the progress of Chris-
tianity. After a period of political
and social. chaos a new nation is
growing up.

Progress Siow.

“But the progress is slow. There
are bright and hopeful periods, only
to be followed by times of retrogres-
sion. In Canton but a short while |
ago there was a great ‘movement to-
wards purifying the life of that city.
Laws demanding the abolition of
impure books, moving picture shows,
prostitution and slavery, were intro-
duced. And it almost seemed as if
Canton would become a purified city.
But this movement died down, and
the citizens returned to their old life
again.
“A spirit of nationalism and pa-
triotism is characteristic of the Chi-
nese schools today. They have now
a national anthem which they sing
to the tune of God Save the King.
And it is a splendid sign to see such
a country as China trying to foster
a spirit of patriotism where it has
been so lacking.
“In the last fifteen years there has
been a sort of renaissance in China
—a - new thought movement. The
trend has been down with the in-
dustrial evils, down with slavery and
superstitition, down with the old and
difficult method of reading.
Hostility Passing.

“And during this period the na-
tion has been opposed to Christianity.
But it seems as if this phase has
largely passed, and with it the hos-
tile attitude toward Christianity.”
The speaker referred to the ex-
treme ignorance of the masses of
Chinese women in regard to Chris-
tianity. Some of them have felt that
idol worship was futile, but had con-
tinued their heathen worship, be-
cause they had nothing better to put
in its place. These were the people
who were easily converted to Chris-
tianity and became enthusiastic mis-
sionaries themselves.
There were now Chinese mission- |
aries supported by the Christian |
Chinese Church, who were working |
in Chinese home mission fields. This
was a thing which the missionaries
to China had longed for. i

Dr. Norman, the second speaker of |
the afternoon, traced the history
Christianity in Japan. pointing
how that country -had been Chris-
tianized by the Catholic Church three
hundred years ago.

Bitter Persecution.

“That early Christianity in Japan
failed through bitter persecution,” he
said. “Yet throughout the years that
followed, the tiny seed of Christian-
ity sown in those early days, pre-
vailed. And although the

edge themselves Christians, parents
{ handed down secretly to their chil-
dren the Christian traditions.
“When at last the doors of Japan
were opened, Japan was determined
that Christianity should not get in
She opened her gates to western
commerce, to modern education, and
all the inventions of science, but not
to Christianity. However, Christian.
ity was bound to make its way there.
The first convert was a Japanese
military official, who was deputed to
see that no Christian literature en-
tered the country by way of the har-
bor and ships. It so happened tha:
he found a Dutch new testament
floating on the water and was so
curious to know what it was all
about, that he learned the Dutch
language and eventually bécame =a
Christian.
“And so from this early beginning
Christianity crept into the country,
and now many of the outstanding
men of the country say that Chris-
tianity influences every realm of
thought in Japan today.”

Professional Administrator.

The city manager is the profession-
al administrator. The commissioners
are the link between him and the
people. As a board of legislators,
they mold the policy of the adminis-
tration, and he carries out the policy.
As a board of directors, they select
the agency of execution and leave
it to him to produce results. It is
simply an application of the experi-
énce of private business enterprises
that important executives must not
be _hnmpered in their means of
cffecting tangible -achievements.

Now, it is obvious that the success
ot_the whole system depends upon
this manager. If he is not wisely
chosen, harm instead of good will be
done, H;: must be public-spiritcd
an_d efficient; he must possess ad-
ministrative experience in business
invc_;lving the maintenance of engin-
eering works as well as ability to
lead with tact and knowledge. Such
& man js not casy to find. When
found he will bave to be paid a salary
at least equal to that which he could
command in private business. But a
high salary is cconomy, if it pur-
chases high ability and enables the
city to achieve results.

Arguments Against It.

Sp much for the sysiem, now let
us examine some of the chief argu-
ments | which have been brought
against it.

In the first place, it is claimed, that
a city which adopts the manager-

{commission form of government is

taking a leap in the dark. No city
has tried it out for more than a few
years, so one cannot tell how it will
work out in the long run.

