Gaunt frames, a skeleton of yellow 
timbers, are all that remain of the 
married soldiers' living quarters 
building on Carling Heights. The 
big building, one of the first to be 
erected during the scenes of demobi­
lization of his majesty’s forces in 
1918, is now the first to go into the 
hands of the wreckers. It has served 
its purpose; it belongs to history.

Twelve men are busy tearing down 
the long two-story building, the first 
one of the many large tar paper 
covered structures that loom up to 
the east of Wolseley Barracks on 
the heights.

The married soldiers’ living quar­
ters were situated at the extreme 
west end of the demobilization camp. 
The building was 215 feet long and 
42 feet wide, and from the second 
story windows were long chutes like 
children’s slides in the parks. Pass­
ers-by often speculated as to what 
the chutes were for. They were fire 
escapes to be used by soldiers* chil­
dren if the tar paper covered fire- 
traps ever broke out in flames.

There will be ten days of work on 
this building before all traces of it 
are removed. It is being carefully 
taken down as the wood is in good 
condition.

All the wood is being sorted out 
in piles of scantlings, joists, decking, 
wainscotting and firewood. Of all 
the windows that have been removed, 
only one pane of glass has been 
broken.

today triumphant in track and field for 
the eighth successive time since the 
modern revival of the Olympic games. 
But when dusk brought a close to the 
greatest and most spectacular fight ever 
witnessed for international athletic 
honors, the United States shared the 
final glory with her gallant rival from 
the north. Finland

The premier mantle of Olympic tri­
umph went to the new Finnish hero, 
Alben Stenroos, who raced under a 
blazing sun to the classic marathon 
championship, a victory which rapped 
the climax to Finland's clean sweep of 
the distance races and gave the little 
Nordic country the greatest laurels it 
has ever won.

Toronto. July 13.—Miss Gladys 

Patricia O'Connor, of Toronto, died 
suddenly on Saturday, as the result 
of injuries sustained on Friday night 
when she accidentally set her night 
clothes afire with a lighted match. 
Miss O'Connor was the young wo­
man who was found, on March 8. 
half frozen to death, unconscious, in 
a corrugated iron drain pipe in the 
grounds behind the Canada Bread 
Company building. Danforth avenue. 
Toronto. Her feet had been frozen 
and it was only with the greatest 
effort that the doctors at the Gen- 
eral Hospital managed to save her 
life. Miss O’Connor had been an 
invalid since that time and was 
scarcely able to walk.

Miss O’Connor, who was the 
daughter of the late John O’Connor 
and Mrs. Margaret O’Connor, of 
Hamilton, came to Toronto last 
spring to stay with her uncle, Dr. 
Michael J. Brown. Prior to that time. 
Miss O’Connor had been employed at 
the Hamilton registry office, but had 
given up her profession, owing to 
ill health, brought on as the result 
of nerve strain.

On Tuesday, March I. Miss O’Con- 
nor left the home of Dr. Brown, and 
although a search was made by the 
Toronto authorities, no word of her 
was forthcoming until Saturday, 
March 8, when she was discovered in 
the drain pipe by little boys who 
were playing in the vicinity. " It was 
only after much difficulty that Miss 
O’Connor was removed from the 
pipe, as she had apparently been 
there several days, and in addition 
to being tightly wedged in. her cloth­
ing was frozen to the bottom of the 
pipe.

birds in a nearby park, he noticed 23 
"(rowings' of the pheasants, and 

only one earthquake occurred with­
out such sign of disturbance. On 
four occasions sign of birds crowed 
when the tremor was too slight 
to be detected by the human observer 
though the instruments recorded it. 
On seven occasions they crowed be- 
fore the man felt the movement, on 
five at the same time that he per- 
ceived it. and on five a little after- 
wards.

CHAPTER 8—THE PROBLEM OF TRADE.
A new nation always borrows money to develop its resources. Canada 

has. In 1868 her per capita foreign trade was $34.28. She bought $18,585,000 
more goods outside her territory than she sold outside. This so-called 
adverse balance, with the exception of the year 1880, continued until the 
end of the fiscal year 1894. This is a period of twenty-six years. The total 
adverse balance amounted to approximately $600,000,000. England supplied 
most of the money needed to pay this outside debit.

The next four years (1895 to 1898) she had a favorable trade balance 
totaling about $40.000,000. That is, during this period she sold more goods 
outside than she bought outside. And again comes a period of seventeen 
years when Canada continued to buy outside more goods than she sold. It 
totaled about a billion and a half dollars more. So from 1868 to 1915. 
inclusive, there were just five years in Canadian history when she sold 
outside more goods than she bought.

In this way she piled up more than 2,000 million dollars of an adverse 
trade balance. Most of this credit was supplied by England.

