The brilliant success of the Irish 
vojs to America must be most gratifying 
to all who have at heart the welfare of 
the old land beyond the ocean.
York has contributed *37 (XX), Philadel­
phia 810,000, Boston .*11,000, and Pro­
vidence *10,000, and it muit be borne in 
mind that in these cities the work has 
only fairly begun. A very large amount 
will doubtless be added within the next 
couple of months, while other cities in 
the Union may be expected to be equally 
liberal in tbeircontributions. In addition 
to these subsoiiptions, it is also note, 
worthy that the utmost enthusiasm pre 
vails amongst all classes of Americsn 
citizens, members of congress, govern­
ors, mayors, etc, coming forward with 
words of encoursgement lo those who 
are fighting the cause of the oppressed.

There is, too, in the American mind, 
an ardent desire to see the Irish quts 
tion settled once for all. Toe state of 
that country has for many years caused 
a drain on American resources, millions 
of dollars,being annually sent over the 
Atlantic to keep starvation from the 
homes of the Irish peasantry, nearly all 
their earnings being forced from them, 
oftentimes at the point of the bayonet, 
to support a class, the greater bulk of 
whickqia made up of iszy squireens, pro­
fligate aristocrats, and lordly dudea who 
revel in luxury and debauchery, and 
whose highest ambition is to occupy a 
eeat.at the gaming table.

The uprising of the D: mocratic ele­
ment in England, Ireland and Scotland 
is one of the most fcopelul signs of the 
times. There might have been in Eng­
lish history a period when the aristocracy 
deserved some consideration, because of 
its lofty purpose and its sincere regard 
for the greatness of the country and the 
happiness of the people ; but no such 
condition now survives, and its power as 
a factor in the political life of the coun­
try is well nigh obliterated. Another 
election will witness its death and burial, 
so far as governing power is concerned. 
Tie Salisbury, and the Balfouts, and the 
detestable brood who hover about the 
Times ofiice, wiii fail heavily, never to 
rise again, when the English electorate 
march once more to the ballot box.

not to be thought of, as they have been 
abusing all nuns for the last three hun­
dred years as a sinful association, bearing 
on them the mark of the beast. “E ect 
Ladies” was very suggestive of Calvin- 
ism, as according to Gaisinistic doctrine 
the Elect only shall be saved. The 
teim wss adopted, therefore, apparently, 
to induce ladies to j lin under the hope 
that they would make tbeir salvation 
thereby secure. But if those ladies are 
the Elect only, are we to infer that the 
rest of the flick are Reprobates ?

Lord Salibhorv in a speech at the 
Lord Mayor’s banquet in London on 
the lO'.h inst, spoke of the policy of the 
Government in regard to several sub. 
jsets. He made reference es follows to 
toe prospect at the coming general elec, 
lion :

“ He would not enter into political 
prophecies, tne futility of which, he said, 
recent events had fully shown. For 
example, Boulanger had won bye elec, 
lions in all the great towns of France, 
but he had somehow failed lo win in the 
end. Skilled wire-pullers in America 
had been surprised at the sudden up­
rising of free trade, and European politi­
cal men had been equally astonished at 
the defeat of Triooupts in Greece.”

This language is certainly as «anguine 
as could be expected under the circum­
stances of so many defeats as his Govern, 
ment have sustained at the bye elec­
tions ; but those who do not look at 
matters through his Lordship’s .pedi­
cles will think there is some difference 
between Boulanger, who made himself 
rediculous by his failures and strange 
escapades, and Gladstone, a tried and 
steadfast statesman whose name is dear 
to the people. Under the different 
circumstances results will be different 
also. Basides, the cool English voter 
does not whirl about so rapidly as the 
fiery Frenchman.

There were ten thousand signatures to 
the petition of the Catholics of Manitoba 
to the Dominion Government asking for 
the disallowance of the School Act passed 
in that province abolishing Separate 
schools. The clergy of the Church of 
England at their late synod also expreestd 
apprehension lest tho result of the Act 
will be the destruction of religious educa­
tion. It would have been more ratisfic 
tory if the syuod had expressed openly Its 
cissattfaction with the oppresiive law, 
bat at ell events the very general fear to 
which its members gave expression leads 
to the belief that the law cannot be en­
forced without oppressing others besides 
Catholics, and as a corollary that it can­
not be enforced at all. It is rather late 
to shut the stable door when the steed is 
stolen, but we hope that all lovers of free 
religious education will unite for Its 
restoration, in which case there must re 
suit a great benefit to the Province. It is 
to be hoped also that the Dominion Gov­
ernment will veto the measure, as this 
will be the easiest way to settle the pres 
ent difficulty.

