Feeding Meal to Stock

I believe there are many farmers who feed from
four to eight quarts of meal a day to one beef

creature, till they feed from seven to ten cwt. of
meal to one beef, and who never slaughter an or-
dinary sized beef that yields upward of forty
pounds of rough tallow.

These farmers feed their meal dry. This isa
great waste. My practice in fattening beef and
swine, as well as feeding cows for milk, has been
to pour boiling water on as much meal as would
not make the animal’'s bowels move too freely;
at night and in the morning, when the mush is
cool, give it to the cow or pig.

In covering the meal with boiling water in this
way, the starch of the grain is dissoived, and the

{animal receives the entire nutriment of the

| grain.
