I
can only say that this admirable Lecture
delivered as it was with graceful dignity
and sweet pathos, was eminently thought-
ful, scholarly, ive, and seasona~
ble.

3. The Conference deems it necessary
to urge the claims of this Fund upon the
cousideration of all the friends of our
Church, under the conviction that hither-
to they have neither been sufficiently ap-
prehended nor supported by the connexion
generally. The improvement in the income
to the Fund is only fourteen dollars in ad-
vance of 1869-70.

4. The Conference records with regret
the removal by death of the late Hon. John
H. Anderson, who for matly years cheer-
fully and faithfully discha the daties of
Lay Treasurer of this Fund, and who by
his valuable services contributed largely to
the promotion of this and other depart-
ments of our Church interests.

5. That the thavks of the Conference be
presented to Rev. H. Pickard, D. D., the
Treasurer for his earnest attention to, the
duties of his office, and also to the Rev.
James Taylor, for his faithful services as
Secretary.

by sea, the development of railroads and
magnetic telegraphy, and the ease and ra-
pidity with which men can now run to and
fro over the face of the earth, combined
have created a demand for cultivated talent,
chiefly farnished by the middle classes, that
fifty years ago would have been deemed
impossible. Without question this demand,
ever growing, as it is comes into strenuous
competition with the vocation to the Chris-
tian ministry. By the necessities of the
case, and by the will of God, we must look
to the clusses but moderately endowed with
this world’s goods for a large proportion of
the youth who are to be our coming minis-
try. And the fact is not at all to be regret-
ted. In all lands in which Methodism is a
power, the cottages of poverty have given
to its ministerial ranks some of the noblest
spirits that walk the earth or brighten in
the skies. Nor is it thus with our church
alone. There have been and there are myri-
ads of men whose praise isin all the churches,
whose names are dear to every church, that
came up at the bidding of God trom the
tribulations of poverty. Yes, and there
gleam in the starry diadem of the Great
King gems of the most perfeet beauty that
once lay encrusted with ignorance in the
lower strata of human society, but were
found and polished by God’s jewellers, and
are forever counted as God’s jewelry.

Oh, it matters not at all where the pre-
cious youth may be found that we need, it
matters not where they mend the net, or
wield the axe, or guide the plough, or
watch the flock. It is of no moment at all
at what bench they drive the plane, from
what anvil they scatter the sparks, or amid
what smoke they pursue their sooty toil.
Wear they the lordly impress of intellect
on their brows, or glistens the fire of genius
in their eyes, and glows the fire of God with
quenchless ardor in their hearts? ~Hasten
in search of them.

I cannot refer fully to
the characteristic speeches of E. E. Jen-
kins and W. O. Simpson, but excellent as
those were they give place in the memory
of your correspondent to the clear, precious
and powerful sentences which fell trrom the
lips of Wm. Arthur. He spoke utider deep
emotion, and his words were nearly all
praise to God for the wondrous results and
the opened doors, which had stirred his
soul to its innermost depths. ,

but it is my decided conviction that the
Committee Meetings of this year have far
surpassed thosc of previous years in lively
interest and spiritual results and power.

Question XVI.

ANSWER.

1. The Conference most gratefully ob-
serves that this important Fund continues
to receive increasing attention from our
people by a uniform improvement in the
receipts from the Circuits year by year,
though it regrets to find a falling off in the
amounts contributed this year on a few of
the more prominent Districts in the Con-
ference.

Our Supernumerary Ministers and their
families are committed to the Church as a
sacred trust ; and we feel assured that ac-
cording as they are sustained, who have
been worn out in the service of the Master,
and are coufidently reposing upon the bene-
volence of a people whose interests are to
them an increasing and exhausting respon-
sibility, God will bless and prosper our
cause.

3. The Conference once more appeals to
the Church for such an augmentation of
pecuniary gifts and annual contributions to
this Fund, -as shall render its resources
ample to meet all the demands which the
Providence of God may permit in the future
to fall upon it.

Questiox XVIIL

What are the Resolutions of Conference

All through Sunday, and late
in the afternoon, vast crowds of men, women
and children assembled around the monument
of the Duke of Wellington in Phaenix Park,
about three bundred yards from the viceregal
residence, where the royal party, including the
Prince of Wales, Prince Arthur, and Princess
Louise and the Marquis ot Lorne, are staying.
A large force of police s ood in reserve ro-
tect the palace, and, if possible, to b up
the procession. The crowd grew every minute
stronger and stronger, until it became so large
as to be unmanageable. The procession was
formed by Symth, Sullivan and Nolan, who ar-
rived at the bead of five bundred men wearing
the green. They were all on horseback but
dismounted on arriving at the monumeft. The
meetinf commenced at halt-past four o'clock,
when Police-Superintendent Haw advanced,
with a strong escort. At his appearance the
people groaned and hissed. He addressed the
crowd, but could not be heard. He ascended
the steps of the Wellington monument and ad-
m.eti the crowd, ordering Smyth and bis fol-
lowers to desist, but he could not be heaid.
After three vain appeals to the rioters he de-
clared that he would use force to break up the
meeting, and ordered the mea to charge the
crowd. No sooner had he given the word of
command than be was hurled to the bottom ot
the monument and barbarously -ill treated.
The police, with clubs raised alott, then ru hed
upon the mob. A frighttul scene ensued.
len, women mnd children were indiscrininately
kicked, beaten, trampled under the foot aond
fatally injured, several policemen were kicked
down, while the rioters fell by scores. The
ﬁghtlng became itensified. Stones were thrown
and sticks freely used by the populace. The
riot lasted for more than half an hour, during
which the police was several times in danger
of been overpowered, but receiving reinforce-
ments succeeded in dispersing the mob.  Forty-
seven people are known to have been fatally
injured. Smyth, Sullivan and Nolan the lea-
ders of the riot, were badly burt, and a great
number of the police force bruised by sticks
and stones. The hospitals are full of wounded
people, and great excitemeat prevails in the
city. The authorities are firm in their determi
nation to prevent any further meeting, and the
leaders of the attempt to day will be prosecuted.
They have all been arrested. During the riot
the military were kept in readiness for action in
case the police wereamable to quell the riot.
T'he troops were about to be called out, when
order, alter strenous exertions, was eventually
restored by the police. The fighting exteaded
over the whole length of the quays. Violent
exclamations and iusulting epithets were uttered
by the rioters against the Prince of Wales and
the whole Royal family. Every window show-
ing flags in honor and loyalty to the Queen
was smashed. Over ong hundred injured are
now under treatment at the hespital.

TELEGRAPH NEWS.
