Mrs. ie at the same
time read him some hymns, Mr. Brown
suggesting that she should read “ Oh
Sacred Head once Woanded,” and finding
it for her in our new collection. Heseem-
ed to listen attentively, and said he liked

difficult. About nine o’clock he again
asked Mr. Brown to pray, and on Mr.

T Scroor Questrox.—Prince Ed-
ward Island elections last week gave
the finishing stroke to the sectamnan
school system in the Dominion. It
now appears that wherever the question
is left to the people, Free Schools are
to be the prevailing system. The Island
was the last stand of sectarian schools;
the battle had been fought in every
other Province. It will now remain for
those who come into power there, to
make a right, wise, faithful, judicious
use of their authority. The majority
of Free school members returned is not
very large.

Ox the day before the P. E. Island
elections occurred, the Halifax School
Board adopted a resolution which gives
Roman Catholic members of that Board
the right of nominating teachers for
the Roman Catholic schools of the city,
and confers similar powerson those merm.-
bers not Roman Catholic in regard to
the other schools. This is virtually a
sectarian school system under direction
of a nominal Free School Board. Men
learned in the law give it as a decided
opinion that the Board had no author:ty
to reach such a conclusion, and has
gone beyond its constitution.

We would very much prefer, if this
method is to continue, to have a secta-
rian systemout and out. Asitis wehave
Roman Catholic schoolssupported by the
taxesof our citizens at a cost altogether
out of propertion to the numbers of Ro-
man Catholics as compared with the
entire population. A clause in the reso-
lution reserved the right of the Board
te the control of all teachers after their
appointment—a resolution worth its
weight in paper and ink.

A Grear Desate IN THR ENGLISH
CoNvERENCE, as will be seen by our
latest English letter, was being eontin-
ued on Lay Representation, That Dr.
Punshon and Mr. Arthur should favor
this movement with all their eloquence
aad the prestige of their great names,
was not to be wondered at. That Mr.
Pope took different ground need not
surprise any one. His studies and hab-
its of thought lead him to attach the
highest importance to the ministerial
office, and he would doubtless maintain

the position so tenaciously held by Dr.-

Bunting and others as relates to the
Conferential Body. But we would do
him injustice to judge until his argu-
ments are made public. He is an hon-
est, fearless, intelligent man, and may
reasonably elaim the highest respect.
‘We quite concur ian the opinion of our
English correspondent as regards the
fate of this principal measure introduc-
ed in modern times to tke discussions
of the British Conference.

By later papers we have the decision
of the English Conference on Lay Re-
presentation. The speeches reported
in the Waichman on this subject are re-
markably able, those of Mr, Pope and
Dr. Osborne in opposition, and of Dr.
Punshon in favor of his own motion
being expressiong destined to make a
part of our Methodist history. Dr,
Panshon’s is to-day ‘the moulding mind
of Methodism. Prefiting by his trans-
atlaotie experience, he ardently em-
braces the interests of the laity, and his
brethr'enl', almost unanimously accord
to him respect’ and sympathy.

THNE WISHERIES,

Owing te the continued slackness in
the shore fishery, fears hayve become gen-
eral that our catel this year will fall con-
siderably below an average. This is evi-
denced by the price of new fish in our
market—3$5.20 per qtl. Should the shore
fishery not improve, there is ¢ pussitulity
that the price may run up to $8, owing to
the great demand in foreign markets. Of
course, this unprecedented price will help
to cover a deficient catch. 'The news from
Labrador up till August 10th is decidedly
good, and it is now pretty certain the fish-
ery there will be sucoessful. As fully a
third of our entire catch is token there,
success in that quarter is of great import-
ance. We have still six weeks or two
months of the fishing-season betore us,
and much may be done in that time to re-
medy matters.

IRNCREASE OF OUI'/STIAI SEALING FLL'ET

The enterprising house of Messrs. Bovv-
ring Brothers have lately purchased twc
fine steamers in Hamburg, for the prose-
cution of the Newfoundland seal fishery.
One of these vessels ie said to be in all re-
spects a TIendid ship, equal im size to the
largest of our presemt fleet, and consider-
ably superior in steam power. The otrer,
though smaller, is coneidered a very effec-
tive veasel fur ice mavigation. This addi-
tion will be very welceme, as ome of our
sealers was lost last spring, amd another
was sold te the British Goverament for
the Arctic Mxpedition, and is mow in
Smith’s Sound, umder the commard of
Captain Nares. It is gemerally expected
that the Scotch sealing captaims will try
their luck mext year im our seal fishery ;
but they will take Newfoundlanders as
their crews, the failure of the “ Arctic”

last spring baving been caused, in part, by.
the deficiency of her mem in the skill and
daring necessary to succees im this peril-

ofls voyage, and which our men have
acquired by lengthened experience among
the ice floes. Should the Scotch vessels
come bere for their crews and outfits, and
bring in the seals to be manufactured
here, of course we should give them 'a
hearty welcome, as they would/ he}g to
give employment to our men, bundreds of
whom cannot get berths for the ice.

“Frox Berrs Cove, N.F.—By the arri
val of the tug Hiram Perry from Betts
Cove, on Saturday evening last, we are in-
formed that fifteen vessels have sailed with
full cargoes of ore, principally for Swansea,
one of them, however,being for France, and
another for Laverpool. ree others are
loading, ome of which take about
1,200 tons, whilst several morgRire reported
to arrive early. The works we ‘are also in-
formed, are progressing in every part with
all the energy and dispatch characteristic
of the managing proprietor and his local
manager, with the assistance of a most
efficient staff of officers.—Star.
