FARM PROSPECTS.

One thousand nine hundred and eight
is well started on its way. Agricultur-
ists generally will hope that chronicles
of the year will be pleasanter reading
than were those of the year just closed.
Freakishness in nearly every part of the
globe charaterized the whole twelve
months. It began in rosiness and clos-
ed in a financial blackness.

But while it is true that the farmer did
not feel this panic as much as did the
commercial man, nevertheless, no part
of the community suffers without the re-
maining portions experiencing some dis-
turbance. The farmer in many parts al-
ready.sees his stock depreciated because
of the break. He hopes, though, for
good crops and a good spring opening.
He says that no hard times are possible
in a country where the sturdy tillers of
the soil aré contented and prosperous.
Good crops will keep up prices, and the
coming year is looked forward to as a
corrector of the disturbances that now
obtain. .

The signs point to good price for hor-
ses, hogs and milch cows. The majori-
ty of farmers are quite able to stand a
slight slowing up. The&are going to go
forward in production, which fact will in-
vigorate the industries that now are
halting about their sales for the coming
year. ' It is more apparent than ever,
agriculture is the basic industry.

THE GRATEFUL LIONESS.

Here is a story that is credited to
John Burroughs though perhaps he
would hardly care to vouch for the
truth of it.

A lieutenant of an English regiment
stationed in Africa was hunting for big
game. He was fearless, but for some
reason he hesitated to shoot at the great
lioness that approached. Nearer and
nearer she came, and was limping. The
big-heartéed soldier took out the thorn
that he saw was in her foot and she
limped away gratefully. And”the Brit-
isher forgot the incident.

Not so with her ladyship. She return-
ed the next night, looked over the roster
of the regiment, and ate every officer
that ranked the lieutenant, who, of
course, by her active gratitude, was
made a colonel.

A despatch from Oltawa says: The
Government . insurance bill was intro-
duced by the Finance Minister in . the
-Hcuse on Wednesday afternoon. The
Government, Mr. Fielding said, had had
the help of able and imppartial experts in
preparing the measure,

The bill deals with the whcle question
ol insurance, and is a consolidation ef
aj] insurance législation, the changes
being made chiefly in regard-to life in-
surance. The powers of the Govegpnment
are enlarged in the matter of th€ with-
dra\vnl‘ or refusal of a license renewal.
The Minister may cut off or refuse 1c
renew a license for any violation of the

acl
POWERS OF INSPECTION.

The powers of the insurance superin-
tendent are widened and he is empow-
ered to inspect the offices of U. S. com-
panies. The superintendent is also em-
pewered 1 make waluations where
deemed necessary,

Trust funds are 1o be held by trust
companies, the private trustees as they.
drop off, being replhced by such com-
panies,

DISTRIBUTION OF . SURPLUS, ;

Inslead of calling off annual distribu-
tion of . surplus on deferred dividend
p('llmqs, as suggested by the insurance
commission, the bill calls for a distribu-
ticn once in three years. These funds
ar¢ to be shown as liabilities in the re-
pcrts, but depreciation in the value of
sccurities are to be allowed for.

The insurance commission recom-
mended thatsthe expenses of new busi-
ness be shown separaiely. The bill con-
tains a clause to provide for it.

FIXING SALARIES.

Head office officials are not to have
&ny share in commissions. This was
another insurance commission sugges-
tion.

No salary of $5.000 or upwards is to be
paid except by crder of whole Board of
Directors. This, too, the commission
suggested. No salary agreement is to be
made for more than five years, In case
of all salaries or wommissions over
$4,000 per year are to be shown in the
annual reports,

REBATING PENALTIES.

. Rebaling is not to be visited upon the
direclors or. managers, as recommended
by the Insurance Commiission, unless the
director or manager knows of the re-
bate. The penalty is $1,000 and the giver
and taker of a rebete is liable tc a $100
penally.  Pension funds mayr*]c estab-
lished “when authorized by ffle share-
holders and policyholders™ entitled to
vole.

The Uniled Stales regulation as to
vpling, recommended by the commis-
sicn, has been dropped as difficult and
¢f doubltful expedience. The bill, how-
ever, provides that proxies may only be
used when executed within two months
of a meeting,

The commission’s recommendation for
slandard policies has been moderated,
the bill providing only for standard pro-
visions lo be conlained in all policies i
ollier provisions may be allowed by the
superintendent ' of . msurance.  Several
changes are made in regard to fraternal
insurance. .

NEW BUSINESS SEPARATE.

