
N»f 8t. Elmo.—The crosscutting in 
thé .vest tunnel has been continued 
during îhe week and the drive is now 
in 40 feet. The character «of the ore 
is unchanged, but it is believed that 
the 'higher grade rock will be encoun­
tered within the next day or so.

O. K.—Prospect work is still under 
way at the O. K. under the direction 
of John Y. Cole. The crosscut tunnel 
run to explore the ground adjacent to 
the fault in the vein is in 40 feet, and 
has passed through the sandstone dyke 
in which was started. The work is 
in the characteristic formation of the 
section, and the outlook is brighter, 
although nothing tangible has been 
discovered i s yet.

White Bear.—The active resumption 
of underground work at the White 
Bear is practically accomplished, the 
cutting of a sump at the present bot­
tom or the shaft having been started. 
On t'i% completion of the preparatory 
work' indicated the sinking of ti.e shaft 
will be commenced. The White Bear 
and its future are watched with keén 
interest by those who adhere to the 
theory that the Le Roi ore bodies will 
eventually be discovered on the White 
Bear ground. Apparently the manage­
ment of the property is enlisted among 
those who hold to the idea, for their 
plans are understood to call-for the 
continuation of the shaft to the 500 
foot level, from which crosscuts will 
be run.

Green Mountain-St. Louis Consoli­
dated.—The work of sinking the main 
shaft on the Green Mountain prop­
erty has been started and is now un­
der way. The work is not being done 
by contract, as was originally intend­
ed. It is proposed to sink to the 200 
foot level, and when that point is 
reached it is probable another 100 feet 
of sinking will be started, thus occupy­
ing most of the summer.

I. X. L.—While nothing has been 
said regarding the matter for a couple 
of weeks, it is believed that the mine 
is not to be reopened this year.
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The week just closed saw a further 
advance in the record of Rossland | 
as an ore producing camp. The three 
shipping mines, Le Roi, Le Roi No. 2 
and Rossland Great Western, produced 
5500 tons of ore. The entire quantity 
was mined in the usual manner, net 
an ounce having been taken from the 
No. 2 dump at the Le Roi, which figur­
ed quite extensively in preceding 
records. Had the Le Roi been ship­
ping to Trail the week’s output would 
easily have been 7,000 tons.

With last week's tonnage the total 
production for the year reaches the 
splendid aggregate of 262,000 tons. With 
the shipments continuing on the same 
basis the production for the .«year will 
be close to if not slightly over 300,000 
.tons of ore, a record that will delight 
every loyal resident of the city. The 
unfortunate labor trouble forced upon 
the camp by the agitators has inter­
fered with the year’s record substan­
tially, but it seems likely that the 
300,000 mark will be closely approxi­
mated before the last of the present

Frank D. Howe, M. E., formerly 
nected with the Iron Mask and Home- 
stake mines, is a visitor to Rossland 
today. Mr. Howe came in, from Spokane 
yesterday evening, and is spending a 
few hours renewing old friendships in 
the Golden City.

Mr. Homy has spent some time of late 
in the mining districts of Central Idaho 
and is disposed to be sanguine as to the 
future of the district. The great draw­
back to the development of Central 
Idaho is, he says the lack of railroad 
transportation. This has been obviated 
to some extent by recent enterprises in 
the railroad building line, but the old 
conditions still appertain with respect 
to a great tract of country that is un­
doubtedly rich in minerals. Attention 
has been drawn to the district in ques­
tion of late by the magnificent free gold 
strikes. An instance of this may be 
quoted in the case of the Caswell mine, 
owned formerly by the Caswell proper­
ties and acquired a few months since by 
Colonel Dewey, the well known railroad 
and mining operator. Dewey sank 170 
feet on the ledge and crosscut 60 feet 
of ore that averaged $68. Other develop­
ment Ihas disclosed unusually high grade 
deposits of free milling ore in the coun­
try, and the scene of the next great 
boom in the Northwest is laid in Central 
Idaho by Mr. Howe, 
deposits will attract 
of the outside world, and the lead and 
copper propositions will afterwards be 
opened out. The general characteristic 
mineral of the district as a whole is 
concentrating and smelting ore, the de­
velopment of which must necessarily be 
postponed until the railroad is induced 
by tonnage in sight to build into the 
country.

