So far as the north is concerned, 
Serbia, it is feared by her allies, is 
doomed, but in the south, reinforced 
by Briti li and French, who are now 
fighting by her side, Serbia is using 
all her strength to throw the Bulgar­
ian back. After the French victory 
at Krivolak. the Serbians, according 
to an Athens report were able to re- 
occupy Yeles. an important railway 
and road junction, south of Uskub. 
where a big battle is still in progress. 
It is argued here that if the Bulgar­
ians can be held in the south until 
the Anglo-French reinforcements 
which are on their way, arrive, Bul­
garia may be robbed of Macedonia on 
which she has set her heart. But the 
allies will also have to make an at­
tempt to block the German road to 
Turkey, and their big attack may be 
directed elsewhere.

The international situation of Bul­
garia which is reported serious, may 
have some effect on the campaign.

LONDON, Oct. 20.—Britain is mak­
ing Germany realize the damage 

which can be done to her merchant 
trade by submarines. The British 
intend to continue the warfare on 
German ships in the Baltic until the 
Kaiser’s government is deprived of 
the aid she has been receiving from 
Sweden.

Watson, chairman of the Committee, 
who in a brief speech outlined the 
work which had been done by the 
various sections, and assured the 
meeting that reports from all sources 
predicted a result favourable to the 
cause.
