Considerable uneasiness continued 
to ibe felt here over rumors of anti- 
American demonstrations in Mexico 
City, where there are still many 
United States citizens and over more 
definite reports of similar troubles 
at Ensenada on the west coast ol 
Mexico wlhere it was reported last 
night that the American consulate had 
been attacked. Steps were imme 1- 
iately taken to afford relief in the lat­
ter cause by the despatch of a gun­
boat from San Diego. Word of its 
arrival at Ensenada was hurly ex­
pected.

The tenseness of the situation be­
tween the United States and Mexico 
was heightend by the outward vi- 
dences seen in the severing of all 
formal connections between the two 
countries by the almost simultaneous 
departure from Washington of Mex­
ican Charge Algara land from Mexico 
City of Charge O’Shaughnessy. 'Mr. 
Algara left for Toronto, Canada, last 
night, while Mr. O’Shauglhnessy went 
to Vera Cruz.

Considerable .significance is .seen in 
the selection of Brazil to look after 
American interests in Mexico, in the 
absence of United States representa­
tives. Where Brazil is not repre­
sented American interests will be 
cared for by 'France.

Scenes of activity were in evidence 
early to-day at the various depart­
ments of the government immediately 
concerned with the Mexican situation. 
Despite the fact that cabinet Officers 
and their clerical forces were at the 
department at a late hour last night 
they were at their desks early to-day 
prepared to meet any further exigen­
cies that might arise. In the mean­
time members of congress are giving 
the closest attention to developments 
and it is considered not improbable 
that action bearing upon the situation 
may be taken by congress.

A Guard Put On.
LONDON, April 2*^-The Daily 

Mail’s Mexico City despatch, dated 
Thursday, says:

“A military guard was placed on 
the United States embassy this after­
noon. The arms and ammunition, 
which had been there for sometime, 
were removed, as they were consider­
ed unnecessary, in view of the protec­
tion afforded by the Mexican Govern­
ment.

“The life of the city is almost nor­
mal, many shops have their shutters 
up, but nearly all are open. ’ Some of 
the British residents are bearing 
rosettes of the British colors. Many 
Americans remain and may be seen 
in the streets.

“There have been some processions 
•with flags, but no disorderliness 
worth mentioning.”

Shipping Explosives.
STONY POINT, N. Y„ April 24.— 

The largest shipment of explosives 
and ammunition since the Spanish- 
American war left the Ionia Island 
naval arsenal yesterday. The con­
signment of powder .shells and ex­
plosives, weighing about 200,000 
pounds, was conveyed on tugs to war­
ships stationed at the New York navy 
yard. Ammunition has been leaving 
the island for ten days, the total ship­
ments to date, aggregate, including 
the shells, more, than a million 
pounds.

WEST LAND REGULATIONS 

A NY PERSON who Is the sole head of a 
A family, or any male over 18 years old, 
may homestead a quarter section of avail­
able Dominion land in. Manitoba, Saskat­
chewan or Alberta. The applicant must 
appear in person at the Dominion Land 
Agency or Sub-Agency for the District. 
Entry by proxy may be made at any 
agency on certain conditions, by father, 
mother, son, daughter, brother or sister of 
Intending homesteader.

Duties—Six months’ residence upon and 
cultivation of the’ land In each of three 
years. A homesteader may live within 
nine miles of his homestead on a farm of 
at least 80 acres, solely owned and occu­
pied by him or by his father, mother, son, 
daughter, brother or sister.

In certain districts a homesteader In 
good standing may pre-empt a quarter- 
section along side his homestead. Price 
$3.00 per acre. Duties—Must reside upon 
the homestead or pre-emption six months 
in each of six years from date of home­
stead entry, (including the time required 
to earn homestead patent), and cultivate 
50 acres extra.

A homesteader who has exhausted his 
homestead right, and cannot obtain a pre­
emption. may enter for a purchased home­
stead in certain districts, price $3.00 per 
acre. Duties—Must reside six months In 
each of three years, cultivate 50 acres and 
erect a house worth $300.00.

MEXICO CITY, April 23.—(By 
refugee train to Vera Cruz, April 24.) 
—Mobs in the streets of Mexico City 
were trampling under foot the Stars 
and Stripes and were threatening Am­
erican pedestrians when the refugee 
train, engaged under the auspices of 
the British and German legations, left 
for Vera Cruz, carrying some 500 fu­
gitives of various nationalities.

The position of those American citi­
zens left in the Federal capital was j 
regarded as critical, since Nelson I 
O’Shaughnessy, the American charge ] 
d’affaires, Lieutenant Rowan of the 
navy and Captain Burnside of t^e 
army were to leave on Thursday night 
for Manzanillo, on the Pacific coast, 
under special arrangement with Pro­
visional President Huerta.

