The following letter was read by 
Rev. A. H. Powell to the congrega­
tion of St. Jude's last Sunday. Those 
who heard it and the public gener­
ally will thank the rector for his 
thoughtfulness In penning It;
To the Congregation of St. Jude’s 

Church, Oakville;—
My dear people,—I left Canada 

with the 164th Battalion, as most 
of you know, on very short notice, 
and so had not time to bid many of 
you “farewell.” When I left I had 
no idea as to what would be expect­
ed of me here: whether I would be 
returned Immediately, or whether 
my orders would be to remain. After 
a long interview with the Senior 
Chapjain I And that my duty is to 
remain.

There is a shortage of C. of E. 
Chaplains. I have been placed for the 
time being as Chanlain at Otterpool 
Camp in the County of Kent, about 
four miles from the south coast. 
This is a comparatively new camp 
used for segregation purposes, that 
is to say, all Canadian troops are 
segregated for a period of time on 
arrival, for medical observation be­
fore they are allowed to mingle with 
other troops. The 164th was fortun­
ate In having to remain in this state 
of quarantine for only twelve days. 
They left on Satugdav night on one 
hour and a half’s notice, leaving a 
snlendid record for health and con­
duct. Yon can imagine my feelings 
as I saw them march away, realizing 
that my official connection with the 
Battalion was being severed after 14 
months of very happy relationship. 
I am not alone in this experience, 
however, as all the officers will soon 
er or later have to bear the same 
treatment. The 164th has gone into 
the 2nd Reserve Denot at East Sand- 
ling, and from there will go to 
France in drafts. I am confident that 
wherever they go they will give a 
splendid account of themselves, and 
will uphold the splendid example set 
them by their fellow Canadians in 
this war, and reflect great credit on 
the counties whence they came. The 
discipline here is severe, the train­
ing very strenuous, the food some­
what restricted and not by any means 
as palatable as that to which they 
were accustomed in Canada. Yet 
there was no undue grumbling or 
complaining, and when the order 
came on Saturday evening at 7.30 
that they were to be out of Otterpool 
by 9 o’clock, they marched away In 
a terrific wind storm, and very dark 
along an unknown road “singing.” 
This is the spirit — the morale — 
which is going to win this war.

They were homesick, nevertheless. 
During the first few days after ar­
rival the sweetest topic of conversa­
tion was, home, wife, children, or 
father or mother. I hope to he near 
them in France, but we cannot do 
here what we would like always, 
and I may not have that privilege. 
At any rate I am compelled to re­
main in England for the present, 
and am assured by authorities that 
a Chaplain’s, work here, is not sec­
ondary in importance even to his 
work in France. I think, neverthe­
less, that I would feel more justified 
in remaining away were they to send 
me to the “front.”

Now a word or two about England 
and the war. I have been here such 
a short time and have moved about' 
so little that I must not presume too 
much knowledge. But perhaps my 
impressions would not be without 
interest.-

One is not in the country five min­
utes without realizing that England 
is at war. In the first place the uni­
forms—the exception is the man of 
military age in civilian clothes— 
men in uniforms everywhere, 
monotony of the khaki relieved here 
and there by the blue of H. M's navy.

Then the food question! Imagine 
England, the island of good and 
plenty, the land of roast beef and 
mutton, having to submit to food 
rationing and doing it voluntarily 
A Royal proclamation is being read 
in all churches and chapels on these 
four successive Sundays requesting 
the people to cut down their con­
sumption of bread to one quarter 
the amount they would eat in nor­
mal times; to refrain from using 
flour for anything but the making 
of bread; not to feed oats to horses 
except where it is necessary for 
breeding purposes. Well-to-do peo­
ple are requested to use substitutes 
for cereals wherever it is possible; 
one day a week must be meatless 
and only 6 penny worth can be sold. 
In fact the authorities request that 
the eating of cake or bread with tea 
in the afternoon, be refrained from. 
A card is placed in the window of 
private residences announcing that 
the household in honor bound is 
submitting to voluntary rationing 
requested by the authorities.

There are virtually no potatoes 
(the soldiers have them occasional­
ly) and sugar is very scarce. All the 

have been taken 
by the Government, in fact 

all cereals, so that the scarcity 
does not Affect the price. It affects 
the supply to the individual but the 
price is the same as formerly. There 
is no speculating in food stuffs. As 
an example last week the price of 
beans was cut in two by Lord Dev- 
oneort. So that the poor person is 
unOer no hardship.

