Men’s Furnishings 1(National Crop Improvement Service.)

Most women think that bread- 5= 
making Is too hard work. That is 
only because they make it so. What­
ever their recipe may be they should 
not laboriously knead the air out of 
the dough with vigorous punchings 
and pokings, because tt is better to 
fold air into the dough which is a 
very simple process, occupying but a ^
