Intense Anxiety Follows the Dis­
appearance of Little Helen 

Richards
On Monday last Mr and Mrs Roy 

Richards, Glen Elbe, had an exper­
ience that they will not soon for­
get. In the morning their little 
daughter Helen, aged three years, went 
to the field where her father was run­
ning the binder. Her presence there 
was not regarded as altogether safe 
and she was induced to return to the 
house. Her active little mind and 
bodv craved something to do, and the 
mother, busy with her household 
duties, gave her a little pail and told 
her she could pick some currants. She 
went away happy. After some time 
the mother missed her, hut thought 
she had returned to the harvest field. 
When Mr. Richards returned to dinner, 
he Reported that he had not seen her. 
Then a hurried, anxious search began, 
but no trace of Helen could * be found. 
The families of Mr Hall and Mr Os­
borne were interviewed and they with 
other neighbors joined in the search. 
The rural telephone was employed and 
Helen’s grandfather, Mr. James 
Cughan, went to the scene of trouble. 
By this time Mrs. Richards was nearly 
distracted—was sure some evil had 
befallen her little girl. It was learned 
that Helen had on a red dress and a 
search-party of about twenty-five was 
organized. First the three wells were 
searched and then the grain fields were 
entered. Mr Hayes was driving to 
Glen Buell when he noticed the people 
trooping through the fields, and just 
before rsaching the Glen he saw Miss 
James in company with a little girl 
that she had found walking along the 
roadside, who said her name was Helen 
and that she wanted to go home and 
wanted her mother.

Bleed Rich, Red and Pure.
A person has to learn to swim by get­

ting into the water and striking out. 
At the same time there are certain 
truths that the average man would not 
likely teach himself even if he spent 
much of his spare time in the water. 
An observance of these rules will not 
teach a man to swim» but they will 
teach a swimmer to save a non-ewim- 
raer who falls into the water, and they 
may teach him to save his own life 
when through an excess of intrepidity 
he finds himself in the clutch of some­
body he is. attempting to rescue.

Mere strength will not break the des­
perate grip that a terrified drowning 
man takes of anyone who ventures 
within lus reach, ami the fear that both 
the victim and the would-be rescuer will 
both be drowned has no doubt ^deterred 
many a competent swimmer from at­
tempting a rescue.

It is scarce lees important ^o know 
how to safely approach a drowning per­
son than to know how to swim, says 
L. De B. Handley, a noted swimmer and 
life saver. Mr. Hanley says that the 
most important thing for a would-be 
rescuer to remember is that at the out­
set a few seconds lost is not important. 
Men have been restored after having 
been unler water and apparently drown­
ed for a long time. He advises that 
time be taken for the rescuer to remove 
the outer clothing-

While tliie is being done, the rescuer 
should do his thinking, so that by the 
time he strikes the water he knows ex­
actly what he is going to do. If the 
eident occtlfs in running water, and the 
drowning person is under the surface, 
the search should not be started below 
the spot where he has disappeared on 
the assumption that the body has drift­
ed down. Start above the spot, and go 
down under water with the current, 
saving every ounce of strength.

On locating the victim, seize him by 
the hair or by the clothing at the back 
of the neck, or by the upper arm, and 
propel yourself to the surface with 
downward strokes of the free arm and

The report recently issued by the 
Chief Conservator of Forests in South 
Africa for the year ending on Dec. 31, 
1911, is of considerable interest by way 
of comparison with what is being done 
along forestry lines in this country. For 
such a young union the progress made is 
remarkable, anti considerable credit is 
due to the Forest Department for the ef­
ficiency already attained in administra­
tion and fire protection.

The area of the forest reserves in the 
Union of South Africa in December, 1911, 
was 1,799,550 acres. Besides this, there 
were also 42,587 acres reserved fur grow­
ing railway ties, on which railway funds 
alone were expended, making a total re­
served area of 1,842,137 acres. This area 
is divided into seven conservancies — 
roughly shaking, a conservancy to each 
province in the I'nion. finch conser­
vancy, consisting usually of several re­
serves, is administered by a district for­
est officer and a technically trained as­
sistant forester. Under them are chief's 
of reserves, forest guards, rangers ,etc. 
The more important positions are all 
filled by technical foresters, usually 
highly trained men. who have completed 
their course in the Oxford School of For­
estry and in Germany. This organiza­
tion very closely resembles that of the 
Canadian Government forest réserves.

Under their supervision, forest surveys 
are being made for the demarcation of 
new reserves, and existing reserves are 
being protected from fire by burning or 
cutting fire belts around the reserves 
and bv planting up their perimeters writh 
trees of the less inflammable species. As 
a result of these precautions, there weer 
burned during the season of 1911 onlv 
seven hundred acres, or 0.04 per cent, of 
the total area.

Butter Fat in Milk Varies 
to Great Degree.

