He and Caleb declared
that the Israelites were well able to
take possession of the land. Moses’
minister—Joshua was Noses’ trusted
attendant. He was doubtless his coun-
selor, and was his chief officer in
war, 2. Moses my servant—Goud was
the ruler of Israel, for the mation
was a theocracy, and Moses wag -his
representative. Now therefore arise,
go over this Jordan—The death of
Aloses made necessary _the appoint-
ment of a new leader. It also prepar-
ed the way for the entry of Israel into
Canaan, for Moses had been forbid-
den to enter the promised land. The
unbelievere were also dead (Num. 14,
26-39), and the time had come for the
nation to possess their inheritance.
The Jordan is theerincipal rivey of
scripture histery, The pame Jordan
means ‘‘descender.” The average fall
of the river during its entire course is
twelve feet a mile. In one part of its
course it falls six hundred feet in
nine miles. At the time this command
was given, the river had overflowed
its banks and was impassable, hum-
anly speaking, for the hosts of Israel.
All.this people—According to the cen-
eus mentioned in Num. 26. 2, 51, there
were 601.730 men from twenty years
old and upward. Land which I do give
—The promise which had been given
centuries before and often reneated,
was about to be fulfilled. The boun-
daries of this land are given in the
fourth verse.

Israel possessed all this territery
for a short time during the ::igns of
David and Solomon. The distance
from the desert to Lebanon was one
hundred forty miles, and from the
Mediterranean to the Euphrates about
four hundred miles, having an area a
little less than the State of Illinois.
Canaan proper was only one hundred
forty miles long and foriy wide, having
less area than the State of New Jersey.
5. not. .. .able to stand beforé thee—
After promising large things to Israel,
the Lord gave Jeshua the assurance
that the people then in possession of
the country could not withstand the
onward movement of the armie! of
Israel. Special comfort was heré giv-
en to Joshua, upon wnom was piaced
the responsibility of leadiny Isracl inty
Canaan and placin® them in their re-
spective inheritances. Tie gian:s and
the walled cities ma:f give wa’ Le-
fore the man whose “~!th had declar-
ed nearly forty years before this thatl
Israel was able to possess Canaan. 1
will not fail thee—Josina knew Jic di-
vine guidance and help that Moses had
received, and he was now placed on
the same footing as Moses. The prom-
ise is one that could be 2pplicd by
Joshua in every emergency that could
possibly arrise in the dis ga of his
duty, whether in the peculiar directions
given regarding the taking of .ericho,
or in the defeat of .Ai, oceasioned by
the covetousness of an Israclite. mnor
forsake thee—Joshua was encouraged
by the knowlcdge that Jehovah cared
for him and would not leave him to
himself.

111, A stirring exhortation (¥s. 6-9).
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6. Be strong and of a good cqu}e—
This expression occurs four time in
this chapter. ildn}bua must do his part
and God would-do his. Courage is

essential to strength. Moral courage’

arms one for the moral and spiritual
conflicts of life. The tasks which lay
before Joshua demanded that he be
full of courage and undaunted in the
presence of great opposition, This
people—The Israelites. Divide for an
inheritanc h tribe was to receive
an allotment,\gnd Joshua was to have
charge under ne direction of the
division. 7. Very courageous—Joshua
was thus made accountable for the
amount of strength and courage he
would have. He must place Nimself
dn e right relation to God by sub-
nission, obedience and faith, " That
thou mavest observe, etc.—It would
require strength and courage to put in
practice the law of God in all iis par-
ticulars, and insist upon its observ-
ance by all israel, amid the new sur-
roundings .in Canaan. Turn not from
it—Their existence and prodperity as
& nation depended upon their keeping
close to the law of God. That thou
mayest prosper—This is a comprehen-
sive promise, but it was conditional
upon obedience to God's law. Joshua
could not expect to prosper in any
course except that marked out by
Jehovah, either by the law already
given. or by direct relation to him.

8 Thig beek of the law-"-iMoses had
written down the law that God had
given at Sinai for the Government of
Israel. Shall not depart out of thy
mouth—Not only .was Joshua to ob-
serve it himself, but he was to teach
it constantly to his people, and to
insist upon parents teaching it to their
children. Meditate therein day and
night—The word of God received into
the mind and heart, and there care-
fully retained by meditation affd obedi-
ence to its requirements, becomes a
part of one's spiritual equipment for
God’s service.

