COVERY IN PICTOU

Sir William Logan, the eminent

geologist, was the first native Can-

adian to be elected for work done
in Canada, a fellow of the Royal
Society .of England.

Captain McClure was the first
man to take a ship from Bering
straits to Davis Straits. This was
the long-looked for Northwest
Passage found in 1850-51, but
found to be useless for purposes of
general navigation.

Sir Alexander Mackenzie, of the
Northwest Fur Company, was the
first man to cross North America
by a rount north of Mexico. He
reached the shore of the present
Province of British Columbia on
July 22, 1793.
