Unless Board of| Education Will
Take 1t Up.

Grant of $3,500 Made, But For
the Last Time.

Good Work of the Victorian Or-
der of Nurses Recognized.

—

Although warned that it would result
in the closing of the Hamilten - Art
School in June, and that the responsi-
bility would be charged up to them, the
members of the Finance Committee de-
cided on the casting vote of Chairman
Peregrine yesterday afternoon to make
no further grants to the school after
this year. The committee will recom-
grant of £3,500 this year,

When the application came up, Rev.
Dr. Lyle, one of the directors, did some
plain talking.

Some of the aldermen remarked that
they understood the grant was to be
discontinued after last year.

Dr, Lyle said he knew of no such
understanding. He said. the local insti-
tution was getting what no other Art
School in Ontario was getting, a grant
of $2,000 from the Government, so pleas-
ed ‘was it with the work done. This!
with the city’s grant, formed the bulk

of the appropriation. There was still a
good chance of the city getting the
lechnical College, and if it came he
thought the work of the Art School |
would play no small share in securing

it,

“I think it would be absolutely suici
dal,” he said, “to up the Art
School. The city has done two foolizh
things. It might have had the Victoria
University and the MacDonald Institute,
now at Guelph, if it had acted differ
ently. Tt is just possible it is making
a mistake in deciding to close the Art
School up. Tt is nothing to me. T don't
make a cent out of it, but T have often |
gone down in my pocket for it.”

Dr. Lyle referred to the long time he
had served on the board.

The ruins of the old Aurelian wall
have been used as a shelter gud hiding
place by eriminals. It is believed that
the bombs were manufactured there
and that one of them exploded while
it was being handled. I'wo uninjured
men who were arrested insist, although
they were present at the scene of the
explosion, that they know nothing
about the bombs. The two who were in-
jured are unconscious.

The bomb that burst was loaded with
a high explosive. It had a metal shell
and was fitted with percussion caps
and fuse. Artillery experts are of the
opinion that either of the bombs, had it
exploded in a crowd, would have played
great havoc.

An inquest was held on the scene
of the explosion. Artillery officers ex-
ploded the second bomb. The explo-
sion shook the neighborhood and threw
the tower of Bellisarius into the street
below. The power of the bombs proved
to be great. The men arrested insisted
upon their story of the acidental diseov-
ery of the bombs. Explosion experts
are convinced that it would have been
impossible to explode the bombs ufiless
they were ignited,

George l’ntyk Acc;nd of Murder
of Mrs. Peireg.

Woman Had Just Come in With
Pail of Milk When Attacked.

Accused Man Threaters Vengearice
on Boy For Telling.

Niagara Falls, March 25.— George
Patyk stands accused of the murdere of
Mrs. Tony Peirog, by Romain Sankos-
ki, fifteen years old, who says that he
was an eye-witness to the murder in the
Hogan homestead on Sunday night. Be-
fore €oroner Walter A. Scott and Dis-
trict Attorney I'red M. Ackerson the
boy this morning recited the details of
the crime and when confronted with
Patyk boldly held his ground, shouting
in his excitement: “You did kill; you
did kill her!”

The Sankoski boy was arrested this
morning about 9 o'clock by Patrolman
Reilly in East Falls street on complaint
of his father, on the charge of running
away from home. On the way to police
headquarters the lad told Reilly that he
knew something of the murder, and to
Chief Lyons he told the tale vividly and
convincingly. Terror alone had kept him
from letting the police know the story.

Coroner Scott, with District Attorney
Ackerson, summoned the boy at this
morning’s session of the inquest. He had
been at the home of his sister in Fif-
teenth street, when he was told that
Mrs. Peirog wished him to help her with
the chores of the place. It was about 6
o'clock when he approached the Peirog
house. He saw Mys. Peirog entering the
place with a pail of milk, and immed-
1ately afterward heard her scream:

_ “Beware of God! What are you do-
ing ?"

He said that he saw Patyk strike the
woman with a butcher knife, in the
shed. The blade broke off, and Patyk
picked up an %

Senators beheve that it is a more
and more - reasonable eross-
ing protection measure than the Lan-
caster bill, and they insist that the
Commons  shall  pronounce upom it.
There were three proposals before the
committee to-day; one was the Lan-
caster bill, the second was an-amend-
ment by Senator Power, and the third
was the Senate bill of last season.

Senator Power’s amendment virtual-
ly re-enacted the existing crossing pro-
tection law, with the addition that it
compels the Railway Commission to
exercise the authority they now have
to order protection for level ecross-
ings. The Senate’s 'substitute bill of
last session aims to put the Railway
Commission in immediate motion te
order the protection of grade cross-
ings, and throws upon the commis-
sion the responsibility of seeing that
protection promptly given.  Until
the commission made orders in re-
gard to the crossings frains could not,

rding to the bill, pass those eross-
ings faster than ten miles an hour.

Take away the double liability
and see how fast the deposits of our
banks would be reduced. One reason
given for the single liability is that the
public would take up freely an unlimited
amount of such stock offering, and an-
other is that large corporations would
avail themselves of investing largely in
our banks. It is hardly doubted that in
prosperous times, such conditions nligbh
prevail, but how could matters stand in
the dull and uncertain years? Canadian
banks just now have deposits of nruly
$700,000,000, while their fully pa'|d~up
capital is only $96,160,000. Thﬁre is no
complaint as to a lack of banking capi-
tal at the present time, and no sane man
can believe that deposits would be any-
where as large as they are unless it was
the ‘double-liability of shareholders. It
iz this extra guarantee that gives con-
fidence to the public, and without con-
fidence there could be no banking. The
great business operations of our banks
are earried on mainly by the moneys ob-
tained from the public in the shape of
deposits. The future development of the
country, which will be immense, must
entail a large capital on the part of
banks, but the greater part of capital
necessary will be derived from the in-
creased profits of trade and industry,
and the public will supply it if confi-
dence s unbroken.