In the second place they say that
it is placing all the eggs in one bas-
ket, One-man government may be
efficient if the one man is etficient;
but if he fails, as it is'very possible
that he will, then the whoie admin-
istration will be overwhelmed with
disaster. \ e

In the third place, it is maintained
that government by an expert is not
self-government. One of the greatest
merits of self-government 1s the edu-
cative value of doing things for
oncself. It is better to learn by mak-
ing n:stakes than to be deprived of
the vpportunity of learning. Even
under she most efficient expert, the
governed suffer a degrading loss of
persvnality. “Self-government is
betier, than good government,” they
affirm, and it wil] be more tolerable
for. Sodom and Gomorrah in the day
of trial than for a blameiess city,
cautiously regulated to virtue by lan
cxpert manager.

In the fourth place it is claimed
that once the man ger is in office it
will be difficult to turn him ocut. His
power of appointment will be used
by him to strengthen his positiorn,
and the people will not take such a
keen interest in public affairs as they
did under the old system, when each
section elected its own councillor.

Finally the opponents of this form
of government maintain that the fact
of the commission being a small one
and elected at large, will impair the
representative character and lead to
the neglect of local interests,

The Affirmative Case.

To my mind, gentlemen, these are
formidable arguments, especially
when one considers that the burden
of proof logically rest upon the inno-
vators. But now Jet us examine tie
case for the affirmative.

In the first place they will quote
you the well-known saying of Mark
Twain: “It was a fool who said:
‘Don’t put all your eggs in one bas-
ket.” The wise man puts all his eggs
in one basket, and then watches that
basket.” In other words, it is easier
to watch one man than a dozen. Thus
the chief recommendation of the man-.
ager-commiss.on form of government
1g its simplicity. It is concise and
easily understood, taking the place of
a complicated, unwieldy ' one with
much couflict and overlapping. Iis
simplicity will hold the interest of
electors.

In the second place, it is eflicientl.
The centralization of power and rve-
sponsibiiity’ means efficiency. It
establishes the city on a Dbusiness
basis and facilitates civic adwminis-
tration and the making of pubiic im-
provements.

In the third place, it is argued that
the propeosed plan is not only effi-
cient; it is aiso democratic. There
you have your elecied comnissiun
voicing the will of the peopie, and
the very fact that these commission-
ere aire not suppoused 10 be verced in
the technicalities of civic adminis-
tration opens the door to the ciection
of real popular candidates.

Encourages Best Men.

In the fourth place the fact that
the elective officers are so few irm
Aumber and therefore so important,

| will encourage the best and tune most
leapable men to compete for the honor

and  opporiunity
tha board.

And fifthly it is argued that ex-
perience has so far proved the suc-
cess of the plan in the vast majority
of cases. Ts is especially true with
regard to cities with less than <0v. -
000 people hecause the si-e is not so
great that oile mun cannot wvecome
conversant with the ne=ls of tne
whole unit.

In the sixth place it will promote
continuity in the policy of tho admin.
istration. The comnissioners arve
elected for more than one year—they
are not all elected in the samne year—
and this tends to preven: the uncer-
tainty and disunity which is bouna
to characterize a city government,
which is re-elected in toto every
year. The city manager also rve-
mains in office as long as he is efii-

Finzlly the advocates point to the
many shortcomings of the existing
system. In the mayor and council
plans it has been found that respon-
sibility is shifted from one official to
another, so that often it can be fixes
on no one. The council is unwieldy.
is frequently dominated by political

ganization, because the business is
transacted by ill-organized commit-
tees. It is often arraigned on
charges of-irresponsiveness to public
will, extravagance, incompetence, po-
litical favoritism and legislative ac-
tion founded on whim rather than on
knowledge. How far these criticisms
apply to the present aldermen of
London I have not sufficient knowli-
edge to say.
Manager Non-political.

Under ths manager-commission
plan the fact that the manager is
not elected is claimed as a great ad-
vantage. “What we call polities,”
said the late Lord Bryce, “lies with-
in the action of the nation and the
national government,” and not with-
in the sphere of the city. The head
of a city government should be free
from the necessity of playirg for
votes or of undertaking the duties of
an election campaign.
" The old council system of govern-
ment was modeled largely on the
constitution of the United States,
with a complicated system of checks
and balances and the mayor at.ihe
head like a miniature president. Whet
we must do is to evolve a scientifie
administration adopted to the needs
of the city. Such an administration
now exists, it is affirmed, in the
manager-commission form of govern-
ment, - .