From 1916 to 1924 Canada has had a favorable trade balance. In only 
one year (1921) was it against her. During these years her favorable 
balance has totaled more than one and a half billions of dollars. Apparently 
75 per cent of the adverse balance of trade which has been piling up against 
her since 1868 has been paid off during the past ten years. But other 
forces have been at work.

BRITISH CAPITAL STARTS TO COME.
British capital was comparatively slow in entering Canada. The British

the beginning of the twentieth century, and the opening up of the great 
Canadian West, British capital began to flow in.

From 1900 to 1913. huge amounts were sent. By 1913 Canada "out­
ranked all other parts of the empire." At this time it is estimated that 
approximately 1,200 million dollars of capital issues were sold on the 
English market. Canada took 225 millions of the amount, or $1 in every $5.

It is estimated that by 1913 the total British holdings in Canada had 
reached 2.500 million dollars.

Canada was surely the favored commonwealth on the British capital 
market.

Capital from the United States was even slower than the British to 
enter the Canadian field. By 1909 the United States investments in Canada 
totaled not quite 280 million dollars. This rose rapidly until they had 
reached 635 millions in 1913.

So when the great war crashed on Europe, one year later. "United| 
States investments in Canada were a little more than one-fifth of the 
British investments."

Now turn to another side of the picture
For years Canada had sent the bulk of her exports to England, while, 

the bulk of her imports had come from the United States. The figures for 
1913 are typical of the pre-war situation. In that year Canadian exports 
(of Canadian products) totaled 413 million dollars, of which more than 
half (215 millions) went to the United Kingdom, and 163 millions to the 
United States. In the same year. Canada imported goods to the value of 
618 million dollars, of which nearly two-thirds (395 millions) came from 
the United States, while only 132 millions came from the United Kingdom

In plain English. Canada was "borrowing in Britain, and using the 
money to pay for the goods which she was buying in the United States."

That is the trade situation in a nutshell, up to the time of the great 
war. Now let us see what happened

WHAT WAR DID TO CANADA.
The demand for Canadian goods was vastly increased by the war. Her 

exports jumped from 455 millions in 1913 to 1,179 million dollars in 1917 
Capital investments in her manufacturing industries rose from 1.994 million 
dollars in 1915 to 3,230 million dollars in 1917. This financial expansion is 
typical of all others during the war. The demand for capital grew by leaps

Sir Wilfrid Laurier, the Liberal premier, made reciprocity with the 

United States the big political issue in the 1911 election But he was 
defeated. Since then no political contest has been undertaken with reci­
procity as an issue.

Up to a few weeks ago the British government collected a duty one- 
sixth less on goods manufactured within the empire than on foreign manu­
factured goods. In Canada it extended to automobiles which were sixty 
per cent built in Canada. American automobiles, therefore, were manu 
factored in Canada for the British market. General Motors in Canada 
exported 18,000 cars in 1922. In one month this last year Canadian automo­
bile exports exceeded American automobile exports on the British market.

ULTIMATE EFFECT OF PREFERENCE.
Such a policy of imperial preference, if continued, would merely bring1 

more and more American capital into Canada, more factories would open, 
and it would tend to accelerate American financial domination and indus­
trial control still further. But the MacDonald government has been wise 
enough to see the ultimate effect and abolished the preference.

Today the economic control of Canada is becoming more and more 
centralized. It is now largely in American hands. This is not likely to 
decrease in the coming years. Indeed there is every indication that such 
"penetration" will move much more rapidly during the next ten years than 
before.

No one who has studied the Canadian problems will seriously contend 
that imperial preference for British-made goods will solve the problem of 
“Canada for the Canadians." It only would force American manufacturers 
to establish more and more plants within Canada. But they would be 
American plants, owned, operated and dominated by American capital. This 
would mean greater and greater American influence in shaping Canadian 
national policies.

Would reciprocity—a free exchange of goods between Canada and the 
United States—help solve the problem of keeping Canada free and inde­
pendent of foreign financial domination? From that standpoint it would 
be no worse than the policy of imperial preference. Neither of these 
policies will successfully meet this problem.

THE GREAT NATIONAL PROBLEM.
Eastern Canada, filled with factories, demands tariff protection and 

imperial preference on Canadian-made goods. They have manufactured 
goods to sell. The west demands reciprocity with the United States They 
have raw food materials to sell. The western prices of the foods are deter­
mined on the world market and not in Canada Protection does not help 
them. What the west wants is a chance to buy manufactured articles also 
on a world market, without paying the price of so-called protection, which 
doesn’t “protect” them. The contention of the west is that protection, as 
now understood, is one-sided. It does protect goods manufactured in 
Eastern Canada, but it does not protect “goods" manufactured on the farms 
in the west.

A protective tariff, with imperial preference within the British Empire 
favorable to Canadian manufacturers, or reciprocity and free trade with 
the United States: Which will it be?

Around this issue the great political parties of Canada will wage the 
greatest battles of the next decade.