Fob the special benefit of those who 
sympathize wiih the Irish landlords in 
their war with their tenants, Mr. Labou- 
ctaere, in London Truth, thus describes 
these gentry :

111 know that there are some people, 
even amongRtdicals and N utionaliste,who 
profess a certain sentiment»I tenderness 
tor the Irish landlord. I confess I bave 
no such feeling in their regard, The 
Irish aristocrat is the poorest type of 
the class to be found anywhere. He is 
very rarely educated ; he is never patri­
otic, never public spirited ; his hand is 
never in bis own pocket, and never out 
of the tax payer’s ; he has never given a 
penny to schools or charities (unless 
proselytizing charities) or public under 
takings ol any kind. He has been a 
cruel and mean landlord, a rascally and 
jobbing grand juryman, and a partisan 
magistrate. Morale have never been hie 
strong point, and even bis manners are 
such as to have called forth the remark 
—that ’ lhe only people in Ireland who 
have not the manners of gentlefolk are 
the gentry.’ ”

A paper of Birmingham, Ala., relates 
as a fact that the last of a bind of thir 
teen ex Confederate officers was found 
dead in a gutter. During the war these 
officers made a sacrilegious and blasphem­
ous mockery while Impersonating Christ 
and His twelve Apostles at the Last 
Supper. Every one of the thirteen met 
with a tragic end, and not one received 
Christian burial. The man who found 
the dead body of the last of the band 
knew all the circumstances of the caee, 
and «xclalmid: “It was the baud of 
God.”

There are two hundred and seventy, 
five Catholic schools in Rime, the popu­
lation cf the city being about four 
hundred thousand. The godless Govern­
ment schools are not included in this. 
It certainly does not appear that the 
Church is neglecting the education of 
her children in the centre of unity. Yet 
fanatics would call this fact an attack 
upon education. That is what they do 
in this country, where ample provision 
is also made for the education of Catho­
lic children wherever we have the mean» 
of making it.

You b»v« oft«-n betn told tbmt Ihs 
Rotary occupies among tbe devotion* i f 
tbe Courofi a remarkable poeiti m, m 
uniting the two great forms of prayer, 
mental and vocal. Tbe fifteen myst. nkH 
of the Life of Jesus end of His Biested 
Mother are so rnauy hbort medil&tiotis 
proposed to us ; and indwelling on these 
great incidents of our redemption, in 
drawing from them pious atiectior.s aud 
resolutions, cjnsists tbe mental prayer 
of the Rjdary. Toe vocal prayer, which 
ie the second essential part, is made up, 
as you know, of the familiar Our Father, 
Hail Mary, and Glory be to the Father. 
Now, tbe R>eary proper, as commended 
by our Lady to St. Dominic, and aa in- 
dulgenced by the Caurch, unites these 
two forme of prayer together, wetving, if 
I may so spe ak, one in ihrougn tho other. 
To the poor and utterly iliir.eiate the 
mental part is not required lor tbe In­
dulgence—they have had a «pecial grant 
from Pope Benedict XIV. 
almost all of ua who are instructed in the 
method of prayer, aud in the several 
mysteries of our redemption, this union 
of the Paters and Aves, with the con 
sidération oi the Mysteries, ie essential, 
and without auch union we do not gain 
the Rhsary Indulgence.

But how shall we unite our medita­
tion on tbe Mysteries with cur devout 
recital of tbe prayer*? Hjw shall 
with any success, say one thing while we 
think another î (l am putting, you eee, 
the objection as, uo doubt, it i»often put 
by moat earnest souls ) Well, there is 
nothing eader. In tact, the difficult task 
would be to say this Pcalter of Mary, 
these three hundred and titty Aves, with 
out the interefcb aud coustaut change 
added by the fast succeeding mystiries. 
Such a lorm ot prayer, St. Liguori 
might well be called difficult—to many 
almost impossible. But once throw upon 
the Paters and Aves the light of the Mys­
teries, and monotony and dullness 
ish, and tho Rosary appears in its true 
beauty and attractive simplicity.

I said that this should be a sort of drill; 
so let us take to-day the first division oi 
the Holy Rueary and see bow 
unite to the contemplation of ite Five Joy- 
ful Mysteries tbo dtvout recital of the 
prayttti upon the btads.

You are familiar with ltisary cards, or 
ticket», aa they are sometimes called. 
Did you ever see such a card without a 
picture? Very seldom, 1 think That 
picture ia moat important ; lor in 
minde we must have before us, that we 
may contemplate it, a picture, vivid and 
life like, and actually present to us, of 
the scene commemorated in the Mys 
tery. With that scene before us, with 
the holy personages whom we addiese 
taking pan in it, or, witü ua, contemplât- 
mg it, we recite our decade.