Existing business is to be kept sepa-
rate from the new, which is to be con-
ducled according to the National Frater-
nal Congress of mortality, It is proposed
hat there be a'separate policy for each
line .of business, wuch as life, accident,
sickness, elc.

Underwriling by persons not in an
inccrporated  company is forbidden.
Gevernment deposits are to be in Do-
minion or Imperial securities, direct or
guarantced, and foreign companies may

deposit the nalional securities- of their
own countries, ”

‘The present aet authorizes investment
in publig securities, There is nc change
here, but the provision is enlgerged. com-
panies being allowed to invest in guar-
anteed Government or Imperial or Pro-
vincial securities. %

Oulside of Canada, where a Canadian
company ddes business, it may invest
in bonds secured by real eslate at a
twenty-five per cent. premium, with no
default of interest for five years. De-
bentures on seven years preferred slock,
paying four per cent. for seven years,
and common stock paying five per cent.
for ten years, may a be invested in.

The Government rves the right to
refuse foreign securities. While com-
panies may invest as a bond it is pro-
vided that no mcre than 20 per cent. of
stock of any company may be purchased
by one, company. This prevents the
formation or acquisition, of subsidiary
ccmpanies, -

Loans may be made up to G0 per cent.
¢l the real eslate securities,

Out side investments are termed to 20
per cent. of-the securities instcad of 10
pe: cent. as formerly.

Companies are given five years in
which to readjust their investments,
farther extensions to six years being al-
lowed Where necessary by the Governor-
in-Council,

The bill, Mr. Fielding said, might not
please everybody, but the Government
had looked for the happy medium be-
tween the wants of the companies and
the recommendation of the Insurance
Commission. The measure will be sent
fo the Banking and Commerce Commit-
lez on its second reading, the compan-

TWENTY-FIVE KILLED.
Military Powder Magazine Blew Up at
Palermo, Sicily.

A despalch from Palermo says: A
terrific explosion occurred on Thursday
evening in the military powder maga-
zmne, where a large quantily of dynamite
was stcred, and was followed by a num-
ber of lesser explosions, the whole town
being - badly shaken and the people
thrown into a panic. = Almost imme-
diately flames shot high in the air and
spread to the ruins of houses that had
fallen, adding greatliy to the terror of
these whe were in the immediate neigh-
bcrhood of the disaster. It is estimated
that "about® twenly-five persons were
killed and & hundred others injured.
Wild rumors followed fast upon the ex-
plosion, placing the numbers of killed
and wounded intc the thousands, and
troops were ordered out to aid the fire-
men in clearing away the wreck and
succoring the wounded. Several houses
that stood above the magazine partially
collapsed.and their destruction was com-
p'eted by the fire. One of these was an
emigrants’ lcdging house, and a num-
Ler of emigrants were killed.

CARE.OF COWS IN WINTER.

In order fo make winter dairying pro-

fitable the cows must havé gocd com-
fortable quarters. The old way of keep-
ing them in the back yard, on lhe lce
side of the straw stack to-endure the
storms and blizzards will not answer.
It is too expensive. Even with an ¢pen
shed to go'under when it storms they
wil' consume more food and -yield less
milk than when housed in warm, well
ventilated stables, 1 am sure of- this, for
my father kept his cows in the barn yard
and -1 followed his example until I
learned better, says Mr. J. W, Ingham.
I know frcm personal experience that
cows kept out of doors in cold weather
wili eat nearly twice as much as the
same cows would if kept in warm
stables, and will not give as-much milk.
In this case, “mercy to the beast” pays
for the mercy, in ‘dollars and cenis. A
cow suffering from the cold, with her
back humped up like a camel is nct in
tha proper shape of body, or frame of
mind, to secrete much milk. It requires
nearly all the food she can consume {0
keep the fires of life burning, and she
has but little surplus to be spared for
making milk,
. I know that the farmers in the west
de not winter their cows oul of doors,
for T have been in some of théir warm,
well-kept stables and seen them milking
their comfortable cows. Our stables in
the basement of the barn are so warm
that it scldom freezes in them.

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Raisin Sauce.—Eight medium sized
cooking apples,  peeled and sliced as
for common apple sauce; one-hall ‘a
‘lemen, rind left on, chopped fine; half
a-feacup of seedless waisins. Cover
. well with boiling water and cook until

seft; then add cup and a half of sugar
and cook a few minutes longer. Serve
cold for breakfast or as dessert for
dinner. An excellent sauce—better than
any medicine.