In Mr. Howe’s opinion the opening- 
up of the smelting industry in Central 
Idaho will substantially benefit British 
Columbia, inasmuch as the entire state 
is barren of dual, and the industry can 
only draw its supply of- coal from this 
province over the Crow’s Nest Southern 
line under construction at the present 
time.

A large and enthusiastic general 
meeting of thie Cascade Gold Mining & 
Milling company, limited, was held yes­
terday afternoon at the office of the 
company in this city.

1,412,917 were represented either in per­
son or by proxy. The reports of the 
secretary-treasurer and the managing 
director were presented and showed the

The Onondaga mine Ihas shut down 
for an indefinite period, probably until 
spring. The exact reason for this step 
is not announced, beyond the State­
ment that the delivery of supplies at 
the mine with the existing facilities is 
extremely expensive during the winter 
months. The real reason probably is 
that the formation of a company to take 
over the property from the Messrs. Will 
is under way and that the operation of 
the mine is to be suspended until the 

corporation takes hold. The state­
ment Is made that the Onondaga people 
have concluded to at least double the 
capacity of the present plant, in fadfc 
Anthony Will intimated this to the 
Miner on the occasion of his last visit 
to the city. It is presumed that the 
heavy losses sustained by the firm in 
New York recently and the demands on 
their time arising out of the plane for 
the replacing of the destroyed factories 
have given them all they could attend 
to without devoting attention to their 
western mining interests, and this led to 
th~ idea of floating the proposition as a 
company affair.

The Onondaga has been worked a 
couple of years, and for several months 
past a ten-stamp mill has been in qp- 
eration with results that were claimed 
to be very satisfactory. When Anthony 
Will was in Rossland last he stated 
that the capacity of the mill would be 
doubled, and plans to this end were 
under way wihen the unfortunate fire in 
New York destroyed three large fac­
tories owned by the Wills, thus divert­
ing their intention. Since then the 
property has been worked steadily and 
a number of bricks of bullion aggregat­
ing several thousand dollars in value 
have been shipped east.

The general impression Is that the 
Onondaga is a valuable property and 
that the section in which it is located, 
ground the headwaters of Champion 
creek, is destined to become an Impor­
tant free-milling camp.

The annual general meeting of the 
Rossiand-Bonamza mining company took 
place last evening. The session was ad-

con-

joumed from August last, the attend­
ance of shareholders having been 
meagre on the date of the original 
meeting. Yesterday 463,500 shares of 
the 508,000 issued were represented in 
person o! by proxy at the meeting.

The secretary’s report submitted by 
H. W. C. Jackson, included the year’s 
accounts as audited by E. Kennedy & 
Co., Showed that $2,778.40 had been 
realized from the sale of treasury stock 
during the year and that of this $2,- 
653.17 had been expended in the de­
velopment of the company’s property on 
St. Thomas mountain.

Sam W. Hall submitted a lengthy re­
port as manager, detailing the work for 
the year. Since June no work has been 
done, owing to a scarcity of funds, but 
a block of 86,000 treasury shares were 
under option through one of the direc­
tors at a price that would net the com­
pany about $3,000, and there was a very 
good prospect of the option being taken 
up. A wagon road ted been constructed 
from the Canadian Pacific railroad to 
the mine and the property was now In a 
position to ship ore, consequently the 
Bonanza is no longer dependent wholly 
qn the sale of treasury stock for the 
funds to continue development. The 
report further stated that there Is 60 
tons of ore on the dump ready for 
shipping and 500 tons ini sight above the 
tunnel level.