Immediately after the news of the 
landing of American bluejackets and 
marines at Vera Cruz 
known in the Federal capital by 
tra editions of the local newspapers, 
crowds of student', and Government 
office employees began to gather. By 
dusk a mob had gathered in front of 
the American club, where they smash­
ed windows and howled insults and 
threatened the American citizens in­
side, all of whom they threatened to 
assassinate. An appeal to the gov­
ernor of the Federal district brought 
police protection, but not before many 
of the windows had been shattered, 
not only in the club, but in several of 
the adjoining properties, which be­
longed to Americans.

Until 2 o’clock in the morning 
bands of excited Mexicans marched 
through the streets singing the Mexi­
can national anthem and shouting: 
“Death for the Americans!”

An American jewelry store was 
looted by the mob at midnight, while 
the police looked on without taking 
any action.

The American club the leading Am­
erican hostelry and the Mexican 
“Herald" were soon all closed owing 
to the threats of the mobs to burn 
them and to murder their occupants. 
The British Germans and French ir. 
the Federal capital were prepared at 
a moment’s' notice to gather in the 
previously arranged concentration 
districts which had been provisioned 
to stand a siege. The newspapers 
probably acting under the directions 
of General Huerta issued many extra 
editions in which they printed des­
patches stating that El Paso, Laredo, 
Logales and other places had hcc i 
taken by the Mexicans, who had gain­
ed a great victory at Vera Cruz, 
where they expected to surround and 
drive the American invaders into the 
sea.

only technically so. In order to 
avoid placing the head of the admin­
istration in an embarrassing position 
he is always kept in ignorance of the 
details of his party’s treasury.

The amounts contributed by the 
various subscribers to the party funds 
are purposely kept from making any 
inquiries. He is content to accept 
the nominations for honors from the 
chief party whip. The whips are 
members of Parliament, selected by 
the leaders of their respective party 
for the special duty of securing the 
attendance of the other members of 
that party on all necessary occasions, 
the term being abbreviated from the 
“whipper-in” of a hunt. That their 
services in this connection are es­
sential will be realized when it is 
taken into consideration that the fate 
of an important measure, nay even 
that of a Cabinet itself, may depend 
upon the result of a division in the 
House.

The question of purchase of honors 
has even been discussed in the House 
of Lords, and a member related that 
when acting as whip to his party he 
had been on several occasions “ 
proached” in the most matter of fact 
way by persons who were anxious to 
obtain peerages in return for cash, 
payable to the party campaign fund.

After a very lengthy debate, the 
Upper House, on the motion of Lord 
Selborue, adopted the following res­
olution :

“That a contribution to party funds 
should not be a consideration to a 
Minister when he recommends any 
name for an honor to the crown, that 
the House of Lords considers it de­
sirable that effectual measures should 
be taken to assure the nation that 
Governments, from whatever politi­
cal party they are drawn, will act ac­
cording to this rule, and that this 
House requests the concurrence of 
the House of Commons in the fore­
going resolution.’

Would Abolish Titles
The abolishment of hereditary tii’es 

has been advocated many times, but 
as it is a weakness of man to work 
for the possession of a title which wUl 
raise him above his fellow, there is 
not much possibility of honors dis­
appearing. There are few men now­
adays who will actually refuse a 
title as did Mr. Gladstone, Mr. Bal­
four, and Mr. Joseph Chamberlain.

Throughout Europe, the tendency 
■on the part of Crown and of govern­
ment is to restrict rather than to in­
crease the number of nobility honors. 
For instance in Roumania, Greece, 
Servia and Bulgaria they have been 
abolished altogether and their use is 
forbidden by the terms of the consti­
tution.

F'or some time past the Czar of 
Russia has declined to grant the rank 
of Baron, Count or Prince to any one 
tyho has male, heirs, thus insuring the 
lapse of the dignity on the death of 
the grantee.

The Kaiser in conferring, the title 
of Count, Prince or Duke now in­
variably makes the honor “ad perso­
nam’,’ that is to say, for life only— 
his object being that he may be free 
either to revive the dignity in the 
person of a younger son of the origi­
nal grantee, in the event of the elder 
son proving himself unworthy, or 
else to permit the title to lapse al­
together. Thus when he raised the 
late Count Munster, his Ambassador 
in Paris and chief German plenipo­
tentiary at the first Peace Congress 
to The Hague, to the rank pf Prince, 
he conferred the dignity only for life. 
He has since revived it in the old 
diplomat’s younger son, Prince Alex­
ander Munster, who is visiting this 
side of the Atlantic, the elder son 
having proved himself to be tljc black 
sheep of the family. (

In other countries, too, there is a 
movement to, at le,ast, refuse to in­
crease hereditary titles, but strangely 
enough it is usually the monarch and 
nobility who take a lead in propos­
ing the. reductions.