There are no private motors. Gas­
oline is sold only to those who have 
obtained from the Government san­
ction for its use.

I could go on, but perhaps I have 
said enough to show you. that Eng­
land is really straining every nerve 
to win the war. Having already put

7.—GunnerLondon,
Harold Payne, 63rd Battery, a man 
of 40 years, and a. native of Lincoln­
shire, England, wlio lived for a time 
before enlistment at St. Mary's, was 
found murdered this morning in the 
woods on the farm of Wesley Shoe- 
bottom, five miles north of London, 
in London Township. High Constable 
B. F. Waterworth is to-day seeking 
the owner of a rubber heel found be­
side the body. Payne had been under 
treatment for rheumatism at the 
military hospital at Wolseley Bar­
racks for some time. Saturday he 
obtained a pass, and left wearing his 
blue convelescent uniform, in which 
he was found.

Thirty cents in silver was found in 
his pockets, and pieces of either one 
or two $2 bills had been trampled 
into the earth and almost buried in 
the base of a stump at the scene of 
the murder. That they had been torn 
during a struggle 
seemed evident. Payne, his comrades 
claimed, had about $40 when he left 
the hospital. His breast was covered 
with Mood from a three-inch gash in 
his throat, which, however, was not 
sufficient to have caused death.

He did not 
fall below .300 until 1914, when he 
batted .252. In 1915 his'mark was

Into Report of Mr. Justice 
Galt Which Reflected 

Upon His Character
the Ottawa, June 6.—A Royal Com­

mission composed of Sir Ezekiel Mc­
Leod, Chief Justice of the Supreme 
Court of New Brunswick, and Hon. 
Louis Tellier, retired justice of the 
Superior Court of Quebec, will hold 
an investigation Into the findings of 
Mr. Justice Galt reflecting upon the 
honor of Hon. Robert Rogers, Min­
ister of Public Works.

The announcement was made bj 
Sir Robert Borden just after the op­
ening of the House today. The Prime 
Minister read to the House a letter 
received from Hon. Mr. Rogers, com­
plaining of the bias shown by Mr. ■ 
Justice Galt in his investigation of • 
the Manitoba Parliament Buildings 
and Agricultural College expenditur­
es, and asking for a new and impar­
tial investigation before a compet­
ent tribunal. The Prime Minister in 
informing the House that the Coun­
cil, after consideration, had decided 
to grant the Minister’s request, 
stated that Hon. Mr. Rogers, pend­
ing a report from the commissioners, 
had asked to be relieved of his duties 
as Minister of Public Works and this 
had been acceded to.

The action decided upon by the 
Government did not meet with the 
approval of Sir Wilfrid Laurier who 
sharply
Rogers’ letter, which he declared 
was “absolutely derogatory to the 
dignity of the bench.” The Liberal 
leader opposed the appointment of a 
new commission which could have 
no better qualifications than those 
of Mr. Justice Galt. 'If the findings 
of Mr. Galt as a Supreme Court 
Judge were to be questioned, then 
the only other tribunal, and one to 
which exception could not be taken, 
was a committee of the Hôusè.

A Liberal Contrast.
The Prime Minister retorted by 

contrasting the course the Govern­
ment was taking with the position of 
Sir Wilfrid Laurie,-..in connection 
with the Landry report of some 
years ago reflecting upon Hon. W1I-. 
liam Pugslëÿ. That report made a 
finding impugning the conduct - of 
Mr. Piigsley in relation to the ex­
penditure on the Central Railway 
under his administration ’ in New 
Brunswick. Over $100,000 of money 
to be expended on this road disap­
peared. This report was made after 
Mt. Pugsley had become Minister of 
Public Works in the Federal Govern­
ment. The Opposition of that day,, 
by resolution asked, that an investi­
gation be conducted into the finding 
of the commission, as it was an im­
possible situation for a minister of 
the Crown to remain under such an 
imputation. Sir, Wilfrid Laurier .and, 
all his supporters voted agajnst the 
resolution and Hon. Mr. Pugsley re­
mained as Minister of Public Works.