Frequent experiment» have shown tliat 
ono single teet of a cow’s milk in not 
reliable a» an indication vi what per­
centage of fat her milk normally con­
tains. A great many well-known cause» 
affect the test, also some cause» that 
are unknown at present even by the 
closest etudents. This "variation in the 
teet” is one of the puzzles of the cow's 
individuality, and because of these puz­
zling variations it is advisable to take 
composite samples at intervals so as 
to ascertain the average teet.

Some recent painstaking investigation» 
at one of the dairy research station» in 
England with «even cowa for two day», 

covering euch details a» a separate 
teet of eleven successive pints, three 
times a day, from the four quarter» of 
the udder, show-dbat wliHe the average 
test with the cows giving thirty pound* 
of milk per day was 3.6 per cent., the 
variation was all the way from <saly 
six-tenths to one per cent, up to nine 
and a half per cent, of fat.

On a visit to the 
building yesterday the inspectors found 
the elevator man and another employee 
smoking, and found three doors fastened 
by spring locks, whereas the authorities 
had ordered that all doors be unlocked. 
A locked door was .held responsible for 
the lot* of many lives in the previous 
fire. The proprietors contended that 
spring locks, requiring no keys, would 
not hinder exit in case of fire, but the 
inspectors were not satisfied.

The United States 2 per cent, bonds, 
serving as security for most of the 
national bank circulation, have been 
depressed recently to new low market 
records, dropping to 95 3-4 during the 
past few days. The Secretary’s willing­
ness to accept these bonds at par a* se­
curity for the 26 to 50 millions of prom­
ised deposits, and the inducement to the 
national banks to increase their circula­
tion up to the forty per cent, limit is 
expected to help in restoring the parity 
of the depressed 2’s by creating a new 
market for them.

For the first time in history, the 
Government will accept prime commer­
cial paper as security for deposits. This 
privilege will be granted, as announced 
by the Secretary, in order to make 
these special deposits available to the 
banks on securities readily within their 
reach.

Approved commercial paper will be ac­
cepted as security for the deposits at 65 
per eent. of its face value, and high- 
clâee State, municipal and other bonds, 
exclusive of Government bonds, at 75- 
per cent, of their market value.

The additional deposits will be placed 
with the national banks in the two 
or three principal cities in each of the 
States where harvesting is now in prog­
ress. and where the demand for money 
for moving the crops most Conveniently 
van be met. The Secretary said it would 
not he practicable te scatter the depos­
its among the smaller cities, especially 
in view of the character of securities 
necessary.

The banks will be required to return 
the mone\' to the Public Treasury when 
the crops have been moved.

London, Aug. 4.—The Ditlly Chr.tr.i- 
cle says the Russification of Finland 
is proceeding apace, little noticed by 
Europe or by the world.

The independence and the con­
stitution o'f Finland are based upon 
fundamental laws which cannot justly 
be altered without the consent of'the 
Finnish people, and which all the 
rulers of Russia, including the present 
Czar have taken most solemn oaths 
to preserve. These oath* and laws have, 
during the last few yeans, been violated 
in a very outrageous fashion.

A powerful article in the current 
issue of Truth goes thoroughly into the 
case and shows it to be an act, or 
series of acts, of oppression and ag 
greesion which cannot fail to arouse 
indignation in every lover of liberty. 
Finland, too, one of the most advanced 
and cultured of the peoples of tfce 
world, has, during a century of au­
tonomy, amply proved not ®»fjr her 
fitness for independence, but baa 
shown beyond all doubt that Russia 
has nothing to fear if she lived" up to 
her obligations toward the Finns.

A DEADLY STORM
$1,000.000 Damage, Three 

Deaths, in Washington.

Washington, Aug. 4.—An awe-i(umpir­
ing rain and windstorm which resulted 
in the death of at least three person* 
and wrought more damage to the parks 
and public buildings of the capital than 
baa been done by nature in a decade 
raged over W ashington for an hour this 
afternoon. The White House ground», 
regarded as the most attractive of ali 
the public grounds of the country, were 
literally devaated. .The damage to the 
city ie estimated at $1,000,000, but the 
marring of the capitaPe beautiful parka 
Is something that cannot be expreweed 
in dollars.

The wind attained a velocity of 66 
milea an hour, according to the weather 
bureau, and the rainfall for the hour 
was a fraction more than two inchee. 
Old-time residents of Washington de­
clare they never had witnessed such a 
storm here, and these statements were 
borne out by the records of the weather 
bureau.

When the storm settled upon the cap­
ital the Senate was in the midst of a 
debate on the tariff. The rattling of 
the hailstones upon the skylight of the 
Senate chamber deafened the proceed­
ings. Vice-President Marshall rapped 
on his desk for order, but the elements 
refused to obey, and finally the Senate 
had to take a recess.

Poor sight Is the cause for many a 
horse shying and bolting. Shying le of­
ten the result of a high-spirited animal 
being ruined by an injudicious driver.