He was
a prince of the tribe of Ephraim, had
led the host of Israel in Tepelling the
attacks of Amalek and was one of the
two ‘$ples, who withstood ‘public senti-
ment at the risk of his own Hfe. ~ He
drops into obscurity during the years
of wandering in the Arabian ‘deesrts
and comes again into deserved and
permanent prominence as the second
great Jeader of Israel.

II. A great commission. “Moses my
servant is dead; now therefore arise.”
A larger sphere opens and he must be-
come a larger and greater man. Dur-
ing all the silent years his manhood
had been cementing, and the material
is at hand. God’s purposes and pro-
cesses have no blank pages and are
often advanced by the sremoval of
great causes and bringing from ob-
scurity a new instrument which he
has been-silently preparing for the
foreseen asion. Assurance is renew-
ed as the great task is assumed. “Have
not I commanded thee?” “As I was
with Moses, so I will be with thee.” “I
will.not fail thee.” Strength, courage
and ohedience are essentials of suc-
cess in every spiritual undertaking.
“Be thou strong and very courageous,
that thou mayest obsarve to do.” At
the close of the war of eonquest
Joshua performed successfully the del-

.icate task of apportioning thé pro-

The
towering summits may overshadow
the foothills, but does not obliterate
them.

All can not
be leaders, but it is as noble to obéy
as to direct. The world selects its
heroes, but God rewards the unrecord-
ed service.

“OYSTER RECIPES

Four Good Ways to Cook
. Them.

Grillcd oysters are a favorite dish
with many. To make it, take one pint
large oysters. Put a large piece of
margarine, into a hot pan and when it
smokes du,p in the oysters, a few at
a time.

When the oysters are browned re-
move to a hot dish and pour over them
a sauce made of melted butter thick-
ened with flour., Season with Worces-
tershire sauce, salt and cayenne and
serve on toast. Garnish with parsley.

Take the hard ends of one pint of
oysters, scald and chon fine, ard an
equal weight of potatoes rubbed
through a colander. Add a tablespoon-
ful butter ,a teaspoonful salt, one-half
teaspoonful cayenne, the same, of mace,
and one-half gill of cream. Make up
into small rolls, dip in egg and roiled
cracker crumbs, and fry in deep fat.
The parts of the oysters left over
may be’ used for soup or stew.

Take one pint of milk, add salt,
pepper and a good-sized piece of but-
ter. Let come to a boil. Then add one
pint oysters and let boil a few seconds
until oysters are piump and well ruf-
fled.

Take one quart' oysters. Put one
pint water in a saucepan and let it
simmer, then rub the yolks of three
hard-boiled eggs and one spoonful of
flour together and stir in. Put in also
one-fourth pound butter in small
pieces, one-half teaspoonful whole all-
spice, the juice of a lemon, salt and
pepper. Let it simmer ten minutes,
then add the oysters and serve imme-
diately.

The desirable character of any
variety are those that enable it to
'thrive in the environment in which it
is placed, or give it commercial popu-
larity. The undesirable ones are
those that prevent it from achieving
its beést whether on the farm or in the
market. According to conditions a
desirable character in one locality may
be an undesirgble one in- another.

In any kind of grain, yield is, and
always will be, a desirable character,
but in many localitiés the variety
must primarily depend on other char-
acters, sueh as dro t resistance,
early maturity and tightness of chaff,
to give it value. In localities where
conditions are less severe, these again
was later in maturing, having a loose |-
humid climate.

Earliness exteeds yield in impor-

Rance in all of the northern districts
of Canada, and wherever it is a ques-
tlon of maturing grain before the
time of frost.
. Tightness of chaff in wheat is neces-
sary wherever high winds prevail at
the time of ripening as on our prair-
ies. In eastern Canada, however,
| ,Wwhere no loss is experienced from
winds, and the threshers are not used
to threshing tight chaffed wheat, con-
siderable grain may be lost over the
rear of the mill.

Varieties that have the ability to
resist drougbt to do, as a rule, succeed
where there is an abundance of mois-
ture.

High baking strength is absolutely
essential wherever wheat is grown for
export, but for domestic use a variety
may be grown to advantage that has
only moderate baking strength, if it
gives a high yield.

Thinness of hull in oats is a desir-
able character under all conditions.
Hullessness in oats is only desirable
for a few special purposes. . The husk
facilitates the commercial handling of
the grain and protecis the Kernel from
injury. .,

Beards on wheat and barley are
most undesirable but in the caze of
barley it has not as yet been possible
to prcduce a beardless variety giving
a yield that will equal the best of the
bearded sorts.