Whether you favor or oppose the
commission form of government for
this city largely depends upon the
weight you give to these considera-
tions. Undoubtedly the spirit of the
commission plan is that of the twen-
tieth century, that is to regard the
municipality as a business organiza-
tion. This means four things:

1. That candidates must be tested
on the basis of efficiency and not
party politics.

2. Technical men must be selected
for technical functions and business-
men for policy forming functions.

3. Publicity and the responsibility
of a few well-known men are the
necessary perquisites for results.

4. Business methods must be uti-
lized in a business corporation.

Such is the tendency of the time
in which we live, and if the city of
London decides to adopt the man-
ager-commission form of government
it will not be out of harmony with
the spirit of the age.

The Strongest Point.

To my mind the strongest point

in favor of the system is that it
abolishes departmental separation in
administration and geographical
separation in elections. It means
centralization and co-operation bhe-
tween departments; it means unity
in the city so that the city can be
developed according to one scientific
plan.
: There is one part of the Citizens’
Research Institute’s recommendation
that I should like to quote. After
pointing out that the system has
worked well in practice in many
large cities, it says: “The city of
London has had such long experi-
ence with elected commissions and
boards _ acting through managers
(the utilities commission, th hospital
trust and the police board) that it
should find less difficulties than most
cities in adopting the manager form
in city affairs.”

Before concluding I should like to
emphasize a point which is perhaps
most important of all, namely that
when all is said and done it is the
spirit of the people and not the fo
of government which is the all-
important factor in municipal affairs.
Dr, Munro in his famous book, * The
Government of Buropean Cities,” re-
ferring to the astounding improve-
ment that was brought about in the
government of English towns after
1835, asserted! that this was accom-
plished without change in the organs
of government. The real change was
a change in the spirit of the peuplg.
The real change was that the citi-
zens came to have a genuine voicc
in the administration of their ewn
local affairs and iherefore municipal
oligarchy gave way to municipal
democracy,

Duties of Citizenship.

Neither commission governmen!
nor any other device will velicve i1i:e
citizens of the duties of eitizenship.
[t is a significant fact about com-
mission governmeunt that in the ma-
jority of cases in which it has been
introduced it has been founil neces-
sarv to hedge it about with extra-
erdinary safeguards. Utmost pub-
Licity of proceedings, the ieferen-
dum. the initiative and the recail
have in the majority of cises hen
introduced as adjuncts to the system.

MAY RENT GAS PLANT
AS A PUBLIC UTILITY

Stratford Council May Take
Option To Purchase
Later.

Stratford, Nov. 5.—Application by
Canada Mausoleums, Limited, which
erected a mausoleum here some time
ago, for an extension of time in pay-
ing the balance owed the city,
amounting to $2,100, was rejected by
the city council tonight on advice of
City Solicitor W. G. Owens. The re-
port was made in view of the fact
that the company has considerable
money tied up in over-due and ex-
tended payments for space in the
mausoleum here.

The council were advised to the
public utilities commission in connec-
tion with the proposed purchase of
the plant and system of the Strat-
ford Gas Company that a purchase
could not be made without consent
of the ratepayers, but council can,
under the public utilities act, rent
the system and supply gas to. citizens
as a public utility.

The commission recommended that
a bylaw be passed authorizing a con-
tract with the Stratford Gas Com-
pany to lease the utility for a period
of five years with the option of pur-
chase. The plant is valued at $120,-
000. No action was taken on the
matter and it will be threshed out at
a conference between the council and
commission.

The other is that he com-
mitted a criminal assault, then mur-
dered the girl to hide his erime.