Take the first joyful mastery.
It is the first joyiul mystery, the An- 

nunciition Sse Mary, tue holy niiiden 
of Naziieth, saluted by Gabriel, the 
messenger from Ujd. Contemplate h»-r 
numility, cnaauty, resignation to God’s 
will : his reverence before the Qjeen of 
Angels, the mother ot his Goa. And 
then adore the Word made ti sh, the 
fruit of Mary’s womb, Jesus, God with 
us. Oh, how easily we do, in presence 
of such a scene, and with hearts 
to their depths by such a mystery of 
love, how easily do we begin our decade 1 
14 Our Father, Who art in Heaven, h&l 
lowed be Thy name,” hallowed for send 
ing that Angel to that Virgin, hallowed 
for not sparing Thy only.begotten Son, 
sending him down to be made flesh !
44 Thy Kingdom come,” ir, has come to ua 
with Jeeus lucarnate ; Thy will be done,” 
i: is as perftctly doue lt on earth ” by 
Mary, “as it ia m Heaven, Give aa this 
day our daily bread,” esust Th m refuse 
ua anything, after giving ua Thy Sun?
44 And forgive ua our tressa sea,” ah, oar 
sine of pride, so uulike this humility of the 
Word Incarnate, of Miry, cf Gab lei ; our 
sins of aelfhhneis, so unlike this Mituen’s 
chaste confusion : Forgive us our trea- 
pasasos, 4>aa we forgive them that trespass 
against ue ; and lend us not into tempta

Of course It takes more lime to say thete 
things than to think them And I need 
not add that pi ace tbe depth of each 
Mystery i.i infinite, eo may bo the applica­
tion of it to tbe prayers—to that no two 
of our Rosaries need be alike, but may he 
even going further and further Into the 
sweetness of these sacred scenes, adding 
fruit upon fruit of pious affection and 
and resolve, building up our lives in the 
spirit and practica of Christianity, and un­
folding to us more and more tho beauties 
ofChiiatiaa doctrine.—Rev. Arthur Ry n

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THE SUNDAY OBSERVANCE.

Church Progress.
The great efforts periodically made by 

legislators and city cutmclle to enforce the 
proper observance of Sunday dees not 
seem to meet the approval of chizeus 
who, in a matter of such kind, are led to 
believe every law raeeed to compel people 
to any certain mr.de of obiervauco, par 
takes somewhat of Puiltanic bigotry. 
Several of rur large cities have inaugur 
ated their different modes of celebrativg 
Sunday, but, after some experience, the 
officers of the law seem to be the first to 
give up thtir efforts and retire defeated 
In their attempts.

Since the days of that religious rebel­
lion In tbe sixteenth century that swept 
away much of the angelic spirit of the 
Sunday celebration, Protestantism ha» 
never since been remarkable for Sunday 
celebration nor f ir filling their churches 
with devout worshippers

The Puritan idea of SuEday, which In 
New England was a b’ack fastday atd 
which m America from Maine to Con 
necttcut was a dismal howling and grim 
Being of hypocrisy, has never penetrated 
countries ot Catholic tradttiors and teach­
ing. Sunday la a feast of Ohristlsn joy 
and to be observed by religious devotion 
ard Innocent amusement. The cry of 
laws and restriction is begotten of the in­
ability of the sects to draw worshippers or 
supply woiehlppera with any of the do- 
votlci/F of Catholic practices. We Catho­
lics are never heaid clamoring for Sun­
day laws. Our people are taught by tbe 
Caurch, which they hear, how to spend 
tbe Sunday aud they require no laws to 
compel them to attend religious services. 
In purely Catholic cities the great uumbe.s 
on their" way to church In forenoons to 
comply with the obligations cf hearing 
Ma-s and in afternoons to attend Vespers 
tell us Catholics need no civil legl-latlon 
that Protestants call on to supply decorum 
for the Sunday.

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MR. BALFOUR AND THE 
IRISH FAMINE.

The trip of Mr. Arthur Balfour through 
Ireland baa been productive ol this 
much good at least, that it baa awakened 
him and his government to the fact that 
the danger of famine is imminent to the 
country unless immediate steps be taken 
to avertit, and he has pledged himself and 
the government that these steps shall be 
taken. It is true that very little reliance 
can be placed on bis promises ; yet m 
the teeth of the world, in the teeth of 
British public opinion, which, for the 
first time in the history of the empire, 
has been brought to bear upon the act­
ual condition of Ireland, it will be hard 
for him to breek the pledges he haa so 
solemnly given this time.

American public opinion has also hesn 
strongly brought to bear upon the sub j set. 
No sooner was It definitely announced 
that the crop upon which the people depend 
for sustenance will be a failure than the 
sympathies of the people of America were 
aroused. Committees were appointed 
throughout the country end collections 
were taken up In cider to afford relief In 
this dire distress.