Baked Milk Toast.—Trim off the crust
from slices nearly half an inch thick,
toast a light brown. Have on the
range a pan ol boiling water, salted;
a3 you vemove each slice from the
toaster dip quickly into boiling water,
and lay in a well buttered pudding
dish, buftering the toast while smok-
ing hot, and salling each slice. When
all the soaked loast is put into place,
ccver ;with scalding milk 1n which has
been melted a tablespoonful of butter,
cover closely, and bake fifieen min-
utes.

Fish Panada.—Fry brown several
slices of flem fish, boil and slice three
white _potatoes; slice three tomatoes
and one large onion. Place in deep
baking pan. Allernale layers of pota-
teces (first), fish, fomatoes, and onions;
sprinkle with salt and pepper and small
bits of butler till fish is full; sprinkle
bread crumbs on {op; pour three-fourths
cup of cold waler over, and- bake slow-
ly for three hours and you will find a
delicious dish.

Uses for Bacgn Rind.—When buying
bacon the cheapest way to buy it is
by the side. As it is used cut each
slice down to the rind, using pieces to
grease cake griddle with. Another good
way to use the rind is when baking
beans. After the bean jar has been
filled cut the rind the shape of the jar,
cutting it larger than the jar, because
it shrinks. When baking cover the
beans with the rind side up. This
keeps the beans from becoming dry and
gives them a good flavor.,

Supper for Cold Night.—One pound,
o 15 ccnts’ waorth, veal steak, cut in
small squares and fry brown; take from
frying pan and put in your onions

sliced fine; fry ' done; but do -not lel:

brown much. Have cooked a dish of
spaghetti, to which add half a can of
tomatoes; put in veal and onions, and
ocook all together fifteen minules. Sea-
son with salt, butter and a dash of red
pepper.  Serve ‘hot. i

Quick Coffeccake.—Cream one cup of
sugar and one-half cup of butter, add
three well beaten eggs, mix well to-
gether, then add one-fourth cup sweet
milk, one-fourth cup flour, and one-
half teaspoonful baking powder; beat
well and put in iwo butlered piepans,
sprinkle top with chopped nuts, sugar,
and cinnamon. Fine with a cup of col-
fee made and strained, adding a cup
of cream, and kt come to a boil to-
gether.

Bake Sausage.—Put the sausage in a
pan, two or more Inches deep, and
bake twenly minutes to half an hour.
Do not put waler in the pan. Turn
them over when half baked. The sau-
sage is betler cooked this way than
fricd saves the stove being spallered,
and the odor going through the house,
and the fat may be used for frying po-
tatoes, elc.

Veal and Peas.—Boil one and one-
half pounds veal tender and pick up
into pieces; salt and pepper. Make a
cream dressing of one pint milk, small
kall cup buiter, three tablespoontuls
flour. Add this, with one can peas
drained, to meat. Laslly add one pint
cream. Sprinkle with cracker crumbs
and bake in a moderalely heated oven.

Queen Pudding.—Bake an angelfood
cake fn a long loaf tin. \Whip one
guart of double cream, add one cup
chopped walnut meats, sweeten and
flavor, Place cream in oblong mold
and pack in ice for three or four hours,
or until well frozen. When ready to
serve cul the cake and cream inlo slices
cne inch thick, placing the cream on

Keep a Pair of Pliers.—The most con-
venient thing aboul a house is a pair
of pliers, - For culling wire, tighlen-
ing loose muis, pulling nails, or lifting
hot pans without handles they can't be
beat. : ;

Make Own Lamp Wicks.—When
short of lamp wicks take an old woolen
shirt, cut the width of your lamp "wick,
hem both sides It will work as well
as the ones you buy and will save you
buying wicks for your lamps. |

Varnish New Stove Boards.—Before
using a new stove board apply a light
coat of varnish on upper siide, and, no
matler how often you clean board with
a damp rag, the stenciled figures never
will -come off.

Hang Up the Broom.—When you buy
a broom it is .well to bore a hole
hole through the handle about one or
two 4dnches from the top with a-gim-
let. - Then run through this a piece of
cord. This may be hung on a hook
and be out of the way.

Make a Walnut Huller—Take a board
four feet long, six inches wide, and
one-half inch thick. Bore a holé. the
size of a silver dollar ‘eight inches from
one end. Then saw down the middle
<l the board into the hole. Insert any
size of a walnut and you will see how
easy the hull comes off. Use a mal-
let.or a heavy piece of wood. .

Make Doors Fit Snugly.—There are
various ways of curing an ill-fitting
door, but the following is the simplest
and most effective of all: Place a strip
of pully all along the jambs, cover
edges of door with common chalk, and
then shut it. The puily will fill
all open space, the excess being easily
removed with a knife. The chalk rub-
bed on the édge of the door prevents
adhesion, and the puity is left in place,
where it soon dries and leaves a per-
fectly fitting jamb.