The 
mine does not require pumping, all the 
surface water draining off constantly 
through the sixth tunnel. For this 
reason no delay was required to pump 
the workings

The resumption of work at the Koot­
enay completes the list of Le Roi prop­
erties to return to ordinary working con­
ditions. As the Kootenay Is not a reg­
ular shipper it was naturally left to 
the end of the list, but theriact that the 
companies have started work on a prop­
erty that was not an ore producer, and 
which could have as readily been closed 
down for a year, is most significant. 
It would seem as if there was an abund­
ance of skilled workmen waiting for 
positions to open.

The opening of the Kootenay mine, 
together with the announcement of the 
resumption of work at the Centre Star 
mine on December 1st or thereabouts, 
promises the employment of a consider­
able force of men throughout the winter. 
The operation of the working mines 
will undoubtedly give employment by 
the first of the new year to not less than 
1,000 men, with a steady increase from 
that number to 1,200 or 1,300. This fore­
cast is conservative, but its contempla­
tion will give satisfaction to the major­
ity of Miner readers.

The scarcity of ore dumps 
is somewhat hampering the manage­
ment In the mater of shipments, but 
with the 75 new cars promised at an 
early date by the Spokane Falls & 
Northern railroad this drawback will 
shortly be disposed of.

Le Roi No. 2.—In both the mines 
controlled by the Le Rol No. 2 com­
pany the usual mining operations 
have gone ahead steadily with most 
satisfactory results, as will be seen at 
a glance fxom the record of the ore 
production. Development is also pro­
ceeding alprig the usual lines design­
ed to undercut and open up the ore 
bodies at various points. This depart­
ment of the mines’ operation Is being 
thoroughly kept up and the work Is 
proceeding smoothly.

A matter of considerable general in­
terest was broached at the regular meet- . 
mg of the city council last night In the 
appended letter from Rev. Charles W. 
Hedley, M.A., rector of St. George’s 
church. The communication says:

"I wish to bring before you a matter 
which we have had under discussion, 
and in which all the city ministers 
concur, viz.: the desirability of having 
a Joint board of charities somewhat on 
the lines of the associated boards of old­
er and larger cities. It is proposed 
that a meeting be called, preferably by 
His Worship the Mayor, in some public 
place om December 7th at 8 p.m., if con­
venient, to consider the matter and 
form a board if desired. There has 
been little need hitherto for the ad­
ministration of charitable aid, and per­
haps our suggestion may seem super­
fluous, so may I explain briefly some of 
the points in its favor:

“A common board, being widely 
representative, would prevent the in­
judicious overlapping in administra­
tion of relief, remove a cause of occa­
sional misrepresentation and misunder­
standing between members of religious 
bodies; would enlist the assistance of 
some who are lot now directly connect­
ed with any congregation and would be 
of assistance to the city as en auxiliary 
to the health and relief committee.

“Such a board as a corporation would 
be the recipient of funds from various 
sources not now at the disposal oi 
charity administrations. Rev. Dr. Rob­
inson, Rev. Father Welch and Rev. A. 
M. Sanford concur In bringing forward 
this suggestion.

“I would suggest considering also an 
allied question—the formation of a 
children’s «aid society under the provin­
cial statute.”

The question will be taken up by the 
city fathers and an announcement 
made at 'an early date.

RESUMED.

Work has been started at the Centre 
Star mine. The engineers employed at 
the mine have returned to work and 
the pumps have been started. The un­
watering of the mine Is under way, and 
on its completion the presumption is 
that mining operations will be got un­
der way without further delay.

Manager Kirby follows the practice of 
the company in declining to discuss the 
matter. Tt is conceded however that the 
unwatering of the mine is only the fore­
runner of operations on the scale that 
prevailed prior to the closing down of 
the mine in the early part of the sum­
mer.

The announcement ' of the resumption 
at the Centre Star is of more than or­
dinary importance to Rossland. The 
mine employs together with the War 
Eagle some 300 men and Its payroll is 
substantial. It is not likely that the 
entire crew will be restored prior to the 
first of the ear, but much is likely to 
be accomplished In this direction. The 
two properties under Mr. Kirby’s man­
agement are important contributors to 
the output of the camp. Already this 
year they have contributed some 70,000. 
tone to the output, and had it not been 
for the shut-down this aggregate would 
easily have been doubled.