A young hors® shies at eome unfamil­
iar object he meet» on the road. He may 
shy from half-fear, and half In play. 
The unprincipled driver at once uses the 
whip. Here Is where the great damage 
comes. Had the animal been talked to 
and gently urged on he would have 
learned that the unfamiliar object was 
one not to be afraid of. But, on the’ 
other hand, this unprincipled driver has 
taught the young horse a far different 
lesson. The horse remembers the object 
that scared him, and he also remembers 
the whipping he got at that time. In 
other words, he identifies the thrashing 
he got with the thing that scared hi 
He associates the two. He believes 
xvnipping is an adjunct, or has some con­

ation with it—and he will grow worse, 
whenever he again confronts that object. 
His terror of it becomes confirmed. His 
memory is remarkable good.

If treated sensibly, gently driven up to 
the scarey object that he may examine 
it at his leisure without being thrashed 
he will quickly understand and there will 
be no furthur trouble. There probably 
may be eome preliminary snorting on hie 
part, and a strppg hesitation In approach­
ing it. but patience and coaxing on the 
part of the driver will eventually work 
wonders. Once tfee horse understands 
that the object is harmless there will be 
no further trouble.

The pedigree of an animal shows In a 
systematic way the relationship of the 
animal to its ancestors. Pure-bred ani­
mals have a pedigree, scrubs or m 
grels have not.

It was to 
bo to Israel a perpetual witness that the 
Most High had seen the affliction of his 
peojile and had come down to deliver 
then», ami that he had established com­
munication with them which was to 
endure from age to age. The Passover 
was a bond of sacred union between the 
redeemed nation and him who redeemed 
it, a sign of their acceptance of him as 
their Ruler and King. This method of 
the great divine expiation for the sine 
of the people was God-ordained. The 
blood of sacrifice implied condemnation 
realized, substitution accepted and de­
liverance appropriated. Besides the ap­
pointed means of a great deliverance, 
the Poesover was an ordained feast of 
remembrance, not a formal service, but 
gratefully remembered and intelligen-ly 
observed, to be taught in the family rid 
kept by all the. peonle in each successive 
generation, a perpetual witness of Jeho­
vah’s mercy, a constant test, and meas­
ure of religious life, every detail divinely 
ordered.

It will be noticed that the proportion of 

the several nuurlflve elements above 
given varies quite widely with the dif­
ferent kljjds of feeds named. This pro­
portion is called the ‘'nutritive ratio." 
Fat and carbohydrates are the fattening 
elements, and by their combustion sus­
tain the processes of life, but each pound 
of fat is equivalent, for these purposes, 
to two and a quarter pounds of carbohy­
drates. Photeln is the musle-maklng ele- 
mqpt. The nutritive ratio is the relation 
that exists between these two kinds of 
elements. To find it, multiply the fat 
by two and a quarter, add the result to 

carbohydrates and divide by the 
number of pounds of protein contained 
in a hundred pounds of the feed. For ex­
ample. corn has 66.7 pounds of carbohyd­
rates and 43 pounds of fat. Multiply the 
fat by two and a quarter and add the 
product to the carbohydrates, then divide 
bv 7.9 pounds of protein and the nutri­
tive ratio will be found to be 1: 9.5; that 
hs for each pound of protein corn contains 
it contains 9.5 pounds of carb hydrates and 

equivalents. When tne percentage 
rbohydrates Is large in proportion 

to the protein, the nutritive ratio Is said 
to be "wide:" when proportionately small, 
the nutritive ratio ie said to be "narrow."

When one is feeding young anlmwls for 
growths it will be obvious that a^arger 

proportion of muscle and frame-building 
elements Should be fed; when on# Is fat­
tening a hog or a steer for ma et. then 
it 1* equally obvious that a larger propor­
tion of fat-making elements should be 
fed: when one is feeding for milk, which 
If a product containing large quantities 
of protein, then the ration should contain 
a large porportlon of the element, which 
the manufacture of milk requires, namelv, 
protein. The same Is true of feeding for 
eggs, which are so largely composed of 
albumen, thle being only a form of pro­
tein.

TAX ALL CHILDLESS fat

Is Latest Proposal of French 
Organization. scratches

Paris. Aug. 4. The Figaro ha* re­
ceived from the "Race Française” So­
ciety a draft of the proposed law to 
tax not only bachelors, but all child- 
ess persons over a certain age. Ac­
cording to the statistics of Dr. Ber- 
tilon. France at present counts 1,330,- 
000 bachelors, 1.800.000 childless fam­
ilies. 2.650.000 families with only two 
children, and 2,400,000 with a single 
child.

The new bill, fixing for each citizen 
an obligatory minimum of three child­
ren. could Impose a tax of thirty 
francs per "non-existent child." »o 
to speak, on every’ citizen of forty- 
five years who has not reared three 
children to the age of twenty-one.