Awns in cats are unnecessary and
are not in any way connect with
yield.

The color of grain is most important,
not that it has any intrainsic value,

-

certain color of kernel in wieat, oats
and Dbarley. This demand has ar-
risen from the associaticn of a certain
color with an outstanding variety such
as the red c¢olor of the Red Fife and
Marquis wheats, etc.

Enough has been said to show the
fallacy of the idea that any variety
of wheat or oats or barley is superior
under all conditions, to all other var-
jeties. = The truth is that every var-
jety has its limitations, and it is up to
the grower to procure a variety
which possesses the characters that
will enable it to thrive under his con-
ditions. 1f in doubt, counsul the
superintendent of your nearest Experi-
mental”Farm, Ottawa, describing your
climatic conditions and requesting his
advice as to the variety that will suc-
ceed best ia your locality.
SALT AND SULPHUR

TILIZERS

Although common salt has been lned
as a fertilizer on certain crops in Eu
rope, the College of Agriculture st: |'ﬂs
that its use is inadvisable bLecause of
the uncertainty of results and because
acid soils, upon which salt will not act
as a fertilizer, are  common in. New
York State.

On account
for (fertilizer, the
raiced wheiher common salt cannot bs
used as a substituie. The, most exten-
sive experiments in this country show
that salt may take the place of pccash
to a limited, extent for certain «rops
and on ceriain soils. Mangels, turnips
and radishes may be bencfited by its
use. The staple crops, including pota-
toes. wheat and corn. would probably
not be greatly benefited. Yowever,
good results are not to be expezted on
all soils. One unfavorable condition is
acidity of the soil, and the effect- of
ealt on such seils would be to aggra-
vate this sour condition.

In western New York. where salt
was cheap, it was used in carload lots,
sprinkled lightly wover a calcareous
that was kept well linsed. Lime at that
time was also cheap, but tiie prices
received for the crops were much less
than the  prices now received by
growers,

The, soil was somewhat ‘heavy and
had been lightened by heavy applica-
tions of manure for several years and
vegetable refuse of all kinds. It was
well drained by a series of tile drains
and open ditches.

On this land crops of gladioli, =zin-
niag, lilies. corn and various vegetables
and flowering plarts were grown.

Sulphur was sometimes used, sprin-
kled lightly over the soil. These
materials were cheap.‘and aside from
whatever fertilizing value they had it
was thought they helped to keen down
insects and diseases. The salt was ap-
plied in the autumn, after the fall
plowing. In the spring the land was
plowed again, the sulphur applied,
after which it was-broken up with a
disc harrow, followed by a spike tooth
harrow. It was very productive, and
although cropped intensively for years
the crops were free from both insects
and disease, and the colors of the
flowers always brilliant.

Field experiments cpntinued
fourteen years show that such expo-
sure has taused a loss of at least 30
per cent. in the crop-producing value
olt the manure.—Ohio Experiment Sta-
tion.

Canadian farmers and gardeners are
protected from the evils of planting
ipferior seed of many kinds of crops
fmported from other countries. By
an order-in-Council that .came into ef-
fect in the autumn, importation is pro-
hibited of unfit seed or clovers, gras-
ses, vetches, rape, other forage plants,
field root and garden vegetables in
lots of ten pounds or more.

In Pamphlet S-12 of the seed branch
of the Department of Agriculture at
Ottawa, and obtainable from the pub-
lications branch, unfit seed is describ-
ed that which does not comply with
the Seed Contrel Act, requirements, re-
specting the sale of seed in Canada,
or if it has been refused admittance in-
to any other country on account of
low vitality.

The regulations will be carried out
[ through the Custom’s officials, who
are reqaired to take and forward to
the Dominion Seed Laboratory for ex-
amination, sample of lots of seeds of
the classes named entered *for con-
sumption in Canada. Seed that has
arrived in Canada ard found to be un-
fit, shall be deported under Customs
supervision. The penalty for failing
to comply with these regulations 1s
$500 for the first offense and not ex-
ceeding $1,000 for the second ard each
subsequent offense,

(a) To surrender to the Allies ail
their merchant shipping, whether in
enemy ports at the close of hostilities
cr in ports of conntries still neutral.