UPHOLDS CLAIMS OF U. S.
FOR LUSITANIA’S LOSS

Associated Press Deapd.tch.
Washington, Nov. 5—United States
claims against Germany resulting

from the loss of life, personal in-
juries and property loss sustained in
the torpedoing of the liner Lusitania
were upheld today by the mixed
claims commission. It ruled at the
same time, however, that the Ger-|.
man government was not liable for
punitive or vindictive damages or for
“problematical mental anguish.”
Although not dealing with any
specific cases, the finding of the com-
mission laid certain general prin-
ciples which will have the effect also
of dismissing more than 3,000 claims
for return of war risk insurance
premiums paid by  I'nited States
shippers during the “war.

Under the principles enunciated a
large part of the Lusitania claims,
which aggregated $22,600,000, will he
allowed. Dismissal of the war risk
cases, on the other hand, throws out
claims amounting to $345,000,000.

On the slate no mention is made of
any man or woman now holding of-
fice. Not because the citizenship
committee does not believe there are
many of the present officials who are
good men for the office they hold, but
because the committee believes that
present officials should stand on their
own merits at the coming election.

. The citizenship committee was ap-
pointed at a recent meeting of the
Liocal Council of Women, and as such
represents the combined women’s
organizations of the cily. Mrs, John
Rose, president of the Women’s Coun-
cil, is the convener of this committee,
and occupied the chair at yesterday's
meeting. The next meeting of the
committee will be held on Friday
night of this week.

Mass Meetings Probable.

The committee discussed the ad-
visability of holding mass meetings
throughout the city in connection
with the coming election, and al-
though no decision was made, it is
quite possible that these mass meet-
ings will feature the municipal con-
test. :

One of the biggest endeavors of the
committee will be to bring home to
the citizens of London, especially to
the women, their responsibility in the
matter of casting their votes. The
committee believes that the usual
vote polled on election day is not
representative of the people, because
the people do not take the trouble to
80 out to vote. It is to be the con-
cern of the citizenship committee to
see that the women of London, at
least, are informed as to whether
they have a vote, how to vote, and
why they should, as good citizens,
exercise that vote,

To carry on this end of the work
ward conveners were appointed, to
whom the women of London may
appeal for information.

City Council
The price named by the London
Street Railway Company in a let-
ter to Sir Adam Beck, $1,425,000, for
their property in London, caused

the city council to decide that the
people should not have a chance to
vote on the proposal to take the
property over at all.

Even the proposal that the people
have an opportunity to vote on the
matter of taking it over, and arbi-
trating the price, failed to get any
more than two votes from the al-
dermen.

The aldermen contented them-
selves with the very pointless and
very meaningless assurance that
they could give notice to the com-
pany prior to March 8; 1924, that
the franchise was expiring. This
much the company already knows.
What else is the council going to
say to the company in 1924, and on
what authority are they going to
say it?

How can the council serve no-
tice on the company when the peo-
ple have pot had a chance to show
by a Vote whether they want that
notice served? The handling of the
affair so far has ended the city in
a blind alley that leads to no place
at all.

There are some facts in connection
with this matter that should not
be overlooked, and the most import-
ant one is that the London street
railway has no franchise to sell to
the city. It has not even the right
to sell its property to the city as a
going  concern. Bylaw 916 under
which the company operates makes
it very plain that all the company
has to sell i8 rails, wire, cars, etc.
The provision is as follows (Sec-
tion 20.)

In determining such value, the
rights and privileges hereby grant-
ed, and the revenue, profits and
dividends being or likely to be de-
rived from the enterprise, are not
to be taken inte consideration, but
the_arbitrators are to conmsider only
the ‘actual value of the actual and
tangible property,.- plant, pavement,
equipment and works connecged
with and necessary to the operation
of the said railway, which is not to
include any land, property or rights
acquired or used in connection with
the said railway and which do mot
actually form a part of the
same. . . . In arriving at such
value the arbitrators are to consider
and award only the value of the said
several particulars to the corpora-
tion at the time of the arb'if,ratég&,
ey ot the bt Wigh e
system then in operation and ap-
plicable to the said city.”