Tee Government, in the meantime, 
threw a'l the discredit it could on the 
facts, and actually, through Mr. Balfour, 
declared in Parliament that they were 
greatly exaggerated, and that there was 
no danger ol famine. The tame refrain 
wee taken up by the Tory press, the 
Timei, of course, leading. That portion 
of the press in this country which is 
always inimical to Ireland re echoed the 
same statements, quoting the Ttm« at 
their chief authority—the Timei so noior. 
ious for its unscrupulousness.

In 1848 the rimes actually gloated 
over the impending destruction of the 
Irish race, or at least the destruction of 
a large proportion thereof, through 
famine and fever, and the dispersion of 
the rest, and its aphorism so exultingly 
uttered at that time—“Toe Irish are 
going—going with a vengeance’’— is not 
forgotten by Irishmen to this day, nor 
by the rest of the world. The Tima is 
to day controlled by kindred spirits with 
those who mansged it in 1848, and the 
people of America who have ever sym. 
patniied with Ireland in her distress 
paid no attention to the assurances of 
the Tima that there is no danger now. 
Hence no sooner was it made known 
through other sourcea than the Times 
that the poor people of Ireland are m 
danger, than offers of assistance were at 
once made. This is what has chiefly 
stirred the Salisbury Government, 
through very shame, to make thé pres­
ent promises of relief,

The Government have, as yet, taken 
no measures for the purpose of meeting 
the crisis. Will they do so ? We have 
already said that it it very doubtful ; how­
ever they have promised, and that is the 
first step, at all events, towards perform­
ance. Mr. Balfour states that public 
works will at once be started in the dis­
tressed districts to enable the people to 
earn a livelihood independently of their 
bad potato crop. This will assuredly, if 
carried out, afford at least partial relief.

In consequence of these promises the 
American Uommittee in New York for 
the relief of famine have withdrawn their 
appeal to America for assistance. It is 
not their intention that the Committee 
should dissolve, but they recognize that

Nowhere in Holy Scripture lr It asserted 
tbat there mutt be found a text of Scrip, 
tuse to confirm a doctrine which Is clearly 
handed down from the Apostles, and is 
sustained by the authority of the Church, 
Oj the contrary, St. Paul commande In 
2 These. II, 14: "Therefore brethren, 
stand fast : and hold the traditions which 
you have learned, whether by word or by 
our epistle.” The teaching of tbe 
Apostles by word Is, therefore, of the same 
authority aa if they bed recorded it ln the 
Scriptures, which have come down to us 
from them. We will, however, for the 
sattsfection of onr readers, show ln a 
future liaue the force of Seilotunl argu­
ment by which may be proved the two 
cognate doctrines of purgatory and pray­
ers for the dead:

As St. Aogustlne has bean mentioned 
by our contemporary as having derived 
his belief ln prayers for the dead from his 
early heathenism, we will conclude this 
article by quoting that illustrious and 
learned Doctor of the Chnrch to show 
that he derived it, not from heathenism, 
but from the positive teaching of the 
Church :

“In the book of Maecabeee we read that 
sacrifice was offered for, the dead ; but 
even If nowhere In the ancient Scriptures 
were this read, the authority of the uni­
versal Church, which Is clear In regard to 
this usage, would be of no email weight, 
whereas among the prayer» which the 
priest offers up to the Lrrd God at Hla 
altar, there ii found a commendation of 
the dead.” (St. Aug. book on *' Cote for 
the Dead ’’)

There are other passages of similar Im­
port ln his writings, all of which prove 
that the authority ol the Church on this 
point is most decisive.

It will bo noticed that St, Augustine 
asserts not only : 1, tbat prayers are to 
offered for the dead ; bnt, 2, that the book 
of Maccabees, which authorizes them. Is 
Holy Scripture ; 3, that the authority of 
the Church on this point Is sufficient 
justification for this cr any other usage ; 
4, that the whole Church practical It ; 5, 
that it is found in the liturgy ; 6, that 
sacrifice Is effoted up under the New Law 
for this purpose juit as It was under the 
Old Liw. This, of course, refers to the 
Sacrifice of the Maes. A more complete 
proof of the identity of the Catholic 
Church of to day with the Church of Si.

As far as Catholics 
were cencerned, It was a question solely of 
defending the parochial Catholic ichooli 
from tbe violent assault» which were made 
upon them for years, aud which at the 
present time were of each a nature 11 to 
threaten their very existence.

Truly keathece aud Jews prayed for 
the dead, and the Jewi do so still lo the 
most solemn manner ; but Christians also 
did so from the earliest ages, as the Review 
acknowledges. The mention of heathens 
lu onnec’lon with the practice Is made 
by the Review for the purpose of throwing 
discredit on It, bnt If heathens have re 
tsloed certain practices of the true re­
ligion It comes from the fact that they 
have Inherited them from the remote 
âges, when their ancestors, Noah and his 
Immediate descendants, held the truth of 
God. Thli, so far from being a reason 
why a doctrine should be rejected, Is a 
proof that It comes from a revelation 
given by Gad before the dispersion of the 
human race—ngea before the Mosaic law 
wss-ertabllshed. It is a confirmation that 
it Is one of the immutable truths of God.