Make Your Quilting Frame.—To make
Inexpensive quilting frames and: cur-

wind them closely from end to end with
heavy strips of cotton cloth, fasten
ends of cloth willy tacks. - Purchase-four
small clamps at 4 or 5 cents apiece to
fasten the poles at the corners, and you
have the best of quilting frames. Quilts
may be sewed or pinned to frames.
And for curlain stretchers Iifind them
better than the boughten.ones, as the
scallops may be pinned at any desired
size.

To Clear Cistern Water.—When cis-
fern -waler has become unfit for use
take one pound of pulverized alum,
dissolve it in one quart of water, and
after pouring it into the cistern stir
thoroughly with a long pole. This
should be done toward evening. The
next’ morning add one pound of horax
and glir again. Allow from ien to
twenly hours to setfle. This will ren-
der the water perfectly clear and pure,
regardless of its former condition.

Care of Net Curtains.—It is almost
impossible to iron plain net curlains
so they will hang evenly, and this is
especially true where they are simply
hemmed. In jhe hem, however, lies
the secret of “doing them up” quickly
and perfectly straight. In making, hem
ends first, then sides, with an ineh and
a half hem, or deeper ifydesired. When
washing them, lay sheels or newspapers
on the floor. Get the unpainted, nar-
row molding that is used to finish
screens—iwo pieces long enough for
the sides and one for each end; slip
through hem; tack straight and secure-
ly to the floor, and let remain #ill thor-
oughly dry. The molding cosls but a
few cenls and can be used for years,

THEIR FATE NEVER KNOWN.

Balloon Mysteries \Which Have Never
Been Solved.

Considering how much the ballocnist
has to rely upon the vagaries of the wind
for guidance and speed, it is astonishing
that aeronautics have been attended by
o few iragedies and mysteries, In the
balloon deparlmedry. of the British Army
fatal accidents hiiVe been very rare /in-
deed. Twenty-six years ago the ar
Office balloon Seladin was lost at sea,
and to this day nc one knows what
actually happened to one of the ocou-
pants of the car—Mr. Walter Powell,
M.P. - The balloon ascended from Bath,
carrying, in addition to Mr. Powell, Mr,
Agg-Gardner and Captain—now Oolonef
—Templar, a veleran aeronaut whc has
kaa many exciling experiences in the
air, and who made his first voyages in
a balloon while still a schoolboy at Har-
row.

His two compénions were also expert
balloonists. - The three formed a jolly
parly, and had arranged tc dine with &
friend living a few miles from the Devon-
shire coast. The balloon gol into some
nasly curents, however, and, as the sea
was seen to ,be near, a very rapid des-
cent was decided upon at Bridport, Dor-
set, At the first bump against the earth
Colonel Templar called to the other two
to jump. He and. Mr.. Agg-Gardner did
s0, the latler breaking his leg; but, for
some reason that has never been ex-
plained, Mr. Powell neglected to follow.

The ba.aoon, relieved cf the weight of
two men, shot to an immense height,
and was carried out across the channel,
and Mr. Powell thus vanished complete-
ly from the ken of men. Hundreds of
newspapers have stated that no trace of
it was ever seen again, but this is ncl
so.  Some years after the awful event a
part of the car, with its lashings still
complete, was found in a mountainous
district of Spain, and afterwards identi-
fied in England. o

It is not a little ﬁmm'kable that, al-
though scores of balloons have been
driven cul to sea, cases in which this
misadventure has ended fatally are few,
More than a century ago, when Major
Mcney made an ascent from Norwich,
Fngland, he was compelled {o descend
in the sea, where he remained for seven
hcurs until his plight was seen and he
was rescued by the crew of a revenues
cutter.- Some years later, in 1812, Mr.
James Saddler narrowly escaped drown-
ing in an altempt tc cross the Irish
Channel; his balloon dropped inlo the
waler some miles off Liverpool, and he
was on the point of succumbing when
rescue came in the form of a fishing.
boat.

The attempt which Mr. Wellthan, the
well-knewn aeronaut and -explorer, in-
tends making to reach the North Pole,
recalls the mysierious disappearance of
Herr Andreé, the Swedish explorer, who,
just ten years ago, vanished into North
Polar spaces, L

It was Andree's infention fto cross the
Ncrlh Pole and descend on the opposila)
side, gnd on July 11th, 1897, he ascended |
with his two compeanions, Sirindberg
and Frankel, from Danes Island, Spilz-
bergen. One carrier pigeon, apparently.
liberated forty-cight hours after tha
start, was shot, and two floaling buoys
wilth messages ‘were ullimately found.
Nothing mgft, however, has been heard
of -the explorers.