VICTORIA, Nov. 26.—(Special.)—

The power for the operation of the 
pumps and the steam drill is furnished 
by a boiler, the capacity of which is 
limited. Up to the point where the shaft 
reached the 100-foot level, and the drifts 
were advanced about half the distance 
they eventually attained, the power was 
ample and no difficulty was encountered 
on this score. Then it became necessary 
to close down the pumps while the 
drills were working and vice versa. 
Finally, when the drift on the 100-foot 
level was in 70 feet, it became apparent 
that the results attained with the pres­
ent steam plant were not only unsatis­
factory but expensive. The distance 
from the headworks to tSe face of the 
drift, 170 feet, was toe great to con­
duct. the steam available to good pur­
pose. Hence the necessity of suspending 
operations until the company is ready 
to Install machinery of higher power.

Negotiations are under way with the 
West Kootenay Power 4 Light company 
looking to the adoption of electricity 
as the motive power for the Spitzee. 
The company is taking the question up 
in detail, nd it Is by no means improb­
able that this will eventually be the 
solution to the problem of furnishing 
power for the operation of the property.

The Spitzee and its development are 
watched with keen interest by Rossland 
mining men. The showing secured by 
the company is admirable and the re­
sults attained up to the present time 
quite remarkable. It will be felt that a 
resumption of operations in the near 
future will benefit the community gen­
erally.

and which when completed will ex­
tend through British Columbia, prac­
tically adopting the 
ish Pacific. This when completed will 
connect at the north end of Vancouver 
Island with the extension of the Is­
land Railway, with a branch running 
from Hazelton to Kitimaat Arm.

PRIOR MAKES DENIAL.

No Intention of Resigning Seat to 
Enter Provincial Arena. NO CONNECTION WITH ANYOTHER COMPANY

“ I have not been asked by Premier 
Dunsmulr to take a portfolio In his 
cabinet, and if I were asked, I would 
not accept, and, moreover, I have no 
Intention of taking any part in provin­
cial politics.”.

This was the statement made by 
Hon. Col. E. G. Prior, M. P., who came 
over from Victoria this morning, and 
was seen by a World reporter, says 
the Vancouver World. There have 
been many rumors in connection with 
Col. Prior’s name of late, of how he 
had been requested by the premier to 
take a seat In his cabinet, and of how 
C. E. Pooley was to resign to allow 
him to be elected In the allegedly sure 
constituency of Esquimau.

“They are all Incorrect,” was the de­
nial of Col. Prior himself. “I do not 
mix in provincial politics and know 
nothing concerning any moves which 
the premier or others may have in con­
templation. At present I am a mem­
ber of the Dominion house, and have 
an election protest on my hands, so 
that I cannot resign. I am in the city 
on a private business trip, and will 
not remain for the meeting to be held 
here tomorrow night.”

This very direct Contradiction of the 
stories which have been afloat in Vlc-

(3) That, the place where the 
water was intended to be used was stat­
ed to be “on or in the vicinity of the 
War Eagle and Centre Star mines,” and 
this was too indefinite.

Counsel for the mining companies 
offered to amend the notice by striking 
out the name of the War Eagle com­
pany, as applicants, and by striking out 
the “proposés” which had been ob­

jected to, but the Gold Commissioner 
refused to allow this, and dismissed the 
applications altogether 

An appeal from this derision

“It is not disputed that the necessary 
{notices were duly given, but it is argued 
that the notice is void and the applica­
tion also void because of the objections 
already stated.

THE HOARIN’ GAMEVICTORIA, Nov. 21.—(Special.)—A 
petition was circulated today ln the 
city addressed to Col. Prior, asking 
him to become an independent candi­
date in the bye-election, “with the 
hope,” so the petition reads, “that if 
a dissolution of the present temporary 
administration occurs he could be call­
ed on to form a cabinet which would 
have as its main plank a competitive 
railway from Kootenay to the coast.”