(b) To forf2it all ships laid up since
the outhreak of hostilitics in ports of
countries that have become involved
in war or have krokenr off diplomatic
relations with them; and

(¢) To restore to the Allies all Al-
lied shipping that may have ceme in-
outbreak

lav.

of hostilitigs.

The committee is not in favor of
Gevernment operation or ownership of
either &hipbuilding or shipping after
the war, and urges the releace of ship-
ping from Covernment control as soon
after the cloze of the war as possible.

“WAR OR A SOFT PEACE.”
(Philadelphia Record).

Germany is reaping wkere it sowed,
But
it will make it no easier to swear at
the labor or to bully the nations that
are in a position to fix the terms of
peace,*8nd enforce them.

Premier Ebert and Professor Del-
brueck make themselves ridiculous by
inveighing against the terms of the
armistice and the probable terms of
the peace, and they are injuring their
own pedple by their threats of what
they will do if the Allies and America
are not very considerate.

Now that force has failed, the Ger-
mans want equity and justice and
concessicns and a proper regard for
their feelings. As to equity, there is
a sound old maxim of the“Chancery
Courts that he who asks for equity
must, do equity, and Germany has
never done equity. If it wants justice
it is asking for what would leave very
little of Germany. It is idle to load
all the blame upon the Kaiser and the
General Staff. The German people,
as represented by the “intellectuals”
and the newspapers and the commer-
cial classes, has been clamoring for
conquests for many years. If the
Kaiser were on trial he could make &
very plausible defense on the ground
that the nation drove him into the
war. The Pan-German sentiment was
so strong than he was afraid for his
throne, which had been openly threat-
ened by one of the Pan-German or-

ans.

The Kaiser had evaded war in 1905
2nd 1911, and was denouggeed by public
opinion for cowardice. The German
conquest literature amounted to a
flood. Predictions of war and de-
mands for war filled newspapers and
books and pamphlets. Professor
Delbrueck is shocked by the ruthless
greed of France. But when has Ger-
many shown anything else? Partie-

THE USE OF HOTBEDS AND cOLD
FRAMES.
(Experimental 1'arm Notes)

A hot-bed is desirable wherever
vegetables or flowers are grown in
Canada. It is a means by which
plants are grown through their earli-
er stages in a suitable temperature
in order to shorten the time of reach-
ing conditios for use or of coming
into flower. It is the early vegetables
which are the most profitable and
most appreciated. Furthermore,
with a ho%bed it is possible to ma-
ture certain vegetables in parts of
Canada where, if started in the open,
they would not ripen before being
killed by frost. Again, with a hot-
bed it is possible to mature a large
crop when without one the crop
' would be very small. Certain vege-
tables also, even if not subjected to
actual frost, will not grow if the soil
and air are cold, hence must be start-
ed in warm soil and warm air such as
is afforded by a hot-bed, and the
plants grown there are not set out in
the open until warm weather.

Such crops as radish, lettuce, spin-
ach, carrots and other vegetables

still cool in early spring, reach the
stage when they are ready for use
much sooner when kept in the hot-
bed or cold frame than if one hagd to
wait until the seed were planted in
the open and the plants developed
there. There is usually greater dan-
ger from keering the hot-bed too hot
for these particular vegetables than
from its being too cool. Cauliflower
also can be grown to maturity in hot-
beds, and in places where it is diffi-
cult, owing to summer frosts or cobl
weather, to grow cucumbers and mel-
ons, a few plants in a hot-bed will
provide a fair supply for the family.

In making a hothbed the conserva-
tion of the heat in It is one of the
chief considerations, and to assist in
this the hottbed shoulq be in a Tro-
tected place, preferably on the south
side of a building, wall or close board
fence where the cold winds will be
broken and all the sunshine possible
be obtained. The manure used
should behot when it is put in and it
should be kept hot by thoroughly
banking the outside of the frame
with manure to prevent the cold get-
tisg in and the heat getting out . It is
easier to conscerve heat in a bed that
is low than one that is built up high.

Cold frames are much like
beds in appearance, but no manure is
tut inside as cold frames are used
later in the spring than the hot-beds
and less heat is needed, there being
sufficient from the ghin shining
through the glass, anq the glass and
frame usually afford sufficient protec-
tion from light frosts at night shoyld
there be such.

| dissolution of

Civil Service Commission 1s
Warmly Attacked,

H. C. Hocken, M.P. for West Toronto,
Comes Out In Favor of Patronage
System — He Charges That Ofi-
cials “on the Inside” Traffic In
Appointments and Look After
Their Friends.