The meaning of that is quite
plain. The arbitrators are to take a
mode]l system as a 100 per cent
mark, and the equipment in use in
London on the day the arbitration
starts is to be set up against that
standard and marked accordingly.
There is to be no allowance for the
fact that the railway has the right
to use the streets of London, for
these rights simply revert to the city.
There is to be na consideration of
the fact that the company might be
making some money now, or that
they figure that in the future they
will make money. The arbitrators
ate to value a car, not by its earning
capacity, but simply at what it is
worth in its present condition as a
car. If it cost $5,000 in the first
place, and had run long enough to
be depreciated 60 per cent, it would
go down at $2,000 in the purchase
price. If the tracks had outlived
their use, they would go in at the
price of scrap rails, and so on.
The actual physical value of the
property is the only thing to be con-
sidered.

The fact that the company asks
$1,425,000 for the property may
mean much or it may mean nothing
at all. The submitting of a definite
price, had that price been reason-
able, would be the best way out of
the difficulty, for it would do away
with arbitration proceedings, which
are generally expensive. Not being
able to do that, the next move is to
let the peopie vote on whether they
wanted the road taken over at a
price to be arbitrated on. Arbitra-
tion costs take dollar for dollar from
both city and company, for under
the same section 20 it is provided
that “ecach party shall pay half the
costs of the arbdbitration.”

As the matter now stands, we have
made no progress. The assurance
that the council will serve notice
next year on the company means
nothing at all. We have gone
through a lot of motions like morn-
ing exercises, but the company still
retains its franchise, and next year’s
council will have no authority from
the people to serve notice on the
company. The present policy is not
fair to the city, neither is it fair to
the company. The question will
never be settled until it is settled
right, and the right settlement can
mean only one thing, viz., that the
city shall take the road over, oper-
ate it, gradually rebuild it, and
make it a medium of service to the
people of this city.

This does not mean that the plan
must stop here, for \there is room
for progress, but above all we must

be sure that when we do make a
move it is in the right direction. |
The next move must serve to co-or;
dinate all departments, and not to
add confusion. In the meantime all
those who have shown such a keen
interest in the matter should turn
their energies to putting the men
they want in the civic field; to ac-
cepting nomination themselves, and
devoting some of their time to civic
service. In this way they will be]
in a better position, close up to the
inside of-the situation, to carry on a
campaign for the new plan, and also
present to the people a much more
definite and certain. proposal than
is now before them.

No Right to Dictate.

Quick assent was given to a reso-
lution sent on to London from the
Guelph city council, that 50,000 tons
of Alberta coal be b}ought east be-
tween now and March at a stated
price of $7 per ton. The National
Railways was the road selected to do
the hauling, and word to this effect
will be sent on to Sir Henry Thorn-
ton.

There is no argument about the
advisability of getting the trade es-
tablished in Alberta coal, but there
is an argument, and a very strong
one, about outside bodies trying to
dictate to the people’s railway when
they shall haul coal and at what
price. Right now is a poor time to
try and get coal brought from the
west. because the great grain crop
is being moved; later on shipping is
more difficult because winter traf-
fic is not as easy as other -seasons.
Then too, it is not known that the
National Railways can handle the
business at the arbitrary price of $7
per ton, and if that road cannot do
it, we should not ask it. The Na-

ness proposition. It is useless to
speak of trying to make the road pay
its way, and quit grinding out de-
ticits, if we are going to rush in here
and therewwith requests from repre-
sentative bodies like city.councils,
and ask for special rates. No city
council should be a party to this
kind of business.

Once More—Salaries.

Civie salaries came up for air
again last night, and disappeared
true to form until a special meeting
is called for the iiurpose of consid-
ering them. There is a mystery
about this salary business that no
one seems bold enough to explain. It
is unthinkable that at this late date
there should have to be a special
meeting called. No. 1 committee, as
it agreed at the last meetiug, went
ahead and revised its salary list,
adding $8,000 to the total. The other
committees and the board of health
had not been in session on this mat-
ter, and had no report. If they used
up a like proportion of money, the
increases would be at least three
times the appropriation set aside for
that purpose. Now the committees
will meet together, as they should
have done months ago, and see what
can be done with the money in hana.
London wants to deal fairly with
the people it employs, but it must
standardize the wages, according to
the worth of the work done in the
various positions. It would not be
advisable to: bring in a large over-
draft in order to make increases in
salaries, for it might have the ef-
fect of next year's council rescind-
ing the whole thing. Make the money
available go as far as possible first
in giving recognition to the greatest
possible number of worthy claim-
ants.