The Review acknowledges that St. 
Augustine prayed for the dead, but he 
attributes this to hla early heathen educa­
tion. E «lier still than Si. Augustine was 
Tdttulllan, who lived and wrote within a 
century from the death of St. John the 
Apostle, No one waa more severely 
opposed than he to on y practice which 
savored of heathenism ln the sllghteet 
degree; yet he declares that prayers for the 
dead arc derived from Apostolic teaching. 
He adds, in his book on “ Monogamia 
« Let her (tie wife) pray for her dead bus- 
baud's soul and ask rest for him, and 
cumpanlonehlp with him In the first resur­
rection, and let her make oblation for 
him annually ; for unless she do this she 
has repudiated him as far as she can do 
eo.”

A FINE EXHIBIT.

It is the intention of the Catholics of 
the West to make a thoroughly American 
exhibit of Catholic educational work at 
the World’s Fair, which will be held in 
Chicago in 1892. Ample space has been 
promised by tbe directors for a complete 
exhibit, and a committee ie being formed 
to carry out the project with the assist­
ance of Catholic educationists through­
out the union.

In relerence to this exhibit, some 
fanatical journals, which are constantly 
foremost in misrepresenting everything 
which Catholics do, have made insulting 
comments. Among these the Method­
ist Advocate of Detroit “ wonders ” if the 
Catholics will “ exhibit all the schemes 
undertaken for the destruction of the 
Public schools.”

It has been discovered that there Is In 
Minneapolis a secret sworn society the 
object of which Is to prevent Catholics 
from acquiring political power.

While 
every other E iropeau com mu nil y has 
gone forward by leap* and bounds along 
the path of wealth, Ireland has grown 
poorer and poorer, aod it has come to 
this, that in Ireland no man can be honest 
and make a career.

The effect of the social condition of 
the people during eighty years of the 
most corrupt and most dishonest system 
of government in modern Europe has 
made famine an institution in Ireland. 
Every ten years we have an artificial 
famine, or, rather, what I may describe 
as a fraudulent famine, and there never 
has been since the union a famine that 
can be traced to the visitation of Provi­
dence. (Cries of “ Good ” and up- 
plause ) There has never been a single 
year, including 1846 and 1847, when 
there did not grow upon the soil of Ire­
land twice as much as would feed every 
every human being in that country, 
f Applause. )

These are the things which have 
burned into the hearls of the men of 
Tipperary. Though they have been 
going on day after day and month after 
month, Mr. Balfour has the audacity to 
lalk about the intimidation being all on 
the side of the men who have borne all 
these things without shedding a drop of 
blood.

There was one terrible stain of blood 
on Tipperary. One evening a body of 
thirty.seven policemen, armed with 
rifles, tired on a crowd which they them 
selves estimated at sixty persons, killing 
several persons, among them a boy of 
fourteen. There was an inquest and a 
verdict of wilful murder agaiust the 
who fired, for no policeman dared to say 
that he bad been injured. What could 
the Government prove to vindicate the 
course of justice ?

Mr. T. D. Sullivan was next intro­

duced. The venerable ex-lord mayor of 
Dublin received a grand ovation. He 
said : We come before you to ask for 
help to carry us through tho last days of 
a winning battle. (Applause ) We 
nearing the consummation and the glory 
and the triumph ol that victory in which 
not only we in our generation but our 
fathers before us for many a generation 
strove, sacrificed and suffered. (Ap 
plause.>, And our present Tory rulers 
appeared to have nourished in their 
souls the fond delusion that they in 
their time could strike down and 
quer and suppress a race and a people 
mat all the tyrants and oppressors be­
fore them tried their strength upon, and 
tried it in vain, (Great enthusiasm )

The sword of Cromwell, the persecu­
tions of Elizabeth and other sovereigns, 
the confiscations of James and of Wil­
liam have been tried against u*, and 
people hove suffered, sacrificed and 
endured, but never surrendered. (Loud 
cheers.)

Lord Salisbury and Mr. Balfour think 
they will subdue and conquer the Irish 
people of to-day.

What is the story of Tipperary ? 
What is the origin of the fight there? 
The tenants on the Ponaonby estate, a 
vast estate in Cork, were among the 
first who forced the Government io pass 
in 1887 a land bill which they had re 
jected with scorn and insult when it was 
proposed by Parnell in 1886 They 
yielded on the question of justice, but 
they and the landlords determined that 
in the interest of Irish landlordism it 
was necessary to make examples of the 
tenants whose gallantry had forced 
them to yield. What did they do ?