Bome English Firms Have Been in Ex-
istence for Three and Four
Generations.

The commercial life of England pos-
sesses an aristocracy of, which many
families can trace.an unbroken descent
ax heads of famous -business houses
through several generations, says Lon-
don Answers, )

The well-known. firm of publishers,
Longmans, Green &-Co., for instance;
was founded as long ago as 1724 by
Themas Longman, and a Longman has
hoen at its head ever since, the present
head, of the firm—Mr. Thomas N. Long-
man—being the sixth of his line, The
fcunider was succeeded. by his nephew,
Thomas Longman, in 1755, who was fol-
lowed by hi& son, Thomas Norton Long-
man, in 1797; after whom came the lat-
ter's younger scn William in 1824, fol-
lowed by William’s elder brother Thom-
a: in 1877; and, lastly, the present head,
who _succeeded to the management of
allairs in 1879,

It will be noticed that, in the moslt
blue-blooded manner, every head but one
has been/christened Thomas. The office
of this to-day occupies the site it
did at its birth nearly twc hundred years
ago—with additions, of course—and from
the outset has constantly used its sign of
the ship.

WIELDERS OF THE HAMMER.

Very nearly as good is thg record of
the Tattersalls, the famous horse auc-
tioneers. Found#&l in 1766 by Richerd
Tattersall—known as “Old Tatt"—it scon
became the greatest business of its kind
in the world. At his death in 1795 his
son Edmund {ook his place, and was
followed in 1811 by his son Richard—
known as “Old Dick.” The latter's son—
known as “Young. Dick”—became head
in 1859, and continued to rule until 1870,
when a cousin, Edmund, succeeded, at
whose death in 1898 his scn—also Ed-
mund—followed, and still conducts the
business, Six successive Tallersalls
have thus wielded the hammer in the
rostrum, three of whom were Richards
and three Edmunds. The business has
always been in London.

For about one hundred and. fifty
years the family of Fry has carried on
#n Bristol the great cocoa business bear-
ing its name. Fcur successive members
—all Josephs—in direct descent, have
conducted it throughout that period—the
fcunder, Joseph Fry, from about 1760 to
hi> death in 1787; his son Joseph to
1835; the second Joseph’s son Joseph un-
tit 1886; and that Jcseph’s. son Joseph
from that date up to the present.

THE LONG LINE OF “THE TIMES.”

“The Times” is one of the greatest
neéwspapers in the world, It was started
in 1875 by John® Walter, and four suc-
cessive  Walters have owned it in the
hundred and twenly-odd years of its ex-
istence. The founder died in 1812, and
lefl it to his son John Walter, who also
bequeathed it to his son, another John
\Waller, in 1847. This gentleman was
chief until 1894, when his son, Mr. Ar-
thur Walter, succceded him, and is still
the chief at Printing House Square.

A noted publishing house is that of
John Murray, the publisher of “The Quar-
terly Review.” It was founded in 1768
by John MacMurray, and has always be-
Ienged to his talented family. His son,
who took his place in 1793, dropped the
“Mace,” became John Murray, and man-
aged affairs umtil 1843, when his son
John Murray succeeded him, to be fol-
lewed by John Murray of the next gen-
eralion in 1892, Mr. Murray's room at
the firm’s offices in ‘Albemarle Sireet is
a most historic one, adorned with por-
trails of men famcus in literature who
have there met his ancestors.

The Coults family have been at the
head of the best-known private bank in
England for a century and a half.
Thomas Coutts started Coutts’ Bank in
1760. He had no son, so his daughler,
who married Sir Francis Burdett, fol-
lewed him in 1822, and Sir Francis's
daughter, beloved by all as the Baroness
Burdett-Coutts—being made a peeress in
her own right—became the chief owner
in 1844 until her death not long ago,
when her husband, Mr. Burdett-Coutts,
inherited her interests,

Another old banking family is that of
the Co%es, the .Army agents. Richard
Cox founded the bank in 1785, and five
generations of the family have held the
reins since then, the present head being
Me Hubert Arthur Cox,

A PERENNIAL TRIO.

The family record of the heads of the
brewery firm of Barclay, Pearkins & Co.,
Is unique. 1In 1781 David Barclay bought
Ihe Anchor Brewery, and took as his
partner John Perkins and Sylvanus Be-
nvan, and from that day there has al-
ways been a Barclay, a Perkins, and a