OTTAWA, March 4.—In abblish-
ing patronage has the Union Govern-
ment created a greater evil? Start-
ling disclosures which gave rise to
this question were made in the House
of Commons Monday by Mr. H. C.
Hocken, M.P. for West Toronto, and
former mayor of the city. He
charged that there has been estab-
lished at the capital a system under
which the grossest corruption is
practiced. He declared that a return-
ed soldier who fought at Courcelette
and won the rank of a brigadier-
general was -‘‘double-crossed” and
whip-sawed when he applied for the
position of superintendent of a peni-
tentiary. He alleged there was in
Ottawa a secret school where candi-
dates for positions in the Civil Ser-
vice illed in certain subjacts
upon which they are to write in the
.examinations, the school being run
by persens who are “on the inside.”
He declared there is ‘a regular
traffic in examination papers,” and
that the answers are supplied by ex-
perts on payment of a certain sum
of money, and he gave evidence in
support of his declaration. He named
one Joseph Petitclerc as having been
“caught red-handed with stolen pa-
pers on his person,” and charged
that the Civil Service Commission
wanted ‘“‘to hush up the pusiness.”

Mr. Hocken’s suggested remedy
was ‘“‘the dismissal of Mr. William
Foran, the secretary of the Civil Ser-
vice Commission,” who, he claimed,
is finally responsible for the scan-
dal. Mr. Foran is a Roman Catholic
Mr. Hocken is a leading Orangeman.
The Toronto member also’ suggested
that ‘“‘the Civil Service Act should
be amended at a vital spot.”

Out of that meeting grew the “Eng-
lish-speaking union,” which aimg to
promote good-fellowship among the
English-speaking democracies of the
world, and which is pledged “to pro-
mote by every means in our power a
good understanding between ghe peo-
ples of the United States of America
and the British Commonwealth,” and
to celebrate jointly such natlonal fes-
tivals as Shakespeare's birthday, April
23; Empire Day, May 24; Independ-
ence Day, July 4, and American
Thanksgiving Day.

A. J. Balfour is president, and prom-
inent among the vice-presidents are
Viscount Bryce, Winston Churchill, Sir
Robert Borden, Canadian Premier;
Lord Chainwood. Viscount Northcliffe,
for Great Britain, and Major-Gengral
Haven Putnam, Franklin Roosevelt,
Assistant Secretary of the Navy; H.
Gordon Selfridge, ex-President William
H. Taft. who is the head of the Amer-
ican organization; Colonel Johg 8.
Muckle. president of the Philadelphia
branch, and L. Lyons Montgomery,
general organizing secretary for Amer-
ica.

In view of all these events the Bri-
tain Day comrittee, of which Alton B.
Parker, formerly candidate for Presi-
dent of the United States, is chairman,
aided by the National Committee of
Patriotic Societies, the National Secur-
ity League and the American Defence
Society. have planned a nation-wide
demonstration to to known as “Bri-
tain's Day.” on Saturday and Sunday,
Dec. 7 and 8, when recognition will be
ziven of England’s great achievements
and sacrifices in the war of humanity
against Hunnism.

Never sleeping, through ever: deep-
ening fogs; through winter storms,
tarough lightless aays, sternly watch-
ed and waited for the ‘Hun fleet to
come out. But perhaps its most Te-|
markable performance was the trans-
porting of 22,200,000 persons, includ-
ing 1,000,000 wounded and sick, with
the loss of less than 2,700 lives.

In addition, her merchant marine
carried and convoyed 99,000,000 tons
of coal and oil fuel, 80,000,000 tons of
explosives, 2,000,000 horses and mules,
10,000,000 hundred-weight of wheat, 9,-
000,000 tons of iron ore and 50 per
cent. of the American expeditionary
forces. !