Strange Rules, The)y Failed To
‘ Fathom Couldnt Find

OUTPUNTED ARMY

New York, Nov. 5.—To have eight
touchdowns scored against their lone-
ly one was not altogether the best
that could have been expected from
the Argonauts when they were de-
feated by the Third Army Corps of
Baltimore at the Yankee Stadium Sat-
urday afternoon by 55 to 7. To those
who have followed Canadian football
the exhibition put up by the Scullers
left much to be desired when it came
to execution against their U.S. rivals.
That the Argos were seriously han-
dicapped in playing the Army under
U.S. rules is admitted, and there is.
no doubt that under Canadian rules
the contest would have been a much
more even one. The crowd could not
but feel sorry for the Canadians, as
they floundered about trying to Io-
cate the ball carrier. Invariably he
was well under way and an unob-
structed path cleared for him before
the scullers discovered him. They
never found the proper way to break
up this interference. All that can be
said is that they tried hard.
At line plunging the soldiers were
infinitely superior. In was in this de-
partmens of the game that they shone
most. Here their offence interfer-
ence broke hole after hole, and the
mysterious ball carrier romped
through. Once the Argos discovered ;
him they soon stopped him, although
once in a while the army interfer-
ence proved too much for them. It
was by gains in their department of
the game that the army was enabled
to pile up their margin. The helpless
scullers found themselves unable to
prevent their opponents from making
yards at will,

Where Argos Excelled.
In the backfield the Argos if any-
thing were a little stronger. Certain-
ly they outpunted the Americans, al-
though it was plainly noticeable that
the Third Army Corps team does not
rely much on their kicking ability.
Their running halves were good, and
looked better than they really are,
because of the effective interference
of the Americans, but even at that
‘Munro, Hughes, Dinsmore and Mec-
Kenzie showed that as ground gain-
ers in a broken field, and without in-
terference aid, they were infinitely
superior. Time after time these play-
:rs gave the crowd a thrill as they
dashed practically unaided through
the oppoeing ranks.

The great run of Munro in the sec-
ond quarter from near midfield, dog-
ing tackler after tackler, for a touch-
down was;tiae most brilliant play of
the day.

Forward Pass Effective.

However, the most effective play
that the U.S. team had in their bag
of tricks was the forward pass. This
aerial manoeuvre invariably caught
.the Canadian flat-footed. They did
not seem to be able to counteract it
in any way. Once the army dis-
covered this they worked this play to
death. Under cover of this effective
strategy they literally swarmed up
the field and reduced the Argos’ de-
fence to a rout. It might be men-
tioned here that when McGill Uni-
versity played Syracuse last year the
latter team agreed not to use this
play when within twentyfive yards
of McGill’'s line. Undoubtedly the
audacity of the army’s attempt to
overwork this play helped more than
a little, for even when they failed
they soon found out the scullers were
able to intercept the pass.

At the long running passout game
the Canadians proved very adept. The
Americans did not try this type of
play once, and for a while in the sec-
ond period and late in the third period
the double blue made serious inroads
into the army’s territory. Then the
soldiers held a consultation and put
two extra pldyers to guard against
this operation, in a short time they
broke up this play and Argos began
to fumble miserably.

Better Ball Carriers.

Here was another department in
which the U.S. players were superior.
At handling and carrying the ball
they made few mistakes, while the
same cannot be said for the Cana-
dians. Perhaps they were slightly
overanxious or tryng too hard, par-
ticularly in the third and last periods,
but several times they appeared .on
the verge of accomplishing something
when a fumble or a bad pass cost
them possession,

In justice to Coach O'Connor and
his players it should be noted that
he was saving his best players for
next Saturday’s game against Tigers.
He was without the services of Pon-
ton, Thom and Hugh, and after half-
time he pulled Munro and Dinsmore
out of the game. Given some more
practice in the American game and a
little knowledge in the tactics neces-
sary to break up interference and
establish interference the Argos
would give a good account of them-
selves against a U.S. team, but it is
beyond reasonable expectation to look
for anything better than what hap-
pened on Saturday under existing
conditions.