Those tenente, the justice of whose 
caut.e was the very groundwork and justi­
fication of the Act of 1887, were deliber­
ately excluded from the benefits of that 
Act, which their own sacrifices and their 
own gallantry had won. The landlords 
and the Government combined and con­
spired to ruin those men, to put them 
outside of the pale of the la v, hunt them 
down like wild beasts, and eet them up 
as scarecrows to terrify the Irish people 
from ever again attempting to defy the 
law of landlordism or ot government.

TUB PONSONBY TENANTS
were emorg the men marked out for 
destruction.

Now that was tha issue that was 
deliberately raised by Mr. Smith Barry. 
The case of the Ponsonby men seemed 
desperate. Evictions were beginning. 
Mr. Smith-Barry announced that he 
would clear out the entire population of 
that estate, more than two thousand 
souls. There seemed to bs no prospect 
for them but ruin and extermination, 
when suddenly the men of Tipperary rose 
up and cried, “ Hands off !” (Tremendous 
applause and cheering )

They said : “ These men have fought 
our battle and the battle of Ireland. It 
is because they fought it successfully 
that you are about to exterminate them, 
to ruin them. If you lay a finger on the 
Ponsonby tenants, you will have to 
reckon with every tenent of your own in 
Tipperary.” (Applause and cheers.)

Tipperary is one of the richest dis­
tricts in Ireland ; these Tipperary men 
had enormous interests in their busi­
ness, but they said, “ We will risk it all, 
we will sacrifice it all, we will leave your 
streets, your farms vacant, we will make 
your estates a leper settlement that no­
body will touch. We will fine you 
^20 000 a year for your devil’s work on 
tne Ponsonby estates. And if you are 
rich and powerful and the Government 
behind you is rich and powerful, you will 
find that the men ot Tipperary are as 
stubborn men as you (applause), 
that we will stand and fall by our coun- 
fry men on the Ponsonby estate.”

Tnat id the story of Tipperary. That 
is what they promised Mr. Smith-Barry 
that they would do. That is what they 
have done, most gloriously and most 
wonderfully done, in the teeth, I verily 
believe, of f-uoh a combination of Eng­
lish gold and of English coercion as no 
people in all the world ever before con- 
tested, and contested successfully. 
(Oneere and applause.)

bayonets—to 4,000,000 people (delDive 
laughter and cheers), and the chief 
business of the police i. to pull down 
the houses of the people.

In the county of Tipperary, in the 
year 1845, there were 420,000 human 
beings, but the landlords got rid of 
human beings to make place for cattle, 
and so at the present time there are only 
190,000 people left to day out of that 
420,000, You cannot tied a parallel to 
that in all human history. That iliua 
strates a destruction of human life and 
population that no civil war ever in­
flicted, And yet it is made a reproach 
to us that we do not respect law and 
order.

I myself love law, and I love order, 
when law and order are for the good of 
the people. (Applause.) I love law and 
order when that law and order is based 
upon the will and votes of a free com­
munity. But I am not ashamed to admit 
and Ifrankly admit it—that I hate law and 
I bate order when tbat law and that order 
is based on the bayonets of a despotic 
government (applause) and when its 
enforcement means the destruction of 
the liberties, lives and homes of the 
people who live under it. For my part, 
I scorn the man who profeaaea to be an 
admirer of law and order in Ireland or in 
Russia. (Renewed applause), Now, in 
1880 we started our policy.

MANY PEKDICIED FAILURE,
but we have tried it, and we have not 
failed. (Applause.) Tbank God, with 
the people ot America at our back (great 
applause) we have stood upon that policy, 
and, m spite of all the corruption, and all 
the forces and all the Coercion Acts of 
one of the greatest Governments in 
Europe, we are winning (renewed 
cheers), and the people of Ireland are on 
the high road now to be masters of their 
own soil and the masters of their own 
destiny. ( Applause),

During those ten years we have made 
more progress to rescue the Irish ten­
ants lrom the slavery into which they 
were plunged than ever went beiore, 
and I think it has been a very wonderful 
work, even though I myself took part in 
it. We have literally effected a révolu 
lion, and we have done it almost with­
out shedding any human blood. When 
we took up the movement, the Irish ten­
ant was little better than a slave. We 
have carried on that movement in face 
of the whole power of the British Gov­
ernment, and we look back with pride 
on the fact that all tho gold in England 
has never bought one following from our 
party. (Great cheering )

Ten years have rolled over our heads, 
and we have spent a good deal of these 
ten years in jail. (Laughter and ap­
plause) Yet, in spite of all that, we 
are winning (great applause) ; and most 
marvellous of all is the fact that men 
who, seven or eight years ago, were 
leaders of the army of our enemies, have 
become converted to our cause.