Nor have the women of the British
nation been slow to answer the coui-
try’s call. In the workshop, the field,
the bank and on the battle front, the
English women have been magnifi-
cent. No work has been too strenuoue
or too menial for them . Over 5,000
English women went to the front in
France to join the American armies
and did everything from nursing,
writing letters and doing clerical
work to baking ples and doughnuts
for the boys. In faet, among the thou-
sands of women who went to the fronk
not only in France and Belglum, but
in Italy, Serbia and Mesopotamia,
were sciong of noble houses, who
even cleaned cesspoolg to improve the
canitary conditions they met. }

At the outbreak of the war Great
Britain had approzimately 200,000 fe-
male workers. At the close of the war
over 5,000,000 British women were
doing 1,701 different kinds of work pre-
vicusly followed by men. Over 1,000,000
were directly working on munitions;
500,000 on engineering and chemical
work; 300,000 as farm laborers; 20.000
in the uniform of the Auxiliary Corps
were working in France as motor
drivers, bakers. clerks, etc., and over
10.000 were in the Women's Royal
Naval Service, performing similar
duties for the Briiish Jackies. They
are acting as policewwomen, postwofien,
’bus drivers, chimney sweeps, window
cleaners, railway porters, ‘conductors,
station masters, there being 300,000 in
the transport service alone; over 400,
000 are employed in Government
offices, even earls’ daughters and other
“right honorable” ladies are working
on lathes in munition plants.

Of Britain's 1914 population of 44.-
000,000, about 18,000,000 were scheduled
as workers. In 1917 about 6.250,000
were in the fighting forces and 4000,
00 were precducing munitions.

When the war broke out there were
only three Government-owned muai-
tion piants. To-day there are 150
national arsenals, Woclwich alone em-
ploying 71,000 hands, of whom 25,000
are women. There are in addition over
5,000 privately-owned planis under
Government control, from which a
large part of the French, Belsian and
Italian armies have been supplied wita®
equipment. %

A BIG PROBLEM

‘Peace Delégates Are Unable
to Decide' On Form for
Various Offenders.

THE KMSER

‘Execution Favored by Many
- —Lesser Criminals Sure

A_ Paris cable: “Guilty or not
guilty?” is the question for which the
Committee on Responsibility of the
Peace Congress is seeking assiduously
an answer. It is having great dif-
ficulty in finding that answer, des-
pite the great interest awakened by
the manifested intention of Premier
Clemengeau and others at the first
meeting of the Peace Congress to
bring William (iohenzollern to the
bar to answer for the crimes charged
against him.

So great are the difficulties in ar-
riving at a conclusion that the com-
mittee may confine itself to a report
that in certain stated, well authenti-
cated cases the Kaiser was respon-
sible, -after the war started, by giv-
ing them his approval, thus becoming
an accessory after the fact in viola-
tions of the laws of civilized wariare.

The question of what shcald them
be done to him has brought out the
greatest divergence of views in the
committee, which is divided into three
sub-committees to studiy respectively
the acts themselves, the responsibility
fer'them and the puhishment to be in-
fiicted.

PUNISHMENT SUGGESTHD.

Two forms of punishment have
been suggested; the first in  execu-
tion, the other is exile.

The first plan finds support in con-
siderable - sections of Frenci, British
and Belgium public opinion; tbe sec-
ond in the more moderate elements.
In the minds of some the question has
arisen whether the effect of any pun-
ishment at all might not be to mar-
tyrizé“the Kaiser. Were he executed,
the former ruler, who otherwise would
go down to posterity as a bloody-
handed monster, might find many de-
fenders, while exile would place him
upon a par with Napoleon.

The American members of the com-
mittee are Secretary Lansing and Ma-
jor James Brown Scott. Seeretery
Lansing was elected chairian, and
chould ihe committee recomr:end the
execution of the former Kaiser, Lans-
ing might go down in history as the
man who signed his death warrant.
The effect upon the many German-
Aemricans in the Unitcd ‘s may
be imag ned.

The head of the French delegation
is Andre Tardieu, who opened the
first meeting, but neither he nor Sec-
retary Lapsing has attended more
than a quarter of the meetings held
so far.

THE LESGER CRIMINALS.

It is stated that the committee has
not yet gone deeply into the question
of individual responsibility, bui up 4o
the present classifies t possible
criminals who may be developed as
follows: First, the Kaiser and the
Crown Prince; second, Gen. Luden-
dorff, Field Marshal von Hindenburg,
former Chief of Staff von Falkenhayn,
Gen. von Moltke and Admiral von
Tirpitz, who were at the head of Ger-
many's military and naval policy;
third, the h er subordinates, such as
Gen. von Bissing, who was in charge
in Belgium and appreved the depoyria-
tions of Belgia to Cermany and the
murder of kEadith C: 1, the British
purse; tourth, individuals, such as the
German submarin anders who
sank passenger