At this point the speaker mentioned 
the name of Gladstone, and the audience 
cheered loudly, These men, said Mr. 
Dillon, are now fighting in the vanguard 
of liberty and defending the oauae of 
Ireland.

Can you wonder that we are proud of 
Tipperary. To this hour not a man has 
been conquered. They have withstood 
every assault upon their liberties as 
gallantly as the iron coasts of Clare Bung 
back the foam from the Allantic waves. 
(Applause ) There they stand uncon­
querable by all the might of England. 
There they will stand to the end.

And even in the very heart of Eog. 
land, if we now want to atir an audience 
of English workingmen to enthusiasm, 
we nave only to name the name of Tip­
perary, and you have that whole audi­
ence upon their feet. (Applause.) For 
Englishmen, to their credit be it said, 
love pluck and despise cowardice.

We have only got to bridge over the 
gulf—and it is not a very wide gulf now 
—between this and the general election. 
Rescue is at hand. The relief army is 
approaching. The tramp is already 
heard.

What we want to do is to send across 
the waves to Tipperary, and to all the 
other gallant men who are fighting in 
the cause of right, a message to hold the 
fort and to be of good heart and of good 
cheer ; that we were right when we told 
them that there are millions upon mil­
lions of true Irish hearts all the world 
over who are praying for them, who are 
blessing them, who would never desert 
them, and never will fail them, and 
never will see them stricken down, be the 
struggle long or short, until the flig of 
Ireland, which they have so gallantly 
kept floating against all the hosts of 
landlordism and of Dublin Castle, shall 
fljat triumphantly, not merely orer a 
free and happy Tipperary, but over a 
free and happy Irish nation. (Tremen­
dous and long continued applause and 
cheers.)

Which of the thorny shrubs supplied 
the Crown of Tourna ha. been differently 
decided, sometimes as the box thorn, the 
blackberry, the bramble, and blackthorn ; 
but the prettiest ltgend la, that it was 
made from the rose briar, and that the 
eacred blood which watered It made It 
blo-som with roses.

There is a tradition that the Holy 
F.mlly rested under a fig-tree on their 
11 ght Into Eygpt, and that the tree still 
stood near toe city of On, where It was 
shown for centuries ; and there is a Ger­
man legend that when, on their flight, the 
Holy Family passed through a forest all 
the trees but the a.pea bent forward to do 
homage, and that the divine Child, 
noticing this, reproved the aspeu, which 
trembled at His words and has trembled 
ever since. The rose of Jericho In an­
other tradition Is said to have sprung up 
beneath their feet, and hence was called 
Mary’s Rose, and the pine-tree sheltered 
them from Herod’s suldlese, while the 
juniper opened lie branches aud took tb 
beneath Its shade

Another beautiful legend of the flight 
into Egyptis that when our Lady washed 
the swaddling clothes of her divine Baby 
lu a fountain where they halted, 11 owering 
shrubs sprang up to mark the spot. Aud 
so through the ages of faith, when the 
people were pious and child like, we fiud 
on all sides the most charming thoughts 
connected with the flowers of the field 
aud poetical traditions surrounding their 
growth, for always poetry and faith are 
closely allied, particularly in child like 
minds.

There never wao » religion without olng. 
ing, because there never was a rtUglon 
that did not have for one of ice chief 
of won hip the sounding ol the prams of 
Hod. To sound one’s praises naturally 
leads ue to use a more exalted form of 
language thau plain every day discourse, 
and also to express our sentiments in 
more melodious tones than we commonly 
use in conversation with one another. 
So in religious worship we employ poeti­
cal forme of speech, such as psalms, hymne, 
and canticles. Indeed all the language of 
wcnhlp in onr holy Catholic religion, at 
Mass or Vespers, is highly poetical in its 
sentiment, even when not rhymed and in 
the form of ordinary prose. Toen, how 
much singing there is, or ought to be of 
all ihia poetiy 1 need not tell you.

Singing adds to words prayer cf 
and praise what good cookery does 
for meats and other food. It gives it a 
relish, makes it mere oppetîz'ng, and a 
deal more nouiiehing. Saying Low 
reading pious prayers, or reciting the 
heeds m place of Vespers, may be all well 
enough when you cannot have better ; 
but the Catholic Church has a better way 
—a way she has always uracticed—and 
that in to sing at Divine Worthlp,

”Oh, yes,” you say, “we know what 
you mean ; the choir and the priest at thd 
altar sing High Macs and Vespers.”

To which I esy again : All that is well 
enough when you cannot have better. 
But better iheie is, and that ia when all 
the people slug, as well as the choir.

“ You never hear of such a thing ? * More’s 
tee pl»y. But the Catholic Church has 
htatd of It, and would like to hear 
of it, and to would. God ; for then we 
would have High Mass and Vespers cele- 
brated in perfection. And where ia the 
good Catholic who would not like to see 
the worship cf his Church done In the 
most perfect manner ? It Is being 
done in some places yet, and the old 
prsctico is reviving

There is a good deal of thinking and a 
good deal of praying for that, and the 
tidy Spirit is answering these prayers hy 
inspiilng a movement towards encoura^ 
ii g the people to ting in church who 
never ear g there. Congregational ser­
vices and tirglt g are etartir g up every 
where, at home avd abroad, tu the delight 
of everybody. The bishop and priests 
oee what, a good work it Is, and are gMcg 
their blessing atd their help to it. You 
aeo how popular a service it ia already 
here in this Churc.% bow all the people 
like to sing, and how well they ting too. 
But all do cot come yet that might come. 
Thae is rot m for more men. r.od wo 
vaut more of their s.roi g voices in the 
prr.yers end in the hymns. “ You would 
come but you arc so tired ? ’ Come, 1 say, 
and you shall fiud it a season of refresh 
ment and renewed vtg r for both soul and 
body. Come a few times anyway, just to 
try. You won’tne*d asking after that.

FATHERS LALLKMANT AND BHE- 
BŒUF. HillKeoond Vi

1S Written tor the Catholic Riookd,
It I. proposed to erect a memorial 

church at Pentangulihene in honor ot the 
Jeialt. Je.n de Biel at if sud Gabriel 
Lillemant, on the rite of their first mis­
sion among the aavrgai. For this par 
pose a collection was taken up In the 
Church of Ursa, Montreal, daring Octo­
ber, end contributions received by the 
R,v. F. Lsboureau at St. Mary’« College. 
Father Lsboureau Is the present pastor 
of Pentangulihene. Tile personal history 
of the devoted men shore mentioned 
must always be of Interest to Con -diene, 
Irrespective of race or creed. It is par­
ticularly Interesting to Catholics, at this 
moment, when steps are being taken for 
their beatification. Jean de Brel œ if, 
called distinctively “ the Apostle of the 
Huron”,’’ wu first sent from France by 
bis superiors In 1625. That winter was 
spent in wondering to the forest, with the 
Moutaguals tribe. In 1626 he went Into 
the Baton country, where, after un­
told hardship', he foundid missions, and 
speedily endeared himself to the isvegee, 
who lecroed to repose a childlike confi­
dence In “ Kchon ” In 1629, by reason 
of the English occupation, he 
pelled ts return to trance.

In the fall of 1033 he proceeds 
more to the Huron settlements, after 
hardships, which arc described by himself 
In a letter to bis superiors and by hie com - 
pinions. Wnen they had any food at all, 
It was meal dipped In water, end this some­
times failed for a day or two at s time, If 
the provisions which tho Indians had con 
ceiled by the way chanced to have been 
stolen. They slept at night on iho rock 
or In a dose tent with unsavory savages. 
By day, owing to the Illness of their 
Huron guides, they paddled the canoee, 
and carried their luggage—that is the 
altar ornaments, all their personal effects 
having been left behind fur fear of over­
crowding— from one portage to 
the other. Sometimes they end tj 
make ai many sa four jiumeys 
from the landing place to that of embark­
ation. Yet Father Brelcc if, In bis letter, 
rejrices that thus they bad "began to 
carry the cross in honor of oar Sivionr 
and for the salvation of these poor bar­
barians."

Hie arrival was an occaeion of much re. 
jolting to the Huron”, who cried out with 
one voice “ Here is Echon come back to 
us. Echon, my brother, iny nephew, my 
cousin, have you come back to us "

The years that follow, with short Inter­
vals, passed at Q tohec or at the mission of 
Sillery, till the date of the martyrdom, 
1649, were speot la going from village to 
village, from tribe to tribe, evangelizing, 
baptizing, administering sacraments, In­
structing catechumens, tending the sick aod 
burying tbs dead. Tee hardships endured, 
the privâti ice, the physical dlsc-imtorts, 
the mental distress, the humiliations, form 
a sum total beyond our Imagination. 
Whole v[Urges of Indians were stricken 
with a species of plague ; others, again, 
had customs respecting the burial of tbe 
dead, for example, too repugnant to 
modern eecekdilties for mention, 
food consisted usually of msal end water ; 
meet was to be had about six times In the 
year ; fish occasionally. From time to 
time calumnies were circulated amongst 
the tribes b/ apostate or Infidel Hurooa 
against Father do Bret œ if. 
magician who killed toe people by his 
charms. He was In league with the Iro­
quois and had sworn the extermination of 
tbe Huions If he and his companions 
knelt to prey, they were using incanta­
tions.
